The Annual Statement and Report of the Bank of 
Montreal is always looked to as an index, not only of 
the Bank's business for the year, but also as dealing 
with the monetary and commercial business of the 
country at large; and It may fairly be affirmed that in 
no instance hitherto, during its 89 years of operation, 
has its management or directorate ever failed to demon­
strate its distinctive position.

The business of the Bank for the year end­
ed the 31st October, already referred to in 
our issue of the 23rd ultimo, establishes a new 
record, showing net profits of close on $1.800.000 
—that is, after deducting expenses of management and 
making full provision for all bad and doubtful debts— 
which, with the Balance to credit of Profit and Loss 
Account as on 31st October ultimo, gives in round 
numbers $2,600,000 available for distribution. The 
percentage of earnings to capital for the year was ex­
actly 111-9 per cent. Four quarterly dividends of 
$360,000 each were paid to shareholders; one million 
dollars was added to the Rest Account, leaving $159,- 
832 to be carried to the credit of Profit and Loss. This 
disposal met with the unanimous approval of the meet­
ing.
