The one war built 
by the English Government, bv the Board 
of Worke end the English Engineering 
Department, end the other waa built by 
the people of the locality, by an engineer 
choaen by thtmielvea and under their 
own enperintendencc. I refsr to the 
barbota of Wicklow end Arklow. The 
herbor of Wicklow waa built by an en­
gineer employed by the locality, and it 
waa not blocked up by the aand. It 
etood the etorm of the yean—ibout aeven 
or tight—which heve elapeed eince. It 
haa given no eigne of decay or falling off, 
but haa proved itself efficient for the pur- 
poee Intended. And tho harbor of Ark­
low ? It waa built bv the Board of Worke, 
the Government Department. It waa 
altnated on the aame coast, waa under 
very similar clrcnmetincei, and waa with­
in tenmilea of the Wicklow harbor. The 
opinion of the people of the locality 
waa systematically disregarded from first 
to lut. Large 
were ipent upon It — your money, 
by the way. (Laughter ) The esti­
mate was considerably exceeded and as 
the result of these exertions the Govern­
ment only succeeded In building one of 
tha pier., leaving the other piers absolutely 
unfinished. As a consiquerce of the tirât 
winter itotm the pier wnich they bed suc­
ceeded In building tumbled down Into the 
see, end the unfortunate Arklow people, 
after having been taxed for part of the 

i coat of thla haibor, are now mournfully 
contemplating the mine of the haibor, 
which have been washed acroea the en­
trance by the seal and which absolutely 
preclude either Ingress 
has been In every case end everywhere. 
In the west cf Ireland the fishery piers 
are a scandal and a disgrace, If it were 
possible for the Government Depart, 
ment to build a fishery pier where it 
waa not wanted that fishery pier was built. 
If it wore pctslble for them to spend more 
money than was necessary for the struc­
ture, that excess of money was spent. All 
thla was done with an over eupply of self- 
confideccr, ae Mr. Healy once said, that 
magnificent cocksurelem which they always 
exhibit when they were dealing with ques­
tions of which they have absolutely no 
knowledge whatever. (Cheers,)

Let me ask yonr attention for a moment 
to tha question of

THE AGRARIAN STRUGGLE 
in Ireland. I thick 1 have said enough 
elsewhere to explain the part I myaelf 
have taken in tho matter. 1 have bitn a 
aort of non combatant, but I hive been 
looking on closely and I think lean aee 
pretty well what tha faults on bath aides 
have hoan. I nm not going to tell you 
what ate the faults upon our aide. They 
have not baen very large, nor bava they 
been very numerous. I candidly sdtnit 
that hui I baen concerned In the matter 
myaelf, I probably should have committed 
a great
thing that I must claim, and It Is a true 
claim, for the gentlemen who ere con­
cerned, who were responsible for the Plan 
of Csmpilgn. While on tha one hand 
they have preventtd eviction and eived 
the Irish tenants from extermination, they 
have, on the other, kept their movement
absolutely fteo from crime—(applause)_
and from the unhappy accompaniments 
which have gone along with agrartsn 
movements In other countries. Their suc­
cess has been undoubtedly remarkable and 
extraordinary In this respect. Ou none 
of the Plan of Campaign eetatoa haa here 
been an outrage to property, person or 
life—(hear, heir)—snd this Is eomathing 
to be proud of and la eomathing that we 
ought to place to the credit of these men. 
(Hear, hear). The only excuse that baa 
ever baen alleged against the right of com­
bination In Ireland on the part of the ten- 
ante la that combination leads to outrage 
and crime. The only reason that haa ever 
been given why boycotting waa wrong and 
criminal waa that the sanction of boycot­
ting waa a crime, (Applanee.) But In thla 
case combination haa not led to crime, In 
thla ease boycottiog has not had thla effect. 
(Hear, hear.) The working of thla move­
ment upon these estates In Ireland has 
been absolutely crimtlesa, and the method 
of conducting their situation will, I think, 
hereafter aerve as a model to all persona 
who desire to combine as workers in a 
great self-protecting movement for the 
purpose of securing their own rights. 
(Applause.) Then If the result of thla 
movement haa not baen attended with 
crime, If the alleged sanction of boycot- 
tlog has been absent, why are the men 
who are conducting it baing treated aa 
criminals Î (Applause.) Let ua examine 
this question a little further. Well, Mr. 
Balfour thinks—(hisses)—when he ie 
charged with actions on the part of hla 
subordinates In Ireland which he 
defend—he thfnka it

SUFFICIENT TRIUMPHANT ANSWER
to make to Mr. Gladstone and other 
leaders on the other aide of the table, 
‘You did exactly the aame thing two or 

three years ago.’’ But, gentlemen, that la 
not true. In the first place, they did 
not themselves do exactly the same thing. 
T he prosecutions—the boycotting prosecu- 
tlons—and there were very few initiated 
by Lord Spencer—were very different 
from thoeo Initiated by Mr. Balfour, The 
boycotting prosecutions initiated by Mr. 
Balfour have been numerous and frequent. 
(Hear, hear) Kef usai to sell to land- 
grabbers sends a shopkeeper to six 
months’ imprisonment with hard labor. 
Refusal to sell to the police entitles tha 
police to go Into a man’s house or a shop, 
keepers shop, to aeize what they want, 
and to put down what money they think 
fit, (aaame.) Lord Spencer's coercion

llehmenthe agricultural industry to depend upon. 
The tenants of Ireland were mueh depen­
dent upon landlords, who oooûseated tbalt 
Improvements and Industries, leaving 
them nothing but potatoes. They lived 
on nothing else but potatoes. Very often 
they had only potato skins to live upon, 
and sometime» not even the eklne. The 
agricultural Industrie» under these cir­
cumstances often failed, and we have had 
In Ireland a» a eonttquence recurrent 
famine. The people, neprlved of their 
meani of subsistence, etarved In hundred» 
and thoueands ; died of famine and fever 
almost In millions, and they have been 
driven from their country In other mil 
lions. If we could have shared even to a 
email extent In your Industrial develop­
ment we conld have been saved from 
theie terrible misfortunes and cslemltiee, 
We eould have survived the oppreislon 
and, to come extent, extermination of the 
landlord», and we canid have kept onr 
people In their own country and pre­
vented the famines, the terrible scenes of 
’48, and the oilier seasons of depression 
and distress, but this has not been the 
cue of Ireland. Scotland had Industriel. 
She was fortunate enough to fied caal 
eloae to her sea beard, caal and Iron in 
jaxtapoaltion, and so survive! the land- 
lords. But we were not so fortunate. 
Our coal was inlaid; our Iron wts sep­
arated from out coal ; and we were not 
able to bring the two Into juxtaposition. 
We had lost the start to our woollen and 
other industries owing to the penal legis­
lation of the Imperial Parliament In times 
gone by. (Hear, hear ) The woollen in­
dustry was systematically crushed, upon 
the petition of the woollen weavers of this 
country. (Hear, hear.) We were 

FORBIDDEN TO IXPOBT 
the products of our looms. E very lmpedl 
ment vu thrown In our way, and it 
btctine absolutely Impossible for the then 
Infant Industry—the woollen Industry— 
to proceed, and it was lost, It recently In 
our time commenced to revive. U ie of 
the achievements of the Land League was 
the Dublin Exhibition of 1881, which hsd 
for its object the promotion of these very 
woollen Industries ; and to seme extent 
the woollen Industries In Ireland have 
flourished eince then. Many mille have 
been built, and I am Informed by those 
who are In the trade that their progress Is 
quite satlefictory, that employment b 
being given to a number cf persons and 
that there Is every hope for the future 
both by the creation of a heme and a for­
eign market (Hear, hear ) But to re­
turn to the past. The fbherles of Ireland 
were crashed In the same way. The fish- 
sties of Ireland at that time were dellber 
ately destroyed. The crews of fi-blng 
vessels were seized, their ships and their 
beats and nets destroyed, and they them­
selves were trsnspoited as slaves to the 
West Indies. Everything was done to 
destroy the industries of our country. Do 
not suppose for a moment that I am 
dwelling on these things in order to excite 
hatred and animosity between tha two 
countries. (Hear, hear.) Donotsuppote 
for a single Instant that that Is my Inten­
tion, because it is not. But I want to 
show yc-u that the depression and went of 
Industrial resource in Ireland Is not due 
to us. It is due lu some measure to the 
fruits, the acts of commission, of there 
Englishmen who have gone before you, 
(Applause) And so it la with almost 
everything. The flsx Industry in 

