Christian Sorrow.
" Becauee I have told \ou these things, sorrow has filled 

your heart John xvl, 6.

The time splinted and predetermined by 
God for the consummation ot all that was 
intended to be accomplished by the incarna­
tion ot Christ Was drawing near. He had 
come to the earth for the purpose of pro- 
c'aiming deliverance to the captives held in 
the bonds of sin ; to establish a new dispen­
sation among men, in which they were to be 
cflered pardon and forgiveness through faith 
in the atonement which he himself was to 
render, and to perfect that atonement by his 
death. God’s displeasure had been excited 
by the sins of men, and by death in man's 
nature atonement for sin must be perfected. 
God, having condemned sin in the flesh, for 
sin (as an atonement) sept forth his own 
Son in the likeness of sinful flesh ; and Jesus 
was made a little lower than the angels for 
the suffering of death, that he, by the grace 
of God, might taste death for every man ; 
and that, through death, he might destroy 
him that had the power of death, that is, the 
devil, and deliver them, who, through fear 
of death, were alt their lifetime subject to 
bondage. So then, he appeared upon the 
earth that he might put away sin by the 
lacrifice of himself.

As we have said before, the time for the 
consummation of this purpose was rapidly 
approaching, and Jesus, wishing to prepare 
his difciples as well as possible for the events 
which were about to take place, began to 
tell them of the manner in which he himself 
would be treated, and what they would be 
called upon to endure for his sake. “ Be­
hold," said he, “ we go up to Jerusalem 
and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto 
the chief priests, and unto the scribes, and 
they shall condemn him to death, and shall 
deliver him to the Gentiles to mock, and to 
scourge, and to crucify him ; and the third 
day he shali rise again." Matt, xx, 17, 18, 
19. And after foretelling to them the de­
struction of Jerusalem, he said to them, 
" But before all these things (which were to 
precede that destruction) they shall lay their 
hands upon you, and persecute you, deliver­
ing you up to the synagogues, and into pri­
sons, being br(f%bt before kings and rulers 
for my name's sake. And ye shall be be­
trayed both by parents, and brethren, and 
kinsfolk, and friends ; and some of you shall 
they cause to be put to death, and ye shall 
be hated of all men lor my sake." Luke xxi. 
These were trying communications for him 
to make. They to whom he spake were the 
chosen companions of his ministry. Day 
and night they had followed and remained 
with him. sharing his laltours, his privations, 
and his sufferings ; and this constancy of 
companionship had excited between them 
and him a mutual attachment and love.— 
But from them he now was soon to be rude­
ly torn. He whom they loved was soon to 
be delivered to his enemies to be mocked, 
and scourged, and crucified. And the know­
ledge of the sufferings which awaited their 
loved Master would and did make them 
sorrowful. Jesus knew what effect these 
tidings would have upon their hearts, and 
we may very properly believe that bis own 
heart was affected with a sympathetic sorrow 
while he made them known to them. But 
he left them not to the full influence of their 
sorrow. “ Because,” said he, “ I have told 
you these things, sorrow hath filled your 
heart," But •* let not your heart be troub­
led : ye believe in God, believe also in me. 
In my Father’s house are many mansions.
I go to prepare a place for you. And if 1 
go and prepare a place tor you, I will com» 
again and receive you to myself ; that where 
I am there ye may be also.” ‘‘These things 
I said not unto you at the beginning, because 
I was with you ; but now I go my way to 
him that sent me." “And ye now therefore 
have sorrow ; but I will see you again, and 
your hearts shall rejoice, and your joy no 
man taketh from you." Thus did he solace
them, thus tried he to alleviate their sorrow 
of heart.

As the heart of the Christian now is some­
times filled with sorrow, it may be profitable 
for us to inquire, Wbatis the principal cause 
of the Christian’s sorrow, and how may it 
always be alleviated? What then is the 
principal cause of the Christian's sorrow ?

The causes of sorrow to the Christian are 
but few. He is not as other men. To him 
all things appear in a new aspect. He now 
regards all circumstances as being caused by 
or allowed to he by bis God, and he knows 
that the only feeling which that God cher­
ishes toward him is love. However much,
then, these circumstances may affect his 
comfort or bis outward prosperity, be feel* 
that they are intended to do him good ; and 
to assist its accomplishment, he endeavours 
to improve them in every possible manner, 
and by the use of every practicable means. 
To him then they bring no sorrow, no re­
pining, no grief. But though external cir­
cumstances do not affect him to sorrow, there 
are internal means dwelling in bis heart, 
which both in themselves and in their con­
sequences are the copious sources of it.— 
These are his sinful inclinations. When, by 
the exercise of faith, he obtained the for­
giveness of his sins, hie guilt was removed. 
But not so with the inclinations which 
prompted to the commission of those sins. 
These still remained to be exterminated by

then first perceived the absence of his Savi­
our. That Saviour, grieved by his sins, 
had been compelled to leave the heart in 
which he had promised lodwell, and because 
of that absence of Him whose presence had 
imparted joy and gladness, “ sorrow has 
filled bis heart.”

Thus we find that the principal cause of 
sorrow to the Christian now, is similar to 
that which affected the disciples on the occa­
sion which we have referred lo. No one

perceive the true nature ol thy sins. Truly 
thou didst well to grieve over them. ’Twas 
well for thee to hate both them and the in­
clinations which prompted to their commis­
sion. He, against whom thou hadst sinned

can doubt the cause of their sorrow. Jesus : had always treated thee with kindness. His
himself reveals this. “ Because I have to'd 
you these things," lie said, “ sorrow hath 
filled your hearts. Nevertheless, I tell you 
the truth, it is expedient that 1 go away 
from you.” His going away, therefore, was 
the cause of their sorrow. When he bad 
told them of the sufferings which they would 
be called to endure for his sake and the 
gospel’s, they were not moved. Persecution 
on this account they, to some degree, had 
already experienced. But this they had 
expected and were prepared to endure. In 
becoming the disciples of Christ they had 
counted the cost, and this they were ready 
to expend. But to part from him whose 
mild, gentle voice, and kind manner, had 
given power to the words with which he bad 
addressed them, and which had fixed their 
love upon him ; to be deprived of the pre­
sence of him whose hardships they had shar­
ed, whose sufferings they had sympathized 

illi. and whose deeds of love and mercy 
they had witnessed, caused the springs ot 
sorrow to swell until they filled their hearts.

But great as was their sorrow a source of 
comfort was afforded to them, “ that they 
might have peace." So too the Christian 
may find comfort in the time of sorrow, re­
lief from every tribulation

How, then, may the sorrow of the Chris­
tian alumys be alleviated ? When the world­
ling is in trouble, having no other source of 
relief, he must seek it in the world. He 
therefore, endeavours to divest himself of 
sorrow, or rather to crowd it off, by engross­
ing himself more deeply than ever in busi­
ness, hoping, by increasing his cares, to de­
crease the influence of those things which 
trouble him. But in this respect he is often 
disappointed. Instead of alleviating his dis­
tress they frequently increase it, opening 
new sources of annoyance, while the first 
flows on deeper and deeper, welling up from 
Its fountain in the soul, and strengthening 
with its strength, until it becomes a river of 
sorrow, pervading the whole man. Disap­
pointed in this, be turns to the pleasures of 
the world, and seeks to drown his feelings 
in social convivialities, in the gay party, the 
giddy dance, the ball-room, the play-house, 
the bar-room, or the gaming table. The des­
peration with which he plunges into these 
may, for a little while, drown bis memory, 
but soon it rises to the surface again, and, 
driven to despair, he regards death as pre­
ferable to life under such circumstances ; 
and he seeks it in the intoxicating draught, 
the poisonous drug, or with his own hand 
rudely draws it to himself. Poor, unwise 
creature ! how many such now dwell in ever­
lasting torment !

