Fruits of Revival Effort.

The following illustrations of the grace of
Christ Jesus are taken from Hammond’s * Har-
vest of the Holy Spirit :”

«“ After seeing and hearing for myself, I have
become satisfied that the late awekening is wor-
thy of devout attention. I have been present at
some of the inquiry meetings, and have talked
face to face with weeping adults and joyful chil-
dren, and, for one, am sdlisfied. Take -onw of
many cases that have come to my knowledge and
say what our duty is. Are we to stand alogf or
alof?, because God hath a way of His own? or
that man may seem to be unreasonably earnest ?

“ At the close of the service last evening, I
noticed a young lady just before me who seem-
ed undecided about remaining to the inquiry
meeting. Once or twice she rose to go, but final-
ly sat down. When you asked those who felt
that they loved Jesus to rise and sing a hymn,
she kept her seat. After the hymn I learned for-
ward and asked her if'she could not say she loved
Jesus.  She burst into tears. 1 then asked her
if she did not wish to be a Christian. ¢ Yes,’
she said, ‘but I shall never be a Christian. I
begged her not to say so, and tried to lead her
to the Baviour by telling her how ready he was
to receive her, that he was more than willing,
that he was waiting with out-stretched arms to
take her. But she said, ‘ No,” Christ would
never take her, she had rejected him for three
years. She had once had serious impressisns,
but had stifiedthem. During the last revival
she had been somewhat concerned for her soul’s
salvation, but had danced all night afterwards,
and since then she had never felt any further anx-
iety sbout it. For three years she had been
treading Christ under foot, and, in all that time
had never offered a single prayer, even of words
to say nothing of the heart. You came and talked

and prayed with her, but'still her answer was, ‘1| dang
_can mever be a Christian, Jesus will never take

me. You asked her if she thought she was a
greater sinner than Paul. She said ¢ Yes, for Paul
thought he was doing God service, but she knew
she was mot” She had ridiculed religion and
these meetings, and came only to make sport of
them. You prayed with her again and left her
to those who tried to persuade her to give her
heart to Jesus then; but she could not believe,
and went home sorrowful.

« The next day she was invited to go to_the
afternoon prayer meeting. She went, and her
countenance still indicated her deep distress. She

- said she had passed a sleepless night, but could

obtain no relief. When you spoke with ber af-
ter meeting, she begged you, if you ever knew
anyone anxious for the first time, to entreat them
from ber, not to delay, bus to come to Jesus
then. She thought Jesus would have taken her
first, but now. it was {00 late. She had said that
only weak-minded, nefvous people were affected
by this revival now. God was showing her her
condition now, but would not save her. She
still insists that she can never be saved :.that she
is willing to give up everything, but can mever
be-® Christian.

“ God grant that she may find that it is her
beart that is keepiog her from her Saviour, and
that she may yet find peace in believing.”

* Sequel.—The sequel to the case of the young
lady who felt that Christ would never receive
her is most interesting. She remained in that
state of mind for two or three days and nights,
unable to sleep or feel any peace till one night
she remembered this verse—* If we confess our
sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins
and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

“ That night the Holy Spirit strove with me.

At the inquiry
meeting Mr. Hammond talked and prayed with
me, The burden was very heavy, and did not
leave me till I resolved to fo give up all for
Christ. Then I was happy.

“T went home one night, feeling it to be a
duty to pray in my family. /I bad never done so,
and I shrank from it. But when I went in the
way was made easy. My little Ciara ten years
old brougat me the Bible, and asked me to read.
She had been requested so to do by her mother,
who was a Christian—I could not refuse. I read
and prayed, my wife prayed, my eldest daugh-
ter (fifteen years old,) and my young son prayed,
and little Clara repeated the Lord’s prayer ! It
was the most solemn prayer meeting, and at the
ssme time the bappiest that I ever attended. I
and my three chilldren had found Jesus within
one week !

¢ In this beautiful manner was the family altar
set up in a home where prayer was not wont to
be made except by the mother in secret.

