tle child and the hary-headed sinner were seen
koeeling side by side, each in the deepest an-
guish of spirit erying for meroy.

"Che power of the work will be seen in the dif-
ferent classes which came under its influence,
Formalist are genorally considered hard to con-
vert. Yot the formalists was * smiting upon bis
breast and orying God be merciful to me s sin-

tod d upon the place, her beether who was
not in the meeting, was 80 overwbelmned with a
sense of his want of care for souls that heswoon-
ed away and lay senseless for two hours. When
he revived, it was to tell the people of their dsn-
ger and their duty. Crowds flocked to hear him
and were mightily convinced of sin. In-one cot-
tsge while he was spesking to s anxious soul,
eight others came in in distress, and all found
peace before the meeting closed. The Free
Church and Independent Church were thrown
open to this young fisherman and his belpers,
and the result wes the same as in the places al-
ready mentioned. It would be difficuit to state
the number of persons who bave passed from
death to lifein this revival. I have net the least
doubt that more than a thoussnd persons bhave
been at one time or other under eonviction; and
I bave as little doubt that the number of the sav-
ed will amount to more than 600 persons. Ia
Portessie, at least one-sixth of the population,
or 150 persoms, have turned to the Lord. Bixty
bave joined the Methodists, others continue in
the Cpurches of which they are members, s good-
ly number are as yet unconnected with any de-
somioation, while not s few are tee young to be
counted amongst Church members. The change
in the boats’ crews will also give an idea of the
extent of the work. There are twelve boats em-
ployed in the winter fishing, with from eight to
ten of s crew. Not more than two of them had
worship on board before the revival. Now there
are eleven out of twelve which bave prayer meet-
inge every night at ten, snd in one boat at least

there'is & Class-meeting beld. Iuone boat there

pow there are seven ; in snother not three, now
there sre eight ; while there isnot a créw in the
who'e village bat has some convert or converts
smongst it. In Ficdochty the proportion of
converts is said to be greater than in Portessie.

Competent judges promounce this the most
glorious revival ever seen on the coast. In this
revival there have been few cases of prostration,
and with two or three exceptions those might be
resolved into swoons. No visions or creams
sre talked about, but an intelligent Scriptural
account of conversion is given. One reacon for
this may be found in the number of old converts
who were at hand to warn their younger breth-
ren ageinst trusting in anything but the blood
of Jesus Christ. In Findochty few have joined
our Church. The réason no doubt is—the thor-
ougbly revived state of the Presbyterian Church
there, and the fact that we have no place of wor-
ship. Yet our Church membership of tweoty-
five gives no idea of the number meeting in
Class. Members of other Churches there ask
permission and get leave to attend our peculiar
meaos of grace, while three or four score of the
young and old converts have formed themselves
into Classes, and generally are met weekly by
members of our own demominstion. At this
every true Methodiat will rejoice. It is the car-
rying out of Wesley’s great principle—vis., that
of spreading BScriptural holiness through the
land.

General  Wiscellanp.
" Garden of Gethsemane.

We take from * Randall’s Handwriting of
God” an interesting aecount of the present state
of this ballowed locality, This valusble work
derives much of its valae from the intensely
practical character of its representations. The
suthor never romances. He'describes things as
they are. “ Juet as you crose the Kidron and
commence the ascent of the path that leads up
the Mount of O'iver, you see upon your right a
small patch of ground covering, perhaps, near
balf an acre enclosed by a strong stone wall eight
or ten feet high. It is deeply shaded by eight
venerable old olive trees, and planted with beds
of flowers and various kinds of shrubbery. This
beautiful and carefully guarded spot is in the
keeping of the Franciscan monks and some sur-
prise has often been expressed that these relig-
ious guardians should have been able to locate
with such accuracy the precise spot of the gar-
den. [ asked my kind attendant for a solution
of this query: he replied, * We do not pretend to
say this is the garden any more than any other
portions of ground that lie in this immediate vi-
cinity. The garden was here, and there, and all
about this locality. You see these great old olive
trees. We built this wall to protect them; and
had it not been for our care, such is the zeal of
pilgrimsto carry sway some little keepsake from
this hallowed ground, they wou'd long ago have
torn these trees to pieces, and not a vestige of
them would have been left.’ | This explanation
was certainly reasonable and satisfactory, and I
put it on record to refute the sllegation I find in
some of the books, chargipg these persdns with
definitely locating the garden as to throw suspie-
ion upon its identity. ¢ How old,’ said I, ‘ are
these olive trees?' ¢ They are known to be near-
ly a thousand years old,’ said be. * Some,’ he con-
tinued, * have supposed them to be the very ones
under which the Saviour sat, but I do not think
that can be. The olive, however, very often per-
petuates itsell by sending up fresh shoots from
the roots of the old decaying tree, in that case
the roots of these may be more ancient, and these
trees may bave lpmn"lxom the very ones that
sheitered Jesus and his disciples.’ It was an in-
teresting thought, that these time-honored trees
linked us so closely with the days of the SBaviour,
and the thrillisg events of the agony and betray-
al. There is & emall housé in the inclosare
where one of the monks ususily lodges. We
wandered some time smong the shrabbery,
plucked some. of the flowers for our specimen
book, and what was still more acceptable before
we left the convent, one of the monks presented
us & rosary, made from fifty of the stones or pits
of olives that grew upon these same old trees.
We ac¢epted the string with many thanks, not
because it was a rosary, but for its associations
with the sacred ground that had witnessed the
agony, and been watered with the tears of the
Saviour of men.—N, W. Advocate.

