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The Selling of Groceries from a Scientific Standpoint

Before Locating Study Class of Customers to be Served—Buy Goods According-
ly and Give the Service That Such Customers are Likely to Require—Standards
Set From Three Classes of Purchasers— A Successful Business Worked on These

Principles.

Years ago the average person would
have smiled in derision at the idea of
designating the retailing of groceries as
science. In fact it was frequently
thought if a man failed in all other
things he could always, as one last re-
sort, turn to the retail grocery busi-
ness, and if he had sufficient capital
and was willing to work sufficiently
hard and long, make at least a living
out of the business.

This old idea was the natural out-
growth of conditions which then pre-
vailed ; conditions which were very dif-
ferent from the keen, aggressive com-
petitive conditions which exist to-day,
and which ruthlessly enforce the opera-
tion of that inherent law of the ‘‘sur-
vival of the fittest.” ?

Probably one of the most vital dif-
ferences between ancient and modern
trading is that in the comparatively
easy-going spirit of ‘‘olden times,” the
average ‘‘shop keeper’’ (which, literally
interpreted means a ‘“‘keeper’’ of a
shop) merely sold what his patrons de-
manded. Therefore if small grocery
shops were located at points conven-
ient to the local buyer, and the stock
embraced their daily wants, and the
prices were reasonable, the dealer had
only to ‘‘keep shop’’ and feel reasonably
assured of a certain amount of trade.

But modern innovations have com-
pletely revolutionized these old condi-
tions. Aggressive methods of news-
paper advertising, ecircularizing, per-
sonal solicitations by swhve salesmen,
combined with prompt and convenient
methods of transportation and delivery
have resulted in invading all localities
and have educated all buyers into fuller
knowledge of what their money can
purchase. More than this, the former
passive ‘‘shop-keeper’’ who required the
customer to do his own thinking and
educating as to his wants, has been
transformed into, or is being supplant-
ed by, the well informed, experienced
merchant who knows so thoroughly the
qualities and characteristies of food
products that he logically becomes the
educator and regulator of the wants of
his patrons, and when buyers of food
products have full confidence that this
condition actually exists, most of them
appreciate being relieved of the troutle
of personal investigations and compari-
sons, and accept the recommendations
of the firm they have learned to trust.

(‘onsequently suceessful modern retail-
ing of groceries has necessarily become
a science, and a very exacting science,
for if its vital and inherent laws are
violated, punishment through the loss
of trade or loss of net profit is sure to
follow.

Count Men Who Pass.

A most instructive instance of how
retailing is elevated to a science is
found in the history of the United
Cigar Stores Company. Every one is
familiar with the distinctive character
of these stores. They have invaded
many cities and are doing an enor-
mous business. Some superficial obser-
vers have ‘‘guessed’’ that their great
success was due to the possession and
liberal expenditure of enormous capital,
and that on account of this great
wealth, the dealer with limited capital
is unable to compete. Some have also
made the same ‘‘guess’’ regarding :the
success of certain chain stores of cut
price grocers, and certain popular lunch
and restaurant companies. But a careful
investigation reveals the fact that very
little of the work of any of these con-
cerns is based on ‘‘guessing,’”’ but is re-
gulated almost entirely by scientific
reasoning In the selection of sites for
their stores, the United Cigar Stores
Company pursues an analytical method
of determining how many men pass the
site per day ; also whether the crowd
is ordinarily slow moving (which sug-
gests a normal percentage of purchas-
ers) or very quick moving, as when
men rush for a train or a very hurried
lunch, which  suggests few pur-
chasers; also the character af the men,
whether poor or well-to-do; also the
character of the business in that dis-
trict, their experience having proven
that the proximity of banks, for in-
stance, is undesirable. In the develop-
ment of their plans they take into con-
sideration the normal tobaceo buying
conditions of each city. The show win-
dows have been carefully worked out to
ensure maximum drawing power to get
the passer-by to ‘‘come in,”” and the
interiors are also carefully planned to
ensure the making of every possible
sale—and to make it quickly and with
the least number of clerks. When their
methods are intelligently analyzed it
will be found that their success is in
reality due to the fact that their busi-
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ness 1is conducted scientifically,
while their enormous capital and
extensive facilities make it com;
tively easy for them to continuall,
velop, a smaller business conducts
scientifically and having the adva:

