minent danger of death ; but here there was no provoea-
tion, He did not see any doubt about the justice of the
indictment, or the class of the proofs brought forward
support of the charge i contamed, of munder committed
by John Ingram,

The Jury retired, and, afler two hours deliteration
returned into Court with a verdiet of Gaiity of Wilful
Murder againat John Ingram ; and a verdict of Not Guilty
in the case of William Ingram.
