The ballot 
papers given out, according to the 
returning officer, were 175; the de­
puty returning"*officer accounts for 
126 used, spoiled, and rejected, and 
48 unused, a total of 174. In 1 B, 
Fort Erie, the ballots were all num­
bered 17 on the back. Four ballots 
were found to have been changed by 
erasing the cross and marking it the 
opposite way, two from “dry” to 
“wet” andl two from “wet to “dry.” 
The box was three short of the num­
ber of ballots furnished and it was 
stated to the court that these had 
been destroyed.

HUGHES’ DIFFERENCE WITH 
THE BRITISH WAR OFFICE
The progressive administration of 

Col. the Hon. Sam Hughes in the 
Militia,Department of Canada is the 
object of appreciation not only from 
his own party, but also from tl* Op­
position. The Minister of Militia al­
ways has believed in looking after 

. the interests of Canadians, and while 
not prating about ‘autonomy” and 
“fleet units,” yet has always managed 
to see that things Canadian secure 
proper consideration and respect.

rNowhere has this been more evi­
dent than in the recent negotiations 
with the British War Office and Na­
tional Rifle Association with regard 
to the exclusion from certain compe­
titions at Bisley of rifles not equipped 
with the aperture sight. The result 
pf these limitations would ,be to pre­
vent Canadian riflemen from compet­
ing at Bisley, where they have been 
going for many years with great suc­
cess. Every year men who win their 
places at the Dominion Rifle compe­
titions at Ottawa are selected to rep­
resent Canada in the Bisley competi­
tions, and the result has been a great 
increase of interest in rifle shooting in 
Canada during the past ten years.

A few years ago a great question 
arose in this country, and in England 
as well, in all military circles, as to 
tile adoption of the aperture sight in 
connection with the rifle that 
used in rifle shooting. The Small 
Arms Commission, which sat here in 
the Dominion of Canada as the result 
of their appointment by the Militia 
Department, went into that question 
with the greatest possible care, and 
decided upon a certain sight which 
was adopted by the Department. This 
sight was attached to the rifle which 
is now the national arm. In England 
the same question was taken up, and 
the War Office came to the conclu­
sion that on another new rifle, which 
has not yet been issued, but the tech­
nique of which has been decided upon, 
this aperture sight should also be 
used.

In the United States, where rifle 
development has gone a long way for 
a great number of years, this aperture 
sjght has been ratified by the mili­
tary authorities and has become of 
permanent adoption in their military 
system.

In regard to this matter, a sudden 
development took place in England. 
The new rifle had not yet been issued, 
hut the War Office has intimated that 
hi certain competitions, the best com­
petitions that take place at Bisley. 
srlch as the competition for the King’s 
Prize, which is the premier priz# of 
all that riflemen from all parts of the 
Empire are anxious to win as a mat­
ter, of special distinction, no rifle shall 
be used that is provided with the 
aperture sight.

The Minister of Militia took 
prompt, action, and stated that he 
would not send a team to Bisley this 
year under the unfair conditions laid 
down by llie new rulec promulgated.
