ished. In Ypres, the Cloth Hall, 
which was one of the few ancient 
buildings saved from the English 
siege in the year 1383, is severely 
damaged by shrapnel fire. In Ter- 
monde, the Germans have order­
ed the schools re-opened, but 
since the ten thousand inhabit­
ants have been reduced to a hun­
dred, there are no pupils, and be­
sides, as four fifths of the town , 
is in ruins, there are no schools. 
The bridges here are lightly 
guarded by men of the Bavarian 
Landwehr.

Ghent is deserted by its popu­
lation, but is overflowing with 
German wounded. Zeeb 
according to reports, has been 
made a station for submarines by 
the Germans. At Alost, the popu­
lation is beginning to return. The 
people are «establishing them­
selves in shacks and in the ruins 
of their old homes.

From the entire province of 
Flanders, where the roads are full 
of aimlessly drifting people, come 
creditable reports of ever-increas­
ing suffering and privation. Food 
is exceedingly scarce and many 
persons are suffering from hun­
ger. The peasants she cutting 
down the old line of trees at the 
country places for fuel.

Brussels is qiuet. About one- 
third of the population there is 
supported by public charity. A 
similar situation exists In Ma- 
lines.

THE HAGUE, via London,
- Nov. 19.—Advices received from 
Thielt, Belgium, which were 
brought by way of Sas Van Ghent 
by messenger, and are dated 
Monday, November 16, state that 
West Flanders, the scene of in­
cessant military operations, re­
mains an island, cut off from the , 
rest of Belgium through the 
blowing up of most of
the bridges leading thereto. Peas­
ants are obliged to make emer­
gency bridges from planks and 
crawl along these to escape from 
the danger zone. The Germans 
have declared the interior west of 
the railroad running from Ant­
werp to Brussels and thence to 
Mons, an official war area, and 
where nobody, including even 

. Germans, is allowed to travel 
without a special military pass­
port. . f

It is difficult to obtain reliable 
news of the situation in the war 
zone, as the bedraggled men and 
women, who manage to escape, 
are too miserable, through cold 
and hunger, to give a connected 
account of their experience* 
Their only definite recollection 
seems to be the continued can­
non fire and the endless proces­
sion of wounded filling their vil­
lages.

It was learned from some of 
them, however, that Dixmude, 
the scene of such severe fighting, 
is entirely ruined. Nieuport also 
suffered severely. The principal

Lord Roberts died in France at 
the headquarter^ of the British 
expeditionary force, the night of 
November 14- of pneumonia. He 
was in his 82nd year. His body 
was returned to England yester­
day. Last night there were pri­
vate services at his home in Ascot, 
and to-day occurred the public 
funeral.

Lord Roberts rests beside the 
hero of Waterloo, the Duke of 
Wellington; Lord Nelson, Lord 
Napier and other heroes of Great 
Britain’s Indian and African wars 
with whom he had been associated 
in his more than half a century 
of distinguished military service. 
It is recalled to-day that it was 
just 62 years ago that the body of 
the Duke of Wellington was in­
terred in St. Paul’s Cathedral.

Lord Kitchener, Secretary for 
War; Admiral Lord Charles Ber- 
esford, Lord Grenfell, Admiral Sir 
E. H. Seymour, Sir Evelyn Wood 
and other prominent naval and 
army officers followed the caisson 
bearing the flag-draped coffin 
through the streets of the city. 
The thoroughfares were lined 
soldiers and massed with hun­
dreds of thousands of English­
men, who stood with bared heads 
in a drizzling rain storm as the

Preceding the caisson was a 
battery of Indian artillery, given 
this place of honor \ because of 
Lord Roberts’ lifelong devotion to 
the King’s Indian troops.

The three 
bridges over the river command­
ing the route of march _ were 
massed with crowds, but it was 
with great difficulty that they 
could see the procession in the 
avenue below, because of the rain 
and heavy fog. The wide parking 
along the boulevard also was 
thronged with crowds struggling 
to see the silent soldiery. The men 
passed by enveloped m a mist 
which seemed to'intensify the sol- 
emnity of their mission.

