Action on the Lower Isonzo is Drawing
to a Close and Number of Austrian
Prisoners is Growing---Battle Fought

Rome, via Paris, Aug. 11.—The )
number of prisoners taken by the!
Italians since the fall of Gorizia now
exceeds 15,000, according to the cor-
respondent of The Tribuna on the
Isonzo front. Italian cavalry and cy-
clists are clearing the valleys of the
retreating Austrians, and according
to the correspondent, the battle con-
tinues in favor of the Italians on both
wings.

-

Rome, Aug. 11, via Paris.—The
latest reports show that the lower
Isonzo action is drawing to a close
in its first stage, with the number of
Austrian prisoners still growing. The
number of men killed or wounded in
the battle is large. Neither side has
yet been able to make an accurate
estimate of the casualties, though the
total for both sides will probably
reach 64 000.

* Enemy Fought Strongly

From evidence arriving here the
belief prevails that the victory of the
Italians was not due to the demoral-
ization of the Austrians, as the fight-
ing was the severest yet seen on this
iront. The Austrians contested every
rout O tme ground - about Gorizia, |
even aftér the loss of the strategic
points of Monte Sabotine and Monte !
San Michele.

While'the success of the Italians un-
doubtédly ‘was due largely to the new
heav#” aﬂﬂery, which matehed at
last, afteér’a year of waiting for their
manuiaecture, the heavy 305-milli-
metrxiAustrian guns, yet the hand-to-
hand fighting was appalling in fierce-
ness+bayenéts. knives, bombs, ecav-
alry :swords, pistols and arms of
eveny deseription being used.

“The Austrians fought for posses-
sion of San Michele to the very last,
counter-attaeking hourly. The de-
fense and capture of the bridge over
the Isonzo :connecting Podgora and
Gorizia ‘was the outstanding feature
of the last twenty hours of fighting
before King led the first cavalry and
cyclists into the city. The Austriang
were unable to hold the bridge a-

‘gainst the Italian artillery and cy-

clists swam_the river at night under
a blaze of searchlights from the Au-
strian positions and under fire from
machine guns that played on the
gwimmers like garden hose.

Retreating Towards Dornberg

The importance of the Italian suc-
cesses around Gorizia is becoming
more evident hourly. The battle is
continuing behind the city over a
The Au-
strians have retreated along the rail-
road in the direction of Dornberg,
eight miles southeast of Gorizia and
over the national highway to Schon
Pass, six miles to the east and are
now attempting to reform their
front on a line extending from Vi-
pacco to Tarnova.

Counter-Attacks Frustrated

Meanwhile the Austrians are at-
tempting to take the offensive at
Monte Nero and various other parts
of the Italian front, but thus far
have been unable to divert the Ital-
jans from their operations behind
Gerizia.

London, Aug. 11.—North of Ba-
zantin-le-Petit and nothwest of Po-
gieres, on the Somme front, the Brit-
ish made further progress, it was
announced officially here to-day.

The announcement follows:

“Last night the enemy opened
heavy machine- gun and rifle fire in
High wood, followed by an artillery
barrage on the black area. We re-
plied effectively and no hostile at-
tack developed.

«North of Bazantin-le-Petit Wwe
made further progress, taking a
short length of trenchs and inflicting
considerable loss on the enemy. At
5.45 a.m., the enemy made a detet-
mined counter-attack on the trenches
captured by us. This attack was re-
pulsed with fur.her heavy loss to the
enemy.

«Northwest of Pozieres Wwe also
advanced our line slightly at certain
places. :

«Near Neuville St. Vaast we ex-
plodeéd a mine last night and occupied
the crater with little -~opposition.

RESCUE PARTIES
CARRY RELIEF
T0 THE HOMELESS

Cloud Burst in West Vir-
ginia Causes Death of
Nearly Fifty.

By Special Wire to the Courier,

Huntington, W. Va., Aug. 11.—
Rescue parties proceeded far into
the mountain districts to-day carry-
ing relief to thousands of homeless
people in the Cabin Creek Y\alley
which was swept by a flood Wednes-
day, causing a loss of more . than
gixty lives and property damag=
reaching into the millions. Progress
was slow as many bridges have been
washed out and the roads are black-
ed by slides.

