Canadian  Red Cross to  Organise
Appeal on Behalf of Orphans—
Call to Be Made In Armistice
Week,

An urgent appeal for ald to com-
bat the widespread disease and dis-
tross In the war-stricken areas in
Europe has been made by the League
of Red Cross Socleties to the nations
which have suffereds least from the
war. In gesponse n War Relief Fund
has been undertaken in Great Liltain
with an Empire-wide appeal for con-
tributions. The Fuud is under the
immediate patronage of His Majesty
the 1:ing and has the support of all
parts of the Empire

His Excellency, the Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, having received com-
munications froni London upon this
matter, consulted the Prime Minister,
and with his approval referred the
question to the Canadian Red Cross
and it was arranged for an
appeal to be made in Canada during
Armistice week in November. The
Fund will be known as “The British
Empire War Relief Fund.”

To Make Known the Need.
