ed. They don’t jike to vefuse. Ii is
now considered a mean thing for one to
zefuse to sign a petition for some inno
vation, which will not injure the sigher,

publio spirit if he withbolds his signature
from some document that preposes to.
increase his taxes. There seems to bea
danger of some of our citizens catching
this petition mania and the present seems
to be an opportune time for sounding a
note of caution. Our town is young
and we must not move too fast. We
should strive to keep our taxes as low as
possible that many may be induced to
come bere to make a home. Let all our
citizens be very parefal about. signing
petitions that may be presented them.

No one should sign a petition ‘without

being fully convinced that the object

sought will be a great benefit to the town,

and that it is sometbing the people can

afford. The preconceived ideas of some

enthusiast shonld never be allowed to’
over-ride the jndgement of the thought-

ful citizen, nor should the smoeth word®

of the interested parly induce anyone to

put his usme to any paper whose object

i* not manifest to him.
