Si Thomas Gets Concessions From 
the Hydro

Which Hamilton Aldermen Think 
This City Should Get

*Will Cataract Make a Move For 
For a Decision ?

There is a. fowling among the Cfitv Hall 

officiate to-day that the Cataract Power 
Company will make a move before the 
Power Committee meets to-morrow af­
ternoon to recommend the Council to 
close with the Hydro-Electric Commis­
sion for a thousand hors»-power, and 
suggest a speedy way of settling the 
validity of the contract entered into by 
last year’s Council and under which the 
city now refuses to admit that it is li­
able. Aid. Peregrine suggested arbitra­
tion, a settlement im the Division Court, 
or another appeal to the ratepayers, but 
fcis amendment was voted down. It is 
expected that the company may come 
forward with a suggestion now.

In the meantime the aldermen who are 
fighting to protect the. city's interests 
hav«- had impressed upon them by the 
case of St. Thomas the necessity of 
Hamilton carefully threshing out with 
the Commission every detail. The 
restlessness displayed by some of the 
municialvties is apparently stampeding 
the Commission, which seems willing now 
to grant any concession. It swept away 
practically all the obstacles to the 
scheme for St. Thomas, although that 
municipality was ’ at sea on several 
points, until a deputation went straight 
to headquarters and demanded definite 
information.

There are several pointers in the St. 
Thomas case by which Hamilton may 
profit if the aldermen take time to care­
fully consider them.

One of the strongest objections made 
by St. Thomas was to building a line 
from Port Stanley to its distributing sta­
tion at a cost of $4,000. The deputation 
put it up to Mr. Beck so strong that he 
admitted the engineer had made 
mistake and that the commission would 
build this piece of line.

If the commission is going to do this 
why should it not build the line from 
Dundas to the city's distributing sta­
tion? Why should the Hamilton rate­
payers be soaked several thousands of 
dollars for this when St. Thomas does 
not have to pay. The cases are practi­
cally identical.

Hamilton will fight for the right to 
sell power as it pleases as long as it 
does not sell below cost. St. Thomas has 
secured the promise of the commission 
that it will be permitted to sell power 
below cost to customers who use it when 
the peak load is not on, and Hamilton 
should have the same privilege. The 
stand T^ken by St. Thomas is that it is 
selling the power twice by doing this 
end thus does not have to keep it up 
to the original cost.

St. Thomas has received the commis­
sion's assurance that it will get the cre­
dit for all power sold to Port Stanley 
and rural districts. The commission is 
dealing direct with Dundas here and the 
city so far has no assurance that it will 
have the right to sell power to the 
rural districts. The aldermen who want 
to see the city protected tjhink these 

• matters should be set down in black and 
white in the agreement.

IN BAD'SHAPE.
Abraham Hill Found onP.oadside 

With Broken Skull•

How Abraham Hill, 71 King street 
west, came to be lying beside the H., G. 
A B. tracks near Grimsby yesterday 
morning at 4 o’clock with a fractured 
skull is a mystery.

WILL FIGHT IT.
Effort to Deport Greaihead Not 

Likely to Succeed.

MOSBY DEAD.
Well-Knou>n Trainer and Horse­

man Got Sudden Call.

Death came suddenly to William 
Mosby, who was a visitor at the races 
here last week. While staying at the 
Royal Hotel he became ill, and was 
taken to St. Joseph’s. Hospital, where he 
died this morning. Deceased was 53 
years of age, and had been a resident 
of Hamilton for many years. He was 
formerly a trainer for William Hendrie 
until a few years ago, when he bought 
several horses of his own. These he 
sold last spring on account of his health 
failing. He was a native of Vereselles. 
Woodford countv, Kentucky, and is sur­
vived by one brother. F. F. Mosby, in 
California, who has been communicated 
with in regard to the interment.

The St. George’s officers say the at­
tempt to deport Greathead is wholly 
unjustifiable. He has been in Can­
ada just two years. Being a deaf 
mute he has had some trouble about 
getting work, but he is an industrious 
painter and decorator and is now em­
ployed by James Mathews, who ex­
pects to have work for him pretty 
much all winter. He has a comfort­
able little home, a wife who helps him 
by doing laundry work, and two little 
children. He has a good record and 
but for the fact that at one time, on 

I the advice of a neighbor, his wife ap­
plied to the city for a little fuel, he 
probably would never have come into 
the limelight in the manner that he 
has. He is quite determined to prove 
himttlf a worthy citizen and will re­
sist deportation to the utmost—and 
St. George’s Society will help him, for 
he is an Englishman. Greathead, by 
tlie way has recently painted the King 
William police station, and the police 
all have a good word for, him.

Relief Officer McMenemy said to­
day that the city would do nothing 
more on the case.

A WAIT THE 
NEXT MOVE.

Three More Civic Departments 
May be Consolidated. ^

Want New Plumbing and Air 
Shaft In City Hall.

Mayor Talks of Establishing an ; 

Information Bureau.

The spirit of consolidation is in the 
air at the City Hall these days. Follow­
ing the announcement of the different 
officials and departments to work under j 
City Engineer Macallum came a rumor j 
to-day that as soon as the new Board 
of Control takes hold there is a posai- 1 
bility of the assessment, city olerk and I 
city treasurer’s departments being con­
solidated. The Board of Health and 
Hospital Board are also slated for con­
solidation if the scheme of some of the 
aldermen to get the Board of Works 
to take over the scavenger system is 
successful. They think that with 6ne 
board Dr. Roberts could have charge of 
the contagious and infectious diseases, 
while Dr. Langrill would continue to 
have charge of the balance of the hos­
pital work.

The Markets Committee may be call­
ed upon to spend a lot of money on 
the City Hall next year. Complaints 
about the. plumbing, which is twenty 
years old. and the poor ventilation are 
heard every year as winter approaches, 
and the officials are beginning to grum 
hie already. They think that the plumb­
ing should be renewed and a A-entilation 
staff connected with all the offices in­
stalled. City Engineer Macallum to day 
condemned the building as a fire trap. 
He says if a fire should suddenly break j 
out at night when the Board of Educa 
tion is in session the trustees or care­
taker’s family on the top floor would 
have a poor show for their lives.

Mayor McLaren's attention has been 
called to the way strangers are permit­
ted to wander- around the City Hall 
without any one to direct them to the 
various offices or give them information 
about the city. The tablets placed near 
the main entrance, giving a directory of 
the offices, are apparently overlooked. 
It is not improbable that an informa­
tion bureau, with telephone connection, 
will be established.

President J. H. Collinson, of St. 
George’s Society, on Saturday called the 
attention of Mayor McLaren and the 
acting Medical Health Officer. Dr. Mc- 
Gillivray, to the sanitary conditions of 
174 and 176 Canada street, where five 
cases of typhoid fever were discovered. 
Mrs. Chappell and child, of 176 Canada 
street, are in the hospital at present. 
“This was the first intimation we had 
of the cases,’’ said Dr. McGillivray to­
day. “The doctor who was attending 
the cases should have reported them. We

The book was a due book of the In­
ternational Association of Machinists, 
Lodge No. 44. and it showed that, Bro. 
N. Case was initiated April 21, 1904. and 
was entered as lieing most experienced 
at vice work. His number was 150,078. 
His Initiation was signed by John Gil­
lespie, President, and Oscar I>ep, Rec-

writing found on papers in his trunk, 
and compared it with that in the book, 
and found them to be the same. It was

Despondency was apparently the 
cause of the act. He had lived in the 
city for some few years, and had hoard­
ed at Mrs. Milne’s house. 121 Wellington 
street, fôr the past four years, and had 
worked a good deal at the Rawyer- 
Maseev factory. He is said to have 
been drinking for the past seven Veeks.

