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THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

Tue first roport of the Minister of
Railways and Canals since the division
of the departments was laid on the table
on the 19th, Of course the Pacific rail-
way statement is that which is most in-
teresting to the public. An outline of
the route of the road is given which
makes the whole subject clear to the
student. Beginning near the south-east-
ern angle of Lake Nipissing, it continues
in the direction of the western end of
Lake Superior and will ‘join the line
now under comstruction, beginning on
the river Kaministiquia, at some point
considered advantageous but appar-
ently mnot settled, as the Minister

states that no definite coursé has
been adopted with regard to it.
The line may be described on leaving
the Kaministiquia, to run north of the
lakes Des Mille Lacs, Wabigon, and
Vermilion, to the ~River Winnipeg,
which it crosses at Rait Poriage, Kee-
watin, the point of discharge of the Lake
of the Woods. Thence it proceeds
westerly to ‘Selkirk,on the Red River.
This portion ef therline is definitély
established. The location of the cross-
ing of Red River is undér consideration.
On the west side of Red River the line
has been located westward to the south
of Lake Manitoba, throuch Manitoba
to the boundary of that Province. A
branch to the city of Winnipeg has also
been located. From the western bound-
ary of Manitoba a line has been located
to the valley of Bird Tail Creek,
thence a line has been project-
ed north-westerly to the located line
weast of Livingston ; thence running
westerly mntil it reaches the valley of
the Athabaska, which it ascends to cross
the summit of the Rocky Mountains by
the Yellow Head Pass. ' Following the
Norih Thompson, it descends to Kam-
loops, aud takes the walley of the
Thompeon to the River Fraser. and by
the valley of that river continued to
Burrard Inlet, on the Pacific Ocean.
So far as present measurements admit
the determination of the distance, the
total length from the eastern initial [
int at Imke Nipissing to Fort Wil-
iam, Lake Saperior, is estimated at
565 miles, and from thence to Burrard
Inlet, at the Pacifie Ocean, at 1,966
miles, the total being 2,631 miles.

So much having been said as to the
ruute, the actual work of construction
comes next in order. The line from
Fort William to Selkirk, 410 miles, is in
different stages of completion. From
Fort William to English River, 113
miles, the permanent way is completed
but not ballasted. From English River
to Eagle River, 118 miles, and from
Eagle River to Keewatin, 67 miles, the
work is under contract since March last.
From Keewatin to Cross Lake, 36
miles, the work is unusually heavy.
The whole of the work from Lake
Superior to Selkirk 1s of a comparatively
heavy character. The ceuntry is broken,
transport is difficult, and the obtaining
of plent and supplies has been very
difficult ; but the rock cuttings are far
advanced, and can soon be completed.
The embankments are heavy and will
require time, but they are more or less
advanced at t. From Cross Lake
to Selkirk, 76 miles, the track has been
engine-house at Sclkirk, to hold ten
locumotives; is neariy completed. West
of Selkirk we have 100 miles of railway,
with a braneh to Winnipeg, under con-
tract since August, 1879. And tenders
wil soon be called for 100 miles
from the western boun of
Manitoba to Bird Tail reek.
The Pembina branch still requires some
ballasting, but is in good order. The
Canada Central line is laid and bal-
lasted to the 43rd mile. The bridging
and grading have been carried on to the
62ad mile. The subsidy is $1,440,000.
The total length of the line is estimated
now at 142 miles. In Brisish Columbia
there is the Yale-Kamloops section
under contract for 127 miles. To sum
up, therefore, we have the following
lengths of railway under process of con-
struction and completion :
