Constantinople, Sept. 16—(3.30 p.
m.)—Large British forces with
heavy artillery have been landed at
strategic points in the Dardanelles,
prepared for any eventuality.

London, Sept. 16—Great Britain
1as invited Canada and the other
Jritish dominions to be represented
by contingents in the British force
taking part in an effective defence of
the neutral zone in the Near East, it
was semi-officially reported today.
The British Government has also
addressed a note to Rumania, Jugo
Slavia and Greece inviting their
participation in the defence.

The semi-official announcement ot
the invitation to the dominions said
that they had been invited to parti-
cipate in the “defence of those in-
terests f()l" which they have already
alade enormous sacrifices.”

The DBritish Government holds
that if the Allies were driven from
Constantinople by the forces of
Mustapha Kemal Pasha it would be
an event of the most disastrous
character, producing far reaching re-
actions, not only throughout the
moslem countries, but throughout all
the states defeated in the late war
who would be profoundly encouraged
by the spectacle of the undreamed
of successes which have attended the
offorts of the comparatively weak
Turkish forces.

Railway News

Montreal. — On August 23rd,
George H. Ham, “the Grand Old
Man of the Canadian Pacific,”
celebrated his seventy-zifth birthday
and received congratulations from
all over Canada.

Vancouver.—Railwrys in Canada
are in an excellent position to handle
the bumper grain crop of the prairie
provinees. There are also 10,000
cars in the western division of the
C.P.R. ready to handle grain mov-
ing westward from the prairie grain
fields, officials of the railway state.

C. A. Cotterell, assistant general
superintendent of the C.P.R. west-
ern lines, stated that heavy ship-
ments will be made to the Orient

Toronto.—American tourists last
year speat $75,000,000 in Canada,
eccording to an estimate made in an
oflicial report of the Dominion Gov-
ernment’s Parks Department.

Last year more than 100,000 tour-
ist motor cars entered Canada; that
would mean ug‘ward of half a mil-
lion tourists. This year the number
will be much greater, for the tide
is growing rapidly. The railways
are having a very busy season.

Winnipeg.—After a careful sur-
vey of reports received from C.P.R.
agents throughout the West, it is
estimated that this year’s crop will
approximate 317,000,000 bushels,
according to the weekly crop report
of the C.P.R. agricultural depart-
ment issued here.

Reports indicate that the Western
crop generally is turning out well
Even in areas where poor yields
were looked for, the conditions have
proved better than anticipatcd.

Vernon.—Present indications are
that the 1922 British Columbia ap-
ple crop will total about 2700 or
3000 caps.

Last season was the province's
big crop year, when approximately
3500 cars were packed out.

The C.P.R. has made many pro-
visions. to take care of the valley’s |
transportation demands. On near- |
ly every side between here and Cal-
gary refrigerator cars are waiting
to be shunted to the packing houses,
while houses are well stocked.

Calgary.—While Calvin Coolidge,

Mr. Cameron’s first connection
with the Canadian Pacific Railway
was at Winnipez as clerk of the
local freight office in 1887.

Moose Jaw.—D. C. Coleman, vice-
president of the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company, was a visitor in
the city for a few hours, while en
route to Victoria.

Mr. Coleman made the announce-
ment that the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company had leased the last
of its terminal elevators at the head
of the Great Lakes, on a long ‘emin
lease, to the Consolidated Elevator
Co. interests. The capacity of* the
elevator is eight million bushels.
The lessees will assume possession
on September 1.

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CRIME IN CANADA

’
For The Year Ending Sept-
ember 30th 1921

S————

Statistics of crime are always or
widespread public interest at the
present time in Canada by reason
of their bearing on the question of
the effects of prohibition and of Gov-
ernment sale of liquor. Extremists
on both sides are liable to quote
what suits them, and reject the ot-
hers. A representative of “Social
Welfare” has had access to tae
statistical abstract now on file at the
the Judicial Branch of the Bureau
of statistics. The full Blue Book will
not be off the press for some time.

Canada's returns for 1921 show an
increase in both indictable and non-
indictable offences over 1920. In
non-indictable offenses the increase
is 13,439 or 9.3% The increase is
due in considerable measure to new
laws, creating new offenses. It is
well therefore to look at the figures
in more detail.

The whole group of indictable off-
enses against the person, i. e. ser-
ious crimes such as murder, man-
slaughter, rape, assault, bigamy,
proeuring for immoral purposes, etc.
show a decided decrease a healthy
condition. Of certain crimes in this
whole group, charges for non-support
of family show a decrease of prac-

tically 20%, while murder, rape and
manslaughter, pracucularl'z jmurder
and rape show considerable increase
Burglary, banditry, robbery and like
cimes, also show a considerable in-
crease in volume. This no doubt
is due in considerable measure to

the extensive and heavy unemploy-|

ment and business depression.

A similar increase is shown in
crimes without violence {against
property such as theft, embezzle-
ment, false pretenses, doubtless due
to the causes above cited, but malic-
ious offenses against property are
marked by a slight decrease. There
is a slight increase in forgery and
offenses and the currency. Ilicit
still shows a decrease though compar-
atively small, both in offenses char-

PREPARING BEES
FOR WINTER

Now that the honey crop of 1922 is

practically all gathered it is time
for the beekeeper to begin his pre-

parations for the crop of his bees in
the early spring just after coming
out of winter quarters, and this con-
dition in turn depends upon the pre-

parations given for the winter.

Three things are essential for suc-
cessful wintering; namely, strong
colonies consisting mainly of young
bees, sufticient wholesome stores,
and adequate protection from the
cold. To neglect any one of ese
factors is to invite failure.

By strong colonies we mean popu-
lous colonies. A colony cannot be
too strong in bees for the winter.
These bees must be comparatively
young in order to live through the
winter until brood rearing is safely
commenced the following spring,
To get the hives filled with young
bees every colony must be headed
with a young, vigorous queen during
August, and September; therefore,
all colonies containing old or failing
queens should be requested not later
than the last week in July. Colon-
ies with bees covering less than
eight fulvsized Langstroth frames
at the beginning of October should
be united.

A colohy of hees should have not
less than forty pounds of stores to
carry it through the winter until
new honey is coming in the
spring. The honey stored in the
brood chamber is usually of uncer-
tain quality and deficient in quant-
ity; it should, therefore, be supple-
mented with either good clover or
buckwheat honey, or, hetter stlll,
with a syrup made of two parts of
pure, granulated sugar to one part
water. The colony should be given
enough honey or sugar made into
