FIRST DECLARATION - THE TARIFF.

We, the Liberal Party of Canada, in Convention assembled, declare :
1. That the customs tariff of the Dominion should be based, not as itis now, 

upon the protective principle, but upon the requirements of the public service ;
That the existing tariff, founded upon an unsound principle, and used, as it 

has been by the government, as a corrupting agency wherewith to keep them: 
selves in office, has developed monopolies, treats and combinations ;

It has decreased the value of farm and other landed property ;
It has oppressed the masses to the enrichment of a few ;
It has checked immigration ;
It has caused great loss of population ;
It has impeded commerce ;
It has discriminated against Great Britain.
In these and in many other ways it has occasioned great public and private 

injury, all of which evils must continue to grow in intensity as long as the present 
tariff system' remains in force.

That the highest interests of-Canada demand a removal of this obstacle to 
onr country’s progress, by the adoption of a sound fiscal policy, which, while not 
doing injustice to any class, will promote domestic and foreign trade, and haste 
the return of prosperity to our people.

That to that end, the tariff should be reduced to the needs of honest, econo­
mical and efficient government

That it should be so adjusted as to make free, or to bear as lightly as possible 
upon, the necessaries of life, and should be so arranged as to promote freer trade 
with the whole world, more particularly with Great Britain and the United States.

We believe that the results of the protective system have grievously disap. 
pointed thousands of persons who honestly support it, and that the country, Jn 
the light of experience, is now prepared to declare for a sound fiscal policy.

The issue between the two political parties on this question is now clearly 
defined.

The government themselves admit the failure of their fiscal policy, and now 
profess their willingness to make some changes ; but they say that such changes 
must be based only on the principle of protection.

We denounce the principle of protection as radically unsound, and unjust to 
the masses of the people, and we declare our conviction that any tariff changes 
based on that principle must fail to afford any substantial relief from the burd­
ens under which the country labors.

This issue we unhesitatingly accept, and upon it we await with the fullest 
confidence the verdict of the electors of Canada.

2. That having regard to the prosperity of Canada and the United States as ad. 
joining countries, with many mutual interests, it is desirable that there should be 
the most friendly relations and broad and liberal trade intercourse between them ;

That the interests alike of the Dominion and of the Empire would be ma­
terially advanced by the establishing of such relations ;

That the period of the old reciprocity treaty was one of marked prosperity 
to the British North American colonies 7

. That the pretext under which the Government appealed to the country in 
1891 respecting negotiation for a treaty with the United States was misleading 
and dishonest and intended to deceive the electorate ;

That no sincere effort has been made by them to obtain a treaty, but that, 
on the contrary, it is manifest that the present Government, controlled as they 
are by monopolies and combines, are not desirous of securing such a treaty ;

- That the first step towards obtaining the end in view, is to place a party in 
power who are sincerely desirous of promoting a treaty on terms honorable to 
both countries ;

That a fair and liberal reciprocity treaty would develop the great natural 
resources of Canadp, would enormously increase the trade and commerce between- 
the two countries, would tend to encourage friendly relations between the two 
peoples, would remove many causes which have in the past provoked irritation 
and trouble to the Governments of both countries, and would promote those 
kindly relations between the Empire and the Republic which afford the bes4 
guarantee for peace and prosperity ;

That the Liberal party is prepared to enter into negotiations with a view to 
obtaining such a treaty, including a well considered list of manufactured articles, 
and we are satisfied that any treaty so arranged will receive the assent of Her 
Majesty’s Government, without whose approval no treaty can be made.

3. That the Convention deplores the gross corruption in the management and 
expenditure of public moneys which for years past has existed under the rule of the 
Conservative party, and the revelations of which by the different parliamentary com­
mittees of inquiry have brought disgrace upon the fair name of Canada.

The Government, which profited politically by these expenditures of public 
moneys of which the people have been defrauded, and which, nevertheless, have 
never punished the guilty parties, must be held responsible for the wrongdoing. 
We arraign the Government for retaining in office a Minister of the Crown 
proved to have accepted very large contributions of money for election purposes 
from the funds of a railway company, which, while paying the political contri­
butions to him, a member of the Government, with one hand, was receiving 
Government subsidies with the other.

The conduct of the minister and the approval of his colleagues after the 
proof became known to them are calculated to degrade Canada in the estimation 
of the world and deserve the severe condemnation of the people.

4. We cannot but view with alarm the large increase of the public debt and of 
the controllable annual expenditure of the Dominion and the consequent undue tax­
ation of the people under the governments that have been continuously in power 
since 1878, and we demand the strictest economy in the administration of the gov­
ernment of the country.

5. That the Convention regrets that by the action of Ministers and their sup­
porters in Parliament, in one case in which serious charges were made against a 
Minister of the Crown, investigation was altogether refused, while in another case 
the charges preferred were altered and then referred to a commission appointed upon 
the advice of the Ministry contrary to the well settled practice of Parliament ; and 
this Convention affirms :

That it is the ancient and undoubted right of the House of Commons to in­
quire into all matters of public expenditure, and into all charges of misconduct 
in office against Ministers of the Crown, and the reference of such matters to 
royal commissions created upon the advice of the accused is at variance with the 
due responsibility of Ministers to the House of Commons, and tends to weaken 
the authority of the House over the Executive Government, and this Convention 
affirms that the powers of the people’s representatives in this regard should on 
all fitting occasions be upheld.

6. That in the opinion of this Convention the sales of public lands of the Do­
minion should be to actual settlers only, and not to speculators, upon reasonable 
terms of settlement, and in such areas as can be reasonably occupied and cultivated 
by the settler.

7. That the Franchise Act since its introduction has cost the Dominion Treas­
ury over a million of dollars, besides entailing a heavy expenditure to both politica* 
parties ;

That each revision involves an additional expenditure of a further quarter of 
a million; ,

That this expenditure has prevented an annual revision, as originally inten­
ded, in the absence of which young voters entitled to the franchise have, in nu 
merous ii. stances, been prevented from exercising their natural rights ;

That it has failed to secure uniformity, which was the principal reason as­
signed for its introduction ;

That it has produced gross abuses by partizan revising barristers appointed 
by the Government of the day ; >

That its provisions are less liberal than those already existing in many 
Provinces of the Dominion, and that in the opinion of this Convention the Acts 
should be repealed, and we should revert to the Provincial Franchise.

8. That by the Gerrymander Acts, the electoral divisions for the return of 
members to the House of Commons have been so made as to prevent a fair expres­
sion of the opinion of the country at the general elections, and to secure to the party 
now in power a strength out of all proportion greater than the number of electors 
supporting them would warrant. To put an end to this abuse, to make the House of 
Commons a fair exponent of public opinion, and to preserve the historic continuity 
of counties, it is desirable that in the formation of electoral divisions, county boun­
daries should be preserved and that in no case parts of different counties should be 
put in one electoral division.

9. The present constitution of the Senate is inconsistent with the Federal prin­
ciple in our system of government and is in other respects defective, as it makes the 
Senate independent of the people and uncontrolled by the public opinion of the 
country, and should be so amended as to bring it into harmony with the principles 
of popular government.

