Matrimony is a
sacrament, and confers grace on those
who worthily receive it In order w
profit by this sacrament, one must con-
tract marriage with heart and soul,
purified by a sincere confession and
enlivened by faith. Holy church, the
watchful and uacompromising guardian
of the sanctity of marriage, laid down
from apostolic times, rules for its due
celebration. Towards the end of the
first century St. I[gnatine reminds those
about to be married that it behoves
them to be joined by the sentence of the
bishop, so that their wmarriage may be
wcorSIng to the Lord, und not accord-
ing to cupidity.—(Epr. ad. Polyec.
V. 0. And Tertullian speaks of mar-
riage as that * which the church unites,
and the oblation (that is the mass),
confirms, and the blessing seals.'—
(Lib, II. ad Uxa C. 8). In the church,
and during mass then, the nuptial
benediction is to be given; and hence
we find in the rituals and missals a
prayer for that occasion. Thereis also
a nuptial mass, daring the celebration
of which the blessing is to be given.
If the future bome of & young couple is
to be Christian, their union must be
first sanctified by the prayers and rites
of the church, performed in the manner
rescribed by the charch herself. Hence
in future all marri , unless some
sufficient cause for exdgpiion exists,
must be sok ised in the church, an
with the nuptial \mass.

Parliamentary Notes,

Mr. Charlton bas introduced a Bill
into Parliament for the better obser-
vance of Sunday. which prohibits the
running of excarsion traine or gteamers
on that day, under a penalty of $500
for each offence.

Dr. Orton, M. P., bas introduced a
measure to extend better banking fa-
cilitiee to agriculturists. The scheme
contemp the establish of bank
shares, which farwers can purchase by
first mortgage un their property, these
mortgages to be negotiable und interest
thereon v be guaranteed by the
Dowinion.

The total number of settlers that
arrived in Canada last year was 108 824,
or 30,000 less than in 1883 Of these
20,779 proceeded to Manitoba, includ-
ing 9728 from the United Siates and
6 920 from Great Britain. From the
uther provinces 9,486 persons removed
to the Northwest Iast year, three-
fourths of them going from Ontario.

The total number of light-stations
in the Dominivn on 3lst December
last was 507, and of lights shown 697;
the number of steam fog whistles and
automatic fug horns, 33, and the num-
ber ot light keepers, ineers and
crews of light-ships 662. The steamcrs
owned by the Dominion are the Napo-
leow III, Druid, Newfield, Sir James
Douglas, Northern Light, Lansdowne,
La Canadienne, and the steaw launch
Dolphin. The Northern Light com-
menced the winter service last year on
the 17th December, and continued till
16th Jaunuary, 1884. On 16th March
she succeeded in breaking out of Geurye-
town -harbor, and continued to make
regular trips up to the 23rd of May,
when navigation regularly opened. She
earned last year $6.206.10, and there
was expended upon ber $19,589.

The question of our Winter Com-
munication has been before Parliament,
and the necessity of something being
done at once for its improvement has
again been pressed upon the notice of
the Government. he subject was
brought up by Mr. Mchunald in a
motion for correspondence relating to
the placing of piers, and procaring of
Steam Tugs at Capes Traverse and
Tormentine.

The Intercvlonial Railway is a Gov-
ernment institution that has certainly,
in every point of view, proved more
sstisfuctory W the people, dince the
Liberal Conservative Government re-
sumed the reins of power six years ago
Up w that time the road was operated
at u beavy annual deficit. Sir Charles
Tapper then took bold of it, and by
applying the pruning kaife judiciously,
by zealously cultivating new brancbes
of traffic, without lowering the char-
acter of the road in the least, he estab-
lished a mew order of things— the
revenue each year has not only been
sufficient to cover the expenditure, but
a small surplus bas remained. Last
year the net profit amountedw $9,068,
and this notwithstanding the fact that
the receipts were less h{ £17.000 than
in the previous year, and thal a beavy
expenditure was made chargeable to
revenue. For instance thirty-two miles
of track were relaid; seventy miles
were ballasted, nearly 300,000 new
slec¢pers put in.new sidings ¢ )nstructed.
seven new stations and freight houses
built; the gemeral offivs at Moacton,
destroyed by fire in 1883, were rebuailt;
four new locomotives aud ecighty cars
were supplied. and other necessary re-
pairs made, the charges for which were
all taken from the earnings of the year.
Although the roceipts of 1884 were less
than in 1883, the freight and passenger
traffic were much larger, and the diffor-
ence is accounted for by the lower rates
