Public Buildings.
~_% During the debate on the Public
Works estimates in the House of Com-
mons on June 20tb. A. C. McDonsld,
M. P. referring to the matter of Public
Buildinge, spoke as follows :

Mr. A. C. MacpoNaLp, (Kine’s P. E.
1)—I am much pleased to find that
there seems to be a censensus of opinion
in this committee in favour of more
numerous and less expensive pubiic
buildings, and I think there, is very
little doubt than such a propogitirn will
wmeet with the approbation of the mem-
bers generally. While I do not objeet
to sesing grod and permanent build-
ings put up in country towns. I think
it would be much better if some of the
smaller places conld be sccommndated
in that way with buildings that would
not be very expehsive. For my partI
consider an expenditure of from $4,000
to $6,000 sufficient for glmoﬂ sny crdin-
nary town, and it would give snfficient
accommodation for the post office, the
custom-house and inland revenue office,
if such were required, as well as 8

——e———-—--house for the postmsster to live in.

There are a couple of such places in mv
own riding that I would like very well

to see accommodsated, that is the shire’

town of Georgetown and the town of
Souris. They are both thriving and
populous places, and both contribute, I
am sure, 8 very fair revenne to the
government. Buildings in these towns
that would not cost over $5 000 would
no doubt be an ornament to the towns ;
and by saving the reats that are now
paid would not be any extra charge
upon the government.

Hox. A. R. Dickey Ex-Minister of
Justice is dead! His dead body
was found at Northport, near Sack-
ville, N. B. where he had been bathing,
and it issupposed that he was drowned.
He was the d son of Senator Dickey,
and wae born in 1854, He was called to
the bar in 1878 and was first returped to
Parliament in July 1888, on the resigna-
tion of Sir Charles Tupper. He was re-
elected in 1891 and in December 1894 he
was appointed Secretary of State in Bir
MoKenzie Bowell’s Cabinet. He held the
portfolo of Minister of Militia later, and
in Sir Charles Tupper’s administration
was made Minister of Justice. ln the
general election of 1896 he was_ defeated,
and has since been practising law,

Suitable pre-
parations had been made for his
reception and long before the
steamer reached her moorings
there was an outpoulriugh of thg
eople that completely thron
Ehepdistance frorlx)l the Cathecf:al
down to the head of the wharf. It
was a grand demonstration; a
hearty and spontaneous manifes-
tation of devotion, respect and
loyalty to the immediate repre-
sentative of the Sovereign Pontiff,
Pope Leo XIII. The Cathedral
had been appropriately decorated
for the occasion. Over the main
entrance, outside, was placed a
large transparency, emblazoned
with the arms of his Excellency,
and the arms of the Franciscan
Order, of which he is a member,
and - bearing a Latin inscription
expressive of the joy with which
the diocese of Charlottetown
salutes the Most Rev. Apostolic
Delegate. .The windows in the
front of the Cathedral were also
decorated with the Papal colors.
Over the main entrance from the
vestibule to the nave of the
church, was formed an arch of
flags entwined with bunting of
the Papal colors. From the ceil-
ing of ‘the nave and transepts
depended streamers of many col-
ors, caught up in graceful festoons
to the pillars and gallery sides.
In the sanctuary 'a throne for the
Apostolic Delegate had been
erected on the Epistle side. This
throne is canopied by the Papal
colors and adorned with lace.
From the ceiling of the sanctuary
depended in the form of a great
canopy surmounting the throne of
the Apostolic Delegate and that of
his Lordship, the Bishop on the
opposite side, numerous streamers
of the Papal colors, intermingled
with red, blue and green. The
high altar was charmingly adorn-
ed with potted plants, gold lace,
myriad tapers and numerous elec-
tric jets, in many colored globed
and presented a grand appearance.
Around the walls of the Sanctu-
ary, the transepts and the sides
and front of the galleries were
several appropriate Latin mottoes.
Rev. Dr. Morrison and several
members of the reception com-
mittee went to Pictou in the
morning to meet his Excellency
and accompanied him toCharlotte-
town. Shortly after 8 o'clock in
the evening the different Catholic
societies, viz. the League of the
Cross, the C. M. B. A, the St.
Vincent de Paul Conference, the
A. O. H. and the B. 1. 8., proceed-
ed from their respective Halls and
formed in line of march on lower
Queen Street, whence the grand
procession, to the music of several
bands, marched down Queen: to
Water Street, along Water to
Great George St. and down the
wharf to the steamer landing. Mr
Charles Hermans was Chief Mar-
shal of the parade, and under his
direction everything passed off
splendidly. The sopieties pre-
sented a fine appearance and
the procession extended from the
end of the wharf almost up to the
Davies Hotel. As the Princess
approached her dock, the “ Grand
Duchess,” lying at the neighbering
wharf, threw her search light on
the crowds of people and the
societies in waiting, and when the
procession mwoved threw the
light up the liae of march, com-
pletely illuminating up the scene.
His Excellency, having landed and
taken hie place in the carriage
assigned  to him, was at once
driven towards the Cathedral,
escorted by the societies in order
above named. Ae he passed
through the long line of people
drawn up on both sides, kept in
place by the societies, his hand
was raised in benediction. Arriv-
ing at the Palace, his Excellency
entered fo robe for the exercises
in the Cathedral, ) eantime, the
societies acd a large throag of
people entered the church. His
Lordship, the Bishop, in Cope and
Mitre proeeeded dJown the aisle to
the main entrance where he re-
ceived the Apostolic Delegate, A
proeesgion was then formed, head-
ed by the Altar boys, followed by
the clergy, the Bishop ppd his
attendants, snd the Apostolie
Delegats bringing up the rear. As
the procession moved slowly up
the aisle, the people knelt and
regeived the blessing of his Ex-
cellency. When the Sanctyary
was reached all knelt for p short
time in prayer, then his Exeell-
ency mouated his throne, and his
Lordship, the Bishop occupied his
owp throne on the opposite side.
The addresses were then present-
ed.

