Kaiser Starts Movement for 
Control of Ascensions.

Berlin, May 15.—Fatal accidents 
agr-ballonists within -a 

fortnight have caused such a painful 
impression throughout the country 
that an agitation has been started 
for stricter control of aeronautics. 
The Kaiser has identified himself 
with the movement, and has com­
manded a number of experte to make 
exhaustive reports to him regarding 
the possibilities of preventing such 
catastrophes as those which have 
recently occurred.

Ballooning as a pastime has at­
tained enormous vogue in Germany. 
The number of ballooning clubs has 
increased from twelve in 1908 to 
forty-six in 1609. Their member­
ship rose from 4,500 to 20,000, and 
the number of balloons in service in 
creased from 21 to 100. During the 
past three months all these figures 
have risen still higher.

There is not a week-end that does 
not witness a score of ascensions in 
various parts of the country, and 
with the increase of the sport’s popu­
larity the inclination of balloniste 
to incur risks has grown.

If the Kaiser has his way the law 
will take ballooning into its hands 
to a greater degree than hitherto, 
especially with regard to qualifica­
tions of ballonists and prohibtion of 
ascensions when the barometer 
shows any indication of danger 
ahead.

While the Royal Commission on 
the A. & G- W. were en route to To 
ronto from Winnipeg they stopped 
off for some hours at Minneapolis. 
The reason that the Commission 
counsel, Messrs. Walsh and John­
stone, had for this was to investigate 
the statements made by W. A. Faulk­
ner, one of the Athabasca Syndicate, 
at Winnipeg, to the effect that a 
friend of his, by the name of Reece P. 
Newport, had accommodated Clarke, 
president of the Waterways, by cash­
ing a draft for a large amount while 
he was en route to some part of 
Canada, presumably Edmonton, last 
summer.

The inference at the time the evi­
dence was given was that this money 
was to be paid to political parties in 
Edmonton as a reward for services or 
for some other unknown purposes.

Newport Denies Story-
While in Minneapolis the Commis­

sion counsel interviewed1 Newport and 
he gave an emphatic denial to the 
story as told by .Faulkner that he 
had given Clarke old bills for a 
large amount in cashing a draft.

The denial was accepted by Mr. 
Walsh, who made a statement before 
the Commission at its meeting in 
Toronto with reference to what he 
had learned from Newport.

The evidence given by Faulkner 
in Winnipeg, which iwas denied by 
Newport, was as follows ;

Faulkner's Evidence.
Cross-questioned by Mr. Bennett :

I left the latter end of November.
Do you know what the character 

of that transaction was?
Said Clarke Wanted Money.

By the cashing of some document.
Some, paper which Clark had and 

which he exchanged into currency in 
St. Paul, or Minneapolis?

Ottawa, May 17—The Sùpreme court 
took up today a reference from the 
govemor-general-in-council of ques­
tions respecting section 873A of the 
criminal code and section 17 of the 
Lord’s Day act. Section 873 of the 
code provides that the bill of indict 
ment for any offence may be preferred 
before the grand jury by the attorney 
general or any one directed by him 
or by any one with the written con­
sent of the attorney general or a 
judge. By 61 and Edward VII, C.H. 
8, section 873A was added, providing 
that in Saskatchewan and Alberta a 
bill of. indictment shall not be neces­
sary but a formal charge in writing 
by the attorney general or an agent 
of the attorney general or any one 
with the written consent of the at­
torney general or a judge, shall be 
sufficient.

Questions referred were whether or 
not under 873A, a preliminary enquiry 
before a magistrate is necessary and 
if the deputy attorney general can 
himself prefer a charge or give au­
thority to some other person to do so. 
Also whether or not the deputy can 
grant leave of the attorney general 
under section 17 of the Lord’s Day 
act. A preliminary discussion, start­
ed from the bench, took place as to 
the power of the court to deal with 
these abstract questions or the pro­
priety of doing so after it has power. 
Argument then proceeded on the 
merits of the questions. Newcombe, 
K.C., deputy minister of justice, ap­
peared for the Dominion, government. 
Forde, K.C., deputy attorney general 
for the province of Saskatchewan, and 
C. A. Grant for Alberta.

IMPERIAL PIONEERS 
HECKLED IN LONDON

No Mercy Shown the Men Who Would 
Tell the People of Britain Why 
They Need Tariff Reform—Troop­
er Mulloy One of the Speakers.

Kroonland in Trouble.
Dover, May 16—The Red Star steam­

er Kroonland, which .left Antwerp Sat- j 
urday for Antwerp, passed Dover at 
11.50 last night with a shaft broken. I 
The Kroonland was to stop at Dover 
but she signalled "uncontrollable.”. 
Apparently the steamer was proceed­
ing under a single screw for South­
ampton.

London, May 13—Some rather amus­
ing accounts of the meetings which 
the “Imperial Pioneers’’ addresser, or 
rather attempted to address, in Lon­
don are given in recent issues of the 
London Daily Chronicle. The “Im­
perial Pioneers,’’ it may be explained, 
are men from the outer empire who 
have undertaken to tell the people of 
Britain why they should adopt a sys­
tem of protection. One of the number 
is Hr. L. W. R. Mulloy, the Canadian 
trooper who lost his eyesight while 
serving in South Africa with one of 
the Canadian contingents. Here is an 
account of a meeting at Rotherhithe

Rotherhithe had a turn of the “Im­
perial Pioneers” in the town hall last 
night, and enjoyed itself to its heart’s 
content. It must be admitted that the 
Radicals of he riverside borough were 
not extravagantly courteous to the 
“Pioneers.” The meeting began, con­
tinued, and ended in disorder, varied 
with the singing of the “Land Song" 
and cheers for Mr. Lloyd-George.

