COUNCILLOR MULLALY—I’m only 
here long enough to know some one 
keeps books around here; but, as to 
how they are kept, I can’t offer an 
opinion.

COUNCILLOR CHANNING—Have 
you considered the cost of an audit?

COUNCILLOR MULLALY — No: 
that is a secondary consideration; 
but I believe that it would be money 
well spent, as the public is asking 
for it.

MAYOR ELLIS—If Councillor Mull­
aiy would examine the books bin^self, 
and then found anything wrong, he 
could make a specific charge, and an 
audit would follow.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY — Mr. 
Mayor, you might as well ask me to 
conduct the audit. I came here as a 
Cour cillor, not as a book-keeper. If 
I made a specific charge, then an in­
vestigation would have to follow. I’m 
making no charge, but only asking for 
an audit.

MAYOR ELLIS—Under the Muni 
cipal Act, we have an audit every 
month by the Auditor-General.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—So far 
as I can see, Mr. Mayor, that is only 
a check which you speak of. The Audi­
tor-General comes in, and simply 
sees that the vouchers correspond 
with the statements submitted. He 
doea not go over the books, as an 
Auditor, that is, he does not know 
whether there lias been extravagance 
or wapte on the part of officials. On 
the statement of arrears, submitted 
to-night, we find that $70,000 was 
due Dec. 31-st last; and, glancing 
through the names, I find some who 
are well able to pay up. Surely the 
old Board has nothing to fear if a 
special audit were held. It has come 
under my notice, recently, that es 
timates have been given for certain 
works, and instead of being near or 
about the price figured on when the 
job would be finished, the cost would 
be double the estimate. What the 
public wants to know is, has this 
money been spent judicioucjy; have 
more men that were necessary been 
employed; have too much been paid 
for material^, etc.?

MAYOR ELLIS—The proposition 
would come ^With better force if you 
had gone into matters, and went over 
the books.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—I have 
just gone over this statement of ar­
rears, I say, and I can’t find out whe­
ther the delinquents owe for one or 
ten years, though I can find come on 
the list who owe as much as $672.00, 
$649.60, and others $300 and $400. If 
an audit were held, we could find 
out these matters.

MAYOR ELLIS—The.books'are au­
dited by the Auditor-General every 
month.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—Are all 
the books at the disposal of the Au­
ditor-General, Mr. Mayor?

MAYOR ELLIS—Yes.
COUNCILLOR MULLALY—Will you 

tell me if he always had access to 
the arrears book?

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—Then it 
is not a complete audit, ' sfk! the

Here Councillor Martin took excep­

tion to Councillor Mullaly’s remarks 
and asked him to make an assertion 

COUNCILLOR MULLALY (continu­
ing to the Mayor)—You have nothing 
to fear, Sir, and as I have mentioned 
the public, are asking for an audit, 
You and the old Council should court 
oee.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—By your 
introducing the motion, you have in 
suited and also reflected on the old 
Council. There is no need for an audit, 
it is only a cau^e of expense. I will 
strongly oppose the motion from my 
seat. It would be better to expend 
the money, it will cost, on Cook or 
Spencer or some other street. This 
would give the public more satisfac­
tion. I would like to ark Councillor 
Mullaiy the-following questions:

(1) What are the grounds upon 
which Councillor Mullaiy claims that 
an audit should take place?

(2) Does he now assert and state 
as a basis for this audit, that there 
har, been wrong-doing or dishonesty 
of any kind, on behalf of the Council 
that preceded us, or its officials? 
so when, where, with whom, and un 
der what circumstances;

(3) Does he now assert or state 
that any monies had been received 
by the officials of the Council and 
not entered upon the hookas of the 
Council?

(4) Have any monies of the Coun 
cil been corruptly or dishonestly paid 
by any of the officials of the Coun 
cil? If so, when, to whom, and what 
amount?

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—I refust 
to answer. You don’t know what you 
are talking about.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—I do. and
further, I know that during your cam­
paign you were going about the city, 
asking some employees of the Council 
to take men to work and then going 
somewhere else îeyirg there were too 
many to work.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—I em­
phatically deny what Councillor Mar­
tin has paid: and if Councillors and 
officials attended to their duty more 
and talked less, there would be better 
results all round. I want Councillor 
Martin to withdraw these statements 
or prove them.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—I refuse 
to withdraw.

