sed premises of goods or supplies re­
quired in connection with his business 
between the hours of 8 a.mf and 
.9 a.m.

We ultimately obtained a remun­
erative situation for Thomas Linden 
in a mercantile house at Belfast, with 
which we were professionally ac­
quainted, and after securing berths 
in the Erin steamer, he, with his wifi 
and mother-in-law, came, with a kind 
of hopefui sadness in their looks and 
voices, to bid us farewell—for a very 
long time, they and we also feared—

bridge supposed, prompted by their 
own necessities, sold .the estate ac­
cordingly. But the niece not being 
of age when she signed the authority 
to sell, her consent was of no legal 
value ; and she having since died in­
testate, Edwin Majoribanks, her cousin 
and undoubted heir-at-law—for the 
property could not have passed from 
her, even by marriage—now claimed 
the estate.

return of Thomas Linden and famil 
immediately; and the next was t 
plead in form of action. This don< 
we awaited Catherine Linden’s- ai 
rival in London, and Mr. Linden ser 
tor's convalescence—for his menti 
agitation had resulted in a sharp f 
of illness—to effect a satisfactory am 
just arrangement.

Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Linden - am 
Mrs. Arnold arrived by the earliee 
steamer that left Belfast after th 
receipt of our letter; and much as 
tonished ’were they by the intelligent 
that awaited them. Catherine Linder 
was for confirming the validity of the 
sale of the Holmford estate by her 
now authoritative consent at once,- as 
a mere act of common justice and 
good faith; but this, looking at the 
total loss of fortune she had sus­
tained by the knavery of the execu­

Paris, March 27.—The European lit­
erary world is still marvelling at the 
genius of the little French sewing 
woman. Marguerite Audoux, who as 
the result of about ten years’ spare 
time work, wrote “Marie Claire.”

Not only has this story won the 
five thousand franc prize of the 
“Academy of Women” and astonished 
the ablest critics of the world, but it 
has provided a new viewpoint. It en­
ables the leisured class to see the 
life of working people through the 
sober vision of a worker, and inci­
dentally conquers fresh territory for 
aspiring womanhood.

The story of Marie Claire herself is 
as remarkable and improbable as any 
sensational novel, and gives fresh 
point to the old assertion that life is 
stranger than fiction. Losing her mo­
ther by death and her father by de­
sertion, she became an inmate of a 
convent orphanage, until a home was 
provided for her with a Sologne 
farmer.

Her education was of the poorest, 
and her experience too narrow to 
allow of her imagination being touch­
ed by the splendid facts'of life. But 
she hungered for boo.ks. and while a 
shepherdess at Sologne she came to 
Paris to appease this craving. In 
Paris she became a needle woman, 
and read eagerly in her scanty leis­
ure, but it was not until her eyesight 
failed that she gave way to the am­
bition of writing a story herself.

Marguerite Audoux was, however, 
ripe for the great effort. For five 
years she had been writing the book 
in her thoughts, while the actual work 
of composition occupied another five 
years, for through her defective 
schooling there were faults of spell­
ing that could only be surmounted by 
the kindly offices of friends.

Professional writers brought up in 
a bookish atmosphere, and titled 
scribblers who write for vanity’s sake, 
are not a little- disturbed to find a 
humble needle woman soaring at once 
to a big place in the literary firma­
ment. Marguerite Audoux stands for 
the republican idea in fiction, and is 
proof of the growing consciousness 
of the inarticulate millions.

Her lowly origin has not militated 
against her, however, or made a mat­
ter of scorn, as it was in the case.of 
Keats. Indeed, her brave battle 
against the “slings and arrows of 
outrageous fortune” has fostered ten­
der regard for the plucky little woman 
who has knocked on the hea<L the 
academic theory that culture is a ne­
cessary condition for fine literary 
achievement.

Looking at Marguerite Audoux you 
see the wistful dignity that is bred by 
endurance of a hard lot, without re­
pining or protest, and the calm of 
conscious strength. The remarkable 
beauty of her eyes gives distinction 
to her face.

Yet it is hard for the people who 
have met her to realize that she is the 
author of the work described by the 
famous French author, Octave Mir- 
beau, in the following terms: “When 
you have read it you will ask, without 
wishing to wound the sensibilities of 
any one, who among our writers— 
and I include those who have won 
the greatest glory—could have writ­
ten this book with such, flawless con­
struction, such purity and such daz­
zling grandeur?”

