The telegram
also advises that the Liner Philadel-
phia, operated under the same condi-
tion was now about 1,200 miles from
Liverpool on her way from New
York; that the steamship Finland was
due to leave Liverpool for New York
on Feb. 3rd or 4th; the steamship
and Kroonland carry passengers.

It was
undisputed the Government would
not permit Germany’'s announcement
to stand without challenge, but whe-
ther President Wilson’s answer will
be a solemn warning of a break of
diplomatic relations if the German
campaign of ruthlessness is carried
into execution, or actually severing
relations without further waiting re-
mained undisclosed. Secretary Lan-
sing refused absolutely to discuss the
situation or answer any .nquiries
when he met newspaper correspond-
ents; he said, “Gentlemen, I have
nothing to tell you, neither will I an-
swer any questions.”

THE ONLY ANNOUNCEMENT.

WASHINGTON, feb. 1.

The only announcement that the
German Ambassador made to-day was
to deny the published report that he
had told friends that he expected to
receive his passport within 48 hours.
There was no denying, however, that
Count Von Bernstorff fully expected
that action by the United States
would be swift and decisive. It has
become known that several times
during last week he attempted to dis-

courage Americans from sailing for
Europe. He has declined to
letters of introduction for friends,
and on other pretexts without dis-
closing knowledge of what was about
to happen, has done his-best to dis-
courage them from going to Europe.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Feb. 1.

A report from British headquarters
in France received at midnight reads:
Last night we again improved our
position slightly, north of Beaumont
Hamel. This morning the enemy at-
tempted to rush one of our posts in
the neighborhood of Gaudecourt, but
was driven off. We carried out a suc-
cessful raid early this morning south
of Neuville St. Vaast. We had no
casualties. Hostile attempts to ap-
proach our line during last night and
early this morning southeast of Ar-
nientieres and east of Ypres were re-
pulsed with loss. This morning two
other attacks in the neighbourhood of
Wytacheute were made by strong
y enemy partieg, dressed in white, but
| were driven back befere they could
reach our trenches. The enemy suf-
fered heavy casualties, we took few
prisoners in these encounters. Coun-
ter battery work and bombardment of
enemy trenches were carried out by
us with success. During the day in
a number of places along our front,
enemy artillery was more active than
usual south of Ypres. The total num-
ber of Germans captured by British
forces in France during January was
1,128, including 27 officers.

NO NEWS!

It is pbssible that the

extraordinary nature. of ‘

situation to-day will pro-/

vide, in time, a satisfac-
tmy explanation of the extraordinary
way in which we are being treated
here in Newfoundland, and in view
of such a possibility we refrain from
the criticism we feel tempted to make
upon first thoughts. But we demand
tiat the true explanation be found,
and if it be no other than that vouch-
safed of similar treatment in recent
days, that the cause be removed
without further delay. It may be that
the censor is at work, in which case
we shall be amply rewarded for the
exercise of a little patience. We can-
not bélieve, however, that, censor or
no censor, the wires are not every-
where red hot to-day, except, of
course, in unimportant Newfoundland.
Up to midday at least not a single
message, not a single word, has reach-
ed us. The United States may be
severing, may have already severed,
diplomatic relations with Germany.
We can only speculate. The matter,
of course, does not interest us much
and concerns us not at all. We have
no part in the war and are not af-
fected by it. We are merely an in-
significant little island somewhere
near the North Pole, and should be
grateful for any little crumbs of in-
formation that may charitably be scat-
tered to us.

