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HEAVY FIGHTING STILL IN PRO-
GRESS.
NEW YORK, Sept. 7.

The heavy fighting for the possess-
ion of Monte San Gabrielle and other
important positions northeast of Gor-
izia is still in progress, but the Ital-
ians are pressing home their attacks,
despite desperate resistance. Al-
though suffering heavy losses, the
Austrians are battling tenaciously
for the .heights and positions. Gen-
eral Cadorna’s latest report says that
the Italians’ pressuré is continuing.
The Italians have added 200 more to
the number of prisoners taken in the
fighting here. On the Carso and in
the region of Hermada the Austrians
have stopped their unsuccessful at-
tacks, but the artillery battle rages,
making the whole region an inferno.
Only local infantry actions for the
purpose of straightening out their
lines is being carried out by the Ital-
ians. In the present drive the Ital-
ians have already taken 30,000 pris-
oners, and the total losses of the Aus-
trians are estimated at 130,000. North-
east of Gorizia the Austrians have
been on the defensive. On the Carso
and in the region of Hermada . their
offensive efforts have failed with
great losses. The ground over which
the Austrians charged this week in
an effort to keep the Italians from ad-
vancing farther toward Trieste, is
heaped with dead. German ecavalry
have been engaged with the Russian
rearguards 40 miles east of Riga, but
apparently the German advance
guard has been slackened.

The
law is applicable to both soldiers and
civilians for the same offences, for
which capital punishment already
has been restored at the front.

ATTACK HOSPITALS.

LONDON, Sept. 7.

The Germans yesterday made an
aerial attack upon the American hos-
pitals occupied by the St. Louis and
Harvard contingents, situated on a
coast village, killing one officer of
the U. S. Army Medical Corps and
wounding three others severely. Two
others of the rank and file were kill-
ed and 16 wounded, five of the latter |
being Americans.

Against
clouds of gas released in this way,
our men’s masks are a perfect pro-
tection.

Finanee Extraordinary

The Advocate continues

to correct us and to pre-

sent original views on

finance. They remind us
of a story of a certain bridge-player,
who had s$o high an idea: of his pro-
ficiency as te write a book on ' his
favourite game expounding some ‘of
his theories. He sent it to a well-
known expert for an opinion and re-
ceived in due course a note in which
the writer stated that “it appeared to
be an interesting game, but he prefer-
red bridge.” The Advocate’s ideas on
incomes and profits are decidedly new
and interesting, but we prefer the ac-
cepted theories. It concedes us the
honesty of calling attention to the
obvious flaw in our argument of
Thursday, viz., that incomes are not
profits. We are glad that we possess
some honesty, but we certainly had
not the stupidity to make any such
statement. Of course incomes are
not profits. They are losses, we pre-
sume. A man’s income is what he
loses on the year. It may interest
the Advocate to know that Webster's
dictionary says that “Net income is
subdivided into interest on the cap-
ital invested and PROFITS over and
above this interest, or net income in
the narrowest sense.” Evidently a
revised edition of Webster is neces-
sary.

But the matter is quite irrelevant.
The question to be answered is not
whether incomes are profits, but whe-
ther profits are income: whether, in
fact, a tax on profits is not a tax on
incomes, a tax on business profits a

" tax on business incomes. Anyone but

the editor of the Advocate will admit
that it is. The strongest champions
of the Act have admitted it. The
Minister of Justice on August 17th
stated in the House that “This tax is
really an income tax and does not
take into consideration capital at
all.”” What do the profits of a busi-
ness represent but a collection of in-
comes? Those interested in the pro-
fits on which the tax is paid are pay-

! us assume that it is one-tenth. In

ing a tax on their incomes, pure and
simple.’ The comparison with the
foreign income taxes is perfectly
just and pertinent. The sole differ-
ence between the two systems is that
in Canada and the States they have
adopted the sound principle of tax-
ing the incomes after, here the vicious
and unsound principle of taxing them
before, they are distributed.

