On and after May the 17th, 1918,
every prepaid letter and letter packet
posted in Newfoundland, shall, in ad-
dition to the postage payable thereon
under the Provision of the Post Office
Act of 1891 and Acts in amendment
thereafter, be chargeable with an
EXTRA POSTAGE OF ONE CENT;
thus a one-ounce letter will be three
cents, and a two-ounce letter five
cents, etc.

On and after June 1st, 1918, all let-
ters originating in Newfoundland not
bearing the extra postage will be
charged two cents additional on de-
livery.

In the case of letters from Labra-
dor, the double tax will not be en-
forced in Newfoundland until after
the arrival and distribution of the
first mail by steamer from that coast.

On and after May 17th, 1918, tele-
graphic messages, other than service
messages, transmitted from one place
in the Colony to another place in the
Colony must have affixed thereon by
the sender, stamps to the amount of
five cents. ! ;

Council to issue the following notice under Authority
of Minute in Council passed 28th February, 1918.

Augmentation of the Pay
of Royal Naval Reservists

Newfoundland.

The Governmenf of Newfoundland have decided
to augment the pay of Newfoundland Royal Naval
Reservists so as to place them on the same footing as
men of the Newfoundland Regiment.

Under the provision of the War Measure Act, au-
thority is given to the Minister of Militia to deal with
‘the matter of augmentation of pay of the Royal Naval
Reservists, Nfid,, in consultation with the Senior
Naval Officer, St. John’s. :

It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of
commencement of the war, in cases where men were
then serving, or otherwise, from the time when their
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death,
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in-
creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference
between the amount they receive and that allowed the
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is
17¢. per day, this difference will also be credited them
from that date.

The foregoing amounts will not in any case be
made a payment from Admiraity sources. The Min-
ister of Militia, St. John’s, Nfld., is solely responsible
for the issue of any sums due.

Newfoundland Royal Naval Reserve men serving
in any of H. M. Ships, including all members of the
Trawler Reserve and those in Defensively Armed
Merchant Ships etc., are eligible for the pay as set
forth, and should be informed of the following alter-
natives as regards the method of payment:—

(a) Payment will be made on personal application
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s. ~

(b) Payment will be made to the nominee of any
Reserve man, on written application duly witnessed,
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(¢) Sums due will be placed to the credit of Re-
sesrve men who do not desire to avail themselves of
the foregoing and can be drawn by them at the ex-
piration of their service.

The following form is to be compiled and for-
warded direct to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s,
Newfoundland, at the earliest possible date:—

In cases where members of the Royal Naval Re-
gerve (Newfoundland) have been killed in action or
died of wounds or sickness, or through any other
cause, the amount due as Augmentation Pay will go
to the Estate of the deceased. The authority to ob-
tain the Estate of the deceased is, in case of a Will,

. Letters of Probate; and in case there is not a Will, Let-

ters of Administration. Such letters are issued by the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland on the Petition and
Proofs of Executor of the Will, or the next of kin. If
the Estate does not exceed $500.00, after the proof of
the facts has been obtained the petition can be applied
for by the Minister of Justice.

Whal Has He Nol Done

Kaiser Wilhelm was looking down
upon the battlefield of Queant, west of
Cambrai. A war correspondent - of
the Berlin Lokal-Anzeiger was near;
alongside, perhaps, and noted the pa-
thetic scene:

His Majesty's silence was broken

' only once, when he remarked to an

officer who stood beside him: “What

have I not done to preserve the
world: from these horrors?”’

The form of the question implies
that his Majesty has done everything,
This is an
important revelaticn. From it the
New York Times says we are able to
construct a complete history of the
Kaiser’s part in the beginning of the
war. “Since he did everything. that
could be done to prevent the war, he
must have begun his labors at Pots-
dam on July 5, 1914, when the lords
of Germany decided to launch it. He
positively forbade them to do so; he
must have., When they persisted, he,
of course, threatened to .abdicate ra-
ther than to sanction ~such horrors.
They silenced his protests by bind-
ing him and gagging him and - im-
prisoning him in the cellar, while they
went ahead with their plans.”

