Hotel and Boarding-house accom-
modation for overseas and provincial }
visitors to London next vear is al- |

British Empire Exhibition author- |
ities. The Exhibition officials are 1n.

and Caterers Association. With the
help of these two bodies and others
interested in providing temporary ac-
commodation for the millions - of
visitors who will undoubtedly be ar-
riving in London next summer, a
Committee is to be set up immediate-

Iy.

Committee will be to.compile an om-
cial list of hotels, restaurants, board-
ing-houses and private houses at
which visitors may obtain good ac-
commodation and service at a reason-
able and -approved scale of charges.
Only such boarding-houses and hotels
ad are prepared to adhere to their
usual scale of charges for the sum-
mer season will be included in this
list.

It is proposed to collate and index a
list of availabe accommodation for
visitors within a ten mies radius of
the West End, and in conjunction
with the transport authorities to see
that travel facilities are available un-
til after midnight. All Middlesex and
parts of Bucks, Herts and Surrey
will be included, and as it has been
suggested that many’of the industrial
towns in the North shall arrange to
spend their ‘“wakes” ' or holiday
weeks in London, instead of at Black-
pool or Douglas, it may be necessary
to provide special holiday camps or
hostels on the outskirts of London.

All these questions, however, will
be fully considered and dealt with by
the Committee appointed for the pur-
pose. Of course, it will be wise for
visitors to make early arrangements.

London will be “full” all through
the ‘summer—no doubt fuller than. it
has ever been—but with the co-opera-
tion of organizations of such integrity

Pampered Prisoners.

A PRISON CHAPLAIN STATES THAT
“THE TENDENCY AT PRESENT
IS TO GIVE PRISONERS WHAT
THEY WANT, AND NOT WHAT
THEY NEED.”

If you walk through Princetqwn and
notice the convict parties from Dart-
moor, working in the rison flelds
or on the prison roads, you will at
onee notice that the broad arrow, once
so liberally stamped upon their
breeches and gaiters, has disappeared.
The only garment on which it is at all
visible is upon some of the old oilskins
from which it is difficult to eradicate
it.

The broad arrow has been so long
connected with prisons and prisoners
that one is apt to forget that it is the
mark used upon Government property
of all kinds. The law is that anyone
cutting it out or defacing it will be
severely punished.

Th origin of the mark is not clearly
known, but it seems to date from the
reign of William and Mary. Pilfering
from Government stores was even
more common in those days than it
has been of late, and Henry Sedley,
Earl of Romney, who was then Master-
General of the Ordnance, made up his
mind to stop it §

His own coeat-of-arms was & broad
arrow; -and this sign he has stamped

control. At the same time he got Par-/
liament to pass a strinfent Act inflict-
ing heavy penalties upon anyone de-
facing the mark. From that day to
this the practise has continued.

Not only are they a
source of constant expense and dan-
ger to the commuhity, but they them-
selves are better off in prison. They
are beyond reform, and each spell of
inprisonient results merely in mak-
ing them physically fit for a fresh on-

TRISTAN DA CUNHA IS POPULAT-
ED BY THE RELATIVES OF
ONE MAN.

During. the imprisonment of Na-
poleon on the island of St. Helena,
the British stationed .garrisons on all
the out-of-the-way rocks in the South
Atlantic Ocean within a circuit of
hundreds of miles.
i~ Among others, one named Tristan |
de Cunha was chosen as the resi-

diers.
Upon the death of Napoleon these

precautionary measures ‘Were no
longer necessary, and as the barren
rock 'of Tristan does not lie in the
path of vessels bound round the
Cape, the garrison was taken off.

Among the soldiers, however, was
one Glass, who had conceived the
idea of settling on this desolate
island after the manner of Robinson
Crusoe.

Escaping to the mountains, he was
left behind when his comrades sailed
to the Cape.

He remained for shroe years in
solitude, cultivating a little garden,
and amusing himself by exploring
the mountain fagtnesses and hunting
goats.

At the end of this period an out-
ward-bound Indiaman, which had
got out of her latitude, hove in sight
saw his signal, and bore him to the
Cape. :

There he remained leng enough to;
earn outfit for the novel life to,
which ‘he intended to return. He mar-
ried, -'engaged passages for himself
and wife in a schooner bound for St.
Helena, and was landed again at
Tristan.

Despite all manner of warnwing; de-
spite the elaborate plsns of the
authorities to enforee the law, .the
speed maniacs are still at their work.
They continue to take their toil of hu-
man life with a recklesspess and an
apparent lightheartedness that is ex-
tremely difficult to explain on any
other ground than.that of reckless-
ness or insanity. It seems only nat-
ural that any indtvidual with normal
human feelings, intelligence and senti-
ment should have some regard for the
fact that by breaking the speed limit
laws at any time and in any place,
he or she is, potentially, in every inr
stance, endangering human life. Yet
the fact remains that the number of
automobile drivers who _ighore the
law run the risk every minute of every
day is alarmingly large.

You cannot argue with such people.
There is only one way by which you
can drive any argument into their
heads, and that is by making their
pockets and their pride both feel its
force. In a good many of the Ameri-
can States the law provides a jail
penalty for a second offence of fast
driving. In others the driver’s lic-
ense is cancelled on a second offence.
The latter plan would seem to be the
more effective, for the number of peo-
ple who employ chauffeurs, in pre-
portion to the number who own auto-
mobiles, {& very limited, and if a man
driving his own machine knew that
he was certain to lose his driver’s
license—not likely, but certain to lose
it—if he broke the speed law deliber-
ately twice, it is a perfectly safe as-
sumption that he would be infinitely
more careful than he is, on the aver-
r=e, to-day.
