PAPEETE, Tahiti—(A.P.)—Pearl 
diving off the island of Hikueru has 
yielded rich returns during the sea­
son Just closed. Both peart shells 
and pearls of high value have been 
found in large numbers in the waters 

’of the lagoon.
These pearl oyster beds have been 

under restriction for a number of 
years and for that reason the-, jewel 
crop was unusually good.

The diving is done by natives who 
have trained themselves from child­
hood to descent to great depths and 
remain under wqter a long time. No 
diving machines are permitted.

The Tahtt merchants establish 
stations at the island during the sea­
son to buy the shells and to sell pro­
visions and luxuries to the divers and 
their families. Representatives from 
Paris Jewelery houses always are oh 
hand to compete for the better qual­
ity of pearls. Pearls of lesser value 
fall into the hands of speculatively 
inclined Chinese and European schr. 
captains. From long experience the 
natives are fully aware of the value 
of their finds, so that not many bar­
gains are available.

The South Sea Island native reacts 
to prosperity ostentatiously. The wife 
of the successful diver parades the 
white coral beach of Hikueru clad in 
brilliant silks, high heel shoes, pic­
ture hats and the most costly Chin­
ese shawls. In the island of Bora 
Bora, where the high pi'lce of vanilla 
beans has raised growers of that 
staple to temporary affluence, the 
Chinese shawl has been appropriated 
by the men as the insignia of great 
riches. It is worn draped around the 
neck, with the embroidered ends 
hanging gracefully down the back and 
cjiest. The real vanilla barons wear, 
in addition, a shawl of a different 
color about the waist.

Many stories of lucky finds at 
Hikueru have drifted into Papeete. 
One tells how the keeper of a semi- 
phore signal at Papeete, who went to 
the island on a hol'day, happened to 
see a large pearl oyster lying in shal­
low water near the beach, dived for 
it, and upon opening it found a pearl 
for which he received 15,000. Another 
relates that an old native woman, 
while fishing on the reef, stubbed her 
toe against an oyster that yielded a 
gem worth $1,000 gold.

VANCOUVER, B.C., March 19.— 
(Canadian Press)—With a type­
writer, some bundles of typewriter 
paper and a few score sheets of car­
bon paper as its mechanical plant, 
Canada’s newest newspaper made its 
appearance in Mayo, in the Yukon, 
recently. The first edition of the 
Mayo-Keno Bulletin, “owned and 
edited” by Mrs. Marie Fotheringham, 
a well known figure in the Yukon, 
came from the “press” on January 25, 
with the express intention of making 
a similar exodns each succeeding 
Tuesday and Friday. A copy has jest 
reached Vancouver.

Mayo and Keno are two mining 
towns which sprang up almost over­
night a year ■ego, following upon the 
Keno Hill silver discoveries. Mayo is 
now a community rivalling Dawson 
City in activity, but almost isolated 
as far as possibility of knowledge of 
current outside activities is concern­
ed. The establishment of a govern­
ment radio service between Mayo and 
Dawson, some sixty miles away, not 
only brought the two camps into the 
world, but gave Mrs. Fotheringham 
her opportunity, and she believes she 
has given her fellow townsmen 
theirs.

"For,” observes The Bulletin, ex­
pressively, “it is a truism that non- 
circulation of news is conductive to 
intellectual dry-rot, or, in Other 
words, it is cheaper to buy new» 
items at half a cent a word than to 
build a bughouse.”

PURPOSES AND OBJECTS OF THE 
INSTITUTE.

In inviting H. R. H. the Prince 
of Wales to accept the gift 
of Chatham House for the 
headquarters of the British In­
stitute of International Affairs, Lord 
Gréy of Fallodon said: "Governments 
ere limited by public opinion, and 
however great the occasion, however 
wise the men who are called upon as 
plenipotentiaries on a great occasion, 
the amount of good they can do Is 
limited by the amount of public opin­
ion which they have behind them." 
That brief statement of truth and of 
fact explains the genesis and objects 
of the British Institute of Interna­
tional Affairs. The idea of its'forma­
tion took root at the Peace Confer­
ence at Paris. The Institute was for-» 
mally inaugurated in July, 1920, 
when its objects were defined as 
being "to encourage and facilitate the 
study of intenational questions, to 
promote the exchange of information 
and thought on international affairs, 
with a view to the creation of better 
informed opinion, and to publish or 
arrange for the publication of works 
with these objects.”

