The Nine Hours Movement.

This movement is gaining ground in
the cities. The Hamilton Standard says :
—+ On Saturday last the employecs of the
Great Western Railway Workshops in the
city sent a deputation’ to Wait upon the
proper authorities, ‘to elicit their views
upon the nine hours movement. The
members of the deputation were courteous-
ly received, and informed that the matter
nad been receiving - due attention, and
that it had been . decided to concede the
prineiple involved in the demncd for a re-
duction of the hours of labor.  They were
further given to understand that com-
munication would be held with Ll\u- Grand
Trunk and other Companies, and that
just as soon as the latter expressed their
willingness-to—join-hands —upon-the pro-
position,  the arrangements
would be made here and the system would
be given the earliest possible practical
effect. This cheering intelligencoe was
communicated to the assembled working-
men by the deputation, and was received
with enthusiasm. This result was not al-
together unexpected by the men, who al-
ways expressed their confidence in the
Munagement, who, as they believed,would
not obstruct the movement, in view of its
very general adoption in England, but
they were hardly prepared for so early and
willing a concession of the boon which
they had demanded, and consequently
their enthusiasm: was not a little inten-
sified by their surprize.”

We also notice that a respeetable meet-
ing of employees in Hay & Co's. cabinet
ware manufactory was  held in
Toronto on  Saturday evening, for
the purpose of innngurating an agitation
in favor of the establishmentof a general
recognition by employers in their trade of
nine hours as theproper lengthof a day's
labor. - After some brief discussion, the
meeting appointed a committee to com-
municate with employees in other similiar
establishments throughout the Province,
with the view of effécting united action in
the agitation, all e¢fforts being otherwise
anticipated as fruitless.
