Practical Advice on I'toadl-making by
Bureau of Information.

The Bureau of Provineial Information
‘has just published Bulletin No. 5, “Good
Roads—Hints in Their Making - and
Maintenance,”  ‘which is - timely and
should prove of‘\very great value to mu-
nicipal councils and all others interested
in- road-making. The introductory . re-
marks fully explain the objects of the
bulletin:

“The ijmportance of good roads has
been too much discussed to require any-
thing further here being said in its be-
'half.  So little, however, is understood
regarding - the best methods to be- em-
prloyed, that it has been deemed desir-
able to issue a bulletin containing sug-
gestions by experts on the subject. No
other province affords such opportunities
for providing. good roads as exist in
British ‘Columbia.. L

into elaborate details, but rather to 1mn-
dicate the general principles which should
govern in-the construction of highways,
and for this purpose pertinent extracts

She
survived both buyer and seller, and then
married again - Sdme -property came
to her in.the course of years from her
first husbanr; for notwithstanding
claims put forth by his relatives, she
was able to maintain in a conrt of law
that the sale did not 'and eould mot
vitiate her rights as his widow.

{Much astonishment . was caused in
1837 in the West Riding of Yorkshire
by a man being committed to prison
for a month with hard labor for selling
or attempting to sell his wife by auction
in the manner already described. It
was generally and firmly believed that
l\e was ‘acting within his rights,

In 1858, in a'tavern at Little Horton,
near Bradford, a man named Hartley
Thompson put up his wife, who is de-
scribed by the local journals as a pretty
young woman, for sale by auction, and
he had the sale previously announced
by sending round the bellman. He led
her into the market wfth a ribbon round
her ‘neck, which exhibits an advance in
refinement-over the straw halter; and
again in 1859 a man at Dudley disposed
of his wife in a somewhat similar man-
ner for sixpence. A feature in all these-
instaiices is,the. docility with which the
wife submits to be haltered and sold..
She would seem to have been equally
imbued with the idea that there was
nothing to be ashamed-of in the trans-
action, and that it was perfectly legal.
If we look to see whence originated the-
ideg, we shall probably find it in the
conception of marriage as a purchase.
Among savage races the ecandidatu for
marriage is expeeted to pay the father
for his danghter. A marriageable girk
is 'worth so many cows or so many rein-
deer. The man pays over a sum of
money or its equivalent to the father,
and in exchange receives the' girl. ¥f
he desires to be separated from har, he
has no‘idea of giving her away, but re-
ceives what is calculated to be her mar-
ket value from the man who is disposed
to relieve him of her. In all dealings
for cattle, or horses, or sheep, a handsel
is paid, half a crown to clinch the bar-
gain, -and. *he -transfer of coin consti-
tutes a legal transfer of auntherity and
property over the animal. This is ap-
plied to a woman, and when a coin, even
a sixpence, is paid over and received,
the receiver regards this as releasing
him from all further possession of - the
wife, who at once passes under the
hand of the purchaser. There is prob-
ably no frace in our laws of women hav-
ing 'heen thus regarded as negotiable
properties, but it is unquestionable that
at an early period, before Christianity
inyaded the island, such a view was
held, and if here and there the rustic
mind is unable to rise to a higher view
of the marriage state, it shows how ex-
tremely slow it is for opinions to alter
when edneation has been neglected.

