The latest news from Egypt shows that
Alexandria is almost completely wrecked,
and that under the most favorable
sircumstances it will take twenty years
for her to recover from the bombard-
ment and the work of the incendiaries.

THE $ITUATION IN ALEXANDRIA,

ALEXANDRIA, July 15.—The fire is not
spreading,and nearly all looting hasstopped.
A force of Germans landed yesterday
to protect the hospital, and a party of Am-
ericans to re-establish the consulate, * The
bombardment on Tuesdéy almost extermi-
nated the Egyptian corps of artillerymen—
the best branch of the army.

The American marines are to assist in
patrolling the streets. It is now possible
to walk the streets without the aid of any
escort. ~ The cafes and shops are re-opening,
and confidence generally is reviving, Ad-
miral Seymour is organizing a police force
as fast as possible.

The Ameircan marines were the first to
land to help the British to restore order in
Alexandria. The Germans foﬁowed_. Both
parties landed without political instruc-
tions from their respective governments.
Vessels in the harbor of all nationalities
except -Austria and Greece landed men.
Famine is apprehended, also epidimic, be-
cause -of the number of unburied dead.
The offices of the Ottoman bank and the
Credit Lyonnaise -escaped the general dc-
struction of banks. Arabi appropriatd
twenty-five thousand pounds from the
custom house before leaving, According
to accounts of persons who remained in the
city bands of marauders during and after
the bombardment, forced their way into
almost every house. The plundering and
burning began on the 12th. Scarcely any
European dwellings  were spared. t
appears large stores of petroleum were sent
to Alexandria before the bombardment
specially to fire the town. TIncendiaries
state that they received instguctions to fire
the houses. ° .

THE RUINS OF ALEXANDRIA.

ALEXANDRIA, July 15.~-The second visit
houses which
yesterday were intact, o-day in ashes,
among them the British | consnlate, Eye
witnesses relate that sdldiers and others
after plundering the houges heaped up the
bedding, saturated it with petroleum and
then set the pile on fire.  To-day there
are no fresh fires but ruins are tumbling and
encumbering the streets,  Alexandria isf
still like a city of thc dead, although a few
more Greeks and Maltese are visible on the
streets.

in expectation that Arabi Pasha would at-
tempt to enter the gity. It is rumored that
fighting occurred at 3 o’clock this morning
outside the gates.

ALEXANDRIA, July 16, 11 a.m.—During
the night it was reported that Arabi was
marching upon Alexandria,  Seymour did
not credit 1t but took precautions. .The
night passed quietly. ~Orders had been
given to send all marauders to headquarters
with a written statement of their cases to be
flogged. Incendiaries will continue to be
shot, Five rebel soldiers captured by the
marines have been handed over to the
khedive and were ehot by loyal Egyptian
troops to-day.

Loxpoy, July 16.—An Alexandria des-
patch says that all available marines and
sailors with gatling and morderfield guns are
now ashore, They have taken fourteen
day’s provisions with them. Four hundred
men under Lord Beresford acts as police.
Arabi Pasha it is believed is encamped
within twenty miles of Alexandria with a
reduced and disaffected army.- No Arab
soldiers in Alexandriaiare allowed to carry
arms. Four who refused to give th up
to-day 'were shot. Altogether Alex¥ndria
presents a spectacle seldom witnessed in
history. Under most favorable circum-
stances twenty years cannot restore it to its
former state .

ARABI DISMISSED.

ALEXANDRIA, July 15.—The khedive has
dismissed Arabi Pasha from the ministry
of war. Fires continue. The aspect. of
towd is that of Pompeii. Whole families of
Europeans have disappeared. It is believed
they were thrown into the flames.

BRITISH PREPARATIONS,

Loxpon, July 15—One thousand more
marines have -becn ordered from Malta to
Alexandria.

It is stated that the Duke of Connaught
will command a brigade of guardsin Egypt.
The household cavalry—do not. take heavy
kits for active service.

