The
police seized him, when O'Donnell held up
his right hand, the fingers extended, and
shouted : “Three cheers for old Ireland.
Good bye United States. To hell with the
British and British crown. It is a plot
made up by the crown.”

The prisoner shouting, cursing and
struggling was forcibly removed by the po-
lice amid the most fearful confusion and
slamming of doors.

This action of O'Donnell caused the
greatest excitement and surprise, as he had
previously gained the sympathy of the au,
dience by his good behavior.

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Grand Trunk Rates.

The latest freak of Grand Trunk mon-
opoly is the refusal of station agents (pre-
sumably under instruetions) to accept a
horse for shipment from one station to an-
other, unless the animal be accompanied by
a groom in charge. The sole object is to
extort the price of a man’s ticket in addi-
tion to the exorbitantly increased freight
rate imposed since Sir Henry Tyler prom-
ised to wring a million of dollars per
annum out of local shippers in Ontario, if
he could only secure the fusion of the
Grand Trunk railway and the Great West-
ern railway. We were assured by a gen-
tleman yesterday whom we heard talking
on the subject, that he had been constantly
shipping horses for twenty-five years in
Canada and knew of no instance in which
an accident had happened to a horse in a
box car that -could have beeh averted by
the presence of an attendant, Besides this
the attendant always reclines in the con-
ductor’s caboose. The effect of this insane
policy will be to drive horse owners to
roading their horses where possible, or they
will fly to the tenderer mercies of the
Credit . Valley. The price of the man’s
ticket and the i)ay for his services makes
shipping a single horse on the Grand Trunk
now simply an impossibility.

How Newspapers are Made.

Newspapers are not made with a check-
book and a big bank account as many
know to their sorrow. Those that have
started up with;flourish and flash have
nearly always ended in - flicker. They be-
gin with gréat expense and much boasting;
but after a while the strange man who is
at tha:&ck of the concern grows tired of
writifg checks for weekly deficits and the
order for: curtailment is issued. Writers
are gradually dispensed with ; less news is
bought ; cheaper menare employed ; anda
general decline sets in.

But the solid newspapers are those that
grow from small beginnings. Not money,
but brains and pluck and the spitting of
blood have made the great journals. Per-
haps the best way to describe them is to
say that they represent accretions. They
began small, with little capital, under many
Jdifficulties. But gradually they crept up:
bLetter men were every now and then being

 added to its list of writers; new depart-
ments were opened ; improved machinery
was employed; the profits when they came
were all put in the pushing of the concern;
business connections were constantly being
extended ; and those almosgsmystical
bonds that exist between readers and their
favorite sheets were being wrought.

Pangerous Currents.

1t is just being learnt in New York. that
the electric light wires which now cross
and recross the city in every direction are
rendering buildings exceedingly liable to
destruction by fire. - Not that there isever
any chance of their communicating fire to
a building, but because in the event of fire
the fire brigades utterly refuse to work on
aroof where the wires happen to be.
When a fire occurs the first thing to be
done to get at it is to sever the wires. A
fireman will -have considerable hesita-
tion in doing this when the wires, be they
telegraph or telephone, may by sagging
come into contact with electric wires and
kill him instantly. More than this, a
stream of water directed at an electric wire
will carry the electricity to the nozzle and
kill the man who holdsit.

To a certain extent—as in the recent
fre at the Windsor theatre—danger is
avoided by an understanding with the elec-
tric companies that wherever a fire occurs
in a circuit the district shall be discon-
nected immediately. But it is very diffi,
cult to insulate a circuit completely ; and
the slightest defect in the insulators will
make all efforts nugatory. ",

With such possible and mysterious
death before their eyes, the moral effect
on firemen must be very great. Indeed: it
is the moral effect which is chiefly to be
apprehended, for it will render a whole
brigade useless where the actual danger to
be apprehended is nil.

In Toronto there areas yet only fifty elec-
tric lights and the wires for these run over-
head asin New York. Weunderstand, how-
ever, that it is the intention of the com-
pany that controls the wires in Toronto to
put them all underground as soon as a
feasible system is forthcoming, and they
believe that such will soon be perfected.
It is a case in which a_stitch in time saves
nine. But, as they are learning in New
York, it is a very necessary stitch.

Bldine on the Whisky-head.
The Hon. J. G. Blaine, Conkling’s life-
long enemy, and the most recent and emi-

ease of letters, has contributed lately, to
the periodical literature of the country, a
letter. A great deal can sometimes be said
in a letter, especially in a woman’s letter,
where an untold amount of food for reflec-
tion may be contained in the postseript
alone. In fact most women write a letter
for the sake of the postscript, and when
that is done they wave their little hands
in the air with a merciless little gurgle of
delight and wonder how he’ll like that
little p. s.

However, Mr. Blaine has not written a
postscript in this case. At least not yet—
perhaps the postscript is coming. He has
come out plump and full on the question of
the United States surplus.

In fact,
any nation which has an annual surplus of
over  $50,000,000, may be confessed
to have difficulty enough on the question.
Mr. Blaine, however, has a remarkably in-
teresting scheme for the disposal of this
unhappy burden (would that Canada had
it!) He proposes that the entire
revenue  derived from  the tax
on liquor be distributed among the various
states in proportion to their population.
He figures out then the amount which
each state would get, and it seems from
this that some of the states would receive
enough to cover their taxes and leave them
a surplus! :

In such a case it would pay both a man
and a state to become total abstainers, for
their liquor dealing neighbor would pay
all their taxes for them. In fact, this is
the most notable scheme on record for in-
forming the whisky-head tha he must
" gn." >

In case Mr. Blaine’s scheme is adoptéd,
it will pay Canada immediately to go into
the union.
