TERRIBLY BLOODY WORK.

THRBE ST. JOHN'S WARD ROUGHS
HACK EACH OTHER TO PIECES,

Two of Them Will Probably Die—A Sun-
day Night Seene in a Dark Alley—Five
People in Custody.

One of the worst cutting, stabbing and
head-splitting affrays that ever happened
in Toronto occurred in a low unlicensed
dive in rear of No, 9 Teraulay street about
9 o’clock last night. Two men are lying at
the point of death in the general hospital.
The origin of the murderous affair was sur-
rounded in considerable mystery last
night, but a World reporter after a tedions

search managed to get a few of the leading
facts,

Two of the hardest cases in St. John's
ward are the Duplex brothers, Robert
and William, of Edward street. They

are moulders by trade, but seldom
work at their profession, They have
both . frequently been in ‘the police
court for variows offences. About 9 o’clock
last evening they went to the house of
John McCuaig, who lives in one of four or
five roughcast ‘houses in a lane running
east from Teraulay street, just morth of
Queen, McChnaig, who is also one of the
ward toughs, has the reputation of selling
liquor at his place. Ip the house at the
time were three desperate looking Italians,
McCuaig’s wife Annie, ‘a girl named
Nellie Wassman and himself, The
Duplex brothers asked for some whisky.
McCuaig -said he had nome, whereupon
Robert Duplex, the elder brother, called
him a foul name and seizing & hatchet
which lay on the floor, dealt McCuaig a
a terrible blow on”the face., The face
and head were completely split open.
The wounded man fell to the floor and
uttered a series of low groans,
. For about ten minutes the row then
became general. McCuaig, it is said, re-
covered sufficiently to attack the Duplex
brothers with big pieces of hardwood, and
one of the Italians named Frank Feole
came;to his rescue. Feole drew a Sx:ket-
uplex
brothers, Robert was stabbed in rapid
succession no less than peventeen times.
The most serious of his wounds were in the
groin and abdomen. He has seven stabs
in the back. The intestines protruded
from the wounnd in the abidomen, It is
hardly ible that he can recover. Mc-
Cuaig, it is also expected, will die. Botk
men were removed to the hospital in the
ambulance,

The affair did not end here, Wil
liam -Duplex was also badly stab-
bed by the murderous Italian, He

has six or seven cuts in the arm,
which were evidently madé while he
was trying to guard his nead and neck from
the Italian’s bloody thrusts. He has also
a couple of stabs in the neck, but heis not
dangerously wounded. He passed the night
on a bench in the Agnes street police sta-

tion, /

While the bloody affair was going on
loud shouts were made for the police, Po-
licemen Hart and Clarke arrived almost
simultaneously from oppesite directions.
Hart was greeted with a heavy blow on the
head by one of the gang. He was com-
pelled to quit service for the night on ac-
count of the blow, Detective Reburn ar
rived on  the spot a few minutes after
Hart and Clarke. In the meantime all
those who were able to made their escape.

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The Niagara Falls Rallway.

In order to understand clearly the objec-
tionableness of the bill sow pefore the Onta-
rio legislature to charter:a rallway from

* the Falls down the river on the Canadian
side it is necessary %o femember where the
road will run. The Sbjecs is to lay the
rails at the foot of the bilion the Canadian
side of the river, close to the water’s edge
down to Queenston, . To many such a pro-
ject may seem gbsard, but there are really
no formidable ‘engineering obstacles, as
shosé who have traveled on foot along this
part of the stream well know.. It is said
that the whole distance from Queenston up
the river has been done on foot, and
wherever this is the case & railway can be
constructed.

What are the objections to the scheme?
In the first place, to place a railway along
the foot of the hill will drive all pedestrians
away from the spot, for there is not room
for both, o foresight or precaution
could prevent numerous accidents in so
confined & space, and it would be am
arbitrary act to give
power to prevent people from walking
along the bank who choose to do so. Ifit
can be shown that the presence of trains
and strollers together on this narrow foot-
bold along the bank of such a serrific torrent
is compatible with the gafety of all parties
the objection will be partly obviated; but
this has not been done, and we trust that
the matter will be thoroughly ventilated
when it comes up in the, bouse. It will do

@es the present effort to make the ground
about Niagara Falls a public domain but
the extraordinary nature of the gpectacle
and the desirability of making it free to all?
To charter & Tailway company to
earry  passengers from the Falls
down the gorge of the river is to
inflict & blot on. the scene without even the
excuse of necessity. The railway and
passenger bridges t be dispensed with,
put in the name of common sense, if & rail-
way must be built along the river,keep it
upon the hill where it will not interfere
with the great wsthetic object for which
pur New York neighbors are prepared to
spend a large sum of public money.

The passage of the railway bill would,
Jo the opinion ofighose who know the
gituation, be probably fatal to the park
scheme in the New York Legislature.
