They had thus provoked 
the third rebellion ui the Northwest, net 
m uted rebellion he was happy to ™y, but a 
rebellion in which the people, through the 
Provincial Government, had had to taka 
stem to build out of public funds a railway 
of which the Dominion Government unjustly 
•ought to deprive them. He clauned that the 
course the Dominion Government had taken 
to get out of the difficulty was an unmanly 
one. That instead of boldly dedlarin* mono- 
poly at an end they had paid a price to the 
railway for a priulege which a short time be­
fore tliev bed declared it did notpossese.

He had spoken in all 
candor then, hot the changed conditions which 
had followed had brought disappointment to 
him, as to the rest of the House.

-and aa to early seeding end the use of good 
seed. There lisd been the lamentable out 
break, whicli had a most disastrous effect upon 
the settlement of the country. So the Gov­
ernment had been com|>elled to abandon the 
hopes they had entertained and to relinquish 
the idea of abolishing the disallowance policy.

This expression of hope on the part uf 
the Government had been particularly 
dwelt upon since the expression of it had been 
made in connection with the loan of BW.UUO.- 
000 to the road, a loan which they had been 
told might be considered as à gift, for it was 
predicted that it would never be returned, 
like the former loan to the Grand Trunk. 
But it liad been returned, $30,000,000 m cash 
and $10,000,000 in land.

Changed Conditions.
But just as the Government had last yea* 

found themselves ft# a position to make it 
desirable to continue the monopoly, this yea* 
the conditions were of the opposite character, 
the large crop of last season having entirely 
altered the conditions.
