Farmers' Profits Will Be Smaller.

It is estimated chat the farmers of
the United States will receive 8200,-
000,000 less for their cereal crops this
year than last, owing to the heavy de-
preciation in the prices between the
two periods. The Canadian farmer
will suffer, though not' quite propor-
portionately owing to tke corn form-
ing the principal item in the output
of the American farmer, The re-
duction in. the price of wheat will
make a considerable _difference to the
western farmer. On the basis of cur-
reat prices, a loss of 10,000,000 ou
wheat alone is shown. The Manitoba
farmer this yeer' will get but. little
over 50 cents a bushel for his wheat
at his blevator. ' Allowing a crop of
twenty bashels to the acre, his revenue
per acre will leave but a small. surplus
‘over cost.  Large crops aud'low pricds
are not to the interest of the farmer
and this appears to be the substance
of the s*ory this s#hsor. The Oatario
farmer has the advantags of a better
market; but the land cost and culti-
vation are heavy items in comparison
‘with the western propotition. A year
420 No. 1 Northern was quoted at
95¢c. a bushel, to-day the price is be-
low 80c. The estimate of the world’s
wheat crop by the Hungarian minister
.of agriculture is 3,527,000,000 bushels.
This is 344,000,000 bushels larger
than the crop of last year. The
‘September condition of the American
spring wheat crop issued on Monday
is 3.9 per cent. lower than last Sep-
tember and will neccessitate a corres-
ponding reduction in the estimated
yield. The corn érop, of which ap-
prehension was felt earlier in the sea-
son, is nearly one per cent. bettef in
condition than a year ago, and two
weeks, it is said, will place the crop
beyond the danger of frost.

Ontario Liquor Act.

As there appears to be a lack of know-
ledge of the severe penalties imposcd by the
Ontario Liquor Act, where liquor is turnish-
ed to persons who are on the *‘prohibited
hst.” I consider it my duty to call public
attention to several clauses of the’said
Act.

Sub-gection 5 of clause 33 provides that a
license holder who permits liquor to be
served to such persous on his promises is
liable to a fine not exceeding $50, and 18
also liable for damages from $20 to $500 for
any Femanal wrong that may be done as the
result of such illegal furnishing of liquor.

Sub-section 6 provides that any license
holder who permits any such person to
loiter 1n or mbout his bar-scom shall be
liable to a fine of from $10 to $20.

Sub-section 7 provides that suck prohibit-

_ed person is also liable to a fiae of from $10
to $20 for loitering in or around auny place
where liquor is sold.

Sub-section 8 reads as follows :—After
service of the sard notice if any other per-
eon with a koowledge ot such notice gives,
sells, purchases for or on behalf of the said
person with regard to whom the said notice
has been served, or for his or her use any
liquor, such other person ehall upon con
viction incur for every such offence a pen-
alty of not less than $25 and not exceeding
§50.

Cutting Weeds On The Streets.

1n the “Legal Department” ot the Mail
and Empire ot last Saturday, the following
questions, which had been sent from Forest,
and the accompanying answers appeared :—

u,— Has & Town Council power to paes &
by-law compelling ratepayers to cut the
weeds on the sureets opposite their lots, and
to appoint an inspector to notify the rate
payers when such weeds be cut ?

(2) If'the ratepayers have been notified,
and neglect to cut the weeds oan the inspect-
or have them cut and charge the cost to
ratepayers ? *

(3) The street at the back of my lot: has
never been open for public travel, and it has
been used as a dumping ground for rubbish
by order of the Town Council. Can I be
compelled to cut the weeds on this streel ?

Axs,—8ection 547 of the Consolidated
Municipal Act of 1903 says : *‘Municipali-
ties may pass by laws for the purpose of pre-
venting the growth of Canada thistles and
other weeds detrimental to husbandry, and
for compelling the destruction thereof.”

(2) If the by-law provides that the' rate-
payers should ge potified to destroy the
weeds, and if they neglect to do g0 within
& cértain limited time after notice, the ic-
spector shall then cut down the weeds and
tho xpense or cost thereof shall be charged
to the ratepayers. I think the by-law
would be legal and within the power of the
Council and that the ratepayers can be com-
pelled to pay the charge.

(3) Asthe street in the rear ot your
premises was never opened fand is nota pub-
lic street you are not obliged to destroy the
weeds growing upon it, and cannot be com-
pelled to do go. A by-law must be *‘‘reason-
able” ; if 1t imposes sn unreasonable obli-
gasion upon any rate payer, he has a legal
right to refuse to obey, and can apply vo the
court for an injunction to retain the cor-
poration for enforcing it againet him.

The Nutmeg.

