The teachers in these
cases were well fitted for their work both
educationally and by natural endowments,
the attendance was tolerably regular, the
accommodation good, the apparatus suit-
able, and above all they bad the co-opera~.
tion of trustees,parents and pupils. Where
these conditions, or the more important of
them, existed, success more or less com~
plete bas been the necessary consequence ;
and where the more important of these
conditions were wanting, partial failure to
obtain satisfactory results has necessarily
followed, It is plainly evident that fail-
ure in the school-room can invariably be
traced to a neglect to secure the necessary
conditions, A well-trained teacher fitted
by vature for 4is work, is an essential re--
quisite, without which a thoroughly good
school is an impossibility. 1t is equally
essential, however, that good apparatus
and a regular attendance of pupils be se-
cured, without which a good teacher can-
not achieve snccess.

The benefits of a Normal School training
are being more generally appreciated by
parents and Trustees,and as & conse-
quence teachers who bave received such a
training are becoming more popular. This
fact is gradually being understood by
those aspiring to the teaching profession.
1 regret to be obliged to report, however,
that the comparatively swall salaries paid
in many sections, together with the too
frequent change of teacliers, prevent very
mauy who obtain licens:s from under-
going a thorough course of training and
f o adopting the profession as their life's
work, These cauces are inducing
teachers  to qnit the profession,
and are producing a scarcity of teachers at

You must know that the water of
Salt Lake are at least ten feet from
their old white line of thirty years ago.

The Acadian French of this inspectoral
district deserve honorable mention for the
efforts which they put forth to keep their
schools in operation in most sections dur-
ing the entire year.  Oue serious difficulty
in connection with their schools, is the
scarcity of regularly licensed téachers. To
meet the demand permissive licenses must
be issued often to persons mot very well
qualified, but the best to be bad. It is
gratifying, however, to know that the sup-
ply of regularly licensed French teachers
is increasing ; and it is to be hoped that
it will seen cqual the demand. Underthe
existing mode of examination for licenses
French eandidates are placed at a disad-
vantage in being obliged to undergo an eg-
amination in a language to them foreign.
I wenld suggest that Deputy Examiners
lLereafter be instructed to endorse the words
¢ Freuch candidate’ upon the envelope
containing the written exercises of each
French applicant for examivation, and.
that the Provincial Examiners be directed:
to make a rcasonable allowance in such.
cases for any defects and errors which may-
occur in tbe use of the English langnage..
Buch a course would seem to be reasonable
and just, and to be necessary in order to.
securé for them an equal footing with Eng-
lish candidates.

The gengral progress of the Acadian-.
French schools is of necessity not so rapid.:
as that attained in the English schools. Tt=
is, however, under the circumstances fairly
creditable. ‘These schools labor under:
great disadvantages in that both langunages:
are reguired to be taught, and the prescrib--
ed English text books are used in additions
to French reading books, Inasmuch as a:
large proportion of the pupils attending:
these schools do not understand English,
the teachers are obliged to do much extra
work, translating from one language to the
other in order to render problems and
passages otherwise obscure, plain and in-
telligible to their pupils. It is 1mpossible,
also, for many of the pupils,owing to their
limited knowledge of English, to make
an intelligent preparation of legsons in ad.
vance of recitation,

The daily attendance of pupils at school’
was a little better than it was daring -the
preceding year, but it is yet fac short of
what it should be, During the winter
term one thousand six hundred and fifty-
nine children between the ages of five and
fifteen years are reported not at school
sections having schools, The percentage
of enrolled pupils daily prescnt for time
in session during the same term was sixty.
During the summer term one thousand
three bundred and eighty-nine children be-
tween the ages mentioned are reported not
at school in sections haviiig schools, while
the percentage of enrolled pupils daily
present for time in session was fifty-nive,
1t is to hoped that the ¢ Act to secure bet-
ter attendance at public schools,’ already
adopted by many sections,will cause mark-
ed improvement in the future.

The County academies at Annapolis and
Digby have been under the charge of Mr.
Alexander McRae and Mr. W. H. Magee,.
respectively. These gentlemen have dis-.
charged their duties creditably. A fair
number of pupils have been in attendance,
belonging however, with compatatively
few exceptions to the sections in which
these Academies e situated, I am forced
to the conclusion that these institutions
do not benefit the counticsat large to the
extent contemplated by the* Legislature
which enacted the law to which they owed
their existence, The scheme suggested
by yourself in your last annual report as a
substitute for the present system of so-
called Specinl and County Academier,
secms to be equitable and just, and will I
believe, prove satisfactory if adopted, and,
ve productive of much more benefit to the
Province,

L. 8. MORSE A. M., INSPECTOR.

Sir,—In addition to Statistical Tables
and Monthly Reports already forwarded to
you, I beg leave to submit the following
Report of the state of Common School \
Education in Inspectoral District No. 4
for the year ended October 31st 1883.

