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lNTERESTlNG LETTER FROM THE FRONT

Written by Private William Goodwin Giving Thrilling
Account of Experiences in the Trenches

December 1, 1916,
Somewhere in France.
My Dear Wife:

I received your welcome let-
; I was glad to
that you
were gemmg '|’mm: all ¥ght” T anm at
present real well and getting. on
usual. As you have always \\'rmt'ul
me to write you some news, I will try
to give you a little idea of what has
happened during my second trip over
here to France and Belgium. You
remember 1 wrote you when I left
England. Well, after quite a long
trip I arrived at Kenmel, Belgium, at
about the same time as the 25th and
26th Battalions, from Nova Scotia
New Brunswick. The following day
we were sent up to the trenches, and
as I had previously been in the artil-
lery-it was a decided change for me.
The Huns were very quiet along this
part of the line, but the continued
crack of rifles and whiz of Hun bul-
lets soon made me realize I was back
at the front. After a time, the day
parties of Eng;m;\m‘s were detailed
for night work. Then came the end-
less walking and creeping thrcugh
mud and water.” We landed
back to our billets soaking wet,
and hungry. DBelicve me, it was noth-
ing like home, to say nothing. of some
poor hoy who was missing or killed.
1 hav® never yet gone up the line but
the thought has come to me: “Who
will it be tonight?”’ Our feelings can
never be explained. Only those who
have actually faced = death hourly,
day after day, and month after month,
know what the straint is on the hu-
man mind.

1 have not had a chance all winter
long to see any of the boys from home
whom I knew, and did not see any un-
til we went to Rhenghart. Byron
and Forrest Falkenham were the first.

The first day up
convinced me that the parson told the
truth. ed (‘ross ambulances were
going and from the advanced
dressing stations all the time, most-
ly full of wounded men, and the
trenchies here in very bad
shape. Every few yards there would
be large places in them blown entire-
ly away. The ground all over the
danger zone was one mass of shell
holes, and everywhere you looked you
could see shells buirsting. It was no
uncommon sight to see " dead  lying
around, and rifles and all sorts of
war materials.

We wers go-
ing through one of the greatest bhat-
tles the world has ever known,
cept Ver(lun,.“aml by what 1 have
heard Verdun hasg not got much, if
anything, on the Somme, The 15th
September was the day set for an
advance of fiftéen hundred yards.
The objest to he made was a sugar
refinery directly in front of us, behind
the Boche lines. Imagine what the
refinery looked like that day when our
cight-inch guns had placed three han-
dred shells into it the night previous.

THE EUROPEAN WAR

CANADIANS DO A BIT OF
LIANT FIGHTING

Canadian Headquarters. in France,
via London, June 3—(By Stewart
Lyon, Special Correspondent of the
Canadian Press)—In what is official-
ly spoken of as a minor operation,
but which was really a bit of brilliant
fighting involving careful preparation
and a final swift attack, the Cana-
dians early this (Sunday) morning
captured the electric station south-
west of Lens on the outskirts of the

village of Coulotte, and a stretch of

the enemy front exceeding a mile,
with a depth at its greatest point of
over eight hundred yards. The men
who won this notable victory were
veteran troops, who, 8ix weeks apv,
carried “the pimple” by storm. Their
depleted ranks had been ™reinforced
by drafts from England, and in this
morning’'s engagement these
proved their fitness to maintain Can-
ada’s reputation at the front.
GERMAN ATTACKS REPULSED BY
/ THE FRENCH

Paris, June 3—Five heavy attacks
were made by the Germans last night
on the French positions on the Cali-
fornie and Vauclere plateau. The
War Office today announced the com-
plete repulse of all these assaults
with heavy losses to the attacking
forces. The text of the statement
follows:

‘“The enemy bombardment reported
vesterday in the region of Craonne
was -extended and continued during
the night with extreme violence, es-
pecially on the entire front of the
Vauclere and Californie plateau. The
rermans finally launched five succes-
sive attacks with large effectives, ot
which three were upon the east por-
tion of the Californie plateau and
two upon the west portion and the
Vauclere plateau. The enemy was
everywhere repulsed with important
losses, notably in the region east of
the Californie plateau, where the

British
headquarters admitted the loss of 86
machines, but as the French do not
announce any war losses it is impos-
sible to verify the inference that they
lost 185." Tt is worthy of note that
the estimate of 271 is compiled from
the Cerman official reports. The
total - air losses for April were esti-
mated at 709.

