The {friendship betWeen Riis and

Roosevelt began soon after the pub-
lication of the former’s first book
dealing with conditions in the slums,
called ‘“How the Other Half Lives.”!
Mr. Roosevelt, then s member of the
New York Police Commission, read
the book, appreciated its sincerity
and fine feeling; and recognized the
value at once: of the indomitable
spirit with which its author was im-
bued. We read:

One night Riis got a message from
Theodore Roosevelt, then of the New
York Police Commission. I want to
help,”’ it said. From that day Theo-
dore ‘Roosevelt - 'was -Jacob Riis’s
steadfast friend, and when he be-
came Police Commissioner they were
constantly together. They walked in-
to tenement—honeéé and observed for
themselves the - conditions. They
tramped. the streets at night and

There is a great difference be-
tween outdoor and indoor air, in-
asmuch as the first. circulates
freely and the second is stag-
pant. Another difference is that
floods of sunshine constantly
cleanse outdoor air of its impuri-
ties. but most rooms get very lit-
tle of that useful commodity.
Many persons who visit the phy-
sician with complaints of poor
digestion and anaemia declare
that they are active all day loug
and that going out for walks is
the last thing they need.

They may be right about the
amount of exercise they get, but
people coustantly fall ill in spite
of plenty of exercise in the house
and get well again with a little
outdoor exercise. A certain
amount of active work about a
house is good for every one, but
there ought to be some daily out-
door life as well.

It does not follow that that
outdoor life ought to include vio-
lent exercise or even any exer-
cise at all. Every one knows
how babies thrive when they
take their naps outdoors. The
principle applies to the adult also.
