A brass Eagle Lectern was used for the
first time ir: the above Church on Christ-
mas Day, 1895.

The Lec-
tern is simple bat handsome in design,
and is enriched by a band of jewels about
half way down the shaft. The bird itself
is a splendid picee of workmanship. Tt
is extremely realistic, and reflects much
credit upon the skill of Messrs, J. & R.
Lamb, of New York, alveady favourably
known to residents of this City. The
whole Lectern is much admired, and har-
monizes well with the general style of the
Church,

The New Scheme of Bible Study
for Protestant S«Lools.

What this new scheme is exactly may
be seen by referving to the Gecober Num-
ber of last year's Discesan Geelte, and no
doubt those whao wish for a few copies of
this scheme will be able to procure them
by writing to (x. W. Parmelee, Esq.,
Education  Department,  Parliament
House, Quebee City. It will be seen at
& glance that, while the Old Testament
History way still be learnt from Dr.
Maclear's smaller Old Testament History,
which is on the list of authorized Text
Books, the New Testament Instruction is
expected to be given from the Bible itself.
And it is moreover the earnest desire of
the Protestant Committee of the Council
of Education, that, as far as possible, the
children shall themselves find the select
passages and shall read them in Class and
receive the explanations of their Teachers,
answering guestions, &c., until they are
fully conversant with, the Text and its
meaning. And with this object the Bible
stands, as it certainly should, upon the
Yist of authorized Text Books. We trust

therefore that all true friends of the
young will take an interest in this matter
and will help the schools in their imme.
diate neighbourhood to a sufticient store
of the most precious volume in the world.
School Commissioners cannot perhaps
provide Bibles for their schools, any more
than other Text Books, but they can en-
courage the Teachers to have the Bible
used, as any other Reader is used and to
assist the pupils in laying hold of the
meaning.

And if the Scitool Commissioners do
this, it would be no very large matter for
a friend of Bible Eduecation to give to a
School a few dozen copies, or less, as the
case may be. By writing to the Rev. E,
J. Stobo, Bible House, Y.M.C.A. build-
ing, Caehec City, and by sending cash
with order, complete Bibles will be sent at
15, 20 and 25 cents each, and New Testa-
ments at 3, 5 and 10 cents each, and of
course at higher priccs. A New Testa-
ment, French and English, will be sup-
plied for 60 cents, and Greck and English
for 55 cents: also a French Testament
for 15 cents and a Greek Testament for
35 cents. These prices are below cost,
and yet the local Commiittee of the Bible
Society for the sake of bringing God's
word to the eyes and ears of the young,
is willing to supply these Books carriage
paid to our Country Missions, We carn-
estly trust that many of our readers will
take up this matter at once. In some
cases it may be as well at first to write
for specimens, (enclosing the mongy for
them) and then to find out with the
approval of the Teacher, which ~hildren
already possess a Bible of their own,
which they can bring to school, and also
to invite all who wish for a copy of the
Bible or New Testament like the speci-
men shewn, to bring in the necessary
cents, with which to make the purchase.
A littl time and interest given to work
like this throughout our Dioéese would be

Gift of £0,000.—This University has once
again to record a generous offer from onc
of its fricuds and benefactors, Robert
Hamilton, Esq., D.C.L., of Quebec. He has
offered the sum of $20,000 to the authori-
ties, on condition that the Jubilee Fand
reaclhies $10,000 of hona fide subscriptions
by July 3ist, 1596. Half of Mr. Hamilton's
donation is to be used in cndowing the
Roctorship or Head Mr.stership of Bishop's
College School, and the Lalance for the
goneral purposes of the University, as the
Corporation may deem best.

The Jubilee Fund was inaugurated at the
time of the Jubilee Celebration last sum-
mer, and although an active canvass has
not yvet been made, it is approaching
$3,000. ‘The Principal and Corporation are
therefore hopeful of making good the con-
dition attaching to this munificent gift,
by raising the balance of something over
37,000 by 8ist July next. This fund of
$10,000 is o be devoted to compieting the
Coilege Chapeland huilding a permanent
gymnasium.

AXNIVERSARY IN SHERBROOKE.

This important Church gathering or series
of gatherings bas passed off with much
cnthusiasm and suceess during the seeond
week in Advent.

