Yot this class of womon has not sprung up wil-
fally, rather they aro tho effects of a wido-sprosd evil. Tho root of tho
troublo is that it is impossiblo in many cases for an igoorant girl or woman
{o oblain honost employment at rates which will suffice to enable bor to live
a roputable ife. In the large cities of the world and in manufacturing
centres womon aro torribly underpaid, snd as they must hive thoy tako to
tho atreets Strenuous offorts must be made by all right-minded men and
women o onable working womon to live in comfort, but rates, sweat work,
and all auch forms of robbory should be frowned down, and the offorts put
forth to roslore the fallen woman to har place in socioty should not provont
& vigorous movemont b:ing mado to secure belter wages for tho worker who
wmay thereby be saved from a lifo of crime,

ONE or Maxv.—At Inst tho famous Goary Act has beon enforced and
ono rolitary Chinaman has been reshipped to the Celostinl Regions. It has
cost tho Liovornmont of tho United Statea $35.00 to removo him, but thoe
Governmont has shown its hitherto hidden powoer aud domonsteatod that at
least ono would-be sott'er has paid the ponalty for his temority. Tho actual
facts concerning Chineeo immigration cannot bo wholly satisfactory, for
thousands onter tho country oach week. It is no longer nocessary for them
to hoodwink tho « flicials, for the strictest guardian of the law is averso to
moddhog in what may bo a d'sagrocable businoss. The probabilities are
that the ropeal of * The Sherman Silver Ac:” will bo followed closely by
tomo fundamental changes in tho Gesry Chineso Act.

Evtoraio Potators.—~Horticulturists are now invited to make oxpori-
ments in cullivating their crops by means of the spplication of clectricity.
This is by no means a new idea, for the first oxperiment is kaown to have
beon mado over a contury ago, and with tho modern practiesl applications
it is thought that great strides may be mado. Potatoes havo been grown at
the famous Kow Gardons botweon buried plates of coppor and zine connec-
ted abovo ground by wires, The plates and tho damp carth formed a com-
ploto carth ba‘tery and the olectric current was most beneficial to the crop.
Another devico in voguo consists of placing metal lightning rods upright in
tho ground with tho lower onds on a lovel with tho sced sown. Thero
geonis lo have been an electric dischasge * of the negative clectricity of the
ground into the positive electiicity of tho air” which has boon advantageous
to tho crop. Tho furthor dovelopmont of thoto electrical processes will bo
noted with great inforest.

Mexrtat Avatay.—~Thoro is a gonoral improssion abroad that intellectual
work is extremely woariog, and fur that roason porhaps very few peoplo use
tn spy extont tho brain powerof which they koow themselves to bo possessed.
The thousands of people who actaally live their livea out without realizing
on even a fractional portion of their mental vitality 18 most surprising.
Intollectual poworsato suflored to rust out through lack of use, and tho
moro wearing pbysical forces of the body are kopt in coustant exertion.
Tho brain is io other words mado the sexvant instead of the master of the
body. A glance at tho records of some brainy men who have combined
healthy living with activo brain work may tond to removo the popular im-
prossion. Theso vigorous politicians whose brains were over in an activo
etato woro as cipab'e as over whon they had attiined the allotted term of
three-score and ten. Wo refor to Earl Russol, Inrd Pa'morston and Lord
Beaconsfield, whilo Mr Gladstone, though in his eighty-third year, is still a
mighty power, Among great wiitors of recent times, Teunyson, Carlylo,
Victor Hugo and Von Rlanke, wero sll well advauced in yoars, and s, ores
of similar oxamples of mon whoso brain powers were highly develuped
could oasily bo instanced. Weo would therefore humbly suggest that our
youog people be encouraged in ovory form cf montal exerciso, and that the
idea that tho dovelopment of the brain is a dangerous process should not be
enlarged upon. \Wo neod groat brained men and women for tho future of
our Province, and the developing process should be begun at an early date,

