OTTAWA, ONT.—The City Council has
given notice of its intention to construct
an artificial stone sidewalk on Wellington
street, at a cost of $1,800.—Thos. Roy, of
the engineering staff of the Gatineau
Valley Railway Company, has recently
returned from Bitibee Lake, to which
place the surveys for the railway have
been completed.

PORTAGE LA PRAIRIE, MaAN.-The
Hudsen Bay Company are making
preparations to erect a brick block here.
—~The Town Council have decided on a
scheme to turn the water of the Assini-
boine into the Slough, which is close to
the town, thus making a three mile course,
800 yards wide. A new bridge to cost

woaden and the other for an iron bridge.
The combined length of thé approaches
to the latter is about 1,500 feet, and the
bridge itself 1,677 feet.

CORNWALL, ONT.—A deputation from
this vicinity waited on the Ontario Gov-
ernment vecently soliciting aid towards
the River qux Raisins scheme, which has
for its object the removal of a number of
rock obstructions in the bed of the river,
extending over about a mile, for the pur-
pose of facilitating the drainage of the two
townships. The work is estimated to
cost from $20,0c0 to $25,000. The Gov-
ernment will take no action this year, but
it is probable an appropriation will be
placed in the estimates next season.

NIAGARA FaALLS, ONT.—Mr. W. M,
Kyle, of Toronto, who is supposed to be
acting for several Canadian capitalists, is
promoting the construction of an inter-
national electric railway belt line. It is
proposed that the liue will start from the
foot of bridge street in this town, and
cross to the old horse car line in Drum-
mondville, thence via Lundys Lane to
Fall’s View, and back over the line of the
Michigan Central to the Suspension
bridge. The right ot way on the Cana-
dian side is said to have been secured.

WINNIPEG, MaN. — James Porter,
wholesale crockery merchant will shortly
commence the erection of a large brick
and stone warehouse on Arthur street,
between McDermott and Bannatyne
avenues.—S. Frank Peters, architect, is
recelving tenders for the erection of a
brick and stone warehouse, corner Banna-
tyne avenue and Rorie streets.

DEPARTMENT

THE IDEAL CITY-ENGINEERING
BUREAU.*
By Frascis CoLLIngwoo.

{ Corncluded, )

An examination of the list of duties just
given shows that they can be best fulfilled
by engineets; as trained judgment and
skill are especially needed in the econo-
mical prosecution of all public works.
This being true, if there be a board of
public works, 1t should consist of engineers,
each at the head of a department, with
the city engineer at the bead of all as the
executive. To ecach department should
be assigned the details of all field-work
and the preparation of designs, specifica-
tions, and contracts 1n uts branch of work,
the construction and inspection of work,
and the making of estimates and all maps
and drawings for record,—all to be sub-
ject to the inspection and endorsement of
the city engincer. The latter should be
free from all routine matters, to give him
time for the study of preliminary designs
and such general examinations as would
enable him to wisely administer his office.

[t 1s questionable, however, whether a
board of works of this kind may not be
beuer styled the engineering department.
In the former case it has been usual for
the mayor to appoint all the members;
but, ifa thoroughly good man beappointed
as city engineer, he may well be empow-
ered to appont the engineering heads of
departments, subject to 1emoval for cause.

The chief should be appointed by the
mayor, and the term of serv.ce should be
either during **good behavior,” or at least
long enough to make it worth while for a
good engineer to accept the office.

The organization here sketched is 1n
some respects a radical departure from
what now eamsts, but it s based upon
sound punuples. The ity government
having decided that certain work shall be
done, the subseyuent steps of preparning,
contracting for, and inspecting the work,
or its execution by the force under the
control of the appropriate departnent, be-
come a matter of business, and political
considerations should have no weight. A
rigid system of accounting must be insti-
tuted, but that should be a part of any
system. The heads of departments being
chosen with especial regard to their fit-
ness for the work in hand, true economy
would indicate that all repairs and main-
tenance might be entrusted to them.

The number of depariments to be
organized in any case will depend on the
size of the place tv be senned. The first
divis.on caused by the growth of a aty
would probably be into (1) surveys, park
woik, streets and stdewalks and everything
appertaining to them; (2) sewers and
water-works, street sprinkling and light-
ing, and the regulation of streams; (3)

bridges and inspection of buildings; (4)
harbor work, if much of it be required,

The special surroundings of cach city
will indicate best how the division shall
be made. As growth continues, subdivis-
ions of these will be made, but nothing
should bLe allowed to interfere with unity
of design and management.

