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sidered that there are but very 'few busi-
ness men who, if called upon suddenly to
pay up all their indebtedness, would be
able to avoid suspension,-that what a
business man or firm is worth is repre-
sented by the difference between bis
assets and his liabilities, that in most cases
he must realize a large part of the une
before he can discharge the other, for no
business man keeps any large part of bis
capital lying idle, the mischief of rumors
set afloat for stock-jobbing purposes will
be understood. Sometimes, it is true, the
fluctuations in prices come from natural
causes in the course of trade, but often
they are brought about by the combined
agency of a few sbrewd speculators, and
occasionally natural causes, as in the case
of the Exchange Bank, fail to move the
figures. How this is done in Montreal is
merely a refiection on a very small scale
of operations in New York, and which will
in some degree apply by simply substitu-
ting Gas, Richelieu, or other stocks for the
railway securities of our neighbors. I Sup-
pose," says a recent writer, " that for
several months business bas been gener-
ally good ; prices for staples have been re-
munerative ; manufacturers have been
busy, and the wages of labor satisfactory;
merchants have had a large trade; and
froin all sources the railways have had
heavy receipts, and stockholders were
prosperous and happy-dividends of 4 to
10 per cent have made their hearts glad.
But this is precisely the condition of
things that does nat satisfy the aperators.
During this season of prosperity stocks
have been climbing upward largely, and
wien the topmost figures are reached the
magnates sell out to the dear people all
their surplus holdings, careful only to
retain the control of their leading pro-

perties. When tieir strong boxes are
sufficiently infiated a railway war of the
largest dimensions is suddenly sprung
upon the public. The freight and pas-
senger rates are remorselesly cut down to
nominal figures. Of course the stocks of
the roads at war tumble, and the entire
list follows suit. If the fall is not
sufficiently great the strategists borrow
all the money in the street and lock it up.
Interest mounts up. Margins are wiped
out, and stocks are thrown upon the mar-
ket and sold for whatever they will bring.
This is just the time when the heavy-
weights come in and sustain their favorite
stocks. Thus, in a few weeks, they rake
in their pile, making more than they
could realizeby legitimate profits on their
holdings in as many years."

The methods to which persons in high
position sometimes resort in.order ta get
quietly rid of their holdings isdescribed

by another writer: "The owner of hun-
dreds of shares bas no difficulty in borrow-
ing as much froin his fellow-directors for
a few days. The borrowed stock is sold
on the market, and-the holdings are
employed to repay the borrowed stock to
those who have not foreseen the storm,
thus every difficulty is avoided, and.
wisdom gets its due reward.

CABINET CIANGES.

We venture to hope that there will be
a general approval, without reference to
political parties, of the recently effected
change in the arrangement of, offices, by
which Sir John Macdonald is to become
President of the Council, and the IIon.
Senator Macpherson Secretary of the
Interior. It is, perhaps, to be regretted
that, in announcing the change, some of
the Ministerial papers have referred to it
as desirable in order to relieve Sir John
Macdonald in bis advancing years from.
the labor of presiding over an important
department. We hope, on the contrary,
that the arrangement, which is for many
reasons a most desirable one, and which
bas been frequently advocated,- will be
adhered to in future. The practice which
bas prevailed of appointing the junior
member of the Cabinet to the office which,
from its titie, wouldseem the most fitting
for the Premier, cannot be- too soon
abandoned. The office, when held- by a
junior member, may be said to have
hardly any duty attached to it, whereas,
when held by the Premier, it would
enable hiim to exercise that constant
supervision over the departments gener-
ally which it must be diffiult for him to
do while charged with other important
duties. It is, we presume, well-known
that the heads of departments in the
United Kingdom bave much greater con-
trol over the business entrusted to their
charge than tihey have in Canada, although,
as a rute, they can take no importan t
step without the concurrence of the First
Minister. In Canada, owing to the Faderal
systeml of Government, the whole Coun-
cil deal much more with details, and it
is obvious that the President of the
Council, whicl has to consider these
de tails may,' with advantage to the public

-service, occupy himself as Premier, with
their consideration, ta a much greater
extent than a junior member could do.
Believing, as we do, that the proper office
for thePremier to fill is that of the Presi-
dent of the Council, we hope that the
new arrangemnt will be continued in the
future, and that it will not be looked on
as one made to afford temporary relief to
Sir John A. Macdonald.

