FREE WHARFAGE.

The other day a cartoon in a New York comic 'weekly'

.represent;'ed the statue of Liberty as * frightening the
world” with the blazing torch of port charges in her

“hand. This striking cartoon forcibly .illustrates the

wharfage situation at other ports besides the one in-
dicated, but that makes it none the less true of New
York. The policy recently inaugurated by the Illinois
Central Ry. Co. of offering free wharfage ‘ab its new

docks at New Orleans has again emphasized the neces-
" sity of reducing the port charges at New York if she

would retain her present commercial importance. If

* continued, these charges will eventually drive shipping
to Jersey City and Brooklyn or to ports further south

on the Atlantic Coast where there is very little wharf-
age pail by steamship lines. The fact is that the
business of the port of New York is not so_great as is

' popu]arly supposed. A great deal has been said about

the large steamers running to New York, but the great
majority of these are passenger boats and carry little
freight. When a 15,000-fon steamer is built for the

. New York traffic, it does not as a rule mean that she

has a large cargo capacity; but when a 15,000-ton
steamer sails out of Boston it means that she is a ves-
sel that can talke 15,000 tons of freight. BSeveral of the
railways running into New York have an immense am-
ount of local traffic but - only a comparatively small

the railways running to Baltimore, Norfolk, and New-
port News have a small local business and depend

largely upon their through freight, which they make

Already
New Orleans is only second to Baltimore in the export-
ation of corn. Up to the end of Seéptember the differ-
ence in favour of Maryland's great port was only 250,000
bushels, ‘the ‘amount for the nine months. being 17,-
020,334. New Orleans is also engaging actively in the
export of wheat, the figures for the same nine months
being 2,334,000 bushels. Lard, and tallow, and cotton
are also largely shipped from that port. Over 20,000,
000 pounds of lard have been exported this year from
New Orleans. It is confidently expected that the new
free docks will give an immense impetus to the foreign
commerce of the port. :

The lesson that Canada—and especially Montreal — -
hus to learn from all this is the absolute necessity of
making Montreal practically a free port. Itisto be
hoped that the business men who have go resolutely
advocated such a measure will not abate their efforts
until substantial results have been accomplished.
In these days of narrow margins and close competition
every unuecessary or excessive charge on commerce is
a handicap in the race for commercial greatness, and
Montreal, to compete successfuily with other Aflantic

_ports, must present equal facilities in the way of re-

duced port charges with any of them. If Montreal is

to take the position which nature intended her to hold .

as one of the first exporting and iraporting ports of the
continent she can only do so by proper and just en-
couragement of those interests which have built up and
made strong and opulent such ports as Antwerp, Glas-
gow, and Liverpool. ‘

It is only fair to say that the late Harbour Commis-
sioners constantly éndeavored to make Montréal a
cheap port by reducing as mich as they were able the
harbor charges Three important reductions have been _
made:—in 1881, when the tariff was remodeled, a reduc-
tion equal to about 25 per cent. was made ; in 1888,
when the Government ssumed the channel debt the
tonnage dues were take.. - and all vessels were made
entirely free to the port; a further reduction was made
this year of 20 per cent. on the wharfage charges. The
business of the port has increaged so much that instead
of the revenue decreasing by reason of these reductions
it has slightly increased if anything. The remaining
charges are not very heavy, but they act as deterrents
to the port’s advancement. They-clog the wheels of
Montreal's progress and should be entirely withdrain.

the Dominion Government should assume the debt of
‘the port if made free and take charge of its manage-.
ment. It should also provide the means for the neces-:

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so many cases,the most expensive is really the cheapest -

in the end for in the lower grades when the hundred
and odd stones are removed there is not very much
fruit left. The fewer prunes to the pound, the fewer
stones to take the place of fruit.

