“Jo interdict a
man from the |ossession of family comfotts,
shonld have been the greatest repiobation, the
last punishinent of the law. 1t should bave been
the only pain of death inflicted by a humane aid
Christian legislat.on.— Lamartine.

by a little aid of the 1magination, we may
even suppose that the men, the things, lll‘c
noise. and bustle of a very bustling metropolix
are all before us.  ‘There o we have the
pleasures and amusements of the warld por-
trayed before our eves. [t ix to be presumed
that business must occasionatly give way 1o
enjoyment, and whatever may be the pecu-
farity of taste, here is promise of itsabundant
gratilfication,  The theatres throw open tiwir
portals, the races entice the adventurous, the
ball room and fete ofler thair attractions, and
for the humble circles, we have all the varie-
ties of amusements from a boxing mateh to @
pic nie.  As to the vices of men, hey also
have their columns; and we have, with ali
minuteness of detatl, 1he acconnt of a bioody
dael, a bold fraud, a daring robbery, or a hor-
rible murder. Mo batter commentary on hu-
man depravity can be found than the daily
oceurrences which are here chironicied, and
the strongest statcments are corroborated by
the conduct of the very persons who profess
to dishelieve them.

Great national changes are sometimes eventa-
ated by canses which appear suddenly to operate
a: soon as they hegin (o exist. At the same time,
by the eye of the moral and Chrintian phileso-
phery there is seen a most evident series of cause
and effect, Jong and gradually operating and se-
cumulating in degree of power and extent of in-
fluence.  These, bearing on the public mind, at
length result in consequences which, to men in
geaeral, become the st discaverers of the caus-
es fiom which thev have proceeded.

The divinely-recorded facts of Jewish history
furnish us with several exemplifications of this,
Audin the present day there are principles in
operation in the mass of the Israclitish penple,
the present indications of which are a presage o
the apptoach of a great moral venavation among
them, We may especially point to their growing
desire for the Holy Scripures.

In his second epistle to the Corinthians, St.
Paul intimates there will come a period which
will be marked by a prevailing fear of Gol a-
mong the Jewish people. In such a state of
mind they will rapidly yield to the augmenting
inflnences of < the Lord the Spirit; and will
thus become the more easily impressible in fa-
vour of « the blessed Gospel.”” ~“See ch, iii. 13.
In this pnssage St. Paul alludes to the ¢ blind-
nass>® of the Jewish nation in regard to the genu-
ine Massiahship and divine character of our Lord
Jesus Christ. He speaks of it thus: < But cven
unto this day the veil is upon THEIR HEART.”

Always take care to-blend instruction with
amusement, so that there be no instruction with-
out ainusement—no amusement without instruc-
tion. Be methodical in all your domesti¢ arrange-
ments.

Let the hows devoted to family devotion he
Leld sacred ; saffer no vimter or company to put
them aside,

Never allow your authority, as a parent, to be
Cisputed 5 be firm, dignified, mild, and composed.

THR CULLLOTIAF.

Toy London Quarterly Review, for December,
toulaing an elahorate but interesting article upon
the systematized murders by the guillotine, the
origin of the barbarous instrument, and other
matteis cennected with this most terrible feature
in the histery of the French Revolution,—The
gnillotine, it appears, was not originally designed
with any view to what turned out to be its most
important characteristic— the areat number of
victims that it could exccute in a short space of
time—but, this bloody instrument was at first
proposed on u combined principle of justice and
mercy, the inveator contending that hangine was
a lingering and cruel punishment, while death by
decapitation must be immediate.

After giving much informatior in relation to
hissanguinary machine, the writer of the article,
spraking of the pusition it occupied in France, says
that the guillotine remained in permanence in the
celebrated ¢ Place de la Revo'u:ion” until June
Bth, 1794, when the inhabitants of the streels
thiongh  which the sufferers had to pas:, being
weary of-the heart-rending sight, resolved that
the cruel instrument should be removed to the
s Place St, Antoine,” in fiont of the tuins of th
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Bastile. [t staod in this new position, however,
bul five days, the chop-keepeis not liking thair
aew neizhbont; and having inthes- brief ve days
executad  ninety-8ix petsons it was removed to
e ¢ Bagrier da Tione,” where it stond from the
th of June to the fall ol Robeepivrer, 27th of July,
1794,

In the fortv-vine dave, in which it i3 @il to
have stond a1 the « Bariere du Tione,” it ile-
spatehed twelve handeed and seveuty persons, of
hoth sexes, and of all ages and ranks, and it be-
came wecesgary to build a kind of sanguiduct ot
vany ofl the sireama ot blood ;and on tie vesy day
whoen Robespiatee fell, even when the slightest
interrugtion would have sufficed (o have stopped
the fatal proceesion, forty-nine prisans pasesd to
the place ot execution I Qn the 27th of July,
at about half past three in the afternonn, just as
tns a1 hatch of vietims were abaat to Jeave the

town taok plice, caused by the revolt against
Huht-slli.-m-,

Here an event ncenrredd which reflected great
credit upon Sangan, the chief exeentioner. |l
was ronducting the prisoners, hut obzerving the
disturbance, and seeing Faugnier, the accusaten
publie, passing (he court where the pusonees
were ascending the fatal carls, on his way to
dinnet, he ventured to stop Faoquier, and repre-
sented 1o him thut there ware rumoms ol com-
motion, suuzgesting whether it would not be pru-
dent 1o postpene the executiong al least, il the
next morning.  auguier roughly rephed that
the law must take its comse, e went (o din-
ner, and the forty—nine victims went to the saf-
told— whither, in due time, he fotlowed them ?

‘T'he next day the guillotine was removed hack
to the scene of its lonzest tiiumphs—the ¢¢ Place
de 1a Revolntion®—uhire, on the 281h of July,
it avenged humanity on Robespicire and lwenty
one of his followeis; the next day, sixty-nine;
and the day after thirteen mote ol his associales.
