BISHOP BROWN ON MISSIONARY
OFFERINGS.

The Bishop of Maine was very urgent
at the great missionary weetings in New
York, that the naines of régiilar contribn-
tors {o the missionary funds of the
Church, should be reported, in some
way, to their brethren, published, for
instance, in the Spirit of Missions, annu
ally. Very decided objeclion was made
to his views, on the ground that our
Blessed Lord discountenanced ali preten
tions of liberality, and advised that, in
matiers of charily, the left hand should
not know what the right hand dooth.

Gon demands open con-
fession of faith in Him, open vows of
loyalty, znd open service. RBaplism
apenly merks the Christian from the rest
of the world, Holy Communion is a
Sacrament in the light of day. There is
no ostentation, necessarily, in payment
of tribute to Gon.
ment mean bul that Goo is King!?
What does it mean but that man ac-
knowledges that from Gop he has life,
and wealth and grace. We do pot say
that it is not possible that some men
might wish to buy for thomselves a re-
putation for piety by building a church
or endowing a diocese. But, genarally,
Gob is honored by open service. There
is such a thing as le'ting “your light so
shine that men may see your good works
and glorify your Father which is in
Heaven.” And there such is a thing as
hiding a light under a bushel. Wo say
this :—Some men wish for privacy about
their payment for divine service, beeause
they pay sums unworthy of their ability,
and not honaruble to Gop

In the primitive Churcl it was one of
the duties of the deacon toannounce the
gilts of the laity to the whole congrega-
tion. At the time of the offertory he
would say .audibly, “Brother Andrew
givea a talent of silver, or five fleeces, or

Tux Diocese or Mapnas.—IX,

Skelches of the Teluqe Mission, by the
Nev. J. &, Padield, Masulipatam.

It was not in the highest spirils ima
ginable that at the end of the year 1868
I found mysolf approaching the lurge
old fort near Masulipatam, [ was noar
ing the end of a long journay, first round
tha Cape, from Loudoun to Madras, in the
good ship Gosforth, and then up the
Bay of Bongal ju a coasting steumer.
We had descended fiom the stéamer into
a boat, for no ship can thers como with-
in miles of the shoro. We had been for
several hours in tho said boat steering
towards the flat dosolate-locking shore
Wo had crossed the “bar” that impedes
tho ontrance jolo the rivor, and were
slowly rowing up the creek towards
tho lIanding-place. I wns then just
reaching the end of my long journey,
and nearing the placo I had often pietur-
ed to mysolf in my own mind as boing
like—well, as heing as unlike the reility
as it was possible to bo. As I havo said,
my s8pirits wero rather depressed, and
naturally so, for a more dull, miserable,
desolato-looking spot in the world there
cin scarcely be than the couantry that
meets one's view in going up tho river
from the soa %o Bunder fort. Fancy a’
wide oxpanse of the blackest, slimiest,
spongiest mud possible, nnd a binck slug-
gish siream of linuid mud dragging s
meandering length through the same;
and in the boat creeping up the stream
pictare two young missionaries just ar-
riving at the scene of their future labours,
and then you will not wonder at one's
feelings being none of the liveliest
Wo nt length got alongside the landing-
place, and still nothing hut desolation.
The largo fort that had once been a nilj-
tary stronghold, nnd had beon the scene
of many a battle between Nativos and
French and English, was then and still
is, & desolate ruin. The cycione, had
done more for its rair thun the batter-
ings of many a siege,

A drive of two miles was yet before us
before reaching Masulipatam proper, or
Bunder as the nalives call it ; and still
mud and desolation, for the road rums
across & dreary swamp, dry enough in
the hot season, but a lake of black
apongy mud after the first downpour ot
the Monsgon. At last we drew near to
the cantonment, snd things certainly
hesan to wear a more cheerful aspect.
Green trees, for it was the season, and
the signs of civilisalion met one's anxious
gazo, We passed several large bunga-
lows on the right sod left; here one
that is now rebuilt, and, as an inscrip-
tion nolilies, is thp Nohio - Memorial
School ; there . 2 honse now.oceupied by
a missionary, but which was in 1868
still used for the school, Next wa pass.
ed -the house.in. which Robert Nuble of
rainted memory - lived and died, and
which. .is now occupied - by the writer
of .this paper— in fact we had .come-to
the end ot our jourmey. We had reach-
ed the first and still the chief  station of

the Telugu Missiop,-and n warm wel-
come and the.eheerful sights and scenea

around soon dispelled the mud-fergotten
gloom that had certainly - depressed our|

importent schoels that form so promi-
nent o feature in the Moenmeir of Robort
Nobls, nud also in the little christian
congregation and ovangelistic agewcics
that wore presided over by a votoran
wissionury who has very recoutly been
called to his hoavenly rost.

