He¢ waa born in King's County,
Ireland, 1o 1843, and rerved nineteen yesrs in
the British srmy, where he appears to have
borne & very good cohatracter, belng in pos.
seeslon of two good comduct badges, and
notking wae known againet his oharacter un-
tll his commiesion of the falal deed.

The crowd in the jall, whbich was limited to
about one hundred and fifty pereons, in~
clueicg the members of the prese, were ad-
mitted by ticket, and conducted themsslves
in a quiet and orderly manuer.

Our reporter, in communication with the
unfortanate man's epirttual adviser, Father
Lavailee, was Informed tbat he hed evidently
pteparad himapif for hia fearfnl end, and the
good Father feels confident that the doomed
man dled profoundly penlient.

I feel afraid of the preparations
which will bo made, and I dread them I can-
rot tell yom how much.”

It was very manifest
that our Btate Department will be unwilling
to give the public any defisite information ar
to events which may now Lo occurrlng until
it may ba necessery to communicate the re-
sults to Congrees. But there can be no ques-
tion tbot thy State Daparteaent has indicated
its entira readiners to ree that nelther the
8pirli nor the letter of tre uentrality laws
shall be openly violated. At the same time
our Government does not farget that the vight
of asylum hus been moat vigorousiy vindicai-
aed by Great Britatn for along seifes of yrare.

THE [RISH LARGUAGE.

The report for the past year of the Hoclety
for the Preservation of the Irish Language
states that at the commencement of the pro-
seut century probably not more than 400 par-
sons could read and wrire Irish, whereas this
soclety alone had disposed of aver
62000 elementary Irlsh booke. Their
publications continwe to be in grest
domand.

THE DUBLIN ‘TRIAL !

J0S. BRAGY FOUND GUILTY.
Sqntenced to be Hanged on May 14th,

Doatiy, April 13 —In tke Brady trial Dr,
Webb, the prieoner'’s counsel, protested
againat the amdmission of evidence besring
upon ths exfstenca of a conspiracy prior to
May third, even though evidence be thus ex-
cluded which wonld throw light on the plot
exlstieg beforg that date .to mucder Burke.
The only exception to this principle wonld

ba that evidence which concerned words and )

acts of the prisoner might with propriety and
socording fo the rules of evidence be ad-
mitted, Dr. Wobb seid the prluoners weis
first arreigned on a charge of couspiracy.
This wag followed by a charge of murder. He
contended that snoh a combination of chargos
was unprecedented.

The Oourt said the preaent indictment waan
not ons of consplracy and murder, but a single
indlctment of murder.

Mr, Adem3, for the defence, declared that
the chapge In Kavaragh's evidence yester-
day, his eudden discovery that it was Smith,
not Dslaney, wkom he drove to the scere
wita Carey, was & storv concocted botwe:n
Kavanagh azd COarey. There wers other dle-
creparcles between the ovidence of the Infor-
mevs and thet of other witnestes by whem
tho Crown soagut to back up her jarice
Only one of the Orown witpenses evur pnw
Brady betore the 6th of May: yet they now
clelmed to recognizs blm as the mnn they
saw in Phonlx Park on that dav. If the jary
telleved thess witnesses were miataken, then
the cuse rested solely on the spusicuz ovi-
deucs ot 1he faformers. The doubtful chur-
acter and nnreliability of thelr evidonce was
obvioas. If the jury weuld set the evidence
of the Invocent girl Mesgher agatoet that of
tho iotamoua Corey, a liar, a bypocrite and
muiderer, thoy wonid undoubtedly declare in
a2cotd with the facts and probabilities of the
evidence, and find Brady not gullty.

The Court said the points Dr. Webb ralged
sgalust the introduction of evidence could
not be suatalned.

Alr. Adame said, « Heaven forbid 1 should
€7t be arralgned before a tribunal of pablic
apiuion a8 Brady hes bsen in advaunce of a
regular trial.,” Brady’s case had hesn pre-
judlced ; his guilt bad been presumed in a
manzer the most scandalous on record. Let
not the jury be prevented from doing jostice
becsude the crimu was awful, butlet them
oonslder solely whether Brady s gulity; let
them boar in mind thst the chief evidence
agsingt him comes from persons who apoke
to euvs tbelr own necks, Bach evidence
must vver b2 regorded with great smapiclon.
‘The principal conspirators had flsd to the
Urited Ststes aund Fronce before Carey and
Kuvanagh testified.

