usjuat and unfriendly treetment of American
fishetmen, lawfu!ly found in Canadian waters,
will not bs realized.

but until that is done I warn the people not to
have aaytlung to do with the buying of the
land. Get a fair reat fixed first ; but if you
buy on a rack-rent you will be swinidled. Do
pok be in amy hurry. The marke: has been
falling for ths past five ycars, and it will fall
still more. Your fest are on the soil of Ircland,
and there w oo power in Fugland that will put
you aut ot it. Stick to the League and to the
principlea that we have taught you. and yuu
can keep your homes to yourselves and TIreland
to yourselves, and having won fer yourselves
the poss2ssion of the soil, you can wia for your-
selves the possession of & Government and the
making of your laws (loud cliceis).

Speaking subiequeatly, in respinee to the
toast of his health at a banquet, Mr. Dillon said
that if the Government put him on hix trial
again he would not appoiat any lawyers to his
cwe. He would tell the packed jury that they
had better take care of what they were about to
do, and that if they dared to convict him and
the other traversers the peopls of the country
would remember it for them, As to the work-
ing of tha Coercion Act, provided it passed, he
was 8ure it would be a failure, and be felt cer-
taio the magiatrates would not have the heart
to admmister it, knowing as they very well did
that the Government of the country would be
in different hands from those of the Tory Gov-
ernment in a very short time, ant that, if they
oppresred the people, the people and their
lesders would yet pay them off for it (cheers).

ERNMENT,

The destruction of liberty under den- cratic
forms of Governinant is one of tha most start-
ling and melancho'y facts in the political life of
the people of America.

The air is full of rimers and charges of eor-
roption in office.,  Trom  VFederal Ministers
down te c.in eouncillors buucling is alleged
on all sides, and the extent of the frauds
asserted to exist ix only equalled by the cool
contenipt of puklie opinion shown by the per-
sons implicated, Nor is prdvate life exempt
from the prevarlicg moral distemper, as the nu-
merood defaleations of men eatrusted with the
care or management of meney too sarely demon-
strates.  The desive for wealth and distinetion
SREMN have  iIncreased  preposterous-
ly,  while rectituds  las  sunk  alto-
sother out of calenlation. except so  far
as  concessions have to be made to
appearances, The general coveeisus of belict
in the prevalence of corruption is in itself a
proof that it does exist to a very large
extent.

Still, we beliove with M, Ficld, that the
puople as n whole are not corrupt. They detirs
honest and good governmmsot. It is their inter-
est to have it. Tf their agenes or representatives,
or any number of them, ave corrupt, or can be
corrupted, the fact sbould be made known to
every citizen and the hatefu) plague stamped
out, as we would stamp out a disease that
threatened the well-being of the community-
We gain nothing by contrasting our political
condition with that of other peoples. We pre-
tend to bave the freest and best Government in
the world, but we fear thatfor over eight years,
in Canada &b least, the boast has been an
empty one. The form remnins, the reality has
vanished.

Tho dominant party having obtained a
majority in Parliament, hag nsed that acci-
dental advantage to entrench itself in
power with the most utter’ disregard
of principle, or even decency. Taxea are im-
posed for the benefit of cliques and monopolics,
and thess in turn strain the resources of bribery
and intimidation to win elections, Constituen-
ciext are divided up in every imaginable way to
increase the voting power of one party and
minimise that of the other. An enormously

THI CROWDBAR AND TORCH IN £COT-
LAND.

Inis not astonishirg that the peopls of Scot-
tsnd arnd the Nerth of England should strorgly
sympathize with the people of Ireland in their
struggle against the hlighting power of land-
lordista,  The vonflict for a thorough reform of
the Tand laws is sprending all over the three
kingdoms, It i4 bkecoming more and more
prewing in Seotland every day and will soon be
the burnng questin in England, as any one
wh pays attention to the Radical press knows.
The ichumanity of Scotch landlords, some of
them, like the Duohe of Argyle, who snrured
their estates by triactory to the'r kinsmen and
by lagaiized plunder, bas furvished themwes for
many a sxrowful story. Great stretches of
territory in Scotland that were unce inhabited
by a brave and hardy race are now desolated
liunting grounde. How this hag been brought
about is shuwn by tke following extract from an
English paper which apprsars in the editorial
cirrespondance of the Canadian Statcsman —

