Five utes after the four
miners and the two visitors came out of the
shaft and a shot of dynamite was fired
by electricity, Descending again, they
found 500 pounds of broken ro¢k on the
floor of the shaft. This rock, so a promi.
nent Toronto assayer says, after careful
test, carries over $2000 to the ton! Free
milling ore In little nuggets could be seen
in nearly every plece picked up.

There were four tons of this rich rock put
up in sacks, sealed, and teamed iuto the
railway station, whence it will e sent to
Kingston to-day for treatment. In a week'’s
time thesactual gold produce of the thirty
sacks will be known. The owners of the
property believe they will get over $10,000
out of the four tons! On the dump there
are over 200 tons of the quartz that will
give $70 to the ton. This will be teamed
out within a fortnight and be treated.

The veln Is over three feet wide, 1s per-
fectly upright, and is mainly pure white
quaitz crossed on aun angle with bars of
black slaty rock. It is this black rock
which ecarries the rich ore. Between the
black and white bands are the little nug-
gets.

The vein has been traced om the surface
for mearly 2000 feet; the working so far
is a rough, circular shaft twelve feet or
more in diameter, ‘with the vein runniog
straight across it. The veln Is holding its
width and Increasing in richness as the
shaft goes down. It is now down 850 feet.

.Abandoned.

The Elise mine ,it is understood, is
in danger of being abandoned owing
to the fact that the sale of its stock
was badly mismanged, and the history
of the company which owns it should
be a warning to other promoters. The
BElise is believed to be’ a first-class’
property, and fifty tons of ore are al-
ready ‘'on the dump, but at present the
workings are closed down and the
shareholders are trying to sell out the
mine,

The cause for this practical abandon-
ment of the claim is insufficient capi-.
tal, and to go still further the reason
for the insufficient capita] was the
throwing of a large block of promot-
ers’ stock on the market while the
treagsury stock was being offered the
public. The treasury stock was put
on at 156 cents, but when the promoters’
shares appeared at b5c the market
broke, and consequently practically no
capital was obtained for development
work. ‘The object 1lesson is that a
hard and fast bond should be made
among the holders of promoters’ stock
that none should be sold until the
treasury shareg are disposed of.

MINING LEGISLATION,

Some Changes May be Made im British
Columbin Laws.

It has been announced by the Gov-
ernment leader in the British Colum-
bia Legislature that the law compelling
every man employed about a mine to
take out a Free Miner's certificate at a
cost of $5 per year ig to be repealed.
This is a needed change, as the old
law discriminated against mine labor-
ers by taxing them, while allowing
other workingmen engaged upon simi-
lar work, such as digging ditches, to
go free, Now this obnoxlous tax is to
be abolished and only pérsons who
desire to take up or hold mineral
claims will be required to take out a
Free Miners' Certificate’as a necessary
qualification for holding such property.

In vrder to partially make up for the
Joss of revenue by the above amend-
ment the charge for mining companies’
céftificates will be increased.

Anent the proposed legislation, The
Golden Erz says: “It is to be hoped
that, if any changes are to be made,
scme new and cheaper schedule of fees
to be paid to Government will be in-
troduced. Some of the present charges,
for registrtion and copies of instry-
ments are simply outrageous
should be reduced. Some provigion
should also be made for giving befter}

security and more accurate knowledgé

as to the state of titles to intending
purchasers of mineral claims.” :
