Detroit, Aug. 15.—David Henry 

son, the youngest of the four 
brothers, notorious counterfeiters, was ar­
rested early this morning at the house 
of Joseph J. WetheraU, farmer, living 
two miles from Blenheim, Kent County, 
Canada. Johnson was locked up at Ponce 
Headquarters at Windsor. He was the 
third of the family to be arrested in this 
city within the last week. Two of the 
other brothers, Charles and Edmund, were 
arrested here Friday.
John, alias "Shang," Johnson, is In Kings­
ton Penitentiary, Canada. Xouug Johnson Is 
known to the police and secret service, 
as the most dangerous man In this country, 
and the whole family were artist» In their 
line. The man arrested yesterday eluded 
even suspicion for the last 10 years. The 
official secret service say there Is positive 
proof that David Johnson, though only 35 
years old, was the author of counterfeit 
bills In 18S8, and the authorities have 
been looking for the man who did this Job 
ever since the bills first came Into circula­
tion. The bills In question are $2 notes, 
with heads of Hancock and Wlndom. The 
counterfeit Hancock note came out 10 years 
ago. The difference between it and the 
original is In the signature aud In the 
vignette. The discrepancy la so small that 
many experts have been fooled. The Win- 
dom $2 note was Issued Aug. 4, 1801, and 
the Imitation was discovered In 1898. 
Detectives Were Looking for Them.

The detective force of this city has 
been looking np evidence against the John­
sons for a long time. More than three 
months ago they went to work, and the 
first point scored was the arrest of Oharles 
and Edmund. Saturday last the house 
In which David had been living was search­
ed, and a hollow place behind the base­
board bedroom panel was removed, touching 
a spring, and showed a small cabinet. De­
tectives found in here plates and other 
apparatus for making counterfeit money ; 
also between $7000 and $10,000 in counter­
feit notes. A letter was found In tbe- 
house giving Information of the death of 
Weatherald of Blenheim, who Is a relative 
of the Johnsons. Detroit officers, with Of­
ficer Mahoney, visited Blenheim, and Ma­
honey made the arrest. Johnson was every 
obstinate, but was finally taken to Windsor, 
and says he will fight' extradition to the 
last. In searching the house of the other 
brothers, the officers found a large number 
of dies and colorings. The arrests are re­
garded as of the utmost Importance. Wash­
ington authorities connect the Johnsons 
with the issue of a number of other bills, 
Including $100 silver certificates, which are 
among the best counterfeits ever turned out. 
Treating notes with glycerine gives them 
the appearance of hiving been used. David 
Johnson Is married, and has two children. 
He lived in Detroit more than a year 
under the guise of a traveling agent.

It is an Important Event.
The arrest of David Henry Johnson, the 

youngest of the four Johnson brothers, 
brings to an end the operations of one of 
the most skilled gangs of counterfeiters 
that ever existed in America. He was ar­
raigned' before Commissioner Bartlett of 
Windsor this morning and decided this af­
ternoon to come across without extradition 
papers. Charley, Dave, ' JoHh, alias 
"Shang," and Ed Johnson are the surviving 
members of the family of counterfeiters. 
The family, when living In Trenton, Mich., 
24 years ago, consisted of the father, five 
sons afid one daughter. Thomas Ira John­
son, the eldest son, and a cracksman of 
national reputation, died several years ago, 
and Jessie, the daughter, who Is also dead, 
was quite famous as an expert penwomnn, 
and to her was given the credit of having 
signed the $60,000 worth of $10 Treasury 
notes made by the famous Pete McCartney 
and Old Man Brockway. Ed Johnson went 
to Montreal, Que., just 14 years ago, after 
McCartney was settled In the Northern 
Indiana Prison. The U. S. authorities were 
then In hot pursuit after the counterfeiters 
and Ed Johnson, concluded not to work at 
his trade until the chase became slack, so 
he engaged In another line of criminal 
work. He and a ‘pat^broke into a store In 
Montreal one cold winter's night and stole 
a safe, which contained $6000 In money. 
They loaded It on a cart, which was driven 
down the river, on the lee, between Hoche- 
laga and Longueull, They broke the safe 
open with'dynamite and. took possession of 
Us contents.

Ed Johnson was arrested for the daring 
robbery a few days later and sent to peni­
tentiary for 14 years. He was released last 
January.

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NO MORE THREE CENTS A MILE.
We do not know how long the present 

rate war will continue between the 
railways, but it strikes us that If the 
war is ever settled the companies will 
have a hard time restoring the former 
passenger rates of three cents a mile. 
Three cents is much too high to pay, and 
nobody knows it better than the railway 
companies. Their loss by carrying pas­
sengers for less than one cent a mile, 
and in some cases for a halt cent under 
the rate war, is small m proportion to 
wiiat they expected it would be, because 
many more people tiian was anticipated 
are traveling under the reduced rates.

