The plan of General -Buller, it is now defi-
nitely settled, is to use the troops which
have already arrived at Cape Town for
the relief of General White at Lady-
smith, It was officially announced In
London yesterday afternoon that the
tl'bopshlps Lismore Castle and Yorkshire
bad arrived at Durban. The Oriental
has also sailed from Cape Town for Dur-
ban.

The War Office has forbidden foreign Gov-
ernments sending cipher messages by
cable to South Africa via the Cape, ex-
cept messages between Portugal and the

* Governor ‘of Lorenzo Marquez. This is

' evidently an order to stop Dr..Leyds

. from giving the’ Boers any Inkling as to
the plans of General Buller by using
the diplomatic service of a Government
unfriendly to Britain.

There are further reports of the futile at-
tempts made by the Boers to do damage
‘ at Kimberiey. The despatch says that
the Boer activity causes little alarm in

THE SITUATION TO DAY.

War Office in London Gives Out No-
thing and Everything is
Speculative,

London, Nov. 15.—(4.30 a.m.)—There is no
additional news regarding the proceeding
of hostilities in South: Africa this morn-
ing, except a despatch from . Mafeking,
forwarded by a runnér, dated Oct. 31,
which says that during the afternoon Gen.
‘Cronje, the Boer ‘commander, seut an ¢n-
voy to Col. Baden-Powell, under a flag of
truce, to declare that he did not consider
the Geneva Convention authorized the
flag of the Red Cross.Soclety to fly from
several buildings at once in town, and that
in his opinion the employment of natives
against whites and the use of dynamite
mines were both opposed t6 the rules of

war.

Col. Baden-Powell replied that the Gen-
eva Convention did not stipulate as to the
number of Red Cross stations pefmissible,
and that the Boers were only required:to
respect the convent, the hospltal aund the
women's laager, all of which were beyond
the town limits. The British commander
also pointed out that mines were ‘recogniz-
ed adjuncts of civilized warfare,and that the
defences of Pretoria were extensively min-
ed. Moreover, he reminded Gen. Cronje that
the Boers had fired upon natlyves, burned
their kraals and raided their cattld, and
that the natives only defended their lives
and property.

Still They Shelled the Women.

Despite these warnings from Col. Baden-
Powell, the Boers continued deliberately to
shell the hospital and the women's laager.
The sending of the Boer, envoy 'was
regarded, the despatch " says, as g
liere pretext from. penetrating the British
line at Mafeking. According to the latest
reports the town is confident of its ability
to hold out until the end of the campaign.

VERDICT OF WILFUL MURDER.

“The Queen’s highway, which means the ordigary road of travel In this country, 1s
for the people, and for the people alé.‘lne, either as Individuals or as a community.
Every one of the Queen's subjects is free to travel over that road, or, if any toll.is im-
pesed, it shall be that fmposed by the people tHgmselves, upon themselves, and _which
they can remove at any time they;’ see fit. Thigels the great cardinal principle in res
gord to the rights of the people on the highwdy, and the greatest economic blunder
that ever was made, so all economists tell us,- was made when the Pa¥liament of
England allowed the first rallway tq pass Into private hands. It is admitted now that i
the railways should®have Mkedt as highways, very much in the sense that a canal
{s 8 highway, and, while the tracks are maintained by the companles or by the state,
that all people should pass over tbfem in thelr own or other vehicles, provided they pu
the toll regulated by the state. Uhfortunately, we say, that idea of a railway belng
a highway was not carred out !nflcngland at the Dbeginning of the railway era, and
the mistake then committed was carried across to America. Fortunately, however,
railways were maintained as pnbthMghwn_vs in other }ountries, and there is all the
d'fterence in the world between the transportation problem as it presents itself in Aus-
tria, Germany, France snd Australia, and as it presents itself in Great Britain
and in the United States. These wagon hlghwnjrs must be kept intact for the benefit
of the public, and if any private corporation are allowed to lay rafls down upon the
Queen’s highway they must only bh permitted to lay them down at their own risk and .
with the understanding that thera 1s a limit to the time for which they have the
privilege, and that all tolls and taé'es over these rails, whether for passengers or for
freight, or for cgrs of any other company, must “be regulated by the people, either
.through the municipal ¢ova1mien‘k or throvgh the Legislature, or by the GWM
Counell, acting for the Leglsht'u:re. Opposed to this, a most damnable doctrine of ex-
clusive right has been set up by the electric car monopolists, and to make which clear
we will refer to two or three Instances. The street car franchises, as they have beq
acquired in the cities of On%tarlo,f are simply franchises of the right to transport pas-
gengers from one point of the city In question to any .other point thereln, but the
 companies have pretended and hd,vo argued at Ottawa, and have employed the best
lawyers to shed tears before the Rallway Committee, that they have not only the ex-
clusive franchise of the local pus:enger traffic bnt that no company coming from the
outside can pass Into the clity or pass throvgh the clty without violating their privi-
leges. For instance, they say the city of Torcnto has no_right to let the Metropolitan
Railway from away up Yonge-street come down into the élty. Weé deny this in toto,
and, as a matter of fact, the city of Montreal has vindieated her rights to allow any
outside rallway to run lgto and through the city of Montreal, over the streets of
Montreal, and something must be vindicated for Toronto in the same way.' The To-
ronto Rallway Company have no right to stop the people from away up Yonge-strect ™
comifig down into the city and imsslng thmugh the city outward, l?the city choose
to let them, Of course, the economic way of carrying this out is to allow the outside’
railway to pass over the irons of the local company at a toll regulated by the Legisla-
ture. We at once gdmlt that thl? outside rallway coming into the city has not the
right to do local traffic within thie city, and if it does it must pay the fares so col-
lected over to the company having the franchise. E :

