St. John’s, Nfd., Oct 24—(C.P.R. de-
spatch.)—The program of the Duke and
Duchess of Cornwall and York was carried
out to-day amid frequent rain showers.
The royal party landed at 11 o'clock, not
any of them wearing uniforms, and drove
to the Government House under an escort
of 'mounted police, thru streets lined with
sallors and marines from the fleet. At
the Government House, Sir William White,
chairman of the Citizens’ Committee, pre-
sented an address of welcome, to which
the Duke replied in suitable terms.

The Governor of Newfoundland, SIr
Cavendish Boyle, then presented the
people’s gifts, two splendid caribou heads,
mounted for the Duke, and two albums
containing photograph of native scenery
for the Duchess.

The women of the colony, thru Lady
Whiteway, presented the Duchess with
a mink carriage rug. :

The Duke, later, laid the commemorative
stone of the new court house, and then

children, numbering 4500, in the rink pre-
sented the Duke and Duchess with a New-
foundland , harness. and cart for the
royal children. The Duke thanked them.

The only function this afternoon was a
reception by the Duke and Duchess in
Government House, which was attended
by about 500 persons. When the affair
was partly over, it was suspended for a
time, as the Duchess became somewhat
faint in consequence, it is understood, of
her condition. The receptipm closed at ten
minutes past four. fn

The royal party then drove to the dock
and went on board the Ophir, where the
Duke and Duchess rested for a few hours,
returning at 8 o’clock to attend the state
banquet at Government House, and to
drive thru the city at 10 o’clock for a
view of the illuminations, which, as the
weather had lmproved, were general.

At 11 o'clock the Duke and Duchess re-
turned to the Ophir, which will sail for
England at daylight to-morrow.

LONDON HAS & BAD SGARE

Outbreak of Smallpox Gives Anti-
2 Vaccinationists an ‘
Opportunity.

PHYSICIANS ARE REAPING A HARVEST

More Tham Two Milllon Dollars
Paid in Fees—*Senseless Fear
of the Publie” Forsooth. -

7 ondon, C¢t. 24 —In the midsi of a pub-
lic scare over the outbreak of smallpox
the National Anti-Vaecination League, 1s
energetically prosecuting its crusade. The
leaders of the movement assert that the
outbreak is the best thing possible to
call attention to its work and are seizing
the opportupity to hold public meetings
in all parts of the metropolis and in the
provinces.

The physicians are reaping a golden har-
vest. It is estimated that they must
have gathered more than $2,000,000 in the
shape of vaccination fees during the last
few weeks. Charles Gane, honorary secre-
tary of the Anti-Vaccination League, said
to a correspondent to-night :

Many Cases of Diphtheria.

“London is apparently wild over the
170 cases of smallpox that have been found,
totally ignoring the fact that there are in
their midst 4200 cases of diphtheria and
scarlet fever. The doctors are silent as
to the presence of these diseases because
no vaccination fees attend their suppres-
sion. Family physicians are vaccinating
more than 100 patients each day. The

| fees range from 5 to 10 shillings ($1.25 to

$2.50). Small wonder the nmembers of
the medical profession are warm believers
in vaceination. *

““Meanwhile we see little cause for alarm.
The deaths recorded average only one in
140,000. The doctors have now got the
upper hard of the outbreak. We are
awaiting accurate hospital returns of the
cases treated, whether vaccinated or un-
vaccinated, and are confident that the
official figures will forward our cause.

Slow Progress in America.

“The non-progress of the anti-vaccina-
tion movement in the United States is a
source of astonishment and regfet to
English antl-vaccinationists. We have al-
ways regarded the United States as the
home of liberty and free from the hide-
bound prejudices of England, but we be-
gin to fear it is a doctor-ridden country.
The stories we, have hgard of the high-
handed proceedings of American authori-
ties In enforcing vaccination exceed any
of the abuses we have suffered. Our
cause is advancing less in the United States
than In any other country In the world,

| tho we have many branches there.”

The English accident insurance companies

are offering to insure against smallpox
without any extra premium, so that the
public fis ‘not only getding wacdinated
wholesale, but ls also seeking pecuniary
golace even at the expense of contagion.

This, however, was
not to be the lowest figute, for, this mern-
ing, the first sale was made at 63, and,
from then on to noon, values gradually
decreased, until $50 per share was struck.
At this point there was & trifling reac-
tion, and the last sale at noon was made
at 515% A general impression prevalls
among brokers that the dividend may be
passed.

