#Admiral Togo’s Fleet Escorts *

I/>ndon. April 14.—The St. Petersburg ^ 

correspondent of The Standard sends f 
a rumor to the effect that Vice-Admiral 
Togo’s fleet escorted a Japanese land­
ing of troops to the westward of Yalu 
River. When 12,000 men had been 
landed the Russian troops, which were 
lying concealed, suddenly attacked 
them, driving them back to the ships 
with heavy losses in men and guns.

The Times this morning prints a 
despatch from its correspondent at sea 
off the coast of Korea. The despatch 
is dated yesterday, and in it the cor­
respondent says he believes the en­
trance to Port Arthur is now sealed.