THE NORTH OF IRELAND 
was not persecuted and harassed, end it 
clone haa survived. I have been told it la 
because the North of Ireland is Protestant 
that the ilvx industry has succeeded. But 
the North of Ireland is not Protestant. 
(Hoar, hear) The North of Iteiand popu­
lation is divided with almost absolute 
equality between Protestants and Catho- 
Her. Thsre are just as many workers In 
the mills ot the Catholic prrsurston as 
there are of the Protestant. (Hear, hear ) 
It la preposterous and abeurd to contend 
for a moment that the prospeii’y cf the 
North la due to religion or race. (Ap­
plause) It is due to the fact that tbe 
Industry was not interfered with, and that 
they did not lose lha start in th 
(Applause) Take ns an illustration of 
the absurdity of the contention that In­
dustrial success in Ireland is a question of 
religion—take a esse of Industrial success 
or business aptitude as • question of rell 
glon—take the case of the recent action of 
the Dublin Corporation as compare! with 
the Corporation of Belfast. The Corpor­
ation of Belfast some time ago desired to 
consolidate theli debt. They stood long for 
this purpose at 3j per cent. They adver­
tised It. They hid the advantage of power­
ful friends In London. They had the ad van 
tage of the assistance of the London Times. 
(Linghter.) But the Corporation of Bel­
fast conld not fl lattheir debt, and although 
It was 34 per cent, stock, much of It, 
after several months, remained unsub­
scribed for. Take the similar example 
offered by the case of Dublin. A few 
weeks ago the Corporation of Dublin de­
sired to do what Belfast had attempted 
to do. They desired to amalgamate their 
debt. The Dublin Corporation had been 
systematically plundered asd Impover­
ished, and Its resources Impoverished In 
the old timee by the “loyal misorlty.” 
(Hear, hear.) Before the Corporations 
were re formed, when oorporate matters 
were In the power ol the loyal minority 
In Ireland, nothing cmld exceed the 
scandal and disgrace of the manner In 
which tho Corporation resources were 
squandered and distributed among the 
friends of the Corporation. To such an 
extent was this so that for many years the 
Corporation of Dublin has been obliged to 
husband Its resources In order to] pay for 
the misdeeds of Its ancestors—not exactly 
Its ancestors, but the ancestors of other 
people, (Laughter ) And only recently, 
after years of careful management, have 
they been able to establish their credit. 
Well, they issued their new loan. What 
was the result? Long before the pre­
scribed time every penny of that new 
loan, although II was only a 3j per cent, 
loan ae compared with tho Belfast loan of 
3, per cent , was taken up above par, 
(Applause ) Well, now, there la an ex­
ample for you, gentlemen, which I shall 
be glad to hear the explanation about 
from tha other eide.

Af.er Mr. Punell's visit to Hawarden

From hla address on 
that occselon the following extract» are 
ttken :

Let us talk of the present acd of tha 
future of Iieliud, sud of tbe arguments 
which are used against us by our oppon­
ents. I had the honor of speaking re­
cently upon the question of the industrial 
regeneration of ont country—of my 
country—(“Out,” "Our !’’)—well “of our 
country, and of your country—(cheers)— 
and I pointed out that in my view the 
development of the nationality of Ire­
land, the construction of Iteiand as a 
nation — (cheers) — depended upon Ire­
land’s Industrial recuperation. (Cheers ) 
We did not mean to wage war against 
you, (Laughter.) We should bo very 
great fools if we did. We did not Intend 
to bnlld ironclads and Armstrong gone, 
and quick firing artillery, aud all the para­
phernalia of modern and glorious warfare, 
for the purpose of Invading Liverpool, or 
laying waste London, or ol sacking Glas 
gow. ( ‘Hear, hear,” and laughter.) All 
we wanted was to be allowed to attend to 
oar own business; to teach out people 
how to work, and what to work, 
and whoro to work — (hear, hear) 
— and In all probability 
back many of our fellow-country­
men, who have been instructed in this 
country In some of tho industries, to help 
us in Ireland in a feeble Imitation of your 
greet manufacturing and lndnstsial pros- 
peilty. (Applause) But tbe London 
Times, notwithstanding Its conduct in the 
past, the London Times, not yet to bo 
beaten, returns to a personal charge against 
myaelf with renewed vigor. It says it ie 
minds them of a Migration Company wllh 
which I was identified, and it asks whether 
that Company was not a failure, andcou.’d 
I have the assurance of accusing the Gov­
ernment of failing in engineering opera­
tions. I never put myself forward as a 
person who was to renogite Ireland’s 
industries. I simply asked that Ireland 
should bo given the means and facilities for 
the purpose cf renegatlcg herself. (Ap 
pieuse ) The fiilure of tne operations of 
an individual was of very little moment, 
and I certainly am not going to reduce this 
question to the level of a personal squab- 
bis. But as this question of the Migra­
tion Company has been mentioned by the 
Times, let me tell you what tho reasons 
were for the failure of the Company. We 
startod it for the purpose of relieving the 
congestion in the western districts—Mayo 
and Galway—congestion arising out of 
the smallness of the holdings of these 
impoverished tenants. No more difficult 
problem could have been faced—(hear, 
hear)—and undoubtedly the situation of 
those tenants in the west of Ireland will 
be one of the most difficult problems with 
which we shad have to deal when we get 
the power of dealing with anything. 
(Hear, hear ) But we had not a chance 
from the beginning. We heve tried to 
buy land for which Parliament give ns

we were boycotted out of the markets for 
the raw material passes all comprehension.

We offered twenty five 
years’ purchase for another estate, which 
was not well suited to onr pnrpoee, and 
unhappily onr offer was accepted. 
We gave a great deal too much for 
it—which was the fete of a great many 
people. But although we succeeded to 
a certain extent, and had promised farms 
to a number of tenants, or rather to en­
large the holdings of a number of tenants, 
and so assist and enable them to become 
peasant proprietors, which they now are 
under the new Act, yet the result did not 
encourage us sufficiently to proceed any 
further with the matter.

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AN AMERICAN POPE.

In the current number of the Nine­
teenth Century rosgez'ue, In en article 
00 "Roman CstlnlicUm In America,11 M . 
J. E C. Dudley, the writer, who ii a Pio- 
tentant, says :

"Of the ecciealasHflâl quailficatlore of 
Cardinal Gibbons for the most exstted 
honor in the Church’s Rift, it is not for a 
layman to speak. It is enough that the 
Holy tieo has seen fit to set him at the 
head tf one of the most powerful, and 
perhaps the moat intelligent hierarchy lo 
the world, and that the Vatican has paid 
unprecedented respect to his counsel

"Of his fitncee as a man of affairs and 
of hia knowledge of the world, I have had 
some opportunity of forming a judgment. 
During many months of travel and rest 
donee In the United States and Canada, 
my observation led me to the conclusion 
that the North American continent has 
produced in this generation two rca'ly 
great men, in the sense that the last gen­
eration accounted Lincoln and Cavour as 
great. One of them we have the honor 
of reckoning as a fellow subject of the 
Queen, Sir John Macdonald, the Prime 
Minister of our Canadian Dominion. The 
other the Cardinal Archbishop of Balti

During the intervening 
twenty years, the Cardinal’s fre­
quent visits to Europe have brought 
him into contact with some of the acutest 
intellects of tha Old World. Moreover, 
since hie elevation twelve years ago to the 
head of the hierarchy of the United 
SiaUs, he haa governed an episcopate and 
a priesthood which are composed of mem­
bers of every European nation. His un* 
eximplfd undertaking two years ago, 
when, the youngest member of the Sacred 
College, he prevailed upon the Holy See 
to reconsider a momentous judgment, 
was not the achievement of a man whose 
attributes are merely local and national.