But such is not the case with the Chris­
tian. He knows that “trouble springs not 
from the ground that “ whom the Lord 
loveth he chasteneth and, therefore, he 
regards “ sorrows" as a portion of the dis­
cipline by which he is to be filled for his 
reception by his Father. So long, then, as 
his Saviour is with him, so long as ho can 
look up to him for help, for comfort, and for 
sustenance, he can cry,

“ I emu do mil things, or can bear 
All suffering, if my Lord be there. ’*

“ For we have bad fathers of our flesh who 
corrected us, and we gave them reverence ; 
shall we not much rather be in subjection 
unto the Father of spirits, and live ? For 
our fathers, verily, chastened us after their 
own pleasure, but He for our profit, that we 
might be partakers of his holiness." lleb. 
xii, 9, 10. But if the Saviour leaves him, 
if he withdraws himself, the troubled Chris­
tian, having nothing whereon to lean, no 
support upon which be cap firmly depend, 
sinks rapidly in the sea of trouble. Demon 
spirits, watching his descent, are filled with 
fiendish joy, and exult at the prospective 
ruin of another soul. Holy angels also see 
it, and are painfully apprehensive for the 
safety of one whom they bad expected soon 
to join their holy, happy throng. But soon 
the joy of the demons is changed into per­
plexed disappointment, and the apprehen­
sion of the angels into hallowed joy, as the 
voice goes up from the sinking soul, “ Lord, 
help me ; 1 perish and an invisible arm 
raises it from the engulfing deep, and plac­
ing it upon the shore in safety, surrounds it 
with sweet holy peace. Here we find the 
answer to our question, here we find how 
the sorrow of the, Christian may always be 
alleviated. It iÀy sincere, soul-felt, soul- 
expressive prayer. “ Lord, help !” is the 
exclamation most natural to a soul which 
feels ready to add, “I perish !” and which 
knows that God only can furnish the help 
needed. Nor will the prayer thus afforded 
ever remain unanswered.

It may be that for the thorough subduing 
of the sinking soul, for the purpose of caus­
ing it to fully realize its helplessness, God 
may allow it to sink deeper and still deeper ; 
but he will never allow it to sink below the 
reach of his reclaiming grace. To those 
who trust in Him his promise is : “ When 
thou passest through the waters, I will be 
with thee ; and through tbeVivers, they shall 
not overflow thee.” Therefore, his exhort­
ation is, “ Fear not, for I have redeemed 
thee, 1 have called thee by name; thou art 
mine, for I am the Lord tby God; the Holy 
One of Israel, tby Saviour." Isaiah xliii.
“ God ie not man that he should lie, nor the 
son of man that he should change his pur- 
pose. Hath he said it, and shall he not do 
it? hath he spoken it, and shall it not stand 
fast ?" Sorrowing Christian 1 here behold 
the source from which thou mayest always 
obtain comfort and sustenance. Thy Savi­
our has not gone far from thee. He has 
only, like the mother of Moses, gone away 
a little diatance, and he i* ready to return at 
any moment. He has not gene beyond the

blessings had been freely bestowed upon 
thee. Thou didst constantly receive the 
effects of his unchanging goodness. And 
even when thou didst return all his kind­
ness, his blessings, his goodness with per­
verse ingratitude and disobedience, even 
then bis love for thee was undiininished ; 
and, pitying thy wretched condition, he pro­
vided for thee a Saviour, which is Christ 
the Lord. That Saviour now sees thine 
every emotion, and he waits only to have 
thee seek him with intense and unwavering 
sincerity of desire, then he will come to thee. 
Call then to him. Call as you would to a 
I'ellow-man if you were drowning. Call to 
him, saying, Lord, help ! I perish ; and let 
thine earnestness, thy perseverance in call­
ing show that thy heart really depends upon 
and desires bis help. He will come to you, 
and coming, will bring peace to your troub­
led soul.

And, impenitent sinner, to you we may 
say that this subject offers an inducement— 
not indeed to continue in your present course, 
but to repent. He, against whom all thy 
sins have been committed, whom thou hast 
so wantonly, so obstinately, so wreçklessly 
grieved, injured, and offended, yet loves 
thee ; notwithstanding the grievous nature 
of thy sins, or the baseness of thine ingrati­
tude against him whose mercies thou hast 
constantly enjoyed, he is ready to forgive 
you. Hear his call to you : “ Return unto 
me." Return ! how full of kindness, how 
cordial, how free the invitation I But he 
says more. He says if thou returneat unto 
him that he will return unto thee. Like the 
father of the returning prodigal, when thou 
art yet a great way of), when returning, he 
will hasten to meet thee, and with open arms 
he will receive thee ; he will forgive and 
forget all thine errors, all thy misconduct, 
and in his embrace thou wilt evermore he 
happy.

Wilt thou not return unto him ? Why 
shouldst thou continue in thy present course ? 
Why shouldst thou persist in thine unnatural 
and self-injurious opposition ? Why shouldst 
thou deprive thy spirit of its natural and its 
desired enjoyment f Surely thou art misled 
in this matter. If thou thinkest thy present 
course to be that which is and will be most 
conducive to thy happiness, thou art sadly, 
sadly deceived. Thousands will tell thee 
that thou wilt never know true happiness, 
pure, spiritual enjoyment until thou art re­
conciled to thy Creator, ~ 
testimony. It" is that of men once in all 
respects the same as thyself, this only ex­
cepting, that they have sought and obtained 
forgiveness from that source from which thou 
also mayest obtain it. Be induced, there, 
fore, we entreat thee, to seek pardon and 
forgiveness, and pleading thy need of it, and 
the atonement which has been purposely 
rendered for its consummation, hope for aud 
thou wilt obtain it. R-

John's, Brigus, Port de Grave, Cupid's Cove, 
Harbor Grace, Carbonear, Blackhead, and 
Old Perlican, and have had the opportunity 
of conversations with all the Wesleyan Min 
isters in Newfoundland, one only excepted 
To the people of that Jisland they have 
preached twenty-two sermons in all, and 
have delivered numerous addresses elucida­
tory of the basis and constitution of that 
new Organization of Wesleyan Methodism 
in these Provinces, which we are happy
learn receives the cordial adhesion and 
approbation of all embraced in the circle of 
its influence, and meets at every stage with 
new and precious evidence* of the Divine 
favor and blessing.

The reception of our Reverend friends 
was of the most cordial and even enthusi­
astic character. In every portion of the 
Country it was found that Mr. Knight had 
secured during his early sojourn in the 
island, a hold on the affections of its people 
which the lapse of more than twenty years 
was not able to weaken. We give below 
such documents of interest connected with 
the movements of the deputation as we can 
find room for in the present impression 
reserving for our next a number of commu­
nications wiih which we have been kindly 
favored by friends in Newfoundland.

R. Knight ; all the arrangements met with the 
concurrence ol the meeting, and tbe determine, 
lion was manifested, both on the part ol tbe 
Miaimena and members of our Church, to carry 
them into immediate operation. Dr. Richey 
greatly delighted and edified tbe congregations 
if Carbonear and Harbour Grace by bis minis, 
trations in their pelpiti, end on Tuesday even- 
mg he preached in tho Carbonear Chapel on 
the subject of the Christian Ministry, showing 
its divine appointmeut and its various offices, 
and setting forth, in an onmislakable and mas­
terly manner, who are to be “ accounted of as 
Ministers of Christ.”

Immediately alter the delivery of this dis­
course, the Rèv. P. P tt est wood and the Rev, 
J. S. Piiinney were fully ordained for the work 
of the mininstry, by prayer and by tbe laying

not soon forget the kind attentions that he re­
ceived from the warm hearted oc-u pants of 
1 Rural Retreat ; ’ uor was Mr. Knight less re- 
freshed by renewed intercourse with bis old 
and estimable friend Mr. Bemister and the 
hospitalities of bis comfortable mansion.

our Church and cause in this Island.

May tbe Almighty Giver and Preserv­
er of life, who directed your feet hither, convey 
you in safety to your earthly homes, to be gree­
ted once agsin by your friends and brethren by 
whom you are so highly and justly appreciated ;

to receive tbe gratulations ol your Heavenly 
Master, and to reciprocate tbe transporting salu­
tations of hundred whom you shall meet as the 
fruit and reward of your Ministry on earth.