“ Mr. R. says: ‘I did not at first attend the
meetings. I thought I had been about the world
a little too much to be humbugged by such a
man as Mr. Hammond. But at last I went to
hear what be had to say. I sat directly in front
of him, that I might look up into his.face. I
I looked him steadily in the eye.
I defied him to move me. He made one of his
thrilling appeals to sinners, I was not moved,
but I knew 1 wiis a sinner, and thought perhaps
that I ought to feel it. 8o I prayed that I might
feel it just a little. [ Cid not want to feel very
bad. But I got more than I bargained for. 1
'not only felt that I was a sinner, but that I wasa
lost sinner. - I felt black through and through.
I was perfectly wretched for two or three days.
At last L found I could do nothing for myself ;
that I could not save myself. I feit that Christ
must do all for me ; that he was standing near
to take me.’ So Ireached out my hand and said
¢« Here Jesus, 1 am, vile and . full of sin. Take
me, just as I am, do with me what thou wilt. I
am lost without thee, Take me and never leave)
nor forsake me.” Jesus took held of my band,
and has not let go. He has led me-ever since.”

On the P.arables.

| 1 once saw Moffat, the South African mission-
ary, address a ‘thousand children—the most
formidable congregation, in one sense, before
which any speaker could appear. The difficulty,
after having aroused their attention, of keeping
it awake, was increased on that occasion by two
things. His address extended beyond an hour,
and the time was evening, when sleep is so apt
to fall on young eyes ; yet there was not a sleeper
in the whole house. The sea of young faces was
all turned radiant on the orator; he was the
center for two thousand eager glancing eyes;
and for mere than the time usually occupied by
a sermon he held his sudience by the ears. It
was a great achievement : and bow accomplished ?
In a very simple way. Suiting the action to the
word, and drawing on his own observation and
experience, be told them stories illustrative of
the labors and purposes, of the difficulties and
ers of a missionary’s life. In giving this
form to an address which was not childish,
though suited to children, he dexterously availed
himself of one of the strongest and earliest de-
veloped principles of our nature. How often
have I seen a restless boy, whom neither threats
nor bribes could quiet, sit spell-bound by a nur-
gery tale! We can all recollect the time when
we sat listening to a mother’s or nurse’s stories
for long hours around the winter hearth. So
passes the time with the soldier by his watch-
fire ; - with the sailor on the lonely deep; and so,
when the day’s jourpey is done, and tents are
pitched, and they have had their evening meal,
the Bedouin, seated beneath a starry sky, on the
sands of the silent desert, will spend half the
night.

Now, parables are just stories ; they are told
for instruction through means of entertainment ;
and when Moffat, by anecdotes, analogies, and
illustrations, sought to win the attention of his
hearers, and convey truth into their hearts, as
the arrow by the help of its feathers goes right
to the mark, he was only copying his Master.
No addresses recordel in history, common or
sacred, have s0 much the parable character as
our Lord’s. Not dry bones, nor, though skillful-
ly put together, mere naked skeletons, they are i
clothed with flesh and instinct with life. Man
bas a threefold character; he is a being pos-
sessed of reason, of affection, and of imagination;
he has & head, a heart, and a fancy. And now
proving, snd now painting, and now persuading,
our Lord’s discourses, unlike dry and heavy ser-
mons, along with the strongest arguments, the
most pointed and powerful appel.h, are full of
stories, illustrations, snd comparisons ; ‘ll.ld by
this circumstance, as well as by the divinity of
bis ‘matter, and the blended milcness and ma-
jesty of his manner, we explain the fact, that
Jesus was the prince of preachers—one who?n
the common people heard gladly, and who, in
the judgment even of his enemies, spake as never
man spake.

The suitableness of this style of preaching a
gospel intended as well for the unlearned as the
leained, for converting theunlettered poor, whose
souls are as precios in -God's sight as those of
phillosophers of kinigs, is obvious ; and was well
axprossed by & bamble womsn, Comprehend-

ing best, and most

stract truth under concrete forms, and of which;

way more readily to the heart, and makes a deep-
er impression on the memory. ‘The story, like a
float, keeps it from sinking; like a nail, fastens
it to the mind; like the feathers of an arrow,
makes it strike, and, like the barb, makes it
stick.