We must deal with things as we
fiad them, ss we know they are, We know
that the human mind is & knowing power; and
that it is capable of a very high degree of cul-
ture, snd of knowing many things. The mind
which is capable of gatbexing, up vast stores of
knowledge knows nothing, only what it learns;
its sweep of thought, which gathers knowledge
from earth and ses, and the beavens themselves,
is maialy the result acquired by culture.~From
a simple power to koow, it becomes by culture,
s wonderful knowing power. Tbe mind com-
mences its career with the power Lo know as its
only capital, having no knowledge. By coming
in contact with the material world outside of it-
self, it gets two primary ideas ; first, J am, and
secondly, there is something which is not 1.—
Here we get the Ego and the Non Ego. With
the acquisition of these two ideas, I and not I,
mentai culture commences, here education
begins. The work progresses in the nursery,
sad such knowledge as b-lun‘l,‘to this limited
sphere of action, is gradually ' required, until
the circle becomes too small for the expanding
miad, and it looks out upon s wider field of re-
search.

Such is early child-
bood’s philosophy; but the thoughts break

greater distance from it on the other, until he
learns that it is only a limit of his own vision,
and not a limit to matter or space.

The work of mental culture is now fairly un-

der way, and education'is handsomely begun.—
Books-and teachers sre now required and the
work progresses. By means of these the learner
is put in possession of what all other men have
seen and learned, and written,] The student
now drinks in from a few pages, in a single
lesson, which he masters in an hour or two,
what the world was thousands of years in find-
ing out;"and what cost the suthor who gave it
its present finished form, a lifetime of hard
study. The student now sits in his chair, with-
cut toil, without danger, snd makes himsell
scquainted with all that has been seen and
heard by the world’s- explorers. He goes back
and converses with the ancients, and learns
what they thought and performed in their times.
He walks around the walls of Nineveh, on
which was suspended the grim banner of war
for fifteen bloody centuries. He sces those
walls crumble, and the power that made the
world afraid melt away. He beholds Greecs in
her glory as the teachers of nations, conveises
with her philosophers, and listens to the orations
of Demosthenes. He hears the voice of Cmsar
from the forum of Rome, giving laws to the
world ; and beholds, at his bidding, invincible
legions sweeping over the face of the nations
with the clash of arms and subduing power.—
But as he pursues his historic page, Cmsar falls,
and those invincible legions lie down powerless
in the dust, Rome’s wide-spread domiunions are
divided as spoils, and she world-wide echo of
her fame begins its cadence, and sounds fainter
aod fainter uatil it dies amid the balls of Italy.
But this mundsne sphere cunuot long eontain
the thoughts of a progressive mind, they soon
leap its bounds and revel in other worlds, and
the sphere of the universe, where worlds revolve
and suns glow, becomes the play-ground of the
soul,
A comparison between such a mind, glowing
with such thoughts which sweep earth and hea-
ven in their range, and the ignorant mind, which
thinks oply of what transpires within its limited
circle of sensible objects, will give the diffzrence
between a cultivaied and uncultivated mi: ¢, and
reveal the importasce of mental culture.
mental culture which causes the diff:rence be-
tween the most enlightened and refired nst.ons,
and the most dark snd degraded savage uibe,
How forcible are the words of the wise man :
* Happy is the man that fiadeth wisiom, and
the man that getteth understanding. For the
merchandise of ‘it is better than the merctandite
of silver, and the gain thereof than fine go'd,
8he is more precious than rubies ; and all the
things thou canst desire are not to be compared
to her.” Drop the religious sense usually given
to this language, and u: derstand it of science
and literature, and it will still be true. It is
mental culture that causes the intellectual in man
to predominate over the animal, and renders him
the crowning glory of all below the heavens.

O, Mental Culture ! what is man without thee !
He is & vassal with chains of ignorance bound ;
o slave to doubts and superstitions dire, to pas-
sions wild, and appetites most vile and uncon-
trolled. He is a reasoning savage ; a haif de-
veloped thing, intelligence derived from God,
yet clouded be the dust cf earth, and gleaming
'mid the degradation of the brutes.