the laws. This same party has also
tterially advanced his average stand-
d of quality during recent years.
From the above it would seem that
science of retailing merely requires
it every successful establishment

i
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must have a clearly defined policy as to
what class or classes of trade are to
be catered to ; and after this is clearly
understood, then to carefully study the
characteristics or whims of those parti-
cular classes and satisfactorily meet
their requirements.

Where Errors are Made.

The above may be accepted as the
fundamentals of the science, and from
these fundamentals can be worked out
all the logical details—and in working
them out, it is unwise to become ‘‘rat-
tled’”” by the methods of those who
cater to an entirely different class of
buyers. The distinctive fancy grocer
blunders when he experiments with the
methods of the ‘‘cut-rate grocer,”” and
the latter makes a similar blunder
when he yields to the temptation of
incurring the additional expenses of the
faney grocer by adapting his more ex-
pensive methods.

I think it will interest many to know
that the unique establishment known as
the ‘“‘Acker Quality Shop,”” located in
the finest and highest priced shopping
district in Philadelphia, and fitted up
in a style which classes it among the
most beautiful salesrooms in the world,
has proven a commercial as well as an
artistic success.

And its success is based upon an at-
tempt to conduet it in accordance with
the above principles of scientific retail-
ing.

CANNED FRUIT CONFISCATED.
Came to Montreal Firm From Singapore
—About 5,000 Tins Destroyed.

FFour thousand nine hundred and
fwenty-two tins of pineapples, of 1 1b.
and 2 1b. size, were confiseated in Mont-
real. by the Health Department, this
week.

Standard Tmports, Ltd.. reeeived the
shipment from Singapore. and noting the
rusty condition of numerons tins and
their swelled appearance, advised Dr.
MeCarrey, chief food inspeetor. who,
when his inspeetors had examined sever-
al tins, ordered about 5,000 tins to be
taken to the incinerators.

The city may take action against the
shippers of this food, if they diseover
them, and learn_ that the merchandise was
maliciously shipped in poor eondition.

C. H. Binks, of Standard TImports,
Ltd., said to The Canadian Groeer in ref-
erence to the matter:

‘“There is certainly no evidence that
the goods were ‘shipped’ in bad condi-
tion, and, as they took about three
mounths en route, and travelled 12,000
miles, it is not wonderful that part of
them (about 8 per cent of the shipment),
were rusty outside the tins.

““This was caused (the papers sug-
gest) by ‘lying in water, and, of course,
if any tins got rusty and burst, the juiee
soon damaged any otber tins with which
they came in contaect.

““We understand that many of those
sent to the dump were in perfect condi-
tion inside, but any suspicion of rust on
the tin showed that later they might be-
come leaky and the contents spoiled, and
the Health Department decided to send
them to the dump.

“‘The remainder of the shipment is in
first-class eondition. The trouble from
oceasional ‘swells’ is ecommon to all ean-
ned goods, but the damage is easily de-
teceted, and is not likely to mislead any-
vne into using *swells’ for consumption.”’

Two months ago the ecivie health
authorities econfiscated some four tho1-
sand tins from Marcotte Bros., publie
auctioneers, who had the lot in store,
to be auctioned off.

Bargain Day Controversy

there is a sharp dividing line, those
against the institution strongly ecritieiz-
ing those who have adopted the bargain
day method, asserting that while the
bargain-day men do more business they
do not make any more money but simply
take business away from other mer-
chants ereating a class of chronie bar-
gain hunters. Even some of the grocers
who feature bargain day would like to
see it disappear altogether.

Advertises A Leader.