The pipers of the London Scot- 
tish, followed by a battalion of 
that organization, led the procès 
sion, in which the Guards and bat­
talions of naval detachments pre­
ceded the Indian battery. After 
the caisson came the carriages of 
the mourners and pallbearers, a 
battery of the Royal- Horse Ar­
tillery, while three battalions of 
cavalry, all in field khaki, brought 
up the rear of the military escort.
. At Blackfriar’s Bridge the 

mourners, the pallbearers and the 
members of Lord Roberts per­
sonal staff left their carriages and 
walked behind the carnage 
through Ludgate Circus to St. 
Paul’s Cathedral. For hours past 
traffic had been stopped in the 
streets leading to St. Paid s, and 
thousands stood uncovered in the 
churchyard as the coffin was 
borne up the great steps; of the 
cathedral. A salute of 19 guns 
was fired as the final procession 
left the railroad station, but there 
was no music on the long march. 
Traffic had been suspended also 
along the route, and the crowds 
stood in absolute silence. The 
only sound as the military escort 
passed along was that of the 
rhythmic tread of infantrymen 
and the crunching of the feet of 
the horses upon the sand-covered
r°Long before the time fixed for 
the commencement of the funeral 
services the vast cathedral slowly 
filled up. The strains of the Dead 
March to Said, accompanied by 
the booming of guns, announced 
finally to the" waiting congrega­
tion the approach of the funeral 
procession. The gloomy solemn­
ity of the cathedral was intensi­
fied by the fog, which drifted in 
when the great doors were opened 
to admit the procession.

The attack began at eleven 
o’clock. The Austrians, despite 
vigorous resistance, enveloped 
the Servian left wing, and drove 
it in,. The right wing was sim­
ultaneously threatened by an out­
flanking movement from Rolu- 
bara and a devastating artillery 
ifre completed the discomfiture 
of the Servians, who by 5 o’clock 
in thé afternoon were in full re­
tirement on Arandielovatz, ab­
andoning fortifications on which 
they had worked for years and 
which were consider d impreg­
nable It is doubtful whether the 
Servians will make a stand at
Arandielovatz. .

CO. SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST

Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dotiainlon Lands Agency '.but not 
Sub-Agency) on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead'ou a farm of at 
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
a long-side his homestead.

PLUCKING THE TURKEY.

It did me good to read in your 
letter that you in England still have 
some hope. Wd have lost ours. Mis­
fortune and fury make us unjust, 
maybe : but Antwerp has made us 
despair.

Yesterday 2000 Germans came back
to ------. We were tired of fleeing to
Holland, and thought we could at 
least die and put an end to it all. 
They were billeted on the town. 
Think of us having three officers—a 
Bavarian, a Hanoverian and a Ham­
burger sitting down to dinner. It 
needs courage indeed to receive them. 
But refusal would be death.

T must say they behaved well. They 
told us that we were absurd to 
blame them for just taking their 
rights, and gave us Vhe latest news— 
that they are victorious everywhere— 
Belgium is theirs for ever, to be in­
cluded in the German federation, 
with a new king. France is bound to 
be vanquished; Belfort is about to 
fall : the battle of the Aisne was 
their victory, and France is going to 
have such a war indemnity that she 
will have no thought of war for an­
other century. Russia, useless to say, 
is lost, havinqr no organization.

As for England, it is the most 
fierce hatred conceivable. I simply 
shuddered at their words in mention­
ing her. Not only can nothing resist 
tîicir 42c.m. guns, but thev have now 
a 52cm gun with whi^h to bombard 
the English coast. They have also 
other secret inventions with which 
thev will land in England where thev 
will leavo not a thing standing and 
no one living. Their fleet is now in 
the Baltic for purely tactical reasons, 
while their' submarines are gradually 
weakening the.

A Coldstream Guard added some 

further details to what has already 
been'made evident in regard to the 
German disregard for the Red Cross. 
“After I was found by the ambulance, 
I was taken to a sort of cave, but we 
couldn't get cut from there because 
the Germans were shelling the Red 
Cross. I saw a medical officer in the 
Coldstreams killed bv a shell while he 
was dressing a wounded man’. And 
that was not an isolated case, for they 
shelled a farm in which the Germans

’own wounded. And British troops 
were killed in trying to get the Ger­
man wounded clear, and altogether 
thirty-four were got out.

Amongst a number 
of prisoners we took was a chap who 
used, to be a waiter in------Hotel.

THE HAGUE, via London Nov 

19.—Holland’s difficult position 
as a result of the European war is 
shown by one week’s reports from 
the coast and frontiers. Along die 
coast eighty mines of French, Ger 
man and English make have come 
up on shore and exploding caused 
the death of nine persons and the 
wounding of five.

Over one hundred bodies, pre­
sumably of British sailors from 
sunken warships, have been wash­
ed ashore and buried with mili­
tary honors.

Along the southern frontier 
nearly 800 Belgians, who had been 
hiding from the Germans surren­
dered to the Dutch army. They 
crossed the frontier in civilian 
clothes and then put on their uni­
forms, which they carried in bags 
and claimed protection in tire 
Dutch international 
camps saying that otherwise they 
would starve. Since the beginning 
of the cold weather a dozen Ger­
mans have crossed into Holland, 
surrendered their arms and been 
sent to tire detention camps.