J. W. Hartless of this city, who
was at Eskdale Wednesday morning
when the cloudburst -swent Cabin
Creek Valley, is the first eye witness
to reach Huntington from the flood-
ed district. According to his story
at 8.30 o’clock in the morning, Cabin
Creek started rising at the rate of
eight feet an hour and continued un-
til the creek reached from mountain
to mountain. Houses floated down
stream at the —ate of one a minute.
He watched almost all of Eskdale
swept away. 1. hole families rushed
for the hill side, <he said, but some
never reached safety. One could hear
women.praying on all sides.

Known dead by towns follows:

Ferndale, 18; Drybranch, 2; Hui-
ricane, 1; Oakley, 7; Eskdale, 3;
Leewood, 1; Cherokee, 1; Karford,
3:; Acme, 1; Ohley, 5; Brownland, 1;

Scores of others are missing and
are believed dead.

Athens, Aug. 13.— (Ccrrespond
ence of the Associated Press)—The
forthcoming elections in Greece !
(which cable advices have announced
will be held in September) are being
reégarded with great importance, in
view of what has taken place during
the past fifteen months. It is declar-
cd, particluarly by the adherents' of
the iormer Dpremier, Venizelos, that
militarism is in the balance against
democracy, and that the divine right
of kings is pitted against republican-~
ism.

The campaign has already begun
with Venizelos: serving both as a
rallying point and as a point of at
tack. The anti-Venizelos journals
are calling him a traitor, accusing
him o¢ having sold his country to the
Entente Powers and proclaiming him
as a potential dictator who would
turn his country into a French pre-

tectorate.

King Somewhat Popular

The Venizelists on the other hand
have assumed the attitude that the
king has no power under the consti-
tution, and therefore they are stop-
ped irom assailing him for exercis-
ing a power which they deny ex-
ists.

The king is really popularj and
though many Greeks disapprove out-
spokenly of the royal participation in
politics, there is no bitterness ag-
ainst Constantine I., personally. Nor
is the figurehead late premier, Ste-
phen Skouloudis especially attacked.
Those who come in for attack by the
Venizelists are the officers of the Gen-
eral Staff, the German propagandist
Baron Schenck and ex-minister of
interior, Demetrios Gounaris, the
real head of the Greek oligarchy,

The Politics of the Greeks.

There is nothing polite about the
political methods of the QGreeks.
Strong epithets are commonly applied
to political opponents in the editor-
ials of respectable Athenian journals.
And although the army is in process
of demobilization, its officers are
drawing every possible political afd-
vantage of its organization while
there is yet time. Soldiers of to-day,
who will be citizens to-morrow, are
harangued, treated to orders of the
day and manifestos wund generally
shepherded by their officers, into the
anti-Venizelist fold. BEach train
bringing «pegervists’” (demobilized
soldiers) from Macedonia is accom-
panied by omne or more officers, who
talk politics to the men until they

Ye¢nizelos a Great Statesman.

Elephtehrois Venizelos, besides be-
ing ‘one! of the great statesmen of
Europe’ to-day, is also a very astute
politician. His personal organ, the
Herald, which appears every Sunday,
has some 300,000 subscribers,and the
Cretan writes at least one leading
articie every week. His followers are
busy: in every cafe—as all of Greece
lives in the cafes in the summer.
There is just one topic of discussion:
Venizelos and the constitution—or,
Gentlemen! The King!

Trouble to Come.

A neutral diplomatist says: “The
trounle in Greece is not yet over. It
is just beginning. King Constantine
cannot logieally accept the elections
calmly, for the elections mean the re-
turn of Venizelos. And Venizelos is
determined to make it impossible for
all time to come for the sovereign in
Greece ever to take the reins of
power as Constantine I. has done—if
the Cretan has to change the Greek
constitution to do it. For King
Constantine to accept this is-equival-
ent to abdication—and ‘I believe he
will actually abdicate before he will
do it.

«What is still a bitterer pill for
the king to swallow is that the return
of Venizelos in all probability means
the entry of Greece into the Euro-
pean war on the side of the Allies.
They say that Venizelos and his fol-
lowers are already placing orders for
the necessary munitions and arma-
ment for the Greek army in that
event. Can you see Constantine I.
leading his men against the forzes ot
his brother-in-law, the Kaiser, while
Venizelos, whom he regards as ris
arch-enemy, governs the country in
the royal name?