He left his boarding house last Mon­
day, and his landlady had not seen him 
all the week until Saturday afternoon, 
when he called at the house and ap­
peared in good health and spirits. When 
going out he wished Mrs. Milne good­
bye. That was a most unusual thing 
for him. for lie was never known before 
to use any expression when going away 
for a short stay except “So long.”

Not without- a little pathos is the 
story of the man's despondency. Rome 
years ago he was divorced in Detroit, 
wheje he formerly lived. It is assumed 
he loved the woman dearly, for he fre­
quently referred to her in an affec­
tionate way. though it is said he mar­
ried again and had two children by his 
second wife. Two years ago lie went to 
Detroit and saw his first wife. When 
he returned he drank worse than ever, 
and would frequently go on long drink­
ing bouts. He often used to refer to 
the nice house he used to have iiv De­
troit.

POLICEMEN 
WHO BOOZE.

Some Stinging ( o aments by the 
Police Commissioners.

No Punishment Too Severe For 
the Hotel Man.

Old Officer Fined a Month’s Pay 
—His Last Chance.

The Board of Police ( '<omm issionere af 
a tq>eoiaJ meeting at noon to-day, after 
fining a constable a month’s salary for 
being drunk on duty, derided to urge the 
License Co m mission ers to make the pen­
alty fo-r supplying men in uniform with 
liquor so severe that no hotelkeeper 
would dare offend. They intimated that 
an -hotel man who offended should kwe 
his license.

Judge Snider was unable to attend 
the meeting. Magistrate Jelfe and 
Mayor Mcl^aien, however, agreed that 
drastic action must be taken to stamp 
out boozing. Sergeant Robinson made 
the complaint and the officer -pleaded 
guilty.

The offender, an old policeman, will be 
dismissed for the next offence.

“I think there are still some constables 
getting free drinks from saloons,” said 
Mayor -McLaren after the charge was 
read. “1 know a very respectable citizen 
who saw a man in uniform the other 
night in an alley putting a glass of beer 
into him.”

The Mayor suggested the advisability 
of seeking the co-operation of the Ln 
cense Commissioners.

Magistrate Jelfs did not seem to think 
that it was much use. “We have tried it 
time and again," he said. “We had the 
case of a constable who was taken in in 
uniform and given liquor by an hotel 
man, who tried to bribe the officer. I 
think it is the worst- offence an hotel 
man can commit. The Commissioners 
promised to look into this, and made 
some threats, but nothing was done. Of 
course we can find out what they would 
be willing to d-o.”

“It is a serious thing when a man 
makes a sucker of himself for a glass 
of l*eer and places himself under an ob­
ligation to the hotel man,” observed the

“I am willing to join with you in an 
appeal to the License Commissioners,” 
said Chairman Jelfs, “and request them 
to make the offence such a serious one 
that a man who offends will lose his 
license.”

“Hotel men should not give a man 
liquor free in uniform or out of it, but 
in no case when he is in uniform.”

“I think there is only one remedy, 
dismissal, when this happens.” said the 
Mayor. “The people are paying high 
taxes and for a purpose. They are not 
getting results. This is not the only 
ease. It is only one found out.”

“A lady telephoned me about this 
officer the afternoon it occurred.

TROUBLE IN INDIA.
Expedition Will Probably be Sent j 

Agiinit Waziri Tribesmen. I

London. Oct. 2.—Another expedition 
against the warlike Waziri tribesmen, 
who inhabit the northwest frontier of 
India, with a strong probability of the 
extension of the operations into Cabul, 
is regarded a* almost a certainty of he 
near future by those in touch with the 
Indian Government.

at Windsor Killed Before 
Brothers’ Eyes.

Windsor, Ont., Oct. 3.—Within sight 
of his two brothers, who Were working 
nearby, Frank Ratz, 30, unmarried, was 
crushed to death in the open cut at the 
tunnel yesterday. The breaking of a 
heavy wooden boom, which was being 
moved by a steam derrick, caused the 
fatality.

SPRINKLING CLOTHES.
If for any reason you have not sprink­

led your clothes the night before you 
wish to iron them, try sprinkling them 
with boiling hot water. Use a clean 
whisk broom, as it sprinkles them much j 
finer and evener than by dipping the 
water in your hand.

As soon as your clothes are sprinkled, 
and tightly rolled up, put on your irons 
to heat. By the time they are hot your 
clothes will be ready to iron as nicely 
as if they had laid over night. Always 
iron the linens last, as they require 
more dampness.

PERSPIRATION. STAINS.
After taking off a garment wet with 

perspiration, drop it in cold water. Let 
it soak a while, then rinse it well and 
dry. Perspiration turns white goods yel­
low, discolors colored clothes, makes 
them tender and causes the goods to 
split.

Putting away damp clothes makes 
mildew.

WASHING MADE EASY.
Soap white cloth well and put in 

cold water over night to soak. This will 
loosen all dirt and requires no rubbing. 
Heat boiler of soap suds early next 
morning. Rinse clothes, put in water, 
and boil about twenty minutes. Remove 
from boiler, rinse well, blue, starch, and 
hang out. Your clothes will be nice and 
white with ony one-third the usual lab-

LITTLE HELPS. »
Before washing look over all linen 

for spots. Tea and coffee stains usually 
yield to hot water when poured steadily 
through them. Fruit stains, or in fact 
any stain, can always be removed by 
rubbing pure glycerin into them before 
putting into water. After washing dry 
in hot sunshine.

Never let starch touch the linen. In 
doing up handsome pieces after drying, 
dip into hot water, wring out well, roll 
up for a few minutes, then iron. Linen 
will stand much hotter irons than other

Iron napkins on wrong side, then 
right, until perfectly dry. Carefully 
fold. After the cloth has -been folded 
once roll on a pole, so wjien used it will 
have only one fold down the middle. In 
short, to have beautifully laundered lin­
en, dry in the hat sun, sprinkle with 
hot water, use hot irons, and plenty of 
pressure, and fold exactly, even.

GLOSSY EFFECT.
It is advisable when washing, to put 

a little gum arabic in the starch. Dis­
solve half a teaapoonful of the gum ar- 
âbic in boiling water, and when cool 
add to the starch. Linen, when starched

REMOVING CLOTHES.

• When washing, to avoid scalding fing­
ers in catching the clothes up over the 
clothes stick in removing the clothes 
from the boiler use a pinching clothes­
pin.

Dealers in 
dairy utensils renort whirlwind sales 
of scales and Babcock testers.”

Farmers of Canada, are you going 
to let farmers of adjoining states 
beat you in advanced dairy thought

fiven to cow testing, and in resultant 
usinesslike action? One main ob­

ject of testing individual cows is to 
ascertain what difference there is 
between the product or profit of a 
good cow and a poor one. If our 
poorest cows were known they would 
quickly be discarded because there 
can be no object in retaining them. 
The trouble is that they are not 
known. Often the poor ones are be­
lieved to be good. They will be de­
tected only when records are kept. 
A more careful study of feeding, 
and some associated plan of breed­
ing from good pure bred sires will 
work wonders in improved cows on 
Canadian farms. Cow testing associ­
ations should exist by the hundred, 
every county needs several ; they were 
never more needed than at present. 
Who owns the best cow in your 
county?