10. That whereas public attention is at present much directed to the consider­
ation of the admittedly great evils of intemperance, it is desirable that the minds of 
the people should be clearly ascertained on the question of Prohibition by means of 
a Dominion plebiscite.

BATHURST SCHOOLS/

The Subject of Discussion Dur­
ing the Closing Hours of 

The Legislature.

The York Agitator Soundly Spanked by 
Hon. Mr. Emmerson.

\

In the Legislature Monday, Mr. Pitts 
moved the following resolution :

Resolved, That whereas the Protestant 
minority at Bathurst and Bathurst village 
have petitioned this house at this session 
for remedial legislation to compel the 
trustees of the schools at those places to 
conduct the schools according to the spir­
it and letter of the Free Schools Act ; and

Whereas, The difficulties regarding the 
administration of the school law still ex- 

-iet in .the village and town of Bathurst, as 
doth appear in the said petition, number 
63, on the table of this house, to the det­
riment of the general public interests 
throughout the province ;

Therefore resolved, That the house re­
grets that the school difficulties at Bath­
urst and Bathurst village have, not been 
amicably adjusted, and recommends to 
the board of education that they interfere 
and insist that the dual system of grading 
be abandoned that the free’’schools law 
may be carried out in its true intent and 
purpose.

MR. PITTS

said that despite the resolutions passed in 
former sessions, the grievances complain­
ed of at Bathurst still existed, and the gov­
ernment were taking no steps to remove 
them. He denied that the matter was a 
political agitation. At least he had no 
connection with it as such. As long as 
special privileges were granted to Roman 
Catholics the difficulty would continue 
and grow in magnitude. One of the great­
est obstacles in the settlement of the Bath­
urst trouble was the carrying of a dual 
system of schools there, and the necessity 
which the Protestants were under obliga­
tions to maintain private schools at their 
own expense. The cost of educating pup­
ils at Bathnrst was $10 a head, while in 
St. John it was only $3. There was no 
reason why the convent school should be 
carried on at all, for the public school 
bpilding was amply large enough to hold 
all the pupils. Only 75 pupils out of 198 
attended the public school building, and 
two of the class moms were vacant. The 
Protestants in the locality would never 
consent to send their children to convent 
schools, taught by nuns in their religious 
garb. The necessity was urgent that the 
matter should be settled once for all by 
the government, but he believed they 
were disposed to utilize the building for 
political purposes.

HON. MR. EMMERSON

said that he found no fault with the mem­
ber for York for moving this resolution. 
The time, however, was inopportune and 
a want of courtesy to the petitioners, as 
well as a want of sincerity had been 
shown by this tardy action. The speech 
of the member from York was very tame 
compared witli some of those he had de­
livered on the subject before. He was 
something like the rattlesnake which had 
lost the sting out of his mouth and the 
rattle out of his tail, and had become in­
deed a very harmless reptile, using that 
term in no offensive sense. The member 
for York had the supreme effrontery to 
say that the government desired that this 
matter should be a political factor, when 
the very action taken by himself indicated 
that that was his own object. The petit­
ion had been in the possession of the 
member for York for weeks, yet he had 
delayed bringing it forward for consider­
ation until the dying hours of the session, 
and had the house prorogued at the time 
it was expected to prorogue no consider­
ation at all would have been possible. 
This was a strange position for the self- 
constituted champion of the Protestants of 
this province to occupy. His object in 
bringing thé,subject before the house now 
was simply that he might not be lost 
sight of—that he might seem to be sin­
cere and earnest in the cause which had 
given him the only importance he ever 

ssessed. If, as he had stated, the mat­
ter would exercise an important influence 
on the general elections, was it not pas­
sing strange that he should simply sit in 
his seat and pay no heed to the petition­
ers with whom he professed to sympath-

B?
Mr. Pitts — I got that petition the day 

you were expelled from the Orange order 
for non-payment of dues.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson — When the 
member for York makes a statement of 
that kind he ought to have some founda­
tion for it. He (Emmerson) did not wish 
to discuss the affairs of the Orange order 
in the house, that he had a discharge as a 
member of' the order from Lone Star 
lodge of Dorchester and that he had his 
certificate of being a member in good 
standing. The member for York wished 
to excite religious animosities among the 
people of this country to serve his own 
selfish ends. He had just uttered a re­
mark that showed him to have not a 
spark of manhood or good breeding, and 
to be unworthy to be either a member of 
this house or of the Orange order. The 
member for York hoped to gain import­
ance by his present action, but the people 
of this province would class him, and 
properly class him as a reckless fanatic, 
6r else as a political hypocrite who wished 
to array class against class and creed 
against creed. It was all important that 
people of different races and different re­
ligions should have forbearance and lib­
eral feelings for each other, having each 
a regard for the conscience of the other. 
It was all important in the dominion 
field that such questions should be di­
vorced from politics, and it was equally 
important in the provincial arena. No 
respect was due to the man who simply 
associated himself with any institution 
for the purpose of making it a political 
football, and while he (Emmerson) was 
a member of the Orange order he would 
feel that it was a disgrace to belong to an 
institution if it was to be led by men of 
that tiass. The Orange order was a be 
nevolent order and semi-religious in its 
character, yet it was being degraded and 
trampled in the dust, dirt and mire of 
politics by some of the exponents of its 
principles. It was unfortunate that a few 
self-constituted champions of that organi­
zation should be so regardless of their 
oaths, their personal dignity and the 
general well being of the society as to be 
willing to make it the instrument of set­
ting the heather afire all over this fair 
land. The member for York had said

that the agitation would spread over the 
whole province. He (Emmerson) did 
not believe the people would be seriously 
influenced by a person of the calibre of 
the member for York, but if the agitation 
was going to spread, who was spreading ? 
Possibly there was a desire on the part of 
some of the political associates of the 
member for York on the other side that 
political capital should be made out of 
this school question. Would the member 
for York have the temerity to say that 
his aim and object in bringing this mo 
tion before the house was to redress any 
grievances that might exist at Bathurst ? 
He (Mr. Emmerson) repudiated the idea 
that the hon. member for York was the 
spokesman of the Orange order. He 
neither represented the intelligence nor 
the respectability nor the benevolent 
aims of that order. If he did, the useful­
ness of that institution must be recognized 
as gone, and gone for ever. As a mem­
ber of that order, he had respected neither 
its constitution, its obligation nor its laws; 
he was neither absolutely ignorant nor 
wilfully ignorant of its principles when 
he spent his time in going around the 
country exciting religious prejudices^ 
which had been dominant in this prov­
ince for a quarter of a century. He would 
find himself mistaken in his attempts to 
gain political capital, for there was a 
citizenship in the country which was 
honest, which was intelligent and which 
was tolerant, that would not respond to 
the appeals of fanatics and demogogues 
two years ago, when this matter was most 
fully discussed in the house, which re: 
suited in one of the fathers of the school 
law, a member of the judiciary, and the 
present honored governor of this province, 
being appointed to investigate the subject, 
which he did most exhaustively. Subse­
quently the matter was taken before the 
supreme court and is now sub judice. The 
member for York, as a party to the suit, 
knows that in agitating this matter in 
the country and bringing it now before 
the house he is violating his very oath of 
office. (Hear, hear). He was having no 
regard either to the constitution of the 
country or that of the Orange order. 
Though dignified by the name of a repre­
sentative of an all too confiding people, 
he forgets the laws of his country and be­
trays the confidence of those whose senti­
ments he assumes to voice. The matter 
of the Bathurst schools was now before 
the court, and the house, as law-makers 
of the country, should respect the laws by 
refusing to discuss a suit now pending. 
The member for York either did not 
know this or did not wish to know it. If 
no other aspect of the question was pre­
sented to the attention of the house than 
this, the house would be justified in 
knocking down this resolution.