We honor Your Excellency, and we
extend to you pergonally a most hearty
and generous welcome upon your advent
to our Island Provence, a welcome
which is greatly enhanced on account
of the eminent eccle:iastical positions
which you have so faithfally ‘falfilied
in the past : but especially do we honor
you a8 Apostolic Delegate and the rep-
presentative of our Holly Father Pope
Leo XIl1I., now so beneficently guiding
the Church of God from the Chair of
8t Peter.

While not wishing to clsim for our-
selves that we have bepn everzealous in
preserviog the jewel of our holy Iaith
confided to us by our forefathers, we
neverethele=s feel a pardonable pride
in having erecte ! a: d now carrving on
to completion a- Cathedral saitable for
the worship of God, on a pite once oc-

Holy Church. In, fine, we respectfully
request Your Excellency to convey to
the Holy Father the pxpresgion of our
isincere attachement and devetion to
the One, Holy Catholic, and Apostolic
faitb, and of our earnest prayer that he
may long be spared to rule the Church
with that une;ripg wisdom which bas
ever characterized him in the digcharge
of the duties of the Apostolic office.

To both addresses his Excellency
made a8 eloguept anda lengthened
reply.

These trains
joined me at Yang Tsun the same evening.

““The railway at Yang Tsun was found
demolished, and the trains, iv is not be-
lieved, moved. The_force being short of
provisions gnd hampered with wounded
compelled us to withdraw on Tien Tsin,
with which we had npt been in'communi-
cation for six days, and our supplies had
been cut off. -

On June 19 the wounded, with neces-
saries, started by boat, the forces marching
alongside the river, Opposition was ex:

DR NEILSON’S HEROIC TEST.

It'should be said that Dr. Neilson
after he learned the facts repented
of the form of his recommendation.
He reported that the Devlin food
was “ admirably adapted” for the
purpose required. But he now swears
that if he bad it to do again be
would strike out the word “admir
ably.” Still the good doctor does
no: abandon the Devlin powders.
He says he tested them himselt and
found that they would sustain life
for a day. There was a good deal of
laughter at the medical director’s
«xpence, when on further examina-
tion he admitted that he had taken a
hearty breakfast on the day of his
own emergency test, and that at the
close of the day he ate a hearty
dinner, The 'emergency in his case
consisted in living from g o’clock in
the morning until 6 in the afternoon
without active exertion on two ounces
of Devlin’s vitalene. Probably there
are many readers of this paper who
could have lived that long withou!
anything.

ANOTHER OPINION.

Professor Ruttan, of McGill Uni
versity, swore that he would not
regard the food purchased as an em
ergency food, It was not concen
trated. It did not contain much
nufriment in a small compass. He
thought a soldier might work on it if
he bad enough of it.

Professor Rottan who teaches
practical and hwgenic chemistry,
swore that in bis opinion eight cans
of this food would be required to
sustain a man who was performing
hard work This quantity would be
required to furnish the six ounces of
proteins needed for a day’s rations.
As the department bought the food
on the supposition that one can
would be enough for one day,the
testimony of the goyernment analyst
is a severe reflection on the militia
administration. It may be remarked
that both the deputy and the medi-
cal -director are appointees of the
present government.

TOBACCO TAXES.

On Wednesday Mr. Clancy divid-
ed the Hopse in favor of relieving
native grown tobaceo of excise duties.
He pointed out that Mr. Fielding
himself had claimed that the revenue
for 1900 would be $14,000,000 more
than in 1896. In these circumstan-
ces it spems to Mr. Olancy a safe
and proper thing to relieve the con-
sumer of Canadian tobacco of this
much taxation, and at the same time
promote the tobacco growing industry
in this country. It was also claimed
that the abolition of this dyty would
bave the effect of reducing the price
of imported leaf. .. Saigs

Mr. Fielding stood by tbe tariff as
itis. He contedded thatthe native
product bad already sufficient
protection, Messrs, Mcore, Sproule,
Obauyvin, Ghllies and ‘Henderson
spoke in favor of Mr. Clancy's pro-
position, while Mr, Casey asked for
lower duty on both native and for-
eign grown tobacco, and the Premier
praised tbe tariff as it was. The mo-
tion was voted down by a Govern-
ment majority pf thirty.

TAXATION WITHOUT BEPRE-
SENTATION.
Sir Charles Tupper pressed toa
division his proposition that the Yu-
kon should no longer be deprived of
the right of self-government. Ac-
cording to the ceosus' taken by the
mounted police, the Yukon district
has a population of more than 16,
oco. These are nearly all* adult
males, and though many are not
British subjects the number qualified
by nationality and other ground as
electors is over 4,000, 8ir Charles
shows that one twenty fifth part of
the rev~nue of Cdnada is contributed
by the Yukon. Yet with all its in-
terests and its population the Yukon
has no share in its awn government.
Lncally it is governed by a body ap-
pointed from O:tawa, and wholly ir
responsible to the pe-ple gov-rned.