It is an instructive feature of these 
meetings that the promoters receive 
no local support on the platform, 
and last evening the two “Pioneers" 
—Mr. Mulloy, “of Chnada," and Mr. 
Hannon, “of South Africa”—who ven­
tured to face the Rotherhithe audi­
ence had as their sole supporter and 
Chairman Captain Pounds, “from Aus­
tralia.’ The entertainment began 
when Captain Pounds rose to open the 
proceedings, and the height of ;ts 
humor was reached when a working­
man rose, and, referring to the chair­
man’s frequent interventions, said :—

'M’r -Chairman, if you keep on in­
terrupting the meeting I shall call up­
on the stewards."

Pugilists and Fair Play.
For a time the meeting was con 

vulsed with laughter ,and Mr. Mulloy. 
who was speaking at the time, had 
some difficulty in continuing his re- 
marks.

At one point it seemed as if a body 
of indignant workingmen would 
storm the platfom; but wiser counsels 
prevailed, and the men were persuad­
ed to resume their seats.

The allegation that prize fighters 
had been imported into the meeting 
by the “Pioneers” was frequently 
flung at the platform, and not once 
contradicted.

“If you want to have fair play why 
do you bring -a whole swarm of pug­
ilists down here?” asked a member of 
the audience.

Capt. Pounds’ answer was that he 
disturbers came from outside the con­
stituencies, and he was instantly met 
with the retort, blunt and emphatic, 
aand not quite courteously expressed, 
that he was a stranger to the truth.

Tormenting Mulloy.
The opening address was delivered 

by r. Hannon, “of South Africa.” 
Repeated interruptions assailed him, 
and twice something in the nature of 
a free fight seemed to be going on in 
the body of the hall. While the dis­
order was at its height a man rose n 
the middle of the meeting and brand­
ished a thick stick, which he describ­
ed affectionately as “Little Billy," 
and declared, “I ain’t havin’ a punch 
on the jaw for nothin’ !” Then a door 
flew open suddenly and a group of 
combatants fell into the street.

“■You are tariff reformers !’” was the 
cry raised from several parts of the 
hall at different times, and there were 
numerous anxious inquiries for- the 
“Boy Scouts.” When Mr. Hannon de­
clared, “If you tax land you tax food,” 
he was met with the pertinent in­
quiry, fWhy do you tax land in New 
Zealand?”

To that he gave no answer, but 
went on to decry Britain in the most 
approved manner of the tariff "re­
form” speaker.

Mr. Mulloy, the blind Canadian, 
had no better reception, and at one 
point of his speech he was interrupt­
ed by a lady who demanded who was 
paying him.

“I have a living independent of 
this,” he asserted, and then he. was 
asked, “Why do you come here to run 
down our country?”

When he replied that he was not 
running down Great Britain, Mr. Law­
rence, from the body of the hall, 
shouted, “We are the richest country 
in the world, and the only country 
which can show a surplus on its 
budget."

A torrent of approving cheers greet­
ed this statement.

Caught Off His Guard.
Mr. Mulloy aroused more laughter 

by observing, “I am going to sho* 
you how a preference would benefit 
us,” and the inevitable voice answer­
ed, “Yes, you; but not us.”

At another stage a man who re­
ceived no answer to a question, said: 
“You ain’t paid to answer questions 
then?” Mr. Mulloy, off his guard, 
retorted : “Yes, I am," and there were 
repeated cheers and cries of “Then 
you are paid ?” and the audience sang 
the Laud Song to celebrate the con­
fession.

In the end Mr. Lawrence moved, 
and the meeting carried unanimously, 
a resolution in favor of free trade and 
in support of the government. The 
platform was deserted suddenly by the 
Pioneers, and the Free Traders were 
left in possession.

Cheers for the budget and Mr. 
Lloyd-George, criés of “Down with 
the House of Lords,” and a song to 
that effect, with intervals of the Land 
Song, filled up most of the time. The 
songs were not down in the pro­
gramme, and their spirited rendering 
left little or no time to the orators of 
the evening. But the audience abso­
lutely declined to take them serious­
ly; it was out for a gigantic “chi- 
hike,” and it enjoyed itself to the 
full.

Unfortunately, we cannot report the 
speeches ; there were no speeches to 
report.

Preference and Humbug.
Mr. Mulloy, Captain Pounds and 

Mr. Birks ,of New Zealand, were the 
chief actors in the drama.

Mr. Mulloy began with a remark 
that England was not in a very pros­
perous condition. He was immedi­
ately invited to point out a country 
that was more prosperous. There fol­
lowed a perfect rain of questions : 
“Who sent you?” “Who pays you?” 
“Who paid for the hall?” These 
queries were succeeded by tremendou5 
cheers for Mr. Lloyd-George, and a 
selection of melodies, the most popular 
being the refrain referred to above, 
with which the entire audience seem­
ed to be intimately acquainted. To this 
up-to-date “John Brown’s Body” 
there are three lines of “Cheer, boys, 
cheer for the budget and Lloyd- 
George,” the fourth being, “And down 
with the House of Lords.”