Here the 'Secretary took down the 
tintements of Councilloi; Martin, at 
the request of Councillor Mullaiy.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—I repeat, 
Mr. Mayor, that Councillor Mullaiy is 
casting a reflection on the old Coun­
cil, and I further s ate that we have 
no legal right to hold an audit. • 

COUNCILLOR MULLALY — Mr. 
Mayor, it is only a week ago that 
Councillor Martin told me he would 
vote for an audit, if I would make 
the motion that it extend over 8 
years. He has evidently been talking 
to some one since.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—I have re­
considered the matter since, and will 
oppose the motion, as I consider the 
cost will be too great where the City’s 
needs are considered.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY-No won­
der the City’s needs are many when 
people, well able to pay, can owe as 
much as $700.00

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—The an
’ swer to Mr. Mullaly’s criticism, Mr.

Mayor, is that you were returned by 
j acclamation, and me at the head of 
the poll.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—What’s 
that man talking about. The motion 
before the Chair is dealing with an 
audit not. about who footed or headed 
the poll.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN—Whatever 
it has to do with it, that motion will 
not pay if I have to keep you here 
until five this morning.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY 
won’t keep me, Mister."

The storm subsided for a few min­
utes. and Councillor Channing said he 
would support the motion if the audit 
would cover eight years, and if Coun­
cillor Mullaiy deferred the motion ur- 

til the financial aspect was looked into

at. a future meeting. •
COUNCILLOR RYAN—Do I under­

stand from you, Mr. Mayor, that the 
present system of auditing Is not a 
complete one?

MAYOR ELLIS—Yes; it is not ex­
actly complete.

COUNCILLOR RYAN—Then, for 
this reason I must support the motion 
of Councillor Mullaiy, and will second 
his motion.

COUNCILLOR MARTIN-We should 
consider this matter ^seriously. I reit­
erate that there is a reflection on the 
old Council, and certain insinuations 
have been made to-night that are un­
fair.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY — Mr.
^layor, I ask you, do you think that 
I’m reflectifig on you, by bringing in 
this motion.

MAYOR ELLIS—I have nothing to 
hide; but there is a reflection.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—I'm sor­
ry you think the latter. • 1

COUNCILLOR RYAN—Mr. Mayor, 
was there ever a compromise made 
with any- person, who was in arrears, 
for a contjderable sum.

MAYOR ELLIS—Yes; in one in- 
stance. It was about the time of the 
Crash, and the person was 'hard up.’

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—There 
were quite a number 'hard up', the 
time of the Crash, Mr. Mayor.

MAYOR ELLIS—I think, if Coun­
cillor Mullaiy would submit to a Com­
mittee of investigation going into the 
matter, it would be better, and would 
cost nothing.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY — The
only thing is an audit.

COUNCILLOR MYRICK—I cannot
support the motion, as there does not 
appear sufficient cause for an audit 
being made; and again, we don't 
know what the expense will be.

COUNCILLOR COAKER—I think 
Councillor Mullaiy could get at the 
matter some other way, and that he 
should leave it over to another meet­
ing.

COUNCILLOR MULLALY—Now or
never, Mr. Mayor,.

A supreme calmness fell over the 
Council after this, and for about three 
minutes the full Board considered the 
matter in silence. Suddenly Council­
lor Mullaiy rose to his feet and said: 
“Say, Mr. Mayor, let us take a walk.’’

The motion was. then put, the vote 
being:

The Mayor gave his casting vote 
against the motion, on the ground 
that Councillor Mullaiy had no justi­
fication for making the resolution.

from scaling stones and being ready to 
check any other piece of mischief that 
the active minds of five thousand 
children can cook' up.

And now for the reason that I have 
told you all this.

I was talking with the senior life 
saver and asked him hdw he managed 
to accomplish this Herculean task.

"Weli,” he answered, “don't know 
as I could manage it if it weren’t for 
the help I get from the boys. There 
are lots of them that come here quite 
regular and when I told them what I 
wag ^trying to do and how hard it was 
thS^bvere proud to help me. They 
stopUhe other boys from throwing 
stones or scrapping and they keep a 
splendid lookout for broken glass 
and things of that Sort on the beach.