’s Lai

How the Animals See,
There is a most astonishing diver­

sity among animals in respect to the 
number and location of their eyes. In 
mammals, birds, reptitds and fishes 
they are limited to two, and are in­
variably placed in the head; but 
others of the animal kingdom may 
have anywhere up to 50,006, and they 
seem to have been placed' anywhere 
that seemed handy. The dragon fly 
possesses eyes composed of an aggre­
gation of about 50,000 smaller eyes, 
and the common house fly has about 
10,000, which may be seen by the aid 
of a magnifying glass of even small 
power.

In spiders and scorpions there are 
usually eight or ten eyes in one or 
more clusters on the dorsal aspect of 
that part of the body which is formed 
by the union of the head and thorax. 
The starfish has an eye on the tip of 
each of Its five rays or arms, and in 
the sea urchin, which is nothing but a 
star-fish with the ends of its rays 
drawn close together, the five eyes are 
gathered in a circlue around what is 
considiered the hinder portion of its 
body.

The scallop has numerous eyes on 
the ledge of its mantle, extending 
from one end of the animal to the 
other, and forming a semi-circle. Some 
marine worms have eyes in clusters, 
not only the head, but also along each 
side* of the body, even to the tip of the 
tail, and they are connected Individ-, 
ually and directly with, the median 
nervous cord. In the lowest forms we 
may find many infusoria which have 
neither eyes nor nerves, but are never­
theless sensitive to light, either seek­
ing or avoiding it.

SPRING HATSWe have been furnished with a copy 
of the No. 2 bulletin of Agricultural 
Intelligence and of Plant Disease, is­
sued at Rome in December last.

This bulletin was issued by the In­
ternational Institute of Agriculture. 
This association was established under 
an International Treaty of June 7th. 
1905, which was ratified by forty gov­
ernments. Since that time seven other 
governments have given adherence to 
the Institute.

Mr. P. C. Wyndham, Counsellor to 
the British Embassy to the Italian 
Government, is the delegate who re­
presents Great Britain and Ireland. 
Australia, Canada, British India, New 
Zealand and Mauritius.

“The Institute, confining its opera­
tions within an international sphere, 
shall :

(a) Collect, study gnd publish as 
promptly as possible statistical, tech­
nical, or economic information con­
cerning farming, vegetable and ani­
mal products, the commerce in agri­
cultural products, and the prices pre­
vailing in the various markets;

lb) Communicate to parties inter­
ested, also as promptly as possible, 
the above information;

(c) Indicate the wages paid for farm 
work ;

(d) Make known the new diseases of 
vegetables which may appear n any 
part of the world, showing the terri­
tories infected, the progress of the 
diseases, and, if possible, the reme­
dies which are effective;

te) Study questions concerning agri­
cultural co-operation, insurance and 
credit in all their aspects; collect and 
publish information which might be 
useful in the various countries for the 
organiation of works connected with 
agricultural co-operation, insurance, 
and credit;

(f) Submit to the approval of the 
Governments, if there is occasion for 
it. measures for the protection of the 
common interests of farmers Ænd for 
the improvement of their condition, 
after having utilized all the necessary 
sources of information, such as the 
wishes expressed by international or 
other agricultural congresses or of 
congresses of sciences applied to ag­
riculture, of agricultural societies, 
academies, learned. bodies, etc..’1

Dear sir,—Some time ago, in Jan­
uary last, a steamer with freight call­
ed at Twillingate, presumably sent by 
the P. P. government. She arrived in 
the night, remained a few hours and 
left again without landing all the 
freight. She did not land an organ 
belonging to tl\e Methodist body here 
and the organ had to be transhipped 
by way of rail. But for the kindness 
of Mr. James, jlodder in loaning his 
horse to convey it from Lewis port, it 
would have cost the congregation 
about $5.00 in addition to the freight 
by rail. The captain left before some 
people who had goods on board knew 
that the steamer was in port. After 
being taxed to pay their proportion of 
the subsidy fijr a boat to call at 
Twillingate, thbfce parties Who needed 
the goods ordered them to be, tran­
shipped by rail and had to pay an 
extra freight, besides the cost of 
goods from Lewisport to Twillingate.

WtthOne Hand

1 Champion Collins, of England, Tells 
the Story of His Career—Celebrated 
Hatch Recalled.
The reason why I first began to play 

'/billiards with one fl&nd only is easy 
to exlaht, says Frank Coltina, the oae- 
hami billiard champion of England, in 
an* English paper. Fourteen years ago 
1 was in charge of a large billiard sa­
loon In London, and as I was such a 
good exponent of the spot-stroke, then 
allowed in the game, I had always to 
give my oponents- either a very big 
start or to play them on 50 and IOC 
breaks. One day there came along a 
gentleman whose form I knew well, 
who said he had at last found 
“handicap” he could take me on at- 
viz., that if I would play him 500 up 
or. level terms, igysel.f using only one 
hand, and no rests whatever, he would 
hack himself to beat me for £10.