Yesterday we were more fortunate
than usual and were favored with a
little of the stirring news that is
agitating the world. The primary
cause of it all, however, the premon-
itory note from Germany to the neu-
tral nations, was conspicuously ab-
sent from the messages. Another
point on which we ask to be enlight-
ened has already been referred to by
the Herald. For some time the ma-
jor part of such news as we do re-
ceive has, for some reason or another,
been granted, as if by special prefer-
ence, space in our morning papers, in-
cluding much matter that used for-
merly to be received in time for pub-
lication in the evening papers. We
may instance, as an example, the
daily review of the war, of interest to
almost every reader. We are making

'lleve that t.he enemy has not yet the

slightest suspicion ‘of her real power.
Be it.remembered that Germany has
not yet met Great Britain face to face.
Her people have not estimated the
great silent victory of the British navy
because it has been achieved without
fighting. On land, the battles of the
Somme and Ancre last year were but
a mild foretaste of what is to come,
at best a defensive-offensive designed
to relieve France at Verdun. We be-
lieve that if not alone the deluded
German people but their self-deluded
leaders, still constitutionally unable
to regard England as a military na-
tion, had any real foreknowledge . of
the events to come, there would be at
least a speedy end of their boasting
and arrogance. It is not by starvation
that the enemy will be humbled, but
by the mighty blows of Britain’s arm-
ies in France, which will first shatter
and then rout into confusion the op-
posing forces that have not yet learn-
ed the power that is behind them. But
first must come this struggle on the

seas in which not the strength but all
the resource and cunning of the Brit-
ish navy is challenged. We shall
hear, as in the past, only one side of
it, but we shall be able to guess at
the other. We shall trust the Navy.

Church Union.

There was a large attendance at
last night’s meeting of the M. C. L. I.
Dr. W. F. Lloyd, M. ‘H. A, acted as
judge of the debate. The subject was:
“Resolved, that greater benefit would
accrue to the Christian Church by the
consummation of church union now
under consideration in Canada.” The
speakess for the affirmative were Rev.
T. B. Darby, Mr. Arthur Mews and Mr.
Geo. P. Janes; for the negative Rev.
H. Royle, Mr. R. F. Horwood and Mr.
T. M. Gilingham. The affirmative
contended,—

(1) That church fanion was bound
to come; it was the Christian ideal,
and gave an impetus to church work.

(2) The present system is costly,
both, in men and money. Places were
instanced in Canada where three men
were doing the work of one, creating
denominational jealousy among the
churches,

(3) There is nothing mow to keep
the churches apart, as ‘fends of long

£0 have been forgotten, and the de-
bateable points are not essentials.

(4) Church dis-union in the mission
fields of China and Japan is the great-
est stumbling block the Christian
church has to deal with to-day. ‘This
has ‘compelled the ‘division of terri-
tory among the churches operating in
these ﬂe}da. and now each of the four
kreaﬁhchnrchu has an allotted sphere
ia ‘which to work and she dare not
treﬁpua on her lhm .church’s terri—

{ toryy: a1

. (5) Division. looks badly and causes.
_unienet in Christendom, and much
more so in heathen lands; it prevents
the church from puttipg a united front

against the great evils of the day,
and encourages bickering, etc.

(6) Union would speed up the evan-
gelization of the world, by setting
free both the men and money now tied
up by the present overlapping system.

(7) 1t would be a convincing reproof
to the world of the reality of the
Christian faith and spirit and would
be in accordance with the Christian
age.

(8) It is in accordance with the
mind -of Christ.

The negative side based their argu-
ments on the following:

(1) Doctrinally, it would net be
beneficial; it is a compromise of the
beliefs of each church. To some these
are small matters, but to those con-
tending for these things, great issues.

(2) Types of mind are .ruined by
such a union. The Christian church
as a whole must cater to every type
of mind. Each type demands separate
treatment and separate organization.

(2) To do justice to Truth we must
have more divisions.

(4) Co-operation would be a much
greater benefit.

(5)° The present proposition would
not be a union at all, in that it would
not be unanimous. In this connection
the different polls were. given, when
the votes of the churches were taken,
which showed that there was consid-
erable opposition to it. In the case
of the Presbyterian Church there were
more votes cast against union in the
last poll than in the former one.

(8) “Union would only bring into
being an a.dditional church, benune it
would not remove the old  ones.
Legislation was already being sought
to protect the present churches.