How we are concerned in any way
with the incomes of any “workers,”
on whom the Advocate lavishes black
type, we cannot see. They are not
even concerned with them in the
States and Canada unless they
amount to $4,000 or more. How many
employes in any business make $4,000
a year? Strange as it may appear to
the Advocate, we were discussing the
cases of those who pay the tax, not of
those who do.not.. We will crystallise
the whole matter in a specific exam-
ple. It is felt in the States and in
Newfoundland that business men are
making large incomes ‘and should
contribute part of them to the treas-
ury. Let us suppose that a man doing
business in New York makes $7,000,
and another doing the same kind of
business in St. John’s makes the same
amount—that is, would make it but
for the tax. Is it not fair to compare
the taxes which they pay? The for-
eigner pays an income -tax of $180.
We do fiot know what the local man
pays unless we know what his share
is of the profits of his business. Let

that case he will pay an INCOME TAX
(the capitals are for the benefit of the
Advocate) of $1,340—only seven and
a half times as much as the other!
Call the tax by any name you choose,
there are the facts and there is the
comparison. One of the worst absurd-
ities of the Act is the fact that the
amount such a taxpayer will pay must
depend on his share of the whole pro-
fits. If, in the case given, it was less
than the one tenth we have assumed,
the tax will be even higher; and- in
no case will it be less than $800. That
was the whole gist of our “bolstered
up argument,” which the Advocate has
failed altogether to understand.
Finally our contemporary states
that those liable to the tax have open-
ly announced that they do not object
to the amount of the tax. That sort
of statement is probably good enouigh
for the Advocate’s public, who are ex-
pected to swallow anything. ' Three or
four individuals at ‘the outside, who

are among those who will be the least
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severely hit by the Act, may have
made such an announcement. The
number of those liable to taxation un-
der it must run into thousands. It
would be better to wait until next
March to learn how many are satisfied
with the justice of the tax. In con-
clusion, we advise the Advocate, be-
fore it pronounces any argument “pal-
pably weak,” to try to understand it,
and as to its own, to consult a dic-
tionary for the meaning of the diffi-
cult words it uses.

Car Headlights.

embargo, effective on September 10th,
on the exportation of coin bullion and
currency. At the same tim2 he au-
thorized the Secretary of thc Treas-
ury to license such exportations

Reserve Board, they are not harm-
ful to the public interest. The effect
of the embargo, which applies to all
nations, will' be to place absolute
control over gold exports in
hands of Secretary McAdoo and the
T'ederal Reserve Board. Officials be-
liave that the measure will go far to-
ward conserving the huge store of
gold accumulated in this country
since the beginning of war, a store
which recently has been drawn upon
rather heavily by Japan, Mexico and
Spain.

Curtailment of the free
niovement of gold to the Orient ap-
pears probable.

THE LION AND HIS CUBS.

LONDON, To-Day.

Reuter’s has received the following
authoritative statement rcgarding the
respective parts played by the Do-
minions and Great Britain in the war:
“In America and elsewhere the fable
numbers of
trained soldiers fit for service over-
seas are retained in idleness in the
United Kingdom. The authors of this
fable would like to spread the report
that Britain’s reserves of men are ex-
hausted. This is entirely fictitious.
Millions are stated to be in reserve
in this country and include all men
trained and training to be in readiness
to provide British drafts in the five
theatres of war; also sick and wound-
ed, those unfit for service, train-
ing staffs and labor and administra-
tive units necessary at the main base
of the Empire. As regards the com-
parative efforts of the Motherland and
Dominions, in the actual war areas,
excluding troops garrisoning India
and defending ports throughout the
world, the proportion of troops of the
Motherland to the troops of the Do-

one, It must be borne in mind that
this preponderance of troops of the
Motherland is natural, since the pro-
portion of the white male population
of the United Kingdom to that of the
Dominions is over three to one. Some
had thought that the Dominions
troops were being more freely used
than those of the Motherland. This
was a fallacy. The proportion of the
Motherland troops and casualties on
the western front is higher than that
of the Dominions. Following are the
figures in the four big battles of the
Somme, ‘Arras, Ypres and Messines.
The divisions engaged from the Moth-
erland and Dominions respectively
are: At the Somme, five to one; Ar-
ras, three to one; two to one at Ypres
and seven to one at Messines. Two
to one is the ratio of the casualties
per division of the Motherland and
Dominions respectively: At the
Somme, five to four; Arras, seven to
six; Ypres, five to one, and Mcsslnes
eleven to thirteen.