It was eighteen days later when
the conspiracy bore fruit in the
Austrian ultimatum to Serbia. The
Kaiser was said to be cruising on
the North Sea in his yacht at that
time. We know now, from his re-
velation on the battlefield of Queant,
that he had a wireless apparatus on
his yacht and was keeping it busy
with frantic appeals to Kaiser Franz
Josef not to carry out the Potsdam
plot. In the ten days that followed
he did not send the hocus-pocus mes-
sages signed with his name, in which
the writer pretended a Pecksnifflan
anxiety for peace and at the same
time found some way of blocking
everything that Sir Edward Grey or
Sazanoff proposed for the purpose of
bringing it about. On the contrary,
the real Wilhelm was besieging the
lords of Potsdam with urgent pleas
to let him- accept the proposals of
Grey and Sazanoff and get the dis-
pute arbitrated. He must have been!

Indeed, we can go further back
even than this, says the Times. We
must assume that for twenty-five
years Kaiser Wilhelm had not been
planning this blow at the peace of
the world; that he had not been build-
ing up -his army and creating his
navy and .taking advantage of every
incident, from Agadir to Adrianople,
to force the domination of the world
by Germany. He did not approve, he
disapproved, he must have disapprov-
ed, the seizure of Bosnia and Herze-
govina in 1908, the stirring up of Bul-
garia and Serbia against each other
in 1913, and all the other steps that
led inevitably down the road to this
war. He did everything he could
to prevent them. It must be so. And
he failed. Now, with a clear con-
science, he can ask posterity, by way
of the correspondent of the Lokal-
Anzeiger, “What have I not done to

Return or Resign.

The letter addressed to the Acting
Prem}er by the Returned Soldiers and
Rejected Volunteers Association, re-
questing that the Minister #f Militia
should return to his post or tender Lis
resignation, has been the subject of
much discussion in the city and the
concensus of opinion favors the de-
mand. The Minister’s visit to England
is not at all necessary. No military
expediency calls for it and if it did,
it is quite possible that the Home au-
thorities would be perfectly capable
of dealing with any situation that call-
ed for instant atteuntion, without <the
expert advice of the gentleman who
holds the portfolio of Militia in New-
foundland: Much cculd have been for-
given the Minister, if he had taken
with him a draft of men to reinforce
the Regiment, which since its with-
drawal from the 29th division and the
firing line, has no! been neard from,
that is so far as the public knows.
There may have been correspondeace
on this subject, which for military
reasons, could no: be published. Be
that as it may, nothing has yet been
done to send the men, so urgently
and imperatively demanded, over a
month ago. The Regiment, what is
left of it, will have cause to feel keen-
ly, the undignified position in which
it has been placed by the incapacity of
those in authority, and it Will not be
surprising if there is a strong note
ol protest from the lads “over there.”
Is it the intention to send reinforce-
mefits so soon as possible or has ihe
remnant of the Royal Newfoundland
Regiment to occupy a noncombatant
position from the present time till the
end of the war?

This is a question for the Minister
of Militia to answer. The giving away
0! military secrets. is not involved.
The country wants to know, and the
country should know.

Therefore, as no good purpose can
be served by the trip to England
which this responsible official is iwiow
taking, the demand of the Soldiers
that he either return or resign, should
be backed by an overwhelming pub-
lic opinion. There is work for the
Minister at home. He is absolutely
useless in England. The people of
Newfoundland entirely disapprove his
action in leaving the Dominion at this
Juncture. The condition of Military
affairs imperatively demanded his
presence and attention, and the
Soldiers Association put the position
squarely up tc him in these words:—
“In the absence cf a valid explana-
“tion of his going away at such a
“eritical time, Mr. Bennett should
“either return at once, ‘or tender his
“resignation, so as to allow of the
“appointment of a successor who will
“discharge the cuties of his position
“in a manner which the needs of the
“country and the Regiment require.”

THE SESSION,

The House has closed again and its
members have departed on their well-
earned holiday. Those in the lower
chamber, particularly, must be Tre-
lieved that the anxious strain of long
discussion and deliberation is over. I
wonder if there is another cornmer of
the globe where the serious work of
government has ever degenerated in-
to such a solemn farce as we are year-
ly compelled to witness. The con-
scription and extension acts apart,
there is hardly a measure on the list
of those just enacted that evokes more
than a passing interest, or is worth
more. That may not be much matter
for complaint—a cynic has said that
the less a country is governed the bet-
ter for it—but the same can hardly
be said of the manner in which such
legislation as is actually présented is
handled. Nobody expects a - Govern-
ment member to criticise a Govern-
ment measure, not to speak of voting
against it; everybody knows that no-
body expects it; and nobody is ever
disappointed. I am seriously persua-
ded that if (to take Dicey’s famous in- ;
stance) the Government prop&!ed an
act ordering the chloroforming of all
blue-eyed babies, not a member on the
Government side would utter a word |
of protest, the Upper House would
send the bill back with “amend-
ments,” and a compromise would fin-
ally be come to. A more ridiculous
travesty than the pretence of discus-
sion which is given in the commons
to any bill whatever it is hard to im- i
agine.