For over three and a half years the 
Institute has been at work. Its mem­
bership is nearly a thousand, com­
prising the larger number of leading 
authorities on foreign affairs; It ar­
ranges debates and discussions on all 
vivid questions of international af­
fair?; It publishes every two months 
a journal containing a selection v of 
the papers read at the meetings; a 
valuable bi-monthly report on foreign 
affairs is circulated to members; and 
it has issued a History of the Peace 
Conference of Paris in six volumes.

During these three and a half years 
the work of the Institute has been 
restricted by lack of accommodation 
and inadequate funds; but a wider 
field of activity has opened. The gen­
erous gift by Colonel and Mrs. R. W. 
Leonard, of St. Catherine’s Ontario, 
Canada, of a beautiful house in St. 
James’s Square, which was formerly 
the residence of three Prime Minis­
ters—-Chatham, Derby and Gladstone 
—has provided It with a convenient 
and appropriate home. The house Is 
now being adapted to Its new uses, 
and the Honorary Treasurer of the 
Institute, Sir John Power, has given 
ten thousand pounds for the erection 
of an adequate meeting hall behind 
the house. But In order to establish 
an Imperial School of Foreign Affairs 
on an adequate basis, an ample en­
dowment Is necessary. Colonel and 
Mrs. Leonard, in addition to the gift 
of the historic building, have sub­
scribed a sum of eight thousand 
pounds as the nucleus of this endow­
ment fund, and now an appeal is ad­
dressed to all parts of the Empire In 
the earnest hope that a sufficient sum 
may be forthcoming, to secure that 
the work of the Institute shall go 
forward without being straitened for 
funds. The strength of this appeal is 
indicated by the tact that it comes 
before the public with a cachet which 
we believe to be unique In the history 
of the Empire; it Is signed by the 
leading statesmen of Great Britain, 
the Prime Ministers of the Dominions 
and the Viceroy of India—a striking 
Illustration of the Importance of a 
diffused knowledge of international 
affairs in a loosely-knit organization 
like the British Commonwealth.

The purposes of this endowment, 
beyond those Indicated, are to render 
available tho material of his study to 
the student of international affairs. 
Further, It Is desired to continue the 
work of the published records begun 
by the History of the Peace Confer­
ence of Paris, and to produce an an­
nual survey of foreign affairs. A work

summing up the events wheih have 
taken place since the Peace is de­
manded, and the Institute desires to 
continue the assistance given to the 
British Year Book of International 
Law. These are specific manifesta­
tions of the general work of the In­
stitute, which is to found a school of 
international affairs for the British 
Commonwealth as a whole, and to 
make the new home, Chatham House, 
a centre which will do for interna­
tional affairs what the Royal Geo­
graphical Society does for geography 
and the learned societies for other 
sciences. With such a record of use­
ful work, and such a programme, the 
appeal is made in the confident belief 
that the Empire will recognize the 
paramount importance of the objects 
for which the Institute was founded 
and that there will be a response se­
curing the adequate endowment for 
which it asks.

Burglar War Hero 
Dies When Pardoned 

For Patriotic Crime
Paris, March 11. (A.P.)—Jean

Baptlstin Travail, a lifelong burglar 
died recently on the Island of Re, a 
convict awaiting transportation to 
Devil’s Island to serve a sentence 
of 20 years. Had he lived a few 
weeks longer, pardoned and freed he 
might have been acclaimed in Paris 
as the hero of one of the most dra­
matic episodes of counter espionage 
during the war, which brought to the 
French High Command most valu­
able information.

Early curfew laws and stern po­
lice surveillance in France after the 
beginning of hostilities made Paris 
undesirable to Travail in his chosen 
profession and he emigrated to 
Switzerland. While at Berne he 
learned that In the safe of the Aus­
trian Ambassador to Switzerland 
there could be found documents, 
which if in the hands of the French 
War Office, would prove of invalu­
able assistance in fighting espionage 
within French frontiers.