wonld build to the Coast whether assist-
ed or not—rather thah forego its conti-
nental trade ambitions—it is equally ap-
parent that there need be haste in'the
‘matter from the railway’s standpoine,
the grain-carrying trade of the Territor-
ies being more than sufficieit to main-
tain the road and meet allsfixed charges
until the time ig ripe for the company
to come farther West. It is for the leg-
isiature to judge whether the ba{ance of
advantage will be for or against the
province by bringing the second Cana-
dian through line &0 the Coast now by
the reduced concessions outlined in'the
agreement now before the legislature.
In respect to the Coast and‘ Kootenay
line, it is essential .that ne delay should
longer be permitted, and—knowing ‘the
character of the mountain country to be
traversed and the conmsequent very re-
stricted area of any serviceable lande—
few will be inclined to object to the
land grant which supplements the mone-
tary ‘aid. As in the. bargain with the
Canadian  Northern the dand will be
maintained for settlement at Land Act
prices, the company miust’accept a fixed
allotment- (not.being allowed -selection
1ights), and there will be mno loss of time
by reservation pending the railway build-
ing,; the government selling all lands in
the railway -allotment as’ they are ap-
plied for by settlers-and refunding the
moneys to the company—the lands of
course becoming taxable as soon as alien-
ated otherwise than by company: morts
gage. Upon analysis the concessions to
the Coast and Kootenay line do not ap-
pear disproportionate te the advautages
that the province, and more particularly
Vancouver city, will reap through the
immediate construction of the line. The
security for performance offered by the
company is definite and ample, and the
House should see that this necessary
public work is not delayed by *hot-air”’
ORposition, presenting rival schemes
upon the eve of action with the sole
purpose apparently of gaining working
time for charter speculators.”

“I have introduced the question of

No persox cau in-
troduce a question of motive without
discussing the ¢haracter of the deter-
mining impulse which led to the action
criticised."And then, how could the fu-
troduction of the question of motives
make clear the w~itality of ‘a’ principle
constitgt‘ional or otherwise?.  In doing
& wrong act a4 man may act from a mo-
tive of self interest or revenge, or from
some other motive of improper character,
or from ignorance of right and wrong in
the premises. But how, how, -how in
the wide world, could his motive in act-
ing ‘wrongly, demonstrate the vitality of
a principle? The sentence above quoted
is conformable jto the rules of syntax,
but the concepts expressed in it, and the
substantives - used, have no coherent
relation to one another, nor to any ob-
Jective facts capable of being compared
or contrasted with one another. Which
is merely a long and somewhat techni-
cal way of saying that it s arrant gib-
berish ‘from beginning to end.

of the present government since it came
ito power. The government has never
submitted to' those who endeavored to
utilize the popular desire fer this road.
as a means to seeure political power,
but it has adopted a feasible and reas-
onable scheme for the construction of
the railway now that snch has bBeen pre-
sented. The railway policy of the gov-
ernment is now before the legislature
and the people. It is one which will
minister to the growth and to the devels
opment of the province, and to the en-
richment and prosperity of all who dwell
in it, It is one which no-one who is not
biinded by factious animosity, or by
fatal adhesion te impracticable opinions,
can have the hardihood to oppose. The
government has stood firm through thick
and through thin for the interests of the
beople of this country. From prejudice,
self interest, ‘and misunderstanding it
has received many an assault, But it has
brought stability out of  disturbance,
order out of chaos, and hope for the fu-
ture of the country out of despair; it has
laid the foundations of progress and pros-
perity and has made them so broad and
8o solid, that they are not again likely
to be disturbed. It is a foregone con-
clusion that as the house will undoubted-
ly support the government in this bill, so
the country will rally to its side in en-
thusiastic = endorsation of the policy
which the bill embodies.

LEAD PROTECTION.

We observe \hat the Boards of Trade
of the Upper Coubtry are passing reso-
lutions in favor of a protective tariff to
be levied on lead and the -prodmcts of
lead imported into Canada. In a homely
but expressive-metaphor the Boards of
Trade of the: Upper Country have now
got ‘the sow by the right ear. This
method of dealing with the lead industry
of (British Cdolumbia was first advocat-
ed by a resolution passed by the Lib-
eral-Conservative ' convention - held in
Vancouver in 1898. -It is a noteworthy
fact that if the resolution then passed
had ‘been promiptly acted upon by the
Dominion government, the lead industry
of British Columbia would never have
passed . through the series of acute
crises’ which - have ' resulted in the
utter ‘stagnation 'in 'which it lies
at present. It - is very satisfac-
tory that :the policy adopted by a
parficular party should now be reeog-
nized by all parties interested as the
only salvation of ‘theiindustry, because
it. proves that -the principles of that

1 party are in.harmony 'with the real

needs of: the country, and alse because
it shows that there is more in political
principles than a mere pyrotechnic dis-
play - of opposition. between the “Ins”
and the *Outs.” It is not exactly, how-
ever, to congratulate ourselves upon the
principles .of+ the - Liberal-Conservative
party that ‘we refer to this matter at
this ‘time, but to- suggest that it is'a
question wupon which the Boards pf
Trade of the Upper Country should be
reinforeced by the exertions of similar
bodies ;on the Coast. The' question of
the lead. industry is really as vital to
"the Coast cities as to the Kootenays.