Loxvox, July 16—The torpedo boats at
Davenport have been ordered to prepare
for sea. It is believed they will be used for
patrolling the Suez canal. They are capa-
ble of a speed of twenty-four miles an hour.
It is reported that the reserve squadron will
besent to Egypt under the Duke of Edin-
burgh. ;

THE RICE AND THE POOR IN OHURCH TO-

GBTHER.

In the course of his address on the occas-
sion of laying the corner stone of Zion
Church the other day, Mr. George Hague
touched upon what is undoubtedly & grow-
ing evil among the Protestant churches in
our time. He remarked that the location
of the edifice on Yonge street avenue was
well chosen, inasmuch as it stood between
the dwellings of rich people on the one
band and the dwellings of poor people on
the other, giving facilities for bringing both
classes to.worship together under one roof.
The district lying north of the. avenue, he
said, was oocupied mostly by wealthly and
well-to-do-people, while the portion of St.
Joha's ward lying on the south was mostly
inhabited by people of another class, stand-
ing much in need of all that home mission-
ary efforts could do for them.. He thought
it important for the cause of the gospel
that rich and poor should meet together in
the house of God, in whose worship differ-
ences of wealth and worldly station should
be forgotten. He was sorry to have tc say

. that in the church to which he himself

belonged, in Montreal, there were
no poor people at all, none who
could properly be so called; and

this was mot a good thing for
the thurch, but something much to be re-
gretted. His church in Montreal was
Jocated in the upper part of the city, awsy
altogether from the dwellings of the poorer
classes, which would to some extent account
for the fact mentioned. And he expressed
the hope that the people of Zion Church in
Toronto would not be slack in this matter,
but would put forth their best efforts and
try to make some impression on the mass
of practical heathenism existing in the
lower portions of St. John’s ward.

- The evil referred to is one from which
Protestant churches especially suffer, those
that call themselves °‘evangelical” most
of all. It may in a general way be said
that the more orthodox and the more
¢ evangelical ” a church is, from the Pro-
testant point of view, the less apt is it to
have many poor people in its congregations.
In the Church of Rome this particular evil
is unknown ; if any of its people absent
themselves from its services it is not on
account of their poverty, but (from
other csuses. And we may say also
this evil is net much felt in the Anglican
church either, in any of its divisions. In
the Methodist church it is beginning to be
felt in Canada; not in the country, but in
the cities. The more wealthy and stylish
and fashionable that city churches become,
the more do poor people feel themselves
repelled from the church door. In Johmn
Wesley’s day the Methodists were congre-
gations of poor people mostly, belonging to
classes long neglected by the Established
Church, which was then in 2 state of sus-
pended animation. Since then a great
awakening in the Church of England has
taken place, and while the Ritnalists have
specially distinguished themselves in the
work of gathering the poor into their
churches, the Low Church party have net
been slack in the same field of labor. In
the mother country now, as it was in
Wesley’s time, the poor still crowd into
the Methodist churches, Let those who
have opportunity of knowing the facts say
whether this can be affirmed of Methodist
churches in Canadian cities—in Toronto,
for instance,

Still less, we must add, can it be
afirmed of Presbyterian, Baptist or Congre-
gational churches in Canadian cities, About
most of them there prevails such an intense
air of respectability and comfort and good
business standing that poor people do not
feel themselves at home within the walls,
Of late years the expression *‘u church
home ” has been coming into extensive
every-lay use among ministers of the de-
nominations just named, and the Methodist
ministers perhaps more than with any
others, Thrduty of individuals and fami.
lies to select for themselves ““a church
home” and stick to it is frequently and
zealously insisted upon. But what kind of
s “home” are our intensely respectable
churches to poor people ! In these churches
the poor get but scant recognition, and
sometimes, when they do get it, it borders
on insult, The rich man will indeed on
occasions condescend to recegnize in some
way or other his poor brother in the Lord,
But the church ladies, as they are some-
times called, are by far the greatest sin-
ners in this respect. One of them may
meet beside a shop counter, perhaps,
some poor man’s wife who is a member
of the congregation, and known to hLer
both by sight and by name. But wonid
she condescend to speak to the poor wo
man ? -She will do nothing. of the kind:
not for any ordinary consideration ut all

would she so demean herself, Phe SIS

And there are grounds for the
suspicion that not a few of church. auisis~s
ters are in this respect very much like the
church ladies who ‘‘run” the various
churches, “To the poor the gospeél is
preached,” said our Lord, when he was on
earth Himself, Is this true in Toronto to-
day; and if not, why not ? What'are the
real causes that keep poor ‘people awdy’
from the church door? Let those who can,
endeavor to make answer.