The nutmeg is'the kernel of the fruit
of several species of trees growing wild
in Asia, Africa and America, The cul-
tivateq nutmeg tree Is from fifty to
seventy feet high and produces fruit
for sixty years. The fruit is of the
size and appearance of a roundish pear,
yellow in color. The fleshy part of the
fruit is rather hard and resembles
candied citron. Within i{s the nut, en-
veloped in a curious yellowish red aril
known to us as mace. To prepare the
seeds for iey are dried in a mod-
erate t for about two months, Then
the shells are broken and the nutmegs
picked out and assorted, the inferior
ones being reserved for the oil press.
As the essential oil of nutmeg brings
a high price, dishonest growers often
steep the nutmegs in hot water to ex-
tract the oil from them. They are
then coated with lime and sent into
the channels of commerce. Such nut-
megs are worthless, their aroma and
pungency having disappeared, these
qualities being due exclusively to the
oil. If on inserting a pin no oil rushes
out to the surface, the nutmeg is, to
all intents and purposes, a wooden nut-
meg.

TONICS.

Tweo Edged Swords Capable of Mis-
chief as Well os Benefit,

There is perhaps no class of remedial
agents more abused than tonics. The
abuse consists both in the excessive
use and the misapplication of this class
of agents, which within a restricted
field possess an indisputable and im-
portant therapeutic value. The misuse
of tonics is doubtless the outgrowth
of a misconception of the real nature of
this class of remedial agents and its
limitations. Many physicians also seem
to lose sight ¢f the fact that tonics are,
as has been said of drugs in general,
two edged swords which are as capable
of mischief as of benefit, Indeed, when
the true nature of tonics—as is true, in
fact, of most medicinal agents—is thor-
oughly understood, it is apparent that
even in cases in which they accomplish
the maximum of benefit there is also
a certain amount of injury inflicted

upon the organism, so that the effect .

obtained is really and simply the differ-
ence between the mischief done and the
good accomplished. If the difference

“1sion one side, the total resultis beénefit;

if on the other side, the result is harm.
This principle holds good with regard
to most remedies, whether the means
employed is a drug or a nonmedicinal
agent.

The popular idea of a tonic is well
expressed in the follpwing definition,
which we find in the National Medical
Dictionary: “An agent which augments
gradually and permanently the strength
and vital activity”of the body or its
parts.,” A stimulant is defined by the
same authority as being “an agent
which increases the functional activity
of any organ or series of organs.” The
distinetion made seems to be that a
stimulant produces temporary excite-
ment, whereas a tonic produces a per-
manent increase of strength and vital
activity.

The Word “Policy.”

That “policy” which . a man gets
from an insurance company is no rel-
ative of that other word “policy” which
the sgatesmen use. The latter is a
lineal descendant, along with “polity”
and “police,” of the Greek “polis,” a
city. But the former is the late Latin
“politicum,” “poleticum” or ‘“poleati-
cum,” a register wherein dues were
enrolled, which is believed to be real-
ly the Greek “polyptychum,” a docu-
ment folded into many leaves. If so,
the development of the word may be
paralleled by that of “diploma,” the
parent of “diplomatist,”” which meant
simply a document folded double. .

" The True Test of Oysters.
“The best oyster experts that I know
of,” said the captain of an oyster boat,
“judge an oyster by the smell instead
of by the taste. There is something
about the smell of any oyster that in-
dicates its condition to me much plain-
er than does the taste. People buy
them and eat them probably on ac-
count of their taste. So also do they
buy tea, coffee and the various grades
of whisky and brandy for their taste,
but all experts on those things pass
upon them entirely by their smell, The
professional tea taster or whisky tast-
er, so called, never tastes them, but
simply arrives at their taste by their
peculiarities of flavor or, to speak
plainly, smell. I can tell what price
a load of oysters will be rated at when
they arrive at the wharf here’by open-
ing up the hold of the boat and smell-
ing. In eight cases out of ten I am
right. It strikes oystermen as strange
when they see .persons going about
from boat to boat, as they lie at the
wharf, tasting oysters before they, con-
clude to buy. Taste is all right, but
if they don’t smell right they will never
taste right.”

American Tourists and Their Ways.

Offictal Story Puts Blame on the
Brakes.

Montreal, Sept. 13 —Last night General
Manager MéNicoll of the C. P. R., gave out
the following report of the wreck at Sud-
bury : .

“‘As far as the meager despatches we have
of the accident go to show, 1t was caused by
the failure of the brakes on the express to
act. The harvesters’ train was standing on
the main line, waiting, whkile the brake-
man ran shead to turn the switch, so that
1t might be sidetracked to allow the pass-
age of the east-bound express. Before he
could get the switch in position the express
arrived and plunged head-on into the stand-
ing train, emashing the first colonist to
fragments and killing or injuring over halt
ot the people in it.

“The engineer of the east-bound exprese
was not killed and he later clsined that
the accident was caused through the tailure
ot the brakes on his train. A hasty ex
examination of the train proved the correct-
nees of this assertion. A little back ot the
middle of the express an ‘angle cock’ on the
air bsake tubes had been turned, which
shut off the latter half of the train, where
the heavy sleepers and diner were, trom
the front end. The result was that when
the engineer applied the brakes from the
front, half ot the train wae affected, and
the weight ot the latter half torced it on
into the standing train.

*‘Had the brakes not been applied at all
there would have been » wuch greater
accident, as the harvesters’ train was crowd-
ed with passengers.