The pumber of sections in this inspec-
toral district has been augmented during
the past year by the formation of ‘& new
.ection in the County of Annapolis. Tie
total number of sectious is now one hun-
dred and scyenty-nine. i

The school accommodation in most sce-
tione is sufficient. The principal deficicney
a3 before reported is in a few of the most
populous sections in tue district of Clare
in which graded schools should take the
place of the miscellancous schools now
muintained. The method of distributing
the County fand now in vogue, is exerting
a beneficial influence upon these and other
populous sections, T anticipate a marked
improvement in the sections referred to,
when the law regulating the distribution
of the County Fund is more generally
understood by the rate-payers.

The supply of apparatus in many schools
is not adiquate to the requirements of
teachers and pupils, T eee o satisfactory
way of remedying the deficiency under ex-
isting circumstances, unless the- superin-
tendent of education, or the inspectors of
schools, or both, are explicitly authoriz-
ed to supply the apparatus considered to be
essential and deduct the price of the same
from the County Fund. I believe tbat
the spirit of the law should sustain them
at present in doing so.

‘The teachers as a body, considering the
difference of class, and making reasonable
allowaunce for the youthfulness and inex-
perience of some, have performed their
work with intelligence and success. A
goed percentage of the whole number em-
ployed are evidently improving in effi-
ciency, and by study and well directed
efforts are adding to their stores of know-
ledge @ind to their ability to properly teach
and govern the schools intrusted to their
charge. The work required in the small-
est and most backward school, if rightly
and honestly performed, must prove of
great benefit to teacher aud pupils both in-
tellectually and morally.

It is encouraging to find teachers cul.
tivating their own powers while systema-
tically and faithfully performing their le-
gitimate work in the school and thus ren-
dering themselves and the schools under
their charge more efficient and more worthy
of confidence and support, It affords me
pleasure to say that there isa respectable
number of teachers in this inspectoral dis-
trict to be found thus discharging their
duties, and whose services are sought after
by the trustees of the most cligible secs
tions. It isa matter of regret, however,
that teachers are occasionally found who
seems not to feel the great responsibilities
of their profession, and who apparently do
+ot devote much time to preparation for
their daily dutics, as is evidenced by their
work in the school-room and by the con.
dition of the schools und-r their charge.
While all teachers now in the ranks of the
profession are not endowed by nature with
eqoal gifts for imparting instruction, and
consequently are not alike successful, few
comparatively can be found who do notaim
to benefit their pupils by a conscientious
discharge of duty. In some cases teachers
are scriously impeded in the performance
of their duty, and therofore fail to achieve
the success to which their labors entitle
them, in q of the limited supply
of apparatus at their command.

While the schools in general have ex-
'Dhibited a fair amount of progress, a con.

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ed the reading of each paper, participated
in by the members of the association and
by the Superintendent of Education who
was present and contributed largely to the
interest of the occasion, A public meet-
ing under the auspices of the Associution
was held on the evening of the first day of
meeting, at which an interresting and in.
structive lecture was delivered by the Su-
perintendent of Education in the hearing
of a large and attentive audience. Theso
gatherings are productive of much good
and are highly appreciated by the teachers
in atténdance.

The ¢ Course of Study ’ has been pasted
on the register covers of every school
within this district, 1n most of the grad-
ed schools it is being intelligently and
successfully followed. Many of the teach-
ers of the miscellancous schools ¢omplain
of inability to adopt its entire provisions.
In many cases teachers are modifying ex-
isting schemes of study in the direction of
the course. Except in a few cf the schools,
the Lessons on Nature are not yet receiv-
ing that attention which their importance
demands, Mauy teachers are not at pre-
sent qualificd to give these lessons in a
satisfactory manner, but could casily pre-
pare themselves to do so fairly well by a
hittle extra stuly.

All the echools were inspected during
the year with the exception of a very few
which were either temporarily, or finally
closed for the term, at the time of my tour
of inspection in their vicinity. For de-
tailed information in regard to this work I
beg to refer you to my ¢ Notes of Inspec-
tion’ and Monthly Reports for the year.