A Canadian’ private, who was in the
attack on Vimy Ridge, was impressed
chiefly with the perfect manner .in
which the attack was executed.

“The organization was perfect,” he
said. ‘“The attack was. so rapid, so
smoothly and swiftly launched that
my own wave, the second and the
two lines behind us, were actually on
the ridge, that famous bloodstained
vantage ground, before the enemy
barrage opened. From ‘that point on,
the German shells fell behind us only,
and their gunners showed extraordin-

ary wild and erratic gunnery.

“Only for a few minutes at
start of the plunge were their ma-
chine guns really effective. We were
all over them in the twinkling of an
eye, and everyone of the men ihat
manned those ‘Emma Gees' was
cither dead or doing well—that is, a
prisoner.

“The Germans did not show much
fight where T was. The first one I
pinned was so astonished that he
hardly got his bayonet up. As for
the second one, I have seen month-
old recruits put up a better show at
high parry and low. Our men gave
plenty of ‘evidence that they know
the right way to use a bayonet.

“Of course, a large part of the
credit for the dazed condition of the
Germans is due to our artillery.
Their trenches were just a mass of
craters. We walked right through to
our company objective which was
their third line, z.md we cleaned’ it
right up—not a German left stand-
ing.

“We ought to have stopped right
there, and it was bad soldiering not
to do so. But we could see Germans
seuttling ‘away from the far slope,
and orders or no orders, our men
simply broke away and hit it up for
thiose retreating enemies for all they
were worth. T was hit during this
pursuit, and crawled back up the
slope to a dressing station.”

THE STORY OF A U.BOAF

It seems impossible to get to tue
bhottom of all the instances of Ger-
man deception, lying, chicanery, and
wanton cruelty. Almost every day
~brings to light some dark and re-
volting ‘scheme which, as it has been
intimated, must take the palm from
Alva and his Generals in their dia-
bolic work in the Netherlands in the
sixteenth century. The story of this
UU-boat ‘furnishes an illustration. In
the early period of the war this sub-
marine was at work along the coast
of the British Isles. But when Italy
declared war upon Anstria she was
taken to pieces in a German port,
shipped overland by wagons to an
Austrian port on the Adriatic, put to-
gether and sent under Austrian flags
to sow mines along the Italian coast
to destroy Italian warships. Thanks
to Ttalian vigilance,these mines were
captured and destroyed before they
could do any damage.

With seven men who formed the
crew-of the torpedoed schooner Moni-
tor, Capt. Joe I agg, of.St. John's, her
commander, passed through here
Friday on his way home to the An-
cient Colony. In conversation with
a rvl'u'(mmnulive of The North Sydney
Herald, this daring young Newfound-
land mariner told of his thrilling ex-
perience.

“l rather expected to run into one
of these infernal underwater boats,”
said Capt. Legg to The Herald, “but
fared pretty lucky until the 25th of
April. We took a valuable cargo of
fish to Italy from home, and were on
our way from Italy to Cadiz, where
we expected to take cargo of salt for
St. John's, when the thing happened.

“It was a dandy afternoon, but a
dead calm overtook us; and while we
were next thing to drifting, about
about forty miles off from Monte
Car}o, one of our men who was on the
lookout, said he thought he observed
a strange looking craft about four
miles distant. I took the glass, and
discerned the stranger. At first 1
thought it was one of the French or
English destroyers, but my mind was
soon set at rest on that score.

“It was only a brief period before
the U-boat was within about a mile of
us. - Then boomed out a shot which
went over our vessel Believing it
was an order by a Britisher to show
our colors, I hoisted the British flag.
Dang! went another shot, and we
ducked &ur heads, so close did the big
projectile comé to us.

“That settled any doubts I had
about the identity of that devilish
craft, and I gave the boys orders to
get the boats ready. Just then an-
other shot whizzed that close to us
that we could feel the wind it made
It no doubt was a hurry-up order.
We were soon in the boats, and one
of the boys in my dory (the mate and
two others taking the lifeboat) wsaid
he forgot some tobacco. 1 told him
to go and et it, as I felt we might
need all the comfort we could get.
Then the Hun ordered me to row over
to where he was. First he asked
what nationality and where we came
rom. I told him we were Britishers
and belonged to Newfoundland. Af-
ter giving him the ship's papers, he
lemanded that I hand over to him all
charts, ete. I suppose he thought 1
would give him the papers furnished
the Admiralty, but [ burned
them in my cabin the moment I dis-
~overed that we were in the hands of
the German. I told the gruff Germari
:ommander that he might allow me
he small charts in my possesson so
that T would have no troulle in mak-
‘ng land in our open boat, but he with
wn oath: cut short my request.