On Tuesday, 10th, the business meet-
ing of the Church Society was heid. ‘The
majority of the Clergy of the Distriet were
present. The usual business of this meet-
ing is to have the reports sent in read by
the individual Clergy. These bhad been in
nearlyvall cases received. A sumimnary pre-
pared in a coneise aad suggestive style by
Canon Thornelog, D.C.L., the Secretary,
was read and adopted and ordered to be
read at the Missioniry meeting of Wed-
nesday night. A new and interesting fea-
ture was introdaced by R. W. Heneker,
Esq., D.C.L., who made a statement as to
the present position and prospeets of the
Sherbrooke Protestant Hospital. It was
agreed that a Hospital Sunday should be
observed thronghout the District onca a
vear. A scheme coutemplating the division
of thie Deanery into four Rural Deaneries,
but in no way contemplating the hreaking
up of the combined Anniversary of Decem-
ber, was brought forward. It had seemed
impossible for one Rural Dean to visit and
perform thoroughly the duties enjoined by
the Canons upen the Rural Dean : hence if
fourdivisions could bemaadof the parishes
surrounding Sherbrooke, Richmond, Coa.

Having explained what S. Paul meant by
laying the foundation as a wise maste»
builder—viz.: That he was preseoting
Christ the only foundation, as the Messias,
the Son of the living God,—he dwelt upon
the absolute importance of Clergy and
peoplealibelayingtl  sundation. Nothing
can take the place of a belief in the Divine
character and offico of Jesus Christ aud
& personal attachment to dim as our
Divine Lord. It is that belief which dis-
tinguishes Christianity from other reli-
gions. Having laid that foundation we wereo
safe from personal ruin, though our work,
built unwiscly on it, might perish. Itisa
thought of comfort that a divided Christen-
dom holds so largely as it doesto this fund-
amental truth of our Lord’s Divine nature.
And amid varieties of teaching and multi-
plicity of teachers we may at least rejoice
that Christ is picacked in the true sense
as infinitely more than men by so vast a
majority. The Sermon closed with a few
carnest words addressed specially Lo the
Clcrgy A deep and let us lope lasting
impression was made by the Bishop's
carnest and eloquent words.

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On Wednesday the day began with a
Celebration of the Holy Communion.

Who
meeting opened witl: 2 Hymn and Prayor,
after which the Bishop of Quebee, who was
in the Chair, called upon the Seeretary to
read the report 0 1895. This report stated
that the year had been one steady progress
and that some $27,000 had been raised in the
Distriet. A second Hymn was then sung,
after whlch the Right Rev. Dr. Neely,
Bishop of Maine, addressed the meeling
at some length. His address was telling
and impressive throughout ; vet, at times,
there was a playful vein running through
it, which gave it vivacity and added to tho
interest felt in it. The following was its
substance:

+ All Church work is Missionary work,

- Phe Churceh, which is Christ’s body, is sent

as its Great Head was sent to seek and to
save. In the fulness of time God sent
forth His Son. So the Son sent forth the
Apostles, and so cvery Christian is sent
forth for the same purpose.

We sshould try to realize what we are as
members of the Chureh, which is Christ’s
Body. The Chureh is no club or new asso-
ciation of men and women but a Divine
Society. And the privilegeof heing a mem-
ber of it is enormous. People, who have
lost this true idea of the Chureh, frequently
leave it for trivial rasons, thinking thoy
are depriving the Church of something by
turning away from it, not realizing how
unspeakably they themselves arelosing by
theiract.

And we should take comfort from the
thought of our membership in the Body of
Christ, for no man who works for God in
the Church cau fail. No one nerd be cast
down because evil things happen to him.
There is no such thing as failure for the
true worker in the Body of Christ. No
member of the Church should think insi-
gnificantly of himself, elsc he will be sure
to do insignificant things,