Tae ResuLts or THE Storyt.-—Tho great storm of August 21st will long
bo remembored thoughout our Province, Itisscldom that so sevele a storm
hes been oxporionced,and the uprooting of trees by gales of wind is of itsolf
such an uoueual cccurronce «s to call for much comment. Yot when we
consider how slight our * dcath and disaster list” is, as compared with the
roports from other places, wo cannot but feel thankful that matters are no
worse. Tho work of the cyclono of last woek at soa and on the continent is
ternblo. Tho o'd city of Charloston is almost entirely ruined, and it was
only in 1885 that the cily was visited and domoralized by a torrible earth-
quske. What tho convulsions of tho earth spared, the wind hay taken.
Churchies and public buildings are wrecked, privato residences, both great
and small, are injured, tho wharves have been beaton to pieces by the ves-
selg loft lying at anchor, and 1he crops of tho whole surrounding country
havo beon destroyed. Baltimoro and Savannah have beon swopt, and pro-
perty to the value of many millions of dollars destroyed. Port Royal in S,
C. was lovilled by tho wind and then swept by a tidal wavo, ost serious
of all is thy loss of lifo It is known that ovor fiity vossols wore wrecked
upon tho Ca vlinian coists and tharo are still many vossols, 8 ecamships, and
oven two great war ships unheard of. Hundreds of lives have also been
lost on land, and almost overywhore on the Southorn coast aro left tho traces
of death and destruction. Torrib o 23 the storm of the provious weeck was
in our own vicinity, and sad as wero tho fatal accidentscausod by it, yet wo
have caueo to bo profoundly thankful, and wo can conceive of no more
appropriste form of expzessing our gratitude for tho protection vouchsafed
us, than in showing a practical interest in tho womon and children who are
in want at Louisburg. Wo trust a prompt and gonerous responss will ho

made to their appeal for help,
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81x Fxer ¥ Atr.—Some property-holders in Monireal are making a
rather pathetic protest against an Innovation of the city fathers. A lanein
the rear of Cathedral sireet has been left high and dry because of the altera-
tions in the grade of the street below, and the land owncrs along the lane
find that their property has grestly depreciated in value. The humorous
side of the matter under discussion {s, however, the statement that horses
will no longer be able 1o nee the lane, as the juinp of #ix fect o the main
level would be impossible, and that the sharp assent would be likewise
jropraclicable. It would, we fancy, be rather a disastrous accutrence if the
horses should by accldent take the jump in question,

Sick or WsLL—Mr, Cleveland’s health {8 a mstter for serious dis-
cugsion belween both his frlends and his evemier. According to the
horrible custom in vogue amoopg sensational newspsper wrilers many
discases have been attributed to bim, and the reports vary according to the
will of the writer from simple toothache to walignant cancer. Interviews
with medical men have been published, but they are of conflicting natures.
One surgeon, who cleims in one paper to have performued a eericus opera-
tion upon the President, denies it over his own signature in the next sheet
one takes up, and the whole affairis wrapped in mystety. The premature kil-
ling of great men has been tried before, but the results bave seldom been fatal,
and the probabilities in the present case are that the President's health is
nominally good, although he may be suffering from over-exertion and fatigue.

Too Mucu Entnusiasx.—There {s not s little of quiet humor in a
complaint recently made st the police court in St. Joho, N. B. It appears
that one Mr. Willismson has disturbed the musical po:tion of the congregs-
tion of St. James Church by participstiog loudly fo all portions of the
service which are to ““be #aid or sung’ by the congregation. Mr. William-
son—although this is & matter for private opinlou—is not generally
accredited with possessing a muslcal ‘volce, consequently his stentorisn sing-
ing and genersl assumption of the responsive duties of the congregation have
s0 worked upon the feeliogs of the various members that they have appealed
to the Police Msgistrate to protect them from this distarber of their peace.
The outcome of the case will interest the three classes of church-attending
people—thoee who can siug aud do, those who can siog and don't, and
those who do sing and can't.