One of the most important matters to
be arranged has not yet been considered,
—uiz., the keeping of recerds, especially
of the maps and drawings which accumu-
late so rapidly. For convenience in the
drawing-room, it is almost a matter of
necessity that complete copies of all maps
aud drawings originating in a department
shall be at once accessible, It is ulso
true that in a large city the same draw-
ings will be often wanted for reference by
some other departinent, or by a citizen.
This will be particularly true of property
or assessment maps.

A record division is therefore essential ;
and, since the duplication of drawings is
now so easily accomplished, it would seem
desirable that the records should contain
the certified originals of drawings, etc.,
from all departments, copies being made
for use in the offices.

As to the exact method of preserving
drawings, there is no agreement among
engineers. The first requirement is that
as far as possible a few standard sizes
only be made. It is found that these are
best preserved in shallow drawers with
trays 17 to 24" deep. Each drawer must
be numbered, and each drawing contain
the date of entry and the numbers of the
drawings, of the drawer, and of the office
or department in which it originates. The
card system of indexing, where it has
been tried, has heen much commended,
as it enables the recorder to make con-
stant additions without disturbing the
general arrangement.

The drawing should be entered on the
index under every head which may seive
to identify 1t. No drawmg should be
taken from its place without a receipt
from the person removing it, and the
originals of important drawings shculd
never be removed fiom the office. The
person in charge should be ubliged to
carefully examine and put in place all
drawings, as far as possible, at the end of
each day’s work.

Zhe yeneral question here under dis-
cussion is a very large and important one.
Towns and cities are the places where a
considerable part of the population of a
country must live, and everything done
by the municipal authorities comes home
to a large number of people. Ifan im-

proper grade be established, some one’

may have a puddle in front of his door or
possibly a flooded street under certain
conditions. 1f a poor pavement be laid,
it becomes a plague and annoyance to
many. If a sewer be too staall or badly
constructed, stoppage, resulting indanger
to health, may ensue. And so on, to the
end of the long list of annoyances, great
and simall, resulting from poorly designed
or poorly executed work. Again, if waste-
ful or dishonest methods be employed, or
if political considerations rule in the em-
ployment of men,.every man's taxes are

increased, and hving is made unnecessarily
expensive. The scheme proposed may
be utopian, but the “sdeal” bureaun only
is under consideration. The more nearly
this can be attained unto, the less burden-
some and the more cflective will be the
result of its operations.

LEGAL DECISIONS AFFECTING
MUNICIPALITIES.

Judge Pagnuelo recently rendered
Judgment in Montreal 1n the case of Mrs.
William St. George against the city. St
George was a fireman attached to the
ladder of Nao. t station. As his ladder
left the station it collided with a beer
waggon, having been obliged to run be-
tween a car and a waggon, and St. George
was killed. The Judge held that the
driver of the ladder, though obliged to go
fast, was not obliged to urge his horses to
so great a speed that he caused the death
of one fireman and risked the lives of
others. Mrs. St. George was awarded
$4,000.

CANADIAN PaciFic RaiLway Co. V.
TowNsHIP OF CHATHAM.—Judgment on
appeal by plaintiffs from order of Common
Pleas Divisional Court (25 O. R., 465)
dismussing without costs (Rose, J., dissent-
ing) on appeal by plintiffs from judgment
of trial judge, Street, J., dismissing with-
out costs action to recover the balance of
the amount alleged to be due to plaintiffs’

railway, ander a contract between the .

parties under their respective corporate
seals, whereby plaintiffs were to build, and
defendants to pay for, a culvert through
an embankment. The defendants paid a

sum of $2,000 before the commencement
of the work. The culvert was built, and
was accepted and used Lythe defendants,
who, however, refused to pay forit, on the
ground that the agreement was ultra vires,
No by-law had been passed authorizing
the construction, nor were any of the pro-
ceedings required by secs. 56y 582 of the
Municipal Act taken The court, below,
under the circumstances, held that the
agreement was nvahd and not enforce-
able. Appeul dismissed with costs, Osler,
J.A., dissenting.