A WORD ON THE SIT

$09,

UATION.
The recovery frim the depression of

1875-80 was marked by an amount of
speculation in outside ventures hitherto
unapproached in Canada. The success
attending the ventures of a few mon in
high places on both sides of the line, the
opening of the North-West, the progress
of Our great inter-oceanic railway, the
efforts of party journals to exaggerate the
value of the railway termts, these and
some other circumstances which may not
be recounted, aIl tendel to imbue our
people with infiated ideas of the future,
and thousands made every haste-took
short cuts-towards getting rich. A few
succeeded, but disaster overtook many
more. Those who resisted the tempta-
tion, to make undue haste can now, if they
choose, purchase cheaply what others find
too heavy to carry any farther. Croaking
is as much to be deprecated as its op-
posite, over-security: there is less indica-
tion of a period of depression than there
was in 1875, and it is possible that the
growth of the country during the last two
or three years may check even limited
disaster; but wve have just reaped one of
the poorest harvests of many years, and
this at a period when stocks in other
countries are unusually heavy and prices
consequently low; and although the
earnings of the people have kept full pace
with the growth of our home industries,
much of it bas been squandered in unpro-
ductive directions and in luxuries the
purchase of which should yet have added
largely to the wealth of the mercantile
distributors. It is probable that any
forthcoming change will-prove merely an
interruption of the pace'at which we have
been going for the last year or two,
and it is to be hoped that the lesson may
not be more severely administered. The

people of the United States have already
experienced a check to the prosperity of
the last few years. The Bcnkers' Maga-
zine fo'r October bas the following 'article
on the subject, under the caption of "ITFe
Business Depression," which may be.of
interest to our readers

"(It must be clear to everyone that we
are.under the shadow of a business de-
pression, nor is there any rational ground
for expecting that it will immediately
pass away. For a long time many have
believed that the sunshine of prosperity
wauld return, diffusing gladness every'
where; but quite generally beliefa'has
changed ta doubt, or, still worse, toldes-
pondency. If the causes which were
in operation, to# produce this state of
things had bean carefully analyzed it
would have been seen long ago that timea
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were likely ta be much worse before they
would become better. Men did not stop
ta think ; they desired prosperity and so
they looked for it; had they stoppei for
a moment ta consider the commercial
and financial condition of' the country
they would have surely seen many si.ms
ofthe coming depression. Let us glance
briefly at some of the leading business
events since our recovery froim the busi-
nessi depression of 1873. The revival nas
opened with renewed acÉivity in railroad
construction.. This led ta a greater acii-
vity in ail other pursuits. 'T'lse business
world is like the lumani body-if one
menber suffers the others suffer, and if
an important branch of business be
restored ta sound condition aIl the other
brancleswill be improved. Consequently,
when railroad construction began on an
extended scale, first the iron and steel
manufacturers felt the reviving influence,
then the èotton and woollen manufac-
turers, and one branch of industry after
another until the revival was complete.
........... 0f course weiall Bay hown much
better it would have been hald this
growth been less rapid, and prolonged
over a longer period. Then the deiand
for commodities of ail kinds would not
have been so greet, profits would have
been less, importations would have been
restricted, and manufactoi'ies would not
have been erected so rapidly. The im-
mediate prosîerity of the country would
not have been sa brilliant, but the people
would have been a thousaidfold better off
had they moved more soberly. But the
industrial movement of modern society
seens ta have radically changed. No
longer is there a steady, unîiform pro-
gress. We msust live on the tops of the
mountains gilded with constant sunlight,
or suddenly sink down into the valleys
where the sun is scarce seen at ail. This
state Of things is favorable 'ai' the specu-
la'or the adventurer in society, but it is
not favorable ta healthy business. Enor-
mous profits are the sure precursors of
mnuch ruin; " booms '' are foo often only
a kind of alcolholic stimulant, leaving tie
persons vho first experience its delightful
effects in a ivOrse condition thai before.