It is often a matter of wonder where the mis-
erable raisins come from which are sometimes
seen in rural stores. These are what is left of the
cheapest grade after other grocers have had their choice.
Raisins run all the way from 5¢ to 40c per lb. whole-
sale. When the best of the cheapest grade has been
selected, the residue can often be had at a lower price,
and this residue finds it way to the little general store
in the far-distant hamlet. The demand there is limited,
so the supply lasts for many months and gets old and
dry and hard. The rice carried at that shop will likely
be Rangoon—it is 4c wholesale and 5c¢ retail—the
cheapest that can be had. You will not find it at the
fashionable grocery in St. Catherine or St. James
Streets. -

Owing to the low prices of the low grade teas the
sale of tea dust has not been so great of late. This
season it is very scarce owing to the large quantity
which is being bought for China where it is used ex-
tensively to help in making up the drawing qualities of
Canton “gunpowder.” Teasandsugars are notexpensive
now, so the cheap grocery has little difficulty here. The
bulk of the sugar sold in Montreal is the granulated.
Bright yellows cost almost as much as the granulated.
In the city not more than one grocery in twenty keeps
the dark yellow in stock in any appreciable quantity.
In the country it is a case of half and half. The farm-
ing community still prefer the yellow sugar to the
white. A small proportion of the cheaper sugar used in
Ontario and Quebec comes frcm the Acadia Refineryat
Halifax. :

With respect to the profits in the grocery trade it
may be said that although the difference in price
noticeable between the wholesale and the retail is often
great it is not always so great as it appears. The re-
tailer is obliged to carry a very large stock, for much
of which there is but a small and irregular demand.
His expenses are heavy, an important item of which is
the delivery of goods to his customers. As freshness
of stock is an absolute necessity for the successful
grocer he cannot buy in large quantities but as his cus-
tom demands. The few who make a substantial and
permanent success of the business show that the
grocer’s trade is not altogether so profitable as it ap-
pears to be.

REMARKABLE INSURANCE CASE.

" The decision recently given by the Supreme Court of
Canada in the case of * Torrup versus the Imperial Fire
Insurance Campany,” reverses the saying about killing

“gwo birds with one stone,” as the judgment deals two .

blows at the plaintiff's case, both being equally fatal,
There were circumstances connected with this case
which make it very difficult to state it clearly in a short
narrative form. One of the performers, in this little
drama appeared in two characters, by which complica-
tions arose that prolonged thé trial to an undue length,
and led to a verdict in the Court of first instance which

-

seems to have been given in order to get ajudgment on
certain points from the Supreme Court.

The facts that are relevant are few, and they were
not disputed; the facts that were irrelevant were very
numerous, very contradictory, but made splendid sport
for the legal hunters. Brushing aside the tangled
mesh of immaterial issues raised by the lawyers, the
following statement covers all the material points. The
plaintiff, Kdward C. Torrup, owned a factory near
Campbellton, N.B. This, with contents, he insured in
November, 1891, for one year in the lmperial Fire In-
surance Company for $2,750. The property was mort-
gaged to J. T. Walsh and G. Irvine, Executors of the
Birstall Estate, Quebec. On the 2nd August, 1892, the
factory was destroyed by fire. Claim was made in the
name of Edward C. Torrup on the Imperial Company
for the amount of the policy. The demand was resist-
ed on a number of grounds, the leading ones being
that, the conditions of the policy had been violated by
the insured, E. C. Torrup, because he had executed a
chattel mortgage of the machinery covered by the policy
to one McAllister; that he had given a mortgage of the
real estate to same person; that he had made a deed of
trust of the property to W. G. Jones and W. A. Mott,
to whom he had also given a Bill of Sale; and assigned
over to them all his interest in the policy; all which
had been done without the assent of the defendant com-
pany. It was further alleged that, the policy had been
cancelled by the company before the fire.