The pettah, or native town, ie half a
mile or so distant from the eantonment,
aml o walk thrrough its sandy atreets and
lines had a vory dopreasing effect, for
overywhero ono couldt ses how “niad after
their idols" were the poor benighted

=1 hoathen.

The Telugu-speaking poople form o
very important scction of the inbabilnnis
of [ndin, In 1871 they where catimated at
15,560,000, but probably the numbers
ure much greator, ]

The Teluga country comprises tha
north-eastorn part of {he Mudras Prosi-
deney. It is some 100,000 squarc miles
in aren, and has o sen-hoard of some 500
miles on the Bay of Bengnl, from a fow
miles north of Lho city of Mndras. It
stratches from east lo west right into tho
heart of the Peninsula, in somo places
reaching 300 miles from the comst. It
is watered by the rivers Godavery,
Krishna (or Kistua), and Ponnanr. The
two former are splemdids river, which,
taking their rise on the westorn sido of
[udia, vun right across'the Peninsula,
and emply themsslves into'the Bay of

Bengal.  Amongst Lho many. blessings
conferred upon Indin by Britﬂah rule not

the least iu the systom of irrigation, by
whichghe rivors, in some places at least,
have 48y utilised for the fertilivation of
tho country., DBoth the' Krishna ind
Godavery are arrested in their course by
huge dams or ‘ anicuts,” which are buil$
across thow, ot Bezwada and Dowlaish-
weram respeclively, so ihat instoad of
their waters being waeied, ns formorly,
by running into the asoca, they are divert.
ed info nnmerous canals, which have
convorted what was praviously a compa-
rative wnsle into ons of the greatest
grain-growing districts of India,

The Tagulus are pure Dravidians —
that is, thay uare one of the old nations
that inhabiled India ages boforo they
were conquered, and gradually drivoa
southward by the Aryan race, which at
present forms the chief population of the
northern parts. They are, physically, a
fino well-built race, superior in this res-
peet to mamy. othor races of India, and
whilst they may, perhaps, be describod
as superior in intelligonco, they aro cor-
taintly a hard-working. peaceable poople,
though the aunals of tho Madrus srmy,
which is largoly recruited from them,
show that thoy are not wanling in those
qualities that make thorough soldiers.

The Teluge language, which lLas a
considerable literature of ils own, is one
that, for iis melody of sound, is called
the Ttalinn of the East; and although
it contains many Sanscrit words, yot it
really forms one of that distinct family
of langunges which aro distiuguished by
the term Dravidian.

The term C.M.8. “Tolugu Mission” is,
perhaps, a misnomer, since it may imply
an occupation by the Society of the whole
of the couniry occupied by the Telugu
people, while, in fael, ita offorts havo, na
yot, been directed {0 a very amall part of
that-extonsive territory. A more proper
name,perhape, would be “The Krishna and
Godavery Mission," the stations being
almost confined (o the area hetweon theso
two sivers. The area thus occupied, is, -
bowever, wide enough and to spam for -
the men and means avhilable. Thesa riv-
ers arg 80omu hundred, miles apart, and
centres aro here and thero: eccupied . for
upwards of a hundred miles inland; the
whole of this territory teoming with
population.” But ethor Societies -are at
work in other parts of the country, -In
1871 the nunbor of foreign missionariea
at work amongst .the . Teluygns. was sbout -
forty, and of - these-twelve belonged ‘te
the Charch Missionavy Buooiety, :

a} King's College, with one’or “two ex-
coptions, are receiving their education
free, by means of the system of nomina-
tions, In view of such facts aa thess,
apart from  the considcrations we have
nlteady stated,; we eannot think that any
goverament would break faith with
King's Collego, by withdrawing from it
a grant which, though amall in amount,
is yet necessary for its efficient adminis-

characterizes the ¥itness thal its limiled
clrculation is not to be wondered at.