Judge O'Brien, charging the jury, com-
mented oo the e¢vldence addnced by the de-
fexco to prove au aliti, and sald there was
nothing, 60 far ns could be diecovered, to fix
the particolar evening of ths 6th of May
fu the mind ol Miss Meagher. 'The
evidence tepding to prove an  alili
vius frequently resorted to or invented,
especially by women, when it would essist
thelr friends. He awelt on the evident de-
alre of Bennedy to have the hour at which
be sew Brady fit in as belng belore nine
o'clock pm. The testimony of thla witnees
W48 open t0 tho same comment as that of
the otrer witnees tcr the defence, namaely,
that be was declering to have cccured on
oue day what actuslly happened on another.
Ths Judge sald that although Oarey nad every
concelvable motive and Inducement to give
statemonts calculated to serve hlg own pur-
poses, ho told a stralgbt story, which did not
spare himuelf. The jury were exhorted to
conslder thst {f be had been detected swear-
ing falsely the Crown would bes jastlfied in
proceeding against him the same as the other
prisouers. The same general rule was applf.
oable to all Informers. There wag no evi-
dence supporting the euggestion of Mr.
Adsms, that persons in the park as principals
were now in Fravce or the United States.

Aund among all the
Ohurchss In Christendom there is only one
that possesses this authority with which the
msarks of the trnz rule of faith are tn perfock
harmony, and that 18 the Holy Roman Qatha-
lic Ohuroh. Jesus Chilst founded it, and cov-
fided to her authority His rovealed word,
whether oral or written, The authority of this
Church constitutes the Apvstoilo body, or the
Pope and bishops, who resclved power to
define and promulgate uli the truths that the
faithful are bound to beallave, to declde with-
out appeal; const qrently without donbt, ell
polats of coniroversy, to condemn all errors
in mattera of faith and morcls. 'This divine
anthority is stamped with the n2ul ol {nfally-
hility and indefectibility, which ure itg guar-
antee ngainst all error in the docirine which
it teaches. )

I'he Holy Romaa Cathollo Church is ttere-
fore tie divine oxrgnn of revenled truth. Her
credentisls xvo Leor fastitution, her mispion,
her marks, and her fnfailfbility in maitera of
falths und morals. Sne pressnts thesa to sl
cations und to all peoples; ahe says to them,
take thees eredentinld aud examine ther: for
yourse!l, subject them fto the most rigorouns
examinstion possible, you may gquestion and
cross-quection me, I shall give you fnll patis-
faction 1n truth and justice.

WHERE IRELAND'S MILLIONS HAYE
ao

Thirty-two years wiil have elapsed on the
18t of May next since the British Government
commenced keeping a record of the nombers
of the Irlsh race who, by oppression and arti-
ficlal famines, have been forced to tesar

themselves away from the land of
thetr birth " snd their affections. And
now that Gladstone’s Government has

resolved to resume the systematic ex-
patrlation of the Irish Wwith renewed
vigor, it may bo of interest to cast a retros-
pective glance o that record and see where
Ireland’s milllons have gone to. The In-
spector.General of the Xoglish Emigration
Department has jost issned bis annual report
snd it contalns the latest figures on the sub-
ject. The total numbsr of Irisk emligrante
who left the Irish ports from the 1st of May,
1851, to the 31st of December, 1882, was
2,804,740 — 1 493,560 males ond 1,311,i80
females.