““On Monday, Oct. 13th, 1886, a farmner
named Shaw and his wife, the tenants of the
form of Wester Inverconnich, on the estate of
The Chisholi, in Strathglass, were evicted for
the non-paywent of four yeers’ rent. The
eviction was carried out by Mr, AJex Macdomlid,
meseengor-ut-arms, and six roen from Inverness,
including o lockawtth, who atrived at the scene
about mid day., The weather was dull, and the
rain was falling slightly,. Not a simle
person  was  to he aeen. The party
proceeded to the houre, and on the
threshold were met by Shaw, the tenuni.
He was asled wiy he bad not remnoved, seeing
that a houre had been provided for him. To
this question he replied that he bad nowhere
to go. A notice_was therenfter served upon
him, and the officers immedintely therealter
hcg:m_tu romove the  goods and house chattels.
The wife locked on quictly, but Shaw was aome-
what excited, and showed a disposition to inter-
fere. He was, however, kept under restraint by
his wife, a woman of considerable jnte ligence,
who contented herself by rclating to. the
only -independent witness on the spot
the circumstances which had led to the
scene  then being enacted. Her people, she
said, had had the farm for over 50 y8fre. Her
father bad built every stone of the house, and
paid for the wood used in the constrnction. At
the outset her father had the farm ot a yearly
rental of £27 103, but some years afterswards the
rent was -increased to £30. By dint of hard
Iabor he was able to E:y this pum ; but when
the present Chisholin’s father gobt posses.
ston of the estate the rens was further inoreased,
thie amount being fixed at £40 per aunum. The
land was incapable.of yielding an amount to
pay this swn, hence the difficulties in which she
had baen placed. The furniture was, after two
hours’ iabor, removed. Hain was falling
heavily, but the officers had still anothier dis.

‘We are sure the workingmen will never know
bow to be gufficiently grateful to Mr. Chaplesn
for furnishing them with this profound morsel
of political wisdom, Butmay we bs permitted
to ask, with becoming timidity, why working
and praying should be the chiaf duties of work-
ingmen more than other men? Are not all
men required to work and pray? Or does Mr.
Chapleau, from the pinnacle of hia greatness,
merely desire to intimate to workiogmen that
they ought not to think, but leave that supreme
function of intelligence to secretaries of state
and other great persons of that sort? If he
does not mean this, what does he mean? If
he were not in his own peron an
emhodiment of the modern fact that & man
csn become a successful politician with~
oub a particle of wisdom or an atom of
goodness, workigmen conld admire his oratery
and tressure his sdmoniticos. They would
admit without question what he evidently de-
gired they should sccept, that they should be

also eaid, ** to those who gave them good govern-
ment;” This sort of talk would be perfectly
patural if it fell from a Bismarck, but coming
from a minister of & government which exists
uuder the fiat of the democracy, it is nothing
short of treason to the p\oople. It is thie sort of
gelf-sufficient vaporing—from men dreased in »
little brief authority that exssperatesthe liberty
loving. It is this sort of caperiog before high
heaven that makes the angels weep.

With a prafound sense of the duties and re-
aponeibilities of life, wo hold that towor_k and
pray are blessings to those who do both in the
firm convictiou that thus they serve the ends of
their creation—to love God and keep his com-
mandments. But under the present diepcnea
tion we hold with a sense not less profouod that
it is a duty incumbent on all men, workingmen
not less than others, to learn whatis trucin
order to do what is right. The perceptions and
intellect were bestowed on men for use, and
one of their highest uses is to ohserve and
weigh, not only the words, but the actions and
whole conduet of those who govern them. Free
men in a free country have to answer for the
use they make of their freedom. Acdletus
not forget that if we wor-hip the golden calf
pow, we will have t2 look to the brazes serpent

hereafter.

Oa Mr. J. J. Curran, M.P., coming forward
to speak, Mr. Phelan arcse in the audience,
presumably to ask a question. Before be could
speak Ald. P. Kennedy, who was sitting several
seats in rear of him, jumped to his feet, and
running quickly down the aisle, struck several
blows at }um .