A great incentive to gridironing the 
country with trolley lines is that the 
people can be carried for less than on 
the steam railways. The trolley line 
has a greet advantage over the steam 
road, in that it takes, people up at their 
doors. Another factor which has had 
a wonderful effect on railway passenger 
business, and which the companies arc 
now beginning to realize.and/wforoh must 
compel a reduction in passenger rates, is 
the telephone. Telephone communication 
between New York and Chicago ia now 
an everyday matter. Instead of spend­
ing fifty dollars on the trip from Chicago 
to New York and losing three days 
business men prefer to spend five or ten 
dollars on the telephone. They get just 
as much satisfaction as a personal inter­
view would afford them. Atnd the same 
is equally true as between Toronto and 
Montreal, Toronto and Hamilton and 
hundreds of other places. People can 

the telephone where formerly they 
had to go on a long journey. The New 
York
Central, its ally, have taken off the fast 
limited express between Chicago and 
New York, and the principal reason 
given for this change is that the tele­
phone has greatly decreased travel.

We commend these facts to Mr. Haya 
and to Sir William Van Horne, and 
trust that before they attempt to ré­
imposé the old rates they will give the 
public first-class passenger travel for 
two cents a mile, or even less. Let them 
cot off the deadheads and give the 
public value for their money.

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Robert LimitedCrane’s Challenger Beaten Over the Twelve Mile Triangular 
Course by 2 Min. 47 Secs.-Thlrd Race To-Day.

Montreal, Aug. 15.—The Dominion, tho 
Canadian boat, won the second of the In­
ternational yacht races to-day, defeating 
the American boat by 2 minutes 47 seconds 
en a 12-mllo triangular course, In a light 
breeae.

There could hardly have been a better 
day for the race than It turned out.
Though there promised nothing but a dead 
calm at the outset, there was not anything 
like the number of boats and steamers on 
the course that were present on Saturday, 
though there seemed a greatr number of 
smaller craft

•Everyone' was for the Dominion, of 
course, and when the Challenger came 
plugging along with a lead on the first leg 
of the course, which took her Into Beaconn- 
field, there was some consternation, even 
though the Dominion was so close and 
caught her rival up so Quickly after they 
had passed the buoy.

There seemed every reason to think that 
a foul had been made, but Just then this 
was found not to be so, though the yachts 
were close, and they sped away from Bea- 
consfleld toward the second turning buoy

with very little between them. Gradually, 
however, the Dominion forged ahead 
through the water. She was able to sail 
closer to the wind ban her rival, and bus 
did not require to tack so far wide of the 
buoy In order to turn. When dually she 
went about on the port tack to fetch the 
buoy It was easily seen that she bad the 
better of the first round, and that she 
should finish the round with a strong lead.

Towards the close the race looked like a 
veritable procession, and when the yachts 
passed down the third side of the triangle 
In closing the second round It was a hope­
less case for the Challenger. She had 
gained so much, however, that there was 
more than anxiety as she came past the 
first buoy of the closing round only SO 
seconds behind her rival. Anxiety was 
very great, and all hoped to see on In­
creased lead when the Dominion should 
reach the further shore buoy. The wind 
had freshened considerably, and this point 
of sailing gave the Dominion a lead of 
over 2 minutes ns the yachts started to 
close up the leg.

Miller has live 
men at work shoveling into sluice boxes, 
and he pays $12 a day each, settling 
e\ ery night with dust taken from the 
boxes.

“The men are taking ont $60 a day to 
the man- Captain Strickland of the 
Canadian Mounted Police and several 
other men are already on the ground and 
have staked daims for themselves and 
reserved the Government daims. When 
I left 33 claims had been located, and 
the balance of the creek is reserved by 
the Canadian Government. When I xyas 
coming ont to Juneau, 1 met a large 
lot of prospectors going into every bay 
along Tagieh Lake trying to find the 
spot which they had heard of, but whose 
location, they did not know.”

Mr. Hoyle, as representing North On­

He esti­
mates the yield this year for the three 
States at 190,000.000 bushels, as. against 
130,000,000 bushels In 1897. This Is distri­
buted as follows:

Minnesota yield, 88,000,000 bushels, acre­
age, 5,500,000; North Dakota yield, 63,800,- 
000, acreage, 4,700,000; South Dakota yield, 
36.000,000, acreage, 3.000.000: total yield, 
189,800,000, acreage, 13,200,000.

The average yield per acne shows less in­
crease, however, than the total yield would 
Indicate, because of an Increase of acreage 
of about 2,000,000 acres.