Now, let us take another instance. The Metrdpolltnn Railway at this moment con-
trols some twenty miles of Yonge-street, and, we suppose, has a charter fartlier up the
rcad. But, supposing, for the moment, we say it terminates at Newmarket; and that
the people of Newmarket or a company working north of Newmarket proposes layidg,
a track ten or {welve miles farther up the street. As soon as they reach Newmarkﬁ
coming south, the Metropolitan Rallway will say to them, as these companies have sa
at Ottawa and here in Toronto, “You camnot pass over our rails into the clity o!‘ To-
rorto, or, if you do, it must be on whatever terms we may demand. You haye no
rights In the matter. We own /the franchise absolutely.” Again we dispute this con-
tention. The people of Yonge-street north of Newmarket have a perfect 55\11: over the
Queen’s highway into the city of Toronto, and if the Metropolitan refuses to. allow
them to pass over their rails at!a reasonable toll, regulated by Government, they
are nothing but highwaymen, banditti and a common enemy, which shkould be a@e-
stroyed. | i :

In a very short time this country will be cobwebbed with these electric roads on the
Queen’s highway, and, unless the Loeal Government takes the matter up at onge and
the Legislature empowers it to summarily deal with the question and to regulate the
relation of one road to the other and the running rights of one road over the other, and
the tolls and fares imposed upon the publie, there will be the worst monopolistic
tyranny placed over a tree people that ever was known in the history of the world.
The railways have some justification for their exclusive pretences, but the trolley
lines’ claims over the Queen's highway are an invasion of the everlasting rights of the
people, and must be regulated, and regulated at once.

We do not wish to raise the question how these pretended exclusive ‘franchises
Jvere acquired, but so serlous Is the stage the question has reached that - we “are.
bound to refer to them and to say that there {s hardly one franchise within theé
cities or along the country road that was not acquired by bribery, by corruption, or
“lobbying”’ "of the most disgraceful kind. For instance, city and county councillors
have been taken andshown the seamy side of the other towns, given a good time
and then brought back to vote away a franchise in the back room of some hotel. ";'he
most unscrupulous lobbylsts have been employed and as a matter of fact these fran-
chises which are claimed to be exclusive have slipped through councils and have
been eonfirmed in a way by the Leglslature. The public Interest demands that

these so-called exclusive privileges be repealed, as they can be repealed. It must
be put beyond the power of any few men who happen to be for the time being mem-
bers of a municipal council to vote awayan everlasting franchise, or one for a long
term of years, without full and ample revision. As it is now, corruption seem®
to permeate the country and the dishonest representative of the people can make. a
fortune out of one dishonest act in voting away a franchise, and then laugh in the
faces of those whom he pretended to represent and whom, as a matter of fact,
he defrauded. It must also be put beyond the power of any council to vote perpetual
franchises or unnecessary extensions of franchises. All this must be stopped and
all these confirmatory laws must be repealed and put upon.a basis that is In the'puo-
He interest. We refuse to assent to the doctrine that corporations can turn them-
selves into bandittl and hold up the people at every turn by reason of franehises cor-
ruptly obtained, corruptly confirmed In the Legislature, and backed up by the plea
of lawyers pald and retained for the exp purpose of putting the people under
a pew thraldom. So much for the general position. i

And now for a few words as to where the responsibility lies for all this state of
affairs. The responsibility Mes with the Lelslature of the province and‘every mem-
ber of the Legislature, and secondarily it lies upon the Government of the day and
the men who constitute that Government, and the political party that upholds it.  Mr.
Ross to-day is the Premler of the Province of Ontario, and he is the custodian of
the public rights, of the muni¢ipal rights, of the people, and most of all he Is the
custodian of the Queen’s highway, in whatever direction it may run, in whatever quar-
ter of the province it may li¢. It 1s Mz Ross’ duty now to tackle this question of
electric rallways and to devise ‘such legislation as is really in the public interest, He
must call off the buccaneers apd: bandittl, who are now against the public and who
have entrenched themselves bebind franchises corruptly got and corruptly. confirmed,
and not in the public interest.| And If Mr. Ross falls in this he has falled in his main
responsibility. The man who niugt mext “ghare in the responsibility is the leader of
the Opposition, Mr. Whitney, | We are sorry to say that neither o these gentlemen,
so far, has exhibited any prnf aetivity in maintaining the rights of the people. They
must now both declare themselves, and a§ we have a great deal of sympathy with Mr.
Whitney in other things, we trust he will take the first opportunity of declaring
himself on this supreme issue.  The intefest supposed to centre around the Crown’
lands in Ontario is not & patch to preserving the rights of the people of Ontario,
over their own highways, and Mr. Whitney and the other members of the Legislature
must wake up to the responsibility under which they rest. The issue is clear-cut.
Every man must be out-andsout and up-and-up in his attitude towards it, and the
people must make it their business to return no man to the Legislature, be he Grit
or Tory, who does not solemnly pledge himself before all his constituents that he In-
tends to go to the Legislature ' to uphold their rights and not to
trade them off to the | electric rallways, who are setting up the pre-
tence that they really ‘own the Queen's highway and that the Queen’s
subjects and lleges must “thereafter pay them such tolls as they demand. The
people’s highways must not be taken from them by the banditti of the trolley. And
when the people’d rights have been vindi cated’ trolley lines will spring up all over,
1t is the bandittl now in possgssion that block progress.