The decrease In value of the stock from
a year ago amounts to over 50 points per
share. This means a shrinkage of one
and one-half millions on the common stock,
which amounts in-all to a trifle up-
ward of three million dollars. The open-
ing price of the stock for the current year
was 92%. The highest price at which the
stock sgold In 1900 was 104%, and the low-
est 88,

A peculiar feature of the present bear
movement is the amount of stock which
has recently been coming out, showing
that some large holders have, In al prob-
ability, been letting go some of <heir

lines. The total sales of the stock for the
year 1900 amounted to 14,575 shares,
while the sales of the stock for October,
up to the present date, amount to 15,351
shares. y \

London, Oct. 25.—“News has been re-
celved here trqm Teheran,” says a de-
spatch from St. Petersburg to The Dally
Mall, “of the discovery pof a serious plot
on the life of the Shah. The leaders of
the conspiracy were the Shah's two broth-
ers, the Grand Vizier, Sadr Aazam, and
the Shah’s son-in-law. The two brothers
have been bamished for life to Ardebil.”

The son-in-law was sentenced to death,
but on the scaffold his sentence was
mitigated by the Shah’s firman to flogging
until he had revealed all the names of the
conspirators.

The Shah’s favorite, Gavame, who was
also concerned, was pardoned on the scaf-
fold, but died subsequently in patison.
The whole revolutionary party, together
with the higher priests, were in the plot;
and all will be beheaded or imprisoned for
life. There is a veritable panic among th
people of Teheran. .

WILL EXTEND THE LINE.

Buffalo Capitalists Buy Peterboro
and Ashburnham Railway.

E. M. Block of Buffalo Is in tbe city
on hig way home from Peterboro. He
represents a syndicate of Buffalo capital-
ists, and has just negotiated the purchase
of the Peterboro and Ashburnham electric
railway. 5

The railway is six miles In length, and
wag constructed as a model by the Cana-
dian General Electric Company.

The price paid for the railway is $150,-
000, of which $25,000 has been paid down.

The new purchasers propose ~xtending the
line to Lakefleld, a distance cf seven
miles, and thoroly equipping it with mod-
ern cars.

Mr. Block will be the new manager,
The capitalists interested are headed by
Mr. Block’s father, who is connected with
the Buffalo City Bank.

PLOT 10 TAKE SHAR'S LIFE

HITNESSES ALLSHY SUICD

White Was Ever Complaining ard
Frequently Talked of Killing
Himself.

DEFENCE IN MURDER CASE BEGLR

Baking Soda Found in Flonse After
Death, Used to Make Harm-
less Cake.

Brantford, Oct. 24/~The White murder
trial continped this morning, and the de-
fence slde was begun.

Peter Schram, a boarding-house keepcT,
with whom White fived, testified that de-
ceased spent much money in drink. He
was not a well man, and often complained
of pain across the chest, took medicine,
sometimes from boxes and other times
from bottles. He had also' talked life
insurance and of sulciding when he had
been drinking, saying that he would drown
himself, that he was no good and that
he had no friends. He talked of joining
a benefit soclety when he could afford It.
White had told the witness that he got
into trouble with his wife over his drink-
ing habits, but that she lked him In all
other respects.

Talked of Being a Corpse.

Phillp Mouthe of Toronto, formerly of
Brantford, said that once, while drinking
with White, the latter sald that he was
always In ¢rouble and could not get along.
He sald that he was better dead than
alive. White wsaid, “if you find me a
corpse in the morning, don’t be a bit sur-
prised.” He pulled a bottle out of his
pocket. The witness told him not to ¢alk
like that, or he would not stay with him.
Witness stayed all night  with the de-
ceased. Another time, the witness said
that White met him and sald to him, *“‘An-
other dose like that would have fixed me.”

“] asked him what he meant,”” sald the
witness, and he saild: “You know what I
told you about before.”

Mr. Anglin cross-examined the witness
at length. Mouthe was positive of the
exact words wsed by White in 1897, “If
you find me a corpse in the morning, don’t
be a .bit surprised.” He could not tell
how many glasses of liquor White had had
that night. Witness sald that he had often
been drunk Bince that time,and was known
as & heavy drinker.