"The installation in the Chair of St, 
Peter of this enlightened English speaking 
churchman, would be an event of such 
import to human society that one dares 
not hope to see its accomplishment, for it 
seems as if it would be the fini step to 
wards bringing back to the Church the 
great democracies which are destined to 
govern the world, and as tf it would 
hasten the time when * unum ovile fiet d 
unus pastor—there would be one flock 
aud one shepherd.”

ON A CERTAIN AGGRKBSIVKNKS8.

By Maurice Francis Egan in Ave Marla.
In writing tbe last of these shcri articles 

I oisy be pardoned for taking advaotvgs 
of the chance of making a little sermon ; 
it will be my only opportunity for this 
yen, and tbe chance is tempting, 
text I take Cardinal Gibbons’ "Christian 
Heritage,”—not the book itself, but the 
spirit of the book. He has taught us 
what we ought to have taught oumlvefc— 
that Christian ztal does not excuse un- 
Christian bitterness ; that the knowledge 
that we are of the Fold of Cariit does not 
justify us in calling foul names at those 
who happen to be outside. He has taught 
us this by example, and we would do well 
to beed the example.

We Catholics are brought more and 
more into contact with men tf opposite 
religious opinions or of no religious opin. 
ions. Among these is the sguoetlc, who 
says he knows nothing, but pretends he 
knows everything. The Cardinal has 
shown us how to deal with him, and, 1 
hope, cured us of A ngtng the decrees of 
the Council of Trent at men who deny 
the Divinity of Our Lord, and of an un­
pleasant habit of trying to knock our 
dissenting brethren on the head with "The 
Bad of Controversy.”

We stsrt out with a false premise—that 
•11 who do not see the truth are blinded 
by their own fault. Toe teaching of the 
Church of Cnrlst does not warrant this. 
To say a sharp thing about tho spiritual 
ra^gedness of another may be easy and 
eesm deserved, but what man of heart 
and good breeding would say similar 
things to a man who was physically 
tegtBd?

The ciuel and but half-concaaled theory 
of modem civilization, that all the poor 
are undeservirg, ia j let an Catholic and 
charitable. Tnere are Cathalict who take 
advantage of death in a household to tell 
What they hold to be hard truths,—that is, 
they collect a quantity of jagged paving- 
fctouce and drop thorn on hearts already 
bruised. And their manner ol doing this, 
so offensive to charity, decency, and com­
mon sense, irritates the sufferers against 
tho religion th?y assume to represent. 
Yet who are move complacent than these 
militant Christians ? They generally de­
light in casting their paving stones when 
their victims are in their power. Has 
this method ever made a single convert 1 
Do we net all know of people within our 
own circle whose hearts have been 
hardened against the beauty of the Church 
bjcauitisome of our extra-militant friends 
have uted her symbols ae objects cf assault ?

It is not aggressiveness we need, but 
charity,—the chtii y wh en sees clearly 
the struggles of ethers and understands 
them. Uta not S*. Paul defined it fjr u= ? 
And while some of us exhaust our sarcasm 
on tbe man who calls this great Saint 
merely “Paul,” h iw many of us rover 
enca him as we ought by getting his 
words by heart?

If our Protestant friends in writing 
used tha word ‘-Roman Citholic” as 
an adjective to as many unpleasant 
nouns as some of us now prefix the adjec­
tive "Protestant,” we would be more 
bitter than we are in our outcries against 
their bigotry. The time has gone by 
when the name priest was synonymous 
with all horrible cruelties and deceptions 
Why is this so In the United S.atas ? Is 
it because more people read Catholic 
books and undmtand our doctrines 
better Î Not at all. It is because they 
have cjme to know priests personally.

Novels are the expression of our time, 
just as the drama was the literary expres­
sion of the tims of Elizabeth, or the satiri­
cal essay that of tbe time of Qieen Anne. 
Take the priest in any late Work of Ameri­
can fiy.ion, and you will flud out what the 
average American thinks of him ; or, 
more, how he affecti the man who judges 
him without regard to hia eoirttnal char­
acter. In ‘‘The Midge,” by H. C Banner, 
for instance, there is a French priest who 
seems to have the hearty esteem of the 
author. Ia John Hibbezton’s latest story, 
‘‘All He Knew,” there U aucther priest. 
Tbere aro no gilus at him : he is drawn 
reve-tntly dud even with a faction. The 
reason is easy to liud. Contact with 
priests has taught these writers that they 
aro Lot readv to howl anathtma on every 
ccaasbn ; that, from their pulpit?, tiny do 
uot «fend all amis to hell who outwardly 
bear the nr.me of Protestant. And these 
writers riflict, too, public opinion, which 
may be directed by gentleness, but which 
can not be forced.

If there is a mac among the roll of our 
prelates who deserves to be held up to us 
all for special Imitation, it is that Bishop 
of Boston afterward known as Cardinal 
Cheverns. He subdued the most un- 
Caristianly bigoted town in this country 
to a recognition of the real spirit of the 
Church. It is not recorded that be thun­
dered and stormed, appealed, and objur­
gated ; or that Instead of a crook he used a 
club, and stunned strayed sheep that he 
might drag them Into the fold. He was 
gentle to Protestants, though he never 
concealed tbe pain he felt that they should 
have been led astray by Luther and Cal­
vin and the rest. He recognized that 
It is very hard for a Protestant 
to hear hard things said of a belief 
which hie father end mother loved. You 
sometimes feel that hia prejudices ought 
not to be spared in the Interests of truth ; 
and that may be true—but prejudices 
rooted In the heart often seem to be 
principles. And to root out one of these 
requires all the skill of a Cardinal 
Cheverns ; and If you and I go at it 
thoughtlessly with our little hatefceta we 
may make a mistake, dear f(lends Lit 
us not forget, in our zealous Christianity, 
that we are Christians.

(Hear, 
hear,) It wee directed egelnit|the great 
secret conspiracies which had sprung up 
during Mr. Foster’s government of Ire 
land, and ai a result of hie Coercion Act. 
("That Ii true.”) It wee directed egainst 
conspiracies which threatened Lord 
Spencer’s own life, which threatened the 
lives of many other Government oifbials 
in Ireland. It was not directed against 
shopkeepers for refusing to sell goods. 
(Hear, bear.) It was not diroettd against 
persons for advising tenait* to stand by 
their combination end not to allow their 
weaker brethren to go to the well. (Hear, 
hear ) It was directed, with very few 
exceptions— exceptions which might be 
counted upon the fingers of one hand—

A WAY T J TERMINATE THE STRIFE
of centuries. (H»ar, hear ) You are 
convinced that there is nothing so radically 
wrong In the nature of Irishmen as to 
prevent an amicable and satLfretory set­
tlement of our dttiisaltlee. You ask for 
proof that Linfamen, if well treated, will 
be disloyal. You ask for proof that Irish 
Catholics will opprem their Protestant 
fellow-countrymen. No proof Is offered. 
Boundless assertions are made, but no 
proof is offered. Let the men who ask 
you to believe things which are contrary 
to the dictates of all the teachings of history 
and expeiieLca tff.-r some proof to you 
for their assenons before they claim your 
support. Irish Catholic* have never been 
intolerant. (Cheers ) It is they who 
have been the sufferers. It is they who 
have been persecuted, they who have 
been trampled upon. (Hear, hear.) But 
these facts remain ; an«t, remaining, they 
will be a lesson to us not to fall into the 
same errors aud the same crimes ; and, 
if nothing else is sufficient, the consider­
ation of your continence in us would, 
from the dictates of honor alone, compel 
us to be moderate and to use tbe great 
privileges that you have given us with 
justice and propriety. We should be 
ciorely watened. (Hear, hear) Irish­
men have been justified in the past in 
rebellion. (Loud applause.) Lvt me 
modify that. Tney have been justifbd— 
they have been partially justified— 
("no, no”)—they have b»en justified 
by the neglect cf the Parliament of 
England to attend to their wants ; they 
have been jietîfi td by the treachery, toe 
deceit, and the treason of their own repre­
sentatives. (Hear, hear ) They have not 
been justified because, although they were 
oppressed, they never had any prospects 
of success by reitoiing to| physical force. 
(Hear, hear.) That la a constitutional 
doctrine, gentlemen, which you will, if 
you examine it, find perfectly correct. 
(Ltughter ) I should not at all ba afraid 
to go bsfore a Special Cimm stion on that 
doctrine. (Rsnewed laughter) But all 
that is changed now. We have cast 
ail these thiigs behind. Irishmen cm 
now pin their faith to tho Constitu­
tion as a remedy for their grievances, 
and ought to do sc, hociuse their 
members have besn faithful to th?m, 
and have been successful ia their 
efforts. Not only that, but the great Lib­
eral party has come to the help and rescue 
of Ireland, and it would be madneps for 
Irishmen with these chances and aids iu 
their favor, with these prospects before 
them of all legitimate freedom of every 
power to do theee things which are neces 
sary for their own Buccves and for the pros 
perity of their nation ia the future—it 
would La marines* to them to talk about 
physical force. (Applause.) It would be 
madness for them to talk cf physical force, 
or to turn from the ways of the Constitu­
tion to the ways of rebellion and of treason 
—(hear, hear)—and I know enough of ray 
countrymen to know that brave as they 
are—(hear, hear)—they recognize, and j >in 
with me in recognizing, that we are on the 
safe path to our legitimate freedom and 
future prosperity, and that they will ac­
company me and accompany you in the 
path, until you have helped your great 
leader to win this battle, which, I trust, 
we are on the eve of entering upon. 
(Lind cheers, during which the hon. 
gentleman resumed his seat.)