Corpus Christi in New York.
The Romish Church has a grand annual 

celebration in honor of that absurd doctrine 
of Transubstantiution. It is called Corpus 
Christi, or the “ Feast of the Must Holy 
Sacrament.” It is observed with all possi­
ble pomp and splendor. In some wealthy 

t churches, magnificent canopies and most 
costly suits of sacerdotal apparel are kept 
to be used expressly in this singular festival, 
in honor of the real and personal presence 
of our Lord, as they say, upon their altars in 
the Blessed Eucharist. In this, according 
to the paradoxes of St. Liguori, “ Christ 
found out a mc.ns of so leaving the world 
as not to leave it, and of going from it in 
such a manner as that lte ceased not to re­
main in it.”

In tbe Freeman's Journal we find a glow­
ing description of tbe pageant as it was re­
cently performed in tbe Church of the Most 
Holy Redeemer, in Third street in New 
York. At eight o’clock, there was a con­
firmation of the young communicants. At 
ten, the Rector, with Deacon and Suh-Dea- 
con, sung a solemn high mass. Immediately 
alter this, a procession was lormed, which, 
in Papal countries, would have paraded 
through the streets ; but, in Ibis country, to 
avoid tbe scorn ol common sense Protes­
tants, usually is restricted to a promenade 
around tbe aisles of the church.

It seems that he honored the Church, loo, 
of which he pretends to be the Chief Ser­
rant in America, though indeed he is her 
lord, as viceroy of her despot, the Pope.

The Pope does interfere in the affairs of 
all civil powers, and claims for himself, in 
the name of Christ, or of the Church, or of 
the Councils, the right to meddle with other 
people's business. Tbe Hon. Mr. Chandler 
stated, most emphatically, that such was not 
the ca»e ; the puppet official editors at Wash­
ington say that Rome is harmless or liberal ; 
and the tools of the lrt»li Romish press, w ho 
are real ignoramuses in theological and his­
torical mailers, maintain that tlie Holy See 
is the best safeguard of republican institu­
tions ! Save the murk 1 but if things be 
allowed to go on in tins way, and Popery 
should triumph in ibis free country, tbe 
lime is not distant when we shall be visited 
by Papal monitories, censuring some legis­
lative act which should limit tbe power ol 
priests and bisltops, or abolish convents, etc., 
etc. And this would have already happen­
ed had liedini been successful in liis mission, 
had lie been able to make a concordat with 
the United States, and establish in America 
the canon laws which make of a Catholic 
citizen an enslaved serf of the Pope.

Look avthe sad spectacle offered by the 
Court of Rome in our days, against the con- 
stituliontd kingdom of Sardinia. The go- 
vernmern of that country, wishing to ameli­
orate the condition of the secular clergy, 
spreading knowledge and instruction among 
the musses, and repealing old rotten Popish 
institution:, which were abolished seventy 
years ago in Catholic Austria, this free 
government, the only liberal and national 
power in Italy, is branded, denounced, ca 
lumniated, and excommunicated, by,the so- 
called Vicar ot Christ, as a gang of thieves 
or of bloody Jacobin*.

Tbe Sardinian Clergy is ordered to refuse 
obedience to that civil power; friars and 
nuns are invited to oppose with force tbe 
execution of the law which sanctions tbe 
suppression of monastic orders. Is this open 
interference or not ?

Let tbe tools of Popery and demagogue- 
ism, in America, answer our question* ; 
meantime we offer them for mature coosi- 
deration two important documents, whirl, we 
hepe rntiy open tbe eyes ol credulous fanatics.

During the debates which look place in 
April and May last, in the Sardinian Par­
liament, on the proposed law for the sup­
pression ot Convents, the Secretary of Slate 
of the Pope, with the Holy Apostolic sanc­
tion of Pius IX., issued a book of 300 pages, 
called a Monitor]/, which contained, among 
the numberless “infallible principles and 
doctrines,” the following nine articles, winch 
for the sake of America, we wish to see pub­
lished in ail the newspapers of the Union.

1st. The law which determines on the 
freedom of the press, and which does not 
give to Ibe clergy the censorship of the pub­
lic papers atul books, is an impious law ;

2d. The Stale ought to admit and recog­
nize any association sanctioned by the Church, 
even should it be considered pernicious.

3d. The bishop who refuses obedience to 
the civil power, and incites others to open 
rebellion, performs his duly ;

4th. That Government which should ban­
ish such bishop is guilty of an aggressive act 
against the Church;

5th. The civil power cannot direct any 
jurisdiction when an ecclesiuntic is mixed 
in it, nor can it arrest any person charged 
with criminal acis on a sacred ground or 
plgce, nor abolish the penalties applied to 
those who do not observe the Sabbath day ;

6th. The Stale cannot permit the exercise 
ol modes of worship which are not Catholic ;

7lh. The civil power has no jurisdiction 
over ecclesiastical property, nor the right to 
intirfere in any Catholic institution, nor to 
claim or fix a tax on Church property ;

8th. There ought to he special penalties 
for ecclesiastics, different from those applied 
to laymen, in regard to common crimes.— 
Therefore, all religious corporations, their 
property, and the incomes of the ecclesias­
tics, are totally out of the jurisdiction of the 
civil laws ; and hence Sardinia is in duly 
bound to repeal and to consider of no avail 
all the laws, decreed in that Kingdom since 
1848, against tbe principles above stated ;

'Jib. Finally, the Church is above all civil 
societies ; for whatever may be the reforms 
which a Stale lms operated in its civil legis­
lation, the venerable laws of the Church must 
always prevail over them, and ought to be 
respecte»! in a Catholic country. Whatever 
right a people has to constitute itself with 
t.ew forms of governments, the value of 
canonical sanctions cannot in any way be 
lessened ! !

In spite ot the famous papal monitory, 
Sardinia abolished some 324 convents, and 
Rome, perceiving her arrogant interference 

, of no avail, ordered the bishops to revolt 
and issue tbe annexed threat of excommun­
ication.

Instructions given by the Bishops of Sar­
dinia to their clergy, in relation to the law of 
May 'Utah, 1855.

The Council ot Trent, Session 22d Chap. 
IX., has fixed the penalty of excommunica­
tion, to be incurred ipso facto, reserved by 
the Holy See, against the usurper of eccle 
siastical properties. The synodal constitu­
tions of the dioceses of Sardinia declare, 
that this decree has always been in force.

1st This excommunication is incurred 
by all those who have voted the law in rela­
tion to tbe suppression of religious corpora­
tions, and have taxed ecclesiastical proper­
ties.

2d. Shall be equally excommunicated, all 
those who shall take any active part in the

The Pope, judging from the note of his 
nuncio, cannot bear the idea that prie-ts, 
like all other citizens, lay or religious, should 
be placed on an equal footing, in having to 
snbinit to the civil juthormes. lint the 
great obstacle in the eyes of the Holy Fath­
er is, that priests are henceforth prohibited 
from voting in the Canton of T ento, and no 
document, emanating from Rome, or Irom 
the two foreign prelates, can be read from 
the pulpit without having been pr-viou-ly 
sanctioned by the government. 1’jits may 
appear to some politico ns, an unjust interfer­
ence of the civil power with religious ullairs, 
but the sophist should know that the pulpit 
in Ticino, as is often the ease in popish 
churches in America, was conveiled into a 
political rostrum, and priests and friars, in­
stead of preaching the Gospel, used to read 
to their devotees inflammatory pas'oral let­
ters against the government, inciting the 
faithful to rise in open rebellion.

And, wc will say, moreover, that the ex­
clusion of priests-from the ballot-box was a 
very judicious and upright step.

Priests do not serve in the army, neither 
in peace nor war, nor in the fire depart 
ment, nor on the jury, nor do they bear like 
all other citizens, the burden of tuxes, nor 
hove they family ties to make them dear to 
the people, end attached to their native lend. 
Priests are the soldiers of a foreign poten­
tate, encamped as foes in the heart of the 
Republic, and, as such, cannot claim the 
civil privileges enjoyed by oilier citizens.— 
N. Ÿ. Crusader.