While parables differ from fables, also a very
ancient form of speech and instruction, in this,
among other things, that fables use the fanciful
machinery of beasts, and birds, and trees, they
are allied to proverbs and allegories. They are
stories of events that may or may not bave hap-
pened, but told for the purpose of conveying
important truths in alively and striking manner.
They need not be in words ; they may be acted ;
and sometimes men inspired of God have, in-
stead of telling, acted them with dramatic power.
““Go,” saith the Lord to Jeremiah, ‘‘and get 8 |
potter’s earthern bottle, and take of the ancients |
of the people, and of the ancients of the priests ;
and go forth unto the valley of the son of Hin-
nom and proclaim there the words that I shall
tell thee.” To bis summons they assemble, and
the preacher appears—nor book nor speech in
hand, but an earthen vessel. He addresses
them. Pointing across the valley to Jerusalem,
with busy thousands in its streets, its massive
towers and noble temple glorious and beautiful
beneath a southern sky, he says, speaking as an
ambassador of God, *I will make this city de-
solate and a hissing : every one that passeth there-
by shall be astonished and Hiss : I will cause them
to eat the flesh of their sons and the flesh of their
daughters, in the sieffe and straitness therewith
their enemies and they that seek their lives
shall straiten them,” He pauses—raises his arm
—halds up the potter’s vessel—dashes it on the
ground ; and, planting his foot on its sbivered
fragmeuts, he adds, “Thus saith the Lord of

hosts, * Even so will I break this people and this | .. on ‘Christ ‘slone; Sad entire dedication

city, as one breaketh a potter’s vessel’”  The
scene, the aspect of the man,  the beautiful but
fragile vase, the crash, the shivered fragments,
these, all-important aids to the speaker, were
calculated to make an impression through the
senses and the fancy much deeper than the mere
message could bave done,

The parable may assume a variety of forms,
but the rule of interpretation is the same in all
cases. The nearer we can make everything in
the parable apply, and stand out as the medium
of an important truth, so much the better. Bat
while there may be a meaning-in many of the
circumstances, the clothing, as you might say, of
the story—and it is our business to find that out
—any attempt to regard everything as charged
with a distinct meaning, to find a-epiritual truth
in each minute circumstance; would often land
us in the regions of fancy, and sometimes in those
of error. Take, for example, the parable. of
the Rich Man and Lazarus. Our Lord repre-
sents Abraham avd Dives as talking to each
other across the gulf which yawus, unbridged,
batween heaven and hell. But are we to infer
from this that the intercourse of this world is
maintained in the other, and that sights or sounds
of misery disturb the blessed rest of the saints of
God? Certainly not. It would be as contrary
also to all that we believe, to infer from the rich
man expressing s desire for the'welfare of the
brothers he had left behind him, that virtues
grow amid these fires which grew not in the more
genial clime of earth. The lost are not certainly
improved by their associstion with devils. If
the longer in prison the greater eriminal, the
longer in perdition the greater sinner ! The dead
fruit grows more rotten, and the dead bedy more
loathsome in its change to dusty even so they
that are filthy shall not only be-filthy, but shall
be filthier still.