But what is mental culture, and what its gains
toman? It is & fortune large which none can
squander, though oft abused and misapplied ; no
thief can steal, no waters drown, no fire consume,
and no misfortane ruin. It is a social friend
that always keepeth company ; it stays with us
at home to bless each passing hour ; it talketh
to the soul, beguiling lomely time ; abroad it is
an introduction to the wise and good ; where
ignorance dwells, it is a spokesman that impart-
eth light and giveth knowledge ; and in society
refined snd wise, it is an ornament. It never
faileth in the hour of need, no cliniate can de-
stroy it, no enemy can alienate it, no despotism
blind, no power suppress it. It is the friend of
virtue, but on vice it frowneth, and maketh it
afraid with light. To youth it is a fragrant
flower that maketh beautiful the fair, and giveth
bope of fruit in years to come. To manhood
"tis 8 power to do, a light that maketh genius

sll. To hoary-headed age it is a crown of glory
on the brow, as when we see some bi/l-top bath-
ing in the sun’s departing light, while evening
shadows gather round the base, and streich
across the plain. Such is the mental culture,
such its glorious work, and such its eievating
power, O ! be it ours, our own, our childrev’s
boon, our nation’s firmest stay, the bleesing of
the world, the risiog sun which shall roll on
Time’s golden age, Rev. L. Leg, D.D.

MRS. MARGARET IRISH OF NEWPORT.
Died, April 7th, at Mantua, Newport, N. 8.
Mrs. Margaret Icish, at the advanced age of
ninety-nine years and five months, Her house
was the home ef the first Methodist preacters
in the Province ; and up to the close of ber life
she continued to .esteem them very highly for
‘their works’ sake. For more than fifty years
she was a member of the Methodist Church.
She honoured Ged, and ‘adorned the doctrines
of her Saviour by a holy conversation, snd a
well ordered life. It was my privilege during
the last two years to converss with her frequently
on the subject of ber personal experience.—
Though the infirmities of age had in some degree
impaired the power of her iatellect, yet it was
evident that she had possessed a strong mind,
and was a woman of more than ordinary intel-
ligence. Her views on the great atonement were
clear and scriptural, her faith simple and cbild-
like. She rested alone in Christ for salvation.
After her powers of speech had failed in cen-
versation, she could still ‘gin utterance to the
desire of her heart in the words of the Psalmist
—+¢ Wash me and I shall be clean, purge me
and I shall be whiter than saow.” During the
last thirty years of her life she resided with her
daughter; Mrs. Joseph Rathbua, of whom hon-
ourable mention deserves to be made. Though
her chargp was ome that called for much care
nnd‘hbouz, yet those attentions so necessary to
e old age bappy were unweariedly discharg-
yy the kindest of dsughters, who now mourns
absence of her charge, and the object of her
affections. For the last two months she failed
more rapidly, till Sabbath morning the 7th iast.,
when surrounded by those who so tenderly and
contindally ministered to her waats, the weary
wheels of life stoed still, snd her ransomsd and
now released spirit, we doubt vot; joined in the
worship of the Charch triumphant before the
throne.

We were unable in our last issue, within the
space then at our command, to complete our re-
joinder to the Christian Messenger upon close
communion. In further dealing with the views
enunciated by our contemporsry we disclaim
any intention of needlestly prolonging a contro-
versy, which, by being undaly protracted, might
not be promotive of the best:results. We write
not for the sake of disputation, but for the fur-
therance of christisn truth and brotaerly love.

The position taken by the Messenger is this :—
Believer immersion is the only christian baptism,
—those christians who have not heen immersed
on the profession of their faitk are unbaptized
—to0 admit such to church communion with us
would be in violation of church order, which
places baptism before the Lord’s supper. On
the ground thus stated we admit the consistency
of close communion, though we cannot admire
its exclusivéhess. The consistency lies in-the
agreement between the nerrowness of close com-
munion and the narrawness of opinion on the
question of baptism ; and the tenacity with
which our close communion brethren -cling to
their system is because of the powar, real or
supposed, derived from the dogma,—that chris-
tians who have not been jimmersed on profes-
sion of their faith are at best very defestive in

.their christianity, as they have not followed the
Saviour in His ordinance, and are therefore, if
the solecism is allowable, unbaptized christians,
or, to speak plainly, are not, in the strict sense
of the expreesion, christians at all. But the
power which such a principle affords is very
questiongble, for if there be advantage on one
band, there is more than proportionate - disad-

- vantage on the other.

If we might venture to address an inquiry to
our Baptist brethten, we would ask’ Is there
not a more excellent way ? Do not open com-
munion. Baptists exhibit equal consistency, with
more of gospel charity, by ths course which they
adopt ? They maintain the same views which
are held by ether Baptists as to the subjects and
mode’ of baptism, and they receive into church
‘membership in the same manner. But they
make this sdmission,—Baptism after all is but an
outward rite,—it produces no moral change,—
there is room for a diffefence of belief on the
question of baptism,—our. brethren of other
churches afford proef of having received the
baptism of tkie Holy Ghost, they are partakers
of like precious faith with us,—we cannot hesi.
tate to join with them in the ordimance of the
Supper, which is not a Baptist table, but the table
of the Lord. Were our close commuuion bre-

thren to actupon the same principles they would
"thereby remove one of the barriers which pre-
vent the fulfilment of an object dear to the heart
of the Redeemer, the oneness of His true disci-
ples.
Our contemporary compares the termn of ad-
miseion ‘o church membership among Metho-
dists, with the conditions required by Baptiste—
that while the former receive into fellowship
those who desire to flve from the wrath to come,
Beptists receive believers only ; the faith of such
may be weak, but they must give evidemce of
' being under grucious ivfluence.” But is there
ot a possibility of mary of those who are * un-
der gracious influence,” whcee faith is but weak,
_and who in consequence hav: but o questiouable
experience in divine things, bein, regarded as
converted persons, when they are nc r.ore than
¢ under a gracious influence P’ and is there not