Montreal, Oectober 19.—‘I always
make it a poliey to have a daily leader
and advertise it well,”” says a St. Cathe-
rines St. grocer. ‘It will bring new
customers to your store as nothing else
will. Women are the great bargain
hunters and ineidentally they form the
large proportion of a grocer’s trade.

Interest Your Clerks.

Montreal, October 19.—*Why don’t
grocers make it to their elerks’ interests
to see that goods are sold,’’ said a Mont-
real traveler recently. ‘‘If they would
only have their goods divided up and
make one elerk responsible for the sales
of one or two particular lines, offerinz
prizes for the greatest inerease or any
other method which suggests itself, to
accomplish the main purpose in view it
would be to the elerks’ interest to sell
the goods."’

Brighten Delivery Wagons.

Ottawa, Oectober 20.—There is no
better advertisement a grocer ean have
than to keep up the appearance of his
delivery systems. Supposing he has only
one express or sleigh; let that one be
nicely painted and lettered. People like
to see a smart delivery outfit outside
their door and nothing looks more pros-
perous to a firm than these traveling ad-
vertisements, Now that the winter is
23
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approaching, in most of our Canadian
cities and towns sleighs will soon be used
extensively, and a sleigh painted and let-
tered will last three or four seasons.
Get them out now and give the painter
a chance to do good work and allow the
paint to dry before using.

An ordinary flat sleigh to paint and
letter will cost about $7, while an ex-
press sleigh with bobs, the cost will
figure around $12. As regards to color,
nothing gives a more attractive effect
than the gear painted red with medium
black stripe, and the bhox in ultra
marine blue, with a block letter in gold
leaf shaded with sky blue to throw ont
the letters.

The above mentioned prices are for
the most expensive eolors such as men-
tioned, the gold leaf being very
costly indeed. In other colors the cost
would be considerably less.

Another Co-Operative Store.

St. Thomas, October 19.—Another at-
tempt is being made, this time in St.
Thomas, to organize a co-operative gro-
cery store. After the failure in Toronto
and elsewhere the people in St. Thomas
ought to know something more about it
than what they are told by the pro-
moters. P. .J. Whelan, who seems to be
the man who tries to enlighten them, has
discovered the hithetro unknown faet,
that if people would buy more goods at
a time it would cost the merchants less
to deliver them, and also if they would
exercise patience when they ecall in the
store, and wait when the eclerks were
busy. the cost of extra clerks cou¥ be
saved. What a revelation! If Mr.
Whelan has no patent in this, he had
better secure the exelusive right, for on
this alone the co-operative scheme will
gain a substantial advantage over all
other ‘‘old fagies’’ who never tumbled
on this grand idea. He also points out
that the company would be limited and
therefore stoekholders eould not lose
more than the stock they subseribed for.
This is all such valuable information.

An Education For Clerks.

Toronto, October 20.—Now since the
fact is established that the groeery trade
requires a higher and more proficient
service, would it not be in order to pro-
vide means by which the salesmen could
receive the necessary instruetion in the
art of storekeeping. It might be sng-
wested that the eity provide a room, or
different rooms in different parts of the
city, where grocery salesmen could meet
and reeeive instruction through lectures
or otherwise on bookkeeping, butrter,
cheese, milk, tea, ete. If this were done
once 2 week during the long winter even-
ings, great good could be accomplished
not only for the clerks, but good results
would come to the general public. Ex-
perts on all these lines could be secured
at little cost to give leetures and rooms
in school houses could be utilized, so that
the cost would be no comparison with
the amount of good whieh should natur-
ally result from it.

Validity of Fixing a Selling Price by Contract

Western Paper Claims That Producer Has the Right to Fix His
Own Price—Standard Price on a Proprietary Article Does
Not Restrain Competition With Other Articles Having Simi-

lar Use it Says.

ing a retailer under a similar contract
from ecutting the contract price, direet
attention anew to the question of the
validity of such price agreements. They
have been generally held lawful whether
enforeible or not. It is an admitted
prineiple that the producer of any art-
icle has a right to fix his own price for
it, and to refuse to sell it to anyone for
any reason satisfactory to himself. With
reference to any proprietary article it
may be important for business reasons
to maintain_a standard price, and that
does not restrain competition with other
articles having the same or a similar
use.