By Special Wire to the Courier,
Canadian Field Headquarters, Aug
10, via London, Aug. 11.—During
the past week the weather was par-
ticularly fine. Good progress was
made in the improvement and con-

solidation of our defences. Our artil-
lgry maintained its activity and car-
ried out frequent systematic shoots
upon selected sections of the German
front line. Enemy trench, mortar and
machine gun emplacements were
bombarded and hostile batteries en-
gaged with marked success. On more
than one occasion the German guns
were silenced by our fire.
7,000 Rounds in One Night.

Numerous enemy working parties
were dispersed by our field and mach-
ine guns. In direct fire by our ma-
chine guns was alsa constantly em-
ployed upon points in rear of the
German positions. One machine gun
company in one night fired over sev-
en thousand rounds in this manner.
The enemy exposed themselves more
than usually and our snipers account-
ed for a considerable number. Hos-
tile retaliation for our bombardment
and other activities was weak.

An aerial combat took place over
our lines. The British plane drove
the German to the ground behind the
German trenches, following it down
to within four “hundred’ feet of the
earth.

Always Alert.

Several patrol enterprizes were
carried out by our battalions. A pat-
rol of a Winnipég battalion undér
Liéut. Powers encountered two Ger-
mans about twenty yards in frent of
Lﬂur wire and opened fire upon them.
The Germans were seen to_ fall as
though killed,’ but 'as it was becoti-
ing very light, our patrol could not
approach to secure the bodies, An-
other night a German patrol of six
men attacked one of our bombing
posts. 'The bombers of ahother Win-
nipeg battalion, under Lieut. Youns,
immediately drove them off, wound-
ing and captured one of them.

It seems as if the fracas which led
to the death of James Powless, which
mix-up occurred at a garden party
held on Tuesday night was more Or
less of a family feud, with a number
of the Martin clan banded against
Powless and his supporters, of the
latter it being stated that there were
a large number. The killing has now
been practically narrowed down te
five men: Percy Martin, at present
under arrest and confined in the
police eourt; his brother Harry, who
is stated to have led the party, which,
armed with clubs, attacked Powless
and others; Wm. Hill, a brother-in-
law of the Martins, who was with the
others; Wm. Loft, uncle of the Mar-
tins, at whose home the affair took
place, and his son George, who was
selling soft drinks on the occasion.
All of these are stated jo have been
concerned in the affray, although
Percy Martin states that he with-
drew from it in its early stages, and
before Powless received his injuries.
The remainder of the five wil be
summoned to the court next week.

Since the coming to light of the

affalr yesterday afternoon, and the

subsequent arrest of Percy Martin,
a number of counter charges of as-
sault have been laid by friends of
the prisoner against men alleged to.
have been companions of Powless on
the evening in question, and it is ex-
pected 'that a number of lesser cases
will devolve from the main issue,
which will in all probability be that
of manslaughter. ;

cal that he must resist by every DOs-
sible means the return of Vearzelos
to power and all that return entails.
After all, the king has put hinuself
in the position of a leader of a poli-
tical party, and if he loses he may
find that the sole consistent course
to follow is that incumbent on & po-
litical leader who has lost-—rutire to
private life.”
Outwardly there is nothing visible
in Greece to justify this sta‘’zvient.
The new Greek Cabinet under Pre-
mier Zaimis has loyally cavried out
the demands laid down in the ¥n-
tente ultimatum of June 21. Com-
plete, general demobilization has
been ordered. The sessions of the
Boule have been suspended. New elec-
tions have been set. Col. Palamaras,
the Trepoff of Greece, has g'ven place
as chief of nolice to a devoied Veni-
zelist, Col. Zymbrakakis. The effec
tive, albeit undeclared martial law
that has held all Hellas in leash for
seven months has ceased to appear
in silent military patrols tramping
the streets day and night with bay-
onets fixed.

Royalists Active
Yet no astute observer in Greece
believes that all of this indicates any
real acquiesence in the terms impos-
sd by the Entente ultimatum. The
royalists who for fifteen months, are
alleged to have held the Green coa-
stitution in suspension while con-
structing the foundations of a more
strictly monarchical state, show no
signs of abandoning their purpose.
The anti-Venizelist newspapers are
no less bitterly abusive of the Allies
than before. A large proportion of the
army officers, as strong as ever in
their devotion to the crown, criticize
the Allies and praise the Germans
aquite as openly as ever they did. And
the shipowners, the exporters,
voliticians, who saw in the regime
just ended realization of their dreams
»f untold wealth; while they have
seemingly bowed to the inevitabl~,
wre as busily scheming as ever to re-
zain their lost opportunity.
The ‘“Nationalist” party, as the
sew coalition against Venizelos is
termed, has gone before the peopie

vith the slogan: ‘“Venizelos means
lragging Greece into war. Do you

vyant war?” On this basis they feel
hey have a good chance of victory.
As one of the nationalist leaders put
t: “The-old men who stay at home
will vote for war—because they do
a0t have to fight. But the young men
vho have just come back from al-
most a year of being mobilized will
vote against war, because they have
had enough war. As there are mor:?
voung men than old, we shall win.’
Trouble Ahead