APPLE SHIPPING.
Canadian fruit exporters may gather 

some helpful hints from a recent report 
sent to the Canadian Department of 
Trade and Commerce by E. D. Arnaud, 
our Trade Commissioner at Bristol, Eng­
land. To secure the best results it ie 
important that Canadian fruit-shippers 
understand, not only the art of pack­
ing the fruit and caring for it in tran­
sit, but also the best means of distri­
buting it to the consumers. This last 
knowledge is evidently sometimes lack­
ing, and loss is entailed on that account. 
Mr. Arnaud directs attention to the ex­
cellent facilities that are provided at the 
Avoiimouth docks at Bristol for the 
handling of fruit cargoes to a popula­
tion of about 9,000,000 people within a 
radius of ninety miles of that city. We 
learn that, notwithstanding that the 
freight cost- is increased thereby, most 
of the Canadian apples are shipped di­
rect to London or Liverpool, there to 
be distributed to their final markets. 
This is hardly well advised. The South 
Australia commercial agent, who has 
been giving the matter considerable 
study, and who has urged upon his peo­
ple the importance of attractive pack­
ages, has this to say upon the subject:

“A point of extreme interest to the 
growers, and one which has to an ex­
tent been overlooked by them, is the re­
duction of transit charges in Eng­
land. Under the existing system 
the majority of the apples are ship­
ped to London, and sent thence to 
other places by rail, which involves 
extra expense. It costs 10 3-4d. to 
send a case of apples from London 
to Birmingham, and from Bristol to 
Birmingham the charge is 4 l-2d. 
Large quantities of South Australian 
apples are sold in those places, and 
also at Cardiff, and in every instance 
the fruit is railed from London. It is 
difficult to understand why the ship­
pers insist -upon their goods being 
dumped down in London, instead of 
giving their agent the option of a 
portion of it at least lining sent 
round to Bristol, which would save 
a shilling a case to the exporter. If 
a Cardiff buyer send to London for his 
fruit he has to pay, say 12s. fid. a case 
for it. and a shilling for carriage, and he 
would sooner pay 13s. or 13s. 3d. for 
the fruit at Bristol, which would serve 
not only Cardiff, hut other large cities. 
The same argument applies to Birming­
ham The buyer would much rather pay 
12s. 0d. at Bristol and 4 1 2d. carriage, 
than 12s. fid. in London and 10 3-4d. car­
riage. The freight is exactly the same 
from Adelaide to Bristol ns to London, 
and it is hard to understand why the 
exporters persist in ignoring the advan­
tages to lx* gained by consigning some 
of their fruit to ports other than Lon­
don.

The subject is of sufficient import­
ance to engage the attention of our peo­
ple. It should be their endeavor to pro­
fit by the watchfulness of the Canadian 
agents in outside markets, and the ap­
ple crop marketing is worthy of scienti­
fic study.

The showing is a 
good one, indicating solidity and pros­
perity.

The United States referee board which 
reported against Dr. Wiley’s ruling 
against the use of benzoate of soda and 
like chemicals in canned foods was evi­
dently eagerly welcomed by the frauds 
and “embalmed food" men. H. E. Barn­
ard, the Indiana State Food Commission­
er, in his July report shows that of 358 
samples of foods tested 203 were classed 
as illegal, 60.6 per cent, being adulter­
ated. United States food products will 
naturally not benefit in foreign lands by 
that sort of thing.

Returns of Fourth of July casualties 
among our neighbors are now fairly com­
plete. The mortality list for 1909, as 
given in the Journal of the American 
Medical Association, is longer than that 
of any year since the bloody slaughter 
of 1903, when 406 lives were sacrificed. 
Thus far, 215 deaths have resulted from 
the last Fourth of July celebration. Illi­
nois had the most deaths, a prominence 
which it has held for five consecutive 
years. It had no fewer than 20 tetanus 
fatalities. Besides its death list, it pre­
sents 547 cases of non-fatal injuries.

A cable to the Mail and Empire states 
that “there is apparently a distinct and 
growing nervousness in certain Unionist 
circles with regard to precipitating a 
conflict between the two Houses on a 
question of finance.” Unionist organs 
are urging the Lords to accept the bud­
get ami an effort is made to influence 
them l>y representing the King to be 
favorable to its acceptance. Mr. R. L.

COURTSHIP REFORM.
Dr. Carl D. Case recently delivered a 

strong sermon in denunciation of people 
marrying “for whnt they are going to 
get out of it, instead of for what they 
are going" to give.” He wants to see 
a reform in courtship, aqd this is how 
he puts it:

Instead of that man and girl telling 
each other what they are, of having a 
few hours’ heart-to-heart talk about 
themselves, they always tried to ap­
pear at their liest. They did not know 
one another, and soon little difficulties 
arose. The wife liegan by recalling 
her old ideal, of what she might have 
been had she not married, and telling 
her immediate family about it. as in a 
case 1 have in mind. Thus that real 
relationship of interests is larking, and. 
instead of growing to know each other 
better as years go on, there is a gradual 
estrangement.

Dr. Case’s idea is that courtship 
should be a period of getting real well 
acquainted; of candid confession, not of 
hiding each ather’s faults and pretend­
ing to virtues and good qualities which 
they do not possess. But. alas! isn’t 
Dr. Cnee asking a very frail humanity 
to at once become ideal? Civilization 
has advanced very slowly from the age 
when it was the custom to go out and 
club or capture wives and drag them 
to the marital rave, to this somewhat 
more enlightened period of—well, barter, 
of which he speaks. The age of force 
has been succeeded by the age of cun­
ning, but only by sloxy degrees has the 
change been accomplished. The female 
attracts by her soft airs and her finery; 
the male by his masculine vigor and 
control; both plus wealth—the plus 
element counting for much. But the 
age of adaptation, on scientific princi­
ples, will not be ushered in at «I bound. 
Mankind must just blunder along slowly 
gaining wisdom by experience.

A number of the discharged post of­
fice employees of France have organized 
a co-operative postal association, the 150 
members subscribing a capital of $20 a 
piece. It purposes competing with the 
Government system in all branches of 
postal business not declared to be a 
monopoly of the department.

The Detroit United Railway employ­
ees have been agreeably surprised by 
obtaining a considerable increase in 
wages without the advance even being 
sugpested by them. The Detroit Street 
Railway is in the happy position of not 
having to pay large sums in percent­
ages on its gross earnings to the city. 
Even the inter-urban lines are allowed 
to bring freight cars into the city with­
out let or hindrance, at a charge of 50 
cents a car, the express and freight busi­
ness alone amounting to between $500,- 
000 and $600,000 a year, or between 6 
and 7 per cent, of its gross earnings. 
The company is wise in sharing its ad 
vantages with its employees.

The tobacco growers of Kent and Es­
sex appear to have been in great luck 
this year. More than 20 buyers have 
already been operating through those 
counties and It is said that every avail­
able pound of the tobacco crop has 
already been purchased at record-break 
ing prices. It has been alleged that 
this is a move of the Imperial Tobacco 
Company to get ahead of the indepen­
dent companies and corner the crop. The 
Imperial people, however, say that the 
crop is short, and the prices paid for the 
five or six million pounds of these two 
counties is its legitimate commercial.