The house would remain here for the 
next four weeks, if necessary, to find a 
remedy for any difficulties that it was in 
the power of the house to solve.

Mr. Emmerson then moved, seconded 
by Mr. Sivewright, the following amend­
ment :

Whereas, A petition has been present­
ed by the citizens of Bathurst town and 
village praying for remedial legislation in 
respect of the administration of the school 
law in that locality, and whereas the al­
leged difficulties appear to be confined to 
Bathurst, have not extended throughout 
the province, are of a pecuniary ‘nature 
and under the control of the trustees, and 
upon the recent investigation were shown 
to the satisfaction of the commissioner not 
to involve any violation of the school law 
or its true purpose or intent ; and

Whereas, If there be any such violation 
of the law taking place at Bathurst, the 
legal proceedings which it is understood 
have been taken and are now pending be­
fore the courts will not fail fully to dis-’ 
close the same ; therefore,

Be it further resolved, That the house 
do now pass to the next older of the day.

The debate was continued by Mr.Phin- 
ney, who moved, seconded by Mr.Powell, 
the following amendment :

Strike out all after the word “that” on 
the first line, and insert in lieu thereoi : 
Inasmuch as this house is advised that the 
question of school administration at Bath­
urst town and village--is now before the 
courts, this house desires it advisable to 
postpone consideration of the alleged dif­
ficulty existing as in the petition set forth 
until decision has been given by the 
courts.

Dr. Stockton spoke next, and was fol­
lowed by Messrs Blair, Powell, White, 
and Pitts closed the debate.

MR. GIBSON’S CANDIDATE.

Mr. Foster is billed to speak in the City 
Hall here next Wednesday evening, evi­
dently having become alarmed at the 
Wave of indignation which has swept over 
this constituency since his nomination 
was announced. Mr. Foster has not even 
waited for the issue of the election writs, 
before he hastens to this constituency to 
revive his drooping cause. But his ora­
tory will not save him this time.
. The people cannot be always deceived. 
They want 'something more than glib 
talk and beautifully rounded periods. 
They have become alarmed at Mr Foster’s 
extravagance, and the prospect of a $6, 
000,000 deficit this year. They are weary 
of the oppressive taxes levied by Mr. Fos­
ter, and they are disgusted with the cor­
ruption with which the present adminis­
tration is réeking.

Outside of Mr. Foster’s proposed treat­
ment of his “ policy,” there are a number 
of interesting matters he may touch upon 
Wednesday evening. First of all, let him 
tell us why Mr. Gibson was so anxious to 
have him contest this constituency, but 
back of that, why he has skipped out 
from his old county of Kings. We have 
heard it was because Mr. Foster’s health is 
not good that he has left Kings, but no­
body takes that seriously. Even Mr. 
Foster’s friends here' always accompany 
that assertion with a wink.

Then about that $60,000 piece of rail­
way, which Mr. Gibson offeis for sale to 
the Newcastle board of trade. What does 
Mr. Foster know about that, and what 
relation, if any, has it to his contesting 
York. These are pertinent questions for 
Mr. Foster to discuss at the City Hall. 
But we almost forgot the temperance 
question. We can almost hear the echo 
of Mr. Foster’s voice, as he spoke years 
ago from the same platform on the pro 
hibition of the liquor traffic. He was 
for prohibition straight at that time, and 
we all thought that as soon as he got in 
to parliament, he would propose a law of 
that kind. But he has not done that ; on 
the contrary, he comes back to us and 
says we won’t see prohibition in the next 
fifty years.

By all means let us hear from Mr. Fos 
ter on the prohibition question, and as a 
kind of wind up, let him present some 
good and sufficient reason if he can, why 
this constituency should pitch to one side 
one of her own sons, and adopt a political 
wanderer and outcast like himself.

THE SESSION.

The Legislature was prorogued at 11 a 
m., Tuesday after a short' and quiet but 
very useful session. A large amount of 
excellent legislation was passed, promin 
ent among which were the Acts providing 
for the protection of creditors against 
fraudulent preference by insolvents, and 
the measure to protect married women’s 
property. Another important measure 
passed was that which gives justice to cer 
tain counties by increasing their repre­
sentation in the Legislature. An extra 
member was given to Carleton, Victoria, 
Madawaska,^Gloucester and Kent, bring­
ing the total membership up to forty-six

The opposition was very tame during 
the session ; they made some little show 
during’the budget debate, critcizing the 
stationery and postage accounts, but their 
fight was very faint-hearted. They had 
Absolutely nothing on which-to hang sue 
cessful condemnation of the government, 
so prudently and economically have pub­
lic affairs been managed by the present 
administration. The government stands 
more firmly than ever entrenched in the 
confidence and esteem of the jieople.

In the closing hours of the session Mr. 
Pitts attempted to revive the agitation 
which he owes his seat in the Legislature, 
but he received such a beggarly support 
that it is doubtful if even he will bring 
up again. The agitation has run its course 
and when its waves have finally subsided, 
prominent among the wrecks strewing the 
political shore will be the remains of Mr. 
Pitts. ' ________ ________

INDIGNATION EVERYWHERE.

The more Mr. Fpster’s nomination 
discussed, the rhore indignant are the 
electors of York at Mr. Gibson’s attempt 
to- unload the Finance Minister on this 
constituency. Men who never voted the 
Liberal ticket in their lives, are protest­
ing against the Nash waak king’s attempt 
to take charge of this county, and are as 
suring Mr. Allen of their sympathy and 
support in the approaching contest.

Fatal Railway Accident.

A most distressing accident occurred on 
the Gibson branch train Thursday fore 
noon by which Geo. Thompson, the bag­
gage master, met with instant death. 
When the train which was coming north 
was near Keswick, Thompson, in passing 
from a box to a flat car, fell between the 
cars. He was crushed underneath and 
caught in the Hanger car, which was at­
tached to the train. The train was run­
ning about fourteen miles an hour, and 
ran about a quarter of a mile after the ac­
cident happened. Death had been in­
stantaneous— the head badly cut and 
bruised and limbs crushed and mangled 
Deceased was a young man about 26 years 
of age, of a most genial and engaging dis­
position, and was universally esteemed 
by all who knew him. The remains were 
taken to Woodstock on the; noon train, 
and afterwards sent to Hampstead, Q. C., 
his former home, for interment.