At last Mr. Mulloy did manage to 
get out one consecutive declaration : 
“Preference deals with three things. 
The first is defence, the second is food, 
the third is markets.”

“And the fourth is humbug,” came 
the answering "Voice” :

“We are the heaviest taxed people 
in the world,” he went on. “And you 
want to tax us more.” was the reply.

A Storm of Questions.
By this time the meeting had be­

come a perfect pandemonium, and 
Mr. Mulloy began to show signs of 
anger. “If you force us, we shall in­
voke the protection of the law,” he 
said. This brought forth a storm of 
inquiries as to who were “we.” “You 

i will force us to become a party organ- 
; ization,” said Mr. Mulloy, and this 

led to a great outburst of jeers.
I At last Mr. Mulloy gave up the at­
tempt to cope with the din, and an­
nounced his willingness to answer 
questions. But this was not much of 
a success. The questions got so hot 
that the Chairman announced that 
only written ones would be accepted. 
They came in a perfect storm from 
all parts of the hall. The platform 
gazed helplessly at them, and then the 
Chairman said, “The meeting is clos­
ed," and he and his two colleagues 
immediately left amid the booing of 
the audience. A rush was made for 
the platform, and a gentleman began 
to propose a resolution in favor of 
free trade and the budget, when the 
light were turned out. So the meet­
ing had to be content with cheers for 
the Premier and Mr. Lloyd-George.

HORSE STEALING CASE.

Lloydmi roster Man Charged With
Having Sold a Team Which Did 
Not Belong to Him.

Lloydminster, May 15.—A horse 
stealing ease occupied the attention 
of the local magistrates, A. C. Foster 
and J. Whitbread, yesterday. W. 
Whitmore, of Vermilion, was charg­
ed with stealing last winter a team 
of horses, cutter and harness from 
Mr.- Holmes, of Lloydminster. The 
prisoner was wintering the team for 
Holmes while the latter was away in 
England. Just before Holmes re­
turned Whitmore drove to Lash- 
burn, and after selling the horses, 
harness and sleigh, disappeared. 
After a prolonged hearing, which 
has occupied two days, the prisoner 
was committfeed for trial at the next 
sitting of the court at Battleford.

He was released on bail, the 
amount being $3,000. Before the 
hearing of the graver charge, WTiit- 
more was found guilty of stealing a 
rifle from D. S. Irwin and fined $15 
and costs.

Some adverse criticism has been 
expressed locally at the length of 
time elapsing before Whitmore was 
arrested. W’hitmore had left abso­
lutely no trace of his whereabouts in 
the district till a rumor came to 
Loydminster that he had been seen 
in Calgary. Corporal Nicholson, of 
the R.N.W.M.P., stationed1 here, at 
once made a trip to the ranching 
town and inside of sixteen hours had 
his man under lock and key, return­
ing to Lloydminster with his prisoner 
on Sunday last.

ROOSEVELT RECEIVED BY KING.

Ex-President of Republic Warmly 
Welcomed by New Sovereign. /

London, May 16.—Theodore Roose­
velt is no longer a private citizen, but 
the representative of the United Stat­
es at the funeral of King Edward VII. 
He today paid his respects to King 
George V. At the latter’s specific te- 
quest the former president hurried to 
Marlborough House without delay on' 
arrival from Berlin. King George, 
though under a great strain of busi­
ness, dropped all tasks to welcome Mr. 
Roosevelt. England's new ruler was 
unusually warm in manner. Mr. 
Roosevelt .spent some, time with the 
King. The death of King Edward, 
which sent Mr. Roosevelt’s plans as­
kew, could not rob his arrival of a 
demonstration. Besides the official 
party there was a gathering of 
Americans, tourists and members of 
the colony here at the Victoria sta­
tion when his special train drew in 
from Queensborough. The Roose- 

! velt party occupied the Royal saloon 
j on the train.

No Trace of Elkhorn Child Who Dis­
appeared a Week Ago.

Elkhorn, Man., May 15—A week 
ago today Norman, the two-year-old 
son of Thos. France wandered from 
home, and in spite of the most vigor­
ous search by police and residents, 
not the slightest trace has been found 
of the child. Every possible clue was 
followed, but without result. Today 
the pastors of Elkhorn church called 
off their services fn order to leave the 
congregations free to search, and near­
ly 800 men joined into an organized 
search, being banded with a view to 
thoroughly covering the whole terri­
tory, but no trace was found. It is 
not thought the child died of exposure 
or was killed by beasts of prey as 
in either case the remains would have 
been located by the searchers. Indian 1 
bands known to have been in the vi­
cinity have all been investigated, j 
Kidnapping seems the only alterna­
tive. but there is nothing to indicate 
this. All streams or water have been

London, May 17.—Dignity, reverence 
and beauty mingled today in the im­
pressive ceremony with which King 
Edward's mortal remains were taken 
from Buckingham palace to West­
minster hall, there to lie in state. 
Women, in the mourning throngs 
through which the cortege passed, 
wept silently or sobbed aloud their 
sorrow for the sovereign who has 
gone, redoubled for his widow whose 
dignified composure could not master 
her grief.