“Some of my best helpers, too, ary 
the boys that used to be the worst 
mischief makers before I asked them 
tb help.”

Mischief in nine children out of ten 
or more likely in ninety-nine out o( 
one hundred, is simply energy without 
the proper outlet.

Children in school whisper not be­
cause t£ey want to be naughty but be­
cause they are not Supplied With 
enough else to hold their attention.

The boys on the beach threw stones 
and scrapped and were mischievour 
not because they wanted to make 
trouble but because they wanted tc 
be doing something and they had not 
been supplied with the better ou tie! 
of helping to keep order.

No doubt this hot weather, when 
you .mothers are listless and hardpu' 
to.it to find energy enough to do al! 
that must be done, it doesn’t seen- 
possible to you that anyone can b- 
bubbling over with energy.

But children somehow are remark­
able that way.

So suppose the next time you fee' 
inclined to punish for some piece c 
naughtiness you think over Mrs 
Young's point of view and see insteat 
if you can’t find a better outlet foi 
the energy that caused the mischief.

Elmundo discussing the threatened 
break between the Spanish Govern­
ment and the Vatican over the re­
fusal of Premier Canalejas to rescind 
the Imperial Decree which permits 
non-catholic societies to display the 
insigna for public worship, says the 
Holy See has no reason to feel of­
fended. It is heading towards a rup­
ture which will precipitate the open 
ing of a rapid and energetic anti 
clerical campaign.

SAN SEBASTIAN, Spain, July 29.

Don Jaime of Bourbon, the Carlist 
Pretender to the Spanish Throne to­
day issued a manifesto to the Car 
lists in parlt congratulating them up­
on their loyalty to the Pope and their 
defence of the Church and declaring, 
"I think the day is not far distant 
when my followers must rally to our 
flag. I will lead the battle.” Ominous 
reports are received following the 
publications of the news that a rup­
ture between the Spanish Government 
and the Vatican appears imminent. At 
San Sebastian, Don Jaime has issued 
a manifesto in which he says that 
he will lead the Carlists In the battle 
which he intimates may be called 
soon. It is expected that Premier 
Canalejas will ask King Alfonso to 
set the stamp of his Majesty’s ap­
proval upon the course that the Pre­
mier has adopted.

SAN SABASTIAN, Spain, July 29.
At the conclusion of a conference 

between King Alfonso and Premier 
Canalejas this evening, it was an­
nounced that Marquis Emileo De 
Ojeda, Spanish Ambassador to the 
Vatican had been recalled. At the 
same time the opinion was expressed 
that a rupture with the Vatican was 
inevitable. Senor Canalejas told 
the King that the Government could 
not accept the condition of the Vati- 
an’s last note and that the Vatican 

would be so informed. The Premier 
will continue his anti-clerical pro­
gramme counting upon the support 
of King Alfonso. During the negoti­
ations between the Vatican and Spain 
Marquis De Ojeda has complained of 
ill-health. On July 12 the negotia­
tions were suspended because of ill­
ness and last Monday it was stated 
that he was insisting in the most 
pressing terms on being relieved of 
his duties as ambassador to the Va­
tican. The order sent to Marquis De 
Ojeda to leave his post signifies that 
the rupture which Senor Canalejas 
described as inevitable is virtually ac­
complished. Marquis De Ojeda him­
self in addition to pleading illness 
has insisted on his return on 
the ground that the position of the 
Government at Rome was no longer 
tenable and that he considered a 
rupture between the Vatican and 
Government imminent.

Spain’s initiative in recalling Am­
bassador De Ojeda is expected to be 
followed by the departure from Ma 
drid of Monsignor Vico, the Papal 
Nunicio when the rupture will be 
completed. Senor Canalejas is pre 
paring for a supreme battle.

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON, July 29. 