Well. I knew his capabilities, and so 
1 asked for a week or two to think it 
over. During that time I practised 
hard - at this strange one-hand play 
and after a while- I came to the con­

i' elusion that I had an excellent sport­
ing chance at -it against him. So we 

|. made the match, which duly came off 
■ ar.d I won the game by 200, making 
1 three breaks of over 50 each, much to 
{ liis surprise.

At that match the room was crowd- 
> Ed. and several people present who 
l owned or rented billiard saloons made 
'- me good offers to play exhibition 

matches with one hand at their places. 
Just at first a ' trifle nervous about 
doing this,, after due consideration 1 
accepted, and so began my one-handed 

!■ billiard career, which has proved so 
strikingly successful.

Of course I use no rest at all in 
making my strokes, not even when 1 
have to use the long “butt.” Natur­
ally there is a tremendous strain on 
the arm in, holding this unwieldly a rtf- 
ole, let alone in making a stroke with 
it. But practice has enabled me even 
to overcome this difficulty, and to-day 
I can . play with the “long-arm" prac­
tically as well as with my own ordi­
nary cue. . *

The hardest stroke to make with one 
hand is the forcing stroke from-the 
centre of the table ; but as a rule I 
bring that off successfully three times 
out of every four. I can make any 
screw-shot -equally as well with one 
hand as with two. and I can play the 
masse shot very well also with one 
hand. Indeed. I believe that, though 
some other players are able to play 
with one Land fairly sucoe^sfully, on 
the whole. I am the'only cueist whe 
can make the. masse shot successfully 
under those conditions.

Playing with one hand. I have ex­
ceeded 100 in a break at least six dif­
ferent times;'I have also made a break 
of 99 off the-, red alone with benzoline 
balls, and one of "90 similarly with 
ivory balls.

My highest, break, playing one hand 
only has1 been 137; my highest score 
with both- hands has been 4'2& I have 
naturally hadi matches, againsf most of 
the chief amateurs and best-known 
professionals, and usually I have come 
off the best, though occasionally this 

' or that first-rate amateur has said at 
the beginning of the game that be was_ 
sure it wa# impossible for me to play 
with one hanfl as well as he could 
with two.

The best one-baaded man I've ever 
met was a cueist named Reeves, 
against whom I played in a money 
match at Brixton. He played extreme­
ly well, though 1 won easily; but our 
styles were quite different, as Reeves 
played with the left hand where I used 
the right. I also played D. Kellard 
one hand, he being allowed to place a 
handkerchief on the side of .the table 
when he wished- to keep his cue steady 
and to use the rest-in the middle of the 
table. Nevertheless. I beat him.

I must have been born with the bil 
Hard instinct, I suppose, as my father 
was George. Collins, the famous cueist 
of the earlier John Roberts and Joseph 
Bennett period, whilst my sisters, Ella, 
Ethel and Eva, are. as most folks 
know, the finest lady players at bil­
liards In England, all of them being 
now coaches at various celebrated 
ladies’ clubs.

Football Season 
Costs Yale College 

$2,400 a Man.
A comparison of the cost of ath­

letics at Yale and Harvard shows that 
Yale spends about one-thjrd more 
every year than Harvard on each of its 
Vig athletic teams. It cost the Cam­
bridge university ,$127,945^10 run ath­
letics last year, or about $425 a day for 
the ten months through which the 
college season lasts. The football ex­
penditures were approximately $31,- 
000, an average of about $1,000 a man 
to the squad of 31 players. Tretie 
athletics cost $9,000; baseball, $11,000, 
and rowing, $15,500.

At Yale the appropriation for foot­
ball was $40,000. It meant that for 
every man who got into a “cham­
pionship" game, as the contests with 
Harvard and Princeton are called, 
$2,500 was expended. On baseball Yale 
put out a total of $13,500. Rowing is 
practically a flat financial loss, since 
no admission can be charged and 
more than $20,000 is appropriated 
every year for it at New Hqven.

The sensation was as 
if every nerve, muscle and tendon it 
your entire body has been drawn as 
tight as a harpstring, and every time 
Gotch added a little pressuré it was 
as if some one was twanging on the 
tightened strings with a hammer.

I could still nod my 
head and gave up the match, as any 
man in the world under similar cir­
cumstances must have done. Take it 
from me, I want no further acquaint 
ance with the toe hold.” •