- (7) Churches as separate organiza-
tions have not failed in their work,
and the. .pﬂtrntuve—ahould mve that

1

petter work would be accomplished
after union. The present system pro-
duced a healthy rivalry.

After the leaders had presented

their case the question was thrown'
open for discussion. The vote being
taken was in favour of the affirmative.
Dr. Lloyd, agreeing with the popular
decision, in summing up the debate
showed where the negative in point

Remarkable Pamphlet Published in
Bavarian Capital—Dethrone Ho-
Henzollern.—German People Con-
vinced That No Manoeuvre Can
Now Stave off Ultimate Defeat.—
Present Victories of Tueton Troops
Are Ephemeral.

Special Cable Despatch to The Globe.

Rome, Jan. 19.—“The Only Way
Out” is the title of a Bavarian pamph-
let which has reached Rome via Zur-
ich. It is published in Munich under
the auspices of the “Association of
Male Citizens of Southern Germany.”
The thesis developed by the pseud-
onymous author, “Heinrich Sieger,”
is that Germany’s only practical
course to avert. final ruin lies in the
dethronement of the House of Hohen-
zollern. Reviewing the actual mili-
tary situation, the author likens the
series of German victories to those of
King Pyrrhus.

“’Phe‘y are,” he says, “purely
ephemoral, and nobody can be more
keenly alive to this fact than General
Hindenburg, whose colossal forward

movement on the eastern front has
merely succeeded in shifting the scene
of tremch warfare a few hundred
miles, and whose war-worn forees,
for a long time inert and impotent
in front of Riga and Dunaberg, have
still before them vast untrddden
stretches of the Russian Empire.

Cannot Avert Ultimate Defeat.

“Germany cries, “We will fight till
the last man, and when no more men
are left we will enroll the women and
old men,” but the people themselves
are convinced that no manoeuvre of
this sort can avert ultimate defeat,
which at this moment is mathemati-
cally certain.” .,

The pamphleteer regards Germany's
present situation as identical with
that of the French Emperor a century
ago. When the crdcial moment comes

Assert Allies Seek to
Eliminate Kaiser

Dr. Morton Prince Declare Terms, Not
Given to Wilson, Include Wilhelm's
Downfall.

Peace terms which the Allies did
not give to President Wilson, provide
for the literal. elimination of the

Kaiser as the absolute ruler of Ger-|

many, according to Dr., Morton Prince
of Boston, who said in an address
under the auspices of the American
Fund for French Wounded at the Old
Colony Club Building yesterday after-
noon that “The German Kaiser, the
felon and bully of Europe, must go.”
He declared that President Wilson did
not represent the attitude of the Am-
erican people when he said that the
United States was not concerned in
the causes or aims of the war.

Dr. Prince, who is an uncle of Nor-
man Prince, killed while serving as an
aviator for France, said that this coun-
t}'y had much at stake because the
theory of government back of those
fighting the Kaiser was the same as
that on which this Government was
founded. That the Allies know that
German militarism must be crushed,
or the battle would have to be fought
all over again, he gave as the motive
for their determination not to make
peace until the Kaiser and what he
stood for were in the dust. He pre-
dicted exile for the Kaiser or estab-
lishment in Germany of a democratic
Government that would destroy Wil-
helm’s autocratic power.

Dr. Prince recounted the action of
the late Admiral Dewey, who he said
put. an_end to the Germans’ proposed
interference at Manila Bay by threat-
ening to fire on the German ships.
The English fleet under Admiral Chi-
chester then drew up with Dewey’s
ships. He also praised President
Roosevelt for warning Germany in
1902 to withdraw her ships from the
Venezuelan coast in ten days, and
then after seven days had .passed,
telling the German Ambassador at
Washington that the limit had beer
cut to nine days. The German ships
withdrew in thirty-six hours.

“But,” Dr. Prince * continued, in
1908 and in 1902 we did not have a
pusillanimous administration. It is
known that the Kaiser said that if we
had had a bigger fleet at Manila he
would have ‘taken Uncle Sam by the
scruff of the neck.’