U.. S.. GREAT SHIPBUILDING PRO-
GRAMME.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.

The United States Government will
build a great fleet of merchant ves-
gsels from ten thousand to twelve
thousand tons, capable of attaining a
speed of 16 knots or better, in its ef-
forts to defeat the German submarine,
supply its troops in Europe and carry
foodstuffs and munitions to its allies.
Not less than 150 cargo ships, aggre-
gating from 1,600,000 to 2,000,000,
will be built under the new shipping
board plan, and not one of them will
make less than sixteen knots an
hour, while many of them will be
capable of eighteen knots.

ONLY 3 ITALIAN SHIPS SUNK.

ROME, To-Day.
Only three Italian ships were sunk
during the week ending Sept. 2nd,
it is officially announced. On all seas,
says the statement, three steamers
were sunk and one small auxiliary
sailing vessel was damaged by a tor-
pedo attack. It was towed into port.

HAVRE, To-Day.

The following official communica-
tion dealing with the campaign ‘in
East Africa has been isued by the
Belgian War Office: The Germans
have retreated to the south bank of
the Kelimbero River in East Africa-
before a convergent advance of Bel-
gian and British troops.

SMALL FRENCH LOSSES.

PARIS, To-Day.

The official weekly report of French
Merchantmen sunk by mines or sub-
marines during the seven days end-
ing Sept. 2nd, shows that three ves-
sels of more than 1600 tons were sent
to bottom. No vessels in the categ-
ory of less than 1600 tons were sunk.
One vessel was unsuccessfully attack-
ed by a submarine. No fishing ves-
ksels met with disaster.

My one object in writing has been
for the good of our fair land. From
the first year that I began to travel
around our Island Home I have held
the opinion that we do not know her,
and that we have a misconception of
her beauty and of her possibilities.
The best ha§ never been done for her,
and at the critical moment in her his-
tory, when development should ‘have
taken place, the tide turned in the
wrong direction, and stagnation took
the hlau- of industry; and then fol-
lowed migration, and migration has
sapped the vigor and beauty of our
population; and bhetween it all, we
now have one quarter of a million
people, when we shoul dhave a mil-
lion and a quarter at the least.

The question of population for
Newfoundland is one that must not
be overlooked, because certain it is
that we are annually losing a lot of
our people, and season after season
they pour across the Gulf. We think
the loss by war a large one, and so it
is, but our steady migratory loss is
greater than that of the war. But
there are certain causes for migra-
tioff, and if it is to be avoided, and
the leakage stopped, these causes will
have to. be abolished. Our readers
are aware that those who leave us
belong to the juvenile class, and
mostly to the female sex of the work-
ing people. I know this class of peo-
ple well, and for fifty years 1 have
worked with them, and know  their
burdens, and have felt their disap-
pointments, and I know just how it is
with them. They all have but one
common burden, but one common
struggle—it is the struggle for bread,
for existence, the struggle to make
both ends meet.