A good sample of the sort of thing
that is done is the “amendment” of
the Crown Lands Act. Although this
paper editorially pointed out the in-

iquity and barefaced purpose of the
; section, it went up wunchallenged to
’the Council, where I believe it was
‘amended. The Assembly, desiring to
i end the session, refused to accept the
:amendment and the Council concur-
i red, on the “understanding” that the
matter will be attended to properly
next session! The result is, that for
the next twelve months the Executive
can refuse, “without reason assigned,
any application for licences and the
rest, and work other injustices with
perfect immunity. And still glib
idiots love to talk of the glories of our
constitution. |

The thing has become worse than a
farce—it is a national humiliation. i
One looks in vain for a glimmer of .
intelligence in the Lower House, ani
inch of backbone in the Upper; or if
he finds either it will be on the Op-
position side. With an Assembly full
of sheep and a Council full of jelly
fish (with apologies to the minority
in both), our Parliamentary mena-
gerie is complete. It is as well it is
closed for another year,

THE LIMIT.

A vulgar but expressive phrase,
most useful when other words cannot
be found for the occasion. I have in
mind the departure of the Minister of
Militia a few days ago for England—
and I challenge Calchas, Ajax and the
rest of the scribes to lend me words
adequate to describe the effrontery of
such a proceeding. Last wéek a num-
ber of gentlemen in the Council, who
either did not mean what they said or
were as credulous as babes, seriously
supported the Extension Bill on the
ground that the Government needed
to apply all its energies to the enforce-
ment of the Conscription Act. Hardly
had they succeeded in giving the pre-
sent regime a new lease of life when
Mr. Coaker’s Circular Letter comes to
light, revealing the true attitude of the
Government towards that Act. That
was bad enough, but what have we
now? The Prime Minister, for whom
there may be some excuse, and the
Minister of Militia, for whom there
can be none whatever, leaving the
country at the very moment when the

FOR VOLUNTARY ENLISTMENT.
DUBLIN, To-day.

A proclamation issued by the Lord:

Lieutenant yesterday reads “Whereas
it has come to our knowledge that cer-
tain subjects of His Majesty the King
domiciled in Ireland, have conspired
to enter, and have entered, into trea-
sonable communication with the Ger-
man enemy, and ‘“Whereas such trea-
chery is a menace to the fair name of
Ireland, and its glorious military re-
cord, a record which is a source of in-
tense pride to a country, whose sons
have always distinguished themselves
and have fought with such herold
valour in the past, in the same way as
thousands of them are now fighting in
this war,” and “Whereas drastic mea-
sures must be taken to put down this
German plot, which measures will be
solely directed against the plot, now
therefore, “we the Lord Lieutenant of
Ireland and Governor General of Ire-
land, have thought fit to issue this
proclamation declaring as follows:

and encourage voluntary enlistment in
Ireland, in His Majesty’s forces, in
the hope that without resort to com-
pulsory measures-the contribution of
Ireland to these forces may be
brought up to the proper strength,
and made to correspond to the contri-
bution of other parts of the Empire.”

The case of the Department of Pub-
lic Health vs. a milk vendor of the
Goulds, St. John’s West, who supplied
milk to the Poor House, occupied the

The evidence of several witnesses was
taken, including Inspector O'Brien,
Government Analyst Davies, and Mrs.
F. Ross, Acting Matron of the Poor
Asylum,

The Inspector testified as to seizing
the milk after delivery on April 3rd.;
Mr. Davies as to the results of his
analysis in which he found 1.67 per
cént. fat, 5.33 per cent. solids other
than fat, and the balance 93 per ceut.
most of which would be the natural
water.

The natural water found in all good
milk is 88.5:

The Act calls for 3 p.c. of fat, to all
milk offered for sale, which is con-
sidered a low standard of milk.