Without consulting any one, re­
questing no assistance or protection, 
Travail gained entrance to the Aus­
trian Embassy one night and was 
confronted with one of the most 
modern safes to the door of which 
an infernal machine set to explode 
the moment it was tampered with, 
had been attached. Travail simply 
turned the safe around and went to 
work from the rear.

Nitro-glycerine was out of the 
question and Travail had to work 
with drills which he adapted to the 
electric light on the ambassadorial 
desk.

Dawn was breaking when the 
patriotic burglar finally obtained 
possession of the documents and the 
caretaker was just entering to clean 
the offices. He dodged a couple of 
bullets, jumped through a rear win­
dow and at ten o’clock that morning 
he presented to the officer in charge 
of the French counter espionage in 
Switzerland a full ^ist of German 
and Austrian spies operating in 
France and another of those work­
ing in Italy. This occurred in 1917 
and was greatly instrumental in 
causing the arrest of numerous spies 
and the breaking up of the German 
espionage system in France.

Travail refused to accept any re­
muneration whatsoever from the 
French Government. He also failed 
to turn over to the officer along with 
the documents a sum of 250,000 lire 
which had been in the Ambassador’s 
safe.

During the long trial which re­
sulted in his conviction last April, 
Travail, with great fortitude, re- j 
trained from referring to the Berne 
episode. He kept the audience in

Any day now we shall have fine 
spring weather, and the festival of 
the open road will begin.

The important 
thing the police have to bear in mind 
is that careful motorists, who for­
tunately in the great majority, 
are themselves anxious to see r|ck- 
less driving put down with a firm 
hand.

What is needed, in fact, is to stop 
not fast driving when such driving is 
safe, but bad driving, which is al­
ways dangerous. The more reckless 
drivers the police can lay by the heels 
the better for motorist and pedestrian 
alike, and no one will be better 
pleased than the responsible driver, 
who realizes that in taking proper 
precautions for the safety of others 
he is at the same time securing his 
own.

Taking the 
Temperature of a Star

<By J. A. LLOYD, M.BA..A.)
To measure the heat we get from 

a star seems a hopeleSs job. Yet it 
can be done.

Naturally, the measurement is al­
most inconceivably delicate. The 
instrument employed, called a "radi 
ation pyrometer,” is a triumph of 
refined mechanical work. It is so ex­
quisitely frail that, compared with it, 
a woman's wrist-watch would look 
like a colliery winding-engine. Elec­
tricity does the measuring.

Essentially, the instrument consists 
of a tiny thermo-couple formed by the 
union of two wires, one of platinum, 
the other of silver. At the junction 
of the wires, is placed an absorbing 
surface about as large as a pin’s 
head. This is painted black, and the 
light of the star to be tested is 
focused on this surface. The wires 
are so fine that they are quite invis 
lble to the unaided eye.

When the rays of the star are focus­
ed on the thermo-couple an electric 
current flows along the wires. The 
strength of the current gives a 
measure of the star’s heat-radiation.

The galvanometer by which the 
current Is measured consists of an 
exceedingly small mirror less than a 
pin’s head in size, hung from a 
thread of spun quartz, which is the 
finest thread known. A mark on the 
face of the mirror throws a reflec­
tion on an illuminated scale which 
is read by a microscope.

The pyrometer, in actual use, is 
enclosed in a glass cell from which 
all the air has been exhausted. In 
the glass cell there Is a window of 
fluorite through which the light of 
the star falls on the thermo-couple.

The whole Instrument is now plac­
ed in the focus of a reflecting teles­
cope of three feet aperture, and the 
light of the star adjusted to fall on 
the fluorite wjndqw.

If the star gives out any appreci­
able heat, the. current of electricity 
set up in the thermo-couple causes 
the quartz thread in the galvano­
meter to twist, and the reflection of 
the little mirror oscillates to and fro 
on the scale.

The Instrument Is so extraordinar­
ily sensitive that it can measure to 
the millionth of a degree.

The heat of a single candle can be 
felt by this marvellous contrivance 
at a distance of fifty-three miles.— 
London Dally MaiL

The Curious leaves stand ' almost 
erect and their lobes look like a half- 
opened book, and you can see an un­
wary beetle stumbling over them un­
til all at once he Is lost to view, for- 
the lobes close up, dropping the un­
unfortunate beetle into the cleverly 
constructed trap.

Insectivorous plants, such as the 

American side-saddle plant, set water 
traps for their victims.