the' Working ‘up of the raw material of
our mines in.our own country is bound
to lead to commercial developments in
the Coast cities not less pronounced ‘in
the case of lead than of copper. So that
the "welfare of our lead mines is not
merely one of sentimental and neigh-
borly interest to us, but of practical and
selfish interest. also. Therefore -repre-
sentative bodies in the Coast - ecities
should reinforce the efforts of the in-
terior by investigating the question and
addiug to the agitation their represen-
tations on the subject, which is one of
the fhost important affecting British Co-
lumbia.

S e S B,
OBSTRUCTIVE TACTICS.

The difference between obstruetion and
legitimate opposition " is this, that' ob-
structien deals simply with technical pos-
sibilities of opposing legislation, while op-
position deals' with the prineiples ex-
pressed in legislation. Oppesition makes
use of the techniecalities of procedure to
defeat the principle contained in meas-
ures of Jegislation, obstruction, on the
other hand, confines itself to these tech-
nicalities and opposes them without chal-
lenging the policy of the principles em-
bLodied in the measures it opposes. If
is not too much to say that the opposition
led by Mr.. Richard McBride has be-
come purely obstruetive in its tactics. It
has ceased to oppose, it has begun mere-
ly to obstruct. In parliamentary pro-
cedure there are endless technicalities on
which obstructive tactics may be based.
The government is perfectly powerless to
prevent the obstruction of publie busi-
ness, provided the opposition is prepared
to take advartage of these tcchnicalities.
‘As a rule the opposition is afraid to do
so0, becguse such action outrages publi¢
opinion. There is nothing the people
Joath so much as the senseless obstruc-
tion of public business. And there is no
politician. for whom -the voter has .a
shorter shrift than the man who allies
himself with such methods. The present
opposition in the legislature, however, is
a0t to be contro]led by considerations of
that description.’

OF BREAD

It Will Be Ensured to
People of Victoria in
- Future.

Through the gction of ‘the City Counell
in’ passing 'Ald, Vincent's Bread By-law on
nﬂgy night, the five bakers whose cases
have ‘been hanging on in the city police
court have been relleved. Under the for-
mer regulations: the weight of a loaf . of
bread was fixed at one and one-half pounds
which, under the ‘present price of fiour,
was a little too costly for a five-cent sale,
and far too small for a charge of ten cents,
thus making the law Ppractically null and
While relieving the Bread makers,
the Councll were not forgetful of the bread
eaters, .whose interests are now protected
by the following provisions: }

All ‘bread sold or offered for sale in the
eity of Vietoria, other than French or fancy
loaves, shall-be of the weight to be speci-
fled. end announced as hereafter prowided,
and no person shal]l sell.or offer for scale
any bread the weight whereof is not specl-
fled and announced as hereafter provided.
Provided always, that an allowance may
be made in such specified ‘and announced
welghts at the rate of one oz. in the pound
for bread mdde twenty-four hours and
over before the time of sale or welghing,
under the provisions of the by-law. The
burden of proof of the time of baking shall
In all cases devolve upon the person bak-
Ing or exposing for sale.

2. All persons baking bread within the
city of Vietoria shall make out and from
time to time deposit with the chief of po-
lice a statement In writing, signed by them,
stating the weights of the various charac.
ters of loaves usually baked or intended to
be baked by them.

3. ANl persons exposing bread for sale,
shall ‘gt all. times place . in a conspicuous
position in the store or other place where
such bread 1s exposed for sale a notice in
writing or In print, ‘in Jebters in elther
case, of at least 1% Inches in length, set-
ting out the weights of the various  char-
acters of -lpaves ked or exposed for sale
by them. The staltement of weights in such
notice shall bind the baker or vendor of
-bread as to the represented weight of the
loaves or loaf offered for sale, and the sell-
Ing of any loaves or loaf which Is under
the represented weight subject to. the al.
lowance ‘aforesald, shall constitute an of-
fence against the provisions of the sald
y-law as amended hereby, The weight, as
S0 represented by such sbtatement of every
loaf of bread shall be stamped thereon.