ABOUT ISSUING NEW BANK :TOOK.

There is some dissatisfaction among the
sharcholders of the Fedsral bank in regard
to the allotment of the new stock. The
capital of the bauk wasa million and a half,
which tha directorate increased to three
millions, to the surprise of all shareholders:
outside ot themselves. Before the new
issue was made the stock of the Federal
was quoted at 170, and had no more than
half a million of new stock-been issued it
would probably have kept at that figure or
declined very little. But the million and a
half made it drop. The allotment of the
new stock was on the basis share for share
at 140, That is a man who held 100 shares
worth 170 had the privilege of taking 100
additional shares of the new i:sue at 140,
This would have been a bonanza for the
shareholders had the new issue not been
more than half a million, but the million
and a half of new stozk forced a drop to

146} exWallotment equal to- 153. The
result will be that quite a number will not

cire to take up the shares allotted to them
in anticipation of a further decline in the
stock. And furthermore some of the share-
holders will not be in a position t7 take up
80 much as to double what they were pre-
viously carrying.  One lesson-of the situa-
tion is that bank directors should 'have
more concern for the interest of their own
shareholders when issuing additional stock,
for it is the shareholders who are, more
than anyone else, entitled to .thé benefits
accruing from the successful 'working
of the institution, For instance some
years ago the bank of  Toronto
issued new stock at five premium, the result
being that the then shareholders made &
bandsome thing out of it.

If their
object was such as Mr, Smith affirms it to
be how is it that they were the only mem-
bers in the house of commons with the ex-
ception of Mr, Cowan, Mr, Story and a
few more staunch friends of liberty and
justice, who sought to improve theland bill
m a direction that would make it more fa-
vorable and acceptable to the tenants than
it has turned out to be? How does Mr.
Smith account for the fact that having

PHUSPHATE MINING.

What an American Thinks of This Indus-
try at Sydenham.
Correspondence Brookiyn Eagle.

I have been muc ted in the de-
velopment of an indugtry, yet in ite in-
fancy, which may have an important bear-
ing on agricultural interests in the near
future, Phosphate is fonnd in the hills
around, and a number of persons have dis-

covered a deal in it pays better than farm-
ln{. J. P. Lacey, a genial gntlemm,
whose roof affords me shelter, and J, 8mith,
of Millbourn, N.J., are enﬁ:ged more ex.
tensively than others in mining operations.

The mineral, as taken from the earth,
finds & ready market in Kingston at $16

r ton, It is from there shipped to Fog-

nd, converted into super-phosphate, and
sold as a fertilizer at from $40 to $75 per
ton, according to quality. A small portion
is sent to the states, but owing to the low
price of sulphuric ucid abroad, it cannot be
manufactured by us from the raw material
in competition with the foreign aupgly.
What Yankee ingenuity will accomplish in
the future is yet to be seen. I visited the
mines, inspected the operation of obtaining
the phosphate. It istaken from the sur-
face soil with a pick and by blasting the

granite and limestone rock. It presents
itself in the shape of beautiful stals—
solid lumps, which to the uninitiated would

be regarded as common stone, or in masses
appearing as though melted and run toge-
ther by powerful heat. They have follow-

the dniit of the veins,in some cases many
feet below the snrface.

It is remarkable that mineral of the
quality at present obtained should be almost
exclusively confined to this locality. = The
expenses of the busindss are very light
compared with other kinds of mining, snd
the profits ter. In view of the trouble
in Peru and possible failure of the supply
of guano, the phosphate business will as-
sume an importance in keeping with the
increasing demands for a substitute on the
part of agriculturists. I wish my triends
success, and hope that Sydenham may feel
the impulse of prosperity, that she may
build new churches, straighten her streets,
and plant them with the beautiful rock
maple. Then her praise may be noised
abroad anl others attracted to cxperience
such pleasure here as I have enjoyed.