On the subject of text-books permit me
to offer a few suggestions. Itseems to me
to be unnecessary and to be productive of
eyil to have two authortzed serics of Ruad-
er in the public scheols of this Provinces
In a majority of sections in this Inspec-
toral District text-books are provided by
the parents of the pupils and are not kept
as pub‘lic property. In these sections it
has beeu found impossible to prevent the
futroduction of both readers in the same
school, and when introduced classification
is interfered with, unnecessary labor is im-
posed upon the teacher, and the progress
of the school is impeded. If but one series
of readeis were authorized, this evil
would shortly cease to exist. I would
suggest further, that one text-book on
Geouzraphy is amply sufficicnt for the
Common Schools. If Calkin’s Advanced
Geography was judiciously reduced to
two-thirds of its present size, it could, I
believe, be made to contain all the infor-
mation on this subject required. An in-
troduction to the study of geography could
be given by meauns of oral Iessons, and by
this wethod the primary text-book now in
use could be dispensed with. The senti-
ment of some of our most experienced
teachers is in favor of such a change.

In concinsion permit me to call your at-
tention to a pargraph in my last annual
report bearing upon the subject of the ap-
pointment of tru-tees in cases of ordinary
vacaneies in the Board of Trustees, The
law in that particular could be amended
80 as to prove equally efficacions and be
less complicated than it is at present,

Agrieultural,

Balky Horses,

A oorrespondent of the Ruralist
writes: Many and varied have been the
plans, both kind and harsh, tried for
the cure of balkiness in horses, by
parties provoked in this way., Having
bhad considerable experience in the
handling of such horses, I have found
the following a good remedy. It is
easily and quickly performed, and has
never, 8o far as I am aware, failed to
eure :

Two persons are required for the
trisli  One should hold the reins while
the other fastens a short strap or rope
—a halterstrap, always at haod, an-
swers the purpose well—just before
fet lock of a foresleg; then going for-
ward, he should pull on the strap until
the horse lifts his foot; continuing to
pull, the foot will be brought forward
and set down a little in advanoce of the
other. The horse thus thrown out of a
natural position, will move forward to
gain his equlibrium. Another pull
will cause anotber move forward. This
may be repeated several times, or until
the horse moves without having the
foot pulled forward. Usually, the first
or second pull will start him. Three
or four such reminders at most will do
the work. When the start is made it
is genernlli an easy one. Sometimes,
however, it has the appearance of the
borse being in a burry to get away
from the provoking man with the
strap ; therefore a steady hand should
manage the reins. [ have never known
a horse under this treatment to kick
or to act mean in any other way than
to try to run. When he does start off
the hold on the strap should be given
up. After having gone twenty-five or
more yards the borseshould be brought
to a stand and the rope removed. Then
try to start without the strap. If he
does not move off at once apply it
again. He will soon tire of being thus
annoyed, and will give you no further

trouble in this way.
e

— Mr. Salmon’s method of rearing
chicks, described in Rural New Yorker,
is certainly novel, and as he claims,
suocessful. Here it is:

As fast as the chicks are hatched I
take them from the hen and keep
them well wrapped up and very warm
for 24 hours, They are then put in
small cages made of wood and wire
about 18 inches square and six or
eight inches high, 12 or 20 in each
cage, and fresh earth is given them
every day. For the tirst week or 10
days they want to sleep most of the
time, I cover them up with a cloth at
night and in the mornings feed and
cover them again, and through the day
feed them about every two hours,
Keeping them covered while they are
not eating. Assoon as they are old
enough and the weather permits, [ put
them in large cages without a bottom
80 they are un the ground, but are not
allowed to roam around at all. These
cages are light and easily moved to
new spots of earth, which ought to be
done daily. I feed corn meal, oat meal
that has become wormy and which can
be bought cheap, worms and all, dried
bread crumbs (never feed chicks bread
soaked in water, it will give them dia
rrheea and they will die) and a little
plain canary seed when they are very
small or sick ; it will aAlmost bring dead
chicks to life- it is simply immense.
In the large cages I put 25 to 40 chicks
all of one size as nearly as can be; il
two sizes are put together the small
ones do not do so well because they
bave no chance with the large ones.