“After taking all we had, the sub-
marine steamed over to where the
Monitor was drifting and tied along-
side. They. went on board and re-
mained fully an hour, during which
they ransacked every part of our
raft and took every pound of stores;
ind even some canvas I had extra.
Then they placed bombs in the ves-
sel and in a few minutes we saw her
70 to pieces.

“We had an all night row, reaching
Mlonte Carlo about noon on the fol-
‘'owing day. And I tell you we were
L pretty tired and sore lot of men.
While we were in the . latter 'place
that afternoon the crews of a French
ind an American vessel arrived, both
meeting the same fate as ourselves.
And in.each case the Hun pirate rob-
bed them of everything they had and
took every pound of foodstuff from
their crafts before sending them to
the bottom. During our stay in
France and in England we were
freated royally by the authorities and
>thers.”

Capt. Legg and crew left here Sat-
urday -night for St. John's. The
schooner Monitor was owned by Phil-
ip Templeman, M. L."A., of Newfound-
land, who purchased her from Capt.

United Fruit Companies.)

Throughout the Valley, growers on
the-whole, are taking better care of
their orchards than they have for
three years. The man who grows
No. 3's this year will therefore have
a little: trouble, to say the least, in
finding a market for his fruit.

It seems probable, in view of the
efficient organization for the market-
ing of apples here in the Valley, that
growers may look for their returns
in 1917-18 to at least clear expenses,
and perhaps pay substantial profits.
But whatever happens, the Annapolis
growers are going to have their or-
chards in excellent condition for
crops in/1918 and 1919, while the

vnmpetifors of Nova Scotia are going |

to have an immense, amount of ne-
glected orchard on their hands when
the markets open again, orchard that
cannot he brought to full bearing for
two or three years at least. Nova
3cotian growers on the whole are
cealizing that their duty and their op-
portunity will be to supply the mar-
tets to a greater extent than ever be-
lore, from Nova Scotia orchards for
hree or four years at least after con-
litions become mormal again, and so
wre taking measures to prevent their
yrchards from deterforating.

In the control of the biting insects
he second spray, or that applied {m-
nediately before the blossoms, is the
nost important. In the control of
:he green apple bug, it is also the
most important and, depending
he season, it may or may not be the
nost important in the control of
‘un‘gus‘ diseases.

The directions given in Circular
No. 8 of the Dominion Entomological
Branch are as follows:

Second Spray—Time

When blossom buds are showing
oink. Fcr canker worm apply slight-
y earlier; for green apple bug leave
intil just before the blossoms open.

Material

Lime sulphur 1.007 sp. gr., or about
> 1-3 gallons to 100 gallons of water
(1-43), adding powdered arsenate of
‘ime, 2 1bs. to 100 gallons of water.

Application

Drench thoroughly at 200 1bs. pres-
sure, using a Drive nozzle.

Pests Destroyed

Apple scab, bud moth, browntail
moth, canker worm, fruit worms,
atc. If green apple bug or green
iphis are present, add nicotine sul-
ochate, 3-4 pint to 100 gals.,, making
sure that every insect is covered with
ipray. For very severe infestations
»f green apple bug the trees must be
)anded with tree tanglefoot before
spraying and kept -clean cultivated
antil July 7th.

It the first spray has been applied,
he best results will be obtained by
leaving this spray until just before
‘he blossoms open. If the first spray
has been omitted, this spray should
ye applied 3 ta 6 days befora the blos-
soms open.

1t green apple bug is the major pest
‘'n the orchard, the poison and the
‘ungicide should be added about one
(ourth weaker and three or four times
as much of the dilute spray used as
s ordinarily applied, making sure
that every chink and crevice about
the blossoms and fruft spursg is drip-
ping wet.