It is a comfort too to reflect on the Unity
of the Church. The Churches in Canada
aud in the United States, after al}, are one.
Weare brethron. It is a great delight to
me, as I stand before a Canadian audience
to reflect on the fact that we are the samo
in Creeds, in lincage, largely in history.
Tho first American Bishops, White and
Seabury, and the f{irst Canadian Bishop,
Inglis were conscerated almost at the same
time. Bishop Inglis had been Rector of a
Church in New York. But he left, (thus
Dr. Neely playfully put it) with many
others, at the time of the little unpleasant-
ness between Britain and her American
colonies. ‘f'he vwo Churches from that day
progressed side by side till now both have
reached the Pacifiec. TheCanadian Church
has had more help in doing it. The Amer-
ican Church had some of that help in
carlier days, but it was discontinued owing
to the little unpleasantness referred to. It
has not been altogether bad for us to be
thus thrown on our own resources. And
novw, between us, the Continent has been
covered,and aBishop of Alaska has just been
appointed, a step which I did not approve,
thinking that your Bishop Bumpas could
do the work, And even now (said Dr.
Neely pleasantly), the new bishopric may
come under the Canadian Churel, for it is
understood that the question of Alaskian
boundaries is not yvet settled! Thus the
history of the two Sister Churches is inter-
twined.”

After a brief reference to the General
Convention of the American Church lately
held in Minneapolis, Minn., and to the be-
nefits derived from gatherings of the kind,
both large and small, the best part of their
work being the happy effect of mutual and
kindly intercourse, which broke down pre-
judice and rubbed off rough edges, Dr.
Neelyasked: “Why is it that sofew engage
heartily in the Churceh'’s work? Some say
it is the fault of the Clergy. No -doubt,
there is some truth in this: they do not
perhaps preach often enough or plainly
enough about Missionary work. But this
isnot all. The difliculty is rcally a dark
and dangerons one. There is a lack in true
responsive love for Christ. Appeals are
made, bui do not produce proper effects,
because people have toolittle sense of their
respounsibility as those who owe every-
thing to Christ. They are still too much
of the earth carthy. St. Paul’s remedy, as

set forth in his Epistle, is to get the love
of God into men’s hearts. Thay cannot
then hold back from Missionary work.'
Preach not merely good work, but the
story of God’s love as revealed in the
coming of the Son of God in human form.
Tell of the blessings which we enjoy in
Christ. If the Clergy can get this into
their people’s hearts their Congregations
will long to do the work they aresent
to do. Nothing then will hold them back.”

The Rev. Edmund Jackson, who was an- -
nounced as the second speaker, was un-
avoidably detained at home by the illness
of his wife. The Bishop of Quebec kindly
took his place and gave a very practical,
carnest and impressive address. In be-
ginning he said he would try to build on
the solid foundation which bad been laid
by the Bishop of Maine. s then spoke
of the responsibility of the English Church
people for the Christian training of those
millions of fellow subjects who are yetin
heathen darkness. “ It is not commonly
realized,” he said, ¢ that the Queen of Eng-
{and rules over some 350,000,000 of people,
one fifth of the human race; more than it
has beep given to any other sovereign at
any period of the world’s history to govern.
It has been said in fact that the Queen
rules over more Mahomimedans than the
Sultan. All this should awaken us to a
sense of our responsibility, at least if wo
consider the degraded condition of these
heathen people.”

The Bishop then gave some striking facts
and statistics showing the reality of the
work done in India by English Missiona-
ries. And finally he gaveaterse and graph-
ic account of the growth of the Church in
Canada and in the Diocese of Quebec.

‘When the first Bishop Mountain arrived
he found one Church, and nine Clergy inthe
whole of Canada. When the second Bishop
was appointed, the Clergy had increased to
sixty-one. On Bishop Stewart’s death
thero were cighty-five with only fifteen in
the Diocese of Quebec. Under Bishop G.
J. Mountain the Diocese was presenily
limited to its present arca and 0! the
fifteen Quebec Clergy increased to fifty-
three. 'This was the Bishop who founded
Bishop’s College, who Inaugurated the
Diocesan Synods and who founded theMis-
sions of Labrador and the Magdalen Is-
lands. Then followed the wise, statesman-

\like Bishop Williams, of whom there was
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no need tospeak particularly,as he wasstill
in the bhearts of all. At the close of the
Bishop's address a final Hymn was sung
and the meeting concluded with the Bene-
dietion.

About twenty-live Clergy were seated on
the platform with the Bishops. The col-
lection was devoted to the Missionary
Diocese of Algoma. All felt that the Anni-
versary had been a time of general uplift-
ing and spiritual profit.

A good Musical Pro-
gramme was performecd by inany kind
friends, and light refreshments were serv-
ed during the evening.