A New ProvesxDErR Prant —The cattle famine in Europe has had the
effect of turning the attention of many farmers to the methods by which s
similar catastrophe might be averted., Io some pails of Fraoce the leaves
of trees were us:d with good effect, and iv Hupgary s weed which helped
the cattle over the famine of 1863 has been much sought after. This
weed is the latbyrus sylvestres. It grows well alike in sandy or strong
ground, and as it has enormous roots from twenty to thirty feet long, the
dryness of the season does not prevent the roots from absorbiog the neces-
sary molsture. In appearance the weed is not unlike the wild pes, though
{ts appearsnce is somewhat changed by cultivation. It takes a couple of
years of attention before the bitter alkaloid patural to it is removed, but
once this is accomplished a most nutritious provender plant is obtained.
It may be that our Provincial farmers will in the future turn thelr waste
land to account by acclimatizing this useful plant.

MisSDIRECTED ABiLiTy,—A wiiter of fictlon is dead, apd the world is
better for the loss. Cruel as this may sound, there are but few, if any, of
our readers who will dissgree with us in our verdict, for the dead writer was
the author of many ecores of the dime and half-dime novels dealivg wiih
piratee, bighwaymen, robbere, etc. He was originally an educated snd
refined man, His Oxford training had beon broad and thorough, and six
years sgo when he came to New York, at the age of twenty-five, he had the
opportuaity to difiuse culture to all with whom he came in contact. Instead,
be wrote by way of a joke his first blood and thuoder tale, The pub.
lishers took the story eagerly and eogaged more from his pen. His
famillarity with foreign literature enabled bim to steal incidents and plots
for future tales, and for the past slx years be has worked steadily, making
from $4,000 10 812,000 per year. His stories are ull of the penny dreadfuol
variety—they s1e the more demoralizing because of the sbility of the writer,
and they bave led maoy lads astray. It {3 the fault of Arthur Elder Nelson
alope, that he has died *‘ unwept, unhonored and unsung.”

THe ArricAx CoNGRESsMaN.-—Notwithstanding many adverse condi-
tion the colored citizens of the United Ststes have made a decided
advance during the last thirty yests, There sre now 1,5¢0,000 of the
younger generation of the African race attending the public schools, and it
is estimated that since it has been decreed lawful for a colored person to
sead and write thet 2,000,000 of the once-despised race have taken advan-
tage of the privileges. Another notable fact is that George Washington
Murray Is the representative in Congress for the Seventh District of South
Carolins. Mr. Murray is not the first colored man to be recognized in the
Congress, but he is the first veritable Aftican who has been successfal in
politfcal life. The mullato and the qusdroon have long Fad 2 hearing, but
the recognition of the Afrlcan people is a step in the right direction, The
aew politician was born a slsve. HlIs opportunities for education have been
few and far between, yet as he succeeded In s clecloral contest with one
of the most arlstocratic and wealthy Democrats of bis State, there need be
no doubt that he is a clever and able man. The election of & few more
men of his stamp might do much to prevent the recurrence of the disgrace-
ful lynching scandals of the past year.

REueMpeR Tonoxto.—We trust that Canadians sre not yet so far car-
ried away with the sccounts of the World's Falr that they have overlooked
the fact that the Toronto Exhibitlon {s now open. To sightseers of the most
practical stamp there is much more of interest in the Cansdism than in the
Ametican Fair, although of necessity the most unusual features of the
World's Fair are lecking in Totonto. Dut to a Canadian who {s interested
in the development of his country, in the progress of Cauadian manufsctures,
in openiog up of miner, and {n agricultural and horticultural purauits, the
Toronto Fair will be of surparsing intesest. * Canada for the Canadians”
should be the motto of the promotors of the Fair, for they have striven in
every way to obiain a grand development of the Canadian exhibit now at
the World’s Falr, and travellets who are 8o fortunate as to visit both will by
no means regret the dsys apent in the beautiful Queon clty.