It ia nquestion nell wortliconsiuleration,
must this be the future course of indus-
trial ruovenent? Must people, if they
do business at all, be putinto this over-
excited state and then suffer frona sub-
sequent depression ? As w'" have re-
markedthis is the condition of things
over which the speculator rejoices if lie
can get the heads af persans turned lie
cii make them believe anything; he can,
unload worthless stocks and 'bonds ;as
with a vell-etherized patient, le can do

with his victim whatever he pleases. But
a sound le asiness does not need over-
stimelation ; and one of the most serious
questions for the business world ta con-
sider is, how can a more uniforim level of
prosperity be maintained ? In other
words, ho' ran the sense of the people
be pi'eserved, andi thus escape too great
expansion ta be inevitably followel hy
depression ? It nay be that no possible
cure'exists, but if there is none, then
business men wilil have learned somiething
whei they learn tLhat the people are likely
to move in the future, not steadily on-
ward, but fitfully, swiftly at one period
and standing still, perhapsi at another.

We are nowv recnvering from our de-
bauch-from Our foolish, wild adventuring
-from our excessive railroad building.
There are those who maintain that ihis
depression is due to a protective tariff,
whereby our manufacturers were led ta
extend their business more rapidly than
they would iad a differen t National policy
prevailéd. But those who think thus do
not understand the situation. The ex-
tension of our manufactures was caused
by the suddenly increased demand, but
the tariff had nothing ta do with this.
New raili-oads in every direction vere
projected, and these undertakings gave
rise ta a new demand for iron and steel.
If we had been living under a low tariff,
these enterprises would have been pro-
jectedjust the same. If the.tarifFi had
any efi'ettatall,i t n'as ta diminish the nume
ber, in consequence of the higher prices
which commodities commanded. But
the same thing happened in other coun-
tries. A newv demand sprangup in them,
and new factories ivere established in
order ta supply the increasing wants of
the world. Ouir business and industrial
experience is not in the least peculiar.
The same state of things exists elsewyhere,
occasioned by the operation of similar
causes.

One tlhing is clear, if business in the
:uture is likely ta come in spurts, ail
should be very slow ta extend manufac-
tu'ing enterprises. Several good resuits
would ·fow 'rom the adoption of auch a
course. First, when the boom or spurt is
over there would be few'er silent factories
and idle persans. Secondly, if the num-'
ber ofi factories were nlot increased, the
enhanced prices caused by the new
demand would tend ta check the fever,
and thus prolong the period of activity.
In any event, oui past experience should
teach us the lesson ta enlarge slowly, and
not ta spend ail the profits during a
prosperous period in building greater,
and. then suifer du'ing the period of
deplrèssion fron want of employment and

capital. It is also quite clear 'hat the
depression is not likely ta be sa severe
and last sa long as the one that began in
1873. The country lias not sunk so much
money in bad investments as it had just
previous ta that event; it is far licher,
and must invest its accumulations in
sane way ; t bey certainly will not remain
long unemployed.

'l'he recovery of business wvill depend
somnewhat on he couise tley take, for
the effects of' a hetter management of
oui' railroads wiou!d extend very far. Busi-
ness, as a whole, is nat geting wonse; in
somie branches improvement isseen the
period ai heavy tailures seens ta be over,
and if ther'e are no signs of any mai ked
prosperity there is rational ground for
believing that,with prudent conduct, per-
sons will be able ta live without impairing
their capital, and, indeed, improve their
lot rathier thai increase their liai dships."

THE CIGAR TRADE.