The policy was endorsed wit h the usual conditions, by
one of which it was declared to be null and void if* here-
after the said property shall be sold or conveyed, or the
interest of the parties therein changed, or if this policy
shall be assigned without the assent of the company
obtained in writing herein.” As the evidence was con-
clusive that, the property had been conveyed, and the
interest of the party therein changed by the chattel
mortgage, the mortgage, the deed of trust for benefit
of his creditors, and the Bill of Sale, the question as to
whether these acts had made the policy null and void
was narrowed down to the point as to whether all
these acts had been done without the assent of the
company. This raised legal questions which were very
elaborately discussed in the New Brunswick Court,a
chance for the plaintifi’s counsel being given by the
very mixed relationsof the insurance company’s agents
at St. John, N.B., one of whom was both an agent of
the company that issued the policy, and one of the
parties to whom the property was conveyed by chattel
mortgage, mortgage, Bill of Sale, and the assignment
of the policy. One point, and the essential one only,
was made clear, viz., that these instruments by which
the insured alienated his entire interest in the property
named in the policy were executed by him without the
approval in writing of the Imperial Insurance Company,
the mere fact of its agents at St. John knowing of
such deeds and being parties thereto not constituting
guch assent of the company as the policy required for
{t to be kept in force. A clearer case of change in the
interest of the insured could not be, nor could there be
a more material change in such interest than, a chattel
mortgage of the machinery, a mortgage of the real es.
tate, a deed of trust by which it was sold and conveyed
for the benefit of creditors, a Bill of Sale, and the ag-
signment of the policy to the said mortgagees and
trustees. :

’
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The cancellation plea was equally well sustained,
although the issue was very much confused, like the
preceding one, by one of the agents of the company
having acted in a dual capacity, by being an agent and,
at the same time, a party to the instruments alienating

. the property to himself as one of the trustees under a

Bill of Sale, &. The proof of cancellation rested
mainly upon a letter from the company’s agent, Mr. E.
L. Whittaker of the Campbellton agency where the
policy is dated from. In July, 1892, he wrote stating
that he had already written to the St. John agents *to
give effect to company’s instructions as to cancellation
of the Torrup policy.” He said, ** As Mr. Mott,”—one

of the agents—* is one of the trustees you will please .

take notice of such cancellation and that pro rate re-
turn premium will be paid on surrender of policy, and
that there is no valid insurance from this time so far
as this company is concerned.” The plea was raised
that the cancellation was not effective inasmuch, as
the original mortgagees were not notified, but the
Supreme Court ruled that such notice was not essential
to cancellation. :

The case would probably never have gone to the
Supreme Court but for the very mixed relations of the
several parties. The judgment of that Court most em-

phatically sustained the plea of the Imperial Fire In--

surance Company, that the policy sued upon had been
made null and void by the interest of the insured person
having been so changed as to constitute a breach of the
express condition of the policy, his interest therein
having been alienated by mortgaging the property, and
handing it over to his creditors without the consent of
the company. The case shows how necessary it is for
their own protection that all owners of property, and all
who hold a lien upon it which is secured in any way by
a policy of- insurance, should promptly notify the
insuring company of any change in the condition of the
property, or in its title, and secure the assent of the

company to whatever changes have been made in either
respect.

A NEWSPAPER ANNIVERSARY.

Our Western'contemporary', the “London Advertiser,”
has recently celebrated its thirty-fifth anniversary by a
dinner at which a number of speeches were made of no
mean ability. Naturally they were of a reminiscent
character, in which praise of the past times in respect
to the enterprise of by-gone days, was tempered with

some reflections on the tone of newspapers some years

ago which, though iustified, were not complimentary to
either old-time journalists, or their supporters. In read-
ing these remarks we were reminded of a custom which
obtains amongst the Mormons. They have what may be
term ‘‘post ‘'mortem, vicarious penitence’’ for gins
,done m life. A son, or other relative of the deceased,
who has died ‘‘unannointed and unnanealed,”’ like Ham-
let’s father, makes a public confession of the sins of the
dead man, and this avowal of penitence for the offences
of the departed wrong-doer is regarded as being as effi-
cacious as though the act of contrition had been per-
formed by the offender before death. At London, (Ont.)
a similar ceremony was gone through. Those whose
memory reaches back some years know how violent and
often wholly unjust was the language used by the Toron-