"“Perhaps it will occur to-the more
sober minda amony ila 1éaders that when
thd - Witnesr charges the Church of

England with being narrow, and her

clergy with being men of no theological
attainments, it displays an smount of
ignorance and bigotry anything but
creditable to itself or to the Presbyterian
denomination. Indeed, it seems that
one, al least, of its subscribors having
read ils teiterated statement that the
tMergy of the Church of Englind “but
skim the surfice in theology,” is led to
sk with, we may suppose, some degree
of imlignation, what is meant by o
reckloss an asserlion—an asserbion in
itzolf an insult to the intellizence of its
reaclera.

We are glad for thasake of the Pres-
byterian Doy that so reckless a charge
has not been allowed to pass unchal
tenged.  With ourselves it has beeu
more a matter of pity for the writer than
of anger at his libellous words, Witl
the: host of great Theelogians which:
Mother Clinreh has in overy age included
among her children, the produets of
whose minds are the staudard woiks in
every imporiant Library of Theology,
and with her Ministry proverbial for its
learning in Divine Truth, we could well
aflord to smile at the affectation of the
editor of the Witucss when he assumed
such pompous and illy aits.  But how
o we find the editor meeling his corres
pondent’s expostulation? By a further
display of thoso smne tacties charged
against him by tho Wesleyan—suppres-
sing his correspondent's letter, shifting
his grouml, and giving a local bearing to
his remarks, which at the first were
broad nnd sweeping in the extreme.

of their complexion,—with their hand-
some forms aud Haxen hair. Ho asked
their origin ; and when told they were
patives of Briton, and pagins,—he ex-
claimed :—“Alas, for grief, that suc.h
bright faces sheuld be under the ,(.imm-
pion of tho prince of darkness, In
apswer to amother question, he learus
that their natiom is called “Ang_ll" or
“Angeli,” “Iv is well,” he _n«phes —
#Angeli, Angels, they are ju counis
nance, aud ought to be co-heirs of anguls
in heaven !

Though he thus sports with the name
of these enslaved Diritons, his heart is
deeply touched with pity, and he resolv-
ed togo as 8 missionary to thew un-
hapyy race.  This he was preveuted
froin duing, by his unexpected elevation
to the sce of Home; but, though he
could not go himself,- he lad the power
to send others ; and, sccurdingly; by the
comuund of Gregory, Augustine und
forty menks. undertook the mission.
Thev reached Britain in the year 536,
anil were kindly received by the Saxon
Chiet, whoso wife wus already a Chris-
tian. They hegan to prosecute their work
among the Saxens with great success,
and ten thousand of them were baptized
the first year. .

Augustive then  held a confercnee
with the Bishops of the British Chureh,
(seven in number, who were furced iuto
Wales by the Saxons) and propused that
they should unite, upon certain condi-
tions, for the fuither conversion of the
Island, The Bishops, however, were
displeazed with his manners, and looked
upon lim as an intruder, as may be'scen
frow their answers, which are still pre-
served. They refused his terms, and
there was no union between them.

Aud now the limit of space compels
us to pass rapidly on. Suflice it to soy
that Augu-tine was soon consecraled
Lishop by two Gallican Bishops, and be-
came the first Kpiscopal representative
of lomein Britnin. This was the entér-
ing wedge of the papal power in Iing-
Lsnd  The suceescors of Augustine, and
the Dishops of the Church, continaed
their efforts for tha conversion of the
Saxons in their own'ways. The growing
power of the former was strangihened
by 1he Norman invasion, and culminates
in the Toign of king Jehn; when the
Roman Yontiff in the person of his
legate, trampled the British crown be-
neath his feet, :

During the next three centuriés the
papel power was supreme over all the
west of Eurgpe. In England, protests
were made in several ways, * A Bishop
here and there lifts his voice. Laws
were passed curtailing the Popo’s power
to grant benefices in reversion, and for-
bidding causes to go to Rome; and
finally, in 1534, by an act of Henry V1II,
the papal jurisdiction was formally deni-
ed, the yoke was thrown off, and the
Church of England was once more free
and independent,

We have now reached’ the most im-
portaut point in this historical out-line,
for the understanding of which the out-
line was necessary. Thus far, we have
&een that there was a Church in Britain
d_uring the first six centuries of the Chris-
tian era, which sent its Bisheps to sever-
al of the early Councils, and owned no
allegiance to any cotemporary Church,
1hr0pgh the missicn of Augustine, s
foreign Bishop gained & foothold within
1ts juriadiction ; while it shared the fato
of ‘the whole Western Chureh, and
Paseed under the the Roman yoke. ~But
this yoke was wrenched off, and the
British Church resumed her ancient in-
dependence. ST