Emigration trom Ireiand steadily increased
from 37,587 in 1876—ths year in which
tie smallest number weas reglstered—
to 38,503 in 1877, 41,124 in 1878, 47,065 In
1879, while in 1580 the number rose to 95~
517, bat fell in 1881 to 78,417. In the decade
frora 1866 to 1875 the average annual num-
ber was 74 667, and ir thse preceding decads,
from 1836 to 1865, the average number of
emigrants per aopum amoutnted to 8%-
272, whbile in the four preceding yoars,
from 1852 to 1855, the number ave.
raged 148,085 annuelly. The numbers fluctu-~
ated from 190322 in 1852 {0 37587
in 1876. The number of emigrants
who left Itlsh ports in 1882 was 89,566, an
inerease of 10,847 as compared with 1881, the
number of malea belng 47,246, or 6,299 more
than in the previous year,and of femeles
42,320, an Inorease of 3918. Of the total
number of emigrants 89,136 were natives of
Ireland, snd 430 were persons belenglng to
other countries. Of the natives of Irelaund
who left In 1882, 16,057 or 126 per 1,000 of
the populatfon of the province in 1881, were
from Lsinster; 28 848, or 21+7 per 1,000, {rom
Maupster ; 26,081, or 15 per 1,000, from Ulster;
and 18,150, or 22¢1 per 1,000, from Conasoght
—the total numbsr belng equsl to 17.2 per
1,000 of the popalation of Ireland in 1881.

_ THE FRANCAHISE BILL.

A step has been taken towards the long
promiged reform In the electoral franchisp
for tbe Dominion of Canada. Sir John Mac-
donald, on Friday la:t, introduced in the
House 8 bill respecting the question. Al-
though he did not submit his messure for
immediate discussion the Premier undertook
to ncquaint the House with the principal
features nnd out-lines of tke bill. In the
first plece there is ample rocm for reform in
the frenchise, as 1t effocts foderal representa-
tion. There are scarcely two provinces In
ihe Dominlon in which the laws regulating
the exerclse of the franchise wre
exsctly similar, that one class of
voters voted In ome province and
ancther clase In another province. This
diversity in the iranchise only creates unbe-
cesgary complioation snd gives one citizsn
an undue advantage over another, although
both their conditfons might be abaclutely
alike. To securs uniformity in the franchise
would, therefore, be a desirable and important
object. The Premier’s bill alms at that object,
for provision is made o grant the right of
franchise to the same olasses in each of the
pravinces. Another effect of the blll will bs
to materlally extend the franchite on the
whole, but in a few instances it will be
slightly contracted In the endeavor to give it
s uniform face,

Under this measure it 18 proposed that the
voters in clties, towns and Incorporated
villages shall have the same qualifications.
Thus every person who I8 of twenty.-one years
of age and isa Canadisn cltizsn by birth or
nuturalization, and is not otherwise diequali-
fied, shall have a vote If he I8 the owner of

On Sunday evening, March 11,a -lecture
wag delivered in Battersea Park Oburck,
yondon, Eng, by Mr. A, M. Balllvan in aid
of tne distressed people of Ireland.

Balieving that they were not
only abla but willing to do 1%, Mr. Sullivan
confessed thet he was paiged and oulraged
when he found that any one could huve sub-
mitted Ireland and the Irish to the indiguity
of sotlciting. .

The orders of the day were rushed through
tbis afternoon and the Orange blil arrived at
a lttle after four o'clock. Tho House wes
inll, for all keew the long expected debate
was coms at last. Ounly s few membera woro
ont of their places. Mr, White rose at ths
nod of the Speaker, and after expressing hils
regret that neither Dalton McOurthy no Mr,
QOameron, of Victorla, had thought proper to
introduce the bill, the duty devolved wupon
him (Mr. White) who bhed not as much
ability as the gsntlemen he bad named. An
Orange bill had bezn pissed by the Legisla-
tures of New Brunswick, Nova Beotia, P.E.I,
and Manitoba, acd although some of the bills
were vetoed, that did mnot interfere with
his statements, Bir Geo. Oartier voted
for Orange incorporation. Tho great secrot
of Bir John A, Macdoozld’s long life snocess
was becanse he had given everything to
everybody. And after all whatdid Orangemen
want? What did they ask lor not accorded
to other bodles! The right to own property.
Wers loyal Orapgemen, staunch defenders of
the Orown, to be deprived of that right?
This was o free Paliament, and should not be
afratd whether the bill be defeated or not,
the debate will bave the effect of letting ua
into the secret of who are our friends and
who are our enemies. Mr. White spoke for
about ten or fifteen minutes. The motion
was seconded by Mr. O'Brien, of Muskoka.