The whole incident waa over in less
time than it takes to tell. The best of order
wha otherwise observed throughout the meeting.
Mr. J. J. Carran, M.P.,, 1 supporting the
resolutian, said there was sometblug in this
indignation meeting which gave hope for the
future, when we remembered what had taken
p'acs iu the past. He referred to the time when
a similac meeting had been held to protest
against .ccercion in Ireland and the imprison-
ment of the-trusted leader of the Irish psopls,
Chbarles Stewart Parnell, {applause), and his
faithful band of followers. But how changed
the circumstances mow were! At that
time the only people they had to rely on
was the Irish race, but the whirligig of
time brought about its changes, uantil
to-day throughout Grest Britain indignation
meetings were being held to protest against the
passage of the Coercion Bill. They had seen
the greateat statasman of England staking all
to stand alougside of Ireland in her demands
for justice (cheers), and he was followed by a
great section of the Fnglish Jm*ﬂe and the
majority of the Scotch and Welsh. (Cheers.)

In 1885 thoe wern 475 threatening
letters sent to Jundlords, while in 1886 there
were on'y 75, sud in the whole vopulation of
threo millions there were only 512 crinrg in
1883, and 570 in 1886 not one fo 10,000 peo-
ple. la emclusion he'stated that the action of
Ireland I d not alienated thew from the sym-
pathies of tie Kogiish peonle, vnd reqadked
that i he was hacked in the House ox he was in
the country Gladstons would now Premier of
Eogland.

Whatever may have been their feclings at
my refusal to honor the loyal tcasts, I feel
certatn that those of the company who pos-
sessed the nstincts of gentlemen sympathised
with the dlssgreeable position in which I had
bean placed by my fidelity to what I deemed
my duty. I was not treated with coldness;
on the contrary, there was general clappiog
of lmnd.l when I resumed my seat. Conrtesy
and politeness have a higher anthority than
tae brutal Angle-Saxon custom of testing the
feelings of & guest by Hiuging compuleory
tcasts in hin face; and the gentlemen who
attended the banqnet had not yet come down
to the level of the drunken, besotted Orange

Whetever may be my faults, and they are
many, I would scorn to huve one apeech for
Cabinet Ministers and another for Irieh
gatherings.

HONORS GONFERRED BY THE QUEEN ON TWO GI{1Er
JUSTICER,

T.ounoN, April 6.~-The Queen hos approveld
of the Lioner of Knizht Bachelor conferred upon
Chiet Justice Matthow Cionks Cameraon, of the
Cumman Pleas of Qatatio. and Chief Justice
Andrew Stuart, of the S_us‘xlr.irmr Court of Que-
bee, 'This order of koighthood embraces the
Leglish Superior court judges and  other
eminent gontleinen,

Sir Mbstjhew Crooks Cuameron was born in
Duundae, in 1823, educated at Upper Canada
collegs and called to the Par in1849, and created
Queen'’s Gounsel in 1863, He sat for North On-
tario in the Cunadian assembly fram 1861 to
Cunfederation, and was soon after clected to the
Ontorio Assembly for Toronto Eaat, a seat
which he retained until 1878, when he was
raised to tho bench. He was o member of the
S indfield Macdonald ndministration from July,
1867, to December, 1801, holding tha office of

rovincial secretary and commissioner of crown
anda. He led the Opposition in the Ontario.
Aszembly from 1871 to 1875. He is Chief
Justice of the Court of Common Pless. -

Sir Andrew Stoart is, we believe, the oldest
judge on the bench of the Su]l:e_rxor Court of this
province, and has been Chief Justice sinca
March, 1885. His residence is at Quebec, where
he is perronally held in high estimation.

®u the 220d March the work of eviotion com-
meneed at Luegacurran, on the property of the
Marguis of Lansdowne. The day’s operations
wegan and ended with the partial eviction ot
the tenant—Mr. Denis Kilbride. There are 38
semants under threat of evictiob, comprising
esonmderably over 200 human beings, besides a
auwmber of under tenants. .

It may be remembered that some time ago
the tenants on the Luggacurran property beiog
refused the moderate, just, and reasonable
reduckion sought—viz, 20 per cent cn the
judicial rent, and 30 per cent on_the lesse-
Rold and non-judicial rents—adopted the Plan
of Campaign in self-defence, and lodged their
renws with trustees. ‘Since then the landlord,
through his agent, Mr. Townsend Trench, the
Queen’s County Kerryman, has done all
m his power to persecu'e the tenants, selecting
Mr. J. W. Dunne, and Mr. Dwanis Kilbrida nas
speeia! objects of his spleen and hatred, Writs
wore , issued from the Superior Courts, and
when it was found that the service of thesa pre-
eions documents could not be made, ejectment
preoeessas for Quarter Seasions were subatituted,
and service etfected by ** posting.” Thirty-eight
deereen were made at Quarter Sessious, and it
is thess the sheriff is now carrying out,