Spoke of Suieide:

W. D. Foster of Hamllton swore that,
while he was boarding at Schram's with
White, someone was drowned in the river,
Witness remarked to White that it was
a sad thing. White said he didn’t know
about that. He said
death ended all, and that he would be
ready to go at any time, and that, if his
troubles multiplied to shich an extent that
he could not bear them, he would taxke
his owns life. White's condition at nights
was similar to that of a person suffering

RICE IS BACK IN TORONTO-

Murder ,Trial Will Open on Mon-
day Next.

Fred Lee Rice, the only surviving mem-

13er of the notorious Rutledge gang of bank

robbers, is back in Toronto again and will

be kept at the jail until the charge of
murder hanging over him is disposed of at
the Criminal Assizes, which open at the
City Hall on Monday at 2 p.m.

Rice has been in Kingston Penitentiary
since June 27 last. He was brought to
Toronto again yesterday afternoon and will
be ready in court when the charge of
murdering County Constable William Boyd
is pressed next week. No announcement
was made of his coming. Sheriff’s Officer
Harris and County Constable John Brown
went to Kingston yesterday morning and
returned with the prisoner on the Inter-
national Limited. Rice was handcuffed to
the officers, and his feet were heavily
shackled. The train left Kingston at
12.58 p.m. and reached Toronto at 4.25
p.m. At the Union Station the party enter-
ed a carrlage and were driven hurriedly
to the jail, where Rice was placed in a
cell on the north side.

The prisoner has enjoyed good health
since he left Toronto, and Is In excellent
spirits, despite the fact that he is to be
placed on trial for his life within a week.
Apparently Rice is walting for something
to turn up, and is at present under the
impression, it is stated, that he cannot
be tried on the murder charge until he
has served 21 years or has been pardomed.
It Is asserted that he has been so advised
by his counsel, T. C. Robinette.

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR TEAGHERS.

Dr. Workman Says Bible is Worst
Understood Book in the World.
The 36th annual convention of Ontario

Snbbﬁth School Workers, Which has been

in session for the past three days in the

Metropolitan Church, was concluded last

evening. This convention was probably

the most successful in the history of the

association. :

The address by E. Coatsworth, ‘yr., To-
ronto, on ‘“‘Sunday School lerulgo" was
well delivered, and dealt with a vital ques-
tion in Sunday,Schodl life. He copdemned
the great majority of libraries for the
amount of worthless fiction which had of
late been introduced, and advocated the-
abolition of all such and the substitution
of standard works and magazines.

Rev. J. W. Rae spoke of his convention
tour thru Parry Sound, I\'iplsﬂidm Algoma
and Manitoulin Island.

Rev. T, L. Hyde, Toronto, gave an glo-
quent address on ‘How to interest Sab-
bath Schools in Missions,” in which he
advocated the more extensive reading of
missionary literature and the study of
fields of mission work.

Prayer was offered for the recovery of
Mr. W. E. H. Massey, who has been an
active Sunday School worker and useful
citizen, and who is now. in the critical
stage of a severe iliness.

Three winners of diplomas in the normal
course were presented with them:. They
were Mr. and Mrs. Kitchen of Waterford
and Mrs. Davis of Picton.

The afternoon program included an ad-
dress by Rev. John McEwen, the grand
old man of the association, who for thirty
years has been prominent in its work. He
spoke on the subject “Construction and
characteristies of the Bible,’” and on con-
cluding was tendered a rising vote of
confidence and esteem by the audience.

Bible .is Misunderstood.

Rev. G. C. Workmen, Ph. D. of this city,
followed in an address on ‘“How to study the
Bible,” which deeply Bmpressed the
audience. Judging from the expression on
the faces of many of the clergymen pre-
sent, his views on some of the vexed
questions were at variance with their
own. ‘‘The Bible,”” he said, “is the worst
understood book in the world.
of things is due largely to false theorles
of inspiration, to erroneous views of reve-
lation, to wrong methods of Interpreta-
tion and to the belief held by many good
men, that the obscurity of so many pass-
\ges I8 a proof of ite divine authorship.”

Teachers, he said, should seek to ex-
plain the difficulties raised by the ad-
vance in sclence and criticism, but should
bear in mind the fact that ‘‘they must
interpret the language of the Bible in
harmony with the meaning attached to
the words at the time the writers em-
The literature of the Bible
should be studied as an ancient literature,
as an oriental literature and as a de-
veloped literature.

Mrs. J. W. Barnes, in her address on
“Self training of teachers,” suggested that
the teacher might learn much from ehser-
vation by himself and others, and from
the experience of his own childhood days.