nation of infidels.—Northern Christian 
Advocate (Prot).

Then, how do you justify ynur attempt 
to make mo en oppressor oi the Human 
Catholic minority, if not in act, at least 
in intention ?

1 had tnought that you concurred with 
mo in deprecating tho aavico given to 
the Rsman Catholic minority by the 
writer of the article in the Canadian 
Fret man to which you referred in your 
first letter ; but as >our list letter seems 
to leav^ that matter in doubt, the people 
of the Province, whom ycu are address­
ing by means of ycur own choosing, are 
entitled to know whether ycu do or do 
not approve it, and if no ether goo 1 re­
sults from my correspondence with ycu, 
much good will be done to have obtained 
a clear definition of your view on that 
subject.

But you nay that my proposition to 
meet such a combination, as is suggested, 
involves the oppression of tho minority, 
Granting your premises, I deny your 
conclusion ; and am astonished that, in 
tho face of the declaration which 1 made 
as to the principles upon which I be­
lieved that the government of this Pro­
vince should be conducted, ycu should 
make such a charge.

In this province the Roman Catholic 
minority has been treated not merely 
justly, but with generosity, and if, which 
I do not deny, prejudice exists in some 
quarters against the Roman Catholic, it 
is, in my judgment, due mainly to the 
policy ot the Church, which forbids the 
youth of the country being educated to­
gether, and to a system of education 
which tends to Et patate from the n ot of 
the community a body of its citizens by 
creed lines, as well as to the injudicious 
and intemperate utterances ot men on 
both Bides, who do not know, or have 
forgotten, what civil and religious liberty 
means.

I have no quarrel with my Riman 
Catholic ftlloF-citiz -no. I have nothing 
to do with their religious views or opt­
ions, and cannot be drawn into a contro­
versy as to the merits or demerits of the 
dogmas or practices of their Church.

I" am ready to give to them every 
right which I enjoy, and I seek to take 
from them none that I claim for myself, 
but I am not willing that exceptional 
privileges should be granted to them, 
and I protest against, and shall use my 
beet endeavors to prevent their utilizing 
the party system for enabling them by 
means of the balance of power, which it 
is claimed they hold, to dictate their 
terms to political parties.

As to their separate schools I have 
nothing to add to what I have said, ex­
cept to*say that the principle on which 
they, in my judgment, rest is that their 
organization and support depend solely 
upon the voluntary action of the Roman 
Catholic citizen, and that the State has in 
their creation and for their conduct com­
mitted to its citizens, and not to the 
hierarchy, the management tr.d control 
of them. Upon no other ground and on 
no other view of their true position can 
the existence of them, in a tree country, 
be excused,*much less defended.

By the principles which I hare laid 
down my party and myself must be

Oa what authority are these figures 
based 1 He says “on a Catholic Almanac 
publi bed at Turin.’* There is no such 
C.thulic Almanac as he pretends, and the 
figures which he gives are evidently non- 
nnslcal. He says there are in R 'me 
3 160 illegitimate births for every 1,215 
legitimate. These figures are absolutely 
false, though we do acknowledge that 
there are many children of tho Church 
who are not la'thful to her eicred tench • 
leg' ; but It cm be proved that Protestant 
Germany, Sweden, England and Scotland 
arc far below the Catholic countries In re­
garding the eacrcd character of the mar­
riage tie, and in regard for human life, In 
sjd’.e of the fact that some of these 
Catholic countries have been dominated 
by auti-CitholIc government,

Have wa not been told by Mr, Phelps, 
la a recent number cf the Fornm, that 
the 5110,000 divorces which have been 
granted dating twenty yesre In the United 
States are a;meet entirely confined to the 
Protestant white population ? And lo It not 
notorious that the Mormon population 
of Utah aid other Slates of tho West, whose 
antl-soclal Immoralities bave given and 
are still giving ouch trouble to the United 
States Government, Is recruited almost 
exclusively from the Protestant popula­
tions of the United States, Sweden, Den- 
merit and Germany 1 

Mr, Hughes thinks proper to allude to 
the sad murder of 1);. Cronin in Calcegc, 
and he sajs “the men who murder are 
not Protestant irishmen but Homan Cath­
olic Irishmen." We are sorry to my that 
there is ttrong reason to believe that Dr. 
Cronin’s murderess were men who ought 
to be Catholics and who ought to have 
profited by the good lessons of Christian 
meekness inculcated on them In former 
years by the Church. We cannot be 
responsible, nor la the Catholic Church 
responsible, for their disobedience to her 
precepts, But Mr. Hughes appears to 
forget, conveniently, that the Chlcsgo 
Anarchists who wantonly killed the 
policemen of Chicago at the Hay market 
were exclusively Protestants—and men 
who were reared on Protestant principles. 
The policemen who were killed on that 
occasion, while maintaining law and order, 
were nearly all Irish Catholics. He for­
gets that both iu Toronto and in the 
township of Arthur lrlih Catholics were 
openly murdered not many years ago by 
bis own cltii for no other reason than 
thet they were Catholics.

Be ides, not a single instance has been 
adduced where the clergy have exercised 
other than a legitimate It tiaence cn the 
schools ; end the absence of all agitation 
on this subject outside of Toronto shows 
that the people are not laboring under 
the tyranny which our enemies pretend 
to have discovered. Now that Toronto 
has also spoken its mind so plainly, we 
trust we have heard the last cf this false 
pretence.

It was to be expected that the Mall 
would pretend that the result iu Toronto 
was due to clerical intimidation.