The Present Condition of Russia.
Sated with battles and seiges, we find no­

thing very remarkable in the manner in 
which the war effects onr own resoutre*, we 
naturally become the more anxious to lift the 
hitherto impenetrable veil which separates 
us from the interior of Russia., and to en­
quire how the enemy bears ihe privations 
and evils of a long blockade and till t ho mis- 
series that ever follow protracted war. YVc 
have presented ourselves to Russia and to 
Europe in our working suit, and- been care­
ful to put everything in a point of view ri­
gorously fair, while Russia was almost 
dressed out in her best, and keeps sedulously 
in the back-ground whatever does not tend 
to raise the opinion of her invincibility.— 
That Provinces and Governments vie with 
each other in what the Invalide Russe is 
pleased to call voluntary contributions,— that 
tbe whole country is animated hv a spirit of 
the most exalted patriotism,—these, arid such 
accounts as these, are all that we can expect 
to reach us, from a country where the black­
ing-brush of the censor ranks among ihe most 
approved means of government.

VVe have therefore great reason to bo 
grateful to the conductors of Blackwood's 
Magasine for having admitted into its pitges 
(he narrative of of an English subject for 
many years resident in Russia, who lett that 
country only at the beginning of the present 
summer, who details with much apparent 
good faith Ihe results of his own personal 
observation. These revelations ought to 
make us feel how much we owe to our in­
sular position, and how much to our enlight­
ened system of taxation, which enables us 
to raise whatever sums we need in money, 
instead of having recourse, like Russia, to 
the ruinous expedient of taking onr taxes 
in kind. Whatever the Englishman pays 
leaves him still a perfectly free agent, 
whereas the system of forced labor pr- veil­
ing in Russia strikes tho sickle out of the 
hands of the reaper on the very day of har­
vest, robe the plow of its oxen, and di»-lpates 
in a few hours Ihe winter supply of food for 
the whole ol a village community. In April 
of the present year, twice the quantity ot" 
biscuit was demanded, the unfortunate 
peasants, who have to eaWy it a thousand 
miles, must be absent dnririg the whole of 
the brief Russian summer, and only' return 
home to starve during the long winter fer 
want of the harvest which a paternal Govern 
ment will not permit them to gather. For 
these services there is no payment, and the 
issue of a species of Government paper, 
which was taken in payment of tuxes, has 
been stopped. The villages which lie on or 
near the line of march are plundered by tho 
sailors which pass through them, and the 
stock of food laid up by these unfortunate 
people for the supply of the winter is devour­
ed by these unbidden and hungry guests. » 
The tailora and bootmakers are called upon 
to clothe the soldiers, for which they receive 
mere nominal prices, curtailed by the pecu­
lation of those through whose bands they 
pass. Money is disappearing from the south 
of Russia, and the paper circulation is taking 
its place. Everything seems to show that 
the resources of the country are overtasked 
by the struggle which she has provoked, at d 
even without any very brilliant success in 
tbe field a mere dogged continuance of the 
measures we have adopted must bring thia 
mighty empire to terms.—London Times.

BOM Ii A RDM ENT OF 6WKABORG.

We have now full details of the terrible blow 
inflicted on Russia in the Baltic. We abridge 
the accounts of several correspondents, so as to 
give a brief and connected view of the opera­
tions.

Sweaborg stands in the Gulf of Finland, three 
miles soutb-e.a»t of Helsingfors. The fortifica­
tions extend over six islands, or rallier rocks, 
called Ldngorn, Lilia Swartoo, West Swartoe, 
East Swartoe, Vargon, and Gustavsvaard ; the 
last five are connected by bridges, and occupy a 
space of about 1200 by 650 yards. Vargon is 
tbe capital, the strongest fortress, and also the 
central one. The works are of granite, and as 
massive as the foundations on which they stand, 
being, for the roost part, constructions out of the 
solid rock. Sweaborg is said to mount 810 can­
non, bas casements for from 6000 to 7000 smal 
arras, and barracks for a garrison of 12000 men.

Ort the 7th ot August, at 9.30 a.m , signal was 
made from the fl ig&hip, ; Outward and leeward- 
most ships weigh.* The fleet, consisting of 9 
B d sh liue-of-battle ships, 13 steam-frigates ana 
si. i s. 16 mortar vessels, and an equal number 
of gunboats, sailed from Nargen, and after a 
pleasant run of five hours anchored at a distance 
of about 5oOO yards from the fortress at Swea­
borg. In the course of the same evening the 
French fleet joined, and immediately commenced 
throwing up a mortar battery on the island of 
Langorn, situated some 2000 yards to the north 
of the cluster of five islands which form the prin­
cipal part of the fortress of .Sweaborg. During 
the 8tb-both fleets were busily employed prepar­
ing for action, the mortar vessels were towed 
imp position, about 3700 yards trom the fortress, 
with 400 fathoms each of cable to ‘ haul and veer 
on,’ as circumstances might require. This morn­
ing, the Imperial flag was fljing at Sweaborg, 
from which we infer that the Emperor, or the 
Grand Duke have come to have a look at us.— 
Thousands of people crowd the rocks and heights 
along the shore, to watch us all day long, and 
the harbour is perfectly alive with boats carry­
ing troops to different island batteries. The sig­
nal w;<9 made trom the flagship at 7.15 in the 
morning of the 9th, 1 Gun and mortar vessels 
opeu tire with shell.*

At 7.30 a.m. the first mortar was fired, and 
taken up along the whole line, the gunboats run­
ning in to within 3000 yards, and getting their 
range. The enemy returned our fire very 
briskly with red-hot shot and shell, but, although 
tbieir range was good, the damage inflicted was 
comparatively trilling, owing, print' y, to the 
excellent handling of the gunboats and moitar 
vessels', the fonner being continually on tin 
move, and the latter hauling or veering on their 
40u tathom cable, as soon as they found the Rus­
sian shot failing too close to be pleasant.

At ljO a. m. we set fire to Fort Vargon, and 
at- 11.5 the magazine blew up with a terrible 
explos og, and for a few minutes the Russian 
fire slackened. At 12 15 a. m., a terrible ex­
plosion look place, followed by a succession of 
minor ones. The force of this was so immense 
lbat a battery of guns en barbette was literally 
blown to pieces by it. The grandeur and mag 
nirude- of this explosion surpasses every des­
cription, and appeared like a continued succes­
sion of explosions—probably subterranean mag­
azines in passages or gallaries—which lasted for 
three minutes. The loud roar resembled peals 
of thunder, which re-echoed for miles around 
along the mountain range beyond Helsingfors. 
Huge rocks, pieces ot timber, parts ot batteries, 
guns, large buildings, and I fear a vast number 
of human beings were hurled into the air, leav­
ing a wide gap below the volumes of dense 
smoke and dust that followed, which tor some 
time continued to hang as a pall mourning over 
the reck and runs below. First, the bursting of 
the shells, followed immediately by violent ex­
plosions in regular periodic succession, and more 
like a volcanic eruption than anx thing else 1 
can fancy. Instead of lava, there were guns 
with their rammers, shot, shell, rafters, stone, 
and eviry conceivable thing that entered into 
the composition ot a tort, vomited forth in most 
teriffic contusion, and splashing the water round 
an extensive circle. Volumes of smoke and 
flame followed, and the whole thing appeared 
obliterated. The damage done here to life 
must be great. I can only compare it to a vio­
lent eruption of Vesuvius. A whole fort was 
blown up, thousands ot snot and shell was thrown 
into the air, the latter bursting as they rose • 
and what appeared the moot extraordinary was 
that it seemed as if it were never to cease. 
Pillars of smoke, intermingled with shot, shell, 
and, some affirm, even guns, constantly-rolled 
out, as it were, the bowels of the earth. The 
sea for half a mile was immensely agitated and 
covered with foam. Firing on both sides ceas­
ed tor the moment, but as soon as the first burls 
of astonishment ha<j subdued, the airs resounded 
w th the cheers ot the allies, not only from those 
•ùgaged, bat from the vessels outside, wùose

we had not more 
than 25 or 30, and of these only one at a time 
fired every two or three roinuiee; the fearful 
explosions ot the day, and the destruction that 
was raging around, seem to have paralyzed their 
defence.