Take another example in the parable of the
Ten Virgins. 1 read that as a solemn warning.
It calls us to be up and doing ; to hold ourselves
ready for the Lord’s coming, since we know
neither the day nor the hour the Bridegroom
may come ; to work while it is called to-day, see-
ing how the night cometh when mno man csn
work, when the shops are shut, and there is no
oil to buy. But if, sllowing nothing for what
might be called the drapery of the story, we are
to find divine truth set forth, not only in the
main, but ‘in the minor circumatances, in every
particular of the parable, see where this leads us.
There are five wise and five foolish ; five taken
in, and five shut out, to whose spplications for
admission, and earnest, long, loud kunocking no
answer came but, the door is shut. The first five
represent the saved, and the second the lost.
But are we to infer, since the number of the wise
and the foolish was equal, that the lost are as
numerous as the saved ! This would be a dread-
ful, and, I venture to say, a very rash conclusion.
Nowhere has God revealed sach solemn secrets.
Our Lord rebuked the curiosity that asked, Are
there few that be saved ? replying, * Strive to
enter in at the straight gate, for many, I say unto
you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.”
To force such an utterance from the parable, to
conclude because there was an equal number of
wise and foolish virgins, that the lost are as nu-
merous as the saved, has no warraat in the word
of God, and is contrary to the ideas we fondly
cherish of Christ’s final, glorious, and most tri-
umphant conquest. If, at the close of the war,
Satan retains half his kingdom, his head is not
crushed ; nor, if he earries off half his forces from
the battle-field, is he defeated, as I would hope
he shall be. We cling to the hope that equal
numbers will not stand on the right and on the
left hand of the Judge, and that the wail of mis-
ery, piercing as it is, sball be drowned and lost
in the louder burst of praise. It were a sad ac-
count of any government were hall its subjects
immured in prison; and I would not- believe
without the strengest evidence that under the

In explaining a parable, what we are there-
fore to seek is its great central truth, the one,
two, or three grand lessons which the story was
told to teach—setting aside such parts as are no
more than colour, clothing, drapery thrown
around it, to impart life and interest.

- The com-~
municants, upward of 1,200 in numsbes;” stood,
while the minister, the Rev. Nowman Hall, rend
the fallowing ¢ Covenant,” at the-closs of which
their united voices uttered an emphatic ‘ Amwn !
The minister explained -thet no sactedness was
attached to the preciss'wording of the Covenant;
all that was intended was an uttcrance of thet

to him,; which were essentially involved in every
consistent profession of Christisnity.

« On this first Ssbbath of the new.year, and
assembled round the table of :.our Lord, we do
hereby, before God and one another, renew our
solemn covenant. We humbly acknowledge
ourselves to be guilty, ruined sinners, who have
in a thousand ways broken the lsw of God, sad
deserved his righteous punishment.

By him, the énly way
to the Father, we draw nesr with penitent yet
confiding hearts, saying, *God be merciful to me
a sinner.” And we desire anew to yield up our-
selves entirely to our triune Jehovah. We would
look up with filial’ Jove, and say, ¢ Qur Father,
who art in heaven—hallowed be thy name?
We would live as his adopted children, trusting,
obeying, rejoicing in him! By his assisting
grace, we hope never to leave our Father's hiouse,
but ever to dwell in him, as the soal’s trae home.
We hereby yield ourselves to the Son of God.
As our prophet, we would be teught by him;
as our priest, we rely on his sacrifice ; as our
king, we desire to obey his commands, and ex-
tend his dominion. We would come to Jesus,
we would follow Jesus, we would resemble Jesus!
To aid us in this, we depend on the influence of
the Holy Spirit, the giver and preserver of the
life of godliness in the soul ; and we declare our
sincere desire and intention to give heed to his
counsels—not willfully to grieve him—but daily,
through the year, to cherish his presence in our
hearts.

“ We declare that we are not our own, but
bought with a price. - We desire o present our-
selves—spirit, soul, and bedy—time, property,
influence—a living sacrifice unto God. We will
endeavor in all things to prove that we love him,
by obeying his commandments. We will en-
deavor, in private and public, in our housebolds,
in our business, in daily life, in all places, in all
companies, to act as becometh the Gospel. We
will exert ourselves to promote true religion in
the hearts of others, and to diminish vice, un-
godliness, and misery in the world. We will
try to be living epistles of Christ, known and
read of all men. We will endeavor, every day
of this year, to live in preparation for the second
coming of our Lord; and looking for that bles-
sed hope, to live soberly, righteously, and godly.
We will endeavor to take heed to ourselves—to
watch and pray lest we enter into temptation.
And knowing, from numerous past failures, how
unable we are of ourselves to do anything that
is good, we do earnestly implore the help of
Him, without whom we can do nothing—but
who has said, * My grace is sufficient for you.'