a danger from such wrong estimate of their spi-

ritual state, of their being self-deceived; and

especially when, as is frequently the case, there
. is great haste to secure them by getting them
into the water, and so introducing them to fall
church membership ? There is, under any cir-
cumstances, great eaution neceseary in dealing
_with young converts, and we certainly regard the
Methodist practice in this respect as more safe,
both for the convert himself and for the purity
and power of the Church. Methodists do not

say that those who are defective in their religi

the Chureh of Christ can sfford. B

ing only Christian believers into church fellow-

dividing line between tbe Church and the world,
they should exercise greater care in the reception
of their cendidates than they sometimes doj
otherwise their assumption that the qualifieation
for church membership with them is higher than
in other churches, is but a myth.

According to tbe«Messenger, Methodists are
not ‘as particular as they should be in guarding
the entrance to church privileges, and the ffer-
ence is, that in comsequenee of such laxity as
compared with Baptist carefulness, Methodists
have a larger proportion of unconverted mem-
bera within their pale than have the Baptists.
Whether the Messenger is competent to form a
judgment on this point may be doubted. In our
opinion the practice of Baptist churches in test-
ing end determining the religious state of new
converts is fraught with evil.  Methodists, it
must be confessed, cught to be » great deal
better than they are, But perbaps an exami-
natien of Methodist church membership would
result in showing, at least, as large a propor-
tion of truly godly persons as can be found in
any church on earth. We dare say that the
Messenger will admit that Baptists in gemeral
are no better than they ought to be—that in
their churches are to be found tares among the
wheat, foolish as well as wise virgins, some to
whom, there is reason to fear, the Saviour will
say at last, * Depart from me, I never kmew
you.” Is there not a possibility of such self-
deception existing while a fair exterier is main-
tained ? Baptists churches have to admit suck
to their communion, while christians of undoubt-

called to the subject by numerously signed |
petitions from the several Churches of this city,
praying for amendments to the License Law.
A counter petition from the Liquor Dealers’
Association' and others favourable to the liquor
interest, with 900 signatures has been presented
to the House.

A Committee composed of gentlemen repre-
senting several churches in this city have, after
deliberation, prepared a bill, the purport of
which is to'amend the City License Law.

Among the provisions contemplated are the
following : .

The separation of the sale of intoxicating
liquors from other goods, wares and merchan-
dize, except in the case of Hotel licenses.
The entrance to places where intoxicating
liguors are sold to be from the public street ; no
other egress to be allowed—either by any in-
terior doer, hall, staircase, or passageway.

A Licensing Board to be appointed by the
Governor in Couneil, consisting of not less th'nn
seven respectable inhabitants in eaeh Wn:d, in-
cluding ome Alderman for each Ward if the
Council should see fit ; such persons not to be
engaged or interested in the traffic, wholesale
or retail ; the board to decide upon the number
of licenses to be granted for each Ward, and
the granting of a license to be on a mlj'orily
vote ot the board. The board to be appointed
asnually. The Secretary to the Board to be
the prosecuting officer.

No p shall hold more than one of the

ed piety belonging to other churches, b
they have not been immersed, are unworthy of
drawing near to the table of the Lord. And
yet the Messenger will teach that baptism by
immersion is the dividicg line between chris-
tians and the world !