Restraining competition among those
dealing with the particular article of

commerce by fixing a uniform price at
which it may be sold, has obvious advan-
tages for the manufaeturer, and for the
trade as a whole, says the New York
Journal of Commerce, and if the price
is a fair one, there seems to be no rea-
son why it should not be maintained.
The manufacturer ean undoubtedly re-
fuse to sell to any dealer who refuses
to contract to charge the regular price.
If the selling contract is alike for all and
one or several dealers violate it, it is
unfair to those who honorably abide
by it, and may be a serious injury to
the business of the manufacturer by re-
strieting his sales as a whole. The re-
dress usunally resorted to is that of re-
fusing to eontinue supplying the article
to dealers who violate the eontract. Not
long ago a western concern tried by a
rescrt to the courts to compel a manu-
facturer to sell to it, notwithstandine a
refusal to make or abide by such a con-
tract, and the c'aim to a rizht to pur-
chase was not sustained. Tt was in effect
held that fixing and maintaining a price
by such agreements was lawful and no-
body could be compelled to sell withonut
making such a condition.

In the case just decided in the State
of Washington. the court went further.
and held that a retail dealer purchasing
zoods of the manufacturer under a con-
tract, fixing the price at which he was
to sell ecould be restrained by injunction
from selling them at a lower price,
‘‘from whatever source now or hereafier
to be obtained.”” In that case it was
a ‘“‘trade-mark’’ and widely advertised
proprietary article, and the ehief ground
upon which the decision rested was that
cutting the price eaused other dealers to
refuse to buy and handle the article in
question, ‘‘causing the plaintiff to lose
many sales, and much profit, and to set at
naught and destroy the effect of all the
aforesaid advertising, and ecreating the
impression with the publie’’ that the
article was ‘‘of inferior grade, of no
more value than the price asked and
received for it, all tending to destroy
the confidence of the publie’’ in it, ete.
This appears to be a somewhat novel
decision, likely to excite considerable in-
terest if it is taken as a valid precedent.
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Purposes of the Western Retailers’ Association

The present seeretary, J. S. Clark. has
clearly brought to the attention of the
local merehants on more than one oec
casion, that to be without an assoeiatior
as a proteetive body, retailers were aet
lug contrary to true prineiples of busi
ness enterprise.  Every other organiza
tion finds it extremely advantageous to
have an association for the protectior
of the individunals who are strugeling t.
realize the same aims and purpose it
life. Labor is oreanized, manufaetur-
ers are organized, wholesalers are or
sanmzed, in faet, practically every branel
of business is thoronghly organized but
the retailers. The day is eoming, how
ever, when they shall be united and thai
which effects the one shall effeet the
whole, and every man shall be his broth
er's keeper.

Get a Copy of the Act.

It would be well to read the aet incor-
porating the assoeiation to do business
in Manitoba. This act will be mailed to
any merchant by writing to J. S. Clark,
sceretary Western Retailers’ Assoeciation
Winnipeg.

The Grocer’s Encyclopaedia From Week to Week

Source of Our Supply cf Cranterries—Cape Cod the Most Im-
portant Place of Growth—The Industry in Canada and the
Quantity Consumed by Canadians.

CRANBERRIES—Just now ecranber-
ries are playing an important part in
the sales of grocers, who handle them.
The season explains the reason. Cran-
herries are on the market in large quan-
(ities and the demand is good.

Cape Cod on the New England coast
has long been recognized as the most
important home of the cranberry and
down there the fishing industry is rival-
led by that of growing these berries in
the bogs. Cranberries are the basis of an
enviable inmmi)jnr the people of that
distriet, :

Nearly everyone has his eranberry
bog, some only a small patch, others
sufliciently large ones to enable their
owners to live comfortably the year
round on the proceeds.