But should the “Nationalists” lose
their plan of action is all ready. They
slaim that the sovereign is empower-
od by the constitution to set aside
the verdict of the people for Ven--
zelos, since he “‘appoints and dis-
misses his ministers, and the verdi~t
of the people for war, since it is the
king who declares war.”

Should Constantine I. adopt this
point of view after the elections, stir-
ring events are prophesied. The En-
tente powers are determined. If the
sovereign makes a stand against them
then Constantine I. may also he Con-
stantine the last. The situation is
the more interesting in that there is
nothing in his previous career to in-
dicate that this prospect will in the
least influence King Constantine if
he believes it his duty to make a
stand against the Entente powers for
the prerogatives of the crown.

SERGEANT TELLS
GRIM STORY.

His Men Saved His Life at
the Same Time Taking
* His Money.

“Of the I.egion I can tell you at
first hand. It is a story of adventur-
ers, of criminals, of fugitives from
Justice. Some of them are drunk-
ards, some thieves and some with the
mark of Cain upon them find others
to keep them company.

In my own section there were men of
all races and all nationalities. There
were Russians, and Turks, an Anna-
mite and a Hindu. There were
Frenchmen from heaven knows
where. There was a German, heaven
only knows why. There were Bulgars,
Serbs, Greeks, negroes, an Italian
and a Figi Islander fresh from an
Oxford ‘education, a silent man of
whom it was whispered that he had
once been an archbishop,—three
Arabians, and a handful of Ameri-
cans who cared little for the quiet
life. As Burbek-kar, the Arabian
bugler used to say in his bad French,
“Ceeux sont le ra-ta international”
—*They're the international stew."”

The story of how the 2me Etran-
ger passed in review before the Pre-
sideat of the: French Republic and
the commander-in-chief of her arm-
jer, General Joffre,” in August, 1915;
an& were “admitted to equal footing
with thé regiments of the line”” and
then two months later,—it was Oct-
ober 28-—the remmnants of this regi-
ment were pvaraded through the
streets of Paris, and, with all mili-
tary honors, placed its flag at In-
valides, and the regiment ‘‘ceased
to exist,” is told in ‘‘A Soldier of the
Legion,” by Sergeant Edward Mor-
lae (The Musson Book Company, of
Toronto.)

Personally, the sergeant who is
now bhackiagain in the United States,
being a Frenchmen born in Califor-
nia, had 'his own troubles. He was
shot and-pulled-:the- bullet- out -of
his shoulder with: his: fingers, and ex-
tracted‘a steel splinter from his jaw
en anothér occasion.

Once, ut midnight it was, he had
just teen’ relieved:—‘‘I pulled sev-
eral handfuls of grass and with that
and two ‘overcoats I had stripped
from dead Germans during the
night, T made a comfortable bed and
lay down to sleen. The bank was
not uneomfortable. I was very tired,
and dozeéd off immediately.

“Suddenly I awoke in darkness'

Fverything was still, and I could hear
my wateh ticking, but over every part
of ‘e there was an immense leaden
weight. Something was holding and
choking me at the same time. There
wag no air to breathe. I set my
muscles and tried to give a strong
heave. As I drew in my breath, my
mouth: - filled with dirt. I was bur-
ied alive!”

With great skill and devotion care-
fully and graphically described, his
men rescued him, Some time after
he: says:—

“It. was then I happened to feel of
my belt. One of the straps had been
cut clean through and my wallet,
whica had held two hundred . and
sixty-five francs had been neatly re-
mpved. Some one of my men who
had risked his life for mine with a
self devotion that could scarcely be
suppressed, had felt that his need
wag greater than mine. Poor chap,
jf he lived he needed the money—
and that day he surely did me a good
turn. Besides he was a member of
the. Legion!”

“From all of which it will no doubt
he judg that the famous Foreign
Tegion of free-lance, outcast dare-
devils lives up to its reputation, and
that however men may come and g0,
there are always those ready to fill
gaps in this picturesque crowd of
knight-errants.