Rochester, N. Y., has an independent 
telephone company of which we used to 
hear much, it being trotted out on all 
occasions as an illustration of the bene­
fits of telephone competition, its rates 
lieing $48 for business service. It has 
found that it was losing money, and has 
just got Rochester to amend its fran­
chise to allow it to charge $60. Service 
must lie paid for by somebody, and the 
public will yet learn that every dollar 
of unnecessary capital invested in these 
utilities is an addition to the popular 
burdens. And it ie little difference whe­
ther the burden is watered stock, or dup­
lication for competition. They are both

RURAL FREE DELIVERY.

ASCENSION 
RALLY DAY.

Postmaster Brown Tells of Early 
Days of the School.

A most successful and enthusiastic 
rally was held by the Church of the 
Ascension Sunday School yesterday, the 
attendance of scholars being nearly 400, 
besides members of the home depart­
ment, men’s Bible class and a large 
number of visitors. The platform was 
prettily decorated by a committee con- 
sistiiig of the Misses Otton, Jolley and

Mr. Perry, the. new curate, was given 
a rousing welcome, and has already 
secured the sympathy and co-operation 
of all the Sunday school scholars and 
workers by the manly and earnest way 
in which lie spoke to the meeting.

Mr. Adam Brown, who was superin­
tendent for many years in the early 
history of the church, spoke in his 
usual cheery and helpful way, and gave 
the scholars some good, earnest advice. 
He also spoke very interestingly of the 
olden days, when, thirty-one years ago, 
he had been asko«| by "the rector, Rev. 
Jas. Carmichael, to take the superin- 
tendenev of tho Sunday school, and he 
counted these as among the happiest 
days of his life. Mr. Brown very kindly 
presented 500 souvenir cards to the 
school with an appropriate motto and 
date of the rally. Mr. Ambrose, another 
ex-superintendent, spoke, addressing his 
remarks more particularly to the home 
department.

Bright and encouraging addresses 
were also given by the two church war­
dens, Mr. Henderson and Mr. Smye, 
both of whom have risen from scholars 
in the school to their present important 
positions in the church.

Among the visitors was Miss Mary 
Ann Wilson, who it now over 70 years 
of age. and who at one time had charge 
of the infant class, and who is still 
spending all her time doing works of 
charity and kindness. Miss Wilson was 
present ns a scholar when the Sunday 
school was first opened under the late 
Mr. Hebden.

Rev. Canon Wad* presided. Every­
thing' ^points to a most successful fall 
and winter’s work.

In his^remarks Mr. Brown said it gave 
him great pleasure to be present with 
them on so happy an occasion. He would 
first and foremost extend the heartiest 
of welcomes to their new assistant min­
ister. Rev. Wm. Perry, and assure him 
that he could count on the hearty sup­
port of the people in every way. Thirty- 
one years ago this summer, at the press­
ing request of the then beloved and nev­
er to be forgotten rector, Rev. James 
Carmichael, he assumed the duties of 
superintendent. While lie sought to es­
cape the position at the time, he never 
regretted it, and he looked back on the 
many years he had been superintendent 
as among the happiest of his life. When 
lie saw. as he often did, mothers wheel­
ing baby carirnges and he remembered 
placing these mothers in the infarft 
class in the school, it made him feel that 
he must be getting old. He saw in the 
audience before him one who had been 
a scholar the first day the Sunday 
school was opcnc.d. and that was in 
1850. The school was held in the church 
just inside the west entrance. From a 
scholar he to whom lie referred became 
a teacher of the infant class. The lives 
of hundreds of men and women to-day 
were, influenced for good by the teach­
ing they received as little children from 
Mary Ann Wilson. Let honor he done 
to Miss Wilson to-day for her long and 
faithful service. He spoke of the devot­
ed women who in the early days of the 
history of the parish did so much for 
the school, some of them very dear to 
him. Mr. Brown told of the old wooden 
school house in tho days of the first rec 
tor, tiie revered Rev. John Hebden, 
which later on was removed and a stone 
building erected; then when James Car­
michael came it was soon found to he 
too small, and an addition was made, 
and it was then considered a model 
school, hut it has had to give way to 
the fine modern building in which they 
now were; and the parish could never 
forget the debt of gratitude they owed 
to Mr. Alfred Powis for what he nccom 
plished in the building of the new school 
He is deserving of the credit of it. and 
merited every good thing that could he 
said about him for his splendid work. 
The Ascension Sunday school was al­
ways an important, one in the city and 
diocese. It has had a notable record; 
not a few old scholars have become min­
isters. lie remembered a few names, 
among them Rev. Messrs. Sadlier, Mur­
phy and Aylmer, and Miss Wade, now 
doing good work in China. It was a 
great privilege to have such a school. In 
after years the scholars would bless the 
teachers to whom they owed so much, 
He gave the scholars a lot. of good ad­
vice as to things they would not lie sor­
ry for doing through life. They were 
to lie the future men and women of the 
land, and what they were taught in the 
Sunday school would fit them no he use­
ful members of their church ami good 
citizens—just the sort Canada wants. 
He desired to mark the occasion hv pre­
senting each one with a card, which 
would he handed to nil. young and old. 
ns they left the. building. He read it as 
follows:

Special Services In Town Churches 
—General News.

Dundas, Oct. '4;—(Special)—Death fol­
lowed the accident to Albert Ayers at 
the Doolittle & Wilcox quarry on Sat­
urday morning, as reported in Satur­
day evening’s Times. Deceased was a 
blaster at the quarry. The accident was 
caused by what is called a “mud” blast. 
These blasts are for crumbling stones 
too large to lie put in the crusher. They 
are made by placing dynamite on the 
stone, covering it with a few spades of 
mud and ierniting with a short fuse, the 
ovtrntor then fleeing to a safe distance 
It is these mud blasts that cause the 
thundering detonations so often heard. 
The blasts placed deep in the rock for 
loosening up large quantities of the ma­
terial make much less noise. Jn this case 
the victim had got about 150 yardB 
away when he was struck by a frag­
ment. of the broken rock in the calf of 
the leg. nearly midway between the 
ankle and the knee joint. The missile 
was on a downward slope, and, tearing 
the calf of the leg badly, crushed the. 
ankle, completely removing the shoe and 
a piece of the heel. Drs. Each land and 
Rvkert were soon in attendance and saw 
at once the dangerous condition of the, 
victim. They had him removed to the 
Hamilton Hospital. The foot was ampu­
tated below the knee, but the shock was 
too much for the sufferer, who died in 
aImut an hour afterwards. The remains 
were taken to his home in Greensville 
on Saturday evening. The unfortunate 
man had only just recovered from »#i 
illness. He leaves one child besides his 
wife, soon to become a mother again.

FLEW OVER 
THE WARSHIPS.

Wilbur Wright’s Marvelous Flight 
at New York.

Wa« it the Air For Upwards ef 
Half an Hour.

Three Hundred Feet Up in the Air 
—Successful Trip.