Death of Thomas Half.

Thomas Hall died at the residence of 
his son, M. S. Hall, in this city Sunday 
night in his 86th year. The remains 
were taken to St. John for burial. De­
ceased was born in Granville, N. S. He 
early exhibited talent for mechanics and 
put his knowledge to a practical test, be­
ing engaged in ship-building, which he 
followed successfully until the great crash 
of 1844. Since then he was associated 
with his son, T. H. Hall, in the book and 
stationery business in St. John, where he 
became known by many of the older mer­
chants who have passed away. Five years 
ago he had a stroke of paralysis, from 
which he partly recovered ; since then he 
has been living with his son, M. S. Hall, 
in this city. He enjoyed good health un­
til last week, when he was seized with 
cold, which rapidly developed into bron 
chitis.

The small house in the rear of the Park 
Barracks, occupied by Sergt-Maj. McKen 
zie, was badly damaged by fire last Satur­
day night. While the family were all out, 

■ a stove fell over setting the place on fire, 
and before it was discovered a good deal 
of furniture and a fine piano were des­
troyed. The fire had made its way along 
the walls and through the roof before it 
was discovered. A double roof made the 
fire hard to get at, and the firemen were 
obliged to tear off most ot the upper one 
to get it out. The furniture was insured 
for $500 and the piano for $300.

There was quite a large and enthus­
iastic meeting of the Liberals of Sunbury 
and Queens held at Gagetown Thursday, 
called for the purpose of selecting a can­
didate to contest the county at the next 
general election.

The 
chairman, after stating the object of the 
meeting, suggested that the convention 
proceed at once to appoint delegates to 
select a candidate. The delegates.were 
promptly chosen, and very soon after­
wards reported to the convention that 
Mr. G. G. King was the unanimous choice 
of the delegates. The announcement 
was received with loud cheers.

King. The meeting ratified the nomin­
ation which was then tendered to Mr. 
King. <

Mr. King on rising was greeted with 
hearty cheers. The nomination, he said, 
was somewhat of a surprise to him. He 
preferred that the convention had chosen 
some other person. Had he consulted his 
own feelings on the matter he would have 
to decline the nomination, bncause he 
knew from past experience that his ac­
ceptance of it would seriously jnterfere 
with his own business. He was satisfied 
that he had been the choice of the electors 
of Queens at the last election, and he 
would to-day have been standing before 
them as their representative had it not 
been for the little trick played by Messrs. 
Baird and- Dunn. Having accepted the 
nomination of the party he was now pre­
pared to enter the fight with all the ener­
gy he possessed, being fully satisfied that 
the Liberals, notwithstanding that the 
Tories were repeating their old chestnut, 
that they (the Liberals) had no policy, 
would be triumphantly returned to 
power at the next election. No bet­
ter argument could be used against the 
government’s policy than the mere state­
ment of the fact that in his own country 
the population had decreased over 4000 
In speaking of the government’s prom 
ised subsidy to the Hudson Bay railway, 
Mr. King contended that the effect of the 
building of that road would drive away 
from Halifax and St. John, the western 
trade which had been developed since the 
opening of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
in the building of which millions of mon­
ey came out of the pockets of the people. 
In conclusion, Mr. King asked his friends 
to vote for him because of the principles 
"Which he advocated, and which he be­
lieved were the correct ones, and these 
he believed would have the endorsation 
of the majority of the people of Canada 
when they were called upon at he gener­
al elections.

Mr. King’s speech, of which the above 
is a mere outline, was a very able and con­
vincing one and at its conclusion he was 
loudly applauded. Short but vigorous ad­
dresses followed by Messrs. Geo. F. Greg- 
C. E. Dufly, Z. R. Everett, of Fredericton, 
and Dr. McDonald, W. C. King and Mr. 
Palmer of Queens.

The convention closed by vigorous 
cheering for the Queen, Mr. King and 
Mr. Laurier.

Mr. King will open the campaign in 
Oromocto next week.

it was said that we would have too much 
cheese, and that there was danger of hav­
ing too many factories. I have never 
felt any particular alarm, but I have al­
ways thought that it was better to move 
slowly, than to make rapid progress and 
have to step back again.

It is better to make success and make it 
sure, even if we have to be a little slow. 
Any move the goverment makes in these 
matters is not going to be done hastily. 
We are going to get any information we 
can on the subject. I have to thank 
many of the intelligent farmers of this 
province for the information they have 
cheerfully given me in the past I also 
have to thank Prof. Robertson, a man, 
who as an authority on agriculture, stands 
preeminently above any man on the con­
tinent of America, for his assistance. The 
Professor telle me that the farmers of this 
province are the most intelligent looking 
men whose faces he has looked into, in 
any part of Canada.

With the information we expect to get 
we hope to be enabled to move wisely. 
New Brunswick is a great country to live 
in ; it is today one of the best countries 
under the sun. , I don’t believe today that 
a man can get a better living anywhere 
than he can in the province of New Bruns­
wick. We have a good soil and a hardy 
race of men. I have heard a good many 
here who speak the tongue of my mother­
land ; we have-a good many of the Irish 
race ; we also have decendants of loyalists, 
whose ancestors left their homes in New 
England to throw in their lot with us, 
and it was for them to make our coun­
try a noble country, and leave to our 
children a land better than it was when 
they found it. (Loud Applause.)

The Pedlar’s Bill.

The pedlar’s bill passed by the legislat­
ure provides that any ratepayer of a coun­
ty can peddle in his own or an adjoining 
county on payment of a license fee of 50 
cents in each county. Pedlars entering 
other counties than those adjoining that 
in whifli they are ratepayers must pay a 
fee of $5 in each. Persons from other 
parts of Canada will be charged $30 in 
each county, while aliens will pay a fee of 
$100 in each county. No restrictions are 
placed on the peddling of meat, fish, fruit, 
farm produce and oysters. The licenses 
are to be secured from the secretary of 
each county, and must be shown when 
demanded ; failure to show them subjects 
the pedlar to a fine of $5, while a fine a- 
gainst a pedlar who has not taken out a 
license is from $10 to $30 ; in every case 
half the fine goes to the informer and halt 
to the municipality.

HON. MR. MITCHELL

Makes Some Important Announcements 
to the Dairymen.