At Fairmount Springs, a short dis­
tance south of Windermere, an ener­
getic rancher has had fruit trees bear­
ing for over a dozen years.

Perhaps he won’t smile a little, when 
some day on in the future the whistle 
of the. locomotive will bid him look 
up as he picks the big red apple. 
But what a weary job it is—waiting 
for the railroad !

Perhaps no district in Canada has 
suffered more because of a lack of 
transportation facilities than the dis­
trict which will be served by the pro­
posed Coast-Kootenay extension of 
Canadian Pacific. This has been a 
proposed line for upwards of ten 
years. During that time millions of 
dollars in trade have gone to Ameri­
can centres, which might have been 
diverted to Vancouver had this line 
been in operation. The great smel­
ters of the Boundary country look 
eagerly for the time when the con­
struction of this line will bring them 
into touch with the great coal areas 
of the Similakameen and thus provide 
competition in the coke business. The 
fruit growers, some of them who have 
been growing fruit for a quarter of a 
century—one orchard near Keremoas 
is quite this old—will have a means 
of marketing their fruit without mak­
ing use of freight wagons and pack 
horses.

Yea, there are a large number of 
people in Southern British Columbia 
w|m> are eagerly waiting for the con­
struction of this much needed line. 
When that day comes this great 
southern country will boast a string 
of smelters from Fernie to Princeton. 
The conductor will be able to board 
his train and run from one end to the 
other without ever being very long 
out of sight of a fruit ranch.

That was in 
the fall of 1905, and neither men nor 
merchants have been paid yet.

When the matter of whether or not 
the government was liable for the am 
ount of the bonus came up in tin 
courts some weeks later, a decision 
was handed down in favor of the 
holders of the charter. This decision, 
however, came too late to be of any 
assistance to the project as construc­
tion had ceased some three months 
previous.

i A short time before the general elec 
tion of 1908, advertisements signed by 
a local trust company appeared in all 
of the local papers, asking for a ren­
dering of all accounts against the 
Midway A Vernon Railway Oompany.

TWO PROSPECTS INSTEAD OF ONE
The C. N. R. Oo. went to the Rail­

way Department at Ottawa a few days 
ago to get plans approved for a rail­
way into the Peace River district— 
only to find that the G. T. P. had 
got there ahead of them with plans 
and profiles and had these approved 
in December last. Decision on the 
C. N. R. application was, therefore, 
deferred until the companies have a 
chance to get together and arrange 
a division of the territory between 
them. So far as prospects go, there­
fore, the people in Peace River, the 
people who want to get there, and 
those who want to see others get 
there, have now two prospects where 
they formerly had one. And because 
there are two the chances are mater­
ially better of one or other being 
turned into a reality. The course of 
the C. N. R. in respect of a Peace 
River line is somewhat puzzling. A 
year ago last January the Provincial 
Government was empowered to guar­
antee the bonds of the company for 
a line fifty miles long, stretching to­
ward the Peace. The popular sup­
position was that this was the first 
line in what would eventually be a 
road into the fertile districts along 
that river. But there the matter end­
ed. Whether any bargain for the guar­
antee of the bonds was actually made 
or not, nothing has been done in the 
way of construction. Last year a 
contractor was employed grading part 
of the time on the road to the Land­
ing and part of the time on a branch 
■westward from this. But on neither 
line was the work pushed. The idea 
of the company seemed to be to keep 
up the appearance of building a rail­
way without actually doing it. And 
whether that was their purpose or 
not that is what it amounted to. 
This is the more remarkable that the 
C. N. R. have a record for building 
railways in a hurry. Wherever else 
in this district they have undertaken 
to build a line it has been pushed 
along in business-like fashion and at 
a rate of speed that rivals might 
envy, but that not many of them 
could equal. When they brought 
their main line to Edmonton they 
made a record in railway construc­
tion. Rapid work was done on the 
line, from Vegreville south last year 
and rapid work is being done in ex­
tending it this year. The company's 
record generally has been the same 
throughout the western provinces 
Where they have undertaken to build 
a railway there was always something 
noticeable doing in that locality. The 
sole exception is in the extension into 
the country to the northwest of Ed­
monton. For some reason that coun 
try—and the city whose future lies 
in the development of that country— 
was left in abeyance while hundreds 
of miles of rood were and are being 
driven through other sections of the 
Province. Just enough work was 
done there to make a pretence of do 
ing something, no doubt with the idea 
that this would hold the route against 
competitors until the company got 
ready to build to the Peace or wr „ 
offered a satisfactory proposition to 
build. Whether this was the idea, or 
whether the delay was due to some­
thing else, the Peoce River country 
wae being in effect held as a preserve 
which could be provided for when the 
rest of the Province had been served 
It was çnly when the.e were rumors 
of a competitor getting into the field 
that the company even put a project 
of a line to the Peace on paper and 
submitted it to the Railway Depart­
ment, only to find that the other fel 
low had done it first, and that as the 
price of delay they must take the

An ex-governor of New York state 
has been a. rested for smuggling and 
has confessed. It is hard to make 
people believe it a crime to do what 
they do not consider it morally wrong 
to do, and there is abundant proof 
that many otherwise law-observing and 
law-upholding people do not feel it 
morally wrong to import goods with­
out paying duty on them. People who 
pay their taxes to the city treasurer 
without demu. as a debt honestly due, 
regard it as more clever than improp­
er to outwit a customs officer. And 
whatever criticism is coming to those 
w)io hold this view, something can 
be said in their defence. A tariff is 
frequently—the United States tariff 
is certainly—made a barrier behind 
which certain individuals and cor­
porations exact from their patrons 
more than a fair price for their com­
modities. It is not strange that 
where the patrons know this to be 
done they should come to consider the 
tariff an instrument of injustice which 
one is justified in defeating by any 
and all means.