The conference of the two dbminant 
parties who are trying to compos 
the constitutional differences of the 
House of Lords and the House of 
Commons already have succeeded in 
bridging several gulfs that have 
a rated them, and a statement made 
by Premier Asquith in the lower 
chamber this afternoon indicates 
that the outlook for a compromise is 
more hopeful than had been anticipat­
ed. Unless a rupture occurs during 
the recess little more of an official 
character is likely to be heard re­
garding the negotiations until parli­
ament reassembles on Nov. 16. Mr. 
Asquith after citing that the confer 
ees in the course of twelve meetings 
had surveyed the field of controversy 
carefully said, our discussions have 
made such progress, although we 
have not so far reached an agree­
ment, as to render it in the opinion 
of all of us not only desirable but 
necessary that they should continue. 
In fact I may go further; we would 
think it wrong at this stage to break 
them off. The Premier added that if 
further deliberations showed no pros­
pects of an /. agreement that could be 
announced in parliament next session, 
the conference would be closed.

OTTAWA, July 29.| 

The conflict of the fisheries juris­
diction between the province of Brit­
ish Columbia and the Dominion Gov­
ernment is to be settled by an appeal 
to the Supreme Court. The Province 
claims the right to issue exclusive 
fishing licences in waters within the 
ailway belt territory which Is under 

federal jurisdiction in tidal and navi­
gable waters and also to issue licen­
ses to fish within a marine league of 
the coast of the province. The Dom­
inion claims that the issuing of such 
licenses Jails within the jurisdiction 
of the Dominion Fisheries Depart­
ment. The Supreme Court has been 
asked by the Federal Government to 
answer a stated list of questions in­
volving the constitutional issues.

Special to Evening Telegram.
OTTAWA, July 29.

As order in Council has been pass- 
fixing the rates of pay for the 

officers and men of the naval service 
Canada. The main figures were 

made public during the last session 
parliament, but the present order 

gives them In much greater detail 
for all ranks Of the service. The pay 
allowance and gratuites are based 
upon the rates in the Imperial Navy 
taking Into consideration the increas- 

cost of living in Canada. On the 
rhole the rates vary from 25 to over 

per cent more1 than the British 
navy.

Another Boy Drowned
This week has certainly been pro­

lific of drowning accidents. On Monday 
last a very sad accident similiar to 
those which happened in St. John's, 
occurred at Port aux Basques, the 
victim being a boy named Sheaves 
aged 12 years. The boy with two lit­
tle tots went to a pond just above the 
hill near the cable house and went 
out to bathe. He could not swim and 
going out over his depth he went 
down in a hurry. He rose three 
times to the surface but the little 
chaps with him could render no aid, 
and they were so frightened that 
they did not make an outcry- or re­
port the matter .until over a half 
hour after the boy had disappeared. 
Then men went to the sçene with jig­
gers and iii a short while secured the 
body. His father is a fireman on the 
Harlaw and came home by the Bruce 
yesterday. The parents are grief- 
stricken over the boy’s sade fate.

Crippen Arrested on 
Steamer Montrose.

London, July 26.—According to the 
Express, which prints a circumstan­
tial account of the arrest of Dr. Grip- 
pen and his companion aboard the 
steamer Montrose, the latter burst in­
to tears when arrested, and is now 
in a state of collapse and ready to 
make a sworn statement. Dr. Crip­
pen, the paper says, declares he dan 
pipve his innocence on the charge of 
murder. The two are now in separ­
ate cabins and are closely watched.

Enquiries have now established 
that Doctor Crippen and the Le 
Neve woman spent all the time from 
July 16 to July 20 in Brussels, stay­
ing at an obscure hotel. Thence they 
went to Antwerp. They have not been 
in France at all. Scotland Yard de­
precates the certain assumption that 
the couple on the Montrose are Dr. 
Crippen and Miss Leneve.

The accumulating evidence Aflnts 
to the certainty that the i^Bople 
aboard the Montrose are Dr. Crippen 
and Ethel Leneve. Their movements 
have been traced practically since 
they left London, most of the time 
being spent in Belgium under the 
alias of Robinson, the girl throughout 
posing as Robinson’s son.

When purchasing passage tickets at 
Antwerp Robinson particularly in­
sisted upon having a double berth 
cabin. The London Express publish­
es a circumstantial story of their ar­
rest on board the Montrose.

On Friday the couple were over­
heard discussing their escape, accord­
ing to the paper, and the captain of 
the steamer communicated with Scot­
land Yard, and on Saturday decided 
to arrest the couple.