“The Allies hope to rid the world
of the House of Hohenzollern, and if
they do, they will get the.thanks of
the world. The determination to do
this is one of the ‘details’ of their
peace terms, which they told President
Wilson could not now be known.”

Discussing the President’'s proposal
to open peace negotiations, Dr. Prince
said:

“What chance is there about a con-
ference table for the Kaiser to agree
to eliminate himself? Here is the
reason why negotiations cannot now
end the war. 5

“It is all too easy to question the
legal right of the Allies to dictate
what kind of Government there is to
be within Germanv.gket there was no
legal right, for the North to free the
slaves in the South. That was done
because slavery was a moral wrong,
and so Prussian militarism must go,
even within Germany, because it is a
moral wreng. And it is against this
moral wrong that the Allies—I mean
the people in those nations—are will-
ing to make any sacrifice to win, It

is a task for the people of the world
and the people of the world should
be grateful to the Allies in their fight
for permanent peace. And we in Am-
erica should see that we do not ham-
per their purpose.”—N. Y. Times.

cases just as much as the so-called
men who scoff at them because:fore-
sooth they dress decently, in keeping
with the times.

The pen is a powerful instrument
that can be used for good or harm,
and before a scribe dips his pen in the
ink bottle to ridicule his country-
wcmen, because they adorn them-
selves with up-to-date apparel, he
should remember that everyone, even
the young women of this town, have
their rights, which ought at all times
be respected.

The “Good old times,” oh, yes, Tuck-
er says, “good old times” they were
for about twe men in every hundred.
They had the cream, the other ninety-
eight just sniffed the aroma of  the
good things that were being cooked in
the kitchens of the “Chosen Few.”

Oh, yes, and you'd also get your
“death of cold” at that time waiting
to be sent to work on a wharf at the
noble price of three shillings and six-
pence a day.

Let
him chant those praises and we will
join in the chorus. But for goodness
sake don’t pretend to be weeping, my
sarcastic fviend, because you cannot
get back to them. If you really want
to get back to them, if you are in
earnest, then here’s a little advice that
if acted upon will give you a taste of
them: Haul on a pair of “bloochers,”
a moleskin pants, and a dungaree
jumper to-morrow morning at half-
past six and go down on the nearest
wharf and stand there for an hour or
so and imagine you are living in the
good old times and waiting your
chance to be put to work.

WATCHING WASHINGTON.

LONDON, Feb. 1.

The eyes of the British- and of all
Europe are to-day focussed on Wash-
ington,- as it is recognized that the
question whether the United States
will be finally drawn into the Euro-
pean war is being decided there. Not
only the policy of the United States
but of the neutral European nations
is also being largely determined at
Washington. From Spain, Holland
and Scandinavian countries messages
to the English papers say they are
waiting for the lead which the United
States will give before framing their
reply to the German announcement
of unfettered maritime war against
all cargo ships approaching ‘her ene-
mies’ coasts. British officials have
declined to speak for publication on
the crisis, lest any utterances might
be construed in the United States as
an officious attempt to influence the
American policy, or intrude upon the
problem, which they recognize is
purely one between a neutral nation
and the Central Powers. Two theor-
ies are current here and are being
warmly discussed. One is that the
Central Powers expect to starve out
Britain and her allies by unrestricted
sea warfare, and that they consider
they have done more by trying to shut
off American supplies of munitions
and food than by continuing friendly
relations. The second is 'that the
Central Dynasties consider that at
the present moment they may best
serve their own interests with their
people by bringing upon themselves
the hostility of neutra! nations and
saying they cannot fight the whole
world. At no previous stage of the
war since the sinking of the Lusitania
has the development of the Anlerican
policy been watched and so curiously
awaited. Every news message from
the United States, however brief, or
however indefinitely worded, is de-
voured by the public and debated as
to its significant bearing in newspa-
per offices and in the streets.