The struggle of the working man
and his family will never be known,
nor can it be known, only by those
who feel it and endure it; and into
whose soul the iron has entered. The

average working man has to send his
children to work at an early age;

and it is at this point that the cause
of much of our migration arises. A
girl goes to work in a shop, or in a
factory, or in an office, and she is
offered the -menial pay of siix or
seven, or eight dollars a month. She
offers as a nurse in our hospitals and
she gets four dollars a' month, but is
found in food and lodging. A lad goes
into a shop or an office, and he is
expected to give two or three years
service for less than will support him;
or he goes at a trade, and we offer him

No monetary value is to be com-
pared to the lads and lassies of our
homes: they surpass all the gold of
all the banks, and not one of them
could be replaced by the wealth of
the State. They are the nation’s lifé
and the country’s hope, and unless§
they be shown that their worth is res
cognized, and that they are of somé
help to their parents, and some value
to themselves, it is not to be wonder-
ed at if they lose heart, and seek a
home elsewhere, and thus give to
|other countries that industry which
should be given to their own.

Newfoundland is worth the best
her sons can give her, and her sons
are worth the best that she can give
. them. She is rich in mineral wealth,
"and forest growth; and her fisheries
have yet to double their value. She is
a rich country. Let us see to it then
that the best is done for our young
people, and that we bequeath to them
- a better chance than it was possible
" for us to have had. It is their right,
we owe it to them; let us then do our
duty towards them.

THE LIGHTNING ROD.

Editor Evening Telegram. 3
In writing this letter I fully realize
that I am handling no light task, but
that, in itself, cannot deter .me from ,
the undertaking, so “quod scripsi, |
seripsi.” 4
I have watched, as vue all have who
are interested in the great cause of
Right battling for life against Might
in bloody Europe, the doings of those
splendid boys of ours in Gallipoli and
France. How they have won honor

hearts of the whole Empire.

But now that we have shouted
“Rule Britannia and sung God Save
the King” (the occupation of “killing
the Kaiser with our mouths” being
still, however, a favorite one) what
then? The 1st Nfid. Regiment is still
in Flanders. The last casunalty lists,
yet imperfect as I write, show the
need of reinforcements for that regi-,
ment, and our answer last week was
—three men!

There is, outside of St. John’s, not
the slightest attempt being made at
recruiting. The Government declines
to bring in any Selective Draft Bill,
yvet it has been proven beyond perad-
venture that recruiting is too spas-
modic and uncertain to keep up the
steady stream of recruits necessary
to fill the gaps.

It is common knowledge that once
before our Regiment came near hav-
ing to be withdrawn and sent to do
pioneer work, and it was no secret
among the boys that mutiny was talk-
ed of in such an event. Ours is the
responsibility of -not keeping reserves
supplied, and now that the new post
of Minister of Militia has been crea-
ted the responsibility rests with the
Government. Why does not the St.
John’'s press with all its power pget
into the game with the same vigor as
that with which it would wage an
election campaign? With the excep-
tion of the Telegram there has been
a half-heartedness about its efforts.
Why? Do the papers fear something,
or what is the inexplicable reason
they are neither cold nor hot? Hon.
Mr. McGrath, that doughtiest
of election fighters, where is
his vigorous style in beating
the recruiting drum? Thst
master of vituperation, who, flays his
political adersaries so pitilessly—
Hon. Mr. Coaker—where are his virile
words; and why does one always
miss seeing his name among the
speakers at any patriotic function?

What did Sir Edward Morris mean
when on his return from the Imperia!
Conference he told us that measures
would be immediately taken to keep
up the strength of the 1st Nfid. Regi-
ment? Surely the appointment of
Hon. Mr. Bennett to the war portfolio
was not the “measure” he referred to.
Is there a nigger in the wood pile, and
why .can’t he be located?

It is argued by those who do not
stop to think, and by some who do to
escape responsibility, that the Selec-
tive Draft system would upset our
fisheries and trade. Admitting it did
—though not for & moment will I ad-
mit such—that is nothing to the upset
they would get If Germany won., But
the Seléctive Draft -does 'nothing of
the kind. So far by recruiting enough
men  have been obtained to keep up
the Regiment’s strength. Selective
Drafting does nothing more, but with-
out fuss, with a tithe of the expense
engendered by a recruiting campaign
it simply selects the men who can best
be spared. Every .place contributes

The recruiting system is ruining
our Colony. There was always a scar-
city of men with an average education,
and these: are the very fellows that
first answer the recruiters’ call, while
the ignorant and vicious remain. Why
kill off our culture first? The Selec-
tive Draft dislocates no service, it
does not upset the country's trade a
whit more—if as much as—the volun-
tary system. The country is ready—
nay wating for it, “why is its chariot

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Thoughts Upon the Times.