Mr. Leo Carter, who appeared for
the Health authorities, pressed hard
for a conviction on the‘ground that the
milk ‘was adulterated.

Mr. J. J. McGrath, on behalf of the
defendant, claimed for non-suit on
the grounds that there was no direct
proof that the milk in question was
that supplied by -the defendant, and
furthermore the Act as passed by the
Egislature concerning the handling
and . sale of milk did not affect his
client, even if he was responsible for
adding water, as by the addition of
water it did not make the milk unfit
for human consumption. “Unfit for
human. consumption” is expressly
stated in the Act..

A perusal of the Act has convinced
us that it is so full of loop holes that
to use a well known term, “you could
drive a milk cart through it.”

It is an other example of our hur-
ried and non-interesting pieces of
legislation that has been shied
through tke official records of the
House and made law without anycne
bothering their Leads about it. The
case is not yet concluded.

flames. The first to suffer in this
way was John Genower, the English
sailor, and his fate is thus described
in a memorandum drawn up by eight
Spanish sailors who saw it:

“Those inside the dungeon were be-
ing choked. The Englishman broke
the panes of a small window with the
idea of freeing himself and his com-
panions. The sentry, seeing him
leaning out of the window, gave him
a tremendous thrust in the chest. The
wounded man fell like lead. A small
but revolting struggle then took
place. The prisoners attempted to get
out, and the German soldier reddened
his bayonet again and again with the
blood of the men shut up, who saw
with horror that the fire was increas-
ing.”

So say the Spanish sailors. An
English prisoner of war, who tells the
same story, adds that after the bay-
onetting of Genower “a rush forward
“was made to break the place open,
“but we were driven off by other arm-
“ed Germans who had arrived on the
“scene.” Another eyewitness says
that when he and other prisoners at-
tempted to go to the rescue, “they
“placed a cordon of Gérman soldiers
“at a distance of sixty yards - around
“the cells, with rifles loaded and. fixed
“bayonets, 80 as we could not get
“near.”

The German Government, while ad-
mitting the .death of Genower from
fire, denies the other allegations. The
German Government’s word  on any
subject is worth nothing unless un-
contradicted. In this case it is -con-
tradicted by the testimony of eye-
witnesses; of the eight Spanish sail-
ors taken from the Gravina, and of
two prisoners of war. It will be as-
sumed by everybody that the eight
Spaniards and the two prisoners of
war. are telling the truth, especially
as their stories all agree, and that
the German Government is telling as
much truth as it did when it officially
assured the President of the United
States that its submarine did not sink

Pentecost is a Jewish festival ob-
served fifty days after the offering of
the wave sheaf on the second day of
unleavened bread (Passover) and in-
tended to indicate the end of the har-
vest. Hence it is also called the
“feast of harvest,” and the “feast of
weeks.” The Jewish statutory offer-
ing of Pentecost was two leavened
wheaten loaves with appropriate sac-
rifices. The late Jews associated the
feast with the deliverance of the law
from Sinai, believed to have taken
place fifty days after the going out
from Egypt. The festival has passed
into the Christian Church as com-
memorative of the descent of the Holy
Ghost, ten days after the Ascension,
and it is now known as Whitsunday—
a name supposed to be derived from
the white garments worn by those
presented for Baptism, for which Sac-
rament, Pentecost was regarded as the
appropriate season. ;

Sabastopol.

“From Odessa, on to Sebastopol.”
Such is the Kaiser’s plan as outlined
in the general despatches. . Sebasto-
pol! What a word with which to
wake the memory and fire the imagin-
ation! Here, on this promontory,
jutting out into the Black Sea, in the
legendary days of Greece, Iphigenia,
daughter of Homer Agamemnon, was
priestess in the temple of Diana after
her preservation from the altar of sac-
rifice. From that shore her eyes must
have watched the sea moodily, for her
sentence was to slay every Greek who
landed in the harbor. The story of
her escape is the climax of one of the
old Greek tragedies. Here om this
site rose the old Tartar valley 'of
Akhtia, and Genoese colonists built
Balaklava like -a suburb, eight miles
away. It was Catherine II. of Russia
who made the Crimea a part of that
country and built the famous city of
Sebastopol, the strongest citadel on
the Black Sea; possibly at that time
the strongest in the world. That was
in 1783. In 1854 there blew through
Burope the flerce storm of the Crim-
ean War when Russia strove with
France and England and Turkey over