The side-saddle fraternity hold up 
their coloured vase-like leaves to the 

! sunlight, around the mouths of which 
are glands that secrete honey. Lured 

! by the scent of their nectar, the in­
sects make their way across the 

| leaves, which are beautifully streak- 
i ed with purple, green, and red, to the 
I mouth of the plant; farther and far­
ther down the tube they stray, seeking 
! for the honey for which they crave.

Detentive hairs prevent them from 
ever returning to the air and sun­
light, and weary and exhausted they 
eventually fall Into the pool secreted 
at the base of the leaf.

The Darlingtonia, which Is a native 
of California, is similarly constructed, 
and the acid stored In its internal 
glands drowns and decomposes both 
birds and Insects.

The bladderwort that abounds on 
ottr weed-strewn ponds has little pear- 
shaped beads hanging from its branch­
ing, thread-Uke roots, and these allow 
minute creatures to pass in, but they 
have no exits, emergency or otherwise, 
and the dead carcases help to sustain 
the plant In good health.

All these plants are equipped to cap­
ture and eat small flying and creeping 
animals in order that the necessary 
substances may be added to their tis- 

i sues which the soil lacks.

THE COMMISSIONER—In the se­
lection of a Commissioner, the Col­
ony was most fortunate. Mr. Walker 
is a man of exceptional ability. With 
a most retentive memory and keen 
perception, as a cross-examiner he 
was a terror to evasive witnesses. 
An able lawyer and experienced 
judge, his wit was flashing and his 
humour contagious. The sun is not 
without spots, the Commissioner was 
mortal, and sometimes he made re­
marks that tended to annoy by cer­
tain implications they conveyed, but 
to take him all in, the Colony has 
not seen his equal, perhaps, and he 
deserves and will be paid the respect 
and gratitude of Newfoundlanders 
for his good work here.

Before the Bequiry began, I ex­
pressed the opinion that if it were 
openly conducted and the evidence 
published, there were competent lo­
cal men who could preside as satis­
factorily as any stranger. I confess 
my mistakes. No man in «the Colony 
could have obtained the confidence of 
the public In the measure according 
to Mr. Walker.

He was assisted In the Enquiry- by 
Counsel from New York State and 

y the Province of Nova Scotia, and by 
members of the local bar, and all dis- 

; charged efficiently their difficult and 
! unusual tasks, but without question,
! it was the brilliant Commissioner 

who attracted audiences which filled 
the Legislative Council for many day* 
and gave piquancy to the published 
reports of the proceedings.

THE REPORT—The report, is lu­
cid and convincing, excellent in tone, 
cogent in argument, and deflnitç in 
findings. Its form is excellent. Each 
section commences with a clear ex­
planation of the charge to be inves­
tigated, continues with the facte and 
arguments, and ends with the ver­
dict. No evidence seems to be strain­
ed to convict, every reasonable excuse 
is given fair consideration, and the 
quality of charity is everywhere ex­
hibited. ' Its composition reminds me 
of the best examples of judgments 
given in the Judicial Committee of the 
Privy Council, It is so erudite and 
scholarly. What seem to some to tie 
omissions from the report have chal­
lenged attention, but upon èxamina- 
tlon they appear1 to be due to the in­
terpretation which the Commissioner 
gave to the terms of his Commission, 
or to concern minor matters upon 
which Crown counsel did not "think it 
necessary to produce complete evid­
ence.

In my pre-enquiry letters to the 
“Telegram.” I said that if the evid,- 
ence were publicly given, and wide­
ly published as taken down, the pub­
lic would form its own Opinions on 
the evidence alone, and that the Re­
port would not be of major import­
ance. I admit my error, for I am now 
convinced that the evidence was- so 
lengthy and contradictory as to com­
pel the public to rely almost solely 
on the report for the verdict. A sec­
ret hearing, however, would have 
been disastrous, and reporting the 
evidence has bqea justflied. the good 
the Enquiry and Report will do will 
justify its cost. It would be ungener­
ous not to acknowledge Premier War­
ren’s courage in undertaking it.