4. No person shall sell any loaf of bread
In the city of Victorla upon which the rep-
resented weight, as in this by-law provided,
has not been duly stamped according to
the requirements of the previous section
hereof.

MAURICE HUMBER

Passed Away at Six 0’clock
Yesterday Morning After
Long Hiness.

/The half-masted flag over the tower at
the ‘City hall yesterday morning an-
rounced to the people of Victoria that

another who had been identified “with
the. upbuilding of the city had passed
to.the great beyond. It was the lastiof-
ficial mark .of respect to Maurice Hum-
ber, the ‘contractor and brickmaker, who
died at 6 o’¢lock, after an illness extend-
ing over five years.” It was a long; hard
fight against death, in which he was as-
sisted by an iron constitution. Five
years ago he underwent an operation
from which few men would have sur-
vived, but to the surprise of all, he was
able to be eut after a few months’ con-
finement to his room, and while never
as strong as before, he was able to be
around until a couple of ‘weeks ago.
When compelled to take to his bed
again, he realized that the énd was near,
and remarked to a friend that he would
have to give up. Word was sent to his
vnly daughter, Mrs. Ousterhout, wife of
Rev. Mr. Ousterhout, of Port Essington,
and she is expected on the steamer Bos-]
cowitz now due from the North:
Mr. Humber was a native of Ventor,
Isle of Wight, where he was born on
June 28, 1834. He emigrated to Can-
ada when but nine’years of age, and set-
tled at Howmanville, Ont. In company
with Sheriff McMillan, Ald. Kinsman,
Jonathan Bullen and others, he started
for Victoria in 1863, at the time of the
gold excitement, coming via the Panama
route. r. Humber engaged in contract-
ing and continued in that business con-
tinuously, unlike moSt of the argonauts,
not being taken with the gold fever. He
constructed many of the larger buildings
in the city, and from his brickyard, on
the Saanich road, supplied millions . of
bricks to other contractors here and on
the'Mainland. He also had varions con-
tracts for bricks for the naval and mili-
tary forces. e Ay
Mr. Humber took a 'keen interest in
municipal affairs, and was three times
elected a member of the City council, in
1886 under Mayor Hayward; in 1892
under Mayor Beaven, and in 1898 under
Mayor Redfern. Dauring his terms he
was a member of the Police committee,
before the commissionierships were estab-
lished, and also took a likely interest in
the affairs of the Fire department.” He
was one-of the oldest and chief support-
ers of the Methodist ¢hureh in the city.
For many years he was one of the ‘trus-
tees of the old Pandora street Methodist
church; and was one of those identified
with the establishment of the Centennial
Methodigt" church ‘on the ~Gorge wvoad,
with which- he was connected up .to
the ‘time of his death: He was a past
noble grand.of Columbia lodge, No. 2,
1./0. O. By of which he had been a mem-
ber for 27 years. ' : g

Besides his daughter, li¢ léaves a wid-
ow and three sons, Luke, Russ and Dr,
A.‘A. Humber. W 2
The death ‘of Mr. Humber leaves a
gap in the ranks.of the old timers of the
city, which will be felt by a very large
rumber of ecitizens. He was popular
among -all classes of citizens, even with
those who could not agree  with his
views on public questions, and he had
strong views on many, particularly that
of temperance, of which he.was a con-
sistent: adyocate. His family have the
sympathy of the whole community in
their bereavement. :

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Directors Meeting to Consider
Dominion Live Stock Asso-
: clation’s Demand.

Discussed by Executive
Members, *

(From Thirsday’s Daily).