The New Route to Winnipeg.

From the Owen Sound Advertiser.

“Under this head yesterday The World contained
a reference to the prospect of rapid communica-
tion between Toronto and Winnipez as soon as the
Thunder Bay b h of the Canadi acific rail-
way was completed. We golntcd out that by the
establi-hment of a through line of steamers running
from Lake Huron or Geurgian Bay poris to Thun-
der Bay, the time would be
made shorter than by way of Duluth or the all rail
route now travelled. We should haye pointed out
that the Campana of the Canada tFansit compan
has been running for twomonths dir. etly from ()o{
lingwood snd Owen Sound to Thunder Bay, making
the zhrou,h trip in forty-nine hours. As soon as
the Thunder Bay branch is completed, which will
some time durn this summer there will
be a bee-line from Toronto via Owen Sound and
‘Collingwood to Thunder Bay and then by the Pacific
railway to Winnipeg, making the shortest route be-
tween the capital of Ontario and the capital of the
prairie province,”

The above from the Toronto World goes
to show that the shortest and quickest route
to Winnipeg from Toronto is by way'of the
Georgian Bay. We go further than The
World and say without hesitation that the
route from Toronto to Winnipeg via Toron-
to Grey and Bruce railway, and Owen
Sound is shorter by several hours than any
other route. The route via Sarnia as re-
gards time is out of the question and it only
remains to compare Owen Sound with the
other existing ports on Georgian Bay and
for the reason that the lines leading to Mid-
land and Wiarton, are too long, they too
are impracticable for fast time, The com-
parison then only remains to be made be-
tween the ports of Jwen Sound and Coll-
ingwood, With the Toronto Grey and
Bruce railway in the hands of either the
Grand 7Trunk or syndicate freight and

assenger traffic enough can be obtained
Eere to run boats without any stoppages
between here and Sault Ste Marie, and
with fast steamers the whole distance from
Toronto to the Sault can be accomplished
within 24 honrs, and 40 hours additional
will land the passengers by this route vis
Canada Pa.citig and Prince Arthur’s Land-
ing in Winnipeg. By the Collingwood
route the steamer in order to secure pas-
sengers and freight enough has to call at
Meaford and Owen Sound, and they thus
lose about 12 hours thereby, making the
time via Collingwood 12 hours longer than
via. Owen Sound. The construction of the
T. G. & B. elevator is all that is now re-
quired to make this port ready for the im-
mense balance of traftic which must find its
way to the seaboard through the Georgian
bay. We do not expect that we can mon-
opolize the trade, but that we will secure a
large share of it we are certain,

Wherein Speliing Reformers Agree.

From the American Short-Hand Writer, by Chas.
P.@. Seott, Ph. D. .

There ar differences of ‘opinion among
spelling reformers, as there ar in every or-
ganization of men who hav a common end
in view ; but these differences ar not vital
and theyar constantly growing less, Upon
the general principles of she reform and
upon their practical application, all reform-
ers, except a few irreconcilables, such as
hang around the edge of every great move-
ment, are substantially of ome mind.
It will be well to state some of the chief
points upon which there is general sgree-
ment :

1. The spelling of English ought to be
reformed.

2. It can be reformed.

8. The reform shou’d begin now.

4. The reform must rest on a fonetik

5. Only broad and well defined distinc-
tions of sound shou’d be made.

6. The fonetik alfabet must be made by
first correcting andthen increasing the old
alfabet,

6. The old alfabet may and shou’d be
corrected (1) by confining each letter to its
original—Roman or English—power, (2) by
lnbltitntini it for any other letter or com-
bilant;onbof doihn_ no.wu l:lvinglt.h.t power,
and (3) by dropping ilent letters.

8. ‘.lzhe old lﬁlbﬂ’, may and shou'd be
increased (1) by the invention of new let-
ters, or (2) by the use of new diagrafs.

9. New letters must be simpler in form
and must hav a general resemblance to the
oldfletters.

10. The vowel shou'd be arranged in pairs