Rine Boxe ox Cours.—This often
comes from permitting the colt to
stand on a wooded, concrete, brick-
stone or other hard floor any time be-
fore attaining about eighteen months’
age. Previous to this, they should be
kept on pasture of a dry soil during
the summer, and if stabled in winter
the floor should be dry, loose earth. If
the soil here is clayey, then it ought to
be covered several inches deep with
sand, tanbark or straw, or coarse hay,
the two latter being cut up short in
the straw cutter. If this is not done,
the straw or hay gets piled up in heaps
on some parts of.the floor and in others
it is left bear, rendering it so uneven
as to be uncomfortable and dangerous
for colts to stand on. If suffered to
run out in a yard with open sheds, the
soils should be loose and dry, and free
from stones or coarse gravel. Thus
treated colts are shaped, sound, tough
hoofs, pesterns, ankles and legs,

To one
quart of crunberries allow one pint of cold
water and one scant quart of granulated
sugar, Wash the berrics well, put them
in a granite saucepan, pour the water over
them and set on the back of the stove or
range where they will'cook slowly, but do
not allow them to boil hard, When they
are softly boiling add another forth ; and
8o on until the sugar is all used and turned
to syrup. Do not on any account stir the
mixture. When the berries are soft they
are done. It takes them balf to three.quar-
ters of an hour to cook them properly.

Baxep Inpian Buppine.— DBoll a quart of
milk, and add fo it gradually one pint of
sifted Indian meal, Stir it well, s0 that
it will npot lump. Add three heaping
teaspoonfuls of sugar, one heaping teas-
poonful of butter, melted, one teaspoonful
of salt, and two of cinnamon, or a grated
nutmeg, Mix tbree spoonfuls of
wheat flour gradually with a pint of sweet
milk, baving it free from lumps, and stir
it into the pudding. When the whole is
just luke-warm, add three well-beaten
eggs. If you wish a rich pudding, when
it has been in the oven_ half an hour stir
inacnp of raisins, first dredging them
well with flour, so they will not sink to
the bottom. The raisins absorb the milk,
and when they are used, an additional
cupful of milk will be required. Bake
two hours in a moderately hot oven.

ArrLe Puopine.—Make & paste with
equal quantitics of sifted flonr and finely
chopped suet, a pinch sf salt and a little
water. Roll it out thin into a large piece,
place this as a lining in a well-buttered
bowl, cut it off all round, leaving enough
to fold over ; roll out the trimmings to
such a size as to cover the top. Peel,
core and slice a quaniity of good sound
apples, put them in the bowl with brown
sugar to taste, some chopped lemon pecl.
two or three cloves, and a little grated
nutmeg ; add a small piece of fresh but-
ter, pack the apples tightly in, put on the
cover of paste, turn up the edges and press
them down, tie 8 floured pudding cloth
over, and put the bowl into a sancepan
full of boiling water, which should come
well over the pudding. Boil two to three
hours, according to size,

Burrerep Ougrer.—Make a thick square
ot buttered toast, buttering it well on both
~ides, and cutting it into four or six pieces;
let it stand Lefore the fire to keep hot, but
uot sufficicntly near to dry it up. Break
three froah eggs into a stewpan over the
fire (both yolks and whites), having pre-
viously melted in it & piece of butter the
size of a walnuat ; add a little salt. and a
tabiespoontul ot cream or good milk ; stir
it rapidly over the fire until it begins to
thicken ; then take it off and beat it until
qnite smnoth ; set it on the fire again, and
keep stirring until it is very hot and thick.
With a spoon_heap this lightly up on to
the square of buttered toast which has
been keeping hot before the fire, making
it stand as high as possible, Serve in-
stantly.

The best yeast does not contdin flour
and is made as follows : Boila handful of
hops in two quarts of water ten minutes;
strain, and add to the liquor one cup of
sugar, six grated potatoes and a tables-
poonful of salt. Let it simmer half an
hour, add a cupful of good yecast when
lukewarm, and let it rise without being in
any way chilled,

One of the strongest cements, and eas-
iest applied, is lime and the white of an
egg. To use it, take a sufficient gnantity
of the lime and mix thoronghly. Apply
quickly to the edg-s, and place them firm-
Iy together, when it will soon become set
and strong. Plaster of Paris will answer in
place of lime.

Living rooms are often kept two hot
for plants as well as for the inmates. The
nearcr the temperature ean be kept at
seventy degrees, with a fall of ten or fif-
teen degrees during the night the better
for both,

Lemon fritters are delicions. To one
cup of milk and one egg allow the juice
and pulp of one lemon. These may be
served with sauce ; in that case add the
grated pea of half the lemon to flavor the
sauce.

—Josephine styles in loose coils on top
of the head are the latest accepted fashion
for hair dressing: The front hair is in
large thick rings heaped together and the

substance left in the bag ; one quart of
the best vinegar is needed. This will