Burning by the Spray

“What is sauce for the goose is
sauce for the gander,” does not apply
to apple trees. The susceptibility to
injury from spray depends on a num-
ber of factors. Trees that are high-
ly cultivated and highly fertilized will
stand stronger -spraying material
without injury than those in sod or
poorly fertilized. Some varieties,
such as McIntosh Red and Graven-
stein, will stand stronger spraying
material thanp others, such as Ben
Davis. A tree that has few apples
on will apparently show less follage
injury than one that is heavily load-
2d, Spraying after a period of dark
weather will usually result in more
injury than spraying after a period
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of bright, weather. Sprayving
when the trees are wet or damp from
rain or dew will result in more injury
than when the trees are dry.

In spraying must remember
that last season many varieties, such
as Ben Davis, which had not been
gprayed, developed marked burning
of the leaves, which was put down to
“spray injury’ until it ‘'was found that
the trees had not been sprayed at all.
Poor cultivating and fertilizing are as
often the cause of leaf burning as
spraying. The lime sulphur arsen-
ate 'of lime combination, as reécom-
mended, is the safest and best maier-
ial that we know of at the present
time for this spray, although we are
hoping to find a better material later
on.

Substitute Materials 4

Bordeaux 4-4-40 or 10-10-100 may
be used for this spray. If prepared
or hydrated lime is used, a pouna or
s0 of excess should be added and the
final mixture tested with litmus paper
(which can be procured f{rom the
druggist) and lime added till the
solution turns the paper blue. In
adding the hydrated lime to the tank
full of copper sulphate solution the
agitator should be started “hefore the
lime powder is poured in, for the
faster the mixture is being stirred
when the two ingredients are com-
bining the better will be the result-
ing Bordeaux.

The essentials in making this typé
of Bordeaux are: Stir rapidly while
the materials are combining and add
lime till the solution turns litgus
paper blue. Almost any poison may
be used with Bordeaux, but arsenate
of lime is the cheapest poison avail-
able in the Annapolis Valley today
and is perfectly satisfactory.

Nicotine sulphate may be added to
Bordeaux, but when the Bordeaux is
used for green apple bug spraying it
should be very dilute, say 7-7-100 or
3-3-40.

From 5 to 12 per cent of slight rus-
seting will result from the use of
Bordeaux for the second spray and it
reduces the value of the poison used
with it by almost one half. In spite
of these drawbacks it may prove the
best material in many seasons for
this spray.

Lead arsenate, double strength, or
12 pounds of paste lead arsenate to
100 gallons of water with no fungi-
clde. Eiperimenm in Maine and in
Nova Scotia have demonstrated the
high fungicidal value of arsenate of
lead. We would not advocate anyone
relying on this to control fungus in
all seasons, but we have great hopes
that it will prove of value. When
canker worms or other insects are
very bad we would advise the appli-
cation of this material in preference
to the other sprays. For those who
are inclined to experiment we would
advise one tank of this material at
12 1bs. of paste or 6 lbs. of dry lead
arsenate to 100 gallons of water.

Soluble sulphur, 1 1b. to 40 gals.,
and arsenate of lime, % 1b. to 40
gals., to which is'added 2 lbs. of hy-
drated or slaked lime. This combin-
ation is one of the most rapid killers
known and has up to the present
proved safe for one application, but
ghould not be used where soluble sul-
phur was used for the first spray.
The arsenate of lime may be reduced,
as indicated, with soluble sulphur on
account of the sodium present hasten-
ing the action of the poison. We
would not advocate a person using
more than one tank of the combina-
tion in an orchard until it has Jeen
demonstrated safe under all condi-
tions, as it has for one application

-
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only, under the few conditions where
it was used in the past.

The fact that this combination costs
lesa_than half a cent per gallon com-
plete while lime sulphur arsenate of
lime costs almost one cent per gal-
lon and amsenate of lead, lime sul-
phur costs more than one cent per
gallon shows us the advisability of
testing this rhaterial under all condi-
!ipns in a small way.

Notes

Get litmus paper -for testing Bor-
deaux and add lime till it turns the
paper blue.

Measure your spray tank so as to
be sure that you are not using your
spray too strong.