As we are going to press, we are very
glad to hear that tho House to House
Collections or Subscriptions in behalf of
the various Funds of our Quebee Church
Society, shew a considerable increase. In
the City of Quebee, we are happy to say,
there is some improvement, partly owing
to the new Life Memberships, and in the
country the increase actually amounts to
almost fifty per cent. This is no doubt
due to the additional interest mabpifested
in the Parishes which have for years done
good work in this matter, and also to the
factthat some twenty more Parishes have
joined this year, thus maki.ag up a great
united cooperation.

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In Memoriam,
PeTER ROE.

On the 7th November was Iaid to rest in
the beautiful Cemetery of St.Mark’s, Nia~
gara, all that was mortal of the Rev. Poter
Roe, for cighteen years thedevoted, loving
and much loved Pastor of the Mission of
Inverness, in the Diocese of Quebec.

Peter Roc was the eldest son of the late
John Hill Roe, M.D., ot Trinity College,
Dublin, (Lis brother, the Archdeacon, being
the youngest of seven consceutive sons) ;
and grandson of the Rev. Peter Roe, Rector
of Cor Beg Tullamore, King's County,
Ircland. The Roe family had from time
immemorial been settled on their own
estate in that neighbourhood; it was con-
fiscated, however,—as were the estates ofa
large proportion of the old gentry of Ire-
land,—for the loyalty of its owner to King
James the Second. The young Doctor mar-
ried into the Ardagh family of Thurles,
and soon after the birth of his eldest son
emigrated to Canada, and for many years
practised medicine at St. John’s and Iber-
ville, P.Q. He was accidentally drowned
in the year 1842, whea the care of the
younger sons was thrown upon their eldest
brother Peter, and it is owing mainly to
his brotherly love that his voungest bro-
ther, Henry, was cnabled to study for the
sacred Ministry.

Peter Roe himself entered the Ministry
of the Chureh Jate in life. He had pre-
viously been engaged in business, as a
general country merchant, first as partner
carly in the fifties of that distinguished
Churchman, the late John W. Gamble, of
Pine Grove Mills, near Toronto. Mr
Gamble,who was onc of the most prominent
business men,and politiciaus of Ontario (for
many years M.P.), was also a licensed Lay
Reader of the Diocese of Toronto, and read
the Services of the Church regularly once
every Sunday in the Pine Grove Church
(which he had himself buill) when there
was a resident Clergyman and twice when
there was none. Mr. Gawmble persuaded
his young partner to join him in this good
work at Pine Grove, which he did, con-

ducting the Services with much accept-
ance during the frequent absences of Mr.
Gamble at Parliament and in town.

Mr. Roe Jeft Mr. Gamble 1n 1854, and join-
ed his younger brothers in their business
in St.Thomas, Ontario. Once settled there,

ho soon was called on to help the Clergy
of that neighbourhood as Lay-Reader and
was of material service in the planting and
growth of the Church in Westminster
and other outlying stations around St.
Thomas. But this was not all; his hos-
pitable house in $t. Thomas was always
open to the Clergy, and was their horie
whenever the Church’s work ecalled
them to that important contre. Mr. Roe’s
influcnce as a religious man and a Church-
man grew steadily and became a recog-
nized factor in the Church life in the
Diocese of Huron. At an early period he
was sent as Delegate from St. Thomas to
the Huron Synod; and, owing no doubt in
part to his beautiful penmanship, but more
to his perfect knowledge of book-keeping
and of business in general, o was soon
appointed Lay Secretary of the Synod.
Naturally, too, in the cage of one so much
loved and trusted, he was chosen to repre-
sent the Diocese in the Provincial Synod
beginning with the Second Session of that
august Body, and continuing (always high
on the list of Delegates, and at its very
head towards the eud,) down to the close
of his connexion with the Diocese.

In all these sacred and important acti-
vities, Mr. Roc’s spara time was happily
occupied betweoen the years 1850 and 1877.
In the latter year occurred the great
change in his life-work of which some
account and of its causes must now be
given.