Her Ersgwigrk.—We have had much to be thankful for this year in
the matter of » cool and comfortable summer. Notwithstanding the
drought which bas :omewhat ailected crops, there has been and will be
no great tufferlog becane of {ntense heat. The hot wave which swept
over Europe ia the twa later weeks of August, and which waa felt severely
in many parts of the United States, did not disturb the even tenor of our life,
Throughout Eogland the death rate has been unusually high, aod an alarm-
ing number of children died Juriog the heated days. Many cases of suu-
stroke occurred on the London sireets, and the policemen of the great city,
who are attired alwaysin heavy uniforme, lost several of their numbers from
this cause. The death rate from heart failure, caused by exertion durlng
the great heat, has been much Increased, and the misery caused by a hot
summer has been widely felt. Grumblers who are always comparing our
country to its disadvantage with European countries and with the United
States would do well 1o consider the actual cash and comfort value of au
even and healthful climate,

DeA¥ orR Durt.—There Is agreat deal of spparent stopidity among out
young people which can be explsined away on the ground of deafoess,
This is especially found to be trus of pupils ia the public schools who fall
to advacce in their studies as rapidly as do the msjority of thelr school-
mmates. The pupil who thus fails is usually characterized as dull, while in
reality he Is often alightly deaf and therefore uvable to derive the full bene-
fit ofsthe oral work done. Ao American aurist declaves that 13 per cent
of the public school children have defective ears. De. Weil, a noted aurist
of Germsny, finds that 30 per cent of the schod! children of the fatherland
have impetfect hearing ; and Dr. Gelle, of Paris, who has confined his
experiments to the so-called dull children of the public schools, fiads that
ten out of twelve can hooestly attribute their mental denaity to ear trouble.
The strangest part of the investigation is that pupils, parents and teachers
wezre for the most part quite io ignorance of the fact that there was any
loss of hearlog power. There s grobably much more deafness amosg the
young scholars of our Province than is generally admitted. Messles and
scarlet fever leave their mark 100 often behind them, and during the winter
seasons when all forms of catarrhal influenza abound there is an especial
tendency towards ear trouble, It would be as well for both teachers and
parents to look the matter plainly In the face aud consider if the boy or girl
of the family is dull because of mental or physical causes. If deafoess is
the ceuse, prompt actlon should be taken and the timely attention of an
aurist to the care may not only brighten the youth of the pupil, but it may
prevent the establishment of esr disease both peinful and annoyiog.

Lazvy axp IoNoraNT.~There is & claas of people in every community
who suffer severely during the stress of winrer and durisg the months when
work is not readlly obtained. For the relle .f snch persons many benevo-
lent socicties exist and find ample field fur work, Yet, although these
benevolent societies do & world of good, and although the Gavernment pro-
vides hospital privilegea for the sick, though the poor-house stands ready to
help thoze who are ulterly beaten in the straggle for life, the coudition of
the pauper class is not ameliorated to a satisfactory degree. The root of
the matter lies with the people themselves—since infancy they have bzen
sloggish and unhopefu), and their children inherit these class marks. Tne
value of money or the value of time, ax compared with money, does not
dawa on the mind of the job laborer. He dces not know how to fake
advantege of work which presents {tself, for {t {s out of the quastion to
suppose that he will of his own accord seek work, and he has little use for
money. What little he earns is qolckly drained away in unprofitable
chaunels, and provision for the worrow is unthought of. He is not 2
reliable laborer even for the simplest work, for he has not been trained to
work either with hands or brain, and the accumulation of surplus wages is
no incentive to him. What is true of him is true in the same degree of
char-women and scrub.women. YWhile they are as » rule not addicted to
drink, they are yet Improvident, Householders who have experienced the
difficulties of obtalniog the help of elther men or women of this class
soon realise that they might easily be made self-sustaining did they but
possess “ataylng power’ and a desire to better thelr pozitions. The only
remedy for this condition of affairs that presents itself to usis that an
effort he mwade to iostil the principles of self-help and self-reliznce into the
minds of the rising generation, and if possible by mesos of free employment
agencles to ascertain the capabilities of the workman and the workwomao.
To our mind the most necessary object in any chatlty is to belp people to
help themselves, and if i the present instance the value of independence
and of provident foresight are the lessons to be instilled, every effort should
be made to teach that lesson thoroughly.

Tue ANTiquITY oF STEAM HEATING —Steam heating is not new. When
at Pompeii, George H. Bibcock found that the old Roman baths there were
heated by stesw, and in a better and more scientific msnner thauo is practised
at the present time. The walls were double, and the steam, of course uot
above the a'mpspheric pressure, was carried up through these walls all
around the room. The walls wore thus heated to s temperature approxim-
ating to that of the steam, and the occupants of the room wero expused to a
radistion from alf directions.