It is probably safe ta say that more
than half the aidult male population or
Canada and the United States use tobacco,
and the number of those who smoke
cigars is rapidly increasing. The fashion-
able fancy for smoking cigarettes which
seized upon our youth in town and city
same two or three years ago biought large
numbers of recruits ta the ranks of the
cigar smolcers; the effect of the initial
attempt with a cleap cigar or pipe in
occasioially curing tle votaries of the
weed must have suggested ta some friend
of the cigar men the introduction of the
cigarette as a gradual step ta promotion;
at ail events the output of cigars in'creased,
and the real or fancied increase in de-
mand had the effect of adding ta the
number af manufacturers in this city and
also ta the number of retailers. That the
steps were p'emnature is shown by the
nuinber of failures which have taken
place during the present year, but many
of these manufacturers and retailers
started witi little or nothiîg but a full
stock of confidence, and, having once
put up a sign, there appears ta have
%een little difliculty in financing with
smaller banks eager for customers, who
w'ere not averse ta paying high rates of
discouit. Some of these 'makers bave
resumed business, but ivith clipped
w'ings, anîd one or two have s huglit fresh
flelds for their endeavois.

The od established firms and bouses
with capital appear ta be doing a profit-
able business, bbut there are not wanting
canplaits as ta the rate of duty. Die
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excise duty in Canada, as in the United
States, is s3 per tiousand, but our.neigh-
bors protect the domestic article by a
tariff of $2.50 a pound and 25 per cent
ad valorem, while in Canada they are
allowed,only 60 cents per lb and 20 per
cent on the value. It is contended that
the effect of tiis is ta limit the produe-
tion of the better class of domestic cigars ;
for the name of Havana-evei the brand
and stamp on the box-will influence
many people in favor of trashy .Cuban
goods whieh coast then not less than 10
cents retail; for all imported cigars,
whether they cost $60 or down to $20
per thousand in Iavana, will be retailed
at that price, and. the natural tendency«
is to the purchase of the lowest grade that
will suit. We have before us a Bock,
"Golden Eagle, Reina Maria Victoria,"
the price of which is $80 a thousand in
Ulavana, and it retails singly for 15 cents
in Montreal, or $14 per hundred. As the
thousand of this brand weigh Il lbs., our
readers can estimate the profit to the
importer, adding perhaps'$1.50 for export
charges in Havana. The Luis L. Varilla,
Esquisitos, another small cigar, sells for
$38 per 1,010 in H1avana and for $8 to $9
per 100, or 2 for 25 cents in Montreal, ac-
cording ta te fancy of the retailer. Henry
Clay Coucha or Concha Regalia, about the
same weight, are bought in Ilavana at
840 and $50 respectively, and sell here at
retail for 100 to 12'c each, or $8.50 to $11
by the hundred. Most people who lay
claim to be judges prefer a well-made
doniestie cigar ta any of the above
brands; it iveiglis nearly twice as much,
and sells for far less money. But they-
lack the inport brand ; and so uncer-
tain is the taste in cigars that, were the
cheap article, which is solS to the way-
side innkeeper at from $1.75 to $2.50 per
>03, done up in Havan' boxes, they would
pass nuster with some people at 10c
each. The trick of filling empty boxes
with cigars of inferior quality is lot alto-
gether unknown' to the retail trade.
Manufacturers contend that the higher
duty in the United States ta' whom our
legislators occasionally point as an ex-
ample, bas the effect of promoting the
manufacture of a better class of domestic
goods, the greater demand enabling them
to produce at a lower price, and the
increased competition compelling them
thereto.