to “Globe’’ when attacking its opponents. A politician
who was outside the “Globe’s’’ party was treated as an
outlaw, as indeed a public enemy ; as one worthy of the
rankest, roughest abuse. As the writer responsible for
such language has no opportunity of showing penitence
for this evil conduct, Mr. Willison, the present editor
of the, “Globe’’ metaphorically put on a white sheet, car-
ried a penitent’s candle in his hand, and made open con-
fession of his predecessors’ offences. We trust this vicari-
ous function will have a good effect. Certainly the tone of
the Canadian press in the last quarter century has been
elevated. Time was when anyone who believed the press
of both parties to be reliable was compelled to hold
every political leader as worthy of the penitentiary. The
late Sir John Macdonald, being a large target, was be-
spattered with mud until-as it was sometimes humer-
ously remarked—half the real estate of the country had
been thrown at him. He struck back at times in kind,
and once said in our hearing that the late proprietor of
the “Globe,”” Mr. George Browm, ‘richly deserved the
gallows!”’

To what is this revolution in the tone of the press
owing? In great part we attribute the change to the
spread of education, to the wider diffusion of a higher
class of literature by the cheapening of books, and more
especially by publications of the review and magazine
order being so generally read by all classes. The days
are over when the party paper monopolises the attention
ot any class -° readers. The railways have made the
mass .. vae people travellers more or less; and even on
a narrow scale, travelling, as a celebrated writer said,
‘jg an education in itself.”” Another cause of improve-
ment has been the circulation of weekly journals like

’

the “Journal of Commerce,”’ wherein not only economic
but public questions generally have for many years been
freely discussed from an independent standpoint, and
wholly free from personalities or any form of abusive
attacks on individuals. Our public men, too, have done
good work in giving more attention to argument than to
slanders of opponents.” The “stump’’ is not such a local
Billingsgate as it used to be. One can now attend a
public political meeting without the necessity of a hot
bath after it to remove the offensive odour diffused by
the speakers.

We consider the proprietor and editor of the ‘London
Advertiser,”” Mr. J. Cameron—whom we well remember
on his first visit to the Reporters’ Gallery in 1864—quite
entitled to a good word in this connection. He can hit -
hard, and has struck many a severe blow, but he set-
some of his contemporaries an excellent example of tem-
perance in language and gourtesy to opponents in days
long past when not to be foul-mouthed was held to be
mealy-mouthed. He has our best wishes for the return
of many anniversaries in which he can rejoice over the
further progress and prosperity of the ‘London Adver-
tiser.”

BICYCLES AND BUTTONS .

It has often been remarked of late that the two Jap-
anese products whose invasion of this continent has been
loudly trumpeted are bicycles and. buttons But the
American Minister to Siam is credited with having said
the other day that there is no bicycle factory in Japan

that has yet turned out a wheel that a buyer on this
side of the Pacific would even look at, much less ride,
for less than fifty dollars, gold; that there is no plant
that can turn out over 150 wheels a year, and that
Japan cannot yet successfully compete against the cheap
buttons of Austria and Germany in her own markets,
and imports large quantities. There appears to be
neither record nor report to show any importations at
the valuations claimed of buttons into the United
States, nor is there any establishment in Japan which
can produce them at the rates claimed. No one pre-
tends to deny that there is Oriental competition, and
that there will be more of it. But how much more,
and how rapidly may the present conditions be expected
to change? lt is largely a question of the etficiency of
laboar.

The Chinese weaver works for eight cents gold a day,
but he will only tend one loom, while our weaver will
tend from four to eight looms.
our mills is 85 cents a day. But it must be remem-
bered that the rate of wages is not the cost of labour,
as a New York contempbrary points out; the cost of
labour is made up of the rate of wages multiplied by
the efficiency of labour. A large and well-equipped mill
in Wuchung contains 40,000 spindles and employs 3,500
persons—that is nearly Y0 persons
spindles.