The question is simply this :—Did the
Bishops of the Church of England, by
denying the papnl supremacy and casting
out corruptions which had crept in dur
ing that snpremacy, originate a new
Church ; or, was it not the old Church
reformed? In other words, was there
any break, in the sixteenth century. in
what is technically called, “The continu-
ity of the Churcht”

Let ua look at this puint more c'oscly
Here, in the yenr 1533, the Dishops
of a national Church acknowledge 1acitly,
or otherwise, the supremacy, or jurisdic-
tion of a foreign Bishop. The next
Year aupported by the arm of civil power,
they deny that jurisdiction and proceed
to reform the Church of which they have
been mado overseers by the Holy Ghost,
and to bring 1t back fto its primitive
purity and Apostolic order, They ret1in
thie ancient and tho scriptural, and nject
the novel and unseriptural.  For cleven
yoars, or until the death of Ialward VI
ull the people continue to attend the
sime churches, and receive the sacraments
from those who had udministered them
ali along., There was no furmal schism

year 13GY, when the bull of exeimmuni-
cation was issued again Queen Elizibeth
and her adherants, and then only & few
soparated from the Chureh.

Is the Church thus reformed a New
Chureh? It has the aame old enduw-
ments, the same venorable cathedrals, the
same Episcopacy, the same old creeds,
the same old prayers, the sume old con-
aregations of the faithful! Is it not the
same old Church? As well might you
tell us that Naaman was not the same
man, when ho-came up out of Jordan
and his flesh was clean liko that of »
little child, that he was before he obeyed
the mandate of the prophet, and dipped
lis leprous body in the healing flood !
As well might you assert, thata river
which flows pure and limpid from its
mouuntain source, and then becomes dark
and turpid, through the thick and fonl
waters of tributary sireams,is not the
same river, when further on, in its un-
broken course, its walers have deposited
their foreign and corrupting matter, and
flow onin all their original purity and
trapsparency.

When, then, we speak of “The His-
torical Church,” wo mean, (in so far as
wa sre concerned,) a Church which had
its beginning in Apostolic times ; whose
foundation was pot inprobably lsid by
apostolic hands ; which had its Bishops
at geveral well known Councils of the
Church, held in the fourth century ;
which iwas free and independant, until
the ‘beginning of the seventeenth century;
which was gradually Lrought under the
Roman yoke ; which sat down in capli-
vity, from age to ago protested againat by
her Wickliffes, Grostetes, and olhers;
which finally regaiced her original free-
dom and purity in the sixteonth century;
aund has never been without her Bishops
regularly and canonically conaecrated.

Finally, wo hold that this histerical
foundation is the only possible founda-
ticn for Catholic unity. Every scheme
of umion on amy other basis, must cér-
tainly “fajl. All union on amy ather
principle must be unreal, fickle, transi-
ent ; for every such schemo will rest
upon the assumption that there can be
such a thing as a lawful separation or
schism,- Admit this, and you have
struck a dcath flow to all unity, and all
government. This principle when cariod
eut to its legitimate and logical conse-
quence,,is fatal and destructive to the
very existence of the Church. . :
© If, for example, it is lawful for one
minister to establish a new a indepon-
dant church, it is equally lawful for
every minister to do the seme. Each
mny originate a new church which shall
be as much a Church of Christ, as the
old ome. Ard this work of division,
disintegration and dissolution, will go on
until we have as many churches as we
have ministers ; in fact, until every man
is a church by himself. This 1s the
simple and logical reduction of thc ques
tioz, which can never be set aside. . -

OF course, T mean those Pricsts who ard
throwing their whole heing—Dody, soul
and spirit—into their work. Who is
thete among us Iaymen, no matter how
great the business pressure may be. who
who has not more leisuro time and less
anxiety in the courso of the yenr than
sune of our arish Priests? No doubt,
many of my fallow-laymen will duubt
that such is the case, because it may not
be so in their own parishes, but let
tlem visit some of the harl worked
parishes, of which thero ave not a fow in
our Maritimo Provinces, and they will
ue longer doubt the truth of my asscr-
tion.