Mr. Oarzan replied. He sald he felt a
great responelbility resting on him in dealing
with so momentous a question, for he thought
thls was a critical period in the history o
Osnada.

Ball to the Oathelic folth, and will recetve
bim into the Church the coming summer.
The chief, with about 140 cof hic followers,
haes beeu epending tbe winter at Fort Ran-
dall, on the Miserourl River, midway batween
Yankton and Chambeorlain, Dikota. Qn the
16t joet. he will joln his tribe, tho
Uncapepar, pumbering some four thonsand,
tn the Btanding Rock reservation. Bitting
Ball has anzonnced bla  iotentlon of
teking a far: on the Grand River, where two
hundred [ndisn families will benceforth turn
thoir attestion to agricultaral pursnits the
presoat seacon, Thers are two Oatholic
chapels on ike reservatlon, acd two more
will be erected this summer, one in tne
vioinity of Sitiing Bull's homs. Each chapel
has a 8chool houss, where the Indian youth
aro educated. The Bishop ‘had no diffi.
culty whatever In I{mparting 1eliglous
instructions to 8itting Bull, who naver
before had an opportunity to receive smoh
teuchiogs, Bshop Marty pronourcss the
ohlaf a thorough Indlan, sbout 50 years of
age, and of magnificent pbhysigue. He does not
gpeak any other bnt the Indian langusge, aud
toe Bishop characterfzes the many stori:a
published concerning Bitting Bull’s education
as mero fables, especially roeferring to the
story to the effact that he bad been educated
by a Father Bmith, and also had attended
colloge in Canada. He s very smait
and adroit, which 18 evidencad by his action
at the time of the surrender at Fort Baford
He bad often declarsd that he never wounld
surrender his gun, and, in a certain sense,
kept his word by handiag the wenpon to his
lttle eop, explaining that he did so fo teach
itbe boy to alwnys keep peace  with the
whites, He 1e sald to be thus oon-
siderate In all things. Bishop Marty
who speaks the Indian langusge fimently,
says be found 1t very easy to learn, bat ex.
ctedingly diffivult to exprees abatract and 1e-
ligious truths to the Indiams. They have

able nuinber amongrt you., Mr Monnelly (an
alleged Catholics has declared himseif an op-.
ponent of My, Pyke's Bill, having rtated In his
firet speech during his canvass that. had he
been in Parliamen! last year he woold have
voled sgainst it. apd that If returned he will
vote against it should 1t be brovght forward
during the rext 1wo years—that is, during the
preseut Parliament. Now, Mr Pyke's Bill,
though exiremely meagre as to il8 prowvisions,
pruciaimed and embodied the just and equit’
abla prinelpls that men who educate thelr 6wn
children should not he compelled to pay for the
1ree education of well-to-do yeople's chlidren;
that Catholics, lor example, and all others who
build and sapgort rchools of their own. arnen'
titled 1o, at least, aid for thelr schools from the
taxes which they pay ; and thet 1t 18 monstrous
Injustice to cormpel them to pay [Or the iree
education of other people’s children, and refuse
them aid from thelr own mooeyssor thelr own
schools, This Is the princlple agrinst which
Mr, Donnelly declares he would have wvoled,
and wlll votu, If returned to Pariiament. And
yet Mr. Dopneliy blusbes not to s8k the sup’
port of Catholics and all others who objeot to
ihe present upjust and one sided system of edu’
catlon. Mr, Larnach, the other candidate isin
ravor of introducing Bibicreadipy into the pub*
lic echoolr, and thi-, scecording to his speech is
ikbe only change he would be dispoted to make.
All the other provisions of the present system
of education, 80 f=r a8 he is conrerned, are tore*
maln unchanged. He wishes to bring b ¢k the
old Otago system, under which Cathollc child*
ren were frequenily eompslled to read the an®
thorized version of the Reriptures, and ia not
a few Instances to remaln outslde shivering In
ithe cold and rain_ whilst the teacher apd his
Bible‘reading scholars were comfortably eeated
within around the fire provided by a genernus
public—-Catholic and Protestant.