The pruceedings wers expected to begin on
Tuesday, precisely at nine o’clock, but at that
kour, aﬂ;hnugh there was a coosiderable crow i
presant, there wns no sign of the evicting
perty. However, shortl{' afterwards, from then
until eleven o’clock, policemen might be seen,
in all directions, converging on the scene
of #he action. "The police force numbered:
250, and were drawn from all the surrounding
districts, and the most remote portions of the
Queen’s County, The greater portion of the
polioe were obliged to walk, as they could not
get cars to accommodate them, and this
oironmstance had a great deal to do in delay-
ing madters. The officers in charge of the
forea were Captain Slacke, D.R.M., Waterford ;
J.F. Lynch,?R. M., Abbeyleix ; G. G. Black,
Qounty Inspector, R. 1. C., Queen’s County :
and District Inspectors Warburton (Mary-
borongh) ; Aldworth {Ballylinan), and lyde
(Owrlow). Over an hour was spent in
mancnvering wad drilling the police, inspect-
mg their pouches, bayonets, batons, and guns
after which they wera divided into two
betallions, between which walked about 90 ill-
comditioned fellows of the ‘‘ Artful Dodger”
amd strest corner class, who at a given signal
marched from the rere of the police barrack,
eaxyying with them ladders, hatchets, saws,
crewbnrs, and every conceivable weapon of
demolition. Their appearancy on the scene
wws of couree the signal for coatinued groan-
mg.

The
hall-deor was quickly breken in, and the
emergency men entered and began to clear out
the furniture. Mr, T. Kilbride, brother to Mr.
Denis Kilbride, and his siater, Misa Kilbride,
were viewing the plan of operations from the
parlor window, with the utmost eelf-possession,
The parlur window was also quickly broken, at
the direction of Hutchips, ang when this waa
done, Mr. Kilbride and hia sister lefs the house
amidst the deafening cheers of the vast multi-
tuda that had assembled by this tims ia the
vicinity of the house, and joined the clergymen
who wera outaide. About this time Mr, J. W,
Dunne was forcing bis way towards where the
priests were, when ho was obstrucied by
Magistrate Lynch, who attempted to prevent
him moving in the direction ho wanted. Mr,
Dunne sturdily repliod that he hnd a perlect
right to move about wherever he liked, so long
a3 he did not obstruct the police, or the shenff,
and he was prepared to exercise that right,
despite all the proclamations of Dublin Castle,
Lynch was not prepared for such a show of
determination, and My, Dunne was allowed to
go his way unmolested.
At this stage Mr. William O'Brier, acoom-
panied by D. Higgics, Mr. Mechan and Mfr,
Doran, of Maryborough, drove to the scene of
action, and was received with a p-rfect storm
of cheering. Emerqency msb, policemen, sheriff
and magistrates all appoared frightened, and
whoa the object of the demonstration became
known it Aid oot tend to allay their fears.

Poor Laborers’ Families Evicted
ina Storm of Sleet and
Snow.

(Concluded from Sth page. )

On Wedneaday the eviotion proceedings
were resumed. The people ejected were all
laborers, or sub-tenants of Mr, Kilbride.
The crowd was much larger than oa the pre-
ceeding day, and their bebavionr was of a
most orderly character, The policemen to-
were on their good behaviour, for they
$wice refused to carry out the directions
of Mr. Lynch, R.M., to bludgeon the
people over the fence, Why an ordi-
nary sub-conatable ghould refuse to obey
the inetruction of a resident magistrate, we
must not presums to say. Circumstances to
be related later on may, perhaps, avcount for
jt, Father John Maher and Father Thomas
Norris were present throughout the day, in
the double capacity of ministers of comfort to
the poor people thruat from their homes, and
of preservers of the pence. Right well did they
perform their taske. They placed themselves
between the police and the people, and no
doubt prevented n conflict which Mr, Lynch,
R.M., ut all events, among thoss in charge of
she force, seemed over-anxious to provoke.
The evictiona on Tuesday, brought into
prominence the relations between Mr. Kil-
‘bride and the poor people holding under him.
Mr. D. Kilbride, Mr. T, Kilbride and Miss
Kilbride were before the eviction party at
each house that they visited, to prepare the
poor people for the sherifa work, and to
comfort them in thoir sore aflliction. 1t
would do tke heart good to liaten to the way
in  which the tenants poured forth
sheir expressicna of gratitude to the
Kilbride tamily—** God blest you,” said
one old woman, tottering under the weight
of her 85 years, ‘‘ God bless you Mister
Denis, that was slwaya doing good for ue,
May God bless you every day for it,” **Ab,
well, Mias Mary, ' said another, ¢ its you was
always visiting us, bringingus good comfort,
aud may the Mother ot God be always your
helpond comfort for it.” These were the ox-