Nearly all the Meredith organe are 
silent as to the ignominious retreat of 
Mr. Meredith from the battle ground 
choeen by himielf lor a till with Arch­
bishop Cleary. The Free Press, while 
publishing in large type tho lettere of 
Mr. Meredith, would not open ile 
columns to Archbishop Cleary'e eloquent 
exjiositicn of the open war declared by 
Mr. Meredith, in hie London speech, 
against the Cslholice ol this Province, 
whom be designates as the “common 
en>'my." Mr. Meredith accuses the 
Archbishop of resorting to a very vivid 
imsgioatioa for his frets. But the Arch­
bishop quotes Mr Meredith’s own words 
in proof of hie grounds for indignation 
of the latter’s unjustifiable and 
ferocious onslaught on the whole 
Catholic body of the people of this 
Province. It was not the Arch­
bishop’s vivid imagination that caused 
Mr. Meredith to say iu his London 
speech : “Is there not groat danger to 
the State in this solid compact of the 
minority ? Isay it is one o! the greatest 
dangers to modern civilization, one ol 
the greatest evils we have to contend 
with in parliamentary government." 
"Your aim in saying all this,” said the 
Archbishop, “was to arouse the evil pas­
sions of the fanatics that hang around 
the skirts of the two political parties, 
and lo hell them into fury. Nor yet 
enough, abandoning yourself to uncon. 
trolhbie fury you out Heroded. Herod 
by your final call for vengeance upon 
uu- ff-nding citizens, Both parties 
sliouia . vou said, mile unite, against 
the common enemy !’ “Good God,” 
exclaims tho Archbishop, “was it not the 
most suocking language that ever foil 
from the lips of a public man ; a prac­
tised lawyer to boot, ard a political 
leader of many years’standing !" There 
was no vivid imagination in this out­
burst of Archiépiscopal indignation and 
horror that a man calling himself the 
friend of Catholics, and, God forbidding 
that he should give utterance to one 
word displeasing or discourteous to their 
Catholic feilow-citlzins, should, in the 
next breath, stigmatize them as 
“tho common enemy” agiinst whom 
all parties should unite, and unite to 
crush them out of political or civic exist 
ence The solid compact Catholic min­
ority did not exist outside oi Mr. Mere­
dith's vivid imagination, and one of the 
strong arguments of the Archbishop war 
his defying Mr, Meredith to give hie rea­
sons for supposing a solid compact where 
cone such could be found. No meeting 
of Catholics had been held, no pastoral 
letter had been published, no authorita­
tive pronouncement hid bsen issued to 
warrant such a charge egrinst the C.'.ir 
olic body, whereas anti Jesuit conven­
tions bad been held, Evangelical confer­
ences had assembled both in Montreal 
and Toronto, petitions had been signed, 
and carried to the font cf the throne, 
against what was atyled Jesuitical 
endowments aud Rrruich eggrtssioas 
that never existed, cxrspt in the imag­
inations of the fanatics who aimed at 
the disruption of the constitution and 
the breaking up of confederation into ils 
o-iginal fragments. A'l this was elo­
quently demonstrated in Archbishop 
Cleary’s letters by most evident proof 
and unassailable argument ; so that 51 r. 
Meredith, who fancied he had an ordin­
ary athlete to deal with, saw himself 
grappling with a giant, and cried out 
“enctigh," and, as the Globe puts it, “fairly 
runs away from Archbishop Cleary. Ey 
what possible reasoning,” continues tho 
Globe,1 can anybody honestly allege that 
Archbishop Cieary shows lack of courage 
and candor iu sticking to the point that 
Mr. Meredith, by denouncing Roman 
Catholics as the ‘common enemy,’ tried 
to incite a political war against them I 
A shabbier evasion we never heard than 
the Opposition leader is guilty of in 
pretending that ha only meant people 
to understand that Roman Catholics, if 
they formed a solid combination, should 
be attacked as the common enemy. 
Ills imputation was that they had formed 
such a combination, and now he wants 
to abandon this imputation by asking 
people not to understand bim as assert­
ing that the Roman Catholics should be 
treated as the common enemy.” Arch­
bishop Cieary has compelled the Opposi. 
lion leader lo eat bis own words, and to 
deny that he meant to advocate the 
abolition of Roman Catholic separate 
schools, which he did in the plainest 
terms in the presence of nigh two 
thousand people in London not 
two weeks siuce. There was never 
so complete an overthrow of any 
public man in so short a time as that of 
Mr. W. Meredith by Archbishop Cleary, 
As the Globe puts it : "Hn was knocked 
out in the third round. What a laugh­
able dismounting from the Protestant 
horse,” continues the Globe. “11a was 
kicked up on that horse by the Hamil­
ton Spectator, and now he has been un 
horsed, and fairly tumbled down,”

Grace means by the expression, and it 
is with the * ferocious bigota" that Mr. 
Meredith has formally allied himec-lf. 
We do net think it too harsh a term to 
call "ferocioua bigotry” such expressions 
as these from Mr. Meredith’s Opera 
House speech :

“The thunderbolts of a great Church 
were discharged sgsiost me, and Roman 
Catholics from one end of the Province 
to the other were summoned to east 
their votes against me,”

Mr. Meredith knows that this state­
ment is false. The “Church" took no 
special part in the election of 1880 but 
tho common sense of the Catholic body 
through the Province dictated to them 
to resent tho no Popery policy on which 
the campaign wae being conducted in 
that year. Mr. Meredith did not then, 
quite so openly as he doss now, advocate 
a no- Popery policy ) but, as his followers 
did so in almost every constituency, the 
party were justly made responsible.

Still more ‘‘ferocious" thap this is the 
bigotry displayed by Mr. Meredith when, 
on what is now acknowledged to be an 
unwarranted eta1 eurent, that Archbishop 
Oleary bad through the columns of the 
Kingston Freeman, called upon the 
Catholics to combine “to secure conces­
sions as the price cf their support to one 
of the parties or the other, that gentle­
man said :

“It is the duty of both parties to unite 
against what is a danger to the common- 
w< alth.”

As His Grace forcibly says : Mr. Mere- 
diib knew well “ibat Iheie is no solid 
compact among the Catholics ol Ontario”

It 
cannot be disputed that there was on the 
school h erd of last year la that city a 
considerable number of members oho were 
In favor of sending a petition to the Légis­
lature to introduce the ballot, but as this 
was not the purpose for which thsy were 
elected, It cannot, by any stretch of imag 
luation, be said that they represented the 
people In this. But the elestlous cf New 
Year’s day took distinctly the character of 
a declaration of the wishes of the Catholic 
electorate on this subject, and the result 
wae tbe defeat of the ballot candidates in 
every Instance.

In the city throe are thirteen wa’di. In 
seven there vas no contest, the enti- 
bal'.ot candidates being elected by acclama­
tion. Contests took place In six wardi 
only—Si. Stephen's, St. Matthew’s, St.

PURE POLITICS.lien ef RONSUMPTION,Catfjolit KttoA In Girdled Gibbons’ new book, “Ont 
Christian Heritage," occur these striking 
sentences :

The ballot Is the expression of the will 
of a free people, and its parity should be 
guarded with the utmost jealousy. To 
violate that puslty Is to wound the state 
in Its tenderest point.

The repeated cry of “election frauds” 
is one full of warning. In many Instances, 
undoubtedly, it Is the empty charge 
of defeated partisans cgsluet the victors ; 
yet enough remains, of a substantial 
chare cter, to be ominous. In every 
possible way—by tickets Ineiduouely 
printed, by “stuffing” the box, by “tissue 
ballots,” by “colonising,” “repeating” acd 
“personation”—frauds are attempted, and 
too often successfully upon the ballot. 
It la the greateet menace to free lsetltn- 
tiens.

Defective registration laws and negli­
gence to secure the ballot b,x by careful 
Legal enactments, In part account for such 
a state of affaire ; but the prime cause I» 
that the better elase of citizens so eftsn 
stand aloof from practical politic» acd the 
conduct of eimpalgns, It Is one result of 
universal suffrage that elections very fre­
quently turn upon the votes of that large 
class mtde up of the rough aad baser sort. 
To Influence and organise this vote is the 
“dirty work” of politics, 
naturally shirk from It. Hence it bee 
gotten, for the most part, with general 
political machinery, into unreputable 
bands ; and from these bends issue the 
election frauds which thicken In the great 
cities, and gravely endanger our Institu­
tion. The ballot Is the teady and potent 
instrument that registers the will of a free 
people for their own gorernment, and 
the violation of its purity leads directly 
to the point where there it either loss of 
liberty or revolution to restore. We all 
remember what happened In 1876, when 
alleged tampering with election returns 
effected the Presidential succession, and a 
great cloud arose, and for weeks hung 
datk and threatening over the land. It 
was a tremendous crisis, and perhaps only 
the memorlei of the recent war averted 
diet,troue strife.