The enemy’s fire has been very slack since 
two o’clock, and there arc so many fires upon the 
islands of Swartoe, Vargon, and Gustavsvaard, 
on which the town and its hitherto formidable 
fortress is built, that it is one continual sheet of 
red flame and smoke. Our mortar practice dur­
ing the day has been beautiful, and all the young 
officers in charge of them deserve the greatest 
credit ; each of them worked and fired his own 
mortar himself, and there was scarcely one that 
did not tell.

The rocket boats commenced practice about 
9.80 p.m., when, it being quite dark, a magnifi­
cent spectacle presented itself. The citadel, 
admiralty-houses, storehouses, and other public 
buildings on Vargon were all on fire ; a beautiful 
breeze from the N. E. fanned it into a tierce 
blaze, and the red flames, rising at leas'. 150 feet 
high, seemed to riot among the clouds of black 
smoke and lick them up. At this moment the 
rockets commenced their fearful rush through 
(he air, like mighty meteors, leaving long streams 
ot fire behind them, and the mortars, which had 
ceased firing for a while to allow them to cool, 
began to boom again, and their shells, mounting 
high in the air, twinkled like stars, as the revolv­
ing shell shoxved its lighted fuze occasionally. 
xVc could trace it on its mbsion until it fell and 
exploded, when a bright flash, followed by smoke 
and a ahower ot sparks thrown upwards, told the 
havoc it spread around. The scene during the 
night was grand beyond description. The whole 
of Sweaborg appeared one mass of flame—the 
rockets and shells adding to the awful splendor. 
To prevent the enemy getting the gun-boats’ 
range they were kept moving in circles formed 
by four or five in each, and each brings the gun 
to bear upon its object as it is tired ; then, turn­
ing as sharply round as possible, the broadside 
gunboat is pointed and fired, and they proceed 
to complete their circles—white doing so they 
have time to reload. The rockets and mortars 
continued firing until 2.3V a.m. of the 10th.

At G.35 a. m. (10th) an explosion took 
place at Vergon ; our tire continued without in­
termission, and at 1*2.30 p. nv we succeeded in 
setting tire to a part of the dockyard on Swar­
toe, and at 1 30 to a great nmnber of shed*, 
reported to contain 100 row gun boats not 
in use, This tire spread itself to the town ad­
joining, and at one time we could see three 
long streets in a blaze at once.

At 2.40 p. m. some French gunboats wish­
ing to take up a better position, sent a couple 
ol gigs to sound a little to the westward, when 
me town of Helsingiors opened fire upen them 
4tom some batteries close under their beautiful 
church. It would be an easy task indeed for 
us to burn Helsingfors t« the ground, but we 
had spared it, trom a wish not to destroy pri­
vate property. Yet it is evident they expect 
üs to respect certain places, for on one huge 
building to the westward of Helinsfors is a piece 
ot canvass stretching from chimney, to chimney, 
with the words ‘Lu ni tic Asylum’ painted in large 
black letters upon it ; yet within 3u0 yards of i*. 
they’ have three immense batteries—-one imme­
diately under it, and the others on either side ; 
and about half a mile to the east of it several 
hundred men whre engaged io building a mor­
tar battery and magazine, and covering the 
latter with sand. This little transaction caused 
Admiral i enaud to observe that * there was much 
more honour in burning Sweaborg, but there 
would be more satisfaction in destroying llel- 
sinfors.’

11th.—The bombardment ceased this morning 
«at 4 a. m., at which time the xvhole place seemed 
to be on fire. A few rocket boats were sent in last 
night to draw away attention from the French 
mortar battery, from which two guns and tbe re­
mains of their mortars (four of which had burst) 
were being removed. Tbe tiring of this battery 
was superb, but I think thaï from our mortar ves­
sels was better, principally because our fuzes 
seem to be of superior manufacture.

A little after noon Admiral Penaud visited 
each French ship, to thank the officers and men 
for their exertions during the late engagement. 
Admiral Dundas issued a general maiuorandum 
with the same object, which x\as read to the men 
of each ship by their respective captains.

The owner of the yacht Wee Pet, Mr. Hughes 
was very nearly paying a severe penalty for en­
deavouring to satisfy his curosity. Just before 
dusk he stood in towards the fortress, aud got 
within range of the guns, when a perfect show­
er of shell and hot shot was thrown at him, drop 
ping over him astern, indeed, in every direction» 
but fortunately not touching him.

On .Saturday no firing took place, and Sun­
day was a day of rest. On that day everything 
was quiet and in repose ; even the mighty deep 
bowed in reverence to a holy influence, and was 
still. The tolling of the hells at Helsingfors was 
distinctly to be heard ; the dull and plaintive 
sounds, mingled with the strains of sacred music 
fi ora our roen-of-war, came floating over the calm 
xvaters, and offered a strange and soothing con­
trast to the noise, turmoil, and excitement of the 
of the the two preceding days.

On Monday morning, the 18*h inst., the two 
fleets got under way, and returned the same day 
to Nargcn, having performed in an incredible 
short space of time, one ot the most wonderful 
exploits recorded in modern times, and proving, 
how those are mistaken who imagine that great 
deeds can only be achieved at enormous sacrifice 
of human life. At the time we lefr, the fires in 
tbe town were burning. The Cottingham steam 
•ransport, which left here last week with the in­
valids of the fleet for England has run ashore 
near Faro, and it is thought she will become a to­
tal wreck. The Belleisle has been sent to re­
ceive the invalida she had on board.

Eductioxal Meeting.—Last Monday even­
ing at the Mechanics’ Institute we listened with 
much delight to a very able and intereating lec­
ture delivered by the Superintendent of Educa­
tion, on Normal Schools and the best method of 
conducting education. The lecture was replete 
with information the most interesting and im­
portant ; indeed a better lecture on the subject 
we have never heard or read. It is to be re­
gretted that more did not avad themselves of tbe 
opportunity afforded of receiving instruction from 
one so well qualified to impart it. There was a 
very good attendance of those professionally in­
terested in edneation ; but there is an apathy 
among those who are still more deeply interested 
that is surprising and lamentable. We trust thi„ 
slate of things is [teasing away—that the coun­
try at large will take an interest in tbe education 
oi the rising generation commensurate with the 
vast importance of the subject—that the old bum- 
drum inefficient method will be entirely explod­
ed—that the status of teachers will be elevated 
and their efficiency increased—and that more 
commodious and comfortable school-houses will 
erected throughout the length of our province. ' 
We know of districts in Nova Scotia where tbe 
school houses are inferior to tbe barns that shel­
ter the cattle ; We Lope the doom of this sta'e 
of things is sealed—and some lame old do­
minie that was wont to teach ki, ka, kod in his 
shirt sleeves may sing a funeral song over it.— 
The exertions that have been, and will be, put 
forth by our Legislature, and the zealousness 
and ability of our Superintendant, warrant the 
expectation that great advances are to be made 
forthwith—that the remotest settlements buried 
far in the depths of tbe forests will share in all 
the advantages of an enlightened, libeial and 
thorough system of education.—Presbyterian 
Witness.

Russian Loss in the Battle on the 
Tchernaya.—General Pelissier, in an order 
ol the day, dated August 17 say that tbe Rus­
sian loss in the battle of the 16th was more than 
6000 men, and that they had left 2200 wound­
ed and prisoners in bauds of tbe Allies. Six 
Turkish battalions and a battery of artillery 
took part in the battle and behailed valiantly.

Another Russian Defeat—Advance 
of the Works.— The French govenment 
have received the following from General Pe­
lissier, dated the Crimea, the 24tb, ten o’clock 
at night —“ Last night we attacked and wrest­
ed from tbe enemy an ambuscade fromed on the 
slope of the Malakoff Five hundred Russians 
made a sortie to recover it, but they were brih 
liantly repulsed with a loss ot about three hun­
dred men. The work was then turned against 
the Russians, and it is now definitely neeome 
part of our advanced works. General M'Ma- 
hon has arrived. The sanitary condition ol the 
army was excellent.”