A correspondent of the Chicago Tribune gives
the following statement :—

* A lady of Bridgeport, Conn., married a eciti-
zen of Georgia some twenty odd yedrs ago, and
sccompanied him to bis homein that Btate. He
was & planter. Not: suceseding there to his
mind, be removed to Arkansas and bought lend
snd negroes and resumed business as a planter.
He had but fairly started in business whea be
sickensd and died. His estate, consisting of
thirty negroes and a plantation, the sise of which
my informant did not state, was involved in debt
to the amount of ten thoussnd dollars., The
widow judged it best to sell a portion of the land
and negroes to pay the debt, but the foreman of
the estate; himself a negro and a slave, advised
her to another course. ‘Il wouldn’t do dat,
Missus,’ said he; ‘de boys won't like it to go
down Souf, and if Missus give us the chance,
we'll raise a big crop and psy off the debt, end
bave it.all clear in two or tree year, Hoe in-
formed ‘Missus’ thet be bad ‘talked to de
boys "bout it, and dey sll say dey stick by snd
work off de debt, if Missus please not eell 'em.’
She followed the counsel of this bumane aad
beroie negro, and ‘ de boys® worked with a will.
They ruised & splendid crop of cotton, the entire
labor being dene—even to the sale of the cotton
and the delivery of the money into the band of
the mistress—without the advice, belp or inter-
ference of any white man. The debt was re-
duced $6,000 the first year. A brotber of the
lady, an invalid clergyman of Connecticut, spent
the first winter after the planter’s decesse on the
plantation. Grateful, as any man would be, to
these ignorant but faithful and kind-bearted
fellows, for their generous devotion to his sister’s
interests, he improved his leisure time in teach-
ing the son of the foreman and a few others of
the young negroes, and: before spring some of
them could not only read tolerably well, but
could write a legible hand.

“ Spring came, and the lady with her children
accompanied her brother to Connecticut, and
there spent the summer, leaving her negroes to
make a second crop under the leadership and
management of her negro forman, without a
white man on the premises. She held a regular
correspondence with the foreman through the
educated but dusky fingers of his son, and was
kept well informed on the statg of things on the
plantation. Late in the autamn she returned,
accompanied now by s sister who spent the win-
ter with her, and followed up the work of her
brother, in the educational line, without, how-
ever, any public proclamation of the faet, for

* The second crop swept off the remains of
the debt and left a surplus. Thus the work bas
gone forward for nearly ten years. The working
foree of the plantation heving ineveased, by the
natural increase of the negro families, and eddi-
tions baving been made to the plantation from
time to time by purchase, at the suggestion and
by the advice of the negro overseer, with a sue-
cession of splendid erops produced. by willing
bands under the stimulus of kindness and en-
couragement, instead of the lash, the propesty
was estimated, when the war commenced, to be
worth over $100,000. When intercourse stop-
ped between Arkansss and the Nortk, the lady
with her eldest son was on the  plantation, and
her other children in Comnecticut. ‘These had
been, when my informant leRt Bridgepost, no
communieation between the parties for sin

Burying the Dead at Naples.

A description has been given in the London
Tsmes of the Campo Santo Veochio—the pauper
burying-ground at Naples, and the almost in-
credible horrors that take place there. The place
is first described : —

“ Atthe Campo Banto Vecchio is a large court-
yard ; it is about 150 yards square, and is encloe-
od within four walls, which are decorated with
gaudy frescoes taken from subjects in Scripture
history, The pavement is composed of large
blocks of stone, and the mouth of each of the
365 vaultalor pits is easily discernible by the iron
ring, by meana of which, at the appointe.| Lime,
the stone is raised. The burial, il indeed it can
b.d)‘mbd by such a term, takes place every
day at 4 p. m. exactly, and the courtyard is open
to all. Anmy bodies that may be brought after 4
p. 0, are not buried until next day; they are
placed in wooden shelves fitted into the west side
of the courtyard.” :

The writer was present at one of the burials.
A number of coffins and trucks containing bodics
were lying about. A priest came and rapidly
muttered s brief form of words. Then this took
place : —