The. Messenger i8 wholly astray in saying that
Methodists make attendance at class meeting
a condition ot receiving the Lord’s Supper. He
should know better than to make such an asser-
tion. We make no such requirement. We should
be sorry to exclude a christian brother from the
table of the Lord because he did not meet in
class. Examples among us bearing upon this
point are of frequent occurrence. Another ob-
jection the Messenger would have to communion
with Methodists is our mode of administering
the Lords Supper. He regards the kneeling
posture as being Romish. Would he refuse to
kneel in prayer because that Roman Catholics
kneel ? Surely not. But we wish to say that while
Methodists prefer in that solemn ordinance the
posture which in their view is most reveremt
and appropriate, they by no means regard the
mode as essential to the ordinamce, nor is it
the custom with us in all places s6 to admin-
ister this sacrament. The exceptions are suf-
ficient to show that we attach no undue im-
portance to the mode of administration. The
observations of our brother on this matter are
not apposite, for however willing we might be
to conform to the usage of - his church, he would
not suffer us to sit beside him at the Lord’s ta.
ble. But were a Baptist at liberty to commune
with us, and were be satisfied tbat Metbodists
who desre to flee from the wrath to come were
worthy of his fellowship, and bhad he scruples
about kneelifig at our communion rail, be might
not find it an impossible thing to be accommo-
dated. “ O yes,” says the Messenger, * you Me-
thodists are very accommodating.” That is
true ; we try to be so.in all matters of mere form
or custom not definitely prescribed in the word
of God. We have for this accommodating spirit
the example of St. Paul, who said, * To the
weak became I as weak, that I might gein the
weak : I ampmade all things to all men, that I
might by all means save some.” 1 Cor. ix. 22.
We do not wish to think that the Messenger
trifles with this question ; but certainly he ap-
pears to do o in his attempts to show that Bap-
tists are not more exclusive than other folk, and
in bringing forward as reasons for close commu-
nion certain barriers to free communion which
he ought to know do not exist. For want of a
better justification of close communion, ke points
to High Church exclusiveness, and advises that
we arrange with Episcopalians our opén commu-
nion platform. Good sense and christian piety
ought to have taught him tkat such an apology
is decidedly lame. Will the error, and folly,
and arrogance of the boasted successors of the
Apostles, justity exclusiveness elsewhere ? Be-
sides the difficulty which he supposes to be in-
surmountable, has been overcome in regard to
Episcopalians in some other places, and that,
too, to the shame of close ecommunion Baptists.
How would it be, were the Ministers and mem-
bers of Episcopalian, Preésbyterian, and Metho-
dist churches in this city, to join in each other’s
churches in celebrating the Commupion, in the
same way as has been done during the past year
in New Yerk, Brooklyn, and other citiés of thé
United States? How little importanee -did
those who thus united, attach to their several
modes, when the Ministers of all the different
Evangelical churches, except the Baptists, took
part in the services, their practice being to con-
form to the usage of the chureh in which—for
the fime being—they were atsembled ? Those
services are reported as having be&n in a pre-
eminent degree, scasons of refreshing. Would
not our brother greatly rejoice to see such a
union of churches in this city? He surely
wou!d. As for ourselves, were we permitted to
witness such a service in the Granville Street
Church, we should certainly conclude that the
millennial day had arrived, and would be ready
to say with Simeon, “ Lord, now lettest thou,
thy servant depart in peace, for mine eyes have
seen thy ealvation.” .

The License Law-

The Halifax City License Law is very pro-
perly receiving a considerable share of attention
at the present time. The Legislative Committee
on City Bills will have the subject before them
during the present week, and we hope that such
action will be taken by the Legislature as will
tend to restrain the traffic and to prevent much
of the mischief which is being wrought cut by
the License systém as it now is. The progress
of intemperance in this city is feaifully great.
The number of youth who are in the way of ruin
by this vice is vastly larger than is generally
supposed. The places which are especially
worthy of note, as contributing their full quota

The office of Clerk of License to be abolished,
and licenses to be issued by the City Clerk to
such as may be recommended by the licensing
board.

Tavern, shop, aud hotel licenses only to be
granted. Coafectionaries, suloons and eating
bouses not to be licensed.

Those holding hotel licenses to sell ouly to
such persons as lodge on the premises.

The City Marshall, and those acting under
him, to have the power of visitiog all places
where intoxicating liquors are sold, to inspeet
the same, enforce & compliance with the terms
of license, and prevent rioting, -gambling,
dancing, sad criminal or disorderly conduct,
&e., &c.

All places where liquors are_gold to be closed
at 10 p. m., except on Saturday eveninge, when
they are to be closed at 8 o'clock.