Cape Cod, of course. is not the source
of the world’s supply. Large quantities,
nevertheless comes from there. The in-
dustry forms the principal means of sup
port for the inhabitants. During the
seiason, everyone, voung and old, is oe-
cupied in harvesting his or her share,
and after that is done, helping some one
else with the same purpose in view.
Boxes and barrels are in evidence from
one end of the Cape to the other. From
dawn till dusk everyone is busily en-
caged in ‘‘pieckin’ *’ or ‘“packin’’’ the
fruit. A family which has its big *“bog’’
is independent for life, while anyone
who lacks this sign of prosperity is look-
e down upon by his neighbors as in-
compelent or ]:\Z_\'.

At present abont 10,000 acres of the
Cape ave under eranberry eculiivation,
and over 300,000 barrels will be gath-
ered there this year. In eash this means
aver :@'2,“(‘1),0”0 to those encaged in
wiowing them,

Cranberry sauce at Thanksgiving and
Christmas dinners is almost a necessity
in every well-regulated household. Every.
one is familiar with the finished artiele
of food. but how many know where the
dehicions  fruit eomes from and whai
it has come to- mean to the Cape Cod
peaple?  Even the children there are
tanght to regard the industry as the
one which furnishes them with what
comfuorts and pleasures they enjoy.

Cranberry picking forms an out-of-
door oceupation whieh is, in a great
measure responsible for the fine general
health of its devotees, and is, at the
same time, so luerative that poorhouses
are almost unknown to the people of the
Cape.

Grown in Canada.

Wisconsin is also a large factor in
eranberry growing. Tt is estimated that
the erop there is about two-thirds of
that at Cape Cod. Nova Scotia and
Prince Edward Island are large growers
too, although this year the erop is esti-
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mated at less than last. In 1908 these
two provinces produced about 25,000
bbls., while this year the estimate is
10,000,

Parry Sound in northern Ontario is
also attraeting attention as a producer
of eranberries. In faet, they ean he
erown profitably in almost any swampy
place if carefully looked after. The
United States variety is said to be bet-
ter than the Canadian, because the form-
er has the better color and also the pack
g is looked after more carefully. Can-
adian shippers should, in the estimation
of dealers, pay more attention to the
picking, cleaning and paeking of eran-
berries—if they did their trade would
extend.

It was estimated that last year Can-
ada consumed about 50,000 bbls. of this
fruit.

The market is now from 20 to 30 per
cent. higher than the opening. which
neans that retailers who purchase figs
will likely be requested to pay higher
prices. Some wholesalers have advanced
their quotations a quarter of a cent per
pound, so that from present indications
it is to the interest of the grocer to pur-
chase figs before the market goes up
further.

THE DECLINE THAT FAILED.

There is a peculiar situation existing
just now in the eured meat trade—one
that does not present itself more than
onee in a score of years.

It is the failure at this time of the
year for the usual decline in the prices
of hog produects. Invariably in the au-
tumn season prices of cured meats de-
cline on the British market. This affects

the great hog markets of the world. But
this year such a deeline did not oceur
and the reason why it didn’t is aserib-
ed to the fact that the customary extra
supply of hogs did not materialize, and
also because the demand has been bet-
ter maintained than usual.

The extra supply and the deerease in
demand have always at this time caused
the deeline. The oceurrence of the op-
posite has kept up the prices. That this
happens infrequently is illustrated by
the assertion of the general manager of
a large Canadian packer and exporter,
who declared that he had never known
it to oceur before.

Just how cured meat prices will rule
in a year from now is mere speculation.
This week in Chicago nearly 1,000 pack-
ers gathered in convention, and among
the reports presented was one to the ef-
feet that higher prices for meats were
sare (o come.