INCOME EQUALS
BRITISH BURDEN

Chancellor of Exchequer
McKenna Reveals Finan-
cial Strength of Empire.

London, Aug. 11. —Reginald Mec-
Kenna, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
was sub]ected to criticism in the
House of Commons yesterday on the
ground of over-reliance upon Treas-
ury bills, his critics ar guing that the
large amount of such bills outstand-
ing constituted a danger, and that
the Government ought to have issued
another war loan.

In the course of his reply the
Chancellor claimed that Great Bri-
tain was able to borrow abroad at
much lower terms than any other
belligerent power. He estimated the
nation’s total indebtedness at the
end of the present financial year to
be £3,440,000,000.

From that amount, said the Chan-
cellor, the nation was entitled 'to de-
duet £800,000,000 loaned to Allies
and Dominions of the Empire, the
sum left being a burden it could well
sustain, as it was practically balanc-
ed by the national income.

HINDENBURG'S CONTROL
HAS BEEN CURTAILED

German Field Marshal No Longer
Controls All Teuton Forces

Berne, Aug. 11.—After being in
supreme command of all the armies
on the Russian front for a short time
the power of Field Marshal von Hin-
denburg was curtailed, according to a
despatch received here, setting forth
hidden passages of the Central pow-
ers’ military history.

Emperor Franz Josef, of Austria,
was persuaded to give over the con-
trol of the Austro-Hungarian armies
in the eastern theatre to von Hinden-
burg, and on July 30 the German
field marshal assumed absolute com-
mand. After a few days the armies in
the southern half of Galicia were
taken out of the comrtrol of the Ger-
man general and placed under Arch-
duke Karl Franz Josef.

The field under von Hindenburg
now inecludes, in addition to the arm-
jes he formerly commanded, those of
Prince Leopold, of Bavaria, Gen von
Linsingen and Gen. Boehm-Ermolli,
and extends to Tarnoppol.

INFANT PLAGUE
ALARMS L. .

Nation Wide Medical Sur-
vey to Be Taken to Throt-
the Epidemic.

New York, Aug. 11—The Govern-
ment of the United States, in con-
junction with municipal, county and
state health officers in practically
every community in the country, is
planning the most complete medical
survey ever taken.

The purpose of the movement,
which is comparable in magnitude to
a national census, is to throttle the epi-!
demic of infantile paralysis and to
prevent further epidemics.

Two eminent surgeons of the Public
Health Service—Doctors Charles E.
Banks and C, H, Lavinder—Ileft the
Hotel Martinique last night for Wash-
ington upon the telegraphed summons
of Surgeon,-General 'Rupert Blue.l
With tweénty-eight other federal physi-|
cians Drs. Banks and Lavinder have
been giving' yeoman aid’tofNew York |
in jts fight against the plague.
Simultaneously, With theircdeparture
the govgrnment has decided to con-
sider the iskase as’d national menace.

Drs. Tavinder ahd Banks will dis-
cuss. with Surgeon-Gen. Blue and As-
sistant Surgéon-Gén. ' Rucker, .meas-
ures of investigation that 'will embrace
millions. of children ‘throughout the
country.

For the first time '‘efforts will be
made to’ place the disease on a mathe-
matical basis. Certain definite re-
quests will be made of representatives
of various states and cities who will
attend the infantile paralysis confer-
ence in Washington next Thursday.

The requests, based largely upon
epidemeological work in New York
and elzgwhere, will include the fol-
lowing:

What age groups in your communi-
+y are most susczptible to the dis-
ease What raciali or other pretfer-
ences has the disease shown? Is there
any clearly established connection be-
tween the disease and the milk and
water supply? Do milk and water seem
to transmit the germs as in typhoid
fever? Has the disease in your com-
munity been coincidental with an in-
crease in other children’s diseases?

In order to make necessary surveys,
the Government will render aid to |
local officials just as it did in’ New|
York, A co-ordination of * quarantine'
regulations will be another probable |
result of the conference.

A slight increase in the city and a
dangerous increase in the suburbs ad-
joining states marked the plague’s pro-
gress yesterday.

There were 38 deaths and 175 new
cases in greater New York; total
deaths, 1,298; total cases, 5,822. Sixty
cases—a new record___was reportad to
the State Health Department from
places outside the city.

State totals are: Cases, 856; deaths
79.