New York, Oct. 4.—Orville Wright to­
day made a marvellous flight over the 
numberless craft in New York harbor 
and the North River. Starting at 9.50, 
the aviator headed into the wind and 
flew over ferry boats, ÿachts, steamers, 
and the other boats that fill the waters 
of New York harbor. Flying high to 
avoid the air currents from the smoke­
stacks of the steam boats, Mr. Wright, 
went up t-he North River over the fleet 
of battleships and on past Grant's tomb, 
encircling the British cruiser Argyle, re­
turning at faster speed with the wind.
He came back over the water and landed 
at hia starting point without difficulté.
He had been gone for 33 minutes and 33 
seconds, making one of the most perilous 
trips ever attempted. The distance of 
the flight was estimated at fifteen miles.

"The machine responded in fine shape,” 
said Mr. Wright, as he clambered 
through the network of wires of his 
machine, after he landed at the aero­
drome on Governor's Island. “The motor 
worked fine. I started flying about; 75 
feet over the water, but kept climbing 
higher until T was about 200 to 300 feet 
high. The air currents sent up by the 
furatefis of the ferryboats interfered 
somewhat, and I came down nearer thj?

Thks 
flight fulfils every condition of my con­
tracts” added the aviator, in rsponse to 
inquiries as t-o further demonstrations, 
“but if the favorable weather conditions 
continue this afternoon T may make an­
other flight which can be announced by 
the Hudson-Fulton Anation Committee. 
I will levtve for Washington to train the 
army officers as soon as possible.”

UNWORTHY OF BELIEF.
Mr. Justice Magee delivered judgment

He went 
into each case in detail, and stated in 
every instance that he did not consider 
those witnesses for the petitioner, who 
had stated that they ' had received 
money from Leary, worthy of belief.

WRITE TO NEGROES.
German Girli Correspond With 

“Black Princes" in Africa.

Berlin, Oct. 3.—The Government has 
issued a warning to parents and teachers 
regarding the exchange of letters be­
tween German girls and negroes in the 
German African colonies. While in most 
instances such correspondence has been 
harmless, the official communication 
says, the custom still is to be deplored. 
In a majority of cases the correspond­
ence was begun by German girls as an 
odd experience, their principal object be­
ing to receive African curiosities and 
photographs and letters from a "black 
prince.”

The girls also have sent their photo­
graphs to Africa, so that in the houses 
of many negroes in the colonies hang the 
pictures of young German women of 
good family.

MANGLED BY AN ELK
terrible Struggle Between Terento 

Men, and Beast.

Toronto, Oot. 4.—With hi» held, legs, 
and arms cut and tom in a dozen places, 
and his whole body more or less braised 
and scratched, Bartholomew Bowler, a 
machinist, 116 Spruce avenue, is lying in 
hie home under a physician’s care as a 
result of a terrible, long-drawn-out fight 
with a maddened elk in RiverdaJe Park 
in the early hours of Sunday morning. 
Bowler saved himself from a horrible 
death by locking his legs and arms in 
the brute’s antlers and clinging there, 
bleeding and but half sensible, until the 
elk became exhausted. Then he dragged 
himself to safet.v

Bowler went to Riverdale Park 
about 5 o’clock to gather mushrooms 
and his search took him to a rich 
stretch of pasture in the elk’s paddock, 
where the mushrooms were temptingly 
thick. Disregarding caution, he climbed 
the fence and started to work. The elk 
came towards him, but at first showed 
no sign of hostility, and Bowler, reas­
sured, paid little attention to it. A few 
minutes later, however, the animal sud­
denly lowered its antlers and charged. 
Bowler was taken by surprise and al­
most before he was aware of the ani­
mal’s intention it was upon him.

He was knocked to the ground with 
one crushing blow end before he could 
get to his feet the brute attacked him 
again, its antlers beating and tearing 
his body in a fearful manner. With 
the blood streaming down his face 
and almost unconscious, Bowler final­
ly managed to grip one of the antlers 
with hi* arms and twined his legs 
around the other. There he clung for 
an awful quarter of an hour, desper­
ately resisting the animal's attempts 
to shake him off. Just before help 
arrived the elk became exhausted by 
the struggle, and Bowler, dragging 
himeolf free, staggered to the fence 
and got over. The elk made no at­
tempt to follow him.

Meanwhile a nightwatohman, who 
had seen Bowler’s struggle for life, 
ran to the nercst ’phone and tele-

Ctfxl the police that a man had 
killed by the elk.

Bowler and found his head a mass of 
bruises end scratches. On his legs 
were three deep tears between five 
and six inches long, while his left 
arm bore a gash nearly three inches 
long.

Reo. T. H. Perry Pleased Large 
Congregations Yesterday.

Rally at Gospel Tabernacle—An­
niversary at Chalmers’.

Eminent Divines at St. Paul’s and 
James Si Baptist.

The new curate at the Church of the 
Ascension, Rev. T. H. Perry, M. A., 
formerly of Holy Trinity Church, St. 
Thomas, preached his first sermon yes­
terday morning, and the congregation is 
to be congratulated upon securing such 
an excellent preacher. His sermon was 
thoughtful and full of whole-souled 
sincerity.

“Fight, the good fight of faith, lay 
hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art 
called and hast professed a good pro­
fession before many witnesses”—I. Tim­
othy vi. 12, was his text.

Various are the battles to be fought, 
said the preacher, and none know how 
to fight them till it is known who are 
the enemies. Bad habits, imperfect in­
stitutions and innumerable unseen forces 
have to be contended against. To be 
good must be the credit of all strength. 
The speaker pointed out the prevalence 
of condemning the doers, instead of the 
cause of wickedness. Christ never did 
that; He hated sin, but loved the sin­
ner, and so all should do that and 
strive to direct themselves against the 
evil of sin. Thoughts of their own 
insignificance keeps many men back 
from doing much good work, but such 
should remember the words, “Just as I 
am without one plea.”

In conclusion, the eloquent young 
divine maintained that every young man 
who wants to prove he is going to fight 
the good fight and draw away from sin 
finds the real siege has begun. First 
come" humility, then self-understanding, 
followed by a cry to God for strength, 
and though the fight is hard yet there 
is a solemn joy in it, and the fight be­
comes freer and subsequently no pleas­
ure in human life can compare to the 
happiness there is in fighting the good 
fight.

He made a passionate appeal for the 
sympathy and prayers of the members 
of the church, expressing his intention 
to do his work faithfully as a servant 
of Jesus Christ.

Rev. Mr. Rerry also preached a force­
ful sermon at the evening service.

That he has made a favorable impres­
sion is evidenced by the comments heard 
everywhere about him.

DR. GORDON* HERE.
Rev. John Gordon, D. D., of Temple 

College, Philadelphia, who occupied the 
pulpit of Janies Street Baptist Church 
at both services yesterday, took occasion 
in his evening discourse ot rap the higher 
critics who challenged the pre-existence 
of the Son of Man. “There are persons 
now,” he said, “who are depersonalizing 
Christ instead of giving us the real 
Christ, the historical Christ, the only oi>v 
we want."

With features that readily respond in 
helping to express any emotion, a per­
sonality that makes itself felt, and the 
gift of painting vivid word pictures, 
characterized by clearness and simpli­
city, Professor * Gordon in the pulpit 
commands attention. From the Gospel 
story of the journey of JAus- to" Jeru­
salem by way of Jericho, the healing of 
the blind beggar and the conversion of 
the rich man, he drew many inspiring 
lessons. The chief thought he sought to 
emphasize was that Jesus came to seek 
and save, and that His Gospel was for 
humanity, irrespective of class or dis­
tinction. While impressing the saving 
power of Christ, Professor Gordon refer­
red to the fact that many refused to 
acknowledge themselves lost. No mat­
ter how righteous a life a man might 
lead, every man, he declared, was a lost 
man without Christ.