At the meeting of the Farmers’ and 
Dairymen’s Association, Thursday after­
noon, Hon. Mr. Mitchell addressed the 
convention on a matter of great importance 
to the dairymen of New Brunswick. He 
spoke as follows :

Mr. President and Gentlemen : I re­
gret very much that my time has been so 
taken up with a very great amount of 
work that I have been unable to give as 
much attention to these meetings as I 
would like to. We are just through with- 
the session, and there was a large amount 
of work to be done after the legislature 
had gone — a good deal of which devolved 
upon me. I have been occupied day and 
night since the close of the session, just 
being able to steal a few moments away. 
Yesterday afternoon, in conversation with 
Prof. Robertson, the subject of a dairy 
school at Sussex was talked over with my­
self. He made the proposal that the 
Dominion and local governments should 
pay the travelling expenses of those at­
tending that institution. I told him that I 
would recommend that tomy colleagues. I 
did so, and my colleagues were unanimous 
in favor of the proposition, pnd when 
the school is open, anyone furnishing the 
government with proof that they are at­
tending such school, will receive a check 
for one half the amount of his fare ; and 
from what Prof. Robertson says, the Do­
minion government will pay the other 
half. I trust that in the event of the school 
being started, as I have no doubt it will 
be, there will be a good attendance of 
young men from this province. The 
question of location was discussed, and 
Sussex was put down as the best place, as 
it could furnish milk earlier in the spring 
than other places. Some complaints had 
been made that Sussex was not a central 
location. I would gladly have seen it es­
tablished in Carleton county, as that 
county has hitherto been in advance of 
other counties in dairy work, but it will 
now have to look to its laurels. In order 
that all should be put on an equal footing 
it was thought but right that travelling 
expenses should be paid.

We took steps during the past session of 
the legislature to appoint an inspector of 
cheese and butter that was intended for 
export. Of course we don’t intend to in­
spect articles that are not intended for 
export. I stated to the house at the time 
that we could consult with the other pro­
vinces and get information whether or not 
it was advisable. I may say that I am in 
correspondence now with prominent 
dairymen in Ontario, and they don’t look 
very favorably at the appointment of a 
dairy inspector. Thqy^hold that the bet­
ter policy is to have the factory inspected ; 
to have capable men visit it from time to 
time and point out the different methods, 
and see that the article is well made, and 
that things are kept clean ; if it is well 
made, it needs no inspection. (Applause. ) 
There are two sides to the question, and 
before the government will take any act­
ion, they will not only hear your advice 
in the matter, but they will get advice 
from other provinces that are interested 
in dairy work.

A few years ago, when we first began to 
talk about giving a grant to the dairymen,

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FARMERS AND DAIRYMEN.

Meet in Annual Session in 
this City.

Topics of Great Importance ably 
Discussed.

The annual meeting of the Farmers’ and 
Dairymen’s association was called to order 
in the council chamber of the City Hall at 
3 p. m. Tuesday. The president, Wm. A. 
West, of Hopewell Hill, was in the chair.

The minutes of the summer meeting, held 
on the occasion of Lord and Lady Aber­
deen’s visit to Fredericton, August 15tli and 
16th, 1894, were read and approved, also the 
minutes of the last' session of the previous 
annual meeting.

The president in his opening address said 
that compared with other countries we had 
much to be thankful for. The harvest had 
been an average one and had been secured 

' in splendid condition. He spoke in warm 
terms of the governor general’s practical 
and enthusiastically received address to the 
farmers of the province assembled at Fred­
ericton last summer, adding that Lord and 
Lady Aberdeen, by the interest they took in 
the welfare of the people, were doing much 
to strengthen the bonds between Canada 
and the mother country. He commended 
the work done by the local government in 
assisting the development of dairying, and 
also spoke highly of the very valuable in­
formation acquired and disseminated by the 
Dominion Experimental stations. He was 
of the opinion that the prevailing depression 
must be met and conquered, not so much by 
government measures as by education, a 
broader grasp of the principles on which 
their profession was founded, followed by 
more improved and economic systems of 
farming.

Following the address "of the president 
came the reports from the various county 
vice-presidents. All or nearly all expressed 
satisfaction at the condition of the farm and 
dairy interests of their respective counties, 
as well with the business generally, as com­
pared with the condition of other countries.

At the evening session Professor Robert­
son, Dominion Dairy Commissioner, ad- 
ressed a large audience of the members of 
the association and the citizens of Freder­
icton in the City hall oy the subject of 
Canada’s Bread and Butter. By means of 
charts he explained most clearly the effects 
of foods on the material progress, the civil­
ization and art of a country, and held the 
closest attention of his audience for over 
two hours.

W. W. Hubbard reported as follows on 
the year’s work :

Our association, due to its anamalous 
financial position, has been unable to 

-^Indertake practical work like that per­
formed by associations in other provinces, 
and has confined its operations for the past 
year to the holding of a special meeting on 
the 13th August last,'and preparations for 
the present convention. I am glad to be 
able to say that though our influence has 
not been directly exercised through prac­
tical work, yet we have evidence front 
many localities that the indirect effect of 
these annual meetings has resulted in more 

>^aying methods of farm and dairy practice, 
tf At the time of the reception of the Gov­

ernor General and the agricultural confer­
ence last August, this association assisted 
so far as it could 4n securing an attendance 
of farmers at Fredericton.

Later in the season it was my privilege 
lege, as a member of the Dominion dairy 
stall, to visit some five or six localities in 
each county of the province, and in comp­
any with S. L. Peters to address meetings of 
farmers on dairywork. At every meeting 
we tried to uphold the value of this as­
sociation to the farmers of this province 
and the need it had of their active support. 
During the latter part of June Dr. G. M. 
Twitchell ot Maine paid the travelling dairy 
a visit and gave some practical addresses 
before meetings in Kings county. He also 
s[ioke before a meeting in Fredericton on 
the advantages of judging at exhibitions by 
the score card and scale of points. The 
doctor has lately informed me that if we 
arrange matters for him he could probably 
visit the province for a short time next 
summer.

During the past season, as has been al 
ready stated to you/our dairy work has 
shown healthy growth, and we have reason 
to feel encouraged. The farm end of the 
dairy business is not yet, however, on a 
thoroughly profitable footing. Some farms, 
no doubt, are producing milk and pork at a 
profit, but the yield of these products per

acre of cultivated land, taking the province 
as a whole, is very low. Our people have 
scarcely as yet awakened to the possibilities 
of the production of fine dairy goods, and 
there seems need of continued vigorous act­
ion on the part of the government, associat­
ion, and individual to help improve and 
make uniform thequality of our cheese and 
bbtter, and at the same time to assist the 
farmer to produce it more cheaply than at 
present ; to this latter end the man, the cow 
and the soil each need great capacity.

For the man we require those means which 
wtll give him an enlarged conception of his 
power to so rule and manage his land, his 
cows and his manufacturing business, that 
he may produce the maximum quantity of 
the best quality of goods per acre.

Some of these means would be : (1.) A
winter school of dairy practice, such as is 
carried on with good results in other prov­
inces and across the border ; (2) exhibitions 
of dairy products judged by the score card ; 
(3) the bringing of the results of experiments 
and experience before the notice of the in­
dividual farmer by meetings of farmers, 
through the local associations and travelling 
dairies ; and (4) the extension of co-operat­
ive work. An agricultural paper adapted to 
this province would also be a valuable 
agent. When once the man has attained 
capacity his cows and his soil will soon 
come up to his own standard.

Dunjng parts of April and May last year 
the Dominion dairy commissioner pro­
vided for classes of instruction in cheese 
and butter-making. That in cheese-making 
continued for two weeks at the Sussex 
cheese factory, in charge of two expert 
dairymen, J. S. Hopkins and L. A. Zufelt. 
Twenty-nine students registered in the 
course and much interest was manifested. 
The butler-making course succeeded the 
above, and was held at the dairy station, 
Nappan, N. S.