"CLOSED" AND "OPEN” LEASES.
The Calgary Herald says;—
“The big cattlemen of the province 

are again bringing the attention of the 
authorities to the serious menace of 
their industry through the cancella­
tion of leaseholds. With the immense 
area of unsettled country which Al­
berta still has, it seems a strange 
thing that there -should not be some

between the tiller of the soil and the 
keeper of cattle looks very attractive— 
on paper. But the practical outwork­
ing of it is fraught with difficulty and 
danger. Abraham and Lot are report­
ed to have made some such division 
of country many years ago, but they 
seem to have been the only two parties 
who had any interests to consider—or 
whose interests were considered. 
Things are different in Alberta, and 
an arbitrary demarcation of the metes 
and bounds of the farming or farm- 
able tract is by no means the easy 
operation it may appear to be when 
stated simply as a general proposi­
tion.

Failing a successful division of the 
territory there appears to be only one 
course to pursue—to give the rancher 
whit guarantee of possession can be 
given without absolutely preventing 
thi land being thrown open to settle­
ment when people are ready and anx­
ious to settle upon it. This was the

He 
stoutly contends that the present 
Wright biplane is copied, in many 
particulars, alter his original model, 
and says that his present machine 
will in no manner infrince upon the 
Wright patents.

R. F. Macfie, another English in­
ventor, has produced a new mono­
plane of exceptional promise, built 
upon lines that are said not to in­
fringe.

A. J. Roberts, a well known Aus­
tralian inventor, is making unusual 
progress with gyproscopic control of 
a biplane.

In this country an army of men are 
searching for the new aerial idea. 
Concealed in attics and guarded work­
shops in New York city there are pro­
bably fifty flying machine models, 
whose builders believe they have suc­
ceeded' in beating the Wright patents.

The Morris Heights Yacht Building 
company has completed a new aero­
plane lor one of New York’s wealth­
iest men.

W. E. Fairchild, a consulting engi­
neer, has built a new type of mono­
plane, which is now on the Aero club’s 
grounds at Mineola, ready to demon­
strate that it can fly without being 
haled to court. If this machine does 
not give good results, Mr. Fairchild 
is ready to begin work on a device of 
entirely original pattern, which he 
says will be as unlike the present fly­
ing machine as a limited express train 
is unlike an ox cart.

Morris Newgold, proprietor of the 
Times square hotel, has filed an ap­
plication for a patent on a biplane 
which he says will send all other flying 
machines in to the junk heap. He is 
now building a large model and ex­
pects to be sporting about in any 
breeze that blows ûefore the end of 
the season. Mr. Newgolds invention 
consists of a device by which he will 
liberate his two main planes when 
•struck by adverse currents, allowing 
them to tilt and swing with the wind, 
maintaining his support in the air by 
two smaller auxiliary planes placed 
above the movable ones.

Dr. Albert C. Albertson, a New York 
inventor, likewise expects very soon to 
give the scientific world a thrill by 
demonstrating what he can do with 
an enormous apparatus he has built 
at 112th street and the Harlem river. 
For seven months tl\e machine has 
been in process of construction there, 
guarded day and night by a force of 
sturdy watchmen and several large 
dogs. His machine is to be controlled 
by centrifugal force and will be able, 
he expects, to travel on the water or 
in the air with equal facility. It is 

:to be tried on the Hudson river in a 
few days.

w Eusapia Paladino Fooled 
Pc.aple for Years—Cat'sht in 
U-w York—Four Seances Held 
in Columbia University—Pro-
f err, ars Watched Her From
Every Conceivable Angle.

New York, M:.y 10.—Dickinson S. 
Miller, professor of philosophy at 
Columbia University, has written 
the following account of investiga­
tions which he and a number of 
other proiesto s made into the weird 
mysteries of Ev apia Palladino, the 
famous Italian . edium :

‘The fullest publicity should be 
given, if possible, to the finding of 
the committee of American men of 
sicenee in the case of Eusapia Palla­
dino.

“The subtle Italian medium we 
have been studying is a kind of in­
carnation of spacious evidence, 
symbol of sophistry. Her art is to 
obtain credence under false pre 
tences. She was succeeded. Read­
ers have hardly realized the serious 
interest that she has sustained for 
nineteen years. Group after group 
have sat with her and published re­
sults. Imposing committees have 
issued elaborate reports in her 
favor. No other medium has ever 
absorbed so much and so prolonged 
scientific attention. These learned 
patrons have inflated her reputa­
tion and exalted her prices.