Crippen was searched and deprived 
of a revolver and cartridges and a 
pen knife. He demanded to kno 
what offense he was charged with an 
was informed he had contravened the 
law by giving an assumed name and 
travelling with a woman in the guise 
of a boy. As he was unable to pro­
vide proofs that his name was Rob 
inson or that the woman was his 
wife, he and the girl were placed un 
der^ arrest in separate cabins and are 
being watched night and day.

New York, July 26.—With the 
young woman dressed as a boy, the 
pair boarded the Montrose at Ant­
werp under the name of Rev. Mr, 
Robinson and son. The elder man 
was essentially clerical. He wore 
clothes of Anglican cut, spectacles 
a short beard, and a shorn upper lip. 
His eyebrows were very heavy, and 
formed a prominent characteristic, 
was these eyebrows that lead the of­
ficers of the Montrose to suspect that 
all was not as it seemed with the pas 
sengers.

The putative clergyman and his son 
occupied a second class cabin, and 
one day, soon after sailing, a sharp- 
eyed steward noticed that one of Rev, 
Robinson’s eyebrows became mis­
placed for an instant. He mentioned 
the phenomenon, and soon afterward 
the sex of the so-called "son” was 
discovered.

New Features in 
Elmore Murder 

Case Discussed.
London, July 18.—Notwithstanding 

the most • extraordinary efforts of the 
police, up to this afternoon no trace 
has been found of the whereabouts 
of Hawley Harvey Crlppen, or of Miss 
Le Neve. Dr. Crippen’s business in­
timates believes he is in France, and 
that He will tiommit suicide if his cap­
ture is- Imminent.

So far as is known the only new 
point that has been established to the1 
satisfaction of the polie» ig the date 
of the tragedy at the Crippen house. 
This, they say. was the night of 
Jan. 31, or the early morning hours 
of Feb. 1. The Crjppens, It was stat­
ed, entertained a few friends on the 
evening of >fen. Sy* and they left be­
fore midnight. Ttfe following day 
the Vaudeville Artists Guild, of which 
Mrs. Crippen, or Belie Elmore, as she 
was .known on the stage, was the 
Treasurer, received a letter Signed 
“Belle Elmore," stating that the writ­
er had gone to America on business, 
and the misspelling of the name caus­
ed comment

Criticising Police—as Usual.
The police are criticised as usual 

in such eases, but the criticisms are 
based general^' upon knowledge 
which was not _ possessed by the au­
thorities when they interviewed Crip­
pen and allowed him to escape. The 
police maintain that prior to the find­
ing of the woman’s body in the cellar 
of the Crippen home they had nothing 
upon which to justify the detention 
of the doctor. As it is, though, the 
police firmly believe that the body is 
that ot Crippen’s wife, but it is 
doubtful if the identity of the remains 
can be legally established.

The Evening News says that a check 
for £37 was cashed on June 9 for 
Dr. Crippen by an acquaintance.' The 
check bore the signatures of Mr. and 
Mrs. Crippen. From February 1, un­
til last Friday Dr. Crippen and the 
Le Neve woman lived in the house 
beneath the cellar floor of which lay 
the body of his1 wife.
No Record of Marriage to Le Neve 

Woman.
The story which the Le Neve wom­

an told to her mother and friends, 
that she had been married to Crippen 
at the St. Paneras registry office, Is 
not true. There is no record of the

sister worked for Dr. Crippen before 
he engaged Ethel.

Miss Le Neve’s aunt refusea to be­
lieve that Ethel was aware of the 
murder of Dr. Crippen’s wife. The 
aunt visited the house on Sunday be­
fore last. She says, speaking of thi» 
visit:

"1 wanted to chat with Ethel, but 
Crippen would not leave here alone 
with me for a second. Crippen was 
worried and nervous. I cannot be­
lieve that he murdered his wife. A 
move inoffensive man I never knew.”

As Crippen disappeared only four 
days before the horrible discovery of 
the mutiliated body of the woman un­
der the coal cellar, the scent is fresh, 
and the arrest of the suspected mur­
derer is highly probable, especially as 
evefy newspaper is seeking to 
frighten the typewriter into betraying 
him In order to escape her own re­
sponsibility as an accessory before or 
after the fact. " • s'

Liable to Homicidal Mania.
New York, July 18.—Scotland Yard 

ia looking tor another man in the 
case, who, though it is said that he 
is not thought to have had anything 
whatever to do with the murder of 
Belle Elmore, will nevertheless be 
largely connected in the capture of 
her much wanted husband, if he is 
ever captured.