(By PATRIOT.)

During the week the price of slop
Labrador fish fell from $7 per gtl. to
$6. This is a very serious drop to
happen so early in the season and the
fishermen may well view it with
alarm. What is the National Govern-
ment doing to prevent this? Above
al]l, what is Mr. Coaker doing? The
price of shore fish is not so good this
week as last. Most of what sold dur-
ing the week on the tal qual basis
fetched $9.50 per qtl. That which
brought $10 was “picture” fish and
had to “stand the board”. Everybody
knows that the tonnage problem is
the difficulty we have to face, but the
Advocate assures us that this prob-
lem has been solved to a large ex-
tent by the Government having char-
tered the Norwegian steamer Haakon
VII,, and the decision of the Italian
Government in sending two steamers
with a capacity of about 20,000 qtls.
each. The fishermen will expect the
price, under the circumstances above
mentioned, to remain up. The prices
in the foreign market are good and
do not warrant the recent drop. The
Advocate says “the fishermen can con-
gratulate themselves that their inter-
ests are provided for,” etc. The fish-
ermen will do no such thing. Mr.

‘Coaker is now in charge of the Gov-
ernment and is Dictator, with Dr.
Lloyd acting Premier. He should, if
we are to believe all he said in the
past, be able to keep up the price of
fish. Anyway, if the prices do not
go down in the foreign markets, he
will be expected to keep up the price
in Newfoundland by getting after the
“Combine” which he claimed existed
to keep down the price.

Is not this the argument used by
Mr. Coaker, brother fishermen, before
he got the Government?

The Business Profits Tax Bill has
been in operation these days with a
vengeance. And who is paying the
tax? Why the consumer, on the re-
cent increase in the prices of butter-
ine, hard bread, biscuits and kerosene
oil. This is exactly what was pointed
out to the Government when the Bill
was before the House, but they shut
their eyes and refused to see it. The
people now are paying the price. It
is one of the most iniquitous meas-
ures ever brought before Parliament.
What is needed is an income tax, and
the Government should have profited
by the experience of the Canadian and
United States Governments in trying
to enforce a Profits Tax.

The “National” Government has'

now been in power two months and
nothing has been done yet to compel
the Reid Newfoundland Company to
reduce their freight rates on their
trains and bay boats. The people are
literally groaning under the heavy
rates which they have to pay this
wealthy corporation. When the Lib-
eral-Union party assumed control of
the Government the public, at least
those who supported them, naturally
expected something would be done to
redress their grievances in this re-
spect, but up to the present time
nothing has been done, and what is

'more, nothing is likely to be done.

The “weather prophets” of the
States predict some heavy equinoctial
gales this year. It may be remarked
that .whenever we have had long, fine
summers” like the present the au-
tumns have generally turned out
stormy.

Congratulations to Dr. Lloyd who,
in the absence of Sir Edward Morris,
becomes Acting Premier of the Col-
ony. It is said that Sir Edward Mor-
ris will not return from England be-
fore next February. During the in-
terval Dr. Lloyd will be expected to
guide the good Ship of State safely
through the many dangerous shoals
pointed out in these notes yesterday,
which surround her. " Already, as

Ought We to _
Forgive Them.

CHRISTIANITY AND THE CRIMES
OF THE HUNS.

By Canon Anthony C. Deane
(Vicar of All Saints, Ennismore Gar-
dens).

Ought we to forgive the Germans,
and can we if we ought?

I have reason to know that many
people are troubled as they face that
question to-day. And they are dis-
tressed because the only answer they
think possible seems to menace their
religious belief.