PURELY PERSONAL—It seems to 
me that undue importance, compara­
tively, is attached by the public gene­
rally to those parts of the report 
which affect especially Sir Richard 
Squires and the Hon. Dr. Campbell. 
It is natural enough that the fate of 
men who have been heads Of Govern­
ment Departments, and particularly 
of one who has been Premier, should 
challenge and receive great attention, 
but you would not expect of me that I 
should at this time and on this oc­
casion speak in criticism of these 
men, with regard to whom, I am con­
fident, we all feel keen regret that so 
much real talent and abounding ener­
gy as was theirs should have been lost 
to the Colony, when, directed in right 
ways It could have been of so much 
good.’ Many talents were entrusted to 
them, and of them much will be re­
quired. It is important to consider 
the responsibility of their colleagues 
and It is most important of all to 
consider the causes and the cure of 
the Colony’s wretched conditions. 
Let ns turn away from a finished 
chapter, as it were, to read the re­
mainder of the book. There is a no­
ticeable tendency to make a political 
issue by denouncing, the Enquiry as 
the result of a sectarian conspiracy. 
But it was prosecuted by Protestant 
lawyers, defended by a Roman Catho­
lic. and tried by a Judge as much a 
Protestant as- Sir Richard himself. 
The four members of the Government 
who resigned to force Sir Richard
out of the Premiership—Halfyard,
Fodte, Barnes and Warren, were all 
Protestants and so is Sir William 
Coaker, who jointly with Mr. Warren 
signed a letter demanding Sir Rich­
ard’s resignation, prior to the En­
quiry. Thera, was no sectarianism 
about the money got for Meaney, or 
from Beeco, and no trace of sectar­
ianism in the conspiracy to obtain it. 
The report concludes :—

“Nor is it enough to say that the 
accusations out of which this En»

“quiry arose were raked up by poli­
tical rivals or malcontents. By 
“whatever means the evils which have 
"tainted the past and are threatening 
“the future of Newfoundland have 
“been brought to light, the light has 
“shown that they exist; I have no 
“doubt that it has not yet penetrated 
“all the dark places.

What a reflection upon our intelli­
gence it would be It we were to allow 
our adherence to a religious 
creed, to blind us to the enor­
mity of the evils which have 
been shown to exist, and to distract 
our attention from the reforms which 
should be undertaken.

LIQUOR CONTROL—Aside from 
the matter of payments to Sir Rich­
ard’s use, the report and the evi­
dence show that Acting-Controller 
Meaney, for a considerable period, 
(a) practiced the sale of liquor un­
lawfully; (b) that he made presents 
of quantities of liquor at public ex­
pense; (C) that liquor was used in , 
elections for party purposes without j 

j payment; (d) that money actually 
I received tor liquor was misapprop­
riated; (e) that the sale or disposi­
tion of a very large quantity of liquor 
is unaccounted for; and (t) that 
Meaney received secret commissions 
or profits on the purchase of liquors. 
Anil beyond the proof of tlfé pay­
ments to or for Sir Richard Squires, 
the really astounding fact about all 
this is, that ft was in fart all very 
generally known before the Knqntry 
and permitted to go on. The Walker 
report is but the seal of certainty 
upon a common belief. The whole 
truth has not _yet been told; that 
which Is yet ùnrevealed may be the 
most startling of all.

THE PROHIBITION ACT—It has 
long been accepted as a fact that the 
true Intent and meaning Of the 
Prohibition Act Is not being en­
forced. The Assembly years ago ac­
cepted and ratified Government esti­
mates of revenue from the use of 
liquor as a beverage. No real effort 
is being made to punish breaches of 
the letter and spirit of the Act. It 
is an evasion for law-breaking. Its 
neglect is a fertile teacher of public 
immorality. All law lg imperilled by 
the offences undér ft. It should be 
enforced, amended or repealed. 
While It remains on the statute 
book it should be enforced and 
amendment is necessary to its ade­
quate enforcement. It has two prin­
ciples or one principle with an ex­
ception.

Westinghouse Perfects 
X-Ray Tube

FOB TREATMENT FOB CANCER.