The members of the executive commit-
tee of the Dairymewr’s and Live Steck
association gathered at the public offices
of the Department of Agriculture yes-
terday morning at 10:30 o’clock. ‘After
President A. C. Wells had ealled the
meeting to order, Deputy Minister An-
derson explained that owing to’the late-
ness of the night gession of the legisla-
iure on the preceding evening, the Min-
ister of Agriculture was not yet down,
and as his personal presence was neces-
sary, he suggested that an adjournment
be made until 12:30 noon, pending his ar-
rival at the offices of his department. In
the course of some informal discugsion
upon this point, the status of the mfiem-
bers of the agricultural commission of
ihe legislature was called into guestion,
vpon which Messrs. ‘Oliver "of Delta,
‘Munro of Chilliwack and Neill of Alber-
ni, who had been present, retired. These
gentlemen had been present on the invita-
tion of several individusli members of
the committee, and so soon as they. jhad
retired, on motion of Mr. Raymur of
Kelowna, an invitation. was extended to
the members of the agricultural com-
mittee and of the legislature to be pres-
ent at deliberations of the directorate.
The meeting .then adjourned till haif-
past twelve o’clock noon,

AFTERNOON SITTING.

At 1 o’clock the proceedings were re-
sumed, the Hon. J. ?) Prentice, minister
of agrieulture, being present, as were
also Deputy Minister J. R. Anderson,
President ‘A. C. Wells, Vice-President
Major Mutter and Messrs. Trapp . of
‘New Westminster, Ladner of Ladners,
Kirkland of* Westham Island, Raymar
of Kelowna, Knight - of ‘Chilliwack,
Shannon of Cloverdale, Heard of Arm-
strong, Jaynes of Quamichan, Turgoose
of Saanich, ‘Collins of Salt Spring Isl-
and, and King of Vietoria. -
On the meeting being ealled to order,
President Wells introduced the minister
at whose instance the nleeting had been
called. - %
‘Hon. Mr, Prentice then explained that
the meeting had been called because of
the position taken by the Dominion gov-
ernment to the effect that that govern-
ment was refusing to act in conjunction
with the Live Stock association of this
province if continual changes were to be
made in the personnel of local officers
here. The Ottawa authorities complain-

the position. . This had even involved

appointing and seriously interfered with
the work of the Dominion Live Stocle
association that ‘Mr. Hadwen’s services
should be lost to them just as their work
had made him so. useful both to the as-
sociation of this Province'and to that of
the \Dominion. ‘As a portion of the money
expended came from the Dominion treas-
ury, it was considered that the Ottawa
aunthorities should be entitled to

changes in this important office; - This
was recognized as the Hon. Mr. Pren-
tice read from_ Mr. Hodson’s letters both
in Ontario and Manitoba, and Mr. Hod-
son thought that under the circumstances
British Columbia, too, should exerrise
a similar regard for their wishes.

ish Columbia association, and@*f contiuu-
al changes were being made this prov-
ince could mot but suffer.

The minister thought that it was in
*he truest interests of the Live Stock as-
sociation that harmonious relations with
the Dominion- association be contuue!
He had the good of the association at
heart and had profited by its work. He
had, too, a high regard for botih the pres-
ent and the late secretaries of the asso-
ciation,~ and yet rather than seé the as-
sociation suffer, he had thought that the
directors should be called together and
the matter laid before them. What
could be done under the circumstances
was certainly a difficult question. Po_s-
sibly the present secretary might see his
way to resign,’possibly not. At any rate,
there was no -doubt that with regard to
this office thé government, which voted
the salary, was entitled to some control
of the office thus supported by it.

Mr. Trapp fully sympathized with ithe
ideas of the minister and thought that
the secretary’s office saould be of a per-
manent sort. { Last winter he had baen
surprised that a change was made, 'I‘)ut it
had been made, and that at the desire of
the directorate. 'On the other sire, at
the time of the-election; these ‘compli-
cations were unknown, and so could not
have been provided for. But he did not

Details of the London census, now
issued, give sOme interesting facts, The
number of families in the metropolis is
1,019,546, and the ayerage in a family is

excead the males by 252,371. Widowers
are returned as numbering 72,128, while
widows are mnearly thrice that number.
The youngest couple, husband and wife,
are both sixteen, and the youngest wife-
in London is fifteen. The pauper in-
mates of workhouses-are given as 46,646,
The percentage of the population of the
age of ten and upward engaged in trade
or occupation is 83.68 per cent. of men
and 37.4 percent. of women. 'The num-
ber engaged in. elgetrical work has in<
ereased 16.6 pér ‘cent.,, and the actors;
who total 2,284, show an increase of 78
per cent. compared with 1891.