A large
portion of this loss could be prevent-
ed. As we cannot afford to lose the
smallest proportion of our grain and
other food crops during the present

food is of supreme importance, the
Dominion Department of Agriculture
is making every effort to prevent, as
far as possible, losses due to insect
pests. C(‘rop protection must go hand
in hand with crop production,

Insect pests are not usually noted
reported until they have caused
‘-nneai(lvruhlu dzmmgu: Therefore it is
urged that the closest watch be kept
on all crops for the first appearance
of any insect pests or damage. Im-
mediately such damage is observed
steps should be taken to control th2
outbreak in its incipfent stage. Ii

or

tnknown specimens ‘cf the inscct
and its injuries should be sent at
once to the nearest of the following
sources of expert assistance: The
Agricultural Colleges, the Provincial
Departments of Agriculture or their
local District Representatives, the
officer in charge of the nearest Do-
minion Entomological Station, or di-
rect ‘to the bominion Entomologist,
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa,
for examination; and advice in regard
to control measures will be furnished
without delay. Letters and packages
up to 11 ounces in weight - may be
mailed to the Dominion Entomolo-
gist, “Free,” but postage will be re-
quired on letters or specimens sent
to the other sources of advice men-
tioned.

Do not delay reporting insect out-
breaks or sending inquiries; delay
may evolve serious losses that could
otherwise be prevented. Write im-
mediately, or telegraph if the out-
break is serious. (lean farming, the
securing of vigorous growth in young
plants and good cultivation are the
best proteetive measures against in-
sect attack. Keep all crops constant-
ly under supervision for the first ap-
 pearance of any damage, in order
that it may be checked without de
lay. Increased crop production in-
volves ‘increased protection against
pests.

PURIFICATION OF WATER
SUPPLY
Sewage Treatment Essentlal to Pro-
tection of Primary Source

Progress in water purifieation con-
stitutes one of the brightest pages in
the histdry of sanitary engineering in
America during the past 25 years, but
much remains to be done both as re-
gards its general adoption and its ap-
plication® where local conditions call
for special treatment. Apparently,
progress in water filtration has been
somewhat retarded through efforts to
make chlorination serve as a substi-
tute under conditions where it is not
entirely adequate.

The
great difficulty lies in gauging the
proper amount to be introduced. For
many water supplies subject to chlor-
ination without filtration, real - diffi-
culties are encountered in so adjust-
ing the dose of chlorine as to guard
against objectionable taste and
odours on the one hand, and inade-
quate destruction of objectionable
bacteria on the other.

Present day consideration of sew-
age disposal as related to -water sup-
plies assumes that the primary source
of supply is not grossly: polluted and
that any sewage affecting its purity
has been treated in order that its fil-
tration for domestic use may not be
rendered ineffective through the over-
loading of the filters.- The methods
adopted must involve the recognized
principle that any water filtration
process must begin by the treatment
of the sewage before it is allowed to
contaminate the source of water sup-
ply—L. G: D, in Conservation.

HOW PROHIBITION WORKS
TORONTO

To, the Editor:

The following editorial from the
Globe should convince the most skep-
tical of the wonderful improvement
wrought on all hands by prohibition.
“No one who has lived any length 'of
time in Toronto will suspect Colonel
Grassett, Chief of Police for the past
thirty years, and a former British sol-
dier, of being prejudiced in favor of
Prohibition. His point of view, habit
of thought and official aloofness from
propagadist movements of all
have combined to prevent
becoming over-sanguine as to the
beneficial effects of the abolition of
the bar in this city. And yet on just
this point his testimony is calm, con-
vincing and conclusive. The abolition
of the bar has in his opinion, based
on well ascertained and unquestion-
ably accurate facts, been beyond the
most sanguine expectations, success
fully accomplishing . precisely what
the advocates of bar abolition avow-
edly aimed at. The outstanding fact
and inconvertible proofs are that
while there were in the past six
weeks' only 214 arrests for drunken-
ness, there were 1,069 in the corres-
ponding six weeks of 1915.

But this fact does not stand out
alone. It is corroborated by many
others germain to the question. For
example, the number of police con-
stables required to keep order in the
city has been so“reduced that the
places of those who have gone to the
front as soldiers have gone unfilled
and are likely to remain so until tney
return. Men who were a short time
ago more or less mastered by the
drink habit have voluntarily. inform-
ed the police that they are at work
and are sharing their earnings more
fairly with their families. A veteran
and popular hotel keeper, in spite of
his business loss, says he is 80 pleas-
ed with the change that he would
never again take out a bar license.
Retail shop keepers testify that the
change has improved their business.
The Road Hotels outside of the city
have lost much of their business by
the disappearance of the bars, but
the farmers and their teams have
gaiued accordiiigly, to say nothing of
their family circles.