When Peter Roe was a lad of thirteen he
lost his mother, a lovely woman in eovery
sense, and a devoted Christian. Her hus-
band did not marry again, and her ecldest
daughter, a child of fourteen, took her mo-
ther’s place at the head of her father's
large family. Under thisdiscipline, Frances
Elizabeth Roe developed into a noble wo-
man, a true saint; andsheleft the impress
of her gentle goodness and simplicity of
character very deeply upon ber brother
Poter. She made a most attractive home
for her brothiers in St. Thomas, and did
much there to help the youug people ot
both sexes in the formation of their reli-
gious character. Finally she died aftera
very short illness in Montreal in 1852, Her
death was a great blow to her brother
Peter. She had been very auxious that ho
should retire from business and study for
the Ministry,and now he began to look
back to her arguments and perguasions as
& call from God,
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In 1854, he married Barbara Matilda Ball,
ol Niagara, his sister’s groatest friend, a
lady like heyself, living onlyto seek and to
help others to “seok first the kingdom of
God and His righteousness.” The union
turned out to be one of great hapuyiness.
Ifis wife’s holy and heautiful life remained
to the lastan influenco of the highest value,
not ouly in their own happy and religious
home, but also upon all with whom she
came in eontact.

And so it came to pass that after asevere
illness in the beginning of 1877, from which
he scarcely expected {o recover, Peter Roe
finally vielded to the voieeso long speaking
to his heart and offered himselt for the
Ministry of the Guspel. In this he acted
on the adviee of his dear fricud of many
years standing, the present Bishop ot
Huron. He was at once accepted without
further study by Bishop Hellmuth, Mr.
Roe was a man of culture, with an unusval
knowledge of English literature, though
with only a slight knowledge of the Clas-
sies, Al his Bishop felt that this large
goueral knowledge, added to the weightof
his religious character and many years of
devotion to religious works in the Church,
might well srand in the stead of College
training. He wasaceordingly examined in
Lowlon, Ontavio, but, at Bishop Hell-
muth's suggestion and request, he was
ordained by Bishop Williams of Quebec
it lie might serve his Diaconate as he
desired, under the direction of his brother,
then Professor of Divinity in Bishop’s Col-
lege, Lennoxville, He was accordingly
ordained at Compton on the morrow of St.
AMatthias’'s Day, 1877, and began bis mi-
ni=try a~ Curate in charge of the Mission
of Bury, just then lefl vacanl under cir-
cum=tanees which made tke choice of the
Festival peenliarly and painfully appro-
priate. .

Mr. Roe only remained six.months in
Bury, after which he was sent by Bishop
Williams to stopanother gap in Inverness,
nnder the Superintendence of the Rev.
John Kemp. B.D., Incambent of Leeds.

This led to Mr. Roe staying on at Inver-
ness, with the Bishop of Huron’s consent,
a second, and then a third year and to his
finally deciding to cast in his lot perman-
ently with the Diocese of Quebee. He was
examined for Priests’ Orders by Mr.Xemp,
acting for the Bishop of Huron, and was
ordained Priest in 1878, and continued to
serve the Church in Inverness without

change until obliged to retire permanently
by his health breaking down intheautumn

In the Church Society Report for last
year, Mr. Roe, then preparing to retirve
from active work, gives a briefand modest
aceount of the outward progress made in
his Mission during the cighteen years of
hisincumbeney, progress due, it may fairly
be said, almost exclusively to him and his
family. One large and handsume new
Churelr built: the old onc enlarged to
double its size; two organs provided; the
Parsonage, so small as to Le useless, en-
larged into a good and comiortable house;
a Parochial Endowment Fund established,
alveady yielding its $200 a year; the As-
sessment nearly doubled; a healthy branch
of the Women's Auxiliary, and a Mis-
sionary Guild; two Sunday Schools and a
Bible Class all in a healthy condition and
wall furnished with Libraries; upwards of
five thousand Pastoral visits paid, and
many more proofs of progress which to
those who can look behind the scenes and
‘esimate the difiiculties overcome is
§ traly something to thank Ged for. Best of
:‘ all is it to read: “We have during the en-
tire period of my residence cnjoyed asa
Church unbroken quiethess and peace and
gooduess; there have been practically no
| dissensions or troubles among us; and
i strong bonds of affection, I may safely say,
have all along bound and still bind the
hearts of Pastor and people together.”