COMMERCIAL,

Throughout the Dominion generally business moves tteadily, though
rather slowly ss yeot, Siill here tho turn-over bears favorable compatison
with former ycars, and indicates a healthy consumplive increase, The
prospzcts of a good barvest in nearly all sections of Cansda are oncoursging,
and grester confidence in tho future is oxpressed on cvory hand, Woro it
not for the indications of a protracted striogent money market busiuces
would, doubtloss, be more sctive than it is. Ritesof discount on business
paper aro quoted at 7 to 8 per cont,, according to strength of neme. The
ndvance in rates has surprisod a good many people, but it cannot be
expected that any great reduction will take place until tho monetary position
in the Ststes improves materially. In the moanwhile the morcsntile
communpity will have to act cautiously and shape its course in accordance
with tho fact. Grocers, dry goods mon and dealers in staple lines gencrally
report business fair apd, on the whole, quite up to oxpsctations wilh values
steady. Asa rule retsilers continue to puraue a conservative policy in
purchasing for only curront wants sud roplenishing their stocks frequently.
The money markot remains much the ssme, both here and elsewhero, and
it may be expocted that when ouce it eases up speculation is bound to
oxpsnd in its proportions. In New York tome bankers sro encouraging the
idea that the time money market is getting into such shape that it will soon
be possible ‘o borrow monoy on time with comparative case at the legal rate,
There has been a somewhat greater frequency there in the occurrence of
icolated transactions ip timo money than there was a month sgo. Thore is
now, thorefore, every reason to believe that the time money market in New
York will be, before long, fairly froe. Oa the other hand it is herd to see
how rates for call money can well be maintained at the prosent low level.
The domand for money is likely to increase during the next thiny days.
Still this, coupled with increasing confidence, is anythiog but sn undesirable
state of affairs,

WeekLy Fixancian Review or Hesay Crews axp Co., New York,
Sertenser 2, 1893 —Durning tho past woek the financisl situstion has
undergone 8 marked improvenient, and not only at this centre but through-
out tho country at large. The bsnk stitoment of August 26th showed that,
upon the week's averago, the reserves of the binks remained 6,750,000
below the legsl minimum ; but the actual defictoncy, at the ond of the weok,
was probably not over $4,000,000, Since the date of that statement, about
$11,000,000 of gold has been received from Europe, the major portion of
which has gono into the baoks ; and the receipts of money frum tho intstior
have probably sufliced to offsst the shipments thither, while the Sub-
Troasury bas continued to be debtor =t the Cloaring llouse. Thus, what.
ever may be tho showing of to-day’s etatement bas:d upon aversges, there
can bo littlo queslion that the banks hold, at the end of tho weok, an amount
of lawful money in oxcess of the logal reserve requirements, This has
naturally produced a more confidont foeling among the banks, snd though
they are not yet msteiiatly extending their loans or discounts nor retiring
ceruificates, yot they aro getting affairs into form for giving the public the
benefit of their improved condition at an oarly dsy. Iiverywhore, the
interior banks are getting into better shape., Many of those that have
suspended are resuming business ; and baok drawings upon New York have
fallen to nominal dimensions. ‘Fhe near-by country banks are sppesricg
again as buyers of mercantile paper, which is a significsnt expression of
returning confidenco among o very csutious clags of lenders, The savings
banks have informaliy considered the propriety of offering to prepay deposits
the withdrawal of which has been notified, but seem to have preferred to
wait until the expiration of the 30 days’ notifications, The thirty-day period
terminated this weck, the result being that only 10 per ceut. of that class
of depositors withdrow their moaey. The botifications for withdrawal al
tho end of sixty and ninety dsys are being fast cancelled. It is thus clear
that it would be quite eafe for the savings banks to make tho suggested offer
of propaymont ; and that fact suggests a probability that theso institutions
may soon begin to return more or loss of tholr cash funds to the custody of