There are styles of fashions in cigars,
and the average smoker buys a cigar
through his eyes. " Now, bere is one,"
says a dealer, taking it from a glittering'
show-case, "thatselIs for 5 cents. You
will notice that it is rich, dark, glossy, and
handsome. lit lias no quality; but a

sioker is satisfied with it because it looks
well, and, stuck in his mouth, it serves
the purpose of a 25-cent cigar." It was
once fashionable to' smoke light-colored
cigars, Claro or Colorado as they are
known>in the trade, but now' everybody
wants dark, colory goods. This lias led
to the use of coloring extracts, and
Havana tobacco extract is now a staple
article of maerchandise in the trade. In
shapes the cigar manufacturers are con
trolled by mold-makers, who, in order to
stimlate their business, are as inexorable
in their season's changes as are the makers
of hatters' blocks. Cigars are pressei
into wooden molds before the wrapper is
put on, and, according to the mold, the
cigar is turned out to be thick or thin,
dumpy, pointei at end, or entirely round.
Smokers are attracted by appearance,
and some shapes become very popular
and bave a great run. As for quality, it
is simply a matter of taste. Sane men
actually prefer the taste of a 5 cent cigar,
just as the habitant will cling to his clay
pipe and home-grown leaf. 'But it is a
curious fact that if a smoker once inhales
the flavor ai a fine cigar he loses ail taste
for a cheaper article.

Tobacco is a peculiar plant. Every
leaf differ. The more tender the leaf
the finer the quality. No machinery bas
yet been perfected to supplant. the skil-
ful manipulation of the human hand,
although there have been numerous at-
tempts to make cigars by machinery.
The essential parts of a cigar are the filler
and the binder, which is called a bunch,
and the wrapper. The wrapper is not
the thirtieth part of a cigar, and yet it is
the part which imparts flavar to the whole.
A bad wrapper will spoil the filler and
binder, wile a good wrapper put on a
poor bunch will miake a verygood smoke.

Cigar-makers earn good vages. In this'
city a good workmian on ordinary and
better grades gets from $5 to $12 per
1000, and as high as $15 on high class
goods, and lie can make from 350 to 500
and even 700 cigars a day.

AUSTRALASIA.

The current number of the Yineteenth
Century contains an interesting paper by
Mr. Archibald Forbas on "The present
and Future of the Australasian Colonies,"
which gives the impressions of an intelli-
gent traveller, who spent a year among
then. We have. sometimes heard that
the exuberance of Canadian loyalty had
produced strong impressions on English
travellers, but it would seem that our\
Australasian fellow colonists infinitely
surpass us. Mr. Forbes tells that " for a

" man who betrays in, talk that he bas,
"dared to let his mind stray towards the
"question of Australasian independence,
" for such a man there is the cold-shoul-
"der in the Most emphatie manner."
Again, " every publie speaker, who would
"sit down on good terms with his audi-
" ence will weave into his peroration
" expressions of devotion to the Crown,
"of congratulation that Australia lives
"under the flag of the Empire, of fervent
"aspiration that this shall be ever so."
Mr. Forbes finds that there is an element.
of oppressiveness " in this Australia fer-
"vor of loyalty.'' Intolerance comes of
it ; it frowns down liberty of speeci.

An instance is given of the effect pro-
duced by a visit from the Redmond
Brothers, Irish Nationalîsts, who visited
Australia to raise money. Certain mem-
bers of the Victorien Parliament put
their names te an address ta Mr. Parnell,
which contained the words "foreign
despotism." It is said by Mr. Forbes
"the colony rose against them in its
"wrath; indignation meetings were held
"in every township." They only escaped
expulsion froin Parliament by abject
explanations ; and at the general election,
which followed .soon after, "four out of
" the five members, who had perpetrated
" the outrage on colonial loyalty, lost their.
,"seats." Mr. Forbes evidently looks
with disfavor on this exuberant loyalty,
as he remarks :-"1 Returning to Austra-
"lia I shall have a sense ofnervousness as
"I land, because of this article, guarded
"as I design its tone shall be." Mr.
Forbes intimates very plainly that the.
loyalty which he rather sneers at is con-
tingent on the maintenance of the status
guo. "The æ8gis of the empire is wortb a
"good deal to Australia in peace time,
" whatever it might be worth in war
" time." Again, " the British investor is
"a copious milch cow of capitàl, not aloune
"in regard to Colonial Government loans,
" but in regard to the thousand and one
"colonial, financial, land, antd industrial
"enterprises with which the stock ex-
"change list has bleen so greatly length-
"ened of late years."ý