The range of wages in

to each thousand
A mill of 70,000 spindles in Oldham, Eng-
land, employs not quite three persons per thousand spin-
dles, and on this Continent mills generally employ fewer
persons in proportion to the machinery than knglish
mills de. In spite of the cheap labour the Wuchung
mill is not profitable. How can it and mills like it be
expected to pay if they require thirty times as much
labour as oar mills paying ten or fifteen times as high
wages for probably a greater amount of work? Kight
cotton mills in Usaka, Japan, have 162,000 spindles
and employ 10,000 persons—62 employes per thousand.
According to official statistics all Japanese cotton mills
show about 65 persons per thousand spindles, mostly
employed in double shifts—a little over 3U persous per
thousand spindles in single shifts. In Bombay about
25 persons are employed per single shift spindle. Lower
wages, it is obvious, disappear as a factor in this vastly
reduced efficiency compared with, say, three operatives
in Canada, or in the United States, or in England.
The Japanese acquire Western arts more readily than
the Chinese, and their wages are higher than those of
the Chinese. 'The wages have made a great advance in
.the past two years, and they bid fair to go 50 or 100
per cent. higher in the next two years. A greater rise
has been seen during the last twelve months than in the
last twelve years. In short, Japanese manufacturers
will soon have to face the results of their own competi-
tion. Every new establishment tends to increase wages.
The introduction of Western methods of production into
Japan has already caused wages to rise and will con-
tinue to do so. It must have the same effect in China.
Another factor which will tend to equalize the cost of
labour in the East and the West is the ‘‘organization of
labour’’ which is already said to be begun in the land of
the Mikado. It will not be long before the Chinese will
follow the lead of their quick-witted rivals in Japan.
Asiatic competition does not look so formidable when
it is analyzed.

A TWENTY DOLLARS ADVT.

If there is anything new under the sun advertisers are
likely to be the first to discover it. It may be doubted.
whether there is any mode of advertising better than that af-
forded by the columns of a newspaper whose circulation
reaches subscribers in every locality where business may be
or is done—people who pay for their papers and consider
them worth paying for and worth reading. It is, however,
those who strongly believe in the value of advertising who
are oftenest led to venture in specialties. Some of these are
certainly very ingenious, a few of them comical. Of the lat-
ter sort was a bieycle-rider who wheeled up and down St.
James street a short while one da,; last week. He was an
oddity sens doute, and might well have masqueraded as the
King of the Tramps or of All the Beggars at a fancy dress
carnival in a south-western city. A more grotesque figure
was never seen on a Shrove Tuesday at Rome or New Or-
leans. As sturdy policeman O'Donuell had never seen such
an object before—had never visited anything in the shape of
a carnival more extravagant than one of our cwn Ice Palace
Shows—he was a little flustered at the sight, and as the
gathering of crowds more or less savory has been getting
rather common of late along St. James street, he felt he must
draw the line somewhere, and he drew it at the scarecrow,
He brought the man before one of our ancient magistrates
whose taste for the eternal fitness of things was so outraged
by the comical bicyclist that he imposed on him a fine of $20,

- but not before rating him roundly on his get-up. Had he

stopped here, it might not have called for a remark—but as
one of the proprietors of the popular brands of cigars printed
all over the man’s habiliments was present in court, his
Honor felt it his duty to give him the benefit of his opinions
on certain points of political economy, and to credit him
aloud with having the appearance of a gentleman. * You
look like a gentleman” said His Honor. As he knew there
is such a thing as ‘“contempt of court” the natural retort
was suppressed. As our manufacturers and other business
men are as anxious to conserve the laws—and no less cheer-
ful contributors to the taxes from which are paid the salaries
of those who expound them—we may be excused for holding
it as our belief that His Honor stepped beyond his functions
in thus giving vent to his feelings in this case, especially in
referring to the origin, the religion or the creed of the gentle-
man whom he lectured on his grotesque advertisement.
Since writing the above, Mr. Maurice E. Davis (S. Davis &
Sons) the gentleman referred to, has received an ample
apology from his Honor who admits he was rather rash in
his remarks on the occasion. Indeed he denies having
made any allusion to the religion or nationality of Mr.
Davis.

MAKING A MARKET FOR MINING SHARES.