Now, we all know that this constant
work, althongh it wmay not be ablo 1o
conquer the zeal of thess men, yot is so
draining to their spirits, keeps such a
strain upon their mindx, and is so wear-
ing to their bodies. that they soon find,
in spito of theit earnest desire to gather
in rouls, that the work doos not yield the
fruit they look for. Then thuy beeome
more wortied.  If this slate of aflnirs
continues long, these envnest spirits,
hnngry for souls, get somewhat discour-
aged,—as who would not—and hecowse,
perhaps, a little irritable and, if they are
young men, get a check which maims
their usefulness for life. This is not
overdrawn.  Such similar cases have
come within the wriler's notice,

Now, the writar fecls that this state of
affairs in the Church con,and onght to
be remedied, and the way in which it
van be doue, is the chiof point in this
lettor,

The hardest work of our Parisli Priesta,
as faras I have wuoliced, cireles around
the groat festivals. The two greatest aro
those between which waeure at present
passing—Christmae  and Faster.  Tho
hard work of Christus i3 ahout aver,
and the Tenten work, to prepara thoe
flocks for the belter enjoyment of the
Easter blessings is staring our Priests in
the face. What new life would it pnt
into & harc- vorking Priest, iff he felt
that lie eonld alford to take d fortniglit's
rest of Dody, Sonl and Spirit, and, freo
from all care nwl anxiety, run off o
visit a brother Priost, and take sweot
counsel with him, hefore entering upon
new work. And he ought %o do it. Qur
Priests eannot expect to infuse new lifo
into their flocks, and bring them glad
tidings, when thoy themselves sre worn
out. Half of our laborious and mean-
ingloss rermens are tho products of over
worked brains in weary hodies, und it is
our own fault if we donot get botior ser-
mons. Let us send off our tired ond
weary® Prieats or Deacons, whom we
know have done their work w:ll when
they conld, snd then wo may rest assured
that they will come back with fenewed
carniestness and vigour, and fitted for
their work.

But these words are not meant for
parishioners, as such. They are moant
for those of us who are beginning 1o
open our; eyes to tho fact lhpt, ‘'wo have
for many years been keeping back frem
Gob his juat dues—for thces who have
made up their minda that henceforth
they will give back to the Giver of ali,
one-tenih +f their yearly income.  Thess
are the men and women {o whom I now
appeal, and, if the above object com-
mends itself -to their minds, and their
tithe hoxes have anything. in them thus
early in the year, will .they please take
my saggestion, call ‘(o mind some hard

PARISH OF ANNAPOLIS.

Strd,—Will you have the kindness o
publish in your paper s fow lines in
contradiction of the erroneous- statament
relative to lhe Tarish of Aunnpolis,
coutained in a letter signud “Wolfville”
under date of Jan. Bth. I -think this
due to the contributors. . The writer of
this letter “ventures to assert” that each
of the families -in the Parish does mot
contribute one dellar & year to Church
purposcs, That this etalement is not
correct, I am propared to show, by pub-
lishing. the actual amount contributed
for Church purposes for tho lnst {wo
years, and this amount has heen raised
a0'ely by one congregation, exclusively of
the districts of Kosetle, Dalhousio and
Perott, which form part of the Parish.

OUR MONTREAL LETTER.

Emrere e ——

The annual winter meetings in belialf
of our Hlume Missionary Fund elosed last
week so far as the city is comcerned.
The attendance at them wae ouly fair,
not above, if equal, to that of last winter,
This was in part due doubtless to the
difference of the two seasons. This year
there being moro enow-stormy evenings.
The Church of St. James the Apostle,
St. George's nnd the Cathedral combined
to nake one large meeting at the Queen’s
Hall. This Inrge and spacious hall was
fillel to its utmost. Tho platform had
such an array of Bishops, Presbyters and
even nowly-pledged Deacons. as well as
eminent. lnymen, as betokened a mecting
that would be characterized DLy fervid
oratory, Impréssive and heart-stiviing
cnuncistion of facts and an arousing of
an  enthusiasm for Mother Chuwch rs
would not only swell tho Mission Fund,
but greatly inerease earnest work witlin
her. . But, perhaps, it may be truly
said thab never did such a large nunber
of Church people. eome together, and
have so. little for their pains. Tlirce
Bishops were présent. His Lordship of
Montreal in. the chair, the Bisheps of
Rupert's Land and Algsma as speakers.
Each of these laid the wants of their
respective fiolds of labor before the
audience. His TLordship of Rupert’s
Land had travelled expressly to attend
this meeting, and wes evidently fatigued.