pressions of two octogenariana spoken
in  saddened voice—for they =zcarce
understood the meaning of the pro-

v - 'ing: — while men stood yound them in
Lawr little cabin with moist eyes, and Miss
Mary herself pressed the tears from her eyes
with one hand and supported the old women
with the other ag she addressed her worde of
comiort in trembling a~cent to those she had
come to cheer and encourage, It was a deeply
touching spectacle, Elsewhere over the farm

the ‘look, ¢the wvoice, the gesture,
and the grasp of the hand, told
the sgamoe elogquent story of grateful

remembrance for passt kindnesses, Mias
Kilbride acted a heroic part throughout tho
doy. Sheclimbed the hill, forded stveams and
crossed feucen o well ag the eturdiest mon
there ; and flitted from house to houvee com-
forting thr inmates, directing them where
shelter had been prepared, and providing
conveysnces for the weak nnd helplees—and
all this without touchiog u morsel of food tho
live-long day. Fathers Muaher and Norris
hnd charge of the crowd during the day, but
they also found time to enter the houses
to minister to the comforts of the
people and to help them oot of their
homes. These poor poople themselves
exbibited & great deal of fortitude.
Une woman was led out of her house with a
child s month old in ber arms. Snow was
falling ot the time, nud she walked forth call-
ing for cheers for the Plam of Campaign.
The people began to murmur at the ejection
ander the enow of A woman in her delicate
health with her tender infant; butshe cried
out, “‘He'll live $0 be & man for lreland yet”
—werds of brave hope which were greeted
with loud cheers,

always wore a cape—of the fiercess and moat
minatory out, And what » faling off is
there. Now his chest has fallen in, his step
nervous snd uncertain, his oape laid aside
for a coat of human pattern, his volce weak

and apologetic, and his eyes con-
stantly - seeking comfort in the dust.
He wants yity, bot deserves nome, and

gets none. ‘His one warm comfort throughout
the day was an occasional—in fact & rare,
and a nervous awlg of a flask he brought
with him, One of the emergency men carried
a basket loaded with bread and meat and
some big black boitles—the prog as it ap-
peared of the resident magistrates accom-
paaylag the eviction psrty. Among the
officers of police added to the evioting force
on Tnesday were—Snb-Inepeotor Raleigh, of
Prasperous, and Sub-Inspector Roughan, of
Kildare,

The fHirat house attacked was that of
Thomaa Kelly, Inborer, situate by the read-
side, Kelly has a wife and three children, the
voungest two years, and the eldest seven
years old, The house was a thatched one,
with two apartments and a loft. The furni-
tore was cleared out, possession handed
over, and twe emergency.men were left
in charge. John Ryan's honse, a
few yards off, was next invaded,
and possession quietly given up. A
poor half-demented oreature to whom Ryan
had for some time past afforded the shelter of
his roof was roughly handled by one of the
emergency men, upon which ghe gave him a
stonning blow between the eyes, Another
ruffian who wag standing by made a blow of
the crowbsr at her, and only that a policeman
warded it off the poor crenturejwould now be
& corpee, She was arrested afterwards.
Father Maher took charge of her later oo,
The entire force then began to march up
tha hilt, which rises behind Mr. Kilbride's
house, It ia over a thoueand feet high, and
the crowbar brigade bad to make a three
miles climb befcre they reached the summit.
Their courae lny through & lot of mountain
snipe land, through which they had often to
wade knee deep in mud and water. Several
streams and marshes had to be crossed,
» number of fences to be mounted, besides
the weary work of climbing the steep siden
of a mountain, down which trickled the
moisture from above, ri:ndering the =oil a
sticky and well nigh impaseable sea of mud.
The policemen worked along with their big
coats, big rolls of perspiration trickling down
over their faces and half blinding them, while
the crowd, who knew every inch of the place,
kept close to them and from their own vantage
points uttered a running series of tantalising
comments upon the labourings of the force.
Poor Mr, Slacke when he reached the top
looked utterly wearied and fagged out. Half
o dozen times when struggling up the moun-
tain had ho stripped off his overcoat, Dut
the henvens combined in mockery of the ad-
ministrators of rack-rent law. Scarcely had
he removed the covering when hail,
sleet or snow coming down colnpelled
him to resume the protection. On the
woy Hutcbina came in for a conaiderable
share of sarcastic comment. ** Look,” said a
voice, “at tho gaiters he brought for the
county cees,” ¢ Whatabout the Kerry taxes,
Hutchins.” ** Bring back the taxes.” *¢ Ba,
ba, thief of the people's money.” *¢ They "
—the peelers were meant—** They’re guard-
ing him now ; thoy arrested him before,” and
others of the like kind, The sub-zheriff's
name—Bull—suggested the constant iteration
of Mr, O'Brien’a phrase, *f the Bulls and the
Bullers, and the whele family of Bull,” while
the efforta of Mr, Lynch, .M., to ateal a
quiet swig of the bottle was exposed to the
whole assembiage, amid the jeerings of the
observant crowd.