Tne privilege of voting is not an Inher. 
ent or inalienable right, but a solemn and 
a secret trust to ke used In strict accord- 

with the Intentions of the authority 
from which it emanates When a citizen 
exercices hie righteous judgment in casting 
hie vote for the most acceptable candidate 
or for a measure that will best subserve 
the In teres te of the community, ho Is 
making ■ legitimate use if the preroga­
tives con filed to him,

But when he sells acd barters his vote, 
and disposes of It to the highest bidder 
liko a merchantable conmmodity, he 1s 
clearly violating hie trust, and degrading 
his citizenship. The enormity of the 
offense may be reedlly perceived by push 
lng It tolls logical consequences. If one 
man may sell hie vote, eo may the multi­
tude. Ones the purchase of votes Is 
tolerated, or condoned or connived at, the 
obvious result Is that the right of suffrage 
will become a mere farce, money and not 
merit will be the teat of eucceae, aid the 
election will be determined not by the 
personal fitness and Integrity of the 
didate, but by the length of hie puree.

We ball it with satisfaction that 
healthy public opinion on this subject 
seems developing, that reputable citizens 
appear more disposed to bear an active 
part In practical politics, acd that "re­
form,” “a free ballot,” “a fair count,” are 
becoming, under the pressure, more end 
more party watchwords. It Is a purifying 
tendency In a vital direction.

ITUE DIVORCE QUESTION.
The Hon. Mr. Phelps, ia the Forum 

for December, states that he believes it 
to be impossible to obtain a uniform 
divorce lew in the United States, which 
has been proposed by some is the means 
of lessening the evil condition to which 
many States have attained owing to the 
ease with wbieb divorcee ere granted by 
the Court». The matter lies within 
State jurisdiction, end there ie no prac­
ticable way to transfer the juried iolion 
to Congress, Hi says the remedy will 
be to prohibit marriage by either of the 
divorced parties while the other parly 
lives. Without being so fully aware of 
it, as to give the Church due eredit for 
preserving the sanctity of the married 
elate, he recommends precisely that 
method of dealing with the question 
whion ie employed in the Catholic 
Church.

He ihowe conclusively that it ie the 
liberty to merry again which ciniee the 
alarming number of divorcee. Thus the 
uncompromising stand taken by the 
Church in not permitting the dissolution 
of the marriage tie for any cause but 
death is vindicated by the results of 
departing from thie practice of the 
Church. Vet there are many outaidere 
who maintain that the Church law ia too 
severe. It ie thus shown that the 
world owes a debt of gratitude to the 
Church for maintaining the inviolably 
leered character of marriage. The Oath- 
otic Church allows separation, for very 
grave reasons, but the partie» cannot in 
sueh case marry again. This ia precisely 
Mr. Phelpe’ solution of the problem.

The total number of divorces granted 
by the United States Cuurta in twenty 
years, from 1867 to 1886 inclusively, was 
328,716, and he adds ; “It ia likely that 
during the present year, at a moderate 
estimate, not less than 35,000 divorces 
will be granted, almost entirely among 
the Protestant white population.” These 
figures he justly considers most alarm-

niOUCIIURCUISM.
The Rev. John Langtry, of Toronto, hoe 

created e considerable stnaatlon in that 
city, and, Indeed, throughout the Province, 
by e sermon preached in connection with 
the Anglican jubilee recently held. The 
sermon wee » review of the history of the 
Church of Eoglsnd dating the last hslf 
century. The High Chnrch movement, 
which began et Oxford fifty years ago, and 
which was led by HU Eootoence Cardinal 
Newman, who woe then an Anglican 
Divine, along with Dr, Posey, Is particu­
larly obnoxious to those Protestants, 
whether of the Church of England or of 
other denomination», who are usually 
styled “EvangellcaU.”

The movement arose from a more close 
study of the primitive faith of the Church 
than had usually been given to thU sub. 
jeet ; and it was to be expected that when 
earnest thinkers began to appreciate the 
fact that doctrines which are now re­
jected by Protestantism were held by 
Sts. Ignatius, Ireneis, Cyprian, Optatas, 
Ambrose, Bot il, Augustine, Jerome, John 
Cirysostom, the Cyrils, the Qregoties, by 
Tertulllan and Orlgen, and others who 
wrote of the doctrines of the Church dur­
ing the first three centuries of her exist­
ence, the conclusion was Inevitable that 
modern Protestantism had lost much of 
the faith which hid been transmitted 
Intact in the Church from the Apostolic

wanThe Winnipeg Presbytery have put on 
record their determination to look for 
school» with some religious teaching in 
Manitoba, and it U confidently asserted 
that public opinion is In favor of thti. 
The Presbytery, however, deelre e com­
promise leeching. ThU may possibly suit 
Protestants, but Catholics want Oithotic 
teaching whenever they can afford to 
support Catholic schools. The Winnipeg 
Free Press states that the union asked for 
by the Presbyterians Is t voluntary, not a 
forced, union. Ii this case these bodies 
should support the Catholic demand, 
which does Injustice to no one. All the 
reasons given b/ the Presbytery speak 
loudly In favor of the Catholic view on 
the subject. We understand too that Mr. 
Green way his fallen Into the plan pro- 
posed by the Presbyterians and Epis­
copalians. Why should the Catholics be 
altcgather Ignored ? Surely their views 
should be regarded with some respect If 
the Government are really in earnest to 
grant equal rights to all, os they profess.

The following is the resolution which 
has been adopted by the Presbytery :

“ThU Presbytery, while cherishing and 
expressing a decided preference for a ihor 
oughly unsectarlan public school system, 
embracing all schools maintained by pub 
lie moneys and under the supervlsiju of 
the State, Is resolutely opposed to any 
system of Bute-supported education In 
which prayer and the reading of the Bible 
and the employment of its teachings to 
inculcate and enforce Christian morality, 
are prohibited, as Indefensible In principle, 
almost certain to be prejudicial In opera­
tion, and, moreover, as wholly aunec issary 
and useless ns a measure of conciliation, 
and It appoints the following members : 
Ur King, Ur. Uuval, Ur. Bryce, Prof. Hart, 
Jos. Hr-ge, U. Anderson, C. II. Csmpbed 
end Ur. Agnew, a committee to act cither 
by Itself or la concert with similar com 
mltteee of other bodies with a view of 
securing that, If possible, effect be given 
to the views embodied In the motion, In 
any leglelatlon relative to public echool 
education at the approaching session of 
the Provincial Legislature,"

At the Presbytery meetlog, one of the 
ministers present, the Rev. Dr. Bryce, 
asked :

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These were the chief considerations 

which Induced thousands of the clergy of 
the Eitabllsbment to sdopt anew doctrines 
which hod been abandoned by Protestant­
ism In all its forms ; and of course to the 
same extent these clergymen, who num­
bered amongst them tne mort learned 
and most zealous of the Anglican clergy, 
came nearer to the Catholic Church in 
their belief than bad hitherto been known 
to be the cue among Protectants. Evan­
gelicals stlgmatlzsd the new departure as 
a Komen'zlng movement, and, as argu­
ment could not support it, every effort 
was made to arouse the prejudices of the 
populace rgslnst It. It was thought that 
these tactics would be successful In resist­
ing the ‘Tractarian movement,” as it was 
called ; but it was soon found that the 
people as well as the clergy became 
rapidly impregnated with the new Ideas, 
and now the Tractarian or High Church 
party Is so strong that not only docs It 
resist suppression, but the day teems not 
far distant when It will actually rule the 
Church, as it does already many dioceses.

Instead of driving Tractariane out of 
the Church many of the Evangelicals have 
been obliged to leave the Church them­
selves In order to cut loose from Tractar­
ian Influences ; and this Is the origin of 
the “Reformed Episcopal Church,” an off- 
shoot of the Caurch of Eoglsnd, which 
has spread over a large portion of the 
United States, and which exlate, to 
extent, In Canada.

A mistaken Idea of the R’tnallsts Is that 
they can turn the Church of England Into 
a branch of the Universal Church, merely 
by the restoration of tome of the lost doc 
trines, and by the rr-adoptlon of certain 
forms of Ritual which their Chnrch 
abandoned when it was made a new 
organization with the king substituted 
for ihe Pope as Its head. Tnis is Impos­
sible, foi the supremacy of St. Peter's 
successor Is the very foundation of that 
unity without which the Church cannot 
exist, \ et the Ritualists seem not to 
have discovered yet (hit the ancient 
Church W!8 subject to the Pops, the 
necessity ef which submission Isa doctrine 
which 1, just as clearly laid down by the 
ancient lathers a, any doctrine which the 
High Churchmen have taken up.