Prince Gortshakoff telegraphs on the 23rd 
that, since the morning of the 20th, the fire of 
the Allies has slackened, and that it has caused 
but little damage to the fortifications.

According to various despatches that have 
reached Paris, the heavy fire which the Allies 
opened on tbe defences of Sebastopol had not 
been continued.

Her Majesty returned from Paris on Monday, 
and is now among her own loving subjects.—
From all accounts her Majesty is much gratified 
by the reception she received, and it is hoped 
the visit may cement the most desirable union 
lately framed between England and France.

It appears that Scotland is to be favoured 
with a visit of the Queen as usaal. Her Ma­
jesty leaves England on Thursday and remains 
at Holyruod all night ou her way to Balmoral.

The Crimea.—The"Russian official report ol 
the battle of Tchernaya admits great lusses.—
Amongst the dead are Generals Read, Weimarn, 
and Locrwitzky. GortcbakoO attributes the 
defeat to the too great impetuosity of the right 
columns of attack.

Tbe Paris Moniteur of Thursday publishes a 
report from Admiral Bruat ol the battle of Tcher­
naya. The Descartes had left, for Kertch, with 
reinforcements of 400 infantry and marines.—
The English were sending 800 men there.

The Steppes of Southern Russia.
Thesteppea of southern Russia enend 

from the borders of Hungary to the boun­
daries of China. They form an immense 
plain, which is covered in Spring and Au- 
lumu wnh the must luxuriant verdure; in 
winter hugediiftaof snow alternate with the 
naked ami; while in summer clouds ol duel 
remain suspended to the air, even in the 
calmest weather, more resembling vapours 
exhaled from the earth than solid particles 
of matter, moved by the atmosphere «lone» 
This pliin which is very high, lermi 
nates at the Black Sea, in a perpendicu­
lar terrace nearly two hundred feel above 
the level of the water. F/om its summii, 
•light naiural emmences, scarcely of suffi- 
ciem size to deserve the name of hiils, mat 
be discovered in the remole distance; but 
artificial eminences ate frequently seen, 
ranging from six to a hundred and fifty feet 
in height, which according to some author- 
Hies, were originally designed fir tombs, 
telegraphic points, and monuments. This 
high table-land is deeply furiowed with the 
streams formed by the melting snows, which 
are very rapid end powerful in their wan­
dering course. The most marked peculi­
arity of the scenery, however, is the entire 
absence of trees from a soil ao noted for its 
fertility and the abundance of its pssturage. 
You may travel hundreds of miles in a 
straight line without seeing even a shrub.

The climate of the steppes is slwnys ex­
treme. The cold is severe in winter, and 
the heal is excessive is summer. The winds 
sweep over them with such violence that 
the snow his no lime to solidify, and sled­
ding can never be used to such advantage 
aa hi northern Russia. It generally begins 
to melt in April, bujaometimes passes away 
before the waters ire absorbed by the earth. 
During such seasons, me surface of the pra­
ties is a sea of mud, where neither men nor 
animals can venture wiiliout danger. The 
change horn one season to another is un­
marked by great vartaiions ol temperature. 
In no country, perhaps, does winter offer a 
more determined resiatance to spring. In­
deed, the latter triumphs completely only 
when summer comes to her assistance. The 
most beautiful period of the yeir then com­
mences. The steppes are covered with a 
brilliant green, enamelled with tulips and 
hyacinths. You must not, however, sup­
pose that the flowers are like the fine speci­
mens imported from Holland, or,, that Ihe 
grass is at all like that of our cultivated 
fields. He must be a brave sleeper who 
could enjoy a siesta upon its suff blades.

During the month of May storms are very 
frequent. Rain gives way entirely in June 
to the dry season- In July the surface of 
ihe perched esrth is marked with cracks, 
ihe soil becomes black, and vegetation dis­
appears. Lakes and poola of water are 
transformed into sand-plains; water be­
comes so valuable that sentinels guard it 
night and day, to prevent robbers from ap­
proaching it. Men and animals suffer cru­
elly from hunger and thirst, and thousands 
ill horses and cattle perisn. The African 
Saliari, or the Slanos of Souih America, are 
not ao difficult to travel in the summer sea- 
ion as the steppes of southern Russia, To­
ward the la'ter pirt of August dews again 
refresh the esrth, storms are frequent, and 
sometimes rain falls upon the exhausted soil ; 
verdure reappears, and all liung brings 
seem to come forth in s resurrection. Sep­
tember is one of the most beauiiful months; 
but October auccteda it with chilling fogs 
and desolating raina.

But of all the plagues suffered by the in- 
bahilants of the s eppes, the most disast­
rous, end, therefore, the most dreaded, are 
the locust invasions. When the first Ger­
man settlers came into the country, two va- 
rules of this insect were known to exist; 
their incresse was not rapid, eod they had 
been regarded as objects lo be feared. In 
1820 it was noiiced that their numbers had 
multiplied alarmingly, and in some of ihe 
ensuing years they caused great devastation 
In 1628 troop afier troop of them invaded 
the country, in such dense masses thsl they 
obscured ihe light of the sun ; they destroy­
ed the harvests, end in several localities 
they left no traces of vegetaiion behind 
them. The poor terrified colonials thought 
ihe day of judgment had come. In tbeir 
dismay ihey look counsel ol their Tariar 
and Ruisian neighbours, who were not less 
distressed than tnemselves. The oldest 
person among them had no recollection of 
similar depredations; but moat of them re­
membered the tales their fathers had told 
respecting these invaders. The Germans, 
however, determined to adopt measures 
which should protect them fioin similar at­
tacks ; and for tins purpose ihey established 
s mud of police. Whoever first perceived 
a cloud of locusts gave information to the 
inhabitants by an understood signal ; men, 
women, and children, ell who could walk, 
armed themselves with belli, kettles, drums, 
guns—anything, in fact, which would add 
to the racket—in order to frighten the in­
vaders from the locality. They were fre­
quently successful ; though it was generally 
found that smoke produced the most imme­
diate eflect, especially if thick and odorous. 
Sometimes, however, the winged enemy 
was able to extinguish the very flames which 
were kindled lo exterminale them. The 
lower strata of iosecis were pressed into the 
fire in such numbers, by Ihe masses above 
them, that the latter escaped uninjured, and 
were ready to return to the conflict. Not 
iinfreqoemly similar escapes lake place 
when ihey are driven into the lakes or the 
sea. The numberless swarms form floating 

| islands upon the surface of the water, which 
are submerged if ihe wind is violent; but if 
lhe breeze is gentle, they sre wafted in safe­
ty lo the shore, where, afier drying iheir 
wings, they ascend wnh uukrukeii spirit lo 
scent out new fields for their ravages.

These insects show a decided preference 
for the gardens surrounding habitations. 
A Village to the right or left ol their direc­
tion never tails to attract them. It is im­
possible tu describe the consternation of the 
inhabitants who have failed in their efforts 

; to remove this plague of ancient times. 
The doomed field, orchard, or garden, 
where they alight, is covered by them lo the 
'leP'h of several inches, while waning my-

is more difficult lo ealculne its thickness; 
but this must be very considerable, as it ob­
scures the vunlight, end causes i percepti­
ble coolness. They mike such a noise in 
their flight that they may be heard st i great 
distance; and when they alight, it gives the 
impression of a shower of stones. In cslm 

; weaiher they irsvel at about the rale of a 
mile an hour ; in sunshine al s height of 
«nine two hnndred feet above the earth ; but 
if it is cloudy their flight is so low that a 
man muet turn his back and take a firm po­
sition till they have passed.