* The first two coffins contained the remains of
adults, a man and an elderly woman, but as they
were decently clothed, and had been dead long
enough to allow the rigor martis to set in, the
sight Was less revolting than that which follow-
ed. ' They were each tilted out on the pavement,
and then pusted head foremost into the pit,
where they fell with a dull heavy sound among
the bones and skeletons, browned with the mould-
ering of the-previous twelve months, The nex
was & smaller coffin, and contained the remains
of = young girl about 14 years of age. In life
slie must have beea a lovely child ; she was neat-
'ly but poerly dressed, and her head was pillow-
ed on freshly.gathered flowers. What would the
beteaved one who placed those flowers there
bave.felthad she seen the hirling stoop down

| snd, catdhing hold of the skirts of the froek, Jit-

erally toss the beloved remaine head downwarde
into the pit. It wae indeed a ghastly apectacle,
the desecration of that fair young se, her
bair flying about, and her limbs not yet stffened
in death ! The next in order was a full-sized
eoffin, and, as I learned from the conversation of

*| the employes, was u contribution from the Al-

bergo di Poveri ‘poor-house. What follawed
sounds incredible, nevertheless it is true. The
lid of this coffin was already ajar ; and no won-
der, for when it was raised there were disclosed
to view the bodies of s number of young children,
closely packed, one on the top of the other! It
turned out that in that ome:coffin there wers
eight bodies of children, varying in age from two
years to a few weeks old. Théy were one and
all naked ; they were pulled one by one by the
band or foot, and were wirled spinning through
the air into the pit. Two otber coffins, each
containing the remains of a child were emptied
in like manper. The stone was lowered, and I
felt deeply thankful that this sickening business
was at an end ; but I ‘soon found out that such
was not the case, for the officials bastened to ex-
plain to the priest that there was a body in the
shelves that had been forgotten, and, further,
that there was another of those grim ‘ death bar-
rows’ that had not been emptied of its coutents.
The body which bed been forgotten was a late
srrival, snd turned out to be that of an adult
woman. It was placed on or rather huddled into
8 tray, like a butcher’s tray, and was carried on
the head of & man from the shelf 1o the side of
the pit ; and there it lay, naked and uncovered!
The tdeath borrow’ was next examined. It con-
tained the remains of a fine young man about 19,
snd 4 boy sbout 12 years of age. The latter had
not even been laid out straight, but was huddled
up, and lay as it had been flupg intb the barrow.
These turned out to be patients from the hospital,
and¢had been, like the woman, sent there with-
out & shred of clothes or covering. And this
raises another question, which, on the present
oeauion‘nt all events, I will not stop to argue —
viz., Who had despoiled the dead, even of the
clothing in which they were taken to the hospit-
al? The priest was recalled, prayers were mum-
bled, holy water sprinkled, and these three bocies
like the rest, were unceremoniously thrust down
tke hole.”

Mr. Beecher on the Theatre.

The Rev. H. W. Beecher thus speaks of the
theatre in a late sermon in the Independent :

The career of this. remerkable man hasin no
instance fulfilled the predictions . which were ut-
tered respecting him when h> assumed the scep-
tre over the nearly forty millions of the; French
people. He waa pronounced to be incapable of
wielding the sovereignty which be bad so boldly
usurped, and was coutited little shiort of an im-
becile. He has however, it is’ iow confessed,
exhibited singular skill and ebifity in his inter-
nal administration, and has sought ta mould his
policy, in accordance with the enlightened prin-
ciples of modern government. Although his
court is strikingly luzurious and extravagant,
and his ideas of jmprovement and national pro-
gress are expensively grand, he has in truth
sought to develope the resources of France, and
to infuse vitality into all brancbes of ber indus-
try. He bas made himpelf the idol of the mil-
itary by his zeal for the glary of France, and has
aroused the martial spirit of - the nation by a
thorough equipment, and an sugmentation of the
army and navy, tagether with a general improve-
ment of the national defences. . He has catered
for the national pession for show and amuse-
ment, and has studiously sought to obtain the
respect and admiration of the mnasses of the peo-
ple, not considering it secure to rely. upon the
army alone.