This act to go into operation on the first day
of May 1868.°

From our English Correspondent.
Rev. John Scotl’s address at the Westminster
Qraining Institution—Death of Rev. M. C.
Taylor—Earl of Shaftesbury's Bili on Ritual-
ism—Dr. Pusey on the Real Presence—Fen-
ignism in Ireland—Important Meeting on the
Sunday Liquor Traffic—Government Trade
Returns—Strike of Railway Engine drivers—
Government Reform Bill—The Ottoman Em-
pire and its Christian Subjects.
The new term at our Westminster Normal
Institution was recently opened with the deliv-
ery of an admirable address by the Principal the
Rev. John Scott. The attendance in the Lec-
ture Hall of the College included several of our
eading ministers and laymen. Mr. Sheriff Ly-
cett occupied the chair. The address which oc-
cupied about an hour in the delivery, was listen-
ed to with deep interest. It abounded in weighty
and appropriate counsels very forcibly put. The
subject on which Mr. Scott mainly dwelt was the
formation of good habits with reference to their
infldence on personal character,and their bear-
ing on the work ot a teacher. Allusion was
made to the persevering and wide-spread efforts
which are now put forth in the Established
Church to undo the work of the English Refor-
mation and reintroduce the doetrines and cere-
monies of Romanism. Mr. Scott observed,
« understand clearly and maintain the great
doctrines of the Reformation, for the avowal
and in defence of which many of the Reformers
bled ; and should you live to become teachers in
our schools, teach and train the children to be
soundly Protestant.” A hearty respomse of ap-
proval greeted these remarks. In referring to
those who are endeavouring to abolish religious
instruction in all schools receiving grants from
the State, Mr. Scott empbatically affirmed * our
schools are and must be schools for religion.”
A sentiment which every Methodist Society and
congregation in the land will endorse.’ In propos-
ing a vote of thanks to Mr. Scott for his able and
seasopable address, the President of the Confer-
ence, referring to what had been said on the
threatened danger of Romanism, well remark-
ed, “ Get souls converted ; get men and women
under the saving power of the grace of God—
get them to experienee, in a word, peace and
love in their own souls—and I believe that eve-
ry such case is a greater advance in our defences
against Popery than anything else we could do.”
Our Educational department has sustained a
severe loss in the death of our esteemed and be-
loved Secretary, the Rev. M. C. Taylor He was
laid aside from active duties upwards of two
years ago, and after a painful illness, borne with
exemplary fortitude and patience, he entered
into his heavenly rest in the early part of the
present momth. It is now eighteen yearssince I
first became acquainted with our departed friend,
and the more intimately Ihave known him, the
more estimable, in every respect, has his char-
acter appeared. He has rendered invaluable
service in our educational operations, and his
memory will be fcherished with affectionate re-
spect by hundreds of Day School Teachers, who
can never forget his wise aud loving counsels,
and the blameless integrity and purity of his
most saintly life.
The Earl of Shaftesbury has introduced a
Bill into the House of Lords, the object of which
is to declare what are the rites and ceremonies
allowed in the worship of the Established Church,
with a view to suppress-the extravagancies of
ritualism. Itisindeed quite time that something
was done torestrain the Romanist party, but
whether after all anything effectual will-be done
is very uncertain. The adherents of this move-
ment seem determined at all hazards to main-
tain their ground, and it is becoming increasing-
ly cvident that the rites which they practise are
the true symbol of the antichristian doctrines
which they hold ; aud on this point, their public
teaching is now very plain and outspoken. Take
the following instance : on Ash-Wednesday Dr.
Pusey preached a sermon in one of the ultra-
ritualistic churches in London which has been
since published, and in a sort of explanatory
appendix, this statement is made, “If it should
be decided by a competent authority—that either
the real objective Presence, (in the Holy Sacra-
ment) or the Eucharistic Sacrifice, or the real
worship of Christ then present were contrary to
the doctrines beld by the Church of England, I
would resign my office.” There is no mistaking
this language. ,

The dispersed bands fled to lonely mountain
glens, plundering, and in some instances burn-
ing farm houses on the way, and cmflpl_flhﬂz the
peasantry to join them. Just at t_hu txm?, wea-
ther of almost unexampled severity set 1o, and
the wretched fugutives must have endnrev.l ter-
rible suffering, exposed as they were, withou!
shelter, and almost without food, to the bitter
winds, accompanied by heavy and continued
enow storms. Many were overtaken and cap-
tured by the police and the military ; and ac-
cording to the latest accounts tranquility has
been restored. Such wild and irtational out-
breaks, one has scarcely ever before heard
of.

A very important meeting was held at she
Guildhall, London, on the 4th, to consider the
Sunday Liquor Traffic. It was convened by
the Lord Mayor, in compliance with a requisi-.
tion, said to have been signed more numerously
than any previous requisition ever presented to
any Lord Mayor on any subject. This fact
alone will sufficiently indicate the degree of
public interest felt on the question. All creeds
in religion, and all parties in politics were
represented, for it was perceived that it was a
subject alike serious to all. Among those pre-
sent were the President of the Wesleyan Con-
ference, the Romam Catholic Archbishop of
Westmihster, Rev. Newman Hall, and the Hon.
and Rev. Baptist W.Noel. Resolutions in
favour of closing public houses all day on
Sunday, were submitted to the meeting, and
carried, after having been ably and earnestly
argued ; and a petition to Parliament founded
on them was adopted. 1 confess, however, that
I have but little hope of immediate success.
The public house interest is very stromg,
calamitously so, throughout the country, and an
energetic opposition is sure to be offered. Still
it is a movement in the right direction, and it
will, I have no doubt, gather strength.

The report of our trade returns for the year
1866 has just been issued, and contains some
very remarkable and no less interesting statis-
tics. Our entire exports amounted to the sum
of £165,000,000, being an increase of £25,000,-
000 over the previous. This, however, repre-
sents a degree of over-trading which may
partly aecount for the depression in various
branches of manufacture which is at present so
general, and which causes a sad and almost
alarming amount of poverty and destitution.

The mumerous countries to which the produce
of British industry are carried offer a remarkable
example of commercial enterprise. We deal in
various articles of merchandise with twenty-two
English Colonies, and forty-seven foreign States.
Last year the exports to our own Colonies rose
to upwards of £50,000,000. Our best European
customer is Germany, which took from us goods
to the value of £16,000,000. Our account with
France was £12,000,000, being £4,000,000 ]
more than it was three years ago. Notwithy
standing exorbitant protective dutics our ex-
ports to the United States reached £28,000,000.
Two years ago they were only £16,000,000.
Among our most” remote customers are the
people of the Phillipine Islands and the savages
of Patagonia.

Our imports were £250,000,000, which repre-
sents the sum we laid out with other countries.
Of this £120,000,000 were paid for five articles
alone, viz., raw wool, silk and cotton, with corn
and tea.

The labour and capital absorbed in these
immmense transaetions, are beyond the power
of the imagination adequately to realize.