**Prices now are higher than they have

been for years,”’ a eommittee reported.
*Prices in all probability never ean go
lower and in all probability must go up.
Theie is little chance for the deerease in
ive stoek priees, and if they continue to
o up it will be necessary to eharge more
for meat.”’

But this
vear sufficient help could not be secured,
even with the addition of the vast army
from the east, and to overcome this
handieap, and in order to get the erop
harvested before it was too late, many
merchants in smaller places throughout
the west closed their stores and went
out into the harvest fields themselves.
In other cases. as reported by travel-
ers, women and boys were left in the
stores, while the merchants hired with
the farmers to help with the erop.
These are actunal facts and go to show
not only the vastness of the grain pro-
duetion of western Canada, but indi-
cates very pointedly the great possibili-
ties of this seetion of the Dominion.

CHEESE INSURANCE.

The present depression in the English
cheese market is partially responsible
for a new idea—the insnrance of cheese
values.

The London Groeer. of October 2nd.
contains an advertisement which is self-
explanatory:

““This offer is to the retail trade. and
only to those outside the metropolitan
area of TLondon and the cities of Liver-
pool and Manchester; and Aberfalls.
I.td.. reserve the right to withdraw or
vary the priee shonld the market eondi-
tions alter before vour application is
received. Will September cheese 2o
higher? Tt may. Tt is shillings cheaper
than last vear or 1907. and nearly all
foods are on a higher basis. Will Sep-
tember cheese go lower? Perhaps it
will. The higher prices may have stim-
ulated produetion. But we are not go-
ing to diseuss the prospects with regard
to cheese prices. We are here to pnt
vour mind easy whichever way it goes.

‘““During the last vear or two von
must have realized that a ecutting line
in cheese has helped vour competitors to
et in.  You have found the eompany
shops, who are able to take advantage
of the market. selline cheese at a less
priee retail than you ean buy wholesale.
These thinzs need not he. Yonr trade
can be covered. Proteet your position!

““Listen to this:

““ “Yon ean, for a trifline sum, seeure
vour stock for the next few months. We
shall be pleased if you will let us pro-
teet your interest. You ecan use onr
capital and experience. We will buy for
vou first-hand, and you have no further
responsibility. By these methods you
are in the same position as the million-
aire multiple shop-keeper.

‘¢ “Our Proposition: We will give yon
the option to eall (on the terms of the
form herewith) for from 10 to 10.000
for one shilling per cheese! Finest Can-
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adian cheese (white or colored). If the
market goes down and you do not call
for delivery, you only lose 1s per cheese.
If it goes up, you, by exereising your
right of ecall, will secure cheese made in
the best months of the year—viz., Sep-
tember or October—at a price which will
not hurt you if you have to sell a cut-
ting line at 6d retail. Many schemes—
soap, margarine and tea—have been
placed before you recently, but none,
we venture to say, so sound and attrae-
tive as this. 10s will secure the right
the right to call for 50 cheese; £5 will
secure the right to call for 100 cheese,
and £500 will secure the right to eall for
10,000 cheese. Intermediate quantities
at proportionate prices.’

““Our exporters of cheese state that
they cannot understand the working of
this trade innovation._- Suppose, for in-
stance, that the above firm agrees to
give A. the option to call for 10,000
hoxes of finest Canadian Western color-
ed cheese, September make, at 535 per
ewt. c.i.f. terms (the price mentioned
in their form of contraet) and the price
advances 3s to 4s per ewt.. is it to he
understood that for a margin of 1s per
cheese the firm will deliver the goods at
a loss of 2s to 3s per box? It seems
to us that the firm in question is figur-
ing on low prices. in which case the buy-
ers might not call for the goods, and the
firm would make 1s per box. Some firms
here think cheese is good property at
55s e.i.f. for Western and 54s c.i.f. for
Eastern.”’

ALWAYS COPY ORDERS.

Many merchants negleet to take a
copy of orders given to traveling sales-
men, relying upon their memory to keep
track of the stock, and upon the sales-
man to see that the order is filled pro-
perly.