Dr. Gordon’s inspiring and scholarly 
discourse made a noticeable impression, 
and so impressive was the silence as he 
concluded one might hear a pin fall.

GOSPEL TABERNACLE RALLY.
Yesterday afternoon Gospel Tabernacle 

held its annual rally. After a responsive 
reading from the school, the pastor, Rev. 
p. W. Philpott, gave a short sermon. He 
said every man was a sinner by nature, 
but the Bible did not say that we would 
all be condemned. No person would be 
lost because of sin, but only those who 
would not accept Christ as their Saviour. 
It made no difference how good or how 
man any person may be, the most vital 
question was, “Will you receive Christ 
as voup Saviouri” He had heard a lot 
of people say that boy» would be boy» 
and girls would be girls.

CHALMERS* CHURCH.
The anniversary sendees of Chalmers’ 

Church, Mount. Hamilton, were held yes­
terday morning and evening, and large 
audiences were present on both occa­
sions. Mr. R. B. Nelli*, secretary of the 
Y M. C. A., Kingston, was the preacher 
of the day, and the two sermons he de­
livered were eloquent and practically in­
teresting. Rev. F. W. K. Harris, B. A., 
pastor of the church, assisted in the ser­
vices. In the morning Mr. Nellis chose 
for his text Proverbs xi.. 30, “The fruit 
of the righteous is a true life, and he 
that winneth souls is wise.” He said: 
Some of us were tired of intellectual 
convulsions within the church.

No man 
or woman will ever see supernatural re­
sults unless they have Jesus Christ with 
them. Paul meant business when he 
went on his knees to pray. There was 
nothing so great in all the world as the

Eower of consecrated prayer. Paul lived 
y the will of God. Did they ever try 
to live a week absolutely by the will of 

God? Paul was also broad in his sym­
pathy—sympathy that drew out the 
largeness of his heart. He was big in 
Iub doctrine. Some of them were tired 
of this war of doctrine. The average 
man took no interest in it. The only 
things that counted were those which 
were essential to man’s salvation. Paul 
was "big in his methods. The church was 
struggling with the problem of how to 
do things. Paul also had a vision of 
what the kingdom of Christ was to he 
ir. this world. His vision included all, 
the high and the low. Mr. Nellis told 
a pathetic little story of the death of a 
young man in Kingston Penitentiary, 
who was born there while his mother 
was a prisoner, and who had spent ten 
years of his twenty-two within its walls. 
He died with the expression on his lips 
that he “never had a chance.” The 
preacher believed that God would give 
that lad a chance some day.

Mrs. Adam Inch and Mrs. Kennedy, 
of the Jerry McCauley Mission, New 
York, sang a solo each. Mr. Nellie 
preached in the evening to another large 
congregation. At this sendee Miss Edith 
Taylor sang a solo very nicely. He also 
preached in the afternoon in the Barton 
Presbyterian Church.

St. Stephen’s Anglican Church, Mount 

Hamilton, held three sendees yesterday 
in continuation of the harvest home fes­
tival.

In the afternoon 
a children’s sendee was held, and in the 
evening Mr. Dyment, a student from 
Toronto, had charge of the services, and 
preached an interesting sermon from the 
words, “Therefore take no thought.”

From these words a x-ery interesting and 
instruct!x*e sermon was dtdix-ered. lie 
stated that the ancient- theologiets de­
vised more questions than they could an- 
swer, and a large number of the people 
to-day were committing the same mis­
take and were trying to theologize them­
selves when what vney iieedt-o was Un­
essential principles of life, xx-hich nexvr 
change. It takes very little theology, 
nor does a man need to have the wisdom 
of God, to live a true and practical life. 
The kfe of man was not built upon argu­
ment and creeds, but upon activity and 
deeds. The trust in God was all the 
theology that any person needed to live 
an ideal, practical lufe. No one had ex-er 
turned to God with the sincere desire in 
their heart to keep to the straight road, 
who had not receix-ed help and hope. 
Every virtue and thought of holiness 
was God seeking to express Himself in 
us. He explained that t-he right and the 
only way to reach the idea! state of 
manhood was to live a practical life and 
love and seek to serve our Master, which 
nup.nt that we must first serve and help 
our fellow men. Salx-ation could only 
vome through co-working xx-ith the Di­
vine Spirit. In conclusion he emphasized 
that God imposed no great intellectual 
burden upon us, and that there wns 
nothing more simple and clearer for the 
foundation of a true and noble life than 
the wonderful words of Jesus, found 
throughout the New Testament.

WORK IN THE WEST.
The congregation of St. Andrew’s 

Church had the pleasure yesterday of 
hearing Rev. Mr. Wilson, of Vancouver, 
preaoh about the work the missionaries 
are doing out in the great West. He has 
been sent on a mission to Ontario, with 
the intention of securing volunteers to 
devote their lives to this great work. 
He spoke about the Yukon, and its re­
sources; the great wheat belt, which he 
said gave employment to many thou­
sands of people, and many of the people 
are ignorant of God, and he said it was 
his duty to try to secure people who 
would be xx-illing to leave their homes 
and help those who, some day, may be­
come great men of the Empire.

LABOR REFORMS.
Canadian Federation Deputation 

Wait on Premier.

Ottawa, Oct. 3.—The Executive Com­
mittee of the American Federation of 
Labor waited on Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King on Satur­
day, and urged the Government to act 
upon the various resolutions passed at 
the convention of last week. The,depu­
tation asked for legislation placing a 
tax on all foreign labor employed in 
Canada by non-Canadian companies, for 
Government subsidies to promote ship­
building in Canada, for coinage of half- 
eent pieces, for the passing of a bill 
providing for industrial co-operatix-e 
societies, for a royal commission to 
inquire into the evil effects of inter­
national unionism in Canada, for the 
prohibition of members of military 
bands belonging to international labor 
unions, for a system of physical and 
military drill in schools, and for the 
extension of the Lemieux act to apply 
to all industrial disputes.

The Prime Minister and the Minister 
of Labor promised that the Gox'ernment 
would give, careful consideration to all 
the requests preferred by the Federa­
tion.

BOV PREACHER
Lonnie Dennis In the A. M. E 

Church Yesterday.

Those who attended the services in 
the A. M. E. Church yesterday heard 
remarkable sermons. The preacher 
wag Lonnie Dennis, the boy evange­

Cs old at present, has been travel- 
from place to place preaching the 
Gospel. Seven years ago, when eight

Since that time 
he has materially improved and 
broadened out his ideas so that yes­
terday’s sermons were real treats.