The provincial government has continued 
its work in travelling cheese-making in­
struction by Mr. Robertson -and travelling 
butter-making instruction by Mr. Alward, 
and has given bonuses to several newfactories 
and continued to encourage the formation 
of local dairymen’s associations by giving a 
a small yearly grant, benefiting this assoc­
iation at the same time by stipulating that 
these local associations must send delegates 
to our provincial meeting.

The Dominion, in addition to the work 
above alluded to, has underteked to help 
the farmers of Canada place their winter 
made butter on the -British market under 
the best conditions. This action should 
give us a large outlet for an article, the 
manufacture of which will profitably em­
ploy our farmers during coming winters.

The government of Quebec has taken the 
initiative in putting a cash bonus on all 
butter exported, thus putting the farmers 
of tljat province in a better position than 
those of the rest of the Dominion.

The consideration of how our cheese and 
butter for the export trade can be most 
easily and salifactorily inspected and 
handled, should be an important matter at 
this meeting. That some action is neces­
sary, is very generally felt, and the act just 
passed by our provincial legislature provid­
ing for such inspection, paves the way for 
the fulfilment of our wishes.

In conclusion, Mr. President and gentle­
men, I wish to call your attention without,
I trust, seeming impertinent, to the need of 
active work among the executive officers of 
this association. If each county vice-presi­
dent were to feel responsible for the attend­
ance here from his county and for the work 
of the association during the year, it would 
undoubtedly strengthen the association. 
We need at least one thousand active mem­
bers and a series of county meetings each 
winter. A little combined effort and in­
dividual persuasion would accomplish that 
result.

We also need a committee at this meeting 
to discuss and provide for the program of 
the next meeting and for any other work it 
may be possible for the association to take 
up.

Second Day.
The association resumed its session Wed­

nesday morning. The following additional 
members were enrolled: C F Alward, 
Butternut Ridge; H E Harrison, Mauger- 
ville ; John Robertson, Fredericton ; Alonzo 
E Dow, Canterbury ; Murray E Gilbert, 
Sheffield ; John Betts, Millerton ; W J 
Owens, Centreville ; R R Patehell, St. John :

Prof. Shutt’s address oh the Essential 
Elements of Plant Food occupied the 
greater part of the morning session.

At the afternoon session a proposition to 
appoint a committee to confer with the gov­
ern ment for the purpose of securing the leg­
islative council chamber for the meetings of 
the association was discussed but on an as- 
surailce that the city council chamber would 
always be at their disposal, it was not pres­
sed.

Whether the second crop of clover should 
be cut or left to protect the soil is still an 
open question, said Col. Blair.

Prof. Shutt said it is better to feed the 
clover at first to animals and use the man­
ure, and not always turn it over. The Prof- 
fessor defended the growing of exhaustive 
plants on the ground that it is making more 
use of the farmer’s capital, bni he must see 
that the fertility of the soil is maintained bv 
the return of the manure. Gypsum is val­
uable as fixing nitrogen from escaping as 
ammonia. It also liberates potash from the 
soil by chemical action and is itself a ferta- 
lizing element. It is required for the leafy 
plants, such as clover and peas. Sandy soils 
lack potash more than clayey soil’s.

Col. Blair of Napan, N. S., addressed the 
association on the subject of drainage. He 
explained why lands as forest cleared were 
more productive than afterwards, as due to 
the top-dressing of the ashes, etc., left on 
the ground and other causes, making the 
soil airy and porous. Afterwards this is 
withdrawn and tne tramping of horses in 
ploughing makes the soil heavy. In laying 
off drains a good fall, but not too steep, is 
required. A steep incline should" not be 
drained on a bias. The first thing to seek 
is an outlet, either for each drain or for the 
system. There should be silt boxes to 
catch the sand and gravel and keep it from 
the drain. A fall of six inches in twenty 
rods is sufficient. We should drain to the 
depth of three feet at least, and this would 
draw 15 feet on each side. A four foot 
drain draws twenty feet. Stone drains are 
objectionable, because in four or five years 
they will fill up with silt, and about twice 
as much earth must be taken out as com­
pared with tile drains. We prefer a round 
tile, because it can be turned and joined 
better. This drainage costs from $8.40 to 
$8.58 per acre. The benefits are the water 
basis is placed further down and gives so 
much more available soil and plant sus­
tenance. The land ip made warmer. A 
subsoil plough will break up subsoil with­
out bringing it to the surface, where its 
acids would do injury. This process leads 
up to good pasturage, which is important 
now when dairying is more profitable than 
growing hay. A piece of land well under­
drained is so much warmer that it makes a 
difference of two or three degrees in tem­
perature of the acre, and will sometimes 
save a crop from frost. Heavy clay loam 
is so changed by drainage that half the 
loam will accomplish equal results.

Prof. Robertson gave answer to questions 
asked by members. The best feed for milk 
cows is mixed cereals from the middle of 
July to the end of August; then corn. Too 
much salt makes cheese of a close texture, 
but enough must be used to balance the

rennet Skim milk when fed to calves 
should be supplemented by flax seed, but 
whey is poor unless enriched by peas meal.

For pigs, skim milk is more than twice as 
good as whey. Food that will make the 
cow give the most milk, will also produce 
the most juicy and succulent feed, is best for 
this purpose. Clover and corn run through 
together, will keep well in silo. Obtain nit­
rogen, grow clover, beans, etc. Warm 
milk put in cold milk tends to make it sour. 
Failure of turnips is largely due to poor 
seed. The most compact ensilage is the less 
likely to ferment or freeze. Pasturing land 
pays if manure is spread say once a week 
With a rake. Surplus straw should be cut 
up and used for bedding and then applied 
as manure. Paris green should be sprayed 
early and often. To prevent horn flies 
from propagating spread and dry the 
manure.

Mayor Beckwith then came in and deliv­
ered an address of welcome and a vote of 
thanks was tendered to him for his hearty 
welcome to the association, which was fit­
tingly responded to.

Geo. E. Baxter read a paper strongly ad­
vocating the establishment of an agricul­
tural paper, by private enterprise, but with 
the co-operation of the local societies The 
discussion was continued by Mr. Robinson, 
who recommended the farmers to the 
Advocate and Hoard’s Dairyman.

It was resolved that a committee should 
be appointed to take this question into con­
sideration and report. The president ap­
pointed Messrs. Alward, Hubbard, Baxter, 
Wilmot and Raymond as such committee.

Mr. Taylor moved that in the absence of 
a provincial agricultural college, the local 
government should vote such a bonus to 
New Brunswick students at the Ontario 
Agricultural college as will put them oç an 
equal footing with Ontario students.— 
Carried.

Mr. Baxter expressed the view that their 
energies should be devoted to the establish­
ment of an agricultural college in New 
Brunswick.

Third Day.
The Farmers’ association meeting was 

called to order at 9.30 Thursday, and the re­
port of the nominating committee received 
and unanimously approved.