Would Deceive If She Could.
‘As the case stood in January 

last, there had been no reàl progress 
regarding it since 1885. It was 
then proved in Cambridge, Eng­
land (what had been supposed be­
fore) that Eusapia would sometimes 
deceive the holders if she could, free 
a hand or a foot ,and get it into the 
cabinet behind her. Last December 
tills was once more confirmed by 
Mr. Edgar T. Scott, oi Philadelphia, 
who, at one of Mr. Carrington’s 
seances, put his hand under the cur­
tain into the cabinet and came in 
contact with her stockinged foot.

Then suddenly the end of the table 
toward the medium rises; that is, 

a only the legs at tlte other end of the 
table remain on the floor y then per­
haps three Legs come off the floor; 
then at last a ‘grand levitazione. ’ 
The observers saw her, when the at­
tention of most was drawn away to 
the other end of the table, put her left 
hand on the corner of the table and 
press it down.

But Eusapia 
seems to work on the left side when 
she can.”

Wrights, in protecting what they are 
undoubtedly entitled to, are merely 
forcing others inventors to create 
something better, and’ that work is 
being done with great speed.

One year ago comparatively few 
constructors were considering any­
thing that differed essentially from 
the Wright idea. Today that is the 
one purpose of inventors.

"We must get so far away from 
the Wright patents," they are say­
ing, “that there can be no question 
of infrongement. There must be 
other methods of obtaining ^ proper 
balance besides the combination °f 
wing dips with the vertical rudder 
and we are going to find that way.

In nearly every city and hamlet 
of Europe and America skillful in­
ventors are engaged in ‘ these pro 
blems. Pages of the Herald could 
be filled with the names of builders 
who are now at work on new ideas. 
Patent offices are being flooded with 
specifications of original types. 
Many of them, of course, are based 
on dreams and are of little value. 
Others are the product of scientific 
knowledge and intelligent experi­
mentation. A few years ago only 
the extremist, the one idea enthu­
siast, gave his time to flying ma 
chine invention. Today the csient- 
i.-1, the capitalist, the serious inven­
tor are at work. They are all eager 
to produce something that will make 
the present type of aerial craft obso­
lete. To do that means both fame 
and wealth now, and with the_ start 
that has already been made it is but 
natural to assume that the 
flying machine" is not far off.

As has so many times been said, 
“the Wrights blazed the way they 
gave the world something to work 
from, and now they are only asking 
fair compensation for their valuable 
contribution to the -world'* progress. 
No doubt they realize, more keenly 
than others, but their harvest will 
be a short one, and that they rnust 
‘make hay while te sun shines.

As the summer progresses, we shall 
have some very interesting surprises 
in the way of new types of flying ma­
chines. In France inventors are work­
ing as Frenchmen never worked be­
fore on the problem of the machine 
that will be all their own. Descrip­
tions and drawings of some of these 
have found their way into the tech­
nical magazines, but most of them 
are being built secretly.

Hammondsport is t.ie home of Mr.

Tuesday’s Session.

When the Royal commission resum­
ed its sittings here this morning in 
the Supreme court, A. C. Fraser, 
manager oi the Merchants bank, was 
called to the witness stand and gave 
evidence all the forenoon. The cross- 
examination by R. B. Bennett was 
still in progress when the adjourn­
ment came.

It was Mr. Fraser who conducted 
the monetary transaction for the A 
& ,G. W. railway, whereby their cap­
ital Stock of $50,000 was subscribed 
for one evening through an overdraft 
by what Mr. Walsh had previously 
termed a feat in bookkeeping. He 
has. put through a number of fin­
ancial matter for W. R. Clarke, pre­
sident of the company, and the cus­
tomers of his bank also include W. 
H. Cushing. Hon. C. W. Cross, J. 
K. Cornwall and M. W. Hopkins 
whose name was brought into prom­
inence by the sensational charge 
made in the legislature at last session 
by R. B- Bennett with reference to 
an alleged telephone deal.

Mr. Frasser explained the financing 
of the $50,000 itor the company. The 
evidence on this point was similar to 
that of Minty and other witnesses. 
Clarke was given an accommodation 
by Mr. Fraser of an overdraft of $50,- 
000 .one afternoon and against this 
cheques were issued to the Alberta 
and Great Waterways account for the 
$50;000 capital stock. The same even­
ing a $50,000 cheque was issued to 
Clafke'by the A. & G. W. railway for 
his expenses and this was placed in 
the bank to t,ake up the overdraft.

What Clarke Did With Money.
Mr. Bennett directed his examina­

tion largely to an endeavor to show 
that certain moneys that Clarke had 
obtained from the Merchants bank 
through drafts, were for use in the 
political campaign and confined his 
questions largely to three drafts tot 
allipg $4,750 which were cashed on 
February 26th, the day the legisla 
ture adjourned in 1909.

■XheJasUTgents*. counsel also endeav 
ored to show by questions that M. 
Wj. JHopkins was given accommoda­
tion by the bank only when he wish­
ed money to purchase school lands 
and in making those purchases he 
was acting for a third party whose 
name was unmentioned: Mr. Fraser, 
however, largely denied the statements 

* involved by those!questions.
The witness was questioned as to 

what he knew o‘5 the campaign funds 
oi Mr. Cross and of other parties, but 
he disclaimed any knowledge of these 
matters.