The man according to information 
given last night by William E. Scott, 
the New York advertising man who 
had European business wittl Crippen,. 
is .known in London under half a 
dozen aliases ' and at a halt dozen 
different addresses. He has been for 
years past the financial backer of 
Crippen’s enterprises, and without 
his aid, it is said, Crippen would 
riever have gained the material suc­
cess he attained.

“Dr. Crippen, when I knew him,” 
added Mr. Scott, “was a ’confirmed 
absinthe drinker, and when under the 
influence of the drug-like drink was 
often oppressed with suicidal or 
homicidal mania."

Believed Herself Married
London, July 18.—According to the 

published statement of her sister,. 
Ethel Le Neve, who is believed to 
have been Dr. Crippen’s companion 
when he disappeared from his home. 
In a hurried visit to her on July 9, 
professed the greatest anxiety over 
the possibility that she was not Crip­
pen’s legal wife.

Private Detective Se, 
to Jail for Abductio
Charles Gorman, the private detec­

tive who was very recently found 
guilty of abducting Katherine Laro- 
que, by enticing her from her room 
and detaining her by means of a 
warrant which he had illegally used 
foi his purpose, was sentenced to 
serve a month , in jail. Gorman was 
accused of having gone to the house 
where the girl lived, and through a 
warrant which he had in his posses­
sion for the arrest of another woman, 
taken the girl from the house and had 
kept her with him at a hotel.

In sentencing Gorman this morn­
ing Judge Choquet said the accused 
had used the warrent to compel the 
woman to follow him.

I have had 
several houses pointed out to me 
where from three to seven members 
have died of consumption during the 
past decade.

ly isolated. They never see a mail 
boat and the train Is from 5 to 15 
miles awày. As far as I can learn 
fully one out of every two deaths 
here is caused by consumption.

They 
all took it kindly and saw the truth 
if my statements.

Rev. Mr. Prescott gave me good as- 
listance at this meeting. He man- 
iged the lantern and made quite a 
spicy and enthusiastic speech, which 
made my remarks quite a deal more 
effective. He sees the great ravages 
done here by tuberculosis. They all 
tell me that I have not reached the 
worst portion of the Bay yet.

Well, my voice is so bad and my 
throat so sore that I Intend saying 
nothing more until Monday or Tues­
day. I have been talking every day 
this week from 9 a.m. till 11 p.m.j 
Those places are small and most of 
the men are away. 1 expect from this 
time out I shall not attempt more 
than three meetings a week. How­
ever, 1 like it end am interested, and 
the people also seem very interested

How Nations Are Born
A new European kingdom will 

shortly come into existence, Prince 
Nicholas of " Montenegro having In­
formed the Great Powers of his inten­
tion to raise his principality to that 
higher status op August 8th.

If, as seems probable, the govern­
ments concerned do not oppose the 
step, the change will be an easy one, 
unattended by trouble of any kind. 
This is a welcome Innovation, for new 
kingdoms are generally born ot war 
and baptised in blood.

A typical Instance Is that of the Ger­
man Empire, born at the Palace ot 
Versailles, on January 18th, 1871, dur­
ing the Franco-Prusalan war. There 
have been few more dramatic nation# 
births, for Paris was actually being 
bombarded at the time by the German 
artillery.

France has been three times tpx em­
pire and three times a republic, and 
each change has been attended by 
fighting and loss of life. The king­
dom of Italy came Into being on March 
17th, 1861—born of the Austrian con­
flict and civil war between the various 
states—and was gladly recognized by 
Britain a fortnight later.

Nor are these the only European 
nations that have been born In similar 
fashion within the last hundred years. 
Greece achieved her independence In 
1830, and Servis and Roumani» were

granted it in 1878 under the provisions 
of the Treaty of Berlin.

Within the same period two Euro­
pean nations have died by violence at 
the hands of their neighbours. Po­
land perished, after, long-drawn out 
agony, on December 19th, 1866. Fin­
land was strangled, almost unreslst- 
inly, only the other day.