On the one hand they have been
told that to forgive our enemies is a
fundamantal law of Christianity. On
the other, no mere passing wave of
indignation, but the considered judg-
ment of their moral sense, pronounc-
es such forgiveness to be impossible.

“How can we . forgive,” they cry,
“a nation guilty of unspeakable
crimes? How can we pardon those
whose devilish record stands naked
in the eyes of the world? How can
we forgive the butchers and out-
ragers of women and children who
gloat over the agony of their vic-
tims?

“It is to make a demand as gro-
tesque as impracticable. Our atti-
tude is unchristian? Well, in that
case, unchristian it must be. We do
not question the historic truth of that
religion, or deny the beauty of its
ideals. But it will not serve as a

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working creed for the world as we
find it to-day. Christianity requires
us to forgive our enemies. We find
such forgiveness flagrantly impossi-
ble. We are driven, therefore, to
abandon Christianity.”

That is the dilemma. It seems real
enough, yet it arises from a strange
misconception. Our ideas of the di-
vine teaching are based too often up-
on a rather hazy recollection of iso-
lated “texts” instead of upon a
careful study of the Gospels as a
whole.

It is perfectly true that the Founder
of Christianity taught us to forgive
our enemies. It is perfectly untrue
that He taught us to forgive wrong-
doers while they remain impenitent.
Emphatically He makes repentance
the condition of forgiveness.

“If thy brother sin against thee,
and he repent, forgive him” is a
maxim widely different from that
which popular imagination attributes
to Christ. I will not multiply quota-
tions; the reader has only to study
the Gospels with qure to find how
universal in them is this principle.
Without it, indeed, the whole moral
law would be stultified. And I need
not dwell upon the tremendous warn-
ing . which this principle involves for
ourselves. But here is the fact. For-
giveness, whether human or divine,
can only follow, in Christ’s view, up-
on repentance.

And “repentance” implies far more
than “regret” or “remorse.” It trans-
lates a word meaning literally *“a
changed will.” The penitent person
(or nation) not merely owns to his
misdeeds, but by definite action
breaks with his past, admits his
wrongness, and makes reparation for
it by every means in his pcwer. Is
this the attitude of Germany to-day?
The question, unhappily, supplies its
own - answer.

The Prineciple of Collective Guilt.

But the plea is sometimes heard
that we must not condemn Germany
as a whole when only a fraction of
her inhabitants are really responsi-
ble for her actions. So it is worth
while to remember how clearly the
principle of collective guilt is re-
cognised by  Christ. There were
numbers of quite excellent people, no
doubt, in the cities which He de-
nounced “because they repented not,”
yet this fact did not save Chorazin or
Bethsaida from His unsparing con-
demnation. Because there was no
collective repentance, there could be
no collective pardon.

“Ought we to forgive?”’ Here, then,
is the reply to our question. I have
dealt with it apart, obviously, from
all considerations of political or com-
mercial - expediency — considerations
which, important as they may be, be-
long to another and a lower plane.
My aim has been simply to show that
our moral instincts and the teaching
of Christianity do not, as many peo-
ple fear, supply conflicting answers.

‘To forgive an unrepentant Ger-
many, so far from being a religious

action, would be flatly to contradict

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Cotton -i_or Shells.

It is estimated that it takes 400 1b.
of cotton to make the powder for one
shot from one. of the German 17 in.
guns. The same quantity of cotton
would provide ammunition for 400
shells from a field-gun, or 80,000
rounds from a rifie.

Some idea of the consumption of
cotton in the war may be gathered
from the fact that 1,000 tons a day
are required to supply the German
and Austrian armies with powder.

The British cordite consists of two-
thirds gun-cotton. The raw material
is dipped into nitric acid, washed
and dried, and the material thus sup-
plied becomes the base of the ex-
plosive. Gun-cotton can only "be
made from raw cotton; woven cotton
is of no use, and any attempt to use
it would be fraught with danger.—
Tit-Bits.