An Important advance la the X- 
ray treatment of certain forms of can­
cer has been made possible by a new 
type of X-ray tube, according to Dr. 
Francia C. Wood, Director of the 
Crocker Institute of Cancer Research 
of Columbia University, New York, 
U.S.A. ,

"The new tube, which was made by 
the reasearch engineers of the Wes­
tinghouse Lamp Company,” states Dr. 
Wood, "Is capable of giving out fire 
or six times the amount of X-rays 
which the ordinary tube does. It 
will enable specialists to treat a very 
much larger number of people and 
treat them more effectively than can 
he done at present. Exposures of 
two "or three hours are now neces­
sary. but the new tube shortens this 
time to twenty minutes and will be 
an immense benefit to sufferers from 
cancer.

“Another advantage of the new type 
is its longer life. The present tube 
wears out very quickly, and as they 
cost over $250 each, the expense of 
treatment Is necessarily very h’gh. 
One of the new tubes, however, has 
been in use in a clinic over three | 
months and is still proving entirely, 
satisfactory. Th'«, together with the * 
fact that it reduces the length of each 
treatment, naturally reduces the cost 
of treatment.

"It must be understood that in only 
certain cases can cancer be perman­
ently cured by X-rays. Surgery still 
remains our best method of handling 
this disease. We are only beginning 
our work, however ,and the great im­
provements now being' made in X- 
ray apparatus warrant hope that 
greater advances may be expected in 
the future. Possibly we shall be able 
to cure more cases, and certainly we 
shall make a great many people more 
comfortable and arrest the growth of 
the disease for a shorter or a longer 1 
time.”

Dr. C. T. Ulrey, research engineer 
of the Westinghouse Lamp Company, 
New Jersey, US.A., is the inventor of 
the new X-ray tube, accordtag to Dr.
H. C. Rentscheler, director of the 
Weetinghouse Research Department. 
“Two Improvements have been, in­
corporated In the new tube,” states 
Dr. Rentsohler, "In the first place it 
has a high emissive power. This can 
be better understood if we speak in 
terms of electric lamps. If the older 
type of tube were to be compared 
with a 50-candle-power lamp, the

VICTORIA, B.C., March 25.—(Can­
adian Press)—Marooned for five 
months on floating arsenals, denied 
admittance to Japan, to Hong Kong, 
nad even to turbulent China, has 
been the strange fate of Admiral 
gieboff, formerly of the Russian Im­
perial Navy, and 2,000 men, women 
and children, whe are dragging out a 
cramped existence aboard four 
steamships anchored at Woosung, 
not far. from Shanghai, according to 
J. L. Gardner, of a well known 
Shanghai firm, who has arrived here 
on a business trip.

In addition to their wpe-begone hu­
man freight, the steamers anchored 
at Wooung with their hplds crammed 
with a huge motley of armament— 
rifles by the thousand, machine- 
guns, quick-firers, 'Mills? bombs, field 
guns, automatic pistols and two mil­
lion rounds of ammunition.

Admiral flleboff fled from Siberia 
with his compatriots to escape the 
prisons of the Bolshevists. How ■ or 
where he got possession of the arms, 
and bow he managed to load them 
aboard his flotilla, has so far remain- 
fill U »yfitpry.

Japanese officiels at each port 
tur.ned deaf ears to the pleading pi 
the refugees for sanctuary. Hong 
Kong authorities would not let them 
drop anchor. At Woosung they fmrqd 
surcease from the tireless waves of 
the ocean. They were permitted to 
anchor in shelter; hut Shanghai had 
had enough of Russian exiles, its 
streets having been crowded with 
them ever since the accession of the 
Reds to power, and not for the brief 
space of a day Could the exiles 
stretch their legs on shore.

Thus for the last five months they 
have swung idly at anchor oft Wop- 
sung, unwanted by any land withfn 
steaming distance of their dwindling 
coal supplies—2,000 people without a 
country.

Admiral Gleboff’s high hopes of 
selling his arsenal for millions to one 
or other of the many contending 
armies in China have dwindled as 
fast as his coal and patience of his 

.fellow voyagers. From $2,000,000, his 
first .offer to the Pekin government, 
his price has fallen fo $50,000 and 
even at this low figure he can find no 
takers.

Nevertheless, said Mr. Gardner, the 
arms are a slight source of revenue. 
Each night, despite the perfunctory 
watch by a gunboat of the Chinese 
Navy, smart Consignments are smug­
gled ashore to equip the bands of 
freebooters that pillage the country­
side, and of pirates that infest utters, 
and coastal waters.