In the late Summer of 1894, Mr. Roe’s
abundant labours ended in a ecovmplete
break down, when it was arranged that he
should retire on a Pension on the 30th of
June of the next year. Before that date
was reached, however, in the month of
May, he was brought to death’s door by an
acute attack of bronchitis, when the doctors
allagreed that a very few days or perhaps
kours was all he had tolive. He was raised
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up, however, from that illness, aud so far
rocovered his bealth as to remove with his
family to their new home in Niagara. In
that lovely old town, he spent uw vory
happy and peaceful Summer; and at its
close suddenly sank down one day into a
comatose state, from which he could bo
aroused by a word to speak to and re-
cognize all around him. Tendays later, on
the 7th November, with the slightest sigh,
without a strugele or a pang, this gentle,
humble, faithful servant of God entored
into rest. .

CORNELIUS JUDGE.

On the 27th of October, 1895, there enter-
edinto rest inthe City of Quebee, one of that
band of able, devoted and sober-minded
Laymen who havedone so nuch to placo the
Quebee Diocese inthat positionof financial
soundness, religious peace and conservat-
ive churchmanship which may be said to be
its characteristivs. Cornclius Judgo was
a typical Quebee Layman,  Good sense,
sound judgment, thoroughness in overy-
thing be undertook, unwearied persever-
ance, readiness to undertake any work
within his power to do, and quict devotion
to his task until it was completed,~these

were the qualities of his life-work as a
layman in the Chureh, and which justity the
somewhat extended notice of his life which
here follows:

Cornelius Judge was horn in Bedford-
shire, Engiaud, in 1835, reecived an excel-
lent education in the well known school of
Sandy, and hegan life in the offices of the
Great Northern Railway, in whose service
he continued until the vear 1833, In that
year with other young Englishmen ho was
sent out to America to enter the employ of
the Grand Trunk Railway Company of
Canada, and was first placed in tho Com-
nany’s offices in Portlaud, Maine., From
Portland he was transferred to the audit.
office in Montreal, in November, 1856, In!
1862, M. Judge left the Grand Trunk Rail-
way, and cntered the service of the Allan
Steamship Company, in Quebee, in whoso

employment he spent the rest of his life, ;

his fellow officers, as a tribute ot their es-
tcom and respect. And now wo pass to
gpeak of his life-work as a layman of the

shurch of England. Mr. Judgoe was always
a Churchman, an- on arriving in Montroal,
ho beeamea pari. oner of Lrinity Chureh,
thon under the pectorship of Canon Ban-
croft, and, on his removal to Quebee, he at-
tached himself to St, Matthew’s, and soon
began to takoan active partin its parochial
organization,

From 1865till 1876, he w.s Church-Warden
of that important Congregation, and was
intimately associated, fivst with Archdea-
von Roe and subsequently with the Rev. C.
Hamilton, now Bishop of Niagara, in all
measures taken for the growth and de-
velopment of its Parochial life. Mr. Judge’s
thorough knowledge of business and book-
keeping made him a valuable helper in the
managenient of the finance of the Congre-
gation. But e soon was invited to take an
active part in the large work of the Church
Society. Asearly as 1864, he was appoint-
ed Auditor. * In 1868, he hecame a member
of the Central Board, and in the sama year
was placed upon one of the most important
committees of the society, .tho Clergy
Trust Committee. In 1821, he had the high
honour of heing clected a member of the
most important organization in the Dio-
cese,—the Diocesan Board,—and had also
the honour of being placed that yearon the
Board of Management of the Board of
Domestic and Foreign Missions of the
cntiro Canadian Church.

Al @ very carly period we find his name
upon another Committee, entrusted with
weighty functions, and to which he render-
ed services of the greatest value—the
Depository Committee. Ha filled the office
of Honorary Sceretacy-Treasurer to this
Committee for seven years, having the en-

rtire management of it in his hands, with

the result that he made it a self-support-
ing acd thoroughly efficient institution.
In 1879 he was clected Delegate to the Dio-

; eesan Synod, and in 1883 was sent by that

body as ono of its Lay Delegates tothe Pro-
vincial Synod of Canada.

From this attack, too, he secemed to be re-
eovering., On the morning of Sunday, Oc-
tober 27th, he was bright and cheertul, aud
his friends who visited him thought all
dangerwasover. Towards evening, he got
out of bed and walked for afoew minutes |
up and down his bed-room, then he sat|
down inhis chair. His wife went out of
the room for g fow seconds only, and when !
she came in again, he was gone; without |
a pang, or astruggle, or even asigh, he |
had passed to his rest.