It also carries the advantige of dissipatiog
the doubts amoug foroign holdera of our securities, who have scut home
probably 150,000,000 of them since the Sherman Act took effoct. Monday's
vole, carrying with it tho certainty of like action by tho Senate, has beon
followed by a steady stream of buying otders for stocks and bonds Irom
London, Frankfort, Amstordam and Parls. The ext:ut of these purchases
may be inferred from the fact that, although some £15,000,000 of sterling
bills borrowed GO days ago have matured within the week, yot the rates of
exchange, instead of being thercby adversely sffscted, have been woak and
vergiog on the specie-importing point, It is to be presumed that in Europo,
as well as at home, there {s among oiutious investors a disposition to defor
buying until the solution of the silver question is placed boyond all question
by the vote of tho Sonate. It is therefore to be expected that further
purchases on forsign account will bo forthcoming when the Senate has voted.

Refiners say that with
essior money canca are likely to go higher, but there is no quotablo change
in refined, though it is said that ehadiog will resdily be conceeded to move
good round lots. Io raw sugars the wesk has proved uneventful both at
home and abroad. Willett & Gray's weekly statistical, New York, says
that without any pressure to eell sugar the quotations have remained un-
cbanged at that centrofor Conttifugals and Muscovadors, while as one of the
cutports one transiclion was made at & reduction for Muscovadors, The
next week's quotations will depend very much on whose necessities are the
greater, the buyets or the sellers, with tendency rather in favor of the buyers.
Europe bas boen more quiet and steady than befors until the close, when
considerable weakne:s was shown. Beel crop prospects are neithor very
favorabls nor very unfavorable, aud some say tho same crop as last year is
moat likely to be cozrect, while others give larger ostimates. Reporta from
cane-producing countries are very favorable for good aversge crops, and
generally largor than last year. In New Vatk the demand for raw sugar
increased last week very considerably and gave opportunity for tho starting
sgsin in a moderate 2ay of tho houses which closad dowan the previous week
10 order to supply a special demand for certain grades of soft sugars, Un-

The locality was
namod Mooss River Gold Mines. fiom the river flowing through tho district,
which takes its rito on the bordess of Guysboio Co., acd rups iuto Ship
Harbor on the Atlsntic «uast At different times properties havo changed
hands, though during the past ton years Mr. D. Touquoy has been carrying
on operations and dwehing here.  Mr. Touquoy is of French descent, was
botn in tho suburbs of Paris and has travelled almost around the wor'd
e spent severs] years in Awvstralia, resided some time in Logland, and
though a Frenchmaun, has a warm admiration and deop respect for Queen
Vietoria. Mo saw her crown. d in 1838 and honored her jubileo three years
ago by making a monster picn ¢ at his own oxpenso for the school children
and cthers at Mooso River.

Awber has frequently been found in the lignites and true catboniferous
coals of the North \Vest Territories of Canads, but none of the depssits have
been explored, with the solo oxception of sn extensive deposit on the west
sbore of Cedar Lake, on the Saskatchewan River, vear to the point where
this stresm dobouches into Lake Winnipeg—300 miles from the Prairie City
itself, The piecos discovered very in sizs from that of s pes to ths propor-
tions of a robin's egg and have apparently becn washed upon the lake shore
by the action of the waves, but their exict age has not yet been determined.
The amber is plentifully scattord along the sho1e, whero it constitutes between
5 and 10 per cent. by volume of the sand and vegetablo debrie, extending
to s dopth of at least 2 fest with a superfielsl width of 30 yards, along a
linesl distance of about one mile, which is equal to a total bulk of 316,800
cubic foet or 1,457,280 1ks. At 25 conts per 1b. the minimum valus of the
entire deposit represents a totil of say £95,000 and snables usto fiintly
gauge the valuo of the source of the fragmentsry depotits. It does not sppear
thet Canada’s 6 000,000 people yet affurd any particalar market for this sub-
stance, but the States of tho neighboring Repablic do, in the following manner:

AMBER-MICA IN CANADA,

mica, which is a magoesic mica of the phlogspite species as distinguished
from the ** muscovite” or potash mics, commonly used for stove parposes,
but owing to the fact that most of the Cinadian mica is msrketed in the
United States, profits in the mica industry bave been considerably minimizad
sitce the irception of the MoKiulay tariff.