It is evident that. Mr. Forbes' ascribes
Australian loyalty en tirely toself-interest.
Ie thinks that at present teIre is. an
existing difficulty, if not impossibility, of
federation, without which independence
"would be an experiment fraught with
folly, danger, .andi mischief unspeakäble."
And yet at the very tie that this opin-
ion is expressed by an intelligent travel-
ler we bave news that an effort is about
to biele iade to bring about federation.
We doubt much its present success.
Canadian federation was in a manner
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forced upon the people by our geographical
position. Had Upper Canada possessed
a sea port and the means of maintaining
a separate Government, it is highly im-
probable that it would ever have lin.ked
its fortunes with Quebec. We must,
however, confine ourselves to M'. Forbes.

Ie thinks that '' there can happen
"only one thing to tear up by the roots
" this beautiful Australian loyalty that
« England makes so light of to-day.
"That thing will be, or would be, Eng-
"land's entering the lists of war vitiî a
"great European power.'l The conse-
quence of such a war, in Mr. Forbes'
opinion, would be that the Australian
"coast towns," of which he enumerates a
dozen or so, " would tempt the cruisers

" by their absolute opennessand defence-
" lessness." Again Australia has an em-
mense public debt. Queensland, with a
population of 225,000, has a debt of over
eighty millions of dollars, New Zealand,
with 500,000, over one hundred and fifty
millions. Mr. Forbes thinks that although
at present the seédrity is ample, yet in
case of a foreign war there would probably
be default, and that this would lead to
'bad feeling between debtor and creditor.

It is therefore his conclusion that the
only security for the connection is the
maintenance of peace, and further that
so long as peace is preserved there is no
probability of federation taking place.
We shall let Mr. Forbes speak for himself
on this point.

The act of separation from the Mother
Country exercised by the Australian

"Colonies, as the result of a war that hnd
«twrought them the harms I have out-
"lined, must and would bring about
"Australian federation, and would be the
"only lever that could effect that con-
idsummation. The one thing is the com-
iplement of the other. Federation is as
di much a chimera under the present con-
"ditions as it would he a necessity under
d the othér conditions." After declaring
that Australian. statesmen are arnusing
themBeives and their listeners with un-
practical talk about federation, and that
each colony is prospering without it, while
there is a strong intra-colonial feeling
against it, Mr Forbes makes an exception
in the case of Victoria Il which has some

vague hankering after L from interested
imotives. The other colonies are work-
"ing each for its own 1and in di rections
"which are plainly hostile to federation."
We confees that, notvithstanding much
that is vritten in a hostile spirit, the

ipression made by Mr. Forbes' article
is that lie is as favorable to separation as.
some afts 'Cenadian advocates profess ta

be.

THE COTTON MILLS.