We have had occasion more than once of late to warn in-
tending purchasers of mining shares that the most rigid en-
quiry respecting every detail of the mine’s history and
present condition is absolutely necessary before any invest- -
ment is made. It has been remarked that there are three
points to be considered in an investment : First, one should
be able to get his capital back; secondly, one should get his
interest regularly , and thirdly, one should be able at any
time to take the securities to his banker, and borrow, say
three-quarters of their face value. [f these points constitute
a touchstone for a good investmsnt, then it must be
admitted that gold mines do not stand the test.
The wonderful mine stories of which the country
is now full are only to be believed on presentation of
proofs—which are not often forthcoming. *Making a mar-
ket” for mining shares can be carried on in more ways than
one but we would draw attention toa concrete example of
the business which the other day formed the subject of an
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action in London, Eng., before Mr. Justice Lawrence. Ac-
cording to the Economist, Messrs. Sadd and Mulkern, mem-
bers of the London Stock Exchange, sued Mr. H. 8. Foster,
M.P., for a balance of £474 due on “put and call” options in
the shares of the Nation's Treasure, an alleged gold mine in
Western Australia. The option meant in effect that in con-
sideration of “ making a market” for the shares, tue plain-
tiffs should have the right to buy from or sell to Mr. Foster
at 11s per share, subsequently raised to 12s 6d per share,
owing to the “sagging” condition of the market. After a
special settlement had been granted the plaintiff’s asked Mr.
Foster in whose names the shares they had “put” were to be
registered; but the defendant declined to settle the question,
stating that he was simply acting as trustee for a “pool.”
In giving judgment, Mr. Justice Lawrence said the first
question he had to decide was under what circumstances
these shares were bought by the plaintiffs. Were they
bought as a regular Stock Exchange transaction, or for the
purpose of making a price for them in the market? Ashe
understood it, this was not a company in which the public
had any shares, and the object appeared to be to raise money
for the working of the mine. This will strike many city men
as a very charitable view of the position. Indeed the learned
judge added that the real object was, he supposed, to make
people who were more or less foolish believe that the prices
of the shares were going up very much, and to embark in the
concern under the belief that it was a very good one. He,
therefore, decided for the plaintiffs on the claim. The pro-
cess of “ making a market” is very generally resorted to,
but it is, nevertheless, a reprehensible one, for it is in fact a
systematic attempt to deceive the investing public. It is not
in the fitness of things that operations of the kind should be
indulged in by a gentleman who has the privilege of append-
ing M.P. to his name.

CUBA'S SUGAR TRADE.

Cuba’s name has been associated so long with the produc-
tion and export of sugar that its absolute disappearance
from the list of countries exporting to the United States since
June last is well worth chronicling. The disappearance is
explained in part by the competition of the countries which

are paying bounties to their domestic producers to secure for -

them the privileges of Cis-Atlantic markets. Cuba has
powerful competition in the other West Indies, the East
Indies and in Africa. Africa has leaped at a bound into
the arena of countries sending sugar to America, and has
multiplied her exports more than five times within a year.
Brazil is cutting a considerable figure in sugar exporting.
The value of the amount shipped to the United States for
the first eight months of th's year being $3,243,280. Ger-
many’s exports to the same country for the same period be-
ing $18,252,491; the Hawaiian Islands $11,801,178. For the
first eight months of 1895 Cuba shipped $30,245,194, but this
year the total is only $9,204,184.

THE WRECKED STEAMER.

‘What the captain of.the wrecked steel SS. Memphis,
Montreal to Bristol, could have been doing along and close
to the south coast of Ireland instead of fully 100 miles off,
even in a “ dense fog,” is something which a landsman can
hardly be expected to understand, but perhaps the captain
can explain. The vessel was laden with grain, fruit, pro-
duce, cattle, lumber, & miscellaneous cargo. The crew num-
bered 30 of which 12 are lost. The vessel which was buiit at

- Belfast in 1890, was about 3,000 tons gross, and rated Al at
Lloyds. She was valued at £32,000 and is insured with com-

panies in England and at Lloyds for £30,000. The cargo is.