On the summis of the hill was the holding
of James Kilbride, carpentor, with n wife and
two children, with his parents, the father,
S4, and the mother, S2 years of age, and his
giater, whose sole support he has been, The
furpiture and implemonts of the temant's
trade were thrown out, after which he him-
self 1:ft at tho request of the sheriff.
A bye road runs within twenty yards
of the tcnant’s house, and om this
the crowd collected i along line by the
fence farthost removed from the houso, from
which they groand the evictora. The evic-
tion comploted, the party was about return-
ing along the road portion of the way. An
immense crowd of people was gathered in the
fielde, and » long line atood close to tho fence
along the road. They,of course, hooted the
emergency  men. Resident magistrate
Lynen, who had been taking swills of
the dram all the way up the hill, happening
to come up duriog this demonstration,
gshouted ¢o a body of police armed with
muskets, that was standing at ease in front of
the crowd, *‘clear them out of that; clear
them off to hell out of that.” The policemen
looked puzzled at the nature of the com-
mand and seemed unable to decide how they
should best proceed to exeoute it., They
finally decided that it was impossible for
them to clear the people off to hell, and did
the only thing which they could under the
circumstences, pamely—nothing, Resident
Magistrate Liynch's attention was ocalled off

for the moment by the shouts at-
tendant on & procesding now ¢o be
described, and returning .with increased

irritability, and addressing his inmotive
men, said, * why don’t yon draw your batons
on them.” Two policemen moved, one held
hiz mueket horizontaly between himself and
s member of the crowd with tho lazlest of
movements I ever witnessed. The mun also
placed hia hand on the musket, and I counld
aimost fancy that I saw a smile play on the
fentures of -the policeman whils this postore
was maintained for a few seconda until Reai-
dont Magistrate Lynch had wafted himself
away, The other policsmen merely moved
forward ond did’at even elovate his rifle or
touch his baton.  The event which attracted
Resident Magistrate Lynch’s attention was a

to hunt off the animal, A donkey which was
also found in the field was eazily cbaved over
the fence, The emergency men proceeded to
do likewlse with the oalf. Now, it hagpened
that some people on tho' other side of
the hill, seeing the orowd, and hearing the
cheers, hurried up fo the summit, bringing
with them three sheep dogs,.s greyhound,
and a terrier. . Whether it was instioct that
taught these poor brutes the proper thing to
do, or whether it was a mere’accidental bursat-
ing over of their natures, these dogs exhibited
a decided aversion to the calf’s beingdriven out
of the feld. They entered .the field .and
barked vehemently at the animal. The calf
possed in terror; and then wildly turning upon
the foe, bounded back, making a passage for
itseli between the legs of oneof the emergency
men, whom it sent flying over ita back, sprawl-
ing on his nose on the field, . The chase was
continued, the dogs enjoying the fun as much
as anyone, while the running omergency men
were falling over oneancther in the eagerness
.of their hurry. In the end one of the corps
mansaged to catch hold of the calf’s ail. The
poor brate, howsver, proved too atrong forhim
and the oaptor fonnd himself dragged at ita
tall until he was compelled to part nis grasp.
Meanwhile, however, a second emergency man
came up in front of the calf and seized it
roud the neck ; the third held on to an ear,
while him that was falling, recovering himself,
captured the tail once more, The oall was
then in the middle of the field, and the spec-
tacle of his progress to the road was one of
the fonniest maginable, It was s wrestling
match between thefoalf and his captors, He
who had embraced its neck was frequently
thrown on his back, and $rampled on by the
animal. Him at the tail was as frequently
pulled to the ground, while the man strug.
gling at the ear saved himself from calamity
only by letting go of hia hold repeatedly. The
calf was the most dogged Campaigner of tbe
day, and we hope that it will long be pre-
served and honored for its brave resistance to
rackrenting and oppression,