Ur. Lahgtry io lits j tl ilee sermon thus 
speaks of the Oxfoid Tractarian 
ment ;

“It was just at tbs beginning of these 
fifty yens that a email band of godly, 
zs luus young men in Oxford, roused by 
the action of the Government sweeping 
sway at a stroke ten ancient Irish bishop 
rics, and seeing the danger that was Im­
pending over the Church of England, 
combined together to save her, If they 
might, from extinction. They set them­
selves with trembling earnestness to up

This was the 
sole object i f the Oxford movement In lie 
Inception, This, In spite of many errors 
m stakes, ex iterations and failures, Is i s 
sole object to day ”

As Ur. Langtry Is one of the most for. 
Ward advocates of union among Proles, 
tant Caarches to day, It Is no wonder 
that the Evangelicals regard such utter-

the other Churches into the Cbuich of 
England, an object much more easily con 
cslved lean brought to a successful issue, 
lho other Churches see the absurdity of 
submitting to the claims of a Church 
which Is Itself Cl schlsmatlcal as their own 
They feel that If union can be attained 
only by abs rptioo, It were better for 
them to submit to the authority „[ pope 
Leo than to that of Pope Victoria.

DOCTORS’ing.
The Protestants who maintain the 

lawfulness of divorce ground their opin­
ion upon the text of 8t. Matthew, v. 32 :

Whosoever shall put away his wife, save 
for fornication, and shall marry another, 
committeth adultery.” Mr. Pnelps in 
commenting on this text affords a curi­
ous example of the liberties which Pro 
teetantism leads its votaries to take with 
the sacred words of Scripture.

lie observes that the words in italics 
are omitted by Sts. Mark and 
Luke, and that the language there 
distinctly condemns “the putting 
away a wife for any cause what­
ever, and marrying another.” He con­
tinues : "By what authority, intelligible 
to a layman, is the statement of St.
Matthew accepted, and that of St. Mark 
and St. Luke rejected ? Both cannot be 
right. Is it more likely that the two 
are mistaken than the one ? This argu­
ment in favor of divorce and re marriage 
might therefore be sulliciently answered 
by the remark that it is not made out 
that Christ ever used the language on 
which it is based. Such is the view that 
has always been taken by the Roman 
Catholic Church ; and however inclined 
a good Protestant may be, on general 
principles, to reject the interpretation of 
his theological opponents, it is easier to 
reject than to confute it.”

He proceeds to maintain that even 
if St. Matthew’s words are correct, they 
constitute no reason why a legal remedy 
should not be applied to the correction 
of a great evil, just as assault and battery 
are actionable, notwithstanding that 
Christ said : “If a man take away thy 
coat, let him have thy cloak also.”

We must here remark that Mr. Phelps 
completely mistakes the Catholic 
Church's teachings if he imagines that 
she puts aside the words of St. Matthew 
as he does. The words ofaSts. Mark and 
Luke assist the Church in interpreting 
those of St. Matthew, and if the Catho­
lic version of this Evangelist be examined 
it will be found that adultery is given as 
the cause for which the wife may be 
put away. It justifies separation, but it 
does not justify re marriage. It is stated, 
both in St. Matt v. 32 and xlx, 9, that 
“he that shall marry her that is put 
sway” is condemned distinctly in every

The question of the Infallibility of the 
Church has nothing to do with the right 
of patents to educate their children 
religiously in accordance with thsir con­
scientious convictions. It Is introduced 
only to throw a mist over a matter which 
ia perfectly clear, and to exclto the pre­
judices of Protestants against Catholics. 
The question is one i f parental right, and 
not of tho doctiices of the Church.

SUNDAY IN THE OCTAVE OF CHRISTMAS, 
“Jeaui Christ being rich, He made Him 

sell poor In order to enrich tu with Hts 
poverty.”—2 Cor., «ill.

You know, my dezr brethren, onr Lord 
Jesus Obrist did not begin to ezlst when 
He was born In the stable at Bethlehem. 
Hs wsi the Second Person cf the Divine 
Trinity from all eternity. He was the 
ir.finite God Himself for ages on sges ; 
that is, fjrever and ever. Let ns think of 
innumbersble centuries away back—we 
are still no nesrbr the beginning. He was 
without a beginning, ee He will be with- 
out ending.

The text says that being rich, He made 
Himself poor. Oh, how rich He wes ! Our 
thoughts fail us when we try to think how 

l “e w*le Ke made all things, and 
without Him nothlcg was made which was 
made. The world and all In It Is but a 
spect in the vast universe which Hebei 
mui l at the innumerable worlds
which He hss created, laid out before us 
ÎÎ °S.\mep ln lhe heavens at night. As 
the Psalmist says, ‘‘The heavens declare 

fl°*y ot Ujd and the firmament show* 
eth Ills handiwork.”

But, being rich, He made Himself poor, 
f? votantiry, willing choice He
left all this glory and riches and 
down on this earth. This certainly wes 
bung poor enough. But it was not being 
poor enough to please Him. One would 
have thought It enough to choose the 
richest parents, or at least such as could 
affoid Him the comfort» of life. But He 
chose the Blessed Virgin Mary and St. 
Joeeph the carpenter. When He was 
born there woe room for everybody else 
fn the tiros, but no room for Him, He 
chose a miserable shed to bo born ln ; all 
His life lor g He was a poor man. In in­
fancy and childhood supported by the 
dally labor of St, Joseph, ard no doubt 
foil's8 Himself as soon as He bad the 
strength to do It. He frequently chess 
to suffer the pangs of hunger, ard bad 
not a place to rest Hie weary head after 
walking about all the day doing good ard 
relieving the miierles cf others. Yes, He 
made Himself poor—not a sham poverty, 
bat a real poverty ; a poverty from His 
cradle until the list breath of Hie life. 
Why did He do this ? Tho answer is, “In 
order to enrich us with Hla poverty.”

How does He emlch us with Ills pov­
erty ? My dear brethren, wo think those 
we call rich, who have a supeillulty of 
everything and more than they know 
what to do with, happy ; and, on the con- 
trary, those who have just enough to get 
alorg with, who have to go without many 
• tblug they would like to have, miserable.

This Is au entire misjudgment. This 
is just twisting things around the wrong 
way. At a general thing, the rich in this 
world’s goods are the miserable cues

What judgment does God make of this 
matter ? He says : “Ye cannot serve two 
masters, for you will love the one end 
despise the other ; ye will serve the nno 
and hate the other. Ye canuotserve Gud 
and Mammon” | that Is, riches J

The one who bas riches is apt to be 
ee'tiahly taken up with what riches 
buy, i. e, fins clothec, fast living, 
pleasures. He serves Mammon and he 
cannot serve God ct the seme time. He 
thinks he hss no need of God, for riches 
is God enough for him.

Un the contrary,the poor men, Hading so 
much to put up with here, verily detaches 
himself from pleasure and worldly enjoy­
ment and finds his consolation end a pure 
joy in tho thought of his Heavenly Father 
aid the recompense of eternal jay In 
Heaver. As the Apostle St. Paul says, 
“But piety «Ith sufficiency is great gain, 
for we brought nothing into this world 
and we can carry nothing cut. But 
having food end raiment and wherewith 
to be c''*’-a’,ed, with those we are content.”

This Is tne lessen which the poverty of 
our Lord and Master teaches us, and 
which 1« able to eutlcb us truly here, end 
for eternity.

A noteworthy feature of the Cithollc 
Church ii the spliit of reverence ever man 
lfested even under the most trying cir­
cumstances towards God’s anointed.