These marauders seem lo have their pre­
ference for certain plants, ihough they de­
vour indiscriminately whatever they meet, 
transforming an oasis into a desert in a few 
hours. The Russian» say of them that they 
bite like horses, eat like wolves, and digest 
more speedily than any other animal.—Na­
tional Magazine.

v As the bell rang for service in the after­
noon, and while the children were cluster­
ing logeiher, the same w Id-looking mac 
staggered in once more. He surveyed the 
lice» of the children wnh the closest scruti­
ny, end it length his eyes rested on twi 
bright-eyed little girls, who were singing 
one of jheir little hymns. He sat iinmos- 
able a» a liaiue during the whole aeivice, 
gazing intently on Ihe faces ol these two 
Children.

The sers ice closed, the congregation tiis- 
parsed, ye he lingered, and the tears came 
coursing down his face thick and fiat.

Dr. 8------ asked him, " what was the
mane, ?”

•' l am a drunkard ! A wretch—an out­
cast, homeless, and without a penny. Once 
1 had a home and friend»—father, mother, 
wife, children, end host* of friends who los- 
ed and respected me. Time passed on, and 
I became a drunkard! One friend afiei 
another left me ; still l drank on, and down, 
down I fell Father and mother both went 
down to their graves with broken hearts 
My poor wife clung to me when all others 
deserted me. I anil drank on, pawned one 
uncle after another, till all was gone, and 
when my wife refused to give me her wedd­
ing ring, which she had clung to with the 
tenacity of a death grasp, 1 felled her lo the 
earih, seized her finger, tore off the ring 
and pawned it for rum. That fatal blow 
maddened her, and, in despair ahe too 
drank, and together we wallowed into Ihe 
gutter.

•' Penniless we begged our way from Ver­
mont to this great cuy. Here we hired a 
•mail cellar, in a dmk, dismal streei, and 
sent our children out lo beg. Many a wea­
ry day we spent in that dreury cellar, while 
our children were wondering in the streets, 
begging for their drunken parents. About 
forty days since my little girls went out to 
beg, and trom that hour to this 1 have not 
eeen them.

•• Without food or fire I clung to my dis­
mal abode, till hunger forced me out to 
search for my children. My degraded wife 
had been sent to Blackwell's Islind, as a 
vagrant, and alone I went to the Islands, to 
the House of Refuge, to the Tombs, and in 
despair I wandered to the Five Pointa, and 
for the last lew days 1 have lived in Cow 
Bsy, among beggars and thieves. To day 
1 saw two children, who, If they had not 
looked so clean, and sung so sweetly, I 
would have called them mine. O! would 
to God they were !"

“ Tell me the nam e" said Dr. 8 -,
“ and 1 will see." In a few moments two 
inlereaiing little children were led toward 
him. At the first sight ol this fearful-look­
ing man, they shrank back. The poor man 
sprang to his feel exclaiming, " They are 
mine, mine ! My children, don’t you know 
your poor old father? come lo me my chil­
dren. Falher loves you, he won’t huit you.’’ 
He reached out Ins arms, the In.Ie ones 
were timid at first, but they soon climbed 
up then father’s knee, while the tears were 
streaming down hie face.

“Kiss your poor drunken father, my 
children.". But the face ol the man was so 
black and filthy, not a fit place could be 
found. Soon they forgot the dirty face, 
and remembered iheir poor degraded father, 
end each entwining their little arms around 
h a neck, and fondly kissing him, and the 
elder one said, with a voice that touched

Extensive Quarry under the 
City of Jerusalem.

The letter from your Syrian correspon­
dent, published in list Tuesday's Traveller, 
concerning the recent discoveries made in 
Sidon, reminds me that 1 hase never seen 
any account of an extensive quarry under 
ilie City of Jerusalem, which, though not 
unknown, was, till last Winter, unexplo ed 
Perhaps a sketch of an excursion which 1 
made to it last season, in company with 
some ten or twelse others, may not be uuin 
terestmg to your leaders.

If they will examine a map of Jerusalem 
and vicinity, they will see • spot just with 
out the walls, and near the Damascus Gate, 
called Jeremiah's Grotto. Whence it de­
rived its name, or why it is appropriated to 
that prophet in particular, I know not, but 
to the moat casual observer, it presents the 
appearance ol • deserfed quarry. Between 
it and the walls of the city runs a road lead­
ing across the Valley of Jehoehsphat, and 
skirting the Mount of Oltses, till it falls in 
with the path from Si. Stephen's Gale, 
whence it crosses the mountain to Bethany 
and thence to Jerico.

It has long been more than suspected that 
a gallery of this quarry extended under the 
wall of the city itself, but nothing was posi 
lively known regarding it, aa it has been 
kept carefully closed by the successive go­
vernors of Jerusalem. The mouth of the 
casern was probably walled up, at least as 
early as the time of the Crusades, to prevent 
its falling into the banda of a besieging 
army ; earih was then thrown up «gainst 
this wall, so as effectually to conceal it from 
view, end it is only upon the closest scrutiny 
that the present entrinceceo be perceived.

Drs. Smith and Robertson, during their 
tour through Palestine, made an effort lo 
effect an entrance, but in vain, and, as far 
as I know, all other attempts have been 
equally unsuccessful, till about a year ago, 
when the dog of an American gentleman, a 
resident of Jerusalem, attracted by the 
smell of some inimal, scratched * hole just 
at the surface of the ground and suddenly 
disappeared ; he soon came back, and his 
master attempted an exploration, but owing 
to the want of candle» he was obliged to 
give up the itiempt. He reiurned, how­
ever, with his sous aud a servant just about 
sunset,, and, allowing themselves to be lock­
ed out of the city, they succeeded, without 
attracting observation, in descending and 
making a survey of the whole extent. The 
report it this was soon bruiied abroad, and 
before the authorities took any action in the 
matter it was visited by several patties, and 
ourselves among the number.

The afternoon on which we proposed to 
explore the quarry, I returned to my hotel 
from a walk, and, changing my clothes, was 
soon equipped and ready for the rest of the 
party, when a waiter informed me thet they 
hid been gone acme minutes. Fearful of 
missing the only opportunity 1 should have, 
[ ran down into ihe stieet and hastened 
along in .the direction of the gate, in perfect 
ignorance of the proper way, when fortu­
nately l met the servant of the American 
Vice-Consul, who had already aerted me as 
a guide and showman, but always through 
ihe medium of an interpreter. Summoning 
io my aid almost the only Arabic words 1 
knew, I shouted ** Bab el Shem," or "* the 
Demaecua gate ” He understood me, and 
lurnmg, set off aa fast aa hia dignity, hia 
large trowseraand his crooked sword would 
permit him. As we turned out of the gate 
I saw the rest of the party standing at a 
little distance, preparing for the descent, 
and immediately joined them.

There was a good deal of dispute among 
us, as to which of the Franks should hire 
the honour of leading the parly, but as we 
found all were anxions to see Dr. M., a tall 
and very pompous man, humble himself, the 
question was soon decided. An Aiab ser­
vant was the pioneer, and you can hardly 
imagine our astonishment when we saw him 
lie flit on his fsce, and worm himself feel 
lore most into a hole, into which a roan with 
his arms by his sides, could not possibly 
have iusested hia ehouldere. Next came 
ihe doctor, who waa dressed in a drab over 
coat, cut in the height of the present fish- 
•on ; turning the long skirts up over hia 
back, he prostrated himself amid the shouts 
amt laughter of the lookers-on. Fuat there 
was a digging of the toes into Ihe ground, 
and a pulling, then a pushing with the el 
hows. Slowly sod with difficulty waa the 
feat performed, and me agonized lock of 
the poor msn, as he took the last look of 
earth, was indescribably ludicrous.

My turn soon came and it was certainly 
ihe most swkward position in which I erer 
found myself, but after a few minutes strug- 
glmg and kicking, 1 waa seized by the in­
kle, and my foot guided downward to a 
crevice in the wall, along the top of which 
I had been crawling. The passage waa 
some ten feet in length, and from the top of 
ihe wall to the loam, upon which we stood, 
was some six feel. At first all was utter 
darkness, but my eyes soon became iccus- 
tomed to the obscurity, and lighting my can­
dle, I was ready for a start by the time the 
last of the party had joined ua.