“It was essential ® a writer observes * that he
should conciliste the suffrages and secure the
willing support of the largest and most influen-
tial classes of the French nation. It was of
course vain to hope for the allegiance of the Legi-
timists, who could never regard him as suything
but an upstart and a usurper ; of the Otleanists,
whom he had superseded ; of the Republicans,
whose creatipn he had crushed, and whose the-
ories be had trampled under foot; or of the
politicians of any section, since he had taken
away the occupation of them all. But it was still
open to him to satisfy the wants, to aliay the
fears, to flaiter the passions, and to stimuylate and
direct info harmless and profitable channels the
sctivity and energy of the peasant, the ouorier
and the bourgeois—ihres.clanses which constitute
smong them probably thitty-five out of the thir-
‘ty-six millions of theé”numerical population of
France.” To the first of these be has given se-
eurity to his property and aluerative invedtment
for his savings ; for the“second he bas provided
steady employmgnt and ephanced wages ; for the
third he has developed industry, and improved
the machinery of trade.  He has done all this,
and at the samg time has abtained a considerable
amount of foreign ipfluence and national glery.
Had Napoleon, accomplished so much at the
expense of financial disaster, it could not be con-
sidered as worthy of cnmmendation, but it is ac-
knowledged that during the fifteen years of his
rule, France has beet growing in wealth and in-
dependence. Itis useless hence, to deny that
this man possesses qualities of mind of no mean
order. He bas sagacity, patience, and indomi-
table will—three/nieceasary qualities in a success-
ful vuler. . He unnderstands the French character
thoroughly, and knows how to minister to its
tastes, aud direet its energies.

To particularisé Seme of the benefits which he
has conferred upon his subjects,we might instance
the renovation of ‘the metropolis, which, though
spparently ministering ouly.to his love of archi-
tectural display; bas in reslity given employment
to many thousands of the ouvriers, and has great-
ly contributed tothe bealth of the commumity.
But it is not Parie alone that he has improved
and besutified. © Some of the great towns, as
Lyons, Marssilles, Bordesux, and Rouen, he has
in great part rebuilt,in which undertakings he has
bad the co-operation of the several municipalities.

ously detrimental to Missionary work in that
island. Aund as to Africa, the spectacle is pitiful.
Bishop Gray of Cape Town, to say nothing of |
Non-conformists, has scandalised High Church- |
men themselves by his proceedings. Bishop
Calenso, notorious enough in England, is noto-
rious in Africa as being the only Missionary who
has been known to. take to his heels and run
away from the natives when there was no real
daoger. -Yet this man, the only known coward
of thetn all, sent messengers many days’ journey
to proclaim that he was the Great Teacher, and
all the others were only ‘‘ Shadow Teachers.”
(Of the late Bishop }Mackenzie it is a pleasure to
speak in terms of sincere respect; but Bishop
Tozer is a professor of muscular Christianity and
a bater of Missionary meetings. The last ap-
pointed overseer of the Church in Africa appears
disposed to adopt the childish mummeries of
medie@valism, instead of * the foolishness of
preaching,” which is to “ save them that be-
lieve.” These considerations illustrate the im-
portance of the position which our own Church,
with its extensive and important Missions, occu-
pies in the Southern part of the great African
continent ;7—a Church which, as truly as any
other Church in this world, is one, holy, and
apostdfical. Unless the Estabiishment is more
fortunate than it has hitherto been in its selec-
tion of its Superintendents, we fear that neither
its own reputation as a Christian sect, nor the
cause of Christ through its instrumentality, will
be much advanced in the continent of Africa.