For the last week 6r two considerable anxiety
has been felt by Railway Directors, and by that
portion of the public more particularly interested
in railway communication, in consequence of a
notice having bzen issued, to the effect that the
engine-drivers intended to strike for wages.
The serious injury which would be so widely
felt, in case such an interruption to our extén-
sive traffic took place, was apparent to every-
body, and the negociations which were opened
between the Drivers, and the various Boards of
Directors, it was hoped, would lead to an
amicable and satisfactory adjustment of the
questions at issue. In some instances this
desirable object seems to have been reached,
but in the case of the London and Brighton
Railway, the authorities have resisted the de-
mands of the men, and on Tuesday morning
last the threatened strike took place. This line
is one of the most important in the kingdom,
and for a distance of many miles great numbers
of London merchants, tradesmen, and clerks,
hold season tickets, taking the train for the
metropolis every morning, and returning to
their homes when the day’s business is over.
Great was the consternation when tidings came
to the various stations that the traffic was sus-
pended, and the loss and inconvenience thereby
occasioned are positively incalculable. A The
Directors.of the Company are aware of the
magnitude of the difficulty ; and they have in-
formed the public that, if the strike should con-
tinue, the time tables of the line must be
considered in abeyance, The dispute involves
such numerous and grave interests that the
issue cannot but be very anxiously awaited.

The great political question of the past month
has been the Government Reform Bill. As
presented to the House of Commons in its
original form, it met with an opposition so large
and decided that its fate would have been at
once sealed had not Mr. Disraeli consented to
make large concessions to the Liberal Party.
Last Monday it came on for a second reading.
The discussion was carried over two readings,
and both Liberals and Conservatives brought
to bear upon the question a power of debate
worthy of the occasion. The Chancellor of the
Exchequer yielded still further to the demands
of the oppositjon, and the Bill passed the second
reading. How it will fare ultimately, however,
no one can foretell. It is curious to see how a
Conservative Administration, striving-te concede
as little as possible to popular claims, is never-
theless compelled to adopt one compromise after
another in the anxious attempt to retain the
measure in its own hands. The country gener-
ally would be satisfied with a moderate exten-
sion of the Franchise, but there is an extreme
party, represented by a few influential members
of Parliament, and keeping up an agitation by
public meetings, which perplexes the question,
and renders any satisfactory settlement of it
extremely difficult.

A despatch has been recently received froin
Lord Lyons at Constantinople, informing the
Government that on the 3rd inst. he had a long
and serious conversation with the Grand Vizier,
Aali Pashajio which His Highness assured our
Ambassador that it was the intention of the
Sultan to effect as speedily as possible impor-
tant reforms in the intg¢rnal administration of
the Empire.

« Whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he
glso reap.” A plant or a tree never furg'eu
iteelf. Cheat it of its root, and the stem remains
faithfel. The minutest twig, put out to nurse
upon tke arm of 8 foreign mother, feels the
thrill of the great primal law in its filmiest fiber,
ard breathes in every expression of life its fidel-
ity.

Wrapped up in every capsule, bound up in every
kerne!, packed into every minutest germ, is this
law, written by God at the beginning : * Pro-
duce thou after tify kind.” So the whole living
world goes on preducirg after its kind. Year
after year we visit the seedsman, and read the
labels on his drawers and pecksgee, and bear
home and pleat in our gardens the little homely
germs that xeep God's iaw so well ; and Summer
rewards our trust in them with beautiful flowers,
ard Autumn with boustiful fruition. Robins
sa1 g the same soug Lo the Piigrim Fatnera that
they siug to us. The Mayflower breuthes the
same fragrance now that it bresthed in the fin-

ts of Rose Standish ; ard man and woman,
producing after their kind, are the same te-day
that they were three thousand years sgo.

\Now, there ie a significance in all the laws of
materizl life above and beyond their special
office. They do the work they were set to do;
they rule the life they were appoicted to rule ;
but the laws themselves, belong to a family
whoee branches run through all intellectual,
moral, and spiritual life. Laws live in groups
po less uniformly then the existences which they
inform and govern. It is a law, both of animal
and vegetable structures, that they sball grow
by what they feed on ; but this law passes the
bounds of matter, and finds its widest meaning
and its most extended application beyond. The
mind grows by what it feeds on ; the heart grows
by what it feeds on ; love, hate, jealousy, re-
venge, fortitude, courage, grow by what they
feed on ; spirituality grows by what spirituslity
feeds on. Wherever growth gees, through sil
the realm of God, this law goes ; and the law
that every thing that produces shall produce
after its kind, is just as universal as this.