This system is to be condemned, how-
eve., as a loose method likely to cause
trouble for the merchant sooner or lai-
er. With few exeeptions, salesmen ean
be relied upon to treat enstomers fairly,
but the exeeption proves the neecessity
for a rule, and none should ohject to
hand the refailer a earbon eopy of the
order hooked.  This will aid the mer-
chant in checking the receipt of woods
and will also be a euide in giving fur-
ther orders.

A case in point oeearred during the
past week, when a retailer stated that he
had placed an order with a salesman for
a speeial line of zoods. These were not
delivered when promised, and the mer-
chant could not remember the name of
the firm with whom he placed the order.
although he remembered the post office
address. He was unable. therefore, to
write a letter regarding the order un-
til he had made inquiries and secured
the name of the concern,
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Traveler Tells of Weaknesses of Retaill Merchants

Too Many Forget Importance of the Store Window — Suffi-

cient Care Not Taken With the

Goods—Thinks None Should be

Left on the Floor—How a Grocer Lost a Good Customer

Through a Basket of Peaches.

Of all men who visit the retail grocet
perhaps the traveler has the greatest
opportunity to know how a dealer may
improve his business He sees all
classes of merchants and after some
vears of experience is in a position to
competently pass judgment upon the
methods and habits of the retailer. The
traveler, too, who is anxious to do
business is particularly desirous to
have the goods which he is selling move
well, and in his own mind often de
vises means by which the dealer might
to a better advantage handle the goods
He is often tempted to voice his senti
ments, but he learns to curb his wan
ton advice under such cireumstance
where it is not well received

The drummer who is writing these
words is going to conceal his identity
for once, and just draw attention to a
few points where the retailer might im
prove his business in a general way

I enter into syvmpathy with every
dealer who makes mistakes or fails to
recognize those things which it would
most  surely benefit him should he do
s0. The detuils of the business are so
distracting  while in operation that
many thines are overlooked for the
moment. When overlooked a few times
they are forgotten. Merchants, too, of
ten pursue old methods which they have
learned vears aro and which now have
become habitual, though with the ad
vanced eivilization and  the change in
customs and etigquette, they become re
pulsive to those who deal with him.

It is alwavs necessary that the mer
chant  should “keep un to the times.”
This takes in much. In these davs
erudeness is fast wearing off the sur
face of things. This is a refined age,
maodernization is being emphasized and
t is m=t as necessary that this soirit
haould prevail in the groeery trade as
inyv other institution.

Purpose of the Window.

To come to speeific instances, the first
thing T wish to mention is the matter
of disnlav and more particularly win
dow display.

Optiecal sensation is the feature of
this age if not a prominent feature of
every age. Whether this is right from a
moral view point or not cannot bhe dis
cussed, but merchants are justified in
falling in with that tendenev which is
<0 dominant evervwhere. Often erocers
build new stores, givine little thousrht
to the display end of the business, with
the result that thev have not the faeili
ties when the bhuilding i< ecomplete. Tt
i a mistake not to plan the business
<o that the disnlay feature will he ane
of the most fundamental for the sueeess
of the business ta which vour whale
life is given over

We hear mueh in these davs about
sunlicht. The -introduetion of sunlight
within the walls of a building has bhe
eome so popular that at present it i<
iImost 4 eraze on the part of archi
tects and modern house dwellers Now
why do not all merchants take advan

of this feature, which is <o necessary
and build more spacious windows. The
more glass in front of the store the
better. Enlarge vour window seat and
let the light come in upon the whole
store, making the whole seene attrac
tive from without and more cheery
within.

[ once heard of a lady who was driy
ing past a  grocery store which had
made the display feature a leading one,
ind she saw from the buggy seat an
article on  the wall shelf fullvy twenty
feet from the front window. she stopped
at onee, went in and made a dollar and
a half purchase.

In this way the dressing is verv much
improved. but the feedine which belones
to the farmer is still far from what it
should be.