He selected as his theme II Tim­
othy ii. 16, "Study to show thyself ap­
proved unto God, a workman that 
needeth not to be ashamed, rightly 
dividing the word of truth." He 
said although the words of the text 
had been apoken to a minister they 
were applicable to every one who is 
a true believer, as the preacher or 
pastor is not alone responsible for the 
teaching of the word of God. Every 
Christian has a part and should be 
a worker, not a worker for praise 
from the pastor but for the further­
ance of God’s word so that others 
might see salvation. If a Christian 
is to follow in the steps of Christ 
he must seek to raise the fallen from 
out of the depths of sin and not allow 
them to go deeper in the mire, from 
which they may not later be rescued. 
One of the kinds of people the Church 
is best without is that kind of a 
worker who works only under the 
instigation of the praise of the pas­
tor. The pastor’s duty is not to pet 
and care for the workers as though 
they were babies. A true worker 
would resent such treatment. Numer­
ous people who idle away their time 
are of no use to the Master or any 
one else. He considered the tramp's 
and the nobility on the same level, 
because the tramps idled a why their 
time on the road and the nobility in 
their castles. Such people do not en­
joy the same feelings of ecstacy as 
the earnest worker for the master 
who seeks only to bring about that 
salvation to other souls, of which he 
himself has lasted. Such a worker 
does not get disappointed over little 
things, as the saving of one little 
boy means another worker xvho may 
eax-e thousands of couls. Christian­
ity. too, is not counted on a money 
basis as God considers not the money 
so much a* the spirit in which it is 
given.

He spoke at the afternoon session 
and made a deep impression on the 
minds of the Sunday School scholars.

Start Here.

Yesterday afternoon the Men’s Pleas­
ant Sunday Afternoon Brotherhood had 
its first meeting in the First Congrega­
tional Church.

Mr. Tippett spoke of how 
the movement started in England 34 
years ago. and so rapidly did it spread 
that there are now about 2.000 brother­
hoods in England and Scotland, and the 
estimate of the number of members is 
500,000. He said the movement first 
started in Canada in a church in Mont­
real. of which he afterwards became 
pastor, and since that started seven 
other churches in Montreal have organ­
ized brotherhoods. When he came to 
Hamilton he fully intended organizing a 
P. F. A. and now it has been started 
in such a xvay that it is hound to suc­
ceed. "Pleasant Sunday Afternoon” did 
not mean that the members gathered 
together to hear a concert, but to get 
a grip upon the joy of religion, and in 
a frank, hearty way acknowledge the 
name of Jesus Christ. Such an organ­
ization xvas sure to be looked up to. as 
it stimulated public action toward better 
moral and social elements. He did not 
intend to deal fully with the objects 
of the P. S. A., but would do so at a 
later meeting. It was the purpose of 
the brotherhood to have a small librafy 
of the very best books. At any of the 
meetings the members were not re1 
strained from expressing their pleasure 
in a hand-clap, as such an expression of 
joy and Christianity should be associ­
ated together.

Terrible Story #f Cannibalism in the 

Arctic Circle.

St. John's Nfld., Oct. 3. —Tragedy 
in the icy wastes of the Far North 
formed the burden of the news 
brought to this port today by the 
Hudson Bay Company's steamer Ad­
venture, which arrived with the chew 
of the lost Dundee whaler, Paradox, 
and the story of an Eskimo who 
driven to cannibalism by starvation, 
ate his child, and, shooting, several 
neighbors who attempted summary 
punishment, fled into the truckles 
wilderness of ice.

The Paradox, one of the fleet of 
Dundee whalers, met the fate of her 
companion ship. Snowdrop, when she 
was crunched in the merciless jaws 
of the ice floes off Baffin's Land, early 
in August, a year ago. The crew, 
with scanty provisions, made their per­
ilous way over the broken ice towards 
the mainland and were picked up by the 
Hudson Bay Company’s steamer Pelican, 
which took them to Fort Churchill, 
where they remained until the arrival 
of the Adventure on her regular Fall 
trip.

The Hudson Bay Mounted Police 
report, through despatches brought 
by the Adventure, the cannibalism of 
the starving Eskimo. The man’s fish­
ing and hunting season had been a fail­
ure, and driven mad by hunger, he 
cut the throat of one of his children and 
then ate the little victim.

When the man’s neighbors heard 
of the horrible crime they attacked 
him, according to the primitive law 
of their race. The outcast fled to 
the shelter of his iglo, and beat off 
all assaults, shooting down sex-eral of 
the attacking party and escaping into 
the wilderness. Whether he finally suc­
ceeded in reaching some remote ’settle­
ment where the news of his crinfl? had 
not reached or whether he succumbed 
to starvation is not known.

T0RNBY LIONS.
How the Moroccan Pretender Wat 

Tortured.

Paria, Oct. 3.—A despatch to The 
Matin from Fez says that inquiries 
show that El Roghi, the pretender to 
the throne of Morocco, who was exe­
cuted at Fez in the Middle of Septem­
ber, xvas put to death by Mulai Hafid 
himself under circumstances of revolt­
ing cruelty.

According to the correspondent, the 
monarch, assisted by his chamberlain, 
dragged the pretender into a cage of 
lions, and then provoked the animals, 
which leaped upon the manacled cap- 
tix-e, inflicting horrible wounds. Theu, 
as El Roghi fell to the ground, mo­
tionless, the lions left him alone, 
despite the goadings of the Sultan, 
who thereupon pulled his still living 
victim outside the cage with hooks, 
emptied a can of lamp-oil ox-er himj 
and set him on fire, feeding the flames 
with oil-soaked rags until nothing but 
the charred bones of the pretender re­
mained.

WESLEY’S DIARIES.
They Have Been Deciphered After 

Long Years of Labor.

London, Oct. 3.—Recent discoveries 
will inx’olx’e the rewriting of John Wes­
ley’s life. The Rev. Nehemiah Cumock 
some time ago unearthed a large num­
ber of diaries in Wesley’s handwriting, 
but written in three ways—obsolete, 
shorthand, curiously abbreviated long- 
hand, and an extraordinary cipher of 
which no one had a key.

By the unsparing labor of himself and 
expert students, keys to the cipher and 
shorthand were discovered, and the work 
of transcription has now been completed. 
The diaries, edited by Mr. Cur nock, xvill 
be published shortly.

He spent four years in the xvork of 
deciphering the cipher used chiefly in 
an Oxford diary, and relating to reli­
gious beliefs. The cipher for a long time 
baffled Mr. Cur nock, but a missing letter 
at last came to him in a dream. -i

The documents throw a new and 
strange light on the development of 
Wesley’s character, on his literary, polit 
ical and social activity in America, on 
the part he played in the creation of a 
new church hymnology, and on his early 
life at Oxford. New versions of early 
journals have come to light, including a 
beautiful account of the famous Geor­
gian lox-e affair. The discoveries will 
necessitate the rexvriting of the great 
religious teacher’s life.

250,000 WOMEN
Will Play a Great Part in Next 

British Electien.

London, Oct. 3.—It is expected 
that when the general election takes 
place women will play a greater part 
in the fight than ever before. Some 
250,000 xvill enrol themselves as elec­
tioneers. They are members of the 
Women's Liberal-Unionist and Tariff 
Reform Associations, the Primrose 
League, the Women's Liberal Fereda­
tion, the Women's Rational Liberal 
Association, the Women's Social and 
Political Union, the Women's Free­
dom League, and the Women's Union 
of Suffrage Societies.

Their activities will be various. The 
Primrose League will xvork against the 
budget ; the Women’s Political Union, 
against the Conservatix-es ; and the 
Suffragette Union against any candi­
date not in favor of the franchise for 
women. The opinion prevails that it 
will be the hardest-fought and most 
riotous election ever known in Eng­
land. Thousands of members of the 
different women’s societies are already 
enrolled.

TRAINMEN KILLED.
Collision on the Canadian Northern 

Brings Death to Two.