At this stage of the proceedings Governor 

Fraser took a seat on the platform and was 
loudly cheered. ,

Prof. Robertson made an interesting ad­
dress. He first took up food for cows. 
Indian corn gave the largest amount of food 
matter, but not in the right proportions. 
One albumen to 61 carbohydrate was the 
right proportion. Horse beans were much 
nearer that proportion than Indian corn, 
but if you put corn and horse beans to­
gether you will get the correct proportion. 
A good dairy ration is : 50 lbs. ensilage, 25 
lbs. roots, 5 lbs. hay, 5 lbs. mixed meal. The 
roots are important to keep the animal in a 
healthy, vigorous condition.

Prof. Robertson announced that the dairy 
school would be opened at Sussex for three 
or four weeks sometime during the coming 
summer, and that there would be a rebate 
on the railway tares of those coming from 
a distance.

Speaking of cheese, he said that last year 
seven çarloads were exported from this 
province. During the present year this ex­
portation would be increased to fifteen car­
loads. He suggested that a Dairymen’s 
Board of Trade be organized in New Bruns­
wick, with a membership of those engaged 
in the cheese industry. They might have 
their secretary reside in Fredericton, and be 
a medium for information and business be­
tween the exporters abroad and the manu­
facturers of New Brunswick. This system 
was found invaluable in. Ontario and other 
places where a large business is done.

Prof. Robertson then went on to discuss 
the conditions essential to good butter- 
making, and showed how much temperature 
and cleanliness had to do with it. If butter 
is kept in a temperature over 40 degrees, it 
will generate bacteria, which will soon des­
troy its marketable value. It is very im­
portant that butter should be kept very cool. 
By means of the refrigerator service, batter 
will be distributed throughout the markets 
of the world without deteriorating in value 

In answer to some questions from the 
question drawer, the professor said he did 
not believe in dehorning cattle, the excep­
tions being bulls and cross cows. Turnips 
contain very little of manurial value, while 
corn has agood deal. Cheeseforthe English 
markets should weigh 70 lbs. A cow, when 
farrow, should be fed on some bulky suc­
culent food with straw. Rennet is the ex­
tract of the stomach of young calves. Oil­
ing, he thought, was the best remedy forthe 
horse fly.

Hon. Messrs. Mitchell, Emmerson and 
Dunn took seats upon the platform. His 
honor Governor Fraser and these gentlemen 
all made very happy addresses.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell being called upon said 
it gave him a great deal of pleasure to see so 
many men present from different parts of 
the province, and all taking such a live in­
terest in the work. It showed that the far­
mers of the province were waking up to the 
importance of their work. A few years ago 
it would have been impossible to have got 
such a gathering as this ; only five years ago 
the association numbered only 20, now it 
was over 100. He had always held that be­
ing the son of a fa>mcr was the only claim 
he had to any particular distinction. We 
have made great progress in dairying in the 
past ten years. A few years ago all the 
cheese that was used in New Brunswick was 
imported from Ontario and Quebec. Prof. 
Robertson told us the other night if we got 
a good article we would eat more of it. We 
are now getting a good article in this prov­
ince, and we are eating more of it. New 
Brunswick now manufactures its own cheese 
and we have some for export. Mr. Mit­
chell thought the credit was largely due to 
the farmers themselves, the governments 
had of course done something. He said it 
was ho matter how much they may differ 
on political matters, they were all here 
working together for the common good. 
Mr. Mitchell thanked the convention for 
the courtesy they had extended to him in 
asking him to address them, and said they 
were here working for the interests of the 
whole province and any suggestions they 
wished to make would be given careful con 
sidération by the government.

Prof. John Robertson, dairy commission­
er for New Brunswick, was next called up- 
on.and gave a very practical address on 
cheese and butter making. As nothing but 
a full report of the professor's remarks 
would do anything like justice, we will not 
attempt to give a report of his speech here, 
but hope to be able to later on.

His Honor Lieut.-Gov. Fraser being called 
upon made a very happy address. He said 
when he attended the meeting of the as­
sociation last year if was the first time he 
had the pleasure of being present at any of 
their gatherings. He was very much pleas 
ed then, and if he was pleased on that oc­
casion, he could tell them that at the pres­
ent session he was- not only pleased but 
gratified to see so many present. It shows

that the farmers of this province are wak­
ing up to the needs of their work. He was 
not able to attend yesterday, and he was 
told that lie had missed a great treat in not 
hearing what Professors Robertson and 
Shutt had to say. Although not a farmer, 
he could appreciate all that had been said 
by those speakers. A few years ago, as the 
Provincial Secretary told you, no such gath­
ering as this could have-been held in this 
province. It shows that the people of the 
province are waking up to the importance 
of these meetings. The proceedings are dis 
seminated through the press, and when you 
get home it is discussed by your neighbors. 
His interest had been aroused when listen­
ing to Mr. Robertson,and he would return in 
afternoon to hear him again. As the Prov­
incial Secretary says : “ It does not matter 
whether a man belongs to this or that par­
ticular party." He thought that both the 
Dominion and Provincial governments were 
woreing in the best interests of the country 
by sending men here like Prof. Robertson 
and Col. Blair. He would congratulate the 
president on his election to that office, and 
he hoped it would not be long before the 
county of York brought a man to the front. 
His honor thanked the chairman for calling 
upon him to address the meeting and was 
sorry thXt he could not give them any in­
formation about farming.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson was received with 
applause. He said he felt the necessity 
of looking at his watch to see if he had 
time to answer the questions that Prof. 
Robertson had felt that he was unable 
to answer, but as it was so near din­
ner time, he felt that he would not be 
doing justice to himself if he were to 
attempt it. He could not boast of be­
ing the son of a farmer, as the Provincial 
Secretary could, but his grandfather was 
a farmer, and as the grandson of a farmer 
he would presume to say a few words. It 
was very gratifying to see the large num­
ber present. He did not come there to 
make a speech, but he appreciated very 
highly the fact that they had called upon 
him to address such a gathering. In listen­
ing to the questions that had been asked, 
and which seemed to him pertinent, he was 
greatly interested in» the Scotch quest­
ions. There was a great deal that he did 
know about farming and a great deal that 
be did not know, and if he were to tell 
them what he knew, they would be able to 
form an idea of what he did not know. If 
there was a question there that none could 
answer, if they would give him the usual 
two days’ notice, he would endeavor to 
answer it. Somebody had said that the 
association wanted the legislative council- 
chamber. If they had the whole house of 
assembly, it would not be out of place. 
Every member of the house of assembly 
when he gdts up to speak, says that too 
much cannot be done for the farmers. Mr. 
Emmerson wished the convention God 
speed in carrying on the work, and resumed 
his seat amid great applause.