Mr. Walsh’s Examination.
Mr. Fraser, on taking the stand, 

in answer to questions by Mr. Walsh 
said that he was manager of the 
Merchants’ Bank and had been 
manager of the bank on October 2nd 
last.

‘On that date you wrote a letter Commission.”

Clarke’s ledger were taken up by 
Mr. Walsh, but witness could not 
recall anything about these items 
mentioned.

Met Clarke in 1908.
When did you first meet Mr. 

Clarke?” naked Mr. Walsh.
‘“Some time during the year 1908.

I was then president of the Bbard 
of Trade and he came to me to get 
information about the north coun­
try. My first banking transaction 
with him was when I cashed a draft 
in October, 1906.”

‘‘Did you learn anything from 
Clarke as to his projects?”

“I wrote Kansas (fity banks about 
his financial standing. and they re 
plied that he was all right.

‘Can you say now what the money 
that Clarke was getting in February, 
1909, was to be used for?”

Mr. Fraser said that the only 
security that. he had for the $50,000 
temporary overdraft w-as the assur­
ances of Minty and Clarke that it 
would be made up by the cheque de­
posited by Clarke, and Clarke had 
told him that the company owed 
him certain moneys.

“Did you make any report of this 

$50,000 transaction to your head 
off ice?”-

inspector last fall and with the 
general manager last month, when I 
was in the East.”

Timber Country .in .Prince Albert 
District Swept by Fire.

Prince Albert, May 14—Four In­
dians were burned to death in their 
camp abo-ut fifteen miles south of 
Kinistino last week. The fatality re 
veals one of the most shocking cases 
of physical suffering regarded 
Northern Saskatchewan. Two child­
ren, aged sixteen and six, died' immed­
iately, but the father and mother, 
though frightfully burned, lived from 
Sunday till Thursday without medical 
assistance. Though the father’s feet 
and hands were burned off when he 
reached Kinistino he called for the In­
dian agent and instructed him to di­
vide his pack of furs among his cred­
itors in the town.

Reports received here from many 
points in the Prince Albert district 
indicate that bush fires are doing en­
ormous damage to the natural re­
sources of the country. The latest 
word from Chellwood is to the effect 
that fires are raging all around that 
district. The cause of these fires is 
said to be a combination of careless­
ness and malice. Outhouses, hay and 
oats have been destroyed in many 
places. Near Blaine Lake a home­
stead belonging to a French settler 
was swept ‘by fire. The employees of 
the Sturgeon Lake Lumber Go. have 
been busy this week fighting a bush 
fire which has been raging a few 
miles north of Prince Albert. It has 
threatened a large quantity of lum­
ber which the company has piledl in 
the woods. It is expected that this 
fire was started near the lumber with 
the idea of destroying it. Further 
north the whole wooded area extend­
ing for many miles, is ablaze, the fires 
creating a blinding smoke during the 
day while the sky at night is illum­
inated for miles by the fire. The loss 
in timber in the Prince Albert dis­
trict will be enormous.

The season has been unusually dry 
and rain is needed in the worst way, 
not only to quench the fires but to 
start up the crops. A few days ago a 
fire which is believed to have been 
of incendiary origin destroyed the 
stables of the Prince Albert Turf club 
at the fair grounds. They contained 
a half dozen racing sulkies and five 
hundred dollars’ worth of hay (belong­
ing to S. J. Donaldson, M.L.A.

In the hoodoo district two Galician 
farmers were burned out andi many 
of their neighbors had difficulty in 
saving their buildings. At Skipton 
fi:cs have raged for some time and 
with the high winds which have pre 
vailed have been destroying every1* 
tiling before them

Engineer Foss lost his house and 
Prod Light had a fine building on hia 
homestead destroyed. At Appleton 
fires destroyed the farm house and 
stables of McElroy brothers, of Prince 
Albert entailing a loss of 1,500 bush- 
eis of wheat and 70 bushels of oats, 
with $600 worth of new furniture, 
which was stored in the house.

An investigation of charges made 
against the Prince Albert police force, 
by M. 'C. Tynen, proprietor of the 
Avenue hotel, were investigated this 
week by a committee of the city coun­
cil Mr. Tynen accused Chief Mc­
Dermott of persecuting him, in that 
he had exercised a more strict watch 
for violations of the liquor act at the 
Avenue hotel than in the case of the 
other hotels of the city.

The man fled from him home at 
dead of night on Thursday, and since 
that time not the slightest trace of 
him has been found. Detective John 
Parr who went out- to effect the arrest 
arrived just eight hours after his 
man had taken to the woods

Details of the finding of the body 
of a farm laborer name Philip Kusil 
in the woods north of Shoal Lake on 
Aprv 15 already have been recorded 
and it is the alleged murderer of 
this man who is fleeing from, justice 
Et erything points to the fact that he 
si- w the deceased in order to rob 
him of his summer's wages amount 
ing to $230. • The body of the man 
who was missing from November 19, 
was found by boys partly submerged 
in a slough with the skull frightful 
ly fractured. The blow had evident­
ly been dealt with powerful force 
from behind and it was evident that 
a heavy piece of cordwood or some 
equally blunt instrument had been 
used.