The future of the exiles looks dark. 
Food is sent out to them by charit­
able organizations in Shanghai. Con­
ditions aboard the steamers are con-r 
ducive to sickness ,and medical men 
in Shanghai view with alarm possible 
outbreak of an epidemic.

Moth and Camphor
Tradition

Scientists are trying to rob us of the 
venerable household tradition that 
camphor and naphthalene sprinkled 
on clothes will keep away motifs.

According to their views express­
ed in “Nature” neither substance is 
of any use at all. Mr. R. G. John­
ston writes: “Henri Fabre found 
camphor and naphthalene to have no 
effect on moths, and I have found these 
insects utterly Indifferent to such 
odoriferous substances." Doubt is ex, 
pressed as to whether a moth is cap, 
able of smelling at all.

The head of the fur department of 
a leading West End flrm said: “We 
find that enclosing naphthalene or 
camphor with furs when they are put 
away does to a large extent ke®P out 
the moth. But if there should be moth 
in the furs at the time they are put 
away, or moth is hatched from eggi 
in the fur, the camphor or naphtha­
lene will not exterminate them ; li 
fact, they seem to thrive on it. It is 
a preventive, but not a cure.

"The only sure way to prevent 
moths ravaging a fur fa- tq put it in 
storage fcefqw freezing poipt. Then 
It Is impossible for any eggs to hatch 
out.”

An official of the entomological sec­
tion of the Natural History Museum 
said it was pure assumption te assert 
that moths coufd not smejl, for no 
one knew. His experience was that 
naphthalene wqs the enly thing to 
keep meth away. “Put naphthalene 
balls with the clothes,” he said, "and 
then wrap the clothes in stout paper, 
taking care to pin it well all round, 
so that nothing can get It. Then they 
will he qijite safe from moth. It is 
no good putting the clothes in a 
drawer and just sprinkling them with 
a few naphthalene balls/'

Those who have money in the coun­
try: those who carry on the business 
of the country; may deeply regret 
w-ith apprehension concerning the 
wretched and immoral way in which 
nubile money -is being spent, but they 
will never really suffer physically fn 
consequence of it for shortage of food 

! or of clothing, because their share, 
as I have said, is paid out of their 
surplus, out of their luxuries, but the 
mass of the people of this country pay 
for all the taxes, in their blood and 
sweat, and, therefore, they are most 
vitally concerned in the reform of the 
evils which we see on every aide in 
connection with public expenditure.

IT IS OFTEN SAID—"If they spent ! 
the money the people got it,” is often 
said. By that is meant that the gov­
ernment did no wrong in lavishly 
spending the public money in unpro­
ductive employment. How can you 
explain this immoral attitude, shared 
in, I fear, by thousands, for there are 
many who say that “the government 
is a good one, for it spends more 
amongst the people than any other." 
This money was either raised by 
taxes, or borrowed on the public 
credit, and It was expended in a 
manner which left nothing behind ex­
cept an increase of the Public Debt, 
demanding Increased Interest out of 
yearly taxes, and a demoralized 
electorate. It was paid, therefore, or 
must be paid for, by all the people 
for the few, all being saddled with 
their share of the burden. It was paid 
for, or will be paid for, in part, by 
the very peope who received it, and 
so spent that it has been permanent­
ly lost when, it spent properly. It 
could have produced some good or 
revenue earning property. Suppose 
all the people were employed for a ' 
Tew yekrk on' non-productive works, 
where would the taxes come from to 
provide for future years. The produce 
of. people's labor, exported and sold 
pays for imports, on which duties are 
paid and revenue collected. But it all 
were employed on non-productive 
works, there would be no exports, no 
imports, no revenue, no prosperity.
If part of the people only are ' em­
ployed, the same result follows In 
part. If six millions can wisely be 
borrowed and spent in this way, why 
not sixty? It this government is a 
good one because it has borrçwed 
and wasted fifteen millions, it would 
be ten times better if it borrowed and 
spent one hundred and fifty millions 
in the same way. But then our Public. 
Debt would be o,ver two hundred mil­
lion dollars, and the annual interest 
about 12 million .dollars per year,

that coal can be mined off Cape Bret­
on Island to a distance of about five 
miles from shore. It may even be 
mined at much greater distances 
from shore should the progress of the 
arts and the need for coal develop as 
rapidly in the next one hundred years 
as they did in the century that has 
gone by since coal was first mined 
on a large scale in Cape Breton.