Fome of the cotton and woolen mills, for whom
Mr. D. Morrice has been acting as banker as,
well as couission agent, are put to no little
inconvenience by the terme of the change which
took place a week ago, and are now in a position
to appreciate his former services for them. The
condition of the St. Croix mill, St. Stephen,
N., le most serious, and hie Stormont of
Cornwall wilI probably require soie iniul-
gence. One of its banks, the Exchange, can
help it but little, and the Federal, which re-
fused to sigu the extension or last week witlh
out a guarantee, insists on seeing the mill's
bilance-slieetbefore going any furtlier; and, as
there is little to be hoped fron this quarter,
notwitistanding the brave speecti at last
week's meeting, it is not ai aill improbable
thti the Stormont may be compelled to close
for a few days. The deficiency of $16,000 is
oifset by the mil, which is free of incumai-
brance and worth over $300,000. The
Montreal Cotton Co., Valleyfield, who,
doublëd their capacity only about a year
ago, at a cost of about $400,000, are
obliged ta provide for the inimediate discharge
of aî large camouint of floating indebtedness.
This mill turned out six million yards bleacled
goods in 1881, but the directors, seeiîg thait
soue nine million yards of such goods were
still brought into Canada, determined on a
large incrense, but they overshot the mark,
and have now a capacity for 20 Million
yards per anuaum. The Company hold
a meeting of sicareiolders to-day, in order
t proitde for the extIlg 1ishiment of tieir
iloating debt of $150,000, and for the lifting of
a nortgage for an equal amîount. 'fite share-
liolders have the alternative of laying up
among thenselves tic proposed bonds of
$300,000, oi of g.uaranteeing them for any
persons ai banik dlesiring to puichase ni' advance,
upon tliem. One oi' our irger banks is pre-
parei to advaire on i lie bonds huis guaranteed
wlat is requi ret for ailt imiueditue purposes, and
perîhaps more 'T'le W indsor (N.s.) mill ls
almoist the only une of those acted for by Mr.
Morrice not ising ad'ances a tieir fabrics.
There lire likely tu bu somte rearrangements of
the agencies. The terms agreed upon by
the mille at the t'eetlit congress leld here
lire being adhered to, and goods are movieg ai
a reasonable rate. We deemi it necessary ta
nake the biove remarks ini consequelice of lite
exaggerated reportsatioat.

WALTE RoSs FîIlLDE.-Tie ci'cumstances
surrounding the failuire of Walter Ross, mer-
chant, of Picton, Ont., referred to lest week,
are such as to produce feelings of grief and in-
dignation in the minds of bis creditors and
friends generailly. fr, Ross was for many years
lite leading man in Prince Edward County,
and at one time, perhaps twenty years ago,
uas considtred Worth not mich less thian $200,-
000. ne et lita time, and foir long after, répre-
sented the county in Parlianient, nud the con-
sequent neglect to attend to the details of his
business, togetlier with losses by speculation in
grain, culninatedi ici disaster in 1879. He liad
married a lady of some wealth, the widow of the
late Dr. Pime, nWho was a claimant untder the
former settlemetit fr $14,000. t :will be re-
menberei that the trustees sold Mr. Ross back
his estate et 50 cents in lie dollar, and there is
y et somle $6,000 dite an accotnt, of which Mrs.
l oss claims about one-half, and the trustees

have judgment against the lpresent stock-for-
that anmont, so that she gets in full uvhat ls
due lier fromu tie old estate. Soine few weeks
ago, Mr. Ross visited Montrea], obtainei re-
newais of' fls notes ail rotnd, an tale further
puircltases oi goode, atmang liitn a largo>
quantity of carpets from aile of our leîadtîîg dry
gonds houses. He tlso boughît a lot cf flirs
etc., t Toronto. Thesei had scarcely got into
stock when a number of local creditors, some of
them froma the time of tlie old failure-suied for
the amotints of their claims. Mr. Ross entered
defence, and tien ahandoned it, making it
equvalenit lo a confession of jtudgmntit. There
arcjttdu1nents on notes of about $22,000, of
nîticli c large pîroptortion is undorseul by.lus
wi'ife, but who, owng to bis reftsal to assign,
will get clear ofany responsibility in lthe Mat-
ter, and lie makers of tie notes on which she
l endorsed will ratk on the estate next to lier
old claim. The stock is estimated at about
$27,000, and this will probably bring 00 cents
in the dollar at the sieriffs sale. It-will thus
b seen tiat there is little left for thei ordinary
creditors, whose clains amotnt to about $20,-
000. Thbe wholesale firms whto trusted Mr. Ross
with their goods,-not becatuse of his mens,-
must experience a revulsion of feeling at stcl
prctice la his latter years, and they scarcely
thinîk e cean retire front business, however
comfortably provided for, vithi the consciousness
of htaving performed his part as faitfully and
well as his circumstances would allow. Hlow

General trade continues to be reported as
without any notable change. There is indeed
thouglht to be soine improvement in respect to
accounts, and a very general opinion thait
business, if carefully conducted, will be satis-
factory for soule months at least.