Miohsel Lawlor’s (a snb-tenant of Mr. Kil-
bride’s holding 30 acres) waa next visited. He
has a wife and four children, the oldest of the
Iatter only four and a half years old, and the
youngest but two weeka in_the world. The
poor woman gave a mournful ory 8s the fire
at which she waa sitting was put out. The
ruffian who extinguished it did not tell the
womaan to move aside, but flung a pot of water
on it, suddenly soattering the ashes over the
paor crenture and her tender cbarge. The
snow waa falling whea the pcor woman was
shoved out of her home,

Thomas Reddy, laberer, wife and five
children, and also his brother, aged 85 years,
sod hie aunt aged 83 yesra, Roddy formerly
occupied a house on_Capt. Cosby’s property
which fell, and Mr. Kilbride allowed him into
o cow shed of his, An applicution was made
to have a laborar's cottage built for him,
but owing to the opposition of Mr. Trench
and the landlord party it was refused. Thetwo
poor old women were put out in a very heavy
shower of eleet and suow. The sight wasa
cruel one, and even sftrong mean shed tears.
Eward Conroy, sub-tenant of Mr. Kilbride's,
with wife and four children, the youngest
being five months, were then avicted.
When coming to these houses the police bad
to make their way to the leeward of a blaz-
ing mass of furze, the pungent smoke from
which caused their eyes to smart severely.
(A couple of lines are here illegible.)
The former bas & wife nud three children and
the latter thirteen ohildren, the eldest fifteen
years old and the youngest seven months,
Their eviotion finisned the day’s work. The
relieving cfficer gavo each of the evicted ten
shillings out-deor rolief. Immediately after
the Iast eviction, and aa the people were dis-
persing, oos of the emergency men appeared
at the door of the man Rigney's house, A
dog belonging to Rigney tried to pass into
the house, but the emergency ruffian kicked
it back, sud immedistely drew his baton.
The crowd hooted, when the fellow drew a
ravolver from hie pocket, but the police im-
medintely coming on the acene, he put it back
again, "

The roads to Athy, Maryborough, and
Iimahos were blocked, and the progress of
the police te these place Wae considerably
delsyed in consequence. Men were posted,
who dirccted friends round by little less con-
venient wayas.

A mecting was held after the evictions, at
wkich words of encouragement were addressed
to the people by the two Fuathers Maher and
Father Donovan,

The evictions on Lord Lansdownes Lugga-
currnn  property were resumed on Thursiay
under the superintendencs of Mr. Bull, sub-
sheri{f for the county. Thopolice foree, about 300
strong, was under the command of Mcr. Lynch,
R Mr. Black, County Inspector, and Mr.
Hyde, 1. I, Carlow. At an early bour the
constabulary were marched out froin Athy and
Maryborough, many of them being evidently
much fatigned, as was evidemced Dy their
halting gnit. A rood many wera shsent
through inability to march to the scene of the
cvictions, and those, it appears, were nczom-
inodntect in the workhouse hospital of Athy.

At the avenme leading to the fine residence of
Mr. Jolhin W, Dunne, several large trees were
thrown across the rond which effestually ob-
structed the thoronghfare leading to the villuge
of Luggacurran. After considerable delay at
this point, the police marched in = Lody divect
through the village, and at onee proceeded
to the residence of Mra, Moore, & widow
waman, whose husband was formerly My
Denis Kitbrida's ploughman,  Mrs. Moore is
an old woman of nearly seventy years of aze,
and is the mother of five chil:ren, the
youngest boy and gnl awe etill residing with
her, the other three children Leing at serviea.
Nuthing of any special notice occurred during
the cviction of Mrz. Moore, if we may except
the falling of a policeman injo a dyke m the
peighborhoud of the ulace. As soou as Mrs.
Moore was evicted sceording to Iaw, the police
force at once marched back to the village of
Luggacurean, where a large crowd of peoplo
werc nsscmabled to meet them with ho.ting
and groaning. After a balt of abuit balf an
hour the police were reformed, and at once
proceeded in the direction of Ralicenahone!
the residence of Mr. John W. Dunne, A pro-
cession was at once formed, consisting of at
least three thousand porsons, who followed the
police along the country road to the entrance to
dr. Duune’s residence. After considerable
difficulty, the police got inside Mr. Dunne's