A singular illustration of this universal 
truth was shown at Milford Centre, O, re­
cently. A poor unfortunate stranger was 
caught under the night vestibule train on 
the Big Four R. R, and hla lower limbs 
mangled In a horrible manner. Amputa­
tion of one leg and part of the other foot 
was found necessary. The man giving 
his name aa John O'Connell, 6th ward, 
Philadelphia, had called for a priest and 
Rev. John Hickey, of Marysville, was noli 
fled by telegram to come on the first train 
which would arrive about 2 o'clock, a. m. 
Father Hickey did not wait for the tialn 
but drove over six miles In a buggy and 
was at the unfortunate man’s aide durlrg 
the painful operation. Upon regaining 
consciousness the poor fellow was plied 
with a number of Impertinent questions, 
and reasonably refused to proffer any 
satisfactory information. Father Hickey 
at this moment whispered to the man 
asking him if he didn’t wish to see the 
priest : replying In the affirmative, the 
attending physicians told him that lt was 
the priest then at his aide. A ray of 
brightness flashed on the poor man’s 
countenance and turning he said lo the 
most iffectlonate manner, "Father, please 
excuse me."

His whole manner changed and he be­
came as gentle as a child, while all with­
drew from the waiting room of the 
atatlon, leaving the priest and the peni­
tent In the presence of God.

It was but another proof of the power 
cf faith In the Catholic heart and won the 
admiration of all who, peering through 
the atatlon windows, were amtzed at the 
spectacle.

TEAORING ALL NATI0N3.

Mr. Stead, the editor of the London 
Pall Mall Gazette, lately visited Rome, 
and writes as follows of the Oongrega. 
tion for the Propagation of the Faith :

Our Protestant missionary societies are 
hardly one hundred years old. The 
( ollege of the Propaganda was founded 
in 1622 by Gregoty XV., and has been 
working ever since. On its shelves ere 
archives recording an activity that has 
never ceased, and which it is devoutly to 
be hope will never cease. Great volumes 
of letters bound in parchment stand 
aide by aide, bearing eloquent but silent 
witness to the self denying labors of 
hundreds of thoueenda of devoted men 
and women who have gone forth to labor 
and to die in partibui infidelium. Their 
handwriting is faint and faded now, but 
with how fiery a zeal were the pen» 
guided which traced these characters ! 
Whet Innumerable dramas, full of the 
noblest human heroism, enacted not In 
full amphitheatre before an applauding or 
even a hostile throng, bat lived out day 
by day In obscurity, In disease, In neglect, 
without hope of pniae or of earthy re* 
ward! They wrote their cplatles with 
their blood, and sealed their testimony 
with their lives. Men of the highest edu­
cation, and women of the most refined 
tastes and the gentlest births, sent to 
labor among the black fellows of Australia 
or the Hottentots of Africa, if by any 
means they might save some, have left 
their only written record here—in these 
few fragmentary records of their dtffi 
culties. Their real record la to be 
found, not here, but In the lives of 
their converts, in the tribes reclaimei 
from savagery, in the families which 
they have humanized, in the children 
whom they have educated, in the women 
whom they have raised from being the 
chattels of brutes into some somblacce 
cf the mother of Christ. As I walked 
round the crowded shelves la the archives 
of the Propaganda, I thought of all 
that vast mass of ut known valor, of love 
stronger than death, and of services to the 
lapsed end the lost, I grudged the old 
sa uts their monopoly of the altar-piece?, 
and would wil.irgly have sacrificed a 
whole hecatomb of St. Sebastians for a 
few tributes to these St. Sebastians aad 
St. Cecilies of cur own time.

We went Id succession through tha Col 
lege and tho church, and then visited the 
printing cilice of the Propaganda. It ts 
about to flit across the wiy to the new 
premises where it will have more elbow 
room. At present it is almost as much 
too email for the demand upon its 
a certain printing office, which shall be 
nameless, not. a hundred miles from Char 
irg Cross. Ooe room was set apirt for 
producing In very handsome 6tvle the new 
edition of tho works of St. Tnoum 
A quin ss, who is at present in the highent 
favor with the Pope. Here nre printed all 
the publications of the Propaganda. They 
eait their own type, bind their own bock®, 
and do almost everything except mske 
their own paper. The ‘'comps,, at the 
Propaganda set type in as many languages 
as those who are employed for our Bible 
Society. Ag a'samp’e of their _______
they have produced the Loid a Prayer in 
two hundred and fifty different larguegee, 
in one hundred and eighty dffLreut ' 
acteie, Nocesaarily the Propaganda is one 
of the most polyglot places in the world. 
Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost was 
nothing to the College in the Piazza di 
Spagna. There are one hundred and 
twenty students resident In the College, 
and some three hundred more attend the 
lectures. Between them they are said 
to speak seventy different languages. 
When Mgr. ^Jacobin! gives a reception 
you begin to realize something of the 
mUchief that was done by the confusion 
of tongues. It is about time that English 
began to supersede all other tongues as 
the common languege ef the world. Al­
though they talk all languages, corres­
pondence is carried on only In four, 
namely, English, French, Latin and 
German. Oa an average, about fifty 
letters are received and answered daily, 
and the office boy, who has the run of the 
watte paper basket, ought to posses* one 
of the finest collections of fore'gn postage 
stamps extant.

I left the Propaganda with the convie 
tlon that, so far as vast portions of the 
world are concerned, the Catholic Church 
Is an enormous, an Incalculable power for 
good. Whatever men may think about 
their doctrines as to the life beyond the 
grave, the mm who have gone out from 
this College, and who are directed and 
controlled by the Congregation of the 
Propagtnda are an effective, moral, and 
clvlllz'ng force of the first value In all 
that concerns the social and material 
amelioration of the lot of uncivilized man.

A STARTLING STORY.
A strange plot ia revealed by tbe 

Washington correspondent ot the Globe, 
which, if true, throws some light on the 
erratic, while ostensibly indépendant 
course of the Toronto Mail during the 
last few years. A gentleman of Dytroit, 
who is a member of tbe Hoar Com­
mittee on Foreign attairs, relates that tbe 
Hoar Committee, after a careful consid 
oration of the relations existing between 
tho Uuited States and Canada, have 
come to the conclusion that a policy of 
inti.fl? rent ism towards closer trade 
relations between tbe two countries will 
be more effectual towards bringing about 
annexation than a policy of conciliation, 
and that with this object in view a 
policy of moderate retaliation towards 
Canada should be adopted by the United 
Slates.

Mr. Butterworlh’s bill which has baen 
recently introduced into Congress for a 
reciprocity in the exchange of the pro­
ducts of the two countries on liberal 
terms would not meet the purposes of 
those who favor this Annexation mo?e- 
m^nt, and, therefore, through the ll>4r 
Ojmmittee it is proposed to burk this 
bill if possible.

Mr. Hear claims to be in possession of 
secret information from Canada to the 
etitct that the annexation sentiment has 
eo grown that it is only a question of 
time when Canada will como easily into 
the hands of the United Staj^ee. Tae 
source of all this information is said to 
be the editor of the Mail, and it ia 
asserted that the information was re­
ceived by Mr. Hoar through Mr. Wight, 
the Secretary of tbe Committee, who is 
also tbe Washington correspondent of 
the Mail. The Hoar Committee relied 
entirely upon this information from tho 
Mail rffioe in adopting the conclusions 
to which it bad arrived.

The sîrange course followed by tbe 
Mail in its successive advocacy of most 
opposite measures in the trade relations 
between Canada and the United States 
gives an air of probability to the story. 
It was at fret in favor of the Govern­
ment's National policy of protection, 
but it abandoned this in favor of Con­
tinental Free Trade and Commercial 
Union It more recently dropped the 
advocacy of these m asures, on the plea 
that they cannot be attained in the 
present temper of United States politi­
cians If this story of the Giobe’s cor 
respondent be c irrect, the real policy of 
the Mail ia to work for the At nexation 
of this country to the Uuited States

Even with such sn object in view the 
effort to excite sectional end religious 
dissensions in Canada is unpardonable ; 
but it is easy to understand that any­
thing which will tend to create discord 
in Canada, will also have a powerful 
effect in m&king it impossible for 
Canadians to live together in peace, 
and will help to make them look 
to new conditions of existence. 
It would appear, therefore, that 
the desire of the Mail to “smash Con­
federation” constitutes merely part of 
the plot in which it seems to be impli­
cated.

We cannot promunce on the truth of 
these allegations, bat there is room for 
investigation, and the full light of d*y 
should be thrown upon the treasonable 
machina i-ES nfamd to by the Globe’s 
correspondent