For a few rods the descent waa very rapid 
down a slope of rich» loam, but soon we be­
gan to aasend over immense heaps of rub­
ble, and the chipping of hewn atone. The 
turning» were frequent, but not abrupt, the 
mam direction being Southeast. We took 
the precaution to fasten a clew at the en­
trance, which an Arab unwound as we ad­
vanced, and at every turn we etopped to ex­
amine the bearings of our compasses, so that 
our progress was slow. We laboured on, 
however, now running against some of the 
huge pillars left for the support of the roof, 
and again stumbling over some massive 
block, which we could not see in the obscu­
rity. We followed up lhe different gel.’e- 
ries, and examined them all thoroughly, in 
hopes of finding some other outlet, but were 
stopped in every direction by the solid rock.

Suddenly there was • cry of •• tike esre, 
here's* precipice!" We all pressed for- 
wsrd to the spot lo examine it, end found 
ourselves on the edge of a pit some ten or 
fifteen feet deep, and about a hundred feet 
across. The floor wsa of rock, smooth, but 
exuemely uneven, the inequalities being 
caused bybreaking off ihe block* at the bot­
tom, iue ead of cutting them «way ; the roof 
too preaeuied a similar appearance. Near 
ibis, at tbv tod of e long gallery, wae • foun­
tain, supplied by water dropping line the

roof. It was delightfully coo1, but unpfoe- 
•ant in ihe taste, being strongly impregnat­
ed with lime.

Our advance was, in one or two places, 
obstructed by the heaps of broken stone,

ble atones 11 nearly skin lo it 
uf the chamber was a crevice in the rock 
through which one or lwo of us squeezed, 
and looking up, we thought we hsd disco­
vered ao old shaft, but on climbing thirty 
feet or more, we lound that H'wsa a natural 
fissure, and hsd no outlet above as we hop­
ed4 Our uiaappomtmem was lessened, how­
ever, upon discovering that the sides of the 
fissure were cosered with stalactites of a 
rose colour, and we immediately availed 
ourselves uf s hammer, produced by one of 
the party to break off specimen», with which 
we filled our pockets.

But the most interesting portion was the 
extreme end of the last chamber. Here 
were blocks of sione but half quarried, and 
still attached by one side to the rock. The 
work of quarrying was appareil.ly effected 
by an instrument resembling a pickaxe, wnh 
a broad chisel shaped eod, a# the apace be­
tween the blocks were not more than four 
inches wide, in which it would be impossi­
ble for a man to work with chisel and mi- 
let. The space» were many of them lour 
leet deep and ten feet in height, and the 
distance between was about four feet — 
Alter being cut awsy at each side, ..nd at 
the bottom, a leser was probably inserted, 
and the combined force of l wo or three men 
could easily pry the block away from the 
rock behind ; the stone was extremely soft 
and pliable, nesrly while, and very easily 
worked, but like the atoneof Malls end Parie, 
hardening on exposure. The marks of Ihe 
cutting instrument were as plain and well 
defined •» if the workmen had but just 
ceased from hia labour.

Hating thoroughly examined esery nook 
and corner, we turned baca toward the en­
trance, examining the ground as we went 
Near a pillar in about the centre we found 
a quantity of bonrs, brought in by the jack­
als, the smell of which had first attracted the 
dog. We then looked along the surlace of 
the wall which closed the entrance, but 
though the light streamed in at one or two 
cricks, there was no other hole large enough 
to admit even a dog, snd satisfied that we 
had come in at the only possible entrance, 
we one after another climbed up end work­
ed onr way out.

The aim was just setting, and blazing full 
in our faces, nearly blinded us ;—as soon 
as we could see there was an universal shout 
at the forlorn appearance euch and all pre­
sented. It waa impossible to tell the origi­
nal color of hat, cap, clothes, or hair, for we 
were covered from head to foot with lime 
dual, and looked like a company of millers. 
We dusted and brushed each other hut to 
no purpose ; we were marked men, and our 
merry parly was greeted with many a stare 
try the staid old Turks, aa we marched 
through the streets aud bazaars.

Upon compsring a subséquent measure­
ment of onr guiding line, and the time spent 
in returning from the extreme end, we 
judged the length of the quarry to be ra­
ther more than a quarter of a mile, and its 
greatest breadth lo b* more lliau half that 
distance.

There bad been some doubt expressed by 
one or two of our party, w ho had made a 
previous visit, as lo its being a quarry; but 
we all agreed that though it might have ori­
ginally been a grotto, it had been worked, 
and then the question arose, “ By whom?” 
The answer was,” King Solomon,” and for 
this opinion there seemed to be mauy rea­
sons. The stone ia the same as thet of the 
portion of the temple wall still remaining 
and referred by Dr. Robinson to the peri­
od of the first bniidmg. The mouth of the 
quarry is but little beios the lesel of the 
platform on which the temple stood, making 
the transportation of the immense blocks ol 
stone a comparatively easy task.

The heaps ot chipping» which lie about 
show lhat the atone was dressed on Ihe spot, 
which accords with the account of ihe build­
ing of the temple. "And the house, when 
it was in building, was built of atone, made 
ready before it was brought thither ; so that 
there was neither hammer, nor axe, nor any 
tool of iron heard in the house while it wsa 
building." The extent of the quarry, the 
amount of stone which must have been 
worked out there, and the aize of some ol 
the block» themselses, The extreme age 
of ihe pari which had been exposed to the 
action of the elements, and which deles 
back in legends and traditions lo the lime 
of Jeremiah. The fact lhat there are no 
other quarries of any size near the cuy, and 
especially ihe fact that in Ihe reign of Sulo- 

• nvin this quarry in irs whole extent wsa 
without the limits of the City.

Whether Ihe hole through which we ef­
fected in entrance will be closed again ia 
hard lo aay, hut is seems probable ihat it 
will, as the quarry lies directly under the 
Mohammedin quarter of the city, and in 
case of an insurrection of the Jews, it would 
be almost impregnable if taken possession i 
of by the insurgents, and at the same time 
they would have it in their power to blow 
up all that quarter of the city. I hope, 
however, that it may be thoroughly explored 
before the close of this season, and * better 
account given of it by aonte more able pen 
than lhat of a Trio.

Indolence or the Lowe* Obdess in 
Svbia.—In a country like Syria, where 
every creature comfort or necessity is ex­
tremely cheap, the lower orders, who sre 
genera'ly of an indolent disposition, would 
much prefer remainiug idle for one-hslf of 
the year to engaging in any occupation 
which might make it incumbent on them to 
go through i certsin portion of daily labour ; 
and this they can afford to do, ss their ha­
bits are frugal, snd Ihe smoont gained in 
one day by • labourer will suffice to support 
himself snd family for three deys. This ep- 
plies equally to the fellah or peaeinl em­
ployed to cultivation. Hie portion of the 
•ilk harvent is sufficient lo msintsin him till 
the wheal crop is gathered in, when heesrns 
with his scythe «sufficiency to maintain him 
in idleness till tbemlive and grape harvests 
arrive, snd then he is either paid in cash or 
allowed a certain quantity of wheat, oil, 
wine, aqua vita, dibs, raisins. Ac-, •• a re­
compense for his labour. Of this store be 
lays by a sufficiency for the winter ; the silk 
and surplus of the wheat, &c , he either sells 
or barters for other household requisites, 
such as clothing, butter, snd cbareoel. He 
brings his own feel from the mountsine, 
and if he be at all a carelul manager, een 
keep « mole of his own to carry passengers 
and goods to end from the nearest towns 
and villages. Thus, with • very smell 
amount ol labour, the peasant of Syrie can 
afford to hate an idle time of it, where he 
not in terror of Government taxes ; for al­
though the system of taxation ie fairly and 
justly arranged, end in reality the sum# fowl­
ed ere email in proportion to the income,
•till there are understrapper» besides their 
own Chrietien Nsxir and Sheika, who pe­
culate to i forg» estent under the plee ofj m 
money required fat