We commend this idea of an episcopal stick
to those of our friends whose great anxiety it is
to introduce into Methodism the parapbernalia of
symbolic worship and the imitation of Churgh
teremonies. A Buperintendent of a Circuit is a
Scriptural Bishop ; and as such he ought to have
a staff symbolising his office. The size of the
sticks might be beautifully graduated, according
to the importance of the holder. Thus, a Su-
perintendent or Bishop of s amall country Circuit
might be satified with a stick in embryo, say six
inches long. A Superintendent of a great town
Circuit, with four or five colleagues under him,
might aspire to one as long as an ordinary walk-
ing-stick. A Chairman of s District would re-
quire one at least as big as that of the Bishop of
Central Africa. For the President, nothing less
than a real Hercules club would suffice, and it
might be appropriately garnished, and stuck up
in front of, the Conference platform, to the tercor
of the Preachers, and afterwards in front of his
residence, like 8 barber’s pole, during bis official
year. . This would be decidedly, to adopt the
words of our contemporary, * an illustration of
advanee,” if pot “in the li;hl. direction,” at
any rate, in the direction of ritualism, in which
there are some who think that we Methodists
are as yet deficient.— Meth. Recorder.

Letter from Parrsboro’.

Dean Mz. Eprrog,—Believing it to be pe-
culierly gratifying t0 the numerous readers of
your highly prized paper to learn of progress in
any part of the Redeemer’s Kingdom, or to any
extent, we write & few lines in'order to inform
them of God's spesial goodness towards us, asa
people, on this circait.- In several places, God
has given us evident tokens of His approval, by
clothing His people with thé power of holiness,
and by converting sinners from the error of their
way. We may mention'a few of those places.

ADVOCATE HARBOR.

Here our Church has been in a sad state for
some time. A number of years since the devil
seised upon a mere ‘misunderstanding between
the two Leaders, and'be never loosened his grasp
until the Church was shivered into shreds, and
nothing remwiined for Christ but a few faithful
sisters.

The reader will pardon this digres-
sion. We commenced & series of meetings here
on the Tth of December, assisted by Bro. R.
Bowser, of Sackville, Bro. F. A. Weldon, of
Dorchester, and Bro. J.§Sprowel, out ‘'own spiri-
tually-minded and indefatigable local preacher.
These brethren did us great service, and God
owned their labors in the conversion of souls.
Father Lockhart also came to our help, and was
abundant in labors. The second Sabbath was a
day of special power.

NEW CHURCH AT SPRING HILL.

Our people here have labored for years under
great disadvantage through the want of a suit-
able place in which to worship, but they have,
at length, ded in the erection and comple-
tion of a very neat and cemfortable Wesleyan
Church. All praise to the self-sacrificing zeal of
our friends in building a house to the name of
the Lord of hosts. This Church, which is thirty-
six feet by thirty-four, was solemnly dedicated
to the service of Almighty God on the 15th inst.
The Rev. G. 8. Milligan, A.M., of Sackville, con-
ducted the dedicatory services, and preached the
first two sermons with his usual energy, ability,
and effect. On the following day the pews were
sold for a sum more than equal the cost of build-
ing, so that the Church will come into the Con-
nexion free from debt. Services were held fora
week in connection with the dedication, which
proved remunerative to the Church.

This curious
and striking lettgr, pleasingly demonstrates
the spirit of union apd co-operation which at
this early period (1745) distinguished the labours
of the two Wesleys.

Canso, February, 1863.

John Wesley to his Brother Charles s
Leeps, April 23, 1749,

DEsR BROTHER,—It was time for me to give
them the ground at Newcastle, and to fly for my
life. I grew more and more honorable every
day : the rich and great flocking to us together,
so that many times the Room could not hold
them. Iniquity for the present hath stopped ber
mouth, and it is almost fashionable to speak well
of us. In allappearance if I bad stayed a month
langer, the Mayor and Aldermen would bave
been with us too.

Saxon race would dominate over the world—

Many peings might be doubtful, many difcult
of settlement ; but there was one thing that was
not doubtfal, not difficult—one thing that wag
made clear by the history of the last twenty
months, and that was, that it was the part of
Fingland, the part of Europe, to make & speedy
recognition of the independence and sovereignty
of the great Confederate nation. They had
passed the Red Sea—in God’s name let us give
them a hand to reach the promised land.

A Backwoods Settlement.
Ia 2 back settlement of a new country, the po-
pulation were sunk in viee in many of ‘its most
loathsome forms.