I call my child to my knee in anger ; I strike
him a basty blow that carries with it the peculiar
sting of anger ; I speak a loud reproof that bears
with it the spirit of anger ; and I look in vain
for any relenting in his flashing eyes, flushed
face, and compressed lips. I have made my
child angry, and my uncontrolled passion has
produced after its kind. I have sown anger, and
I have reaped anger instantaneously. Perheps
I become still more angry, in consequence of the
passion manifested by my child, and I speak and
strike again. He is weak and I am strong ; but,
though he bow his head, crushed into silence, I
may be sure that there is a sullen heart in the
little bosom, and anger the more bitter because
it is impotent. I put the child away from me,
and think of what I have done. I am full of
relentings. I long to ask his pardon, for I know
that I have offended and deeply injured one of
Christ’s little ones. 1 call him to me agains
press his head to my heart, kies him, and weep.
No word is spoken, but the little bosom heaves,
the little heart coftens, the little eyes gros ten-
derly penitent, the little haonds come up and
clasp my neck, and my relentings and my sor-
row have produced after their kind. The child

Lks echoes. If Ibristle all over with irritability,
the quills will begin to rise all about me. Oane
thoroughly irritable person in a breakfast room
spoils coffee and toast, sours milk, and destroys
appetite for & whole family. He produces after
his kind.

We are in the habit of hearing that the cbil-
dren of a certain neighbeurhood, or school, or
town are extraordinarily bad children. Great
wonder is sometimes expressed ia regard to
such instances, when, really, they are not won-
derful at all. When children are unusua!ly bad,
parents are unusually bad, or, if they are not
bad-hearted, they are wrong-headed. I ought,
perbaps, to say here that I have known an iras-
cible, tyrannical, unjust, nud cruel school-teacher
to spoil a neighborhood of children, when the
parents were without any special fault, save that
of failing to thrust him out of the charge which
he had abused. But usually the fault is at
home. If the seed planted there be good, it
will produce good fruit. Yet my reader will
say, that the best man he ever knew had the
worst children he ¢ver saw. The truth of the
statement is adwitted, but what do you know of
the home-life of tbat family ? How much un-
reasonable restraint has been exercised upon
those children ? From how many exhibitions
of stern and unrelenting injustice have these
children suffered P - What laxity of discipline
and carelessness of culture have reigned in that
fumily ? Iknow many who seem to be excel-
lent men in society, but who are anything but
amiable men at home. It one tLey are pleasant,
affable, kind and charitable ; in the other cross-
grained, hard, unkind, and unjust. 1 declare
with all positiveness, that when a family or a
neighborhood of children is bad, there is a rea-
son for it outside of the children.

During
the past few years individual exertion has re-
peatedly shown, beyond the possibility of refu-
tation, that these unconquerable thickets furnish
the soil best adapted to the cultivation of the
eranberry. A tract of twenty-eight acres of such
unimproved land was parchased less than five
years ago by its present owner for eight doilars
per acre, and the fortunate experimentalist rea-
lized in 1865 a net profit of ten thouwsand dol-
lars, and from the same plantation in the fol-
lowing year a net profit of more than six
thousand dollars. Numerous farmers have made
a like experiment with uniformly successful re-
sults, and more recently companies have been
fcrmed for conducting the business on a more
extensive scale. Cranberries are in great and
growing demand as a most agrecable adjunct to
the dinner-tables of this country, and there is a
narket fcr them in Europe also for culinary
purposes. Four hundred bushels per acre have
been raised in repeated instances, but forty is
the ordinary average yield. The estimate, and
it may be presumed as sufficiently low, upon
which calculations for the future profit are based,
seem to be as follows : For the first crop, three
years after planting, thirty-five bushels per acre ;
second crop averagiog fifty bushels, and the
third crop seventy-five bushels, and the tfourth
crop, when the plaat becomes six years old, one
hundred bushels per acre.— Philadelphia Press.
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Butter-Making—Cleanliness Impe-
rative.

of butter brought te our local market is far
from being good. Westminster Township fur-
nishes the largest proportion of really good but-
ter. When in_Davonshire, some years sisce,
we visited several large dairies, and obeerved
that not only were the dairy houses and uteansils
kept scrupulously elean, and well supplied with
pure spring water, but also that the cows’ udders
were washed before milking in the morning,
aad that the dairy maide bad clean hands.
Glass or glezed milk pans are to be pieferred
to metal ; they should be washed first in boil-
ing hot water, with a piece of muslin on the
ond of a stick— afterwards rinsed in clear spring
water, snd allowed to dry without being touched
by a cloth of any kind. The milk should be |
strained into the pans through fine musiin.
Cream should not be allowed to accumulate till
it turne sour, as is too often the case. Itis bet-
ter to churn every other day, if reaily good but-
ter is desired ; the cream should be at a tempe-
rature of 56 © to 60 © when the butter comes,
and the buttermilk should be worked out thor-
oughly with & wooden epoon, and clean cold
spring water ; the bands should never come in
contact with the butter or cream during any part
of the process. Another evil is, that too much
salt—and that often of bad quality—is added.
For fresh butter, in rolls, make a mixture of one
1b. of the finest diary salt, pounded fine, with
four ounces of pulverized loaf sugar. One ounce
of this mixture i sufficient to add to each pound
of butter. The cream should be taken off the
milk befoze it turns sour.

Batter, to be really good, should be entirely
divested of milk ; firm, free from streaks or
specks when cut ; taste rich, marrowy, and ra.
ther sweet, haviog that peculiar fragrance of
smell. that is only found in well-made butter ;
the colour of a creamy yellow, though it often
bappens that really good butter may be of
a yellower coloar than usual in summer, or