Peculiar Conditions Existing in the Wheat Market — Flour
Market Firm—No Changes in Cereal Markets, but Trade is Ac-

tive.

MONTREAL.

There is perhaps nothing so difficult to
und: rstand as the wheat and flour mar-
keto, and it appears that the older deal-
ers do not seem to bother their heads
about it. Supply and demand do not
seer to figure much in the calculations,
put all depends on what the other fellow
is voing to do. One day wheat is up and
the next day it is down again, and no
one can, or cares to give the reasons
why, but accepts the situation hecause
it happened so. With the crops in al-
most every wheat-producing country in
the world, in excess of the estimates,
still wheat holds its price firmly, and
even future deliveries are higher than for
present deliveries. This in itself woula
indicate that prices are not expected to
drop. The crop of the United States ac-
cording to the government report is 50
million bushels in excess of last year
and the Canadian crop in the Northwest
is now estimated at about 120 to 125
million bushels. Russia increased her
shipments last week by nearly a million
bushels, and yet the market is strong
with only slight variations. :

Considerable anxicty or even alarm is
felt at the fact tnat the largest part of
our Northwest wheat for export finds its
wav out through the U. S. via Bufialo,
instead of through Canadian routes. The
canse  of this is principally owing to
cheaper insurance.

FILOUR.—The market is very strong
at present prices, and trade is unusually
brisk. No immediate change in the pre-
sent low prices is cxpected. The total
expoits  of wheat and flour from the
United States and Canada for the past
week were the largest since August 26th,
190X, showing an increase of 3,471,157
bushels over last week, and of 71,208
bushels over the corresponding weck last
vear

CROP EXCEEDED ESTIMATES.

Optimism Expressed by Vice-President
of Ogilvie Flour Mills Co.
at Annual Meeting.

The annual general meeting of the
shareholders of the Ogilvie Flour Mills
Co., Ltd., was held at the head office
of the company in Montreal on October
14th, 1909, C. R. Hosmer, president,
in the chair.

The president’s report gave a brief
resume of the growth of the company
during the vear, one item of which was
the acquirement of seventcen country
elevators.

KEEPING FISH FRESH.

New Method Which is Just Being Intro-
duced into Maritime Provinces.

Men engaged in the fish trade down
by the sea are interested in a new
method of handling fish that has been
recommended by Inspector O'Reilly, who
looked into the matter when he was in
England giving expert adviee to the
counsel who were ,lln'll:ll'ill'_‘.’ the ('nlnll_\‘ 'S
case for submission to The Hague trib-
unal. Each fish is wrapped in a spee-
ially prepared paper (the invention of
Captain  Solling, commissioner of the
Danish  Government Fisheries Depart-
ment, and a man of reputation in Brit-

ish fishing eireles), and then packed in
ice. The moisture from the ice cannot
touch the fish because of this envelope,
but the cold water keeps the fish chilled
or cool, and thus it will remain fresh
for a longer period, as decomposition is
slower in setting in, while the fish also
retains its natural flavor. One firm in
Fleetwood has been using this paper for
nearly twelve months, and as an ex-
ample of its efficieney, it is stated that
they bought some turbot at 5s per stone,
kept it fourteen days wrapped in this
paper, ad then sold it at 14s per stone.
An article in the Fish Trades Gazette,
of May 22, states that fish eaught on
the west coast of Greenland and Ieeland
were wrapped in Captain Solling’s paper,
and after a lapse of twenty-six days
were delivered to the Grimshy market
in such perfeet eondition that they were
equal to fish just taken out of the water.
Results of the use of the paper in
India with the temperature 90 degrees
F. indoors are said to be equally good.

On the strength of Inspector O’Reilly’s
report, Sir Edward Morris, the Promier
of Newfoundland, has ordered 320
worth of the paper, in order that «xper.
iments might be conducted with it iy
that Colony. It has also been aryi;ved
that Captain Solling shall eome 11 o
Newfoundland to set on foot the evpri.
ments.