Fort Frances. Oct. 3.—A head-on col­
lision two miles this side of Banning, 
on the C. N. Tl. yesterday afternoon 

| resulted in the death of Fireman Wood- 
I cock and Brakeman Lockhart of No. 97, 
I westbound, both being scalded to death 
j by escaping steam from the damaged 

engine. Both engines were badly wreck­
ed. and nearly a dozen box cars eon- 
x'erted into kindling xvood. The east- 
bound train, which consisted of twenty- 
three* cars of xvheat, piled the engine 
clear over the other, and literally cut 
the cars in two. One car of wheat was 
burst and scattered down the embank­
ment, and a car of liquor was also said 
to be demolished.

The engineer of the eastbound train 
and erexv had a narrow escape by jump­
ing. The engineer of the unfortunate 
No. 97 also escaped by jumping, but 
got caught by the flying wreckage and 
sex-erely bruised. A wrecking crew and 
doctor were at once despatched for the 
scene.

The bodies of the two unfortunate 
trainmen xvere sent on Sunday to Rainy 
Rix’er for burial. The cause of the col­
lision is said to be due tn the east- 
bound freight crew overlooking orders, 
as they xvere ordered to wait at 
Laseine station for No. 97. a local west­
bound freight. They did not do so, and 
when some two miles from Banning 
both trains met at full speed.

OTTAWA WINS OPENING 
GAME OF INTER-PROVINCIAL

Rengh Riders Put It AH Over Montreal by a Score of 25 to 14—Kelly’s 
Absence From Montreal Line-Up a Great Surprise.

< Ottawa, Oct. 4.—The Ottawa Football 
Club won the opening game of the 
Jnterprovincial Amateur Football Union 
from Montreal by 25 points to 14 at 
Varsity oval on Saturday afternoon in 
the presence of a crowd of about four 
thousand people. The weather was fair, 
and the game, although too one-sided 
to be really exciting, was interesting at 
all times, abounding in long runs and 
other sensational plays.

Jack Ryan was on the side lino for 
fais first time for five years, while Ernie 
f&'milton, the Montreal amateur whose 
etknding was questioned, was again at 
right-half for the visitors. Six or seven 
yew faces were seen on both sides, the 
tqams being below last year's stand­
ing. Ottawas were without the Ken­
nedy boys, Doc. Sheriff. Allan Powell, 
Bert Stronach, Baz Aylmer and the 
famous Ryan, while Montreal lined up 
minus Ted Savage. George Kelly, Walter 
iMelson, Percy Roberts and others who 
have done so much to make the M. A. 
A. A. such a power in football. Kelly, 
it is again said, may play with Ottawa.

The Ottawas excelled the visitors in 
the scrimmage and on the wing line. 
Quarter-hack Snelling was given excel­
lent protection, the Ottawa men tearing 
hig holes in the Montreal line at every 
onslaught, and giving Baillie and the 
other backs no opportunities to shine.

On the other hand Montreal failed to 
break through when they had posses­
sion of thf hall, the Ottawa scrimmage 
and wing men having it on their oppon­
ents in speed, strength and staying 
pow’ers.

PLAYING FOOTBALL

CARRYING THE BALL AND TACKLING.
Getting and retaining the ball from 

its reception until the play is stopped 
is a detail often overlooked. In end runs 
or in an open field, the ball should be 
grasped with the outside arm, the other 
being used to straight arm tncklers.

The rear end of the hall should be 
tucked snugly against the body, under 
the upper arm, the lower end grasped 
with hand and lower arm. If thrown 
the runner should protect the hall with 
his free hand, to insure its retention.

CANADIAN FAILURES.
The Canadian failures for nine months 

cmounted to 1,068 with liabilities of $9,- 
810,774 and assets of $8,371.044. This, 
compared with 1,221 failures in 1908, 
when the liabilities were $11.828,386 and 
the assets $9,436,815. The manufactur­
ing failures numbered 277 with liabili­
ties of $3,123,102. comparing with 324 
such failures in 1908 with liabilities of 
$4,924,857. The trading failures amount­
ed to 771 with liabilities of $5,761,677, 
comparing with 864 such failures in 1908 
having liabilities of $6,263,857.

FAILURES LAST WEEK.
Oct. 2—Commercial failures this week 

in the United: States, as reported by R. 
G. Dun & Co.i are 236. against 183 last 
week 213 the preceding week and 243 
the corresponding week last year. Fail­
ures in Canada number 28, against 37 
last week, 25 the preceding week and 29 
last year. Of failures this week in the 
United States 83 were in the east, 04 
south, 72 west and 17 in the Pacific 
States, and 79 report liabilities of $5,000 
or more, against 61 last week. Liabili­
ties of commercial failures reported for 
September are $8,446,029. against $17,- 
298,186 for the same period last year.

DUN’S REVIEW.
The industrial and commercial situa­

tion. ns a whole, at the lieginning of the 
last quarter of the year, is that of a full 
return to normal conditions. It is easy, 
here and there, to discover flaws, for the 
advance from the late depression has 
been accompanied by considerable irreg­
ularity but no essential weakness is dis­
closed. The simple fact is that n most 
disastrous financial convulsion has been 
followed by an extraordinarily rapid re­
covery testifying to the wonderful re­
cuperative power of the country. That 
the structure of business is again sound 
i.i proved by the statistics of nine 
months’ failures, which show liabilities 
no larger than in the corresponding nine 
months of 1907 before the panic of that, 
year. The improvement in the failure 
record has been most marked in the last 
three months. That the activity of bus­
iness has expanded t.» aggregates that 
do not suffer materially by comparison 
with the best average of former years is 
indicated by the bank exchanges, which 
in New York during the month of Sep­
tember were 25.0 per cent, larger than 
in 1908, 2.0 per cent, larger than in 1906, 
and outside of New York were 15.5 per 
cent, better than in 1008 and 18.4 per 
cent, than in 1906. The same fact is re­
corded by the increasing traffic and 
earnings of the railroads, the latter 
showing gains of 10.0 per cent, over 1908 
for the first three weeks of September 
and 1.3 per cent, over 1907. This return 
of prosperity for the railroads explains 
their heavy purchases of steel rails and 
their buying of general supplies. All 
parts of the country have shared more 
or less in the advance.

COBALT STOCKS.
The mining market in Toronto during 

the past week has been rather erratic, 
with price changes narrow. On the 
whole the news from the camp has been 
of a cheerful character, development 
work and mining operations yielding fair 
returns. The feature of the market on 
Saturday was the strength in Kerr Lake, 
following the publication of the annual 
report. Beaver closed at 37 1-4, and 
there was some movement in Peterson 
Lake around 32 1-2.

Guelph, Out., Oct. 4—Wm. Hendricks, 

the American who was caught in the act 
of burglary on Thursday night, with an 
open knife in his hand, at the residence 
of J. W. Lyon, was this morning con­
victed on two charges of burglary and 
one of carrying burglarious tools. His 
trial was before Judge Chadwick, and 
he was remanded for sentence. Hend­
rick had in his possession, rings, a 
gold watch and half sovereign and other 
jewelery, when captured. The-rings were 
this morning identified by Mrs. (Dr.) 
Sutherland, of Norwich, and the doc­
tor’s daughter, Mrs. McWhirter. One 
was a diamond ring worth $60, and the 
other of pearls and an heirloom with an 
inscription inside.