Hon. Mr. Dunn on being called upon, 
said that he was almost a brother farmer. 
He had come here to listen and not to 
speak. The great question was how to turn 
into money the product of our farms. The 
same difficulty existed in his line of busi­
ness as was found in the cheese business. 
The farmers slaughter all their pork near 
Christmas, and we have to go to Ontario for 
pork the remainder of thç year, but there is 
no reason why we should if our farmers 
would raise it here. It is a thing that can 
be grown. While beef has to be kept three 
years you can mature pork in from six to 
nine months. We can go to the Ontario 
markets and buy cheaper.than we can here. 
We go to Ontario because we have to com­
pete with them. If you went into the pork 
raising business there is no reason why you 
should not succeed. In the old times it 
used to be said that the man who was put 
on the farm was the man who did not know 
anything, but that was not the case now. 
We have trades’ unions and labor unions, 
but to my mind this is the best union we 
have ever had.

In the afternoon president Baxter an­
nounced a change of programme, as it had 
not been generally understood that there 
would be an evening session.

The following resolution was passed :
“ That the sympathy of the association 

be tendered to S. L, Peters on account of 
bereavement in his family preventing his 
attendance, Mr. Peters being one qf the 
oldest and most popular members of the 
association.”

W. W. Hubbard moved a resolution, 
seconded by Abram Alward, as follows :

“ Whereas, it is unde:stood that the exhi­
bition association of St. John inten d holding 
an exhibition in that city during the present 
year; and

Whereas, the provincial government are 
giving their annual grant to the association, 
and in addition have given a guarantee 
against loss up to $3,000, if the association 
agree to provide for an agricultural exhibit ;

Resolved, That we, the Farmer's and 
Dairymen’s Association, in annual meeting 
convened, beg to call the attention of the 
exhibition association of St. John to the 
excellence of the score card system ol 
judging agricultural exhibits, and ask that 
they will do the farmers of New Brunswick 
the favor of adopting that system ; and

Further resolved. That a committee from 
this association be appointed to lay this 
matter before the exhibition association.”

The committee on agricultural education 
reported in favor of a dairy school to be 
located hear Fredericton, and of an agricul­
tural paper for the province.

The report was adopted, and the committee 
authorized to report further at the next an­
nual meeting.

An invitation was received from the Vic­
toria county agricultural society asking the 
association to hold a special meeting in 
Andover next summer. No decisive action 
was taken.

It wus moved that a hall committee be 
appointed, but on division this was lost, no 
one rising to vote for it.

Mr. Robertson continued his morning ad­
dress and discussed the component parts of 
the different varieties of cheese. Butter is 
composed of the following ingredients : 
Pure fat, 86; caseine, 2; water, 12. The 
less caseine, or buttermilk, the better, as it

causes decay. Salt is not included in the 
above proportions. Frequently double the 
quantity of salt is put in. Butter should not 
be made hurriedly. The creaming of milk 
by three different systems, the separation, 
the fans and the creamer. At some seasons 
one system is better than another, the per 
centage of loss in heat in the separator being 
about two per cent, the other systems being 
eleven and twelve per cent, and sometimes 
as high as twenty per cent.

After Prof. Robertson’s address, W. S, 
Tompkins read a paper on co-operation 
among farmers in promotion of common 
objects, which received a vote of thanks.

At this point Hon. Mr. Mitchell made 
some important announcements which will 
be found elsewhere.

In the evening Mr. Scholey’s resolution 
asking the government to make a new im­
portation of stock, was passed after some 
discussion.

The vice-presidents for the counties were 
appointed a committee to recommend to 
the government the breeds most desired by 
the farmers.

Mr. Wetmore strongly recommended the 
use of commercial fertilizers as being al­
ways reliable, not expensive and producing 
the best results.

A resolution was passed requesting the 
government to divide the province into sec­
tions for dairy instruction and increase the 
number of instructors.

Adjourned.

A Tailor Arrested on a Charge of At­
tempted Bigamy.

A ripple of excitement pervaded at St. 
Andrews Monday afternoon when it 
leaked out that George Hood, merchant 
tailor, had been arrested, charged with 
attempt'to commit bigamy. The com­
plaint upon which the warrant for arrest 
was issued was made by Leonard G. Chase, 
who charged Hood, being a married man, 
with attempting to enter into marriage 
with his daughter Ethel, who is a young 
lady about twenty-four years of age, and 
of prepossessing manner and appearance. 
The warrant was executed by Sheriff 
Stuart, who brought his prisoner before 
Justice C. E. O. Hatheway, who. after a 
short preliminary examination, remanded 
Hood to jail for eight days, with the 
alternative of giving bail. The bail was 
not forthcoming, and the prisoner, who 
denies the charge, was taken to prison.

Geo. Hood came to St. Andrews in 
August last from Edmundston, Victoria 
toria county, ostensibly with the intention 
of going to Lubec, Me., but as it now ap­
pears, unfortunately for himself, decided 
to remain in St. Andrews, opening out 
his stock of cloths in the shop in the Mc- 
Cafferty house. He, it is said, made the 
acquaintance of Miss Chase at a dance 
held last fall in the syndicate building, 
and subsequently they fell in love with 
each other. It was said, however, by the 
knowing ones that Hood was a married 
man. He told some that his wife had got 
a divorce from him, and to others he 
denied that he was married. Married or 
divorced the intimacy continued, and 
culminated in an offer of marriage. Some 
time last December Hood got a marriage 
license from the issuer of licenses at 
Welshpool, Cambobello, and in the latter 
part of that month with his fiancee ap­
plied to Rev.W.Comben, Methodist minis­
ter at St. Andrews, to tie the knot. With 
the caution characteristic^ of that gentle­
man, he, on finding that the wonld-be 
bride’s family were ignorant of the propos­
ed marriage, and not being satisfied with 
the reasons given for such privacy, refused 
to officiate. Whether or not they succeeded 
in getting another parson to peform the 
ceremony cannot be said. Hood is a man 
of very quiet manner, thirty-four years of 
age. Four years ago he worked and did 
business on Grand Manan, residing on 
Woodward’s Cove with a woman who 
claimed to be his wife, and with them 
three children. Two of these children 
are at present living with Hood’s father 
at Lubec, Maine. Last December Seeriff 
Stuart had sent to him from a lawyer in 
Bangor, Me., for service on Hood, papers 
issued by the diverse court at Augusta in 
an action brought for divorce by Hood’s 
wife, one of the allegations being that of 
cruelty. The papers notified Hood to ap­
pear at a court to be held in Augusta in 
January.' The papers, however, came 
into the sheriff’s hands too late for service, 
consequently the trial did not come off. 
Hood was aware his wife had applied for 
a divorce and decided not to oppose it. 
He took it for granted that she had got it. 
Leonard G. Chase only heard on Saturday 
last that matters between his daughter 
had assumed the phase they now do, and 
as the most effectual means to remedy the 
trouble resorted to the law. The outcome 
of the affair will be watched with interest. 
It is stated .that Hood was married in 
Nova Scotia, that there are four children, 
and that Mrs. Hood will appear in court 
as a witness. M. N. Cockburn, bar­
rister, is looking after the interest of 
Mr. Chase.

A later despatch says that the bigamy 
case has fizzled out Hood was taken 
from jail and discharged for want of suf­