An autopsy subsequently held on 
the body of the deceased disclosed 
the fact that the stomach contained 
similar food to that used by the 
family of the man who has escaped 
on the morning the crime was com 
mi tted.

On 
November 19 the deceased met Nik 
ola Wozny in Shoal Lake. Wozney 
invited him to drive with him to his 
fariry 25 miles north of that town
and stay with him during the winter. 

The 
following morning the deceased ex 
pressed a wish to1 attend a dance 
few miles from the farm, and ac­
companied by Wozney they set out 
Neither one of them reached their 
destination.

Washington, D. C-, May 15.—The 
conference at the White House,

COMET AND WEATHER.

Scientists Explaining and Speculating 
About the Visitor.

Paris, May 12.—Maurice Hamy, of 
the Paris observatory, reports that 
the length of the tail of Halley’s 
comet has increased from five to ten 
degrees in three days. Professor 
Deslandres, of the University of Di­
jon, finds an appearance in the spec­
troscope of cyanogen, the poisonous 
gas which was observed in January 
and February, but which disappeared 
in March. He says that the hypoth­
esis that gas is liable to affect the 
terrestrial atmosphere would’ not be 
at all absurd. On the other hand, 
Camille Flammarion thinks that the 
tail of the comet is simply an optical 
phenomenon produced by the flight 
through ether, similar to the wake of 
a ship at sea- Mr. Marchand main­
tains that the comet shows import­
ant variations from its predicted orbit, 
which presages unexpected surprises

ACCUSED OF HORSE STEALING. 
Former Resident of Lloydminster Ar­
rested in Calgary and Brought Back.
Lloydminster, May 13—W. What- 

more, of Vermilion, a former resident 
here, and well known locally, was 
charged, yesterday, before A. C. Fors­
ter and J. Whitbread with the grave 
offence of horse stealing. A well 
known farmer of this district, Holmes, 
had left his team with Whatmore to 
winter and gone to the Old Country 
for a return visit last winter. Prior 
to Holmes returning the accused drove 
to Lashiburn and is charged with sel­
ling the horses with a sleigh and har­
ness, also the property of Holmes. Af­
ter this transaction Whatmore disap­
peared, his traces having been oblit­
erated so completely that the irate 
Holmes thought seriously of telegraph­
ing to Englaand for Sherlock of that 
ilk.

A week ago a rumor was started in 
Lloydminster that Whatmore had been 
seen in Calgary and Corporal Nichol­
son, of the Lloydminster detachment 
of the R. N. W. M. P., took a quick 
time run to the southern town. In a 
very few hours after his arrival there, 
the North-West officer located his man 
and took him into custody, bringing 
him to Lloydminster last Sunday.

The hearing of the case which has 
taken two days, culminated in What- 
more being committed to stand his 
trial at the next court sitting in Bat- 
tleford. He was admitted to bail,

CANADA IMPORTING WHEAT. 
Bank Clearings Show Large Increase 
Over Those of Corresponding Week..
New York, May 14.—Wheat, includ­

ing flour, exports from the United 
States and Canada for the week end­
ing May 12th, as reported by tele­
graph to Bradstreets, aggregate 2,- 
533,538 bushels against 1,854,070 oush- 
els last week, and 1,129,900 bushels 
this week last year.

Canadian trade reports display some 
irregularity, those from the east re­
flecting the influence of unfavorable 
weather, but reports from the west 
are encouraging. In the east T»’riy 
weather has deterred building opera 
tions and retail trade has been dis­
appointing. -.City collections run a lit­
tle slow, though remittances from 
outside points are fair. Grain is do­
ing well but rain is needed in some 
districts. Bank clearings at thirteen 
Canadian cities for the week ending 
with Thursday, aggregated $118,466,- 
0C0, a decrease of 16 per cent, from 
last week but an increase of 26 per 
cent, over the corresponding week in 
lt09.

Mann stated that more than one-sixth 
of the work had already been done.

Speaking of the water transporta­
tion of the C.N.R., Mr. Mann stated 
that the Royal Edward, the first 
passenger steamer of the company, 
would sail from Bristol tomorrow.
Mr. Mann states that this is the fast­
est boat running to any Canadian 
port, and that it is in equipment the 
equal of any boat running to any 
port on the Atlantic coast. It is 
most luxuriously fitted up and will 
carry 1,200 passengers. When Mr.
Mann left Toronto, bookings had been 
made for about 600 immigrants' on 
the vessel. From Montreal to Port 
Arthur the C.N.R. had eight freight 
boats in commission. The ocean 
boats and the lake boats meet at the 
same dock in Montreal, and the lake 
fleet have ample dock facilities at 
Port Arthur. In addition to the 
eight freight boats running to Mont­
real!, the company have four other 
freight beats on the lakes. The 
Royal Edward and the Royal George, 
the two passenger boats on the Atlan­
tic, are 21 knot steamers, and are 
both brand new.

Of the new dump across Rainy 
Lake, Mr. Mann stated that it was 
a small job and would cost not 
more than a million and a quarter.
There had been eleven miles of 
wooden bridges between Winnipeg 
and Port Arthur, and this year would 
see practically the last of them, all 
being replaced with steel. Regard­
ing the construction of the line to 
Hudson Bay, he stated that the gov­
ernment was to build the bridlge 
across thq Saskatchewan and that 
this would take a year .