The pioneer of coal mining in Nova 
Scotia was the General Mining As­
sociation of London, England. This 
Company had a monopoly of the min­
erals in Nova Scotia, and between the 
years 1825 and 1857 expended £300,r 
000 in developing the min'ng of coal 
in that province, a very considerable 
investment at that time. In 1857 this 
monopoly was broken, the ownership 

1 of the coal seams being revested in 
the Government of Nova Scotia, and a 
number of smaller, Independent, coal 
mining companies were found.

The General Mining' Association, by 
arrangement, was allowed to select 
coal areas for its operations and re­
tained, under a royalty arrangement, 
coal areas at Sydney Mines, Glace 
Bay, Springhlll, and Stellarton. The 
General Mining Association gradually 
parted with its coal properties to 
other companies, but independent 
coal mining did not prove successful 
in Nova Scotia. *

The need for consolidation led, in 
1893. to the formation of the Domin­
ion Coal Company, which was an am­
algamation of a number Of smaller 
companies in the Sydney coalfield, 
with which was amalgamated also a ; 
large part of the General Mining As­
sociation’s holdings. Later the re-j 
mainder of the General Coal Mining 
Association's holdings In the Sydney , 
district were acquired by the Nova 
Scotia Steel and Coal Company, which 
brought under the control of these 
two companies virtually all the sub­
marine coal In the Sydney coalfield, j 

With the partial exhaustion of the 
coal lying under the land In the 
course of years, the mining of coal , 
from under the sea became more and 
more extended, with the result that 
the lease boundaries of the two com­
panies commenced to conflict and be­
came a grave hindrance to the fur-j 
ther progress of large scale mining in : 
the future. The two companies were 
very much in each other’s way, and 
the difficulty was eventually solved 
by the consolidation of Interests. I 

In the meantime, the Dominion 
Coal Company had acquired the 
Springhlll areas and the Nova Scotia 
Steel and Goal Company had acquired 
the Acadia areas at Stellarton, both 
on the mainland of Nova Scotia, so

pire Steel Corporation, and It has 
proved, and will increasingly prove 
as the years go by, to have been as 
wise a proceeding as it was an inev­
itable one.

At the present time three large un­
dersea collieries are projected in the 
Sydney coalfield, one of which is well 
advanced towards completion. Each 
of these collieries will win and ren­
der for mining large tracts of coal, 
owned jointly by the consolidated 
companies. Unity of Interest has 
made tt possible to mine these areas 
with a minimum of waste of natural 
resources and greater protection for 
posterity than would have been other­
wise possible.

The development and equipment In­
tended to win submarine coal is ex­
tremely expensive. Openings at the 
shore must be very large In order to 
carry the air required for ventilation 
and pumping must be unusually pow­
erful; slmdlariy the machinery for 
hauling coal over long distances and 
the equipment for the generation and 
conveyance of power underground 
must be carried out on a much larger, 
scale than is necessary fn a land col­
liery. One of the new collieries be- j 
fore mentioned will cost In the vicin­
ity of $2,600,000 before completion. 
Such an expenditure could not he jus­
tified except It made possible the win­
ning of large quantities of coal over 
a long period of time; and, to this 
particular instance, the sum named is 
expected to render available for min­
ing approximately 1,000,000,000 tons 
of coal over a period of 120 years to 
come.

This colliery is being equipped with 
electrical appliances for ventilation 
and puynping, for the haulage of coal, 
the transportation of men to and 
from their work at the coal-face, and 
for the cutting and removal of coal 
from the seam.

It is reasonable to expect, as pre­
viously suggested, that new inventions j 
will come to the assistance of the coal | 
miner during such a long period of 
time as 120 years to come, and It 
would be an Interesting occupation •

to speculate on what the future may 
hold in this regard.

It is quite evident, however, that 
submarine deposits, no matter how 
valuable and how lasting they are, 
can only be developed by consolidation 
of interests and by the unity and con­
tinuity of management, and the fin­

tta has pointed out, with irrevocati 
logic, the weakness of un consolida™ 
and scattered interests to connecWj 
with the financial side of mining.