rounds, and in o few minutes were in front of

s dwelling-house, which stands at a short
distance from the rond. Mr, Dunne's residence
is & fine two-storey house of a very superior
character. 1t may be remembered that Mr.
Dunpe was some years ago deprived of the
commiseion of the peace because of his con-
nection with the Plan of Campaiga. His
holding consists of about 1,000 acres at £1,867,
the voluation being £952, Proceedings were
only instituted ngainst bim for that portion of
the lands situnted in the townlands of Ra-
lieennhione and Tullamoy. . Thero are amix la-
borers’ cottages on the Jand, which bave been
Duilt at Mr. Dunne's sole expense, and in the
most improved style. soon’ a3 the police
arrived at Mr. Duonne’s hall door, and wore re-
fused admittance, they at onco attempted to
force an entrance by meaus of the crowbar
and sledge. Mr, Bull, liowever, directed
the emorgeney men to try the window,
which ensily yielded to the crowbar, and in a
few minutes the placa was in the possession of
the emergency bailiffs and the police. There
were present and in the bomss gt the time
Mossrs. J. W. Dunue, H. Harrison, J.
O'Connor, United Ireland, and Dr. M'Kenna.
The sub-sheriff, on meeting Mr, Dhinne at the
hall-door, at once rancwed the original offer of

at once scorq(ullgirefused, and told the sheriff
to proveéd with his work, that he wouid never
forsake his comrades in the strife. The re-
moval of the furpiture was thea proceeded
with, Mr. Lynch, R.M,, tearing down United
Ircland’s supplement; * Tha "Consdcration of
Kilmuinham,” which had béen pasted in the
faolight sbove the hall-door. “I'ie .immense
crowd collected outside kept up a contmual
round of cheering for Mr. Dunne, Mr, Kil-
bride, and the Plan of Campaign. .
Ar soon as the eviction of Mr. Dunue was
over, & meeting was held on the rond outside
his property. ‘ o
The Rev. John Maher presided, and there
wera aleo present—Rev. Father I\for'rie, Ruv.
Father Dunny, DMessrs. John M'Laughlin,
P.L.G.; James M'Loughlin, P.L.G.; f P,
Lacy, P.L.G. ; Michael ORielly, Carlow; J.
Lalor, Carlow ; T\ Byme, Athy, &c., &e.
After o few introductory rewarks frum the
chairman, in which he assured tne mestiog that
never & peany rent would Lord Lansdowne re-
ceive from his_Luggacurran tenantry until Mr.
Kilbride and Mr, Dunoe were restored to theic
comfortable homes. .
Mr. O'Connor, United Ircland, come forward
amidst loud cheers snd said that the (uvern-
ment were now at the close of th-ir thirl doy's
work of eviction in Luggacurrao, and he did
not believe the Governmeat had ever done
three day’s work mare advuntugeous to
the farmers of Ireland than these, The Go-
vernment thought when they had selected Mr.
Dunne and Mr. Kilbride aa their_ victims in
this. strile that they bad selected men who
wm.:ld_“funk" when the crowbar brigade went
to _¢heir doors; but they were greatly disap-
pgmtcd, go far as he could see from ti‘:n spint
displayed by Mr. Xilbride and Mr. Dunne.
They could never forget the manner in which
Miss Kilbride went around conecling the
poor tenants who had been evicted
the day before. He could o.uy compsre her
work to that of » Sister of Mercy. %ut thy
might be surprised to hear that at the present
moment the wark of Lord Lansdowne was ring-
ing throughout the length and breadth cf the
American Continent. Last evening Mr. O'Brien
had gent o telegram to.the United States, and
to Caoada, appealing to the people of the
Dominion in the matter of the odious evictions
which Lord Lasnsdowne was carrying out
in the Queen's Couuty, and the prople in
Ireland might ﬁess what the response to that
appeal would {cheers). The result would
be that Canada would be made tuo hot for
Lord lansdowne (chears). So loog as
Lord Launsdowne_ lised the memory of this
eviction wounld stick in his beart like a thora
which he would never be able to pluck out.
